Her IMaJenly Lba* Generonsly Assisted 
all l Members oi Her Family Who 
Needed It.

New York, July 12.—A special from 
London to the Herald says. “It has 
been more than once intimated on the 
part of the government and the sovereign 
that there has been no fear of producing 
the accounts of expenditure as regards 
the civil list daring the reign of the 
Qaeen.

Her Majesty has been accustomed to 
keep close and accurate accounts and 
she has given her consent to the pro­
duction of these accounts from her 
accession, down to the present 
period. It will be shown whether there 
has been any saving and whether there 
has been any excess of expenditure on 
the various items of the civil list

The result of this disclosute it is 
thought will be effectually td silence that 
section of the Radical party which has 
denounced the Queen for hoarding large 
sums of money out of the civil list ; and 
it is expected it will prove that Her 
Majesty rendered most generous assis­
tance to all tho members of her family 
who were in need of it.

On Monday the committee on royal 
grants will hold their first meeting. It is 
believed that the time lias come when an 
end should be put to the extravagant at­
tack which has been made upon the 
sovereign, on account of the supposed 
enormous wealth she has acquired. The 
demands for the production of her will, 
for instance which come of late from 
varions radical newspapers has been 
of the most offensive description, and it 
was probably felt by the majority of her 
advisers that the best way to treat them 
was to disclose the whole state of Her 
Majesty’s means, although her will re­
mains of course, her own • property, just 
as is the will of her humblest subject.

If the administration enforces the 

opinion of its ‘solicitor of the treasury 
that Canadian cars engaged in com­
merce between this country and the 
Dominion shall be tariff-taxed; or if 
congress excludes Canadian roads from 
all interstate traffic as some sections and 
interests are contemplating, Boston, 
Portland and other parts of New Eng­
land will make a prodigious fuss. This 
has become evident from the tes­
timony now being taken before 
the Senate committee at Boston. 
While the southern New England rail­
roads are not generally averse to the ex­
clusion of Canadian competition or its 
regulation under the interstate act, the 
manufacturing and general business in­
terests certainly are, and emphatically so. 
The Boston chamber of commerce gave 
the committee to understand this at Sat­
urday’s hearing, and a delegation of 
leading citizens of Portland told the sena­
tors that that port could not, and would 
not, without strong protest, be subjected 
to any regulations designed to diminish 
interstate traffic over the Grand Trunk 
and other Canadian roads.

Such a course would not only destroy 
the export trade of both cities, but would 
impose such conditions upon manufac­
turers, merchants and the consuming 
public in regard to transportation as to 
effectually handicap this section in its 
competition with other sections of the 
country. Portland capital is to a great 
extent interested in the Grand Trunk’s 
extension to that city; Boston capital is 
largely placed in all the northern New 
England roads; manufacturers through­
out the whole section are vitally in­
terested in keeping open those ways 
of western communication: the export 
trade of both cities depend on 
such conditions ; and hence this effort on 
the part of rival interests to {drive New 
England into a comer, choke up its 
channels of cheap communication with 
the west via Canada, and injure incalcu­
lably all these vast interests, will not be 
readily submitted to.

There was more drunkenness in Port­

land yesterday than on any holiday for 
years.

Around the 
custom house it is estimated that fifty 
men were seen drunk during the night 
and day. It was even worse about Gor­
ham’s corner and the adjacent parts of 
the city. The police made arrests until 
the station was full aud could accommo­
date no more, l'orty drunkards were 
locked up at one time. This morning 
forty-one cases were before the court,and 
many were discharged without being 
brought up.

fact that “ the drunkenest city ”, should 
be looked for in a prohibition state. If 
prohibition docs nob prohibit drinking or 
fails to prevent such scenes as are above 
described why should such a law encum­
ber the statute book ?

