INSPECTOR WEATHERHEAD’S CASE.

A very painful impression has been
produced in this city by the degrada-
tion of Inspector Weatherhead to the
position of patrolman by chief of police
Clark. Inspector Weatherhead has
been a member of the St. John police
force for seventeen years and during
that period, we understand, no charge of
any kind has ever been preferred
against him. He has won his way up
to the position he occupied until this
week by faithful service, and now, after
all these years, he is reduced to the ranks
without being informed of the nature of
his offence or whether he has been guilty
of any offence at all. Such a proceeding
is, we believe, quite unheard of in police
annals. No chief of police has a right
by the mere arbitrary exercise of power
to degrade an officer against
whom no charge has been preferred.
The inferview with the chief which
we published yesterday leads to
the belief that Mr. Clark
imagines he is not amenable to public
criticism for any of his acts. “The king
can do no wrong” is a maxim of the Brit-
ish constitution, but that is the case
merely because the king acts through
his ministers, who relieve him of the
odium of any wrong that is committed.
But Chief Clark, with no one to stand
betweon himself and the people, verily
believcs that he can do no wrong and
that it 8 an impertinence for any
one to question his conduct or
his movives. “It's a queer thing”
said the chief to the GazerTE represent-
ative, “that I can’t conduct the police
department as I please.” “The Chief of
Police is head of his department and is
responsible for its good government,
but one wonld not suppose that this was
the case from the evident desire of a
great many persons to manage it for
him,” responds the chief’s own special
organ, the Globe. “The public have
pothing to do with me,” continues the
chief, and Mr. Richard O’Brien, in the
Globe, responds, “Just now there is a
a great tempest in a tea pot, and in a
very little tea pot too.”

This sentiment is merely a variation
of Vanderbilt’s remark, “The public be
d—d,” but it will not find much ac-
ceptance in St. John. The public who
pay the salary of Chief Clark and of
the rest of the police force want to know
why theftwo inspectors have been treated
so differently. One of them, against
whom no charge has eyer been preferred,
is degraded to the ranks, while the
other who has been fined in the police
court for abusive language and who
was charged with perjury, has
been retained in his position and made
the confidant of the chief. These things
require some explanation.

MR. SMALL, OF KOOTENAY.

A Winnipeg paper speaking of clergy-
men who have been appointed to some
of the remotest fields of the North-west,
says that Rev. W. J. Small, a champion
foot-ball player of Manitoba college, was
chosen for the difficult field of Kootenay,
because in addition to zeal and Christian
energy, he is blessed with a good
physique. Mr. Small's field is sixty
miles in length, and has four stations
which at present he is unable to
reach except on foot. It is to be
hoped that Mr. Small’s Christianity
isas healthful and vigorous as his
physical nature is supposed to be, for
otherwise his ministrations in the field
of Kootenay will be in a measure with-
out value. In every new country the
settlers are mostly practical, hard-head-
ed men, who have little time or dis-
position to listen to theological dis-
quistions or long drawn arguments. A
bookworm or a doctrinaire would be of
about as much use to them as a cucnm-
ber in a cholera hospital. They:-want to
be spoken to as Christ spoke to
the multitudes on the mount, and the
words of the speaker, if they come from
the heart, will sound beautiful in their
ears, and exert a benificient influence
over their lives, even though they lack
polish and are not joined together after
the manner of the logicians. Almost,
such a man may be said to be, the father
of the people to whom he ministers.
Theirs are his hopes and fears, his joys

- and sorrows. He is the monitor of the
young, the consoler of the old and the
companion and adviser of the middle age.
He christens their children, buries their
dead, rejoices with those who rejoice,

DOAGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS **NO LONGER
FETCH A LIVING PRICE?”

