DARING DEED OF FOUR
RUSSIAN SOLDIERS.

St, Petersburg, Nov. 21.—Gen. Kouro-
patkin, telegraphing under yesterday’s
date, reports a daring deed accomplished
by four volunteers of a Russian patrol
November 16th.

CONFLICTS BETWEEN
RIVAL NATIONALITIES

Responsible For Barbarities as Out-
rageons as Those With Which
Turks Were Charged.

Tondon, Nov. 22.—The Standard to-

day prints a long letter from Constan-
tinople dealing with =~ the situation in
Macedonia. 'The writer says there has
been a marked chamge in the last six
months. Formerly it was a question of
protecting the Christian population
against violence, but now it has become
one of intervention between various
Christian elements. ‘

Since the policing, of Macedonia has
been taken out of Turkey’s hands, the
correspondent says there have been con-
flicts between rival nationalities. Bul-
gars, Serbs and Greeks, accompaned by
barbarities quite as outrageous as those
with whieh the Turks were formerly re-
proached.

The truth is, aceording to the Stand-
ard’s correspondent, each of these Chris-
tian elements wants independence and
their hatred of each other exceeds their
detestation of the Turks. The Austro-

BOMB OUTRAGE.

House of a Prominent Omaha Lawyer
Wrecked—The Inmates Had
Narrow Escapes.

Omaha, Neb., Nov. 22.—The home of
Elmer E. Thomas, a prominent lawyer
of this city, and attorney for the Civic
Federation, - was wrecked by a bomb
placed on the front porch eanly to-day.
Mr. Thomas and his family were in the
house at the time, and he considers it

FROST AND SNOW.

Sudden, Change of Weather in TUnited
. Kingdom—Number of Small Ves-
sels Wrecked.

London, Nov. 22.—Keen frost and
heavy snow squalls are reported from all
parts of the United Kingdom. A gale
raged all night long over the coasts, driv-
ing vessels to shelter, and seriously dis-
locating the telegraph wires, especially
in the north of England and in Scotland.
Blinding snowstorms are causing deep
drifts, and rendering traffic difficult in the
country districts© and necessitating a
cessation of outdoor work in many of the
provincial towns.

In London little snow has fallen, but a
sharp fall in temperature is accentuating
the distress among the poor which is al-
ready prevalent. The snow is so deep at
Chatsworth that the King.of . Portugal
and others-of the house party there have
been prevented from shooting.

Some small craft have been wrecked.

Up to the present November had been
unusually mild, and the sudden change is
causing much misery. Wintry weather
seems general in Europe, frost being re-
ported so far south as Naples,

In Westmoreland the unusual sight
was seen of trains stuck in snow drifts
and blocking communication on the
Northeastern railway. The race meet-
ing at Warwick had to be postponed, as
the track was deeply covered with snow.

The land lines in Ireland are affected,
causing delay in communication with
America.

The lifeboats are busy, but the most
serious of the wrecks that are reported
is that of the British steamer Indiano,
from River Plate via Maderia, which
was driven ashore on the rocks near
Sunderland. The life-savers took off the
crew. A few fatalities have occurred
as the result of wrecks of small craft.

Buda: Pest, Nov. 20.—As Premier Tisza
was holding a meeting of his political sup-
porters to-day he was greeted with shouts
of ‘“resign” and was pelfed with snow-
balls.

London, Nov. 21.—-Lord Strathcona
presided at a farewell banquet te-night
to Earl Grey on tlie eve of the latter’s
departure to assume the Governor-Gener-
alship of Canada. There were 200 guests,
including the Archbishop of Canterbury,
Earl of Aberdeen, Mr. Brodrick, secre-
tary of India, and a number of ‘other
prominent gentlemen. I.ord Stratheona
proposed the toast, ‘“The Dominion of
Canada and Governor-General-elect.”

Earl Grey, in responding, paid a trib-
ute to the great loyalty of the Cana-
dians, and said he looked forward with
the greatest zest to five years’ residence
in Canada, whose popuiation, he said,
there was every reason to expect, in the
lifetime of our sons, and, perhaps, even
some of these here to-night would equal
that of the United Kingdom,

EXPECTS BIG THINGS
FROM CHINESE PEOPLE

i Kasg Yu Wal Interviewed in the Ter=

minal City—Has Travelled a
Great Deal.

In an interview at Vancouver with.a
News-Advertiser representative, Kang
Yu Wai, the great Chinese reformer,
said:

“Since leaving China I have travelled
round the world, passing through South-
‘ern Asia and Burepe, and have visited
many branches of the Reform Associa-
tion. There are now millions _of mem-
bers in'all parts of the world, and we ex-
pect to see that the great Chiltese people
il all adopt the manners and customs
which mark the progress of other na-
tions.

“] am surprised at the rapidity with
which the movement is gaining hold in
China. Students are 4n all the principal
cities of the world studying modern
methods and becoming imbued with
modern ideas. Some of these students
are sent ﬁy the government, others by
the association, while others go on their
own account. The work of reform in
China will not be so difficult as in Ja-
pan. In the latter country much time
and labor was taken up in the transla-
tion of European books of learning and
sclence, and as the lenguages of Japan
and China are .very similar, the same
translations may be used.

“So great is the movement beccming
in China that seven viceroys of vari-
ous provinces have asked the central
government to sanction broad informa-
tion, and this appeal has been supple-
mented by that of six ambassadors of
foreign countries.

“I will remain in Vancouver for a
week or two, and will then visit the
principal -centres of the United States
in the interest of the association. I
am pleased to meet my brethren and am
glad to find them so united in their loy-
alty to the cause of reform, and to ob-
serve how they are learning the ways
of the enlightened world,”

Kang Yu Wei is a great reformer,
did - the Empress
Dowager deem him that at the time
of the Boxer trouble she offered $125,000
for his head, says the News-Advertiser.
Since then pardons have been. issued to
all who were under the ban, with the
exseption of this illustrious personage
one or two others. Should it be
tkat the young Emperor succeeds to the

! thirone.and adopts the cause of reform,

as is expected, Kang Yu Wei will doubt-
less be one of his chief advisers. His
Excellency desires to see the Chinese
Empire made over in the new, not by
an appeal to the sword, but by an ap-
peal to modern ideas. He does not be-
lieve in violence of any kind. He is a
moral reformer. Philosophical in his at-
titude, he has jbeen enabled to enlist the
suffrages of 'vast numbers of his coun-
trymen in the movemeént. He expects
to see great things accomplished in
China during the next few years, as
from 2,000 odd prefects there have come
4,000,000 of studenfs, whose purpose is
to learn the principles of reform. The
object of the association is fo encourage
exiled Chinamen to improve themselves
according to the standards of civiliza-
tion ‘with which they dare surrounded,
and be true ‘and jloyal subjects of the
flag beneath whose protection they have
their adopted heme. The association
partakes of the nature of a secret lodge,
giving protection to its adherénts. The
association is directly opposed to - the
reigning «dynasty in China, and ‘hopes
the Empress will be supplanted by the
young ‘Emperor.-Naturally Her Majesty
holds different views, and she desires
only the opportunity to lay hands upon
His Excellency to demonstrate her
“secret chamber of oblivion.”

Kang Yu Wei dresses in native garb,
and- when leaving the train was attired
in the insignia of a mandarin of the
first rank, blue: jacket - ornamented in
gold and black braid and closed to the
peculiar nether garment, half
skirt, half -trousers, made of rich-yel-
white stock-
ings -surmounted by blue puttees, and
wearing a -black silk cap with yellow
tassel. He receives in a different gown.
In manner he is very affable.

“Splendid progress has been made“dur-
ing the past two weeks by the crew in
charge of the work of securing the right-
of-way for the road, and all the while
hurry-up orders have bheen arriving fromt
the Hast to get things in shape as quickly |
as possible in order that construction
work may begin.

“Evemthing in the line of right-of-way
eoncessions is now closed up between
Port Angeles and the Clallam-Jefferson
county line, and but a few days will be
required to finish the work beyond this
point. - In some four our five ecases in
Clallam county it became mecessary to
bring condemnation proceedings to secure
the necessary rights. In these cases the
papers have already been' filed: and the.
proceedings are under way. ~In most in-
stances the filing of the suits is regarded
as equivalent to the receipt of deed.”

