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Repotts on State of the Order Make a Very Encouraging
Showing—Acting Supreme Chief Ranger Harper

Deliv-

Fredericton, N. B., July 13—The an-
nual meeting of the New Brunswick High
| Court’ of Foresters opened. here at 3 o’clock
ithi§ afternoon, with an-attendance of 250
'delégates,  including = representatives of
companion courts. High Chief Ranger
Mersereau presided, and most of the ses-
sion' was takem up with reading of ‘the
réports of the high court dfficers.

The high chief ranger, Geo. W. Merser-
eau, in his annual report, said in part:

The most important event to us in the
year just. past was the  supreme court
meeting in Toronto at which it was deter-
mined to advance the rates for our pre:
1899 members. { :
Under -the. pre-1800 rates, members did
not ‘pay ‘on §1,000 insurance an average of
more than $580 to the mortuary fund,
even though they lived out the mortuary
period. he remaining sum came from
“new blood” on the “endless chain” prin-
ciple. This was too upcertain a depend-
ence for so serious a matter. Our society
repudiates the change principle and makes
actual provision to carry out ite pledges.
We sent to the supreme court meeting
some of the cleverest men among us and
instructed them to oppose this increase,
Loyally they carried out their instructions,
though it must have been against their
convictions. On their return from the
meeting of the supreme court they made a
voluminous report. to your high .standing
committee, a synopsis of which was printed
and distributed among the subordinate and
companion- courts of the jurisdiction.
Your high standing committee decided on
an ‘educational campaign throughout the
province. They were ably assisted by P.
H. 0. Rangers Lingley and Wood, by
Supreme Court Deputies Brewster and
Todd and other prominent members of the
order. The object of this campaign was to
give our members right conceptions of the
need and justice of this change in our
rates and thus save members to the order
and prevent as far as possible our mem-
bers, through a misconception of the situa-
tion, from needlessly sacrificing the order’s
protection for them and their loved ones.
In this connection Brother Lingley did
valiant service in St. John city and vicin-
ity. The high secretary visited many of
the courts on the St. John Triver &nd
eastern counties of the province, and I con-
fined my efforts to the courts of Northum-
berland and Restigouche counties, which
I gave all the assistance in my power to
the officers of the courts in bringing mem-
bers to see the need of the advance step
our order had taken.

In spite of our utmost exertions our
Josses in members were considerable—about
600, our high secretary informed me.
These losses were, however, very nearly all
in the rural and sparsely settled districts
where court meetings are poorly attended
or where meetings are not regularly held.

In the cities and towns these losses were
not more than one per cent. of the mem-
bersnip. Some county courts, too, did not

This loss was not all occasioned directly
by the change - 6f ' rates. Some of ‘our
financial secretaries, especially where regu-
lar meetings are not held, have the.habit
of ‘paying the atsessments of members out
of the court funds. As a consequence
many members owed the courts large sums
on Oct. 1, whep the changed rates came
into efféct. A -large proportion of these
dropped . ot , ins of ‘paying ' their ar-
rears. They would probably have remain-
ed under:other conditions.

* After tirging on the members the import-
ance of cultivating the fraternal side of
the order, the high chief ranger continued:

Brothers Brewster and Todd have con-
tinued to work for the order throughout
the ‘year, the latter in St. John city and
vicirifty, #nd the' former throughout the
province. - During the year Brother Brews-
/ter organized Court Banner at Burnt Land
Brook, Victeria county, and Court Nelson
at Nelson, Northumberland county, besides
doing magnificent work for the order in
Fredericton and vicinity, in Chatham and
surrounding districts, and in other parts
of the province. These brothers found it
very difficult to get applications during the
closing months of last year. Many of our
old members felt themselves aggrivéd.
They stood on their agreements with the
order. “Théy were more concerned to
keep a firm hold on' their own too cheap
insurance’ than in ' the general welfare of
the order.” . Happily the great majority
of ‘our mémbers -loyally accepted the act-
jon of our supréme council as the best
that ‘could be done and cheerfully assumed
their additional burdens, knowing that we
still have-an excellent contract and cheap-
er and better, protection than is obtainable
elsewhere. ~ The salaries of these brothers
are paid by the supreme court, while we
pay their traveling and incidental expenses.
I recommend that the services of these
two brothers be = continued for another
year, !

Agreeable to the directions of the high
court I caused an appeal to be sent out
for the purpose of 'helping Court Inter-
vale save to the order their hall at Pen-
obsquis.

