Greatest Scientist of
Germany is Dead
JENA, Germany.—Professor Er-
nest Heinrich Haeckel, professor of
zoology at the university of Jena
and famous throughout the world
for his research work supporting
the monistie theory of evolution,

died here Saturday, Aug. 9. He
was born February 16, 1834

Little has been heard of Profes-
sor Haeckel during the war. What
news of his actions that reached
this eountry was marked by the
same independence of spirit that
characterized his life work. The
publieation of his work on ‘‘God
and the Immortality of the Soul,’’
in 1915, brought a reeurrence of
that vigorous eriticism by oppon-
ents of his theories that has pune-
tuated his long scientifie career:!

Professor Haeckel was one of
those who signed the cireular de-
manding the retirement of Chaneel-
lor von Bethmann-Hollweg of Ger-
many in the fall'of 1916. The cir-
cular arraigned the chanecellor for
his conduet of affairs, and attacked

Premier Martin Says King Good

Premier W. M. Martin, of Sas
katcheawn, came to London to visit
his father, Rev. W. M. Martin, of
South London, before resuming his
journey to Regina.

AVONLEA FARMERS SHOW
HOW TO BEAT HOPPERS

At a cost of from 50 cents to
$1.00 an acre, the farmers of Avon-
lea distriet, south of Regina, were
able to put a prompt check to the
ravages of grasshoppers in that dis-
triet, although a large acreage of
the erop was destroyed owing to de
in starting poisoning opera-
tions. The rural municipal autho
rities in that distriet hesttated to
take immediate action until
had proved by actual demonstra
tion on some of the farms affeeted
the value of poisoning operations

“We farm 1,600 acres of
