F": The remarkable discovery has been 
made by two German chemists that the 
life principle is capable of producing 
chemical etfect upon salts of silver. 
They report that living organic cells 
readily reduce solutions of silver, but 
the action ceases when dead cells are 
substituted for the living ones.

The use of gas as fuel is suggested as 
a means of freeing London from the in­
tolerable smoke with which it is now 
afflicted. It is thought to be not alto­
gether improbable that, with the gener­
al adoption of electricity as a source of 
light and the employment of gas for 
heating purposes, the dieam of a smoke­
less Loudon may be realized at no very 
distant period.

By the adoption of preventive meas­
ures to guard against expected epidemics 
in certain English towns, Mr. Edwin 
Chadwick estimates that three-fourths 
of a million lives and three million cases 
of sickness have been saved. This 
seems a somewhat startling statement, 
but the figures are the result of statisti­
cal comparisons, and are probably cor­
rect.

that the cause of earthyiakes must exist 
near the earth's surface, and dues not 
reach a greater depth than ten or four­
teen miles. They must be produced, 
he believes by the increase and decrease 
of volume of rocks under the influence 
of chemical and physical forces, and by 
concussions due to the opening of fis­
sures in the rocks. •

It has latejy been noticed that liquors 
kept in colorless bottles exposed to the 
light soon acquire a disagreeable taste, 
w hile those contained in brown or green 
bottles remain unchanged even if placed 
in direct sunlight. The effect is due to 
the chemical action of light, and liquids 
liable to similar change should be pre­
served in red, orange, yellow or green 
bottles—these colors excluding the 
chemical rays.

Insects are endowed with much great­
er muscular energy, in proportion to 
their size, than other animals. Had a 

of six feet, muscular power propor­
tioned to that of a flea, he could leap 
more than three hundred feet, and lift 
a weight (if ten thousand pound^~ A 
species of beetle supports five rfffltired 
times its own weight; and ancAer has 
been discovered which is stated, on good 
authority, to have gnawed a hole of an 
inch in diameter in the side of an iron 
canister by the power of its jaws.

In I860 the Hoang-Ho River, of 
China, emptied into the Yellow Sea; 
now this mouth is dry, and the river has 
a new channel opening to the Gulf of 
Pechelee, nearly 300 miles north of its 
former outlet, and the stream turned 
aside from its old bed at a distance of 
more than 300 miles from the coast. 
This is the last of many changes, back 
and forth, recorded by the Chinese dur­
ing the past 3000 
begin in floods caused by rain in the 
distant Kuenlun Mountains.

Nature's fiat that soon or late all 
must die, fails to satisfy a vast number 
of discontented human creatures who 
hasten the execution of the stern decree 
by prematurely cutting short their own 
existence. Dr. Morselli, of Turin, has 
given Borne curious and interesting facts 
and statistics concerning suicides, from 
which it appears that the victims of self- 
destruction are rapidly becoming 
numerous in nearly all civilized coun­
tries. In France, for instance, during 
jjie quarter-century from 1827 Jtu?1862 
the annual number of suicides gradual­
ly increased from forty-eight to nearly 
eighty-three per million of inhabitants, 
and the number in later уецгз is stated 
to be 150 per million. The causes w hich 
lead to suicide are of course various— 
climate, religion, and family relations 
being conditions which exert a marked 
influence. Dr. Morselli finds that dur­
ing the change-from cold to heat iu spring 
suicides are more numerous than at other 
seasons. Very curiously, suicides are 
more frequent everywhere during the 
first thiid of any month than in the sec­
ond, and during the second third than 
in the last. Protestants are far more 
inclined to self-destruction than Cathol­
ic ; men, than women; unmarried, than 
mairied; the young, than the old. Sui­
cides are most frequent among braiti- 
woikers—such as professional men; sol­
diers ranking next. Drowning and 
hanging are most often the means em. 
ployed by suicides.

THE NEWEST CHURCH IN ST. JOHN.

I say, iu St. John, although the church 
.* located in Paradise Row, Put liana. 
It l* called tlie Mission Chapel, or 
Church of St. John the Baptist, ana it- 
a atone building of moderate s.ze, bum 
with its side to the road. It iiaa a 
clerestory supported by column* with 
gothic arch finish and the nave root i« 
also finished ill heavy gothic open 
work. All the interior is tiniehed n. 
mutation of ash and walnut. The 
ligiitihg ia from the sides of the navi 
and chancel exclusively, as, owing tv 
the church being adjoined by two othei 
buildings, there ia neither east nor wesi 
window. The xvindows in the nave art 
m groups uf thiee—four on each side-- 
aud the chancel window*—three oi. 
each side—have gothic tops. Tin 
chancel windows have appropriate em 
nleuis in them, arid the nave window? 
are tilled with stained glass. Chair? 
are used for seating the congregation. 
Tney are arranged so as to leave a i en­
trai aisle about five feet wide, and two 
narrow side aisles. A kneeling-cushion 
i* piovided for each chair and there is, 
therefore, no excuse for the slovenly 
class of worshippers who sit, stand or 
kneel duiitig Divine J&ervice, aa then 
convenient indifference may suggest.

The Chancel is, however, the attrac 
live feature of the Church. It issepar 
ated from the nave by a black ash ro<n. 
screen and is, I should think, ovei 
twenty feet wide and between thirty 
and thirty-tire deep. The choir-seatt 
are of «tail, ranged in the usual form, on 
either side, immediately within the 
Chancel. The latter is elevated three 
steps above the flo«>r of the nave anu 
the Altar is placed on a foot-pace foui 
steps above the main Chancel flout. 
The Altar is large and well furnished. 
It has a dosel surmounted by7 a canopy 
placed some fifteen feet above the floor. 
The dosel is of needle-work and, in 
many respects, assists one in forgetting 
that the church has no east window. 
On the Altar are six large and tw«. 
small candlesticks, xvhich are noticeabh 
features of its furniture and in harmony 
with the other surroimdiiigs.

Tlie organ is one made by Messrs. 
Hook & Hastings, who built that in St. 
Mary’s, Chatham, and it ia placed in 
the organ loft in the west end, the or­
ganist having a view of the chancel by 
means of a mirror placed over the key-
