The Imperial Parliament is to
open to-day,and the session will, no
doubt be a somewhat remarkable
one. There are no serious questions
affecting the relationships or Great
Britain with the rest of the world to
be considered and, therefore, the
greater attention will centre on home
affairs, the Irish question standing
out in bold relief and challenging
ventilation and adjustment. Jus-
tin Mébsrthy"s prediction of the last
decade that this question would yet
make and unmake Governruents at
Westminster isalready verified, and
there seems to be little prospect of
the' present ° disturbing elements
quieting until some measure of home
rule acceptable to the Irish leaders
and the liberal party is. granted.
There is, on the one side, the larger
part of a great people with every-
thing—domestic, social and political
—at stake, aided by a powerful
party, contending against vested in-.
terests, national prejudices and * pop-
ular ignorance, all manipulated by
an equally strong and ‘more unscru-
pulous party, on the other. The
drastic policy which has ‘guided
Balfour’s administration of Irish af:
fairs indicates thatcoercion is being
tested to its utmost, while the man-
ful spirit in which so many of the
Irish leaders have' stood by their
people’s cause indicates that theirs
will not be the surrender or the lost
cause. Unless the facts sre much
distorted there .will be such an ar-
raignment of the government’s pol-
icy and conduct in Ireland during
the past six months, as will lead to a

pressive treatment under which that
country has suffered for almost a
century, We are quite sure that
the empire generally will experience
a feeling of the greatest relief and
satisfaction should Mr. Gladstone be
enabled to add ' ta the .other great
works of his brilliant career the suc-
cessful forging of a new comstitution
for the local Government of Ireland.

have something to say avent the utility of
the law itself, and the amount of litiga-
tion it may produce in future generations,
as well as its inefficacy in giving the ex-
act statistical knowledge looked for, I
will content myself for the present with
askinga few questions which you might
kindly answer through your valuable
paper for the benefit of clergymen in gen-
eral, who, like myself, look on this law as
one which in principle is good, butin
practice is simply meant to afford a little
patronage in-the way of -providing fora
few individuals at the expense of the
many.

I have nothing to say agaiosi the law,
in itself, as the state may well require to
know the number of Birthe,
Marriages, but I do think tkat it might
safely content itself with the number
without descending to irrelevant enquiries.

Certainlv, in cases of 1llegiti-
mate birth, no mimster of re'igion can
conscientiously reveal them, the law of
charity, far above any human law, biud-
ing him to throw its safeguard around the
weakness of a sinning brother or sister
Therefore, I would ask what public utility
it subserves to enquire the name of the
mother in such case? Or, again, why re-
quire the name of the ‘‘accoucher?” The
gentlemea who made this law are, no
doubt, all “‘henorable gentlemen,” within
reach of their family physiciaus and able
to pay an ‘‘accoucher” when Providende
vigits them, with one of its choicest bless-
ings, but what of the poor who depen.d on
the neighbouring kindness and Jimited
skill of some poor person in their vicinity,
who cannet by any means be regarded
legally as an accoucher? 1t is a question
seldom asked, if ever, by the clergyman
to whom a child is presented for baptism.
In these matters our rulers would do well
te consult some practical and . experienced
mep, and, above all, would do- well to
simplify, as much as possible, these forms.
They require & clergyman recording a

trial was clozed yestorday, the two wit:

nesses tor $he crown being examined. Mr

Hodgson began his address to the jury at
{11 40a. m. The court adjourned for
dinner and Mr. Hodgson resuwed and
spoke up to the hour of adjeurnment, oe-
cupying four hours and a quarter.

To-day the Attorney-General closed
the case for the crown in a spevch which
occupied . 4} bours in its delivery.
Judge THensley in delivering his charge
began speaking at 12 and conoluded at
four, with an_hour's iotermission for
lunch. In opening, he referred to the
gravity and importance of the issue they
werc ca'led upon to decide, and fully ex-
plained itsnature and scope and the value
of ‘pircumstantial evidence. He then pro-
ceeded to review the evidence adduced,
drawing the following conglusions* That
Mary Tuplin left the house of her father
on themnight of the murder, between eight
and twenty minutes past eight o’-lack.
That a man crossed the river in Cousin’s
boat hetween six and half past seven
o'clock. That this man was identified by
Dorothy and Adams as Wm. Millman.
That a man was afterwards seen by seve
eral boys and James Somers sitting at
the end of Mud road, his face partially
covered by fernsand leaves, That this
man had beenidentifie® by Jas Somers
as the prisoner at the bar. That Millman
was seen at home at half-past seven.
‘Fhat according to his own statement he
went down to the riverside, and was not
seen by any of his own family until half-
p-st ten or a quarter to eleven, or for a
period_of about three hours and ~a half,
That two

at or near Southwest Creek in the vicinity
of the water fence at or about ten o'clock.
That a man’s track in the sand was not,
aceording to the evidence of Constable
McKay, fully developed, and the track
made by the priconer was a question to be
carefully considered by the jury. Judge
Hensley then entered into an extended
criticism of the evidence relating to the
pistol and bullets which caused the death
of Mary Tuplin, concluding that the pistol
was in possession of Millman at the time
of the murder. Then he had purchased
cartridges in Sammoarside That the bal-
lets fcund in the girl’s head fitted the pis-
tol and corresponded with the cartridges
which remained in the pistol unexploded.
As to the distance which would have to
be covered, the judge pointed out that it
was a quarter of a mile from the head of
Mud Road to where the body was found
and thence to the residence of Miliman
three-quarters of a mile, making ene mil-
and an eighth, which would have to be
covered by the prisvner, if he committed
the murder, hetween the time the shots
were fired and his return to His own home.
His loriship then turaed his attention to
the question of motive, quoting from the
evidence of Profit the teacher, but caution-
ing the jury not to permit their minds to

dence to prove

A MOTIVE FOR THE MURDER.
Concerning the false story which the

as the “Provinc.\l Board of Health of
New Brunswick” to carry out ita provi.
sious. The act aleo directed that thedro.
vincs be divided in twenty.five health
districts, each of which shall baveits
local board of health,

PROVINCIAL BOARD OF REALTH.

The Provinoial Board of Health was
orgunized in June last. The first meeting
was held in St, Johu st since then the
board has held two meetings, the one
which convened last month being the tirst
annual meeting. The members of the pro.
