When Napoleon tiret entered Cairo 
on the 22d of July, 1793, he was pre- 
edited with three swords of honor 
richly inlaid with precious stones. 
He brought them back to Europe, 
and in 1802 he gave one to Marshal 
Ney and another to Murat, keeping 
the third for himself.

Ney received his at an imperial re­
ception. The sword passed from one 
to another of those present, among 
whom was a young subaltern of the 
Auvergne regiment.

When Napoleon escaped from Elba, 
Ney left the king and took sides with 
his former chief. After the allies en­
tered Paris the place became too hot 
for him, and he made preparations to 
get out of the country with a pass 
procured for him under a false name, 
but his wife and a friend persuaded^ 
him that there was really no danger, 
and he decided to stay in France.

Then came the order for his arrest. 
He fled to a castle in the possession 
of some friends and succeeded in 
reaching it without his whercbouts 
becoming known. But he was des­
tined to be betrayed by the sword of 
honor given to him 13 years pre­
viously.

He was one day looking at the 
paintings in one of the more public 
rooms at the castle which he usually 
•avoided, and feeling tired he threw 
himself on a couch, first taking off 
his oriential sword, which he always 
wore out of affection for the emperor.

Suddenly he heard voices, 
sprang up and hurriedly left the 
room, forgetting his sword. A minute 
later a party of ladies and gentlemen 
entered the room, one of them being 
the young subaltern of the Auvergne 
regiment, now a colonel.

He at once recognized the sword, 
and in spite of all the owner of the 
castle could do he called upon some 
gendarmes and proceeded to make a 
search for Marshal Ney.

Finding that he was discovered, 
Ney gave himself up quietly. On the 
7th of December, 1815, the marshal 
was shot, scarcely two months after 
the owner of the second sword, Murat, 
had met his fate in the same way.

This animal yields about the same 
class of products as the walrus, and 
its flesh forms the principal food of 
all the natives of the fur seal islands. 
The skin is thickly covered with 
coarse, stiff hair of a brownish yellow 
color, but it is destitute of “fur,” and 
hence it is of no value in our market.

Steller’s sea lion is about twice the 
size of the fur seal, the old male being 
from 10 to 11 feet in total length, from 
8 to 9 feet in girth, and it weighs 
on an average about 1,200 pounds 
The females are not quite half as 
large in actual bulk as the males. 
Although cowardly in their disposi­
tion toward man, the males are 
among themselves the fiercest fighters 
in the world. It is hard to obtain an 
old specimen whose neck is not cris- 
crossed all over by long deep gashes 
or old scars, made by the powerful 
teeth of jealous rivals.

Painting and Repairing Promptly Attended to.The Cinnamon Tree.

QUEEN HOTEL, The cinnamon tree grows to a 
height of 20 to 30 feet and is some­
times 18 inches in thickness. The 
leaves are from 4 to 6 inches in 
length, oval shaped and marked with 
three pripcipal nerves. They taste 
very much like cloves. Cinnamon 
flowers are of a beautiful silky gray 
on the outside and a light yellow on 
the inside. The fruit is a small acorn 
shaped drupe, and when ripe it is 
quite brown.

It is, however, the bark of the cin­
namon tree that makes, it valuable. 
The finest comes from the island of 
Ceylon, where they have two seasons 
of cinnamon harvest. The first sea­
son begins in April and the last in 
November. The branches of three 
to five years’ growth are cut down, 
and the epidermis is carefully scraped 
away. Then the bark is ripped up 
lengthwise with a knife and gradual­
ly loosened until it may be easily re­
moved.

The slices of bark are then placed 
in the sun to dry, and as they dry 
they Curl up into quills. The next 
thing is to examine and arrange the 
cinnamon according to its quality. 
The persons whose work it is to ex­
amine the cinnamon are obliged for 
this purpose to taste and chew it, al­
though in a short time it produces a 
very painful effect on their mouths 
and tongues.

As the cinnamon quills are examin­
ed the smaller ones are inserted into 
the larger, and the whole is then tied 
up in bundles weighing 88 pounds 
each.

In Ceylon the oil of the cinnamon 
is usually prepared by grinding the 
coarsest pieces of bark, soaking this 
powder in sea water for two or three 
days and then distilling. Two oils 
pass over, one lighter, the other heav­
ier than water.

Egypt’s Cotton Crop.

Eight or ten years ago Egypt was 
insolvent. Today she is bristling with 
prosperity. The position of the fella­
heen is constantly improving. The 
corvee is abolished, and the people 
have no more compulsory labor, ex­
cept to keep the.Nile within bounds at 
high flood, for which they are paid. 
The land taxes are gradually being 
reduced, and extortion and corruption 
seem to have been stamped out. She 
sells cereals enough to pay for the 
imported articles necessary to main­
tain her simple standard of life. I 
can’t help thinking that cotton—or 
the money it produces—has played a 
part of no small importance in the 
work of administration that has 
brought all these blessings.

