They turn the logs over to the Mad- 
awaska Log Driving Company. The 
price was the same as four years ago. 
The Fredericton Boom Company con­
trol the rafting.

The convention decided to take steps 

to establish a home for pressmen, and 
also a technical school for the educa­
tion of the society’s members. The 
question of stamping out tuberculosis 
also received attention. The prob­
lem was one of Importance as among 
employments that of pressmen ranks 
third in the number of deaths of 
operatives through tuberculosis. 
An aggressive anti-tuberculosis Cam­
paign is to be begun.

At the Omaha convention some two 
hundred and fifty delegates were 
present, Canada being well represent­
ed. The convention of 1910 is to be 
held In Columbus, Ohio.
