Conservative Members of
Lumsden Investigating
Commission Refuse to
Allow Gov’t All the Say

Messrs. Lennox, Barker
and Crothers Resign
and Debacle is Precipi-
tated.

Ottawa, March 4—A climax without
parallel in the history of parliament-
ary proceedings was precipitated this
afternoon, ‘when Messrs, Lennox, Bar-
ker and Crothers, the Conservative
minority on the special committee ap-
pointed to investigate the charges of
Mr. Hugh D. Lumsden, resigned as
an emphatic protest against the re-
fusal of the majority to permit them
to name counsel to represent the peo-
ple in the pending inguiry.

Sensation of Session.

The action of the three members
came as a direct reply to the non-
recognition of the rights of the minor-
ity and caused the sensation of the
session. What will happen now is
probematical. The four _government
members may continue the investiga-
tion, as four in a quorum, but such a/
proceeding would lower the proceed-
ings to the level of a farce. It is ex
pected that Sir Wilfrid Laurier will
ask Mr. Borden to name three of his
supporters- to fill the vacancies, but
it is hardly likely that Mr. Borden
will like helping. the government out
of the quagmire, and it is also high-
ly improbable that any self respecting
Conservatives would care to submit to
the lash of the Liberal whip against
which Messrs Lennox, Barker and
Crothers so strenuously objected. The
upshot will be that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
will be obliged to name three of his
supporters to fill the vacancies, and
with seven government and none of
opposition members, and with the
commission represented by counsel of
their choice and the committee by an-
other leading lawyer of their own
chosing, the results and findings
should not to any large degree com-
mand public confidence, ,

Proceedings Dramatic.

Today's proceedings of the commit-

tee were dramatic.. It was the first
meeting for a week. It had been ar-
ranged when the committee met last
Thursday that Messrs. E, M. McDon-
ald, and Barker for the respective
sides should meet together and try
to fix upon a counsel to represent the
committee and bring out all the evi-
dence. Mr. MacDonald and Mr. Barker
met but could not come to any definite
agreement. Today Mr. Barker moved
that the committee appoint counsel to
prosecute the inquiry. This was voted
down by the casting vote of the chair-
man, 4 to 3.
,80 soon as the vote was taken Mr.
Lennox said it was his intention to
retire from the committee, as he be-
lieved the proceedings would be un-
fair. “Speaking for myself,” he said,
“l1 cannot help feeling it would be a
waste of time to stay here under the
cireumstances.”

Mr. MacDonald then moved that Mr.
Wallace Nesbitt, K. C., be retained as
pubile counsel. This was seconded by
Mr. A. H. Clarke.

This brought Mr. Barker up, who
declared that he did not believe that
a counsel appointed by the supporter
of the Government on the committee
would be likely to conduct the inguiry
to the satisfaction of the Opposition.
Counsel always endeavored to do the
utmost for the people who retained
him,"and In this case the retainer was
the Government. Mr. Smith, K, C,, de-
clared he was representing the public,
bul it would be absurd to think that
Mr. Smith would try to bring out evi-
dence which would damn the Trans-
continental commission which employ-
ed him. It was exactly the same thing
with the appointment of a counsel by
the majority of the committee. Mr.
Barker added that he was not in Par-
liament for the purpose of wasting
time and he therefore followed Mr.
Lennox's example and retired from
the commiitiee.

Final Decree in Divorce Grant-
ed in Suit Against Col. John
Jacob Astor on Statutory
Grounds.

New York, March 4.—Beneath the
signature which made final today, the
introductory decree of divorce previ-
ously granted Mrs. Ava Willing Astor
from her husband, Col. John Jacob As-
tor,” Justice Isaac Mills, sitting at
White Plains, wrote this afternoon:—
“The clerk of Dutchess County is
hereby ordered not to seal the above
final judgment.”

The decree, however, is filed tonight
at Poughkeepsie, the county seat,
makes little known that had not been
forejudged in popular estimates. There
appears the statement that the mar-
riage is dissolved by reason of a sta-
tutory offense by the defendant, but
the name of the co-respondent is not
given,

The plaintiff may re-marry, but not
the defendant.

After eiting the motion by the plain-
tifi’s attorneys for the final degree, the
motion is granted by the court which
Fadds: “And it is further decreed that
the custody of Wm. Vincent Astor, the
son of the parties be awarded to the
defendant but the plaintiff shall be
permitted to see him at all reasonable
times and particularly in case of his
illness or disability, and to consult as
to his education and that he shall be
permitted to visit the plaintiff for at
least one month in each year; and the
custody of the sald Alma Alice Muriel
Astor the daughter of the parties, be
awarded to the plaintiff, but the de-
fendant shall be permitted to see her
at all reasonable times, and to consult
as to her education, and she shall be
permitted to visit the defendant from
time to time.

“And it is further decreed that the
plaintiff may marry again during the
life time of the defendant, but the
defendant shall not marry again unti
the death of the plaintiff unless this
court shall in this respect modify
this judgment.”

Col. Astor is one of the richest men
in the United States and the Astor es-
tate i8 one of the largest holders of
real estate in the world. It has been
reported on one hand that Mrs, Astor
will receive $10,000,000 outright angd
on the other that she will get the
comparatively modest allowance of
$50,000 a year. But no one with
knowledge of the facts is prepared to
speak for quotation. The usual in-
terval between the granting of the
interlocutory decree and the filing to-
day of application for a final judg-
ment led to the report that there was
haggling over the exact sum to be
awarded and there is ground for be-
lief that the 850,000 is nearer the
truth than $10,000,000.