ONE CENT FERRY-

The influence of The Gazette in mould­
ing public opinion in St. John was 
shown yesterday in the prompt accept­
ance by the Common Council of the plan 
which we have persistently advocated of 
placing the rate of ferriage at one cent 
instead of three cents, as at present. 
The Gazette took up this matter at a 
time when the people of the West side 
considered themselves aggrieved be­
cause the scheme of union, which had been 
adopted by Si. John and Portland, would 
deprive them of their separate revenues 
and, in their view of the case, increase 
their rate of taxation. Many of them 
were agitating for a bridge and others 
fur a free ferry, hut The Gazette re­
cognized from the first the impossibility 
of either being obtained, and began to 
agitate for the ieduction of the ferry 
toll to a uniform rate of one cent. In this 
agitation it received no support whatever 
from any St, John paper, nor so far as 
wc know was the subject of a one cent 
ferry so much as even mentioned in the 
columns of either the Telegraph, 
Sun or Globe. It was not to he expected 
that such able and world-renowned jour­
nalists, as the editors of these three 
jiapers could deign to take any notice of 
a proi>osal, emanating from the obscure 
and unknown writers for The Gazette. 
So our three contemporaries preserved a 
solemn and owl-like silence and proeeed- 
v l to discuss the “climate of Guatemala,” 
“Chartered Accountants”kand other sub­
jects of thrilling interest, to the St, John 
public. The result shows that 
the support of Tin: Gazette to any 
scheme of public improvement is of more 
consequence than that of all the other 
papers combined. The one cent ferry idea 
was adopted by Mayor Barker in his in­
augural address, and recommended to the 
council; the ferry committee took it up and 
agreed toit, and now it has been adopted 
by the council, to take effect on the 22ud 
July, the day of the opening of the carni­
val.

The Montreal Gazette describes a plan 
for using the vast pastoral stretches of 
Alberta to fatten cattle for the Eastern 
markets, which has been inaugurated by 
a Winnipeg dealer. A beginning was 
made with two thousand steers, pur­
chased in various parts of Ontario, and 
shipped in two instalments to Calgary, 
They were taken thence to the Quorm 
ranch, the rich pastures of which could 
he depended on to bring them in a com­
paratively short time to excellent con­
dition. The removal to and fro is made 
on fast trains especially adapted to the 
purpose. In the fall the fattened steers 
are to be brought back and sent to the 
eastern markets. If this experiment 
succeeds it would prove of great value to 
Canada, and be the means of largely in­
creasing the traffic of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway,

Thefmission to Australia by the Hon.J. 
J.C. Abbott is a highly important one and 
should lead tojvaluable results. He goes 
to attend the international conference on 
the subject of trade relations between 
members of the Australasian group and 
other parts of the empire. Mr. Abbott’s 
commission authorizes him to deal with 
the questions of trade and fariff, as well 
as with direct steam communication with 
Canada and cable connection.

Some interesting facts arc being devel­
oped at the hearings in Boston before 
tho Senate committee.

that the trunk lines were discriminating 
in their charges on freight not consigned 
to New York; that merchandise billed 
for .New England, carried over the same 
track, by the same engine, in the same 
train and perhaps the same car as that 
bound for New* York, was charged a 
higher rate for every mile carried. The 
Boston Advertiser says the committee 
were astonished at this information, as 

- well they might be. Saving been cheat­
ing New England on the sly, the railroad 

opolists are now trying to levy open 
tribute on this section. The attempt is 
arousing a spirit of resistance, however, 
which it will be dangerous to trifle with.

Tlieso conventions are generally 
held on the day preceding the spring meet­
ings of the Presbyteries, or a day during 
sessions of the Presbyteries is set apart 
for them. Topics, such as the following: 
“The Reflex Influence of Foreign Mis­
sions on tho Home Work.” “Woman’s 
Work for Foreign Missions,” “The Pro­
gress of Missions Toward the Conversion 
of the World,” are selected beforehand 
and speakers chosen to open their dis­
cussion. These conventions are well at­
tended, and arc very interesting and in­
structive. As the result of them we ex­
pect to see tho whole church revived 
with a special outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit in all of our congregations. The 
whole church is Christ’s great missionary 
society, and tho whole world is its field; 
and tho charity that sees the farthest and 
reaches out its hand to help the most dis­
tant, is apt to be most genuine and effi­
cient at home, The more that his church 
does for Christ in the foreign field, the 
more will Christ do for his church in the 
home field.—Presbyterian Journal.

mercial union of all the Imperial domi­
nions with the United Kingdom, and by 
providing for the protection of the colon­
ies in the British markets against tho 
aggressive trade systems of foreign na­
tions, the political ties which bind to­
gether the disserved portions of the 
Empire would have been immeasurably 
strengthened, and the commercial inter­
ests of all the parts would ere this have 
become completely identified.