1’Union, of St. Hyacinthe, Que., makes
the somewhat surprising statement that
on every hand people are complaining
that agricultural products no longer
fetch a living price, and that it is im-
possible to raise money for the payment
of debts contracted when the outlook
was brighter. If this is true of the
farmers in the vicinlty of St. Hyacinthe,
they should at once abandon agriculture
for the profession of which they are evi-
dently incapable, and engage in some
occupation more in touch with their in-
tellectual capacities. There has never
been a time when farm products, as a
whole, brought higher prices than they
do at present, nor when such necessities
from abroad, as sugar, tea, coffee, dried
fruits, etc., were obtainable, from year to
year, at a lower rate than they have
been during the past decade. If the
farmers of St. Hyacinthe starve their
land and gather starvation crops, they
have reason to complain, but only of
themselves. They do things differently
along the St. Jobn, in Carleton, West-
morland and Albert counties, in Col-
chester and in the Annapolis valley and
on Prince Edward Island; in fact all
over the maritime provinces. Our farm-
ers make no complaint about the prices
‘that are paid them for their potatoes,
turnips, oats, buckwheat, garden vege-
tables, fruit, fowls, turkeys and geese,
eggs, butter and cheese, pork, lard, beef.
cattle, sheep and horses. And yet they
are but just waking up to what may bte
accomplished by more intelligent farm-
ing and the breeding of finer stock. It
costs just as much to raise 100 bushels
of potatoes or 10 bushels of oats from an
acre of land, so far as labor goes, as it
does to raise treble that amount, and it
costs just as much to keep a cow yield-
ing 75 or 100 pounds of butter a year as
it does to keep one yielding 300 pounds.
The farmers as a class are the most in-
dependent of our people, and if L’ Union
speaks truly of those about St. Hyac-
inthe, they had better sell or give away
their farms and look for employment
on——the Panama canal.

NOTE AND COMMERT.

The 8ackville Post, although opposed to
the Provincial government, very sensi-
bly indorses its action in sending Mr.
Boyce to England. It says:—

The provincial government has done a
creditable actin sending Mr. Boyce of
Fredericton, to England to lay before the
tenant farmers there, the claims of New
Brunswick as a home for agricultural
emigrants. We bave in the province
several tracts of fertile land that could
be homesteaded by industrious settlers.
Mr. Boyce being an Englishman and a
land agent, his trip should be produc-
tive of good results.

Moncton is and has been
for many years a Scott act town, yet its
moral condition appears to be very bad.

Andrews, they feel obliged to maintain
a neutral position as between the various
seaports reached by the company’s
lines. They do not consider that it is
within their province to provide harbor
facilities anywhere, but only to make
due provision for such traffic as may be
offered for handling by their company.
They will undertake to provide in the
way of wharves, ware houses, etc. for tak-
ingcare of all business that may be offer-
ed at or for St. Audrews but they cannot
undertake to create the business.

If St. Andrews possesses advantages
for ocean shipping,as it doubtless does,it
rests with the town to convince the
owners of ocean craft of the fact and to
hold out inducements to them to send
their ships to that port.

It is the duty of the railway company
to make as favorabie rates of freight in
and out, as are made to other ports sim-
ilarly situated, and I am directed to
say that that will be done. It is also
the duty of the railway company to
handle the traffic offering at that port
efficiently and promptly, and that also
will be done.

Special facilities are necessary for
economical handling, but these are cost-
ly and cannot be provided withouta
reasonable probability of their being
utilized but the railway company is
willing to bear the extra expense in-
volved in handling the traffic without
the special facilities until it is demon-
strated that they will be required.

EXPLOSION ENQUIRY.
The Inguest on the Body of Henry

Baird Commenced This Morning.

About 10.15 Coroner Robinson began
the inquest on the body of Henry Baird
who was killed in the explosion of the
South Bay mill, Tuesday. The inquest
was conducted in the post office at South
Bay, the Solicitor General being present
in the interests of the crown.

‘Wm. Stinson, the first witness exam-
ined, testified: “I was piling deals near
the mill the day of the accident. Heard
the explosion. Two of the boilers were
thrown some distance from the mill.
Recognized the body of Henry Baird
which was very much disfigured. It
was about 50 yards from the mill. His
duties were near the end of the boiler
house piling laths on a car. I think he
was thrown the intervening distance.

Andrew C. Gregory sworn, said: “I
was general foreman of the mill. On the
morning of 25th, about 6:30 o’clock Iex-
amined the engines and boilers. The
pump was working and everything in
good order. Itwas customary to look at
all the water glasses. There wasa two
nch pipe running through all the
boilers so that the water would
be the same height in each. I didn’t
look atall that morning. A wheel broke
and the mill stopped for about an hour.
She was started again at 810 with 40
Ib. pressure. 1 went to breakfast, got
back before 9 o’clock, went through the
mill on to the wharf, and was in conver-
sation with the pondman when the mill
blew up, about 20 minutes after I came
in>

In answer to Solicitor-General: “I am
not an expert engineer, but had a gene-
ral supervision over the boilers, and
have had 16 years experience. I had an
engineer and a blacksmith who acted as
assistants. Ialways found that all the
glasses showed the same amount
of water in each boiler. The water
was within 2 inches of the top
when I looked at the glass. I was
informed by the assistant engiheer
that the pumps had just been
started.