TELBGRAPHIC RATES.

Dominion Tolls Have Not Been Raised
Since American Cable Broke,

Apropos of the discussion in American
papers with reference to the " rafes
charged on Dominion telegraph lines, an
official prominent in the telegraph world
is quoted by the Vancouver News-Adver-
tiser as saying:

“It is amusing to see the Seattle
papers frothing over a condition which
has not been altered since before the
cable was laid. Owing to thd break in
the cable, the American public is com-
pelled to use the only line ¢o Alaska,
namely, the Dominion government tele- |
graph, and a' slightly higher rate is emn-
countered owing fo the message encoun-
tering local rates. The charge was
made in these articles that the rates were
increased, but this-is not so. No alter-
ation has taken place since the reduction
of thirty-three and.a-third per cent. two
years ago. The rate to Dawson from
‘Asheroft is $3 for ten words, but if a
message goes via Sitka, Skagway and
Bennett it comes to a greater figure. The
cause is the White Pass & Yukon's local
rate of $1.25 to Bennett, and the local
rate of $2.50 from Bennett fo Dawson.

“The whole trouble is that there was
great boasting about the new American
cable, hut the expectations have not been
realized in_ all respects: It was repeated-
ly pointed out that the . cable  to Sitka
from Seattle was the first. American-
made submarine wire and first. American
laid.

MURDERS IN MACEDONIA.

Christians Not in Sympathy With Bul-
garian Revolutionary Movement
Killed. £

Washington, Nov. 23.—An official re-
port says that a state of anxiety pre-
vails throughout Macedonia, that pub-
klio security hag not been restored, and
that assass‘nations of Christians not in
sympathy with the Bulgarian revolution-
ary movement occur daily. Greeks gen-
erally are the victims, and large num-
bers of -them have -been tortured, with
the result that they have started bands
across the fromtier of Greece with re-
taliation as their purpose. An extract
from the report reads:

“Public security is by no means re-
stored in Macedonia. So-called politi-
eal murders, that is, the assassination
of Christians not in- sympathy with- the
‘Bulgarian revolutionary movement, are
of daily oecurrence. Refusal to pay
blackmail . or to indicate the where-
abouts of bands are reasons for these
murders, of which Greeks, as a rule, are
the victims. Since the introduction of
reforms, hpndreds of Greeks of the bet-
ter class have been tortured to death or
burned alivesby Bulgarian bandits.”

It is also stated that “thesc would-be
liberators of the country take good care
not to molest Turks,” and that the per-
petrators’ of the crimes are seldom
brought to justice or seriously pursued.
Another extract reads:

“In response the Greeks have now
started bands and have taken the law
into their own hands. Over 1,000 men
in the last month have crossed the
Greek frontier with the object of rétali-
ating and_ protecting their own country-
men.”

FLIGHT OF AIRSHIP.

Mishap to T. Benbow’s Montana Meteor
Prevented Experiments.

St. Louis, Nov. 23.—After remaining
in the air for forty-five minutes, only for
a brief period of which it was propelled
by its own power, the Montana Meteor,
the airship designed and constructed by
Thomas Benbow, of 'olumbus, Mont.,
was brought safely to the ground in an
open field three miles southeast of the
World’s Fair aerodrome.

The airship was navigated by the in-
ventor, who stated to a representative of
the Assoeiated Press after the flight that
Ire considered "it very successful in the
light of the accident that happened to
his machinery. - A leak in the gasoline
tank allowed all the fluid to escape and
rendered his motor useless shortly after
he had started the flight. Benbow was
also handicapped by having too much
gas in his balloon, and it was necessary
for him to allow some of the hydrogem
to escape during the flight.

For that. reason the did not start the
motor until he had drifted with the wind
for nearly a mile,

During, the brief time that the motor
was working, the airship made headway
against the wind and answered its rud-
der perfectly. 'Shortly after Benbow
started his motor he found that the gaso-
Tine had become exhausted and allowed
the Meteor to drift with the wind until
ire found a limding place, Aeccording to
Benbow, he will make another flight to-
morrow, as the damage in the gasoline
tank can be repaired in a few minutes.

THE MURDER OF CHAUFFEUR.

Labor Union Conspiracy Latest Explan-
ation of Tragedy in Ilinois.

‘Chicago, Nov. 23.—A labor union con-
spiracy is the latest explanation of the
auto tragedy near Lemont, Ill. Accord-
ing to this theory, John W. Bate, jr., the
chauffeur, was the victim of bullets in-
tended for Edwin Archer, a vital witness
of the prosecution i# a criminal case in-
volving Chicago labor union officials.

Archer was employed by the same
auto company for which Bate worked.
Archer and Bate were the only two
chauffeurs on' duty when the automobile
was hired by telephone from the audi-
torium for Mr. Dove, the supposed mur-
derer. Only a moment before, Archer
was alone, and it was he who received
the commission to accompany ‘“Dove.” A
sudden impulse led him to turn the work
over to Bafte.

Archer has for months believed him-
self in danger since he gave testimony in
the case of an alleged professional “slug-
ger,” who was charged with attacking
non-union electrical workers and who
was freed by a change of court records.
The alteration of the records was dis-
covered, and led to the comviction of a
court clerk and several officials of labor
unions on a cuarge of conspiracy.

Other cases 'were still pending. Arch-
er’s testimony to-day laid all these facts
before the state’s attorney. “Dove” is
said to have avowed himself an electri-
cian while casually explaining his iden-
tity during an attempt to hire a horse
and buggy in Joliet the day after the
tragedy. 3

BURNED TO DEATH.

Chicago, Nov. 23.—As a result of a
dream, Mrs. Lizzie Couet, 41 years of
age, lost her life to-day, and her hus-
band and infant child were fatally burn-
ed in a fire which partly destroyed their
home.

The woman dreamed that her savings
had been stolen from a hiding place in
the bottom of a sugar jar in the pantry.
Startled by the reality of the dream, she
took a lamp in one hand and her baby
under her arm, and went to investigate.
The lamp fell from the woman’s hand
and exploded.

Her husband, aroused from sleep in an
adjoining room, made a brave attempt to
put out the flames and finally succeeded
with the aid of a mattress, but only after
he, a& well as the wife and child, had
been frightfully burned. Mrs. Couet died
while being taken to a hospital.

Calling in ut Bella Della a few
days ago en route south, he was informed
that Mrs. Forsyth was out of danger, but
that the comdition of the child was serious
and recovery was doubtful.

COURT JUDGMENTS.

Recemt Decisions Reached by the Full
Count Bitting at Vancouver.

Among the recent judgments of the Full
court sitting at Vancouver are the follow-
ing:

Scott vs. Fernie—Mr. Justice Duff read
the unamimous judgment of the court dis-
missing the appeal with costs.

Docketader vs Clark—The appeal was dis-
missed with costs, Mr. Justice Martin dis-
senting.

King vs. Wilson—Mr. Justice Martin de-
livered the unanimous judgment of the
court, which was to the effect| that plain-
tiff should have an opportunity of amend-
ing his statement of claim, and that if
said statement of claim was amended with-
in-one week, a new trial wouid be ordered,
defendant to have the costs of the first triak
and of the appeal.

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MEETING OF PARLIAMENT.

The Dominion Parliament has been
called together for the dispatch of the
country's business. The House will
meet on Jaruary 11th. As the opposi-
tion is not likely to be in an obstructive
mood, having been crushingly rebuked
by the electors for its conduct during
the past two sessions, there is every
probability that the members wilkbe re-
lieved from their public duties and at
Iiberty to attend to their private busi-
- pess while the spring season ‘is yet
young.