MR. HARNEY FINED
$10. FOR VIOLATION
" “OF THE SCREEN LAW

Interesting Case Concluded in the

Police Court Yesterday After-

noon :

Tn the police court yeoterdayaftemoon,
Michael Harney was fined $10 for maintain-
‘ing ecreens on the windows of his licensed

infofmations against him, one for refusing
to allow Night Detective Lucas to enter
his barroom an. the other for maintaining
screens. The first was dismissed.

When the case was taken up yesterday,
Mr. Harney took the stand and said that
when Lucas called he was not in posses-
sion of ‘the key of the barroom and there-
fore could not open -the door when re-
quested to do so. He gave the detective,
he said, permission to break the door if he
,wished to do ®o.

Percy Harney, son of the defendant, said
he acted as barkeeper for his father. At
the time of the visit of the policemen he
said he had the key of the barroom with
him. . He always kept it with. him from
Saturday evening, when the bar was lock-
ed, until Monday morning. i
;. Edmund 8. Ritchie, for the defence, ask-

officer inithe barroom be dismissed in view
of the evidence. ;

George A. Henderson, for the prosecu-
tion, argued against dismissal. He con-
tended that if there was not' positive re-
fusal there was neglect.

Judge Ritchie took the view that if
Lucas was sure there was anyone in the
bar after hours it was his duty to break
the ~door. down after he had the permis-
sion of the proprietor. He dismissed the
charge.

The second information was then gone
on with. Mr. Henderson said that ever
since the new amendments ecame into force
there had been trouble with Mr. Harney
about his blinde or screens.

Mr. Ritchie did not deny that the
screens objected to were in use. The de-
fendant, however, thought that, as he was
in possession of a hotel license, he had a
right to some consideration in that direc-
tion.

His honor pointed out that even hotels
have no right under the law to maintain
screens or other devices which might ob-
scure the view of their barrooms.

Mr. Ritchie intimated that Mr. Harney
had given orders to have the objectionable
blinds removed.

Judge Ritchie thought he ought to have
done so before the case was brought up.
He commented on the fact that the amend-
ments were passed in April and said that
he for one did not intend to wink at any
violation. The only question here was the
number of days during which the screens
were maintained.

Mr. Henderson said the prosecution had
proved the screens were in place on two
days. .

His honor imposed a penalty of $10, or
$5 a day. The fine was paid.

The Arizona was loaded with deals from
a New Brunswick port for the United
Kingdom.

Mr. Bowser was for soe years
caretaker of the exhibition bu#ding.

WATER SPORTS AT

7ye R0Y JOHNSON DIES AS THE
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RESULT OF BROKEN SKULL

Had Typhoid Fever Too— Was Struck in Head With

Stone While Playing With Boys—Coroner Berryman Has

Case in Hand.

Roy Walter Johnston, of 52 Brussels
street, lies dead in the General Public
Hospital as the result of a fractured skull
caused by a blow with a stone thrown, it
is believed, by some of his comrades while
playing on Sunday, July 4.

The boy, who was seventeen years of
age, was conveyed to the hospital in the
ambulance on Friday eyening last, being
taken suddenly ill at his home. It was
thought by those of his household that his
illness might have been the result of the
injury- referred to but an examination

of a fracture.

He did, however, show symptoms of ty-
phoid fever, which were positively confirm-
ed by the usual processes.

There were no indications of anything
else till Monday last when the lad showed
partial paralysis. With the story of the

injury to his head in mind a minute ex-
amination was made and as a result’a
depressed fracture of the ekull was found
a little to the front of the top of the ear.
The boy lingered till last night, passing
away at 9 o’clock.

It is said in connection with the case. that
it is not unusual for the symptoms ‘to be
delayed in cases of fracture of the skull.
As far as known, the boy made no state-
ment to his father when. questioned be-
fore going te the hospital as to how he
received his injuries other than to say
that he was struck om the head by a
stone while playing with other boys. He
would not give any names or tell how it
happened.

Coroner Berryman has-been notified and
will likely hold an inquest, as it is yet to
be determined whether the blow which
caused the fracture was an accident or
otherwise.

Toronto, July 32 —James J. Jeffries, seen
here today; on his arrival from Montreal,
gave a most emphatic denial to the stories
sent out from Monireal to the effect that
he would not fight Jack Johnson.