A birdseye view of the area of cot­
ton cultivation would give the outline 
of a half opened fan. From the point 
of the delta near Cairo it stretches 
nearly to Fort Said on the northeast 
and beyond Alexandria on the north­
west, this simile being helped by the 
great arc curving into the Mediterra­
nean, the narrow strip devoted to cot­
ton along the Nile from Cairo, 100 
miles southward, forming the handle. 
This area is veined with innumerable 
canals, branching from the Rosetta 
and Damietta arms of the Nile, which 
distribute the vitalizing waters.

Opposite Post Office, Hotels are few and ill-conducted in 
Brazilian coast towns, but there are 
excellent French and German restaur­
ants in Pahia and Pernambuco. 
When one has the bill to settle he 
finds that the score runs into the 
thousands. The basis of currency is 
an imaginary unit, the reis, 1000 of 
which make a milreis, worth apart 
from exchange, about 50 cents.

The lowest nickel coin is 100 reis, 
worth five cents. Below these are 
copper coins, 20 reis, being equivalent 
to a cent. If one dines with a friend 
at a restaurant the score will amount 
to 7500 reis—a result startling to the 
uninitiated. When real estate tran 
sections are conducted the figures rise 
into the millions, and when trade 
statistics are computed billions and 
trillions are brought in.

Reversing the process, one pays 200 
reis to a boatman to go ashore from a 
steamer, 1000 reis or a milreis for a 
bottle of beer and some cheese, 500 
reis to a guide for pilotage through a 
public building, 200 reis for a ride on 
a street car, 100 reis for a turn on the 
lift from the upper to the lower turn, 
and another 100 reis for having .his 
boots blacked.

Sioux Indians in North Dakota have 
a court of their own, in which three 
judges dispense justice. They hold 
court in a large tepee emblazoned with 
many colored pictures of horses, owls 
and eagles. Big Mane, Black Elk and 
Sam White Bird are the judges. They 
wear store clothes, and Judge Mane 
sports a watch and chain. They are 
at liberty to call court for aijy hour of 
the day they see fit. When a session 
of court is called, the Indian agent 
sends out Indian policemen to notify 
witnesses to appear in court at the ap­
pointed time. If, when court meets 
it is found that some of the witnesses 
summoned have failed to put in an 
appearance, Indian police are again 
sent out, and they never return with­
out bringing in the person or persons 
they were sent after. The judges 
themselves examine the witnesses, 
displaying considerable ingenuity in 
drawing from the reluctant and bash­
ful witness his or her testimony.

When the examination has been 
completed, the tent is cleared, and the 
judges consult until they arrive at a 
decision. All offences against com­
mon law as well as tribal laws, sun, 
scalp or war dances and the practicing 
of medicine men come before them for 
adjudication. A record of each case 
is carefully kept after the following 
fashion: “Chasing Crane was arrested 
by police for stealing Solomon Yellow 
Hawk’s wife. Was sent up for 30 
days at hard labor.”

Bull Talker had a row with Mrs. 
White Deer, and she gave him an un­
merciful drubbing.

Newspapers of the United States.What Becomes of Silk Waste.

263, 265, 267 Main Street, Moncton, N. B.y In addition to the 1,836 daily news­

papers published in the United 
States on the 1st of January, 1894, 
there were thirty-one papers publish­
ed every other day, 235 published 
twice a week, 14,017 published every 
week, eighty-five every two weeks, 
349 twice a month, 3,121 every month, 
307 every two months. Altogether 
there were 20,006 papers in existence 
on that day in the United States, 
against about 150 in 1800. Of the 
daily newspapers, the first of which 
was printed in this country in the 
year 1782, not more than four are in 
existence today of those which saw 
the beginning of the present century, 
and of these the oldest is the North 
American, of Philadelphia. The 
total issue of the publications of the 
present day in this country is probab­
ly not far from 4,000,000,000 c opies a 
year, and of this amount New York 
City probably furnishes nearly one- 
fifth.

There was, some forty years ago, a 
great amount of waste in the manu­
facture of silk, and a vast heap of 
rubbish accumulated outside of every 
factory, made up of leaves, dead silk­
worms, imperfect cocoons, sticks, etc.; 
and the only possible use appe ared to 
be that of manure. I xml Masham 
(then Mr. Lister) invented a machine 
for sorting out the silk, with the re­
sult that tons of silk are redeemed, 
and over 5000 persons are employed 
in converting the silk so saved into 
sealskin plushes, ribbons, velvets, 
etc., of the best quality. The invent­
or has realized art immense fortune.

ThIt is said that it Will be Accomplish­
ed Without British Opposition.

borough, N. B. London, Nov. 24.—A despatch from 
the Central News correspondent at 
Shanghai says the Japanese captured 
Port Arthur on Wednesday evening. 
Fighting began on Tuesday. The 
Chinese made an unusually strong de­
fence. The fighting was severe and 
incessant for fully thirty-six hours. 
Both sides are reported to have lost 
heavily.