Mr. Clark mildly observed that he

Hon. ). K. Flemming Delivers His Third Budget Speech and in Telling
Exposition of the Finances of Province Brings Into Bas Relief the
Hideous Record of a Past Administration---Straight From the Shoulder,
Sledge Hammer Statement of Honest Administration of the Public Purse

Increased Expenditure for Agriculture, Education and Roads Met By
Increased Revenue Derived From Stumpage Collections and Adminis-
tration of Crown Lands Department---Despite an Unusual Year Every
Dollar of Ordinary Expenditure is Met From Ordinary Revenue.

Fredericton, Mar. 4—Hon. J. K.
Flemming, provincial secretary, de-
livered his third budget speech this
afternoon. The members of both sides
of the House gave the provincial se-
cretary an attentive hearing and as

point after point was scored the as-
sembly chamber fairly rocked with
the volumes of applause from the Gov-
ernment benches. The galleries were
well filled and the crowds smiled their
approval as he showed up the short-
comings and the want of proper sys-
tem in the administration and when
he placed the responsibility of the
rottenness of the old administration
of which the members of the Opposi-
tion had supported and been members,
Mr. Robinson and his colleagues hung
thelr heads in shame and were as
dumb as the proverbial oyster.

Mr. Flemming was not on the de-
fensive at any stage of his concise
preséntation of the financial situa-
tion of the province and his compari-
son of the present Government’'s hon-
est and businesslike methods with
the slipshod and hole and corner man-
ner with which the late Government
carried on its affairs.

It was generally conceded to be
the best budget speech of a decade.
He spoke for two hours and a half and
retained the closest attention of the
House throughout,

The House will not sit tomorrow and
the budget debate will be continued-by
Mr. Robinson, the Opposition leader
on Monday. Next week promises to
be a busy one with several night ses-
sions,

House Meets.

The house met at three o'clock.

Mr. Bentley on behalf of Mr. Lowell
introduced a bill to legalize the as-
sessment of rates and taxes in St. John
county. .

Mr. Hatheway gave notice of a mo-
tion in favor of a bill to provide for
a bureau of labor,

Mr. Tweeddale presented the peti-

Hon. Mr, Flemming in rising to
move the house into committee on
supply, said that he trusted that the
manner in which the government had
carried on the business of the past
year would commend itself to the peo-
ple of the province,

The Year's Record.

During the past year, on account of
the satisfactory condition of the lum-
ber business, increased activity in min-
eral development, and the general
prosperity of the ceuntry, the govern-
ment had been able to provide for
every ordinary expenditure from the
ordiggry revenue,

The report of the auditor general
for the first time in history, contained
full and detailed information of the
complete dealings of the province dur-
ing the fiscal year, the first complete
fiscal year during which this govern-
ment had been in power. There was
much in the report not there in pre-
vious years, as the new system of ac
counting and handling ‘of the public
moneys brought all receipts and pay-
ments into one department, and all
under the view and eye of the auditor
general, That made it possible to
give a complete and detailed state-
ment.

When the accounts were kept in
all the departments, some in Freder-
icton and some in St. John, it was
impossible to have the auditor gen-
eral make such a statement, and in-
cidentally he wished to mention that
no province in the Dominion had an
agent more careful and competent to
hold the position of auditor general
than this province,

Plain Statement.

What'had been claimed was that it
would be impossible to have over-
drawn accounts, and the minutes of
the treasury board meetings shown
in the auditor general’'s report, prov-
ed that THE ACT WAS DOING
WHAT WAS CLAIMED FOR IT. All
that any Government could do in mak-
ing up a budget was to estimate what
would be received and expended for
the year, and it was only natural that
there would be instances where the
revenue or expenditure would be a lit-
tle more or less than estimated. But
now, if the payments for necessary
servicea in any department should e
ceed the estimate it was necessary,
no matter how small the amount in
excess of, the appropriation, to have
a supplementary appropriation before
the aunditor general could allow pay-
ment. The department had to apply
to the auditor general for a supple-
mentary appropriation, which must be
approved by the auditor general and
then could only be paid when it also
had been approved by the treasury
board. This made it impossible to have
an overdraft and showed that when
all or nearly all of the appropriation
for any department was expended the
utmost care would necessarily be tak-
en.

conditions

The Difference.

If this were compared with the old
system it would show that the present
was a businesslike one and the other
was an unbusinesslike one. For the
services of the public works depart-
ment during past, year there had been
placed many thodsands of dollars more
than the appropriation, but only done
when the supplementary appropria-
tion had been passed by the auditor
general and approved of by the trea-
sury board.

Under the old system the receiver
general handed over thousands of dol-
lars to the departments and this was
paid out not on the signature of the
receiver general countersigned by that
of the auditor general, but on cheques
signed by the secretary of the depart-
ment alone, and when all the money
was spent, the secretary could contin-
ue to issue cheques and the bank
would pay them and allow a large
overdraft to be accumulated and this
was done mot only once but many,
many times.

As an example he referred to a
supplementary appropriation for only
$200 for printing, which had been ap-
plied for by the deputy provincial se-
cretary. This had been allowed only
on explanation of the King's printer
that the acts passed at the last ses-
sion had been larger than estimated
and therefore cost more to be printed
and that the highway act and game
act had to be printed for distribution
throughout the province, which was
not contemplated thereby making the
estimated appropriations insufficient.