1 examined the suction pipe; it was
working all right. I examined the pieces
of the exploded boilers and saw no in-
dications of unusual heat. If the fires
were low sometimes the engineer
would stop the pumps. I was careful
always to see that the engine was work-
ing properly and that the engineer or his
assistant was always on hand. The
boilers were cleaned 4 weeks before the
explosion and at that time showed no
incrustation of salt.

Morton L. Allan, sworn, testified, “I
was employed in the mill as ergineer,
since July. Was chief engineer in
charge on Tuesday last. Found every-
thing in good order that morning. Re-
mained about an hour and a half. Lefi
John Allingham, my assistant,in charge
when I went to my breakfast. Did not
hear the explosion. First learned of
it on my way on returning to ‘the mill.
Found two boilers exploded. Boiler
house was destroyed and there was a
hole in the morth end of
the mill where one boiler went through.
[ examined the gauge and there was
55 Ibs pressure on in the morning. 1
examined the glasses in all the boilers
and they had the usual quantity of water
in them. The pump that supplies these
boilers was going. Never knew the pumj:
not to do its duty. It was while acog
wheel broke and the mill was stopped
about an hour, and before I went to
breakfast I started her at about 42 lbs
pressure.”

To Solicitor General—*“Have been en-
gaged as an engineer for'12 years, prin-
cipally insteam mills. A pipe running
across the top of the boilers at the
rear ends with an inlet to each fed the
water. Before reaching the boilers the
water passed through a ooil of copper

_| pipe where it was heated by the exhaust

steam. There was an  equal
izing pipe ‘across the front of
the boilers. The pipe I know was in
good order, as the boilers wére blown
out through that pipe a day or two be-
fore. 1 examined all the water glasses
that morning, the rate was then about 2
inches from the top of the glass; that
was the general working height. Mill
was working about ten minutes before
it was stopped, and was stopped
about an hour. The sawdust fires
which were about 10 feet from the front
end, and the wood fires were also low.
The pump was running all the time the
mill was shut down. The water was
going in faster than 1t would evaporate
while the miil was down and the boilers
would become fuller than was necessary
and this would account for the assistant
engineer stopping the pump.

“Mr. Allingham took charge ' before I

left to go to breakfast. Ilooked at two
of the water glasses then and one was
full within about # of an inch, the other
about # an inch, and I took it for granted
that the equalizing pipe was all right.
Had never known it to be any other
way. Betore going to breakfast I either
siowed the pump or stopped it altogeth-
er (not sure which), because there was
more water in than we usually worked
with.”
. 1t was 10 or 15 minutes after this that
I went to breakfast. Idid not change
the pump again before I went. The
wood fires commenced to brighten up
before I left. The sawdust fires 'had
notbing in them. It was the second and
the fifth boilers that exploded, leaving
the two outside ones and the two in the
middle. It was the second and third 1
had examined. I have seen the boilers
that exploded and have examined them
with care. The second boiler was
carried about 500 or 600  feet
into the ~ bay. It-“4s- - all there
but about one sheet, (or two feet), and
the head, . That sheet is in the ruins,
Ithink. The head was clear of it. The
circumference of $he boiler was nearly
nine feet; there was about 4 of that sheet.
It did not look as if it had been subject-
ed to'great heat.

The inquest was adjourned at 1.40 for
the jury to get to dinner.

Dog Day.

There are now well up to a thousand
dog licenses issued,but still considerable
business came up before the police court
this morning in the way of bringing for-
¢ibly to the minds of those who neglect
their duty to the city treasury,the neces-
sity of depositing one dollar before har-
boring the canine. The police officers
were in force, too, at the court, and
they succeeded in giving a good
deal of information against the
unfortunate unlicensed dog-owner, and
their efforts resulted in the taking out of
abont 200 additional licenses, and the
collecting of $50 costs by the court. The
number before tke magistrate this morn-
ing was not large, because the majority
of those who had been reported secured
the necessary license before the sum-
mons was issued, and were consequently
excused from paying costs. Only one or
two were fined, and quite a few got off
aitogether on proving that they had no
dog, or that he had been receutly ‘“‘given
away.”