A reasonable amount of criticism of
public measures is not only tolerable—it
is imperative ‘in the interests of the com-
munity. On the other hand, senseless,
needless, useless and prolonged attacks
gre intolerable, inasmuch as they con-
sume valuable time and deprive the
country of the services of the very men
whose presence in Parliament is desir-

able. Citizens whose private business is
of sufficient value to require reasonable
supervision make the best public ser-
vants. In innumerable instances gentle-
men holding commanding positions in
the business life of the country have de-
clined nominations simply because the
sessions of Parliament of late have been
so prolonged that to them ‘it appeared a
question of saecrificing their private con-
cerns or mneglecting the duties parlia-
mentary representation would involve.
Being honest men and conscientious, hav-
ing scruples which would perhaps ap-
pear superfluous or ridiculous to our
friend Sir Hibbert Tupper, they felt
compelled to decline nomination.
ing had the idea finally dispelled from
their minds that the people of Canada
acted under a misapprehension when
they chose a Liberal government, per-
haps our friends of the opposition will
act in the House as though the present
administration is legitimately in posses-
sion of the reins of power and is actual-
ly empowered to transact the business of
the country. Purposeless opposition,
puerile criticism, is not impressive. It
simply exasperates the people and
strengthens them in their determination
to weigh the acts of the government in
the scales of strict justice. ~Let the op-
position make careful note of the
blunders of the past. Let it consider its
woeful misapprehension of the senti-
ments of the people of Canada. While it
/ criticises severely, let it facilitate to the
utmost of its ability the transaction of
publie business. By helping to remove
from Parliament its reputation as a place
to be avoided by busy men; the opposi-
tion will be doing the country a valu-
able service.

has never yet been vouchsafed a satisfac-
tory explanation of the immunity of Vie-
toria and its environs from the heavy
rains which descend on the immediate
borders of our “spheres of influence.”
‘Goldstream is but a few miles away,
‘Sooke is almost within the range of a
modern piece of artiilery, and yet at these
places the annual precipitation is more
than twice that in Victoria. Will not
some accepted meteorological authority
undertake to illumine the dark places of
our understanding in regard to this mys-
tery? It cannot be aitogether the in-
fluence of the everlasting hills that causes
the heavens to weep so copiously upon
certain districts, because there are places
that rise just sufficiently above the sea
level to be worthy of the name of dry
land, and yet the winter floods pass them
not by. We know that Victoria is situat-
ed within a dry belt, but cannot some one
who makes a study of natural phenomena
explain why it is that our particular belt
is dry? If there are any persons in our
midst learned in the lore of atmospheric
currents, this would be a propitious time
to trim the light of Victorians’ under-
standing.

RECREATION FOR
THE . MULTITUDE.

It is a tremendous job that of provid-
ing amusement for the people of this
great American continent. It is also a
paying job for the man' who has the
acumen to disecover amusements that will
appeal to the popular fancy. The chief
end in life of the present generation, we
very mueh fear, is to work as few hours
as possible and ‘“recreate” as often and
as long as possible. There are winter
sports and summer sports; sports adapt-
ed to fall weather and sports adapted
to spring weather. The majority of peo-
ple, especially .in the United States, do
not participate in these tests of skill and
endurapce. But they are willing to pay
handsomely for the.privilege of behold-
ing contests that are worth while and
money. Hence it is that everything in
the form of sport, almost, in the United
States has been relegated into the keep-
ing of the professional. It now turns
out that baseball in summer and foot-
ball in winter, together with ~ theatres
and other forms of amusement and recre-
ation such as borse racing, yachting,
sculling, automobiling, shooting, looping
the loop and jumping the chute, do not
completely meet the demands of people
who work from six to eight hours a day
—some who toil not at all—and have
much time on their hands and no re-
sponsibilities on their souls. It seems
that for some time Butte, Mont., has
been -edified by bull-fighting exhibitions.
The throng which attended the St. Louis
Exhibition would not tolerate such
slaughter matches with their attendant
horrors. But we are not so finely strung
in _the West. And so the bull-fighting
circuit is to be extended to the coast.
There is to be an arena in Tacoma, pro-
viding. the authorities of Washington are
as large-minded and tolerant as the offi-
cials of Montana.

Ask the Czar to Summon a National
Assembly to Discuss Affairs
of the Country.

St. Petershurg, Nov. 22.—The work
of the Zemstvos meeting being accom-
plished and the only question remaining
relating to aid of the weounded and dis-
tressed, many of the embers are al-
ready leaving for their nomes. At the
last moment the former memorial was
altered to make it an expression of “the
hope that it is the wish of the Emperor
to summon a national assembly.” With
the removal of the idea that the me-
morial represents op_positiou to imperial
authority every vestige of dissent  van-
ished.

The practical result of the meeting as
represented by the Emperor’s response
is now of all absorbing interest. The
memorial will be presented to Interior
Minister Sviatopolk-Mirsky  to-morrow,
and by him presented presently to His
Majesty. There is no clue as to the
outcome.

SALE OF GRODSE

IMPORTANT CHANGES
IN ACT PROPOSED

Fish and Game ClubWill Adopt Ener-
getic Measures— Amendments to
" Be Recommended.

are displaying commendable energy in the
endeavor to provide adequate protection
for British Columbia game. Tuesday
Secretary Musgrave announced .that
J. H. Hawthornthwaite, M. P. P.,"had
promised to introduce the proposed
amendments to the “Game Act” at the
next session of the loeal legislature. The
most important of these is that prohibit-
ing the sale of blue grouse, game that is
 being rapidly. exterminated owing to the
fact that it is marketable, Other infer-
est;_ng .alterations.. are ' suggested : for
strengthening the act so that the sale of:|
game birds, which cannet be altogether
,prevented at present, may be made prac-
tically .impossibre,

In ‘the first place it is proposed to
change section 12, which permits miners
or prospectors to kill for food at any
season of tlie year. Mr. Musgrave ex-
plaining this, says that many cases have
been cited where men have taken out
licenses and under pretence of
prospecting "have shot grouse during the
breeding season close to towns and settle-
ments, where they could easily have pro-
cured other provisions. The prohibition
of shooting grouse by miners will not
work -a ‘hardship in cases where pro-
spectors are near a settlement, and in
caseés where they are a great distance
from civilizavion, even -if 'théy do’ shoot
grouse or dther game for food; they’ are
not-likely "to bé interfered with: :

An-effort 4186 s to bé mdde to preveut
‘the cold stmage of game dfmpg the close
seagon, a privilege' which ‘is now ‘much’
abused. "The following amendmeént fo
section 13 will be recommended: “They
may be exposed for sale for five days,
and may be had in possession for private
use of the owmer and his family for 15
days and no longer after the commence-
ment of such periods of protection.” Sec-
tion 17, which reads: *“No person shall
at any time ‘enter into any growing or
standing .grain, not his own, with sport-
ing implements, without permission of
the owuer or occupant thereof, and no
person: shall at any time enter upon any
enclosed land without permission, and
anyone who acts in contravention of this
section shall be deemed guilty of a viola-
tion of this act, and be liable to a penalty
not exceeding twenty dollars,” will be
altered so that the maximum fine shall
be fifty dollars. This is included in the
amendments because officials of the
Game Club consider that the present fine
is'too small tojbe effective.

Regarding the searching of suspects it
is proposed to alter section 20, which
deals with that matter, so that the
authorities will have power to investigate
uncondifionally. It is contended that
under the present provisions all an of-
fender who has game unlawfully in his
possession need do is to place himself on
private property.

Next to the prohibition of the sale of
blue grouse the mest important recom-
mendation is the amendment to the
portion of section 20 dealing with
the searching’' of stores. and other
premises during the close season.
At present it reads ‘It shall be lawful
for any constable or peace officer at any
time during the protected season to -enter
upon the premises of any shop where
game is usually exposed for sale, ete.”
After the word ‘“‘season,” .it is proposed
to insert “or during the prohibited times
of sale.” This will empower the police,
to enter any suspected store at any time
for the purpose of conducting a thorough
search.

In this conmection Mr Musgrave ex-
plains that the act only refers to cases
where the prehibited game is exposed for
sale. Thus a dealer might easily have
birds upon the premises and account for
them in such a manpner that it would be
impossible to secure a convietion. The
contention of the game eclub is that all
such merchants should be made respon-
sible for anything of the kind found on
their premises even if it could mot be
proved that a sale in direct contravention
of the act had been offered. According-
ly. an amendment which, if inserted, will
bring about this change is being draft-
ed and will be submitted with the others
already mentioned.