The Central News correspondent at 
Shanghai says the fall of Port Arthur 
has created great excitement in Shang­
hai. 1 he news of the capture of Port 
Arthur by the Japanese was brought 
from Che Foo yesterday by a British 
steamer. No details of the fight have 
yet been received, but all accounts 
agree that the Chinese fought gallantly 
and desperately. Some of the officers 
and men in the forts refused to sur­
render, and were cut down by the 
Japanese.

The Star publishes a despatch say­
ing that Japanese torpedo boats en 
gaged the attention of the forts while 
the troops closed around the forts at 
the rear. Then the torpedo boats 
made a sudden and concerted dash 
and succeeded in getting inside the 
harbor. The Japanese artillery in the 
rear kept up a coutinuous fire upon 
the Chinese forts and the infantry 
made a succession of attacks upon the 
outer defences, which they captured 
after the first onslaught of the Japan­
ese. The resistance of the Chinese is 
said to have been feeble, and finally 
the Chinese troops became panic- 
stricken and fled.

A despatch to the Central News says 
the real fighting at Port Arthur began 
on Nov. 20, in the third pass, the vil­
lage of Shuisz Ying having been 
captured on Nov. 19.

Another despatch says the British 
warship Porpoise brought the news of 
the battle and fall of Port Arthur to 
Che Foo.

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Central News says it is estimated that 
15,000 to 20,000 Chinese troops defend­
ed Port Arthui. It is supposed that 
two Chinese warships were also at 
Port Arthur.

The Foreign Office has received a 
despatch from the British ministei at 
Токіо confirming the report of the cap­
ture of Port Arthur.
' The Globe’s Shanghai despatch says 
China has sent a special agent to 
Japan with instructions to accept any 
terms of peace except the cession of 
any portion of China proper to Japan.

The Central News says several 
foreign and English banks have offered 
to contract for a Chinese war indem­
nity gold loan at four per cent.

A despatch to the Globe sfcys the 
third Japanese corps which sailed 
from Ujiawa i« destined . for Wei Hai 
Wei, which place is in an utter state 
of collapse and confusion. The land­
ward defenders are deserting by 
thousands.

A despath to the Times says a large 
part of the victorious army will re­
embark from Port Arthur. Four 
Japanese ships were near Shan Ha 
Kuan on Nov. 20.

Washington, Nov. 24.—The State 
Department has the following brief 
cablegram from Minister Denby at 
Pekin: “Port Arthur taken on the 
22nd.”

Victoria, В. C., Nov. 24.—A strange 
story comes from Moukden, the ances­
tral home of the Chinese Imperial 
family and their ancient treasure 
house. It is told in letters brought 
by the steamer Empress of China and 
is to the effect that when the Japanese 
reach Moukden to possess themselves 
of the fabulous fortunes accumulated 
theie during the past century they 
will not find the billions of taels 
supposed to be safely stored in 
Moukden’s great vaults. “I imagine 
that merchants will grasp the corres­
pondent’s meaning,” says Mr. J. Elliot 
Gordon, of Shanghai. “It corrobor­
ates what residents here for years 
believed, namely, that the treasuries 
of Moukden, instead of containing 
countless millions, are well nigh 
empty. In fact we have no doubt 
some of the most powerful enemies of 
the present Chinese dynasty would 
rejoice to have the Japanese invade 
Moukden. It would furnish a splen­
did explanation for the disappearance 
of the treasures, which if tales of the 
Orient be true have been remo d in a 
series of gigantic thieving operations 
covering many years, the thieves 
being among the highest in the land. 
The purpose is presumably to use the 
treasures of the ruling house to ac­
complish its overthrow. The appear­
ance of the Japanese at this juncture 
may spoil a quietly but not less 
skilfully arranged revolution, which 
otherwise would have attracted tjjie 
world’s attention to China this year or 
next.”

New York, November 21. — The 
World, this morning, says: Lord 
Ashburton, otherwise known as “Wil­
liam Griffith,” alias “Griffin,” alias 
“Graham,” alias “Charles Bertrand,” 
alias “St. Elmer Donaldson,” alias 
“Big Griff,” alias “Griff;”-the noted in­
ternational swindler, has been run to 
earth by Scotland yard detectives, and 
is imprisoned in London. Big Griff 
was a prince among swindlers.

About the end of October last year 
Superintendent Byrnes was requested 
by the Scotland yard authorities to 
run down “Big Griff.” He was wanted 
on several charges of swindling, prin­
cipal among which was one of the big­
gest games he had ever attempted.

He represented in London that he 
was one of the chief owners of the 
Standard Oil Company. He secured 
from an American there, named Frank 
B. Merrill, a round sum of money on 
the pretence of an alleged big deal in 
American oil. He generally an­
nounced that he wanted a good busi­
ness man to handle an option on oil, 
which option was, he said, worth from 
£1000 to £2000. His knowledge of 
the Standard Oil Company would 
astonish the officials of that concern. 
He could talk for hours on the subject, 
and at a banquet tendered him at one 
of the London clubs he discoursed so 
entertainingly on the riseof that great 
monopoly that the guests insisted on 
his speaking to the exclusion of all 
others.