Another Bill.

The same newspaper in St. John op-
posing the Government had also un-
fairly sought to give the impression
that the treasury board was overrid-
ing the auditor general and doing
these things in deflance of that offici-
al, but the facts were that in every
instance with one exception, the sup-
plementary appropriations had been
approved by the auditor general, be-
fore being passed by the treasury
board. This showed the absolute un-
fairness of the impression which that
newspaper sought to give.

The new
chamber would be a small one,
baving no veto power on finan-
cial bills, but when a deadlock
of the chambers under any leg-

Comparison of Cost.

No Market.

Continuing Mr. Flemming said the
member for Victorla had deplored the
fact that there were hundreds and
thousands of barrels of potatoes in the
hands of the farmers of river counties,
for which they could find no market,
and yet he said it was not worth a
cent that the government had opened
up a market for 125000 barrels for
them in Havana. He would suggest
that his honorable friend try again.
How far the criticisms of the member
for Victoria were justified would be
shown from a letter he had received
from Mr. Dewitt of Havana, under
date of 15th February, which he
would read. It was as follows:

On the 8. 8. Bornu we had 120 bags
of potatoes that were slightly touched
with the frost and were refused on
the dock by the purchaser. We im-
mediately had these goods sent to
the government warehouse, and after
being sorted WE ONLY GOT TWO
BARRELS OF DAMAGED POTATOES
Whijch proves that we realized
PRACTICALLY NO LOSS. Should
we have been obliged to sacrifice
these potatoes OUR LOSS WOULD
HAVE BEEN AT LEAST $100.

Then again he had a letter from an-
other gentleman not unknown to his
honorable friend opposite.

Thege letters were pretty good evi-
dence of the value of this warehouse
and showed that the government had
one at any rate. There were only a
few shippers who were so blindly parti-
san that they would not go into the
business that were running down the
warehouse. These letters were abso-
lutely unsolicited and were a direct
refutation of assertions of gentlemen
opposite that the governments efforts
were of no benefit.

Interest Estimate.

The interest estimate it was felt
would cover all the interest for the
year. The appropriation for executive
government, honorable members
should remember, included the amount
that had usually been put down as for
contingencies. The estimate for pro-
vincial hospital had been figured up on
expense of maintenance of the past
year, with the extraordinary expenses
taken out.

The appropriation for public works
for the present year was estimated
at $265,000. If the hon. gentlemen
would look at the details they would
find that of that amount $210,000 was
for roads and bridges. This was a
sum of $40,000 in excess of the
amount appropriated under the old
government. In addition out of 3170,
0C0 by the late government, 319,000
was to pay interest onh permanont
bridge loan and $13,000 was to pro
vide sinking funde. The present gov
ernment had placed this $10,000 inter-
est under the head of interest, where
it belonged, and had made a separate
appropriation for sinking funds, which
relleved roads and bridges by a total
of $26,000. So the amount for roads
and bridges was $63,000 more than
under the late government,

When the people knew that the
government had so husbanded the rev-
enve as to cause an increase, and
placed the increased amount where it
could be used to the best advaniage,
they would say it was a prudent gov-
ernment that now held the reins of
office. The total estimate expenditure
was $1,227,079.73, leaving $24,852.90
unappropriated, and he hoped the pro-
vince would be able to go through the
year securing the amount of revenue
that was estimated and keeping the
expenditure within the estimate also.

THE CHIEF OF POLICE,

It is generally u_:re-«-wl that St. John has an excellent
police force. Probably the organization was never bet-
ter than it is today. One reason why the corps is so
lefficient, well ordered and well behaved, is that Chief
Clarke has claimed, and is exercising absolute authority
in the choice of officers, the removal of those who are
not satisfactory, and of all matters of control and dis-
cipline, Control of pay and supplies, and all matters
of appropriation remains with the council, where it
ought to be, but the management of the force itself
ought to be free from the authority of the municipal
politicians, and it seems to be more so than at dny
previous time. This is doubtless in part due to the
fact that it is not popular to interfere with a public
organization whose " work is satisfactory, and in part
to the good sense and fairness of the aldermen them-
selves.” There is a bill before the legislature asking

|that the appointment of the Chief of Police be vested in

the city and not in the province as it is now. So far
as The Standard can ascertain, there is no strong feeling
in the council or out of it in favor of this change.

THE C. P. R. AND SAND POINT,

It is pleasant to see that the negotiations between
the city and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
is not in a position to make improvements and ex-
tensions of its terminal works here. There is nothing
gained by delay, and the question of terms and condi-
tions appears to be pretty well settled. The resolu-
tion passed by the city council has been cleared of a
number of propositions which were obviously impossible,
as that the company should bind itself for all time to
have no other terminal port on the Atlantic. What

is wanted is that the company should make the largest
possible use of this port and that the wharves and water
front should be available for other railw To this

end the city has the undertaking of the railway com-
pany, the authority of the railway commission,
and the fact that the government and the har-
bor authorities have the control of he harbor front. The
Canadian Pacific Railway Company
practically all the trafic which has given St. John its
pregent position as a national winter port.

HIRED FIGHTERS.