Local sportsmen are looking forward
to the arrival of the Atlantic-eyed sal-
mon fry which' has been promised by the
marine and fisheries department. About
a quarter of a million eggs will be sent,
more than sufficient, allowing for all pos-
sible waste, for distribution among the
Cowichan, Nanaimo and other Vancou-
ver Island rivers.

The appended eommunication has been
received by J. Musgrave, secretary of the
Vietoria Fish and Game Club:

Dear Sir:—Mr, Prince, under date 8th
inst., writes me as follows re shipment of
Atlantic salmon eggs:

“It would be better to ship,salmon eggs
later on in the season, and a supply will
be forwarded to you in an eyed condition,
the arrangements for which will be com-
municated to you at a later date.

Atlm Camp Has Had Good Season—In-
dividual Miners Still Make Money.
Robert Dickson, of Atlin, is in the

{ city, a guest at the Driard. Mr.-Dickson

i is well satisfied with the northern tour.

He says that the past season has been

a favorable one. Steady work-has been

kept up and the results have been satis-

factory.

Mr. Dickson does not think the day
for -indiyvidual miners is yet past in the
Atlin country. This was fully exempli-
fied during the past season by the dis-
covery of new creeks by prospectors.
Mr. McKee, the discoverer_of the fam-
ous creek named after him, and who dis-
posed -of his-claims at a: good figure, last
summer, discovered gold on a new creek
name O’Donald. From this about one
ounce of gold a man was taken out.each
day, giving $16 to each. Other new dis-
covenies were made, and the results are
likely to be excellent for the individual
miners who went in on it. 1

After these come the big companies,
which are able to work the ground carry-
ing lower values at a profit.

Black and ‘Grant, the latter fermerly
aVresident of this city, have had a good
year on Boulder creek. As an instance
o6f what they were-doing, Mr.” Dickson
points ont that a week's work just be-
fore he left gave 243 ounces of a clean
up. . They were. working sixteen men,
but e gold in. that, creek was worth
$15.50 an punce., which, allowed good-
proﬁts.

All werk has not ceased with the close
of summer, but in many instances drift-
ing is being carried on during the winter
months, and the miners expect to keep
this up. Sluicing also is capable. of be-
ing carried out during the winter.

BOSCOWITZ RAISED.

It is expected that the Boscowitz cam. ‘
be brought back to Victoria in ten more x
days.

The salvage operations represent about
the smartest undertaking ever accom-
plished in these waters, as the. Boscowitz
had been given up as a total wreek.

NEW RATES SCHEDULE"
IS NOW IN EFFECT

Provision of Amended Waterworks By-
Law Which Went in Force on
First of Month.

Commencirg on the first of the present
month the new schedule of rates in the
Waterworks Regulation By-Law, No.
345, went into effect. The by-law under
which these were fixed was fathered by
Alld. Grahame, and that portion dealing
with the schedule is as follows:

In respect tto water supplied by meter to
dwellings or residences situated within the
city limits.

For the first 1,000 gallons or portion of
1,000 gallons, 50c.

For all water over 1,000 gallons—For
every 1,000 gallons, 10c.

When two or more houses are supplied
through one meter the rates -shall be as
above, provided 'that-there shall be charged
a monthly rate of not less than 50 cents
per month for each house so connected.

- For the purposes of this by-law residences
or dwellings used as boarding schools,
private boarding or private lodging houses,
shall. be considered as residences, and
| stables, greenhouses, murseries and con-
| servatories connected with or appertaining
to private residences shall be considered as .
forming part of such dwellings or resi- |
dences.

There shall be no charge for meter rent.

All meters to be read monthly, and the
accounts to become due and payable on the }
last day of each month, and to ‘be subject |
to a discount of 10 per cemnt. if paid om or
before the 1th day of the month following.

These mates to come into effect as of the
1st day of November, 1904.

The powers, provisions and regulations
contained in the Waterworks Regulation
By-Law, 1900 (No. 345), shall apply to the |
schedule of rates herein set out, and the
water supplied thereunder (as far as the !
same are applicable), and this by-law shail
be read with and deemed to be incorporated
in/ the said By-Law No. 845, to all intents
and for all purposes.

Nothing herein contained shall prejudiei-
ally affect anything done in pursuance of
the said repealed By-Law No. 410,-or any
penality or liability dncurred theretofore,
or any right, claim or demand of ' the cor-
poration existing by virtue of amy breach
of the same, and. such repeal shall in no-
way defeat, disturb, invalidate or prejudici-,
ally affect any matter or thing whatsoever
relating to the observance of thé ¥ald By-
Law No. '410° existing or pending at the
time of such repeal.

CASE BEFORE.COURT

i Conductor McLeod Tells What Occnr-

red—Lively Time Near the
Canteen Greunds.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Dan McNeill attempted to enter the
Redmond theatre the other evening while
under ‘the mﬂuence of liquor. Manager
Bronson, who, by the way, is determined
that, there shall be no disorderly conduect,
declined to allow him in. MecNeill insist-
ed with blue-tinted emphasis, and the
manager threatened to call an officer if
the man! wonidn’t go away peaceably.
McNeill said he didn’t care if the whole
force came, coloring his conversation with
some variegated expressions. #Thereupon
the manager called Constable Carter,
who seng for the patrol waggon. Mec-
Neill vigorously resisted arrest, and was
conveyed to the lockup.. Yesterday he
pleaded not guilty to being drunk. This

' morning he was convicted and finéd $10.

Had he admitted his offence when called
yesterddy he would have been “in” a few
dollars, as the investigation revealed a
few det.alls which dld not help his case
any.

The preliminary hearing of the aggra-
vated assault case was adjourned to Fri-
day next.’

Conductor MclLeod swore that about
1130 o'clock Saturday night, November
12th, the three accused, Worth, Jasper
and Streek, boarded the Esquimalt car on
Government street. They entered the
, smoking compartment of the car, but

lthere being no vacant seats they stood

up. 'As they were passing the Rock Bay
. hotel witness rang the: bell for .the
‘motorneer to stop to allow. a lady pas-
senger, to get out. The accused, Worth,
ghen Attempted to. ¥in the bell as the
lady was alighting; but’ ess held the
Bell ' rope. After the . passenger had
alighted witness rang for the motorneer
to go ahead, and Worth did the sathe.
Witness told Worth not to ring the bell,
and the latter replied thdt he would do
what he pleased. Witness then said that
if Worth repeated the act he would be
put off the car. Jasper struck witness
in the mouth, and witness shoved him
over to the corner. The other two said
to witness: ‘““You let go of him; we will
look after him.” 'Jasper’s companions
had a good deal of trouble with him, as
he wanted to fight somebody. The ac-
cuseds.got- off at the canteen grounds.
Jasper did not want to leave the car, and
‘Worth and Streek took hold of him to
pull him out. Worth grabbed hold' of
witness and struck him with hisfist. Wit-
ness grabbed Worth by the wrist and
then staggered backwards off the car,
Worth following him, and the two had
a brief fight, witness being struck in sev-
eral places. Streek and Jasper were on
the other side of the car, and when they
found witness was on the ground they
came around and attacked him., Al
three struck. at him. Then Motorneer
Good came from the front platform and
told witness to get on the car. While
Good had hold of witness, one of the
accused ran in and struck witness on the
nose. His eap and fare-box were on the

tgrownd. He could not see the cap, but

he picked up the fare-box and got on the
front platform of the car. The accused
stood om the road. The car proceeded to
the end of ‘the, line.