Of course he found it easy to get 
money out of his gullible "dupes. He 
gave big suppers and piled up big 
hotel bills, which were all left unpaid.

A year previous it is said he worked 
the same game in Australia and that 
he reached San Francisco $200,000 
ahead. He is well known all over 
America. One of his important 
escapades in America was the engrav­
ing of $1,000,000 of circular letters of 
credit in 1878. The work he did then 
was marvellous in execution. Six 
members of the gang floated the letters 
without any trouble. Chief of this 
band was Henry Wade Wilkes alias 
Willis. The latter with. “Pete” Burns 
alias James Joy Julius fell into the 
hands of the Italian criminal authori­
ties of Florence on Christmas Day 
1880.

After this it is stated Griffith and 
his gang went to Canada. There 
Griffith presented a forged bank note 
for £1,200, receiving the money from 
the Bank of Montreal. He gave his 
colleagues Hargreaves and Quinn 
£900 in forged notes, and with £1,000 
of them Griffith went to Quebec. 
Then he “served time” in San Quent­
in, Cal., and New York, but was re­
leased and went to England where he 
blossomed out in the oil swindle and 
then fled the country.

When here last year he cut a wide 
swath, passing as a Russian prince.

New York, Nov. 23.—A special 
cable to the Herald from London says: 
“If information which certainly seems 
authentic, is not at f$lt the Russian 
fleet now in tho Black Sea will within 
a few months, pass through the Dar­
danelles into the Mediterranean with­
out the firing of a hostile shot or the 
making by England of even a diplom­
atic protest. Either the so-called 
Anglo-Russian rapproachment means 
this or nothing. With less than this 
Russia will not rest satisfied by what­
ever means she may have to obtain it. 
Thus it is said here it is clearly to 
England’s true interest to make a 
virtue of what, sooner or later, must 
be a necessity, and to greet Russia on 
her entrance to the Mediterranean as 
a friend rather than a foe. This is the 
view taken of the situation by a very 
high official to-day, but who naturally 
consented to talk freely only on con­
dition that his name would not be al­
lowed to transpire. Russia, he said, 
is England’s natural ally for the simple 
reason that she can if she wishes те 
her most dangerous rival. Russia has 
practically signified her intention of 
entering the Mediterranean and it is 
absurd to think that after giving way 
as she did years ago on the point of 
allowing an armed fleet in the Black 
Sea at all England should forcibly re­
sist this not unreasonable demand. It 
is to enable her to give way with grace, 
that so much is being diplomatically 
made of the reapproachment. It is, 
however, true that there is more than 
a mere foreign office diplomacy under­
lying it. The new Csar is essentially 
his mother’s son, resembling tho Duke 
of York in temperament as well as 
physically, and in the case of so 
autocratic a ruler this personal equat­
ion must have an important bearing 
upon international events. The en­
trance of the Russian fleet into the 
Mediterranean, supposing her to be 
England’s ally, will not affect the 
latter’s interest one whit, but should 
she come as the ally of any other con­
tinental power the situation would be 
materially altered. As to the active 
intervention on the part of the Porte, 
this does not enter into the realm of 
possibilities. The Dardanelles will be 
kept merely as a channel of passage 
and the fleet will be allowed to con­
centrate itself in Turkish waters. On 
the other hand her main object of free 
access to the waters of the Mediter­
ranean being gained, Russia will prob­
ably cease to appear as a menace to 
the Ottoman Empire, which she will 
allow to pursue peacefully its own 
aims.

In some quarters t he pressure of 
Woods Pasha, of the Turkish n£vy, in 
London at the present time is Con­
structed as having a direct bearing ой 
the question. On the. other hand 
Woods Pasha’s direct assurance is to 
the contrary. He says he is merely 
here on sick leave and that he is tak­
ing no active part in public affairs.

Lumberman's Rubber-Sole Frost-Proof Boots !The reports of the massacre of 
Armenian Christians by Turkish 
soldiers, which have appeared in 
London papers recently, are of the 
most horrifying character. There 
can be no doubt hut these reports 
are in a large measure true. It 
makes one feel, while reading them, 
as if we were away back in the 
dark ages, instead of near the close 
of the nineteenth century, with all 
its civilization and christianizing 
influences.

Armenia is a province under the 
rule of the Sultan of Turkey, and 
it is pretended that the Armenians 
were the agressors, as they resisted 
the collection of lawful taxes, and 
that it was necessary to call on the 
soldiery to enforce the law. This, 
however, is but a poor excuse for 
such brutal outrages. A most 
striking characteristic of the Ar­
menian Christians is their strong 
adherence to their faith and prin­
ciples. They preferred death and 
torture, in the most ghastly forms, 
rather than renounce their belief 
in Christianity. That this choice 
was placed before them is clear 
proof of the object of the massacre. 
There is little doubt but that the 
result of these butcheries will be 
far different from what the brutal 
authors intended. The matter is 
now being fully investigated by 
the Turkish authorities, closely 
watched by the British consular 
agents in that country, and in con­
sequence of the representations of 
the British minister at Constanti­
nople. A not unlikely outcome of 

. the terrible affair will he that the 
Christains of Armenia will be guar­
anteed protection to worship God 
without being subjected to persecu­
tion, outrage and murder, such 
has just occurred.