The Halifax Echo says that Mr. Borden’s naval
policy is “to hire men to fight for Canada and do it
“in the cheapest possible way.” This is because Mr.
Borden proposes that Canada buy two Dreadnoughts
for the British Navy,

Mr. Borden has not suggested that Canadians
should not man these Dreadnoughts. Canadians are
eligible to serve in any Imperial ship. It is true that
the maintenance of the ships would be met from the
British treasury. But under the government system
both maintenance and construction of these same Dread-
noughts is met by the British treasury.

‘While the government organs revile Mr. Borden for
proposing to hire men to fight the ships that we pay
for, the government has bought two venerable cruisers
from Great Britain, and is bringing them over with all
the men that belong to them. That is, we are “hiring
“men to fight for Canada, and deing it in the cheapest
“possible way.” Moreover Sir Fred Borden has just
announced that eighty per cent. of the Canadian per-
manent land force are not Canadians. Here again we
are “hiring men to fight for us.” The Halifax editor
who writes this attack, sees these hired fighters of the
Halifax garrison every day, yet he had no more sense of
humor, to say nothing about other kinds of sense, than
to make this criticism of Mr. Borden’s resolution,

The Navy Islad bridge scheme did
not recelve any noticeable encour-
agement from the tugboat cap,
tains and other users of the harbor
at a meeting of the bridge committee
last evening. Mr. F. W. Holt’s pre-
liminary plan was unreservedly con-
demned in detail and on general prin-
ciples. Out of some forty harbor men
present, not one supported the low
level bridge project. All were agreed
that the bridge as proposed would
prove a serlous menace to navigation,
and some expressed the opinion that it
would completely obstruct navigation.
A few, however, admitted that a low
level bridge, with a 400 foot draw,
might not cause serious interference,

After a long and at times heated
discussion it was finally decided that
Mr. A. W. Adams and Mr. R. ¢. Elkin
should make arrangements for the
appointment of a committee of the
harbor men to confer with the city
committee at the end of next week.

Ald. Scully presided and Ald. Elkin,
Belyea, Wilson, Sproul and Kelley
with Mr. F. W. Holt, C.E.,, and thé
common clerk,

Among the harbor men present
were: Capt. Thos. Clark, E. C. Wood-
worth, J. 8. Climo, F. L. Lamoreaux,
John Rowan, J. M. Christopher, Capt.
Benj. Gale, Fenwick Tapley, Capt. R.

Lean, Parker Hazlett, R. C. Elkin,
Capt, C. D. Wasson, Capt. P. McIn-
tyre, Capt. Morrell, Capt. Arthur Me-
Lean, R, P, Hamm, Capt. Chas, Was-
son, .

In opening the meeting the chair-

- HAS NO FRIENDS
Chorus of Disaﬁproval Voiced at Meeting of Civic
Committee Last Evening---Tug Boat Captains

and Owners Condemn Low Level Plan Sug-
gested---Conference To Be Held Next Week.

Capt. Wm. McLean said that the
way the bridge must be run would
stop navigation altogether. He thought
the bridge should be placed square
across the tide. As planned the bridge
ran nearly parallel with the tide,

Capt. Fardle said that the bridge
ran in a direct course with the tide,
and it would be impossible for a tug-
boat to take a tow of any size through
the draw. A short time ago three tugs
had been unable to handle a crib and
it had grounded below Hilyard's is-
land. The current ran very strong, es-
pecially in the freshet season, and
tows would be continually running
into the bridge.

In reply to Ald. Kelley, Capt. Gale
said it would be impossible to get
through the draw, if located as shown
on the plan.

Capt. Fardie and others supported
this contention.

The chairman sald he understood by
the remarks that had been made that
everybody was opposed to the bridge;
but he was informed that the objection
was only to the location and level,
It had been suggested by Mr. Hilyard
that a committee of the men present
be appointed to act with the civic
committee. The city desired to have
the co-operation of the men who used
the harbor.

No Draw Wanted.

Mr. R. C. Blkin asked if there was
any one present who wanted a bridge
built with a draw.

To this there were replies of “No,
No.”

The chairman said he did net ex-
pect any steamboat men to favor a
bridge with a draw. What they had
to determine was whether a draw
could be built that could be safely
negotiated by the tugbouts and their
tows.

Mr. Adams sald that from a busi
ness point of view he felt obliged to
oppose any bridge less than 80 feet
high.

The chairman replied that it has
been suggested that the bridge be
built on the level of the tower back
of Carleton, but they wanted a bridge
that they could run ca and teams
over and that would be a convenience
to the people of Carleton,

Ald Belyea managed to elicit the
admission from three towboat cap
tains that they could under ordinary
circumstances safely undertake to
take tows through a 400 foot draw.

In reply to Ald. Elkin, Capt. Hay
lett said that if he were coming down
in the freshet season, and the draw
didn't open in time, all he could do
was to cast off his tow and let it run
into the bridge.

Mr. Holt Repifes to Criticisms.

In reply to the criticisms of his
plan, Mr. Holt said location was
not arbitrary, and if it could be shown
that the present location was danger
ous to navigation, then the bridge
should be placed elsewhere, - In his
opinion the present location would be
the most convenient people
of Carleton and St. nd in. any
case he was satis sy shoul
have a low level one over
which they could run steam cars and
electric cars.

Report Issued Yesterday States
Proposed Pulp Mill Would
Injure Entire Salmon Indus-
try--Evidence Against it.