On the return they intended to stop at
the-canteen grounds, witness wishing to
recdver his cap. But reaching that point
he saw the three aecused- still standing
on the track. Witness told the motorn-
eer to let the car go instead of stopping.
| But the motorneer had to stop because
the accused were standing right on the
track. - The accused then crowded onto
the front platform, where witness was
standing. Jasper and Worth got up on
one side and Streek on the other. Jasper
invited witness to get off the car and
fight. Witness-had not spoken, and the
motornéer told Jasper that while on duty
they eould not fight. Then Worth or
Streek wanted to know whether if they
came to town witness would fight. The
car at that time was moving up the hill.
One of the accused, Streek, had his coat
off. Witness said he would mot fight
them. Then the accused attacked him
again. striking him in the face and on the
body. Streek grabbed witness to pull
To steady himself, wit-
ness- took: hold of the car and the three
accused swung him through the front
windows, first through the front window
on the left and tifen through that in the
«centre. At that time Streek had hold
of witness, and the other .two accused
were striking him. He felt his left arm
go numb and the fare-box dropped from
his left hand: During that time witness
had not’ hit back, but had only tried to
profect himself.  The car had come to a
stop at the Coach and Horses saloon on
the top of. the hill. There . were
some men standing in front of the saloon,
looking on. They did not come to wit-
ness’s assistance. Then withess and the
motorneer shoved the accused off the
platform and sent the car ahead. : Wit-
ness’ left hand was powerless. S0 soon
as the car started witness called the
motorneer's attension to the fact that he
was hurt in the back and the motorneer
pulled some glass out of witness’s back.
His left arm was relieved when the glass
was extraeted from it. - -

NATURAL HISTORY SOCIETY.

A Geologist’s Ramble From Cadboro Bay
to Mountl Tolmie Avenue.

The fortnightly meeting of the Natural
History Society was held in the cauens
room of the legislative buildings Monday
evening, with the president, Capt. Wal-
bran, in the chair. During the meeting the
John Fannin memorial was brought for-
ward, it having been delayed somewhat by
the summer holidays of the society. The
memorial, which is to take the form of a
portrait of the ilate Mr. Fannin, will be
placed in the provincial museum, of which
he was ithe promoter and for many years
the curator. The secretary will send out
the mnecessary notices to the residents of
this city who took an imberest in Mr. Fan-
nin's life-long work to colleet funds. This
will be done at an early date, and should
any funds be left over after the painting is
provided the remainder will be devoted to
establishing a natural history anmnual prize
in the High schools of this province.

The paper of ithe evening was read by
James Deans, entitled 4 Peologist’s ramble
from Cadboro Bay to Mount Tolmie. The
prologue and epilogue of this paper was in
poétry in Mr. Deans's own composition, the
words of which reflect great credit on the
author. The paper pointed out the fact,
probably little known to Victorians, that
at one time a sea channel existed between
Cadboro Bay and Mount Tolmie, some of
the rocks found having still on them the
remains of barnacles. A stone spear head
was fqund by Mr. Deans in 'this bygone
chanmel, buried two\fee't in the mud, which
had gbeen no doubt lost ages ago out of
some Indian’s canoe. The marks of the
water furthermore could be seen on the
neighboring hills by the ridges remaining.
Mr. Deans also spoke about the beauties
of Mount Tolmie. Flowers could be seen
in the dells on the sides of the hill late
into the autumn, showing the mildness of
the climate of Victoria.

A heatty vote of thanks was tendered the
lecturer, and on motion of the president
the meeting then adjourned until December
5th.

Fast engines on the Victoria & Sidney
run, such as will make the distance in
20 minutes, a ,good ferry connection be-
tween Sidney and Vancouver, and in

‘short '@ service to the Mainland on a

greatly improved scale, are said ‘to be
matters which the Great Northern Rail-
way Company are serlous]y considering.

The report that-the steamer Victorinn
is to be placed on the Victoria and Van-
couver run is probably not new. Cer-
tain it is .she has not been paying big
profits to her owners on the Sidney and
Port, Guichon route, but if .thé reports
are mnot too far astray, she bhas been
operated on the route with the prospect
in view of being eventually turned over
to another run.

In the meanwhile the Great Northern
Railway Company have been acquiring
waterfront property in Vancouver, and
it would appear from this that the com-
pany purpose competing for the shipping
business of British Columbia. There is
no official announcement to this effect,
but the movements of the company are,
to say the least, significant.

With a fast service to Vancouver there
can be no doubt but that the company
would put up strong competition to the
C. P. R. Company for the pasfenger
business of Vancouver Island. Of course
a scheme'of this character would involve
many improvements on the Island rail-
way, probably in the substitution of the
rails now in use with much heavier ones.
‘This has frequently been spoken of, but
nothing has as yet been done except to
place the line in better repair.

It was reported from New Westmin-
ster some time ago that the company

have abandened the proposed line into -

Vancouver from Oliver’s Landing. This
would shorten the Vietoria and Vancou-
ver run by a good many miles by mak-
ing the route more direct. If it be true
that the proposed route has been abab-
doned, it is not unreasonable to presume
that the scheme outlined above is what
is now in contemplation.

INOTED CHINESE
REFORMER COMING

PRINCE. KONG YU WEI
IS VISITING THE COAST

President of Advanced Party; in China
Will Be Given Reception in
Victoria.

Prince Kong Yu Wei, the president of
the Chinese Empire Reform Association,
which has branches among all the Chin~
ese settlements living outside of the Em-
pire, is expectegl in this city some time
during.the present week. He is in Van-
couver at present, and Lee Fuk Gay, the
local president of the association, and
other representatives of the local associa-
tion have gone over to be present at the
reception accorded their great leader.

Kong Yu Wei has visited Victoria be-
fore, and was accorded a grand reception
on the occasion. On the present oceasion
he is accompanied by his secretary, Chew
Kok Hean. The great reformer is im
reality a political fugitive from his
native land in consequence of tlie anti-
pathy which the Empress Dowager bears
towards the reform movement and the
adoption of modern methods and ideas im
the administration of the country’s af-
fairs. During the years since 1897 when
he was dismissed from his position of
trust as chief adviser of the Empezor of —
Japan on the Empress Dowager assum-
ing practical control, he has found a-’
home in India and various other parts ¢f,.
the British dominions. He never re-
mains long in -one place, as plots have
been  repeatedly hatched aiming at the
taking of his life.

He arrived from England on the
steamship Lake Manitoba, and was ac-
corded a grand reception in Montreal.
Later he visited Ottawa, calling on the ,
members-of the government, and then
proceeded .to the West in company with:
Charlie Yip Yen, of Vancouver. The
latter is the president-for Canada of the
reform association, and went to Mon-
treal for the express purpose of meeting
his distinguished leader.

Interviewed in Montreal Kong Yo
Wei referred freely to his experiences
while chief adviser to the Chinese Eips
peror in 97, in the hundred days of re-
form which followed the fanrous coup
d’etat of that year. :

“Eveér since-] had grown familiar with
the. history- of Europe and with that of
England in particular,” he said, “I had
been longing to do that for my country
which some of those patriots have done
for theirs. We managed at length to
gain the upper hand, and for a hundred
days I was close to the Empéror, Tsai-
Tienn Kwang-Hsu, in the capacity of his
adviser.

‘In that time the Emperor issued
ediets which were forwarded to the
mandarins of all the provinces, which if
they had been allowed to go inte
foree would have revolutionized the
country. New systems of education were
provided for, and the form of government
was entirely changed. Opposition to
these movements were then strong, for
the mandarins were the appointees of the
Dowager Empress, who typifies all that
is reactionary in China. We furthered
many of/the designs of the late Li Hung
Chang, which, though Li Hung Chang
was not of the immediate reform move-
ment, were of great use in China. Rail-
ways. were provided for and much was
done. Just as we had completely outlin~
ed the reforms to be carried out, the Em-~
press returned with a considerable fol-
lowing. She gained the ascendancy, and
I was compelled to flee first to the Brit-
ish legation, then to the British colony
at Hongkong. It was a cruel blow to the
‘hopes of the reform party throughouf
China.

You must understand that there are
two parties which are called “reform.”
The one the Boxers, you are doubtless
familiar with. It aims at the overthrow
of the present dynasty, the Tsings. They
basetheir right on the faet that the
presént Emperor is not in the direct line.
They must not bé confused with the pre-
sent: reformers of the Bow Wong Woy.
The latter aim only at an industrial re-
volution. ‘It is coming.

“L would not care to return to ‘Pekin
at present, thonvh I believe that my hfe
would be safe.”