He is evi­
dently an acquaintance of the other 
waiting customer, for the latter crosses 
the floor, hands him the newspaper, 
at the same time pointing out the 
paragraph that has so amused him; 
the new comer read if It, a strikes his 
hand on his knee and also has a 
hearty laugh. In the meantime 
thirty seconds have . elapsed and the 
whole suddenly disappears in dark­
ness. To produce the life like illusion 
1380 photographs, each differing 
slightly from the other, has passed 
before the spectators supervision. 
The effect is startling. The pictures 
have such attraction for -amusement- 
seekers in New York that patrons of 
the kinetoscope parlors eagerly look 
for every new subject that is sent out' 
from the laboratory. It is said the 
inventors have some ’ intention of ex­
hibiting the wonders of the kinetos­
cope in Canada, as soon as machines 
can be obtained. Mr. Edison, in 
placing his new invention on the 
market, has avoided the error he fell 
into with the phonograph, and is 
making a financial success of it. 
Kinetoscopes are sold without royal­
ties or restrictions of any kind. 
Edison’s protection is; in the manu­
factory of the film, which is a secret 
process that no one outside of the 
laboratory has yet been able to dis­
cover. Mr. W. K. L. Dickson, the 
great inventor’s right-hand man in the 
kinetoscope department, is credited 
with working out more of the details 
of the invention than Edison himself. 
He is an Englishman, and an inventor 
of many labor saving devices in 
photography and mining.

The sentence was 
carried out.

C. H. wood, of Maxville, Ont., was 
held up on Friday night, about a 
quarter of a mile from Maxville, and 
robbed of $6,000 Mr. Wood drew the 
amount out of a bank to pay the 
patrons of his cheese factories.

The world output of gold in 1890 is 
said to have been 702,828 tons and in 
1893, 2,218,846 tons, but the increase 
does not keep pace with the demand 
for a medium of exchange and one * 
sovereign is not seen as often as twenty 
were thirty or forty years ago.

He was 
fined $5 each for 28 partridges, and 
$140 for shipping one saddle of ven- 
sion, and $40 for shipping a second. 
Mr. Newhall appealed, and gave 
bonds.

An Odessa despatch to the Daily 
News says that many university stu­
dents have been arrested, for declining 
to vote for the purchase of a wreath 
for Czar Alexander’s funeral. It is 
added that several Poles, who have 
been in prison since September, have 
declined to swear allegiance to Czar 
Nicholas.

The inhabitants of several towns in 
eastern Connecticut were disturbed by 
what first appeared to be well defined 
earthquake shocks of brief duration. 
The shocks were accompanied by 
sounds resembling distant thunder. The 
vibration is reported to have been 
pronounced, but not sufficient to 
cause alarm.

Over $30,000 worth of buried gold 
has been unearthed in an Indian 
mound in Union County. Tenn. A 
Cherokee woman appeared in the 
neighborhood a few days ago with a 
map locating the mound, and offered 
half the treasure found to the land 
owner.

Ever Attempted in Moncton !
Hyde Park, Nov. 24.—Mrs. Rhoda

The first two, added by other police­
men, captured the son, and Schwab 
went after the mother.

He found her on the stairs armed 
with a heavy butcher’s cleaver. She 
struck at him making an ugly gash in 
his head, narrowly missing splitting 
his head open.

He quickly disarmed her, and she 
was taken to the lock up, where she 
and her son gave a hearing to those 
who wished to talk to them.

A minute’s conversation served to 
show that they were both violently in­
sane, and, what is very peculiar, both 
on the same subject, religion and 
secret societies.

In due time they were examined 
with the above result.

The wounded men are around their 
duties this evening, all right, except 
for sore and bandaged heads, and 
arc thankful that they got off as easily 
as they did. •

in 1827 and was educated in the 
grammar school here.

Two years later, on the 
death of Judge Watters, Mr. Peters 
was called to the bench. „ As common 
clerk Mr. Peters was a painstaking 
official., The gentlemen who satin 
the counci^during the many years he 
was its clerk have only the kindliest 
recollections of him. As police magist­
rate and judge of the county court he 
proved a man of good judgment. No 
complaints were ever heard concerning 
his decisions.

Hawaiian Revolutionists. Lost His Wallet

Port Townsend, Wash., Nov. 24.— 
.The despatches from San Francisco, 
intimating a probable uprising of the 
Royalists in Hawaii to overthrow the 
presentTrovernment and place Queen 
Lilioukalani on the throne, receive 
part confirmation in this city. It is 
known here that large quantities of 
firearms and ammunition were being 
shipped recently clandestinely to 
Hawaii on lumber vessels.