The committee of the Board of
Trade appointed last June to deal
with the Tobique Dam proposition has
submitted its report, advising opposi-
tion to the proposed dam, which is
required in connection with a pulp
mill. A very thorough investigation
was made by the committee, and evi-
dences secured from lumber men,
fishermen, and fishing experts of the
Dominion Government,

It was represented to the commit-
tee that the erection of the proposed
dam would prevent the salmon reach-
ing the spawning grounds, and thus
endanger the valuable salmon fishing
of the whole lower St. John River and
the Bay of Fundy. Mr, Allen, super-
intendent of the Tobigque Salmon Club
testified that “many years ago, about
all the tributaries to the 8t. John Riv-
er below CGrand Falls, were salmon
rivers. Through negligence and non-
compliance with the laws, all sucn
tributaries have been closed, and the
Tobique is the only one of them now
open for the salmon to enter to
spawn.” He also claimed that a fish
way would not prevent the destruction
of the salmon fishery,

Mr, Harrison and Mr. Calder, Do-
minion Fishery Inspectors, gave evi-
dence to the same effect: gnd also de-
clared that the acids from a pulp mill
would tend to stop the run of salmon.

The examiners believe that the ail-
ment or deformity, whichever it is,
has increased thirty per cent. in the
last three years, but no remedy has
been found. The examiners call it the
“niger walk” or “waiter pace.”

A total of 442 applicants have been
investigated in a week, and 170 of
these have been rejected. Eighteen
of the rejected have had flat feet.
The three physicians—Drs, Kgil T.
Olsen, John F. Runnells and John A,
Graham—send their reports daily to
Secretary Coffin. of the merit board.
It is his duty to tell the applicants
why they have been rejected, and al-
most invariably they cause trouble
when they are told their feet are flat.
One man, six feet one inch, came in
on a recent morning.

“Is this Captain Coffin?” he began
and the secretary acknowledged his
identity,

“Some of your smart clerks sent
me a notice that I was rejected,” he

went on. “He wrote that I have flat
feet.”

“Probably you have,” replied the
captain,

“Well, whose feet ain't flat?” asked
the man.

“Very many people,
started the captain.
“Now, just quit your kiddin’, as I've
got to get back to my job. All of the
coptpers that I ever saw have flat
eet.

Finally the protester became angry
and told the captain he did not want
any “phoney” excuses, but the truth,
and if the captain was not willing
to tell the facts he would massage
the captain’s bald head. The captain
explained that most feet are arched
~at least they should be—but the
angry applicant accused the captain
of “boosting the sale of some new
fangled shoe.”

“So far as I know,” said Dr. Olsen
ater, “there is no shoe or device
which will cure the ailment. It is
caused by a weakness of the ligaments
muscular paralysis prolonged stand-
ing, infantile paralysis and rickets, It
is a serious defect and is considered
sufficient for barring men from the
army.
“A man with flat feet can't walk.
His feet give out soon. In perform-
ing the duties of patrolmen one of
the chief functions is to walk about.
The city does not want patrolmen
who can't patrol, Waiters often have
flat feet; they have to stand on hard
floors. The negro also is afflicted in
that way. In his case it probably
comes from rickets, brought on by
malnutrition. Most men who turn
their toes away out are flatfooted.
“We want to get policemen who are
able to walk,” explained Captain
Coffin. “A man with flat feet ha® no
elasticity in his step, and he can’t do
the walking that a man with an arch
can. There seems to be an increase
in the number of persons suffering
from this ailment, judging from the
number heretofore found in the phys-
ical tests as compared with the num-
ber that now are rejected for that
cause.”

American civilization; says the
Springfield Republican, is usually re-
ferred to as if it were as compact,
solid and homogeneous as a prize
package. Our murders and our lynch
ings are a blot o American civili:
zation. Our political corruption is a
blot on American civilization. Our
divorces are a blot on American civi-
happens within the broad confines of
our belt of the continent, every ser-
fous lapse from high ideals, or the
best standards, is a blot on American
civilization. The locality of the evil
is never considered. No discrimina-
tion is ever made between North,
South ,East and West. An Illinois
lynching, an anti-Chinese mob in Cal-
ifornia, a Mississippi race riot and
Negro burning, a Nevada divorce, a
South Carolina man-killing, a‘ Penn-
sylvania labor war, white slavery in
New York, rural vote-buying in
Rhode Island, everything, no matter
what, finally gets loaded upon the
broad back of American civiliza-
tion, But is there, in reality, any
such thing, one and indivisible?
All Sorts.

The moment one begins to analyze
the question of homicides, it becomes
evident that we have all sorts of
civilization instead of one, in Ameri-
ca. Massachusetts has as good a
record in the case of murders as Eng-
land or Germany, or other highly-
civilized countries, and this has held
true even in the more recent decades
when the newer immigration was in-
troducing fresh elements into the Com-
monwealth’s population. The North-
east, in general, approximates to this
standard, notwithstanding that here
is the new American frontier ereat-
ed by the enormous influx of immi-
gration from eastern and southern
Europe within the past twenty years.
In a certain manufacturing city of
New England, where ‘“native Ameri-
cans” are so scarce that they form
practically an old settler’s soclety
and speak to each other when they
wmeet on the street, there was a recent
period of fifteen years when not a
single ' homicide was committed,
Judged by the murder test, we have
a high'degree of civilization in New
England.
But there are sections of the count-
ry where human life is held exceed-
ingly cheap. In Mississippi, from
New Year's to Nov. 15, 1904, there
were 297 homicides. What a fright-
ful exhibit that was may be seen
from the fact that in 1907, only a few
years before, there were but fourteen
homicides in the whole state of
Massachsetts, whose population by
a great deal exceeded that of Missis-
sippl. Governor Vardaman made a
personal investigation of the Missis:
sippl figures referred to and discover-
ed that of the 297 murderers 280
were negroes; and that, in 227 of the
cases, the crime was committed by
Negroes on Negroes. In 1903 there
were 222 homicides in South Carolina
Not long ago an Alabama judge called
public attention to the alarming in-
crease of murders in that state also,
Here we have the chief explanation
of the staggering homicide statistics
of the United States as a whole,
They are the direct result of the ab-
normal social and racial conditions
of the South,