Speaking of the war, I\:m,fz Yui Wek
said: “There is a universal opinion i
Ching in favor of Japan, because the ma-
jority of the people there favor reformx
end chafe under the present rule. This
war may be attributed to the Empress
‘Dowager’s mistake. She wanted to eon-
cede Manchuria to Russia. .Indirectly
the Empress is making the situation in
China much better. She is making her
reign so unbearable f(hat her subjects
would gladly weicome réform or anything
else to be rid of it. Of course, there is
an opposition to the reform movement.
But the numbers are insignificant. Sevem
viceroy® in various provinces have im-
plored the Imperial government to sane-
tion broad reformation, and six ambassa-
dors to foreign' countries have done like-
wise, asking for schools to be establish-
ed.”

Victoria Meteorological Office, .
16th to 22nd November, 1804,

The weather during. this week has been
for the most part overcast and rainy, both
on 'Vancouver Island and the Lower Main-
tand, ‘while on the Coast from this to the
Columbia river strong gales have of
almost daily occurrence. These conditions
were due to the presence of several-ocean
storm -areas, ‘which, after hovering off the
Coast, spread inland across the-proxince ‘to
the Territories:: - Upon the night of the
18th,/ during the passage of one of thése

" storms, «the wind on the Straits increased
to a fresh gale from the southeast; at Vie-
torig the highest hiourly velocity recorded
was 33 miles at 5 a. m. on the 19th. The
rainfail has been -abnormally heavy, par-
ticularly in this vicinity, and on the Sound
-over three inches fell in 24 hours.

By Tuesday, 22nd, -a high barometer area
spread southward, accompanied by “fair
wveather on the North Pacific Coast, and a

ARSENAL WORKERS IDLE.

Thousands of Government Employees in
France Quit Work.

Paris; Nov. 23.—A series of strikes in
the government arsenals at Leorient,
Brest and Toulon is assuming menacing
proportions. Five thousand strikers at
Brest made a demonstration to-day and
there was much disorder. Larger forces
of troops have been concentrated at the
various ports. The strike includes
arsenal telegraphers, thus interrupting
government messages.

The minister of marine has telegraph-
ed to the maritime prefect at Brest say-
ing that-the government can' yo longer
tolerate & suspension of work essential
to the national defences, that all the
arsenal hands who do not return to work
Friday morning shall be considered as
having resigned.

The telegram of M. Pelletan has caus-
ed great excitement at Brest.

INDIAN POPULATION,

Ottawa, Nov. 23.—The department of
Indian affairs has received the figures of
the Indian population for the year ending
June 30th, 1904. The population is 107,-
978, compared with 108,233 for last year,
a decrease of 265. There was, however,
an increase im the ,population last year
over 1902. In 1902 the Indian population
was 99,717, so that the figures show a
general increase, and point to the fact
that the rted people are being carefully
looked after as wards of the Dominijon.

"They are marked at the usual prices, and
aré of as fine a quality as have been re-
ceived previously. Eastern turkeys, also,
are beginning to make an apearance, So
far only a very few have arrived, and
the retail figure—30 cents per pound—is
exceptionally high. As far as can be
judged at present the wholesale quota-
tions during Christmas ‘week will de-

mand a much larger retail price than has
been quoted for the past three years. It
is predictel by local dealers that _the
price will range from 20 to 25 cents per
pound. When it is remembered. that
heretofore it has been as low as 18, and
even-16 cents, the extent of the rise can
be better realized. This fluctuation is
attributed to a scarcity of turkeys
throughout Eastern Canada.

Oats and hay, it is announced, are likely
to increase in price during the next few
days. At present beth commodities are
bringing a beiter figure on the lower
Mainland than they are here. Therefore:
Victoria merchants are daily expecting
a rise. Corn will probably fluctuate in
the other direetion, as'it' is understood
that there is plenty -of that article in re-
serve.

As mentioned in the Times last week,
a rise in the retail figurc placed on flour
is looked for. So far no move has been
taken by the wholesale dealers, but there
seems no doubt in the minds of grocers
that the expected change will come at
any early date.

It is interesting to mote that wild duck
have been placed on the local market in
of the rainy season. Mallard,. teal,
large quantities since the commencement
widgeon and pin tail ducks, as well as
brant and Canadian geese, are to be had
at any of the stores at the prices quoted.

Foundered During Gale—Fifteen’ Men
*Perished—High Seas Prevented
Rescue.

Philadelphia, Nov. 21.—The British
steamer ArosgtCastle, Captain Ray, 50
days ount fromx-Java with a cargo of!
sugar, arrived here to-day and reported:
the probable foundering on November
15th of the Spanish barque Tafalla, with:
her crew of 15 men during the recent
storm, after he had stood by the bargne.
for two days. On the second might the
Spaunish ve%sf\l disappeared.

Captain Ray reports that chortly be-
fore daylight on Sunday, November 13th,'
during a terrific gale, rockets were sight-

“ed about 220 miles east of the Bermuda,

and the steamer’s course was changed in
the direction of the rockets. With the
sea running so high that the ‘steamer!

she lay waiting for daylight. Meantime
“the flare lights were kept burning to en-
courage the crew on the unknown’ vessel.

' After daybreak it was learned that: the

distressed veskel was the Tafalla, with
a cargo of pitch pine from New Bruns-
wick for Vaiencia, The storm was so

| great that no small boat could be launch-

ed. Captain Rogg, of the Tafalla, hoist+
ed the following signal, “Leaking six
inches an hour; main pump broken and
smaller pump elogged;. men worn out.”
Captain Ray signalled he would lay- by
until the storm abated. Toward neon
the captain of the British steamer decid-
ed to shoot 4 line to the bark; which he
succeeded -in doing.

Late in the afternoon. the hawser
snapped and the Spanish vessel again
drifted helplessly. Night came and Cap-
tain Ray decided fo stand by -until morn-
ing, but during the night the storm did
not abate and lights- were burned.

With daslight of Sunday the Spanish
ship was low in the water, but the Brit-
ish erew could do nothing. Monday nighf
the vessels were still together, After 4
a. m. Tuesday the crew of thg Castle saw
no more rockets, and all was darkness.
When daylizht came not a sign of the
Spanish barque could be seen. The fury
of the storm was so great, Captain Ray
reports, that no -small ‘boat could have
enfelv mdden the, waves.

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Immigration to Canada from France
is expected to commence on a large scale
within two years. Already 12.000 resi-
dents of the southern provinces of that
country have decided to make their
homes -in the Dominion, and*25,000 will
cross the Atlantic as soon as their pre-
parations for departiire are complete.
This is according ‘to A. Fox, a promi-
nent French-Canadian of Montreal, who
has ,been -employed to arrange for the
accommodation of the first contingent on
their arrival in-Canada. Mr. Fox has
been in communication with agents in
France for months. He says the ar-
rangements for emigration have been
progressing for some- time, that the peo-
ple—most of whom belong to the Roman
Catholic church—have become disgusted
by the attitude of the French _govern-
ment towards the Vatican, and have de-
cided to migrate to a country where re-
ligious freedom is more highly regarded.
Mr. Fox is in the city in connection with
his mission.

Most of those who are leaving France,
he says, belong to the farming class. At
present they are engaged in growing
grapes in the southern parts. Many
years of experience in this have made
them experts, and it is the intention of
Mr. Fox to secure some tracts of land
where they will be able to continue the
cultivation of the vine. For this pur-
pose he has applied for a grant of a
portion of the Okanagan valley in Brit-
ish Columbia. The climatic conditions
of the interior of this province impress
Mr. Fox as being exceedingly favorable
for grape growing, and should his appli-
cation be granted, about 6,000 of these
French immigrants will make their home
in British Columbia.

Shoul@ Mr. Fox be unsuccessful in se-
curing a suitable tract of land here he
will look to the United States. He has
already visited the Yakima district in
Washington, and says that valley would
be an ideal spot for the cultivation of
grapes. However, either British Colum-
bia or Washington will be selected as
the place for the proposed settlement.