The vessels were instructed to run 
into some small port some distance 
from Honolulu, where, under cover of 
darkness, the packages were to be 
taken on shore by Royalist agents. 
The packages were markèd general 
merchandise, and included a number 
of the finest rifles and ammunition 
■sufficient to supply three full compan­
ies of men. Recent announcements 
that a Royalist emissary in Wasliing- 
ington has been assured by the autho­
rities that in case of further trouble 
United States marines would not be 
sent ashorfe to intimidate the natives, 
have made the latter bolder, and the 
old revolutionary fire has been fanned 
into flames by the agitators. Sea 
captains say there are many malcon­
tents among the Japanese population, 
who would gladly take up arms against 
Dole’s men in retaliation for the re 
cent refusal of the white people to ex­
tend the right of suffrage to them. 
The situation is considered critical.

Mr. Edward Crawford, of St. John, 
missed his pocket-book in Newcastle 
on Friday.

The Earthquakes in Italy.

Rome, Nov. 22.—News from the dis­
tricts shaken by the recent earth­
quakes comes in slowly. Every des­
patch shows the devastation was lar 
greater than early reporta^ndicated. 
Thirty-eight communes suffered 
severely. San Precepio Oppodo, 
Manertino, Seilla and Palmer, all in 
Reggio die Calabria, with a total 
population of some 28,000, are little 
more than heaps of rums. Many desti­
tute families from the ruined towns 
are pillaging damaged shops and 
houses. Troops have been posted 
throughout the unfortunate districts 
to protect property. The total dam­
age is estimated at nearly 7,000,000 
lire. Collection of taxes has been 
suspended in most districts of Reggio 
die Calabria. The volcano on Strom- 
boli Island is in full eruption; Etna 
and Nesuveus are also uctive. In 
Linguaglossa, near Etna, a school 
house was shaken to the ground. Its 
sixty occupants were rescued alive, 
although many were injured severely.

prospecting expedition in September 
1892, he went one auspieiour. morning 
to look after his horse before break­
fast. A gleaming object lying on tin 
ground caught his eye.

It was on Sun* 
day afternoon that he struck the now 
world-famed Reward Claim, and in x 
few hours they had picked oil* lilt\ 
ounces. Next morning they pegged 
out their prospecting area. Bui 
whilst profitably employed, they were 
unpleasantly surprised by the arrival 
of three miners who had followed up 
their tracks from Southern Cn • >. 
The discoverers worked on during the 
day at the cap of the reef, and by such 
primitive methods as the ‘dolly-pot,’ 
or pestle and mortar, easily obtained 
three hundred ounces oi the precious 
metal. The unwelcome visitors stole 
two hundred ounces of the gold, a 
circumstance which obliged them to 
report their ‘find’ sooner than they 
would otherwise have, fearing that, il 
they delayed, the thieves would do so 
instead, and claim the reward from 
the Government.

On condition that they would not 
molest his mate during his absence, 
Mr. Bayley agreed to say nothing 
about their having robbed him, and 
set out on his long rifle to Southern 
Cross. He took with him live hun­
dred and fifty-lour ounces of gold with 
which to convince the Warden'that 
his discovery was a genuine one. The 
field was declared open alter his 
interview with the authorities.

Miners are usually only eager to 
‘make their pile,’ so that they may 
return to the haunts of civilization, 
taking with them the riches they may 
have amassed. That the country sur­
rounding Coolgardie is suitable for 
permanent settlement is ol vast im­
portance, not. alone to Western Aus­
tralians but. to Englishmen, t.o whom 
it should open up a fiesh field for en­
terprise and colonization.

The Roses of China.

In no other part of the world has 
the cultivation of roses been brought, 
so nearly to perfection as in China. 
The rose gardens of the Em per r nf 
the Flowery Kingdom are gorgeous in 
the extreme. The revenue obtained 
yearly from the oil of roses and rust- 
water is enormous, and a great addition 
to the imperial coffers. Only i In- 
members of the royal family and the 
nobility, high military officers, man­
darins, ect., are allowed to have any of 
the attar of roses in their dwellings.

Very severe punishment is meted 
out to the ordinary citizen in whose 
possession even a drop of the precious 
essence is found. Originally, only two 
kinds of roses were known in China, 
the white and the red moss roses, and 
the smallest they were thefgreater their 
value. The leaves are greatly sought 
after for amulets. The poor consider 
them great prizes and when a leaf is 

.obtained it is put in a little hag and 
hung over the door to keep away the 
evil spirits.

Roses, if one may judge from tin- 
literature on the sulijeet, played an 
important part in China during tin 
ages of antiquity. In the Imperial 
library alone are to be found five hun­
dred manuscripts devoted exclusively 
to them.

neath the shade of lofty trees, abund­
ant grass can be obtained by the stock, 
and the soil is particularly rich and 
suited for agriculture.