Surpasses England.

A divorce cannot be had in South
Carolina for any cause whatever, so
that South Carolina surpasses Eng-
land by far in the severity of its laws
for the ‘“protection of the family,”
and South Carolina, while extreme
in this particular, seems to represent

general. The jealousy with which
the white race in the South guards
the integrity of the family may be
due {o its immediate contact with the
black race for two centuries, a period
in which for the most part the blacks
were held in slavery and black wo-
men were the personal  property of
their masters. The “social evil” is
fully as wide spread, perhaps much
more 80, in the South as in the North,
a condition undoubtedly the resuit of
the former social order. But, in pro-
tecting his family from disintegration
and preserving the soclal integrity of
his “line,” the southern white, because
of the very presence of an immenge
mass of Negroes, takes high ground.
Here again, one perceives in the
South a ctvilization different from that
familiar to us in New York, Pitts-
burg and Chicago.

One might consider several other
aspects of American life in this way
and show that America, far from hay-
ing one civilization, has many. Ed-

FRIEND HOMER

The Higher Criticism of Him
Twitted at at Last Says
Andrew Lang Writing in the
London Post.

Andrew Lang.

A modest little pamphlet which has
Just been sent to me by its author,
Professor John A Scott, of the North-
western University, U. 8., convinces
me that the bigher eriticism is really
bankrupt, I do not mean the higher
criticism of the Bible, though its
methods are perllonsly akin to those
of its sister who preys upon Hemer.
Before describing the shrewd thrust
which Mr. Scott has dealt to the
higher critics, it is necessary to ex-
plain their common position.

Till the end of the Eighteenth Cen-
tury, till 1795 in fact, mankind be-
lieved that our Homeric poems, the
‘“Miad" and “Odysscy,” were, on the
whole, by ‘one poet; the greatest in
the world. The learned squabbled
eéven in Greece about certain pas-
sages, possible interpolations. 'In his
“True Story,”” a thing in the manner
of “Gulliver's Travels,” Lucian meets
Homer in the Isles of the Blessed,
and asked him about which of the
disputed passages are his own. “All!"
says Homer like the monosyllabic
person in Rabelais. In 1795, how-
ever, the learned Wolf published his
famous “Introduction to Homer,” in
which he declded that the “Iliad,” at
least, was by as many authors as
anyone chose to fancy; he was ex-
ceedingly vague; still he decided for
many authors. Three years later
Goethe wrote to Schiller: “I am more
than ever convinced of the indivisible
unity of the ‘Iliad;’ the man lives not,
nor ever shall be born, who can de-
stroy it.”

Professors and Poets.

Thus began the war, still raging,
between the professors and the poets,
The professors have read the poems
as other poems are read by nobody
but professor: they have decided
that, first, in very aucient times, and
in Greece of the mainland, a poet
made a lay about the Wrath of Achil-
les, and about nothing else. Whatever
else is sung of in the “Iliad" is not
by Poet No. 1. Some critics think
his lay was no longer than what a
cirele of hearers would endure at a
single sitting over the wine, say 500
lines. Others hold that the lay was
of about 3000 lines; others of 9000
llnes. and so on. At all events,
about, say 1000 B, C., this poem, with
others was carrled across to the north
west coast of Asia Minor by Greeks
from the mortheast of Greece, the
neighbors . of  Achilles, commonly
called “Achaeans” by Homer. In Asia
they + called “Aeollans.” Rather
later went to the central part of the
shore of Asia Minor emigrants from
Attica and other places, called in
Asia “lonians.” They are only once
named in the “Iliad,” while, though
the Athenians are named, not one of
them 1s sald to slay a Trojan in fight
nor Is one of them credited, like most
of the princes in Homer, with descent
from a god; indeed, only one is so
far noticed as to have his human
father’s very obscure name mentioned
No story is told in the “Iliad.” Thus
the ancestors of the Ionfans in Asia
are steadily and aimost arrogantly
ignored by Homer,