The ofher 6,000 will settle in the
neighborhood of ‘the Crow’s Nest Pass.
Arrangements have been made for a
grant of land of the required size in that
locality. These people will go in for

cattle raising and general farming. If°

the soil there is found to be suitable for
the cultivation of grapes it is possible
they will go in for this to some extent.
But they will attend more especially to
farming.

Thus there will be two entirely dis-
tinet settlements: Xach will have a
population of 6,000 or more. The fami-
lies, Mr. Fox says, are all of good size,
averaging from three to four children
each. He expresses the opinion that the
conditions here will enable his country-
men to live in prosperity and happiness.

Mr. Fox explains that the dispute be-
tween the French government and the
Vatican is the cause of the determina-
tion of such large numbers to:leave their
homes. These differences have been in
progress - for some time, but recent ac-
tions of the government have brought
matters to a crisis. For instance, Ro-
man Catholic property which has hither-
to been exempt from all taxation is now
subject to the regulations governing the
¥ estates of ordinary individuals or corpor-
ations. .

Immediately this became known priests
and officials of the Roman  Catholic
church made extensive canvasses among
members of their respective congrega-
tions, enlisting their co-operation in op-
posing the measure., These actions, of
course, caused much excitement, and it
wasn’t long before govérnment officials
became aware of what was being done.
In order to effectually prevent priests
from causing any turther disturbance
they were exiled. Naturally ‘this has
aroused the indignation of all Roman
Catholics throughout France.

Should the present government persist
in its anti-Roman Catholie policy, = Mr.
Fox fis convinced -that the emigration
from France will not stop at the num-
ber mentioned. In fact he is sure that
within five years there will be an exodus
of at least 25,000 people from that coun-
try.

What is preventing many from leav-
ing immediately is the conscript law, re-
quiring all young men to serve with the
French army for three years. Should
this be overlooked in any case it would
be impossible for one failing to comply
to return in later years to his country on
‘business or for other reasons without
the risk of being arrested and made to
don a soldier’s uniform. ‘There are very
few leaving their homes who do not hope
to visit them again, and, therefore, many
delay their departure until they complete
their term with the army. ~Some.are be-
ing held back because members of their
family are soldiers, but thousands are
looking forward to being able to leave
for North America in the near future.
In many cases special permission is be-
ing applied for to allow young men to
enter the army at 16 years of age—I18
years is the regulation—so that they may
be free to leave before reaching their
majority.

Mr. Fox intends returning East by
way of Washington and Oregon. He
expects to complete all business in con-
nection with the immigration of 12,000
French people during the next few
months. He is accompanied by Mrs.
Fox, and is among the guests at the
Dominion hotel.

MARKING GRAVES OF
HERO CANADIAN DEAD

All Memorials Are Now in Position—
Good Work of Association Organ-
ized by Lady Minto.

An Ottawa dispatch dated November
14th, says:

In view of Lady Minto’s approaching
departure from Canada Her Excellency
thinks that those who have so generously
subseribed to the funds of the association
for marking Canadian graves in South
Africa, will be glad to know exactly how
far the work undertaken by the associa-
tion has been carried out.

The number of Canadians who fell
during the war was 246. Of this num-
ber 11 were buried at sea or drowned,
and their bodies not recovered, and
5 are buried in England. Whilst it was
found that relatives or comrades in arms
had already provided lasting memorials
in twelve cases, 25 graves still remain
unidentified, but it is expected that these
will be located shortly, and as soon as
this is done memorials will be sent from
Canada to mark the same.

After deducting these numbers there
remained 193 graves to be marked, and
memorials wére accordingly dispatched to
South Afriea for this purpose, the last
installmenf reaching that ‘country in
April, 1904. A telegram has now been
received from South Africa, stating that
all memorials will be in position over the
graves for which they are intended by
November 15th, 1904.

The amount of subscriptions collected,
plus the interest on the same up to
date, is about $13,000. The balance on

and after paying all claims is now
about $5,100. Further expenditure will
be incurred in fencing in the graves on
the open veldt, and the balnce will prob-
ably be diverted to the erection of a cen-
tral Canadian memorial, bearing the
names of all Canadians who fell during
the war, which it is proposed to erect
later on igp Pretoria.

hands and exhibited here to-day; but they
are to be particularly congratulated on
being. the first society which, of its own
initiation, propose to effect something
practical for the only too often helpless
consumptive.

“They have the honor, and it is indeed
a great honor, to start a movement
which I hope and expect will gxtend to
Such a
movement has a more far-reaching effect
than the mere material gain that will
accrue to our sanitoria.” It will start a
line of thought radiating out from this
little circle—and if we have many circles
a great number of people must be in-
structed—and all I would ever ask is to
get people to think—for thinking begets
know!ledge—and kmnowledge of tubercul-
osis must mean an active campaign
against this most dealy scourge of man-
kind. I say this advisedly, for how cah
any individual neglect to do his or her
part when he or she knows that consump-
tion is the most destructive of all infec-
tious diseases—that it spares no nation,
no age, no calling, no class of people—
that it kills more human beings than
famine, war and pestilance combined—
that throughout the world over three mil-
lon people die every year from it; that
over 9,000 die every year in Canada, and
over 200 in British Columbia; that in Ger-
many one in every three deaths between
the ages of 15.and 60 is due to tubercul-
osis; and in addition to these facts, when
we know that consumption is curable and
can be prevented, I fhink that the indi-
vidual who neglects to do his or her part
is unwise, unjust and cruel—unwise, be-
cause, even now a member of your fam-
ily may be harboring, unknown to him-
self, the germ of the disease, and when
it does break out, what provisions have
you made to fight it? Unjust, because
wilfully remaining in ignorance you neg-
lect fo make provision for thosé in your
charge; and cruel, because of your neg-
lect and ignorance the disease in one in-
dividual wil! for a certainty pass on to
some other. There is no reason under
Heaven why this should be, and were
each of us to do our full duty each case
would cease to be an infective centre, and
so in time would this horrible menace
end. To show you what can be done, L
will give you some statistics submitted
by Professor Koch to the London Tuber-
culosis Convention for 1901. They are
German and, therefore, accurate,

“Before 1889 the average mortality
from tuberculosis in Prussia was 31.4
per ten thousand; whereas for the period
1889-1897 it sank to 21.8, that is to say
that the number of deaths was 184,000
less than it would have been had the
previous average been maintained. This
is an advance of which any country
might be proud; but, on the confrary, a
country and a people making no effort
and doing nothing to prevent what can
be prevented, should bow its head in
shame. Let each of us ask ourselves
:1\'119a‘t have we done, and what shall we

0?

Oanea, Island of Crete, Nov. 21.—Dis-
graceful scenes transpired yesterday,
when several groups of officers and men
of the vessels belonging to the Baltic
fleet, in this port, left various drinking
houses and paraded the streets. The
Russians were evidently intoxicated.
Brandishing their swords and other
weapons, they made a wild rush at the
peaceful passers by. At least five of
these were murdered by the drunken
Russians, many others wounded and a
large number cuffed and beaten. The
brawls continued until late in the night.
Under cover of darkness the drunkards
grew wilder still and their shots and
loud talk scared most people into their
houses, The streets became practically
deserted by the residents. It is reported
that at least forty of the Russian sailors
have so far deserted. Evidence of unim-
peachable character exists showing that
the discipline on board the Russian ships
is unparalled in its laxity and that the
men, being intoxicated most of the time,
cannot be controlled by the few of their
sober and serious-minded officers.

The section of the Russian Pacific
squadron commanded by Vice-Admiral
Voelkersam, sailed to-day for Port Said.

Shelled Each Other.

London, Nov. 22.—The Daily Mail's
Copenhagen correspondent recounts a
story from a member of the crew of the
Russian cruiser Aurora to the effect that
Rojestvensky’s flagship
Xniaz Suvaroff, mistakenly, in the fog
off the Dogger Bank, bombarded the
Aurora. whereupon the latter signalled,
“We are being fired at,” fired three shells

at the British trawlers and the Russian

fleet.  This infermation avers that there
were two Russian torpedo boats with the
first division of the second Pacific squad-
ron, to which the Aurora belonged.

ARBITRATION: PROPOSED:.

President Roosevelt May Be Asked to Set-
tle Dispute Between Panama and
Bondholders.