About three miles further on, at 
rock Karalee, a magnificent view of 
the Koolyanohbing Hills, which lie 
about thirty miles to the north-west- 
by-nôrth, is to be seen. The country 
passed through in this last short stage 
is said to be very good laud, more or 
1 'ss sandy, and interspersed with 
thickets. But in Australia the fact 
that soil is sandy does not mean that 
it is poor; when irrigated, it is highly 
productive, as has been proved by the 
returns from that already under culti­
vation in the settled districts.

The forest is again entered on Rav­
ing Karalee; then for a short distance 
the track leads across a sand-plain, 
with occasional patches of rich-look­
ing soil, till Kooralyee is reached. 
Starting from the latter place, the 
worst part of the route begins. All 
around, as far as the eye can reach, 
stretches an arid and apparently sterile 
plain. For miles and miles nothing 
but the cruel spinifex or the ‘poison 
plant’ grows, unless where an impene­
trable thicket breaks the monotony of 
the view, looking like a desert island 
in this shimmering bluey-white ocean 
of desolation. Beside the track lie 
the bones or the putrefying carcasses 
of horses or sheep that had died from 
eàting the poison scrub; or of exhaust- 
inn, from dragging their burdens 
through the burning sand; or perished 
for want of water. But once safely 
arrived at Boorabbin Rock, beneath 
the grateful shade of a clump of she- 
aoak and salmon-gum, the weary 
traveler and his jaded beasts may rest 
and quench their thirst. A rather 
sandy soil is observable in the next 
five miles of country; then, for a 
dozen miles or so, the track passes 
through forests alternating with biief 
intervals of sand-plain. In the wood­
ed parts the soil is exceedingly rich, 
and grass is plentiful.

As Coolgardie is approached, the 
country becomes more undulating; 
and in the distance Mount Burgees 
makes a bold and striking feature in 
the landscape, isolated from the neigh­
bouring low hills.. A. few miles to the 
south lies the vigorous little town, 
surrounded by a halo of tents. It is 
situated thirty-one degrees east; the 
climate is therefore temperate, though 
very hot during the dry season. It has 
been judiciously laid out, and promises 
to be one of the prettiest island towns 
in the colony. In the principal street, 
all is bustle and activity; teams ar­
riving from Southern Cross; camels 
unloading or being driven out by 
picturesque Afghans; diggers and 
prospectors setting out for distant 
‘rushes;’ black picconinnies rolling in 
the dust, or playing with their faith- 
kangaroo dogs—their dusky parents 
lolling near with characteristic in­
dolence—and men of every nation 
and colour under hea ven combine to 
give the scene a character all its

There are good stores, numerous 
thriving hotels; and a hospital has 
lately been started in charge of two 
trained nurses. The spiritual needs 
of the Wesleyan services and the Sal­
vation Army meetings. As yet the 
public buildings are not architectur­
ally imposing; the principal one is a 
galvanized iron shed which does duty 
for a post-office. When the bi-weekly 
mail arrives, the two officials, with 
aid of of an obliging trooper, vainly 
endeavour to sort the letters and 
newspapers quickly enough to satisfy 
the crowd, all eager for news from 
home. During the hot dry months, 
Coolgardie has been almost cut off 
ro m tl>e outside world. It was found 
necessary to limit the traffic between 
it and Southern Cross, owing to the 
great scarcity in the ‘soaks’ and wells 
along the road. Condensers have 
been erected at various stations close 
to the salt lakes, and the water re­
tailed by the gallon; by this means 
the road can be kept open till the wet 
season sets in.

Prospectors are energetically ex­
ploring the country in every direction 
around Coolgardie, and from all si les 
come glowing accounts of the quality 
of the land, which, besides being 
auriferous, is undoubtedly suitable 
for agriculture and pastoral purposes. 
To the eastward lie many thousands 
of acres of undulating pasture-lands, 
wooded like a park with morrell, 
sandalwood, wild peach, zimlet-wood, 
salmon-gum, and other valuable 
timbers. The soil is a rich red loam, 
which with cultivation should equal 
the best wheat-growing district of 
Victoria. So green and abundant is 
the grass, that it has been described 
as looking like an immense wheat- 
field before the grain has formed. 
Several kinds of grass are to be found: 
the fine kangaroo variety; a species of 
wild oats; and a coarse jointed grass, 
all of which stock eat with relish, and 
thrive, it is said.

A Water Supply Department has 
been formed by the Western Austra­
lian Government, and measures are 
being taken to obtain supplies of 
artesian water as well as to construct 
a system of reservoirs and dams on a 
large scale. For the latter purpose 
the soil is said to be well suited; and 
during the rainy season • there is no 
lack of surface-water. In many parts 
of Australia this method of maintain­
ing a supply is considered more re­
liable than that of well-sinking or 
boring.