Nevertheless the professors have
decided that these Ionians for cem-
turies added to the “Iliad,” lay after
lay they added; and at some time,
somehow, in Asia or Attica, the Iliad
we know was ramped up into the
eple full of self-contradictions and of
anachronisms in description of man-
ners, armor, religion and religious
rites.  But while the Ionians in Asia
were adding to and altering and omit-
ting from the old North-Greek poems
as they pleased, these patriotic Ionian
colonists of Attica never but once
mentioned themselves (and then only
as “tunic travelers”), while they never
made #&n Athenian hero slay an en-
emy. Their religion, hero-worship,
and services at graves was not that
of the Northern Greeks, but they
never brought this religion Into the
new lays which they added to the
old. They had a nasty rite of cover-
Ing u homielde with a pig's blood,
‘washing it off again, and pouring the
mess into a hole in the earth to ap.
pease the ghost of a slain man. But
hey never alluded to this in the new
lays which they mixed up with the
old. They were elther given to hu-
man sacrifices of believed that this
was the custom of thelr ancestors at
the time of the Trojan war. But
this rite never appeared in what they

that the father was a god exposed
the child to take his chance with
hunger and wild beasts, and was her-
self severely punished by her people.
In the old lays she was highly honored
and sought in marriage by the noblest
princes. But the lonian poets never
added their own view to the old lays.
Meanwhile they were writing new
roems about Homer's heroes, into
which they did introduce all their own
rites and ways, and Athenian heroes,
and an Attic locy goddess, and made
feroclous attacks on the characters
of Homer’s best men.
Higher Criticism.
It is therefore perfectly certain
that these Ionians did not add to and
mix up with the old Northern Greek
poem compositions of their own, for
it was not possible for human beings
and patriotic minstrels to keep their
ancestors, and traditions, and religion
and rites, and customs out of the
songs which they were intermixing
with old Northern Greek poem about
Achilles. These facts avre. writ so
large over the whole matter that they
have escaped the notice of the higihr
criticism, Meanwhile, and here at
least. it practically ignores them, Mr.
Scott's little essay comes in. The
higher criticism has been keeping her
microscope fixed on the vocabulary
and grammar and metre of the “Iliad”
and “Odysséy.” It has been decided
that the “Odyssey” is later than the
“Iliad,” and differs from it by possess-
ing & more recent vocabulary, metre
and grammar. Four books of the
“Ilida,” we are told are deeply stain-
ed with this latter metre, grammar
and choice words. These books are
the ninth, with the splendid scenes
and speeches in which Achilles re-
fuses to accept the apologies of
Agamemnon; the Twenty-third, or
most of it, and to Priam the body of
Hector, and recovers his own true
character, chivalry and peace of mind
Finally, the Tenth Book, an account
of a night surprise of the Trojan
camp, is beyond all others marked by
the vocabulary peculiar to the “Odes-
sey”—a later poem than the “Iliad.”
It is here that light cometh from
the West and from the translantic
University. Mr. Scott has done
what any person who had read Ba-
con’s “Novum Organum” would have
begun by doing, The higher criti-
cism, for reasons of its own, had
rather a spite at the four books men-
tioned (they do not deal . with the
Wrath of Achilles) and searched them
microscopically for words in them
which oceur in the “Odyssey,” and not
found what it wanted to find; in each
of the four bocks are words that ap-
pear in the “Odyssey” and not in
other books of the “Iliad.’; But more,
of course, remained to be done. It
was necessary to see whether each
of the other books of the “lliad” did
or did not contain words found in
the “Odyssey,” but not in the “Iliad.”
except in each of these four books.
if this was the case, if every book
of the “Iliad” presents words found
in itself alone of the “Iliad” books,
and also in the “Odyssey,” then all
the books in the “Iliad” are tarred
with the same brush as the suspected
four; and no argument can be drawn
in this matter against the antiquity
of the suspected four. Of course
the Tenth Book, with the night at-
tack by two heroes on the camp of
Troy, has been assailed with most
i Mr. Scott has done what the
higher critics neglected to do. He
has treated every book as the profes-
sors and editors have treated the
suspected four books. Well, they are
all tarred with the same brush!
No pot can call any Kkettle black,
They all, everyone of them, contain
words which appear in the “Odyssey,”
but in no other book of the “Iliad”
except, in each case, themselves.
Thus the Fi Book of the “Iliad,”
or most of it, is by critics proclaim-
ed to be peculiarly “honest Injun;”
really old and genuine—it gives the
beginning of the Wrath of Achilles—
and it contains twenty-eight words
which occur in the “Odyssey,” but in
no other book of the “lliad” except

itself. So the case stands through-
out,

Oldest Stratum,

The Eleventh Book fs of the oldest
stratum, we are told, or at least, the
greater part of it. It contains thirty-
three words that come in the "Odys-
sey,” but in no other book of the
“lliad.” So does Book Bixteenth
(another book pecullarly old, in parts
at least). It contalns thirty-three
words found in the “Odyssey” but
not elsewhere in the “Ilad” Now
take that pariah and outcast of the
“iad,” the Tenth Book, at which
every higher critic throws his stone,
The Odyssean words pecullar to the
Tenth, and this is the more peculiar
from the fact that Odysseus is one
of its leading characters, says Mr.
Scott. The . rejected Twenty-fourth
Book, Mr. Scott proves by the statis-
tical method so dear to crities (and

Peary’s real fight with Arctic ice
began even before he left the ship on
which the ‘expedition salled north.
Jamming the Roosevelt through the
floes up to winter quarters was dogged
sometimes thrilling work. X

“During the worst part of the jour-
ney,” writes Peary in Hamptou's,
“Bartlett spent most of his time In
the crow's nest, the barrel lookout at
the top of the mainmast.

“I would climb up into the rigging
just below the crow's nest, where I
could see ahead and talk to Bartlett, -
backing up his opinion with my own
when necessary to relieve him in the
more dangerous places of too great a
weight of responsibility.