London, Nov. 21.—A movement is on foot
to get President Roosevelt to arbitrate the
difference between Panama and the eor-
poration of foreign bondholders in regard to
the Colombian debt. A mecting of the Col-
ombian corporation has been called to oon-
sider the best means of recovery firom
Panama of a portiom of the $10,000,000 paid
by the United States in conmection with
the eanal, and it is proposed to call a pub-
Mc meeting of the Colombidn bondholders
for the purpose of requesting President
Roosevelt t6 arbitrate as to the proportion
of this amount the new republic ought to
pay towards the liguidation of Colomblia’s

As will be seen in the report of the
city coupncil proceedings in another
column the provineial board of health,
through Dr. Fagan, the secretary, has
' notified the corporation that after the
1st of January the board would under-
take the management of the Darcy Isl-
and lazaretto. This action was brought
about by a letter from Mayor Barnard
to the Premier in which he pointed out
that a Chinaman had recéntly been sent
to the Island from Vancouver without
blankets or other necessaries, unknown
to the Victoria officials, and it was not
until the visit by the inspector that this
was discovered.

Up till September the city of Vie-
toria has been responsible for the main-
tenance of the lazaretto since its estab-
lishment - on Darey Island, about 14
years ago. This city has borne the ex-
penses connected with the island, and
Vancouver and Nanaimo ~have . been
charged with certain percentages of the
cost- resulting from the care of lepers
sent from thoseé places, That this should
be shouldered by the provincial authori-
ties has often been urged, and last Sep-
tember the government practically took
the institution over by recouping the
various cities for what they had spent on
it. Victoria received something like
$6,040.

The provincial authorities, however,
while accepting the financial responsi-
bility for the lazaretto, requested the
city to continue to exercise supervision
over it, being compensated by the gov-
ernment for what they expended on it.
The action_of Vancouver, however, has
determined the council to have nothing
more to do with the matter, and it now
become wholly a duty of the government.
With one exception, a Finn from Mal-
colm Island, the unfortunate occupants
of the island have been Chinamen., There
are now five there, including two who
came from Vancouver recently. They
have been visited every quarter by the
local health and sanitary inspectors,
who took with them sufficient provisions
and comforts required to last until the
next visit.

TRIAL IN PROGRESS.

Hearing Evidence in Charge of Murder
Against Nan Patterson.

iNew York, Nov. 21.—The trial of Nan
Patterson for the murder of bookmaker
“Caesar” Young was fairly begun before
Justive Davis in the Supreme court to-
day, and when it adjourned at 4 o’clock
this afternoon Assistant District At-
torney Rand had concluded his outline of
the state’s case and examined several of
the witnesses for the prosecution. ‘In his
opening address Mr. Rand said the
state’s , witnesses would prove that Nan
Patterson killed Young. and that the
killing was planned several hours before
in the morning on' which Young met his
death.

William Junior, the policeman who
was the first to reach the cab after the
shooting, testified that Miss Patterson
was hysterical and crying, ‘“Oh, Caesar,
why did you do 'it?’ There was other
inferesting testimony, particularly that of
Detective Quinn, who took Miss Patter-
son from the hospital where Young died
to the police station. He said the woman
said to him: “I dorn’t want to live now,
why should he have killed himself?” The
officer said she fainted several times in
the station house, and that several times
she asked him to kill her as she had
nothing to live for now that “Caesar”
was dead.

ROBBERY AT SKAGWAY.

Four Thousand Dollars Taken From
Office of Steamship Company.

According to a Skagway dispatch the
office- of the Pacific Coast Steamship
Company was robbed of about $4,500 by
hold-up men on Saturday night just af-
ter 8 o'clock. George A. Rosenberg,
cashier of the office, was knocked sense-
less, gagged and bound hand and foot
by an assailant or assailants, as yet un-
known. The safe and till were looted
before he regained consciousness.

Rosenberg had gone to his office just
after supper to make up the cash ac-
count for the day. He had counted the
money, put it in the safe and locked
the inner door; but had not turned the
combination. He then went into the
rear office to make up his cash. While
he was at work Rosenberg heard some-
one fall against the roof of the rear of-
fice, and the fall was followed by a
groan. Thinking that someone had
fallen on the snow-covered sidewalk,
Rosenberg opened the door, when he was
seized by a heavy set man who wore a
gunny sack over his head with two
large holes cut for the eyes. Rosen-
berg was ipushed into the office and
struck twice on the head.  His hands
and feet were tied behind his back, and
a portion of the gunny sack stuck into
his mouth and throat. It was half an
hour before Rosenberg recovered con-
sciousness.

DEPUTIES GUARD JAIL.

Danger of Negroes Being Lynched at
Lexington Believed to Be at End.

Lexington, Ky., Nov. 22.—The mob
that threatered to lynch three negroes
held in jail here for killing a white man
last Sunday night and attempted to Kkill
other white people dispersed as day
' dawned. The troops and extra police
have also retired, and the jail is guarded
now only by deputies. It is believed
that all danger of lynching is past, as
the authorities cannot now be taken by
surprise, and the jail will be well guard-
ed at night with troops in readiness for

calls.

Y. M. C. A. PROSPECTS
IN SOUTHERN COLONIES

Better Organization Needed in Austra-
lia and New Zealand—D. A. Budge
Returns to Montreal.

D. A. Budge, general secretary of the
Young Men’s Christian Association in
Montreal, arrived in that city about a
week ago. He has just returned from an
extensive tour of New Zealand, Aus-
tralia, and Western Canada, and his
itinerary included several days in Vie-
toria. Ip an interview which appears in
a recent issue of a Montreal exchange,
Mr. Budge says:

“ “There are about fifteen cities in
Australia and New Zealand where work
might easily be done to good advantage,
and where buildings might be erecfed and
sustained, but, of course, they require a
lot of education in regard to the systern
they should adopt. The communities re-
quire to be educated to make work on an
adequate scale possible, and they are
absolutely without the agency of super-
vision to bring that education about and
to establish those buildings and get the
support of the public. They have form-
ed a central organization, whose head-
quarters are in Sydney, and we hope that
as a result of this visit an agency of
supervision will be creatéd. There is no
one available in Amnstralia who Iis
acquanted with the Y. M. C. A. methods
of organization which have proved suc-
cessful on this continent, and it will be
necessary. to send out a man to undertake
the work.’

“Mr. Budge mentioned that among the
leaders of the movement in Australia
who are quickening it into iife are Sir
James Fairfax, proprietor of the Sydney
Morning Herald, and one of the mest in-
fluential men in Australia, and the Hon.
J. 0. Vardon, who is president of the
association in South Australia. Sydney
and Adelaide are the two important asso-
ciations, the only ones which have build-
ings there. They are, however, antiquat-
ed, and require to be replaced by build-
ings suitable for the physical and educa-
tional classes and the social work which
is a feature of the organization in this
country.

“ ¢ found the business men much in-
terested in my trip,’ said Mr. Budge, ‘and
a few years should see great progress
made. ‘L'he colonial young man is a fine
type and very enthusiastic; and all, young
and old, greatly appreciated my visit,
which was recognized as bringing two
parts of the Empire more closely to-
gether. Australian interests are, of
course, bound up with Great Britain, the
trade, both export and  import, being
practically all with the British Isles, but
Canada begins to bulk larger in the eye
of the people of Australia, and a friendly
feeling Has been created by the interest
taken by the Y. M. C. A. in Canada in
the Awmstralian colonies, and closer rela-
tions have been established.’

“Mr. Budge also paid'a visit to the
Canadian Northwest on his way back at
the request of the Dominion committee
of the association. He was asked to
visit some of the mewer towns with a
view to studying future work at these
points. Nelson, Calgary, Brandon, Regina
and Fort William were visited by Mr.
Budge, and Edmonton by a friend on his
behalf. He found the young men at
these points very eager to go in for well
equipped association buildings. There is
great need for something of ‘the kind, so
large a proportion of the community be-
ing young men, who have no recourse but
the saloon and the pool room. There are
already associations established at. Van-
couver and Vietoria. Vancouver. has
planned the erection of a building which