It is evident that the natural con­
ditions are favorable for attracting a 
permanent population of traders and 
agriculturists, the produce of whose 
industry should supply the demands 
of the mining community. There is 
undoubtedly a great future for refing 
operations on this field, where, it may 
he mentioned, Bayley’s Reward Claim 
is by no means the only valuable 
property. Leases have been taken up 
for miles along the chain of hills. 
Mr. Bayley’s discovery of Coolgardie 
might-serve as an apt illustration of 
the ‘early-bird* theory. While on â

It was at one time generally be­

lieved that the unexplored regions of 
the vast Eastern Division of Western 
Australia consisted merely of sandy 
desert or arid plains, producing at 
most scrub, and spinifex or ‘poison 
plants.’ In recent years, however, a 
faith that the interior would prove 
rich in various mineral resources be­
gan to dawn, and rose in proportion 
as each report of a new ‘find’ was made 
to the government. But onlj’ a few 
ventured to cherish a hope that tracts 
of fertile country were lying beyond 
their ken, aw’aiting the advent of the 
explorer whose verdict upon the nature 
of the soil, or possibilities of obtaining 
water, would result in settlement, and 
prosperity, and civilization.

By the opening up of the country 
surrounding Coolgardie—situated at a 
distance of three hundred and sixty- 
eight miles inland from Fremantle, 
the port of Perth—it has been proved 
that not only thousands of square 
miles of auriferous country are con­
tained in these once despised ‘back 
blocks,’ but also large areas of rich 
pn storage and forest-lands.

Very little is known in England of 
the extent and importance of the five 
great gold-fields already proclaimed 
within the boundaries • of what it 
was once the fashion 
‘Cinderella of the Smith,’ but which is 
now more generally spoken of ns ‘The 
Coming Colony.’ This is, however, 
less surprising than that similar ignor­
ance should exist in the sister colonies. 
A few months ago a Sydney paper 
published the following piece of infor­
mation: ‘Coolgardie is not a continu­
ation of the Murchison; Southern 
Cross is. Coolgardie is four hundred 
miles east-by-north from Perth, from 
which you rail it to York only. It is 
about one hundred and fifty miles 
from Espérance Bay.’ This is a truly 
astonishing blunder. On. the map 
which lies before me, both Coolgardie 
and Southern Cross are found within 
the proclaimed limits of the Yilgarn 
gold-field, which, roughly estimated, 
covers an area of forty-six thousand 
square miles, and is situated in the 
Eastern Division; whereas the Murchi­
son, a totally distinct gold-field, is in 
the Gascoyne, and lies to the north of 
Yilgarn.

Little more than eighteen months 
have elapsed since Bayley’s sensation­
al discovery of Gold and Coolgardie at­
tracted world-wide attention to the 
hidden treasure of Western Australia. 
Yet in this brief space of time, settle­
ment has been carried far into the 
interior. Even within the last few 
months, the hardships of the journey 
to Coolgardie have been considerably 
lessened, as the Yilgarn railway has 
already been pushed an as far as 
Southern Cross, two hundred and forty- 
four miles from Fremantle. This 
town was the centre of the field until 
the discovery of Bayley’s mine laid 
the foundation of it’s rival’s future 
supremacy. The remainder of the 
journey may now be made by coach, 
frequent camel trains and teams of 
horses carry provisions of all kinds to 
Coolgardie; but hundreds of the poor­
er seekers after fortune are obliged to 
‘hump their swags’—as they would 
themselves described carrying t^eir 
loads—and tramp along the track 
through the bush.

After leaving Southern Cross, the 
first camping-place is reached at a 
distance of eight miles. Here a small 
tank, made by Government labour, is 
surrounded by a good fence, and be­
longs to the Warden and police. 
These stations are called ‘soaks,’ or 
‘rock-holes,’ if made—as they usually 
are—in the vicinity of granite rocks. 
Above the level plain of desert veget­
ation towers a peaked or round-backed 
mass of granite. Some rise to the 
height of one hundred feet, and may 
cover an area of many acres. Down 
their bare, brown sides courses the in­
frequent rainfall, and is absorbed by 
the soil at the base, which, as a rule, 
is well grassed, and in its deeper places 
probably contains a surface spring, 
which constitutes ‘the soak.’ Or, per­
haps there is a tank-line hollow in the 
rock—sometimes several—and these 
arc the ‘rock holes.’

The next important stage is called 
Yellowdinc Rock, and is between nine­
teen and twenty miles on the road to 
Coolgardie. Around this spot there is 
abundant evidence that much labour 
was lost before the water was lured 
from its hidden springs. Numerous 
trial-shafts and bore-holes break the 
ground. But preseverance was at 
length rewarded, and a fair supply 
was obtained. Several of the wells 
are fenced round, to preserve the water 
from pullution, and troughs construct­
ed for the use of.stock.

The track next leads through 
country which is described as metam- 
orphic. Having traversed this region, 
the traveler is refreshed by the sight 
of a placed lake; but, alas, a drought 
of its deceptive waters means more 
maddening thirst than before, for it is 
salt.