“Clinging with Bartlett high up in
the unsteady rigging, peering far
ahead for a streak of open water,
studying the mdvement of the floes
which pressed against us, I would
hear him shouting to the ship below
us as if she was a living thing, coax-
ing her, encouraging her, commanding
her to hammer a way for us through
the adamantine floes:

“Rip ‘em, Teddy! Bite ‘em in two!
Go it! That's fine, my beauty! Now
again! Once more!

“At such a time the long genera-
tion of ice and ocean fighters behind
this brave indomitable young New-
foundland captain seemed to be re-
living in him the strenuous days that
carried the flag of England around
the world.

“Often on this last expedition of
the Roosevelt as on the former one,
have I seen a fireman come up from
the bowels of the ship panting for a
breath of air, take one look at the
shelf of ice before us, and mutter sav-
agely:

“By God, she’s got to go through!"”

“Then he would drop again into the
stokehole, and a t later an
extra puff of black smoke would rise
dfrom the stack.

“It is hard for a layman to under-
stand the charagter of the ice through
which the Roosevelt fought her way.

“Most people imagine that the ice
of the Artic regions has been formed
by direct freezing of the sea water,
but in the summer time very little of
the ice is of that character.

“It is composed of great sheets
broken off from the glarical fringe of
North Grant Land broken up by con-
tract with other floes and with the
land and driven south under the im-
petus of the violent flood tides. It is
not unusual to see ice here between
eighty and one hundred feet thick.

“As seven-eights of these heavy floes
are under water, one does not realize
how thick they are, until one sees
where a huge mass, by the pressure
of the pack behind it, has been driven
up onto the shore, and stands there
high and dry eighty or a hundred feet
above the water, like a silver castle
guarding the shore of this exaggerat-
ed and ice-clogged Rhine.

“The navigation of the narrow and
ice encumbered channels between
Etah and Cape Sheridan was long
considered an utter impossibility, and
only four ships prior to the Roosevelt
have ded in lishing it
Of these four ships, one, the Polaris,
was lost. Three, the Alert, the Dis-
covery and the Porteus, made the voy-
age up and back in safety; but one of
these, the Porteus, was lost in an
attempt to repeat the dash. The
Roosevelt had on the expedition of
1905-6 made the voyage up and back,
though she was badly smashed on
the return.

40t course the steam is up at all
times, ready, like ourselves, for any-
thing at a moments notice. When
the ice is not so heavy as to be utterly
impenetrable, the ship under full
steam moves back and forth continu-
ally, butting and charging the floes.

“Sometimes a charge will send the
ship forward half her length, some-
times her whole length, sometimes
not an inch. When with all the steam
of the boilers we can make no head-
way whatever, we wait for the ice to
loosen up ane economize our coal. We
do not mind using the ship as a
battering ram; that is what she was
made for, but beyond Etah coal is
precious and every ounce of it must
vield its full return of northward
steaming. The coal at present in our
bunkers was all we should have until
our return the following year, when
the Peary Arctic Club would send a
ship to meet us at Etah.

“It must be remembered that dur-
ing all this time we were in the
reglon of constant daylight, in the
season of the midnight sun. Some-
times the weather was foggy, some-
times cloudy, sometimes sunny, but
there was no darkness. The periods
of day and night were measured only
by our watches—not, during the pass-
age of these ch 18, by our sleepi
and waking, for we slept only in these
brief intervals when there was noth-
ing else to do. Unresting vigilence
was the price we paid for our pass-
age.

Act violation, heard by Magistrate
Peck. It was after midnight Thurs-
day when argument of counsel was
finished and Magistrate Peck then anv
nounced he would deliver judgment
one week from date.

Dr. Curry said the case was an im-
portant one and that his client would
fight to the last ditch. If adverse
judgement was delivered, it meant
that shipping to Scott Act counties
even to private parties for personal
use was illegal.

in applying for a dismissal, Dr.
Currey claimed that the information
was lald Dec. 31st, 1908, and that the
summons was not issued until Jan.
14th, 1910, although the defendant all
that time was in the province.

In the second place Dr. Currey con-
tended that under the amendment to
the C. T. A. act of July 20, 1908, the
defendant having a wholesale license
was authorized by the act to ship
liquor into Albert county, if it was
shipped for personal and family use
and ordered and paid for in 8t.

Alleged Combine of Steamship
Companies to Raise Freight
Rates Not Injuring Trade
Here---Business Booming.

Mr. W. E. Anderson, secretary of
the Board of Trade, stated in an in-
terview yesterday that St. John was
not interested in the revival of the
Toronto board of the agitation against
the alleged combine of the Atlantic
steamship companies trading to Can-
ada.

Some months ago when the Toronto
and Montreal Boards of Trade were
making vigorous protests against the
increase in the rates for ocean freight
a commitiee of St. John business men
had investigated the matter and had |
come to the conclusion that the steam- |
ship companies were justified in rais-
ing freight rates, The committee had
reported that the changes might in-
jure New York and Boston to some
extent, but there was no reason to as-
sume that St. John would be affected
adversely,

“That this view was correct,” said
Mr. Anderson, “is shown by the in-
crease in the value of imports to this
port since Jan, 1st, as compared with
the corresponding period of last year.
In two months the increase has been
over a $1,000,000, and indications are
that before the season closes it will
be considerably augmented as busi-
ness is booming all along the line,

“If there is a combine in restraint
of trade, it is evidently having a be-
neficial effect upon the winter port
business of St. John.”
