Boston, Mass., Oct. 12—The achieve­
ment of Christopher Columbus of 418 
years ago received Its first holiday 
recognition in Massachusetts today 
through a joint celebration by the 
Irish, Italian. Portuguese and Catho­
lic organizations, which to the num­
ber of many theusands marched for 
nearly four hours through two dense 
lines of cheering countrymen.

The parade also received national 
and state approval, for President Taft 
reviewed the leaders for an hour and 
Oovernor Draper, who stood beside 
the president during that time, re­
mained until the last company ten­
dered its salute. Practically every so­
ciety in eastern Massachusetts turn­
out in full numbers and from noon 
until dark the business section of the 
city shook with the thump of the drum 
and the blare of the trumpet.

Many of the organizations were In 
uniform, while others were fancifully 
dressed in costumes of different pe­
riods of the American history. Flouts 
were numerous. The vanguard was 
composed of four companies of coast 
artillery and a half-dozen companies 
of blue-jackets. Mayor Fitzgerald re­
viewed the parade from a special 
stand on the common, and Archbishop 
William H. O'Connell was also saluted

sionaries tonight reviewed what the 
American board of commissioners for 
foreign missions has accomplished in 
foreign fields.

These veterans, of whom the Rev. 
Dr. Daniel Bliss was ihe dean, were 
among the speakers, at tonight's ser­
vices in connection with the centen­
nial anniversary of the founding ot 
the American board. While they were 
addressing an audience that filled 
Park street church, John R. Mott, 
chairman of the continuation commit­
tee of the world's missionary confer­
ence, and Rev. Dr. Chas. E. Jefferson, 
of New York, were speaking to an 
audience in Tremont Temple. Mr. 
Mott's topic was "Missions and Chris­
tian Unity." and Dr. Jefferson discus­
sed "Missions and International 
Peace.

At the Park street church, Dr. Bliss 
told of his trip to Syria titty-five 
years ago, just after receiving his

An ordinary experience for I.C.R. 
trainmen is to see moose grazing along 
the track. An instance is recorded of 
two railway men who took a hand car 
into the woods, each calling a moose 
to the track, shot them down and re­
turned within a few hours in triumph 
with the heads.

Two years ago Richard O'Leary of 
Richibucto shot a moose without get­
ting out of his automobile. Startled 
deer appear in the clearings in the 
back settlements making havoc with 
the farmer's crops.

The writer saw a large* moose trot 
up King street, in St. John, hounded 
by a crowd of
clown and die in what is known as the 
old burying ground.

There seems little doubt that moose 
and deer are increasing in numbers.
Game laws are responsible for this 
The open season lasts only from Sep 
tember lath to November 30th. Any 
shooting of big. game out of season is 
punished by u fine of $150. Non-resi­
dents who shoot without a license or 
who take more than one moose, two 
caiihou and two deer in one season are 
liable to the same amount. Shooting 
of cow moose or young moose under 
three year* is also prohibited.

A change has been made this year in 
the regulations for shooting cluck, 
woodcock, wild geese, etc., the season 
beginning on September 1st Instead of 
September
news for the sportsmen who like this 
kind of thing, and parties have already 
gone forward to certain sections of the 
province where one is pretty sure of a 
well-filled bag.

Feathered game abounds along the 
line of the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
and one hour's ride from St. John will 
put the hunter within reach of a good 
day's sport.

Au English financial Ann has been negotiating for Hi 
purchase of 500.000 acres of land In Cuba, and It has caused 
considerable comment in Great Britain, especially among 
investors. Although no announcement has been made to 
that effect, It is quite probable that the negotiations have 
by this time been successfully concluded. The price was 
to he 24 shillings, or about $5.7ô an acre.

The tract in question, lying about thirty-five miles 
west of Santiago, has an ocean frontage of forty-live 
miles and Is said to contain move than «,000.000,000 feet 
of yellow pine, mahogany and cedar, twenty varieties of 
hard woods and a deposit of 4b.000.000 tons of Iron ore. 
Moreover, it has a landlocked harbor from which Its pro­
ducts may be shipped direct to all parts of the world.

Mr. Sydney Brooks, who Is recognised as one of the 
ablest and moat reliable writers on Anglo-American 
affairs of the period, seems to have taken a deep Interest 
In this transaction. After saying that the presence of 
half u million acres of virgin forest in an Island smaller 
than England Itself must seem to most Englishmen In­
credible, he adds: "But those who have seen something 
of Cuba know that much of the country, especially In the 
eastern provinces, is practically the same as when Colum­
bus discovered It. There is nothing In this statement but 
what is commonplace. I should not be surprised to learn 
that a dozen syndicates In London and New York are at 
this moment negotiating for the purchase of properties 
with all the potential riches of the one mentioned."

It is evident that the undeveloped riches of Cuba will 
receive very considerable attention hi the next few years. 
At the close of the Spanish war the United States gov­
ernment took pains to have It made known that 
legitimate development schemes would be welcomed hi 
Cuba, but that the ruthless exploitation of the natural 
resources of the Island would not be tolerated. The 
Cubans themselves, during the two periods of occupation, 
learned how to differentiate on these points. There is no 
reason, however, to suppose that the 500,000 acre deal Is 
not u legitimate enterprise. It will likely be the forerun­
ner of others when it is more fully realized that Cuba is a 
country with tremendous possibilities.

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Fountain PensA FAR REACHING REVIVAL.

The proposed religious revival for men, to bo discuss­
ed at a conference In Buffalo ou October 2 ■ ami 20. at 
which the Protestant churches in St. John will be repre­
sented. Is being projected ou u scale never before attempt­
ed by any similar movement, and Judging by the an­
nouncement of Its ambitions will not only appeal to the 
Individual but will attack graft and such like evils In a 
community from a new standpoint. Tb-’ co-operation of 
all Protestant bodies on the continent Is being sought.

For four or five years, the temporary committee states, 
it has had this campaign for men In mind, and It gave 
way in point of date of beginning to the Laymen s Mis­
sionary Movement last year. Now the plan is to have the 
campaign begin at once, and to conduct it with great ani­
mation for a year and a half, culminating in May, DM2. 
The new campaign proposes to touch all the principal cit­
ies on the continent, and to require that each shall, 
through its local committee, pledge to carry out a 
paign in fifteen to twenty small adjacent towns. The 
number of meetings, unci presumably the number of men 
reached, will be enormous. If the plans are put through

The temporary committee has Issued a statement, 
showing that Brotherhoods, Y.M.F.A.'s, Sunday schools 
and practically all organizations of men in all bodies are 
represented. A map accompanies the statement which 
sets forth that GO per cent, of the American people are not 
in any Christian body, only 24 per cent, being In Protes­
tant and I t per cent, in Roman Catholic bodies. The 
•statement also points out that there are 3.000.000 more 
women than men in the churches and says that the task of 
making them even, man for woman, is a ‘‘man's Job."

The way to attack Is, the committee thinks, in a Uni­
ted States way. which is felt to be better than the 
Ruropvan way. That It Is better, the statement sets 
forth, is conceded by Europeans. The proposition is so to 
use all sorts of advertising methods, popular, but proper, 
ns to compel attention to th-‘ campaign. Railroad time 
tables, laundry lists, hotel menus, street cur signs and bill 
boards are among the ways suggested. The programme 
Intimates that the campaign Is to last five years, and that 
its ambitions Include the adding of one hundred 
thousand men and boys to Christian Church 
membership, doubling the present enrollment In 
Bibb classes, vastly Increasing missionary contributions, 
enlarging the number of lay volunteers, cleaning up graft 
tu cities or most of it. and giving conclusive testimony 
beyond anything yet offered that the Church spells Chris­
tian unity.

At the Buffalo meeting it is expected that the cities 
will be urged to name committees of one hundred, charg­
ed with the duties of bolding local meetings and conduct­
ing those in tributary towns. There are to be available Ur 
greatest companies of travelling evangelists, Sunday 
school and social workers It Is possible to select In Am­
erica and England. The campaign of last year, great as 
that was, will be wholly outclassed. The time of begin­
ning is September, 1911, and of ending, May. 1912, the 
eleven months till next September being consumed in 
preparation. The whole thing is put forth under the 
title "In behalf of the Christian life of the men and boys 
of North America.”

<3QANGLO-AMERICAN RELATIONS.

The testimony of Mr. Nelson R. Butcher will gx> far. 
says the Hamilton Spectator, to dissipate the legend that 
Great Brit lain has always been prone to placate the 
United States by easy-going complaisance in the settle­
ment of international disputes, and that the interests of 
Canada are habitually sacrificed. Mr. Butcher, who head­
ed the stuff of otHelul reporters at the sessions pf the 
Hague tribunal, declares that nothing could exceed the 
diligence and fidelity to duty of the very able lawyers 
appointed by Great Britain to represent, with our counsel, 
the Canada and Newfoundland side of the case. He 
thinks It Is time the notion were dispelled that our inter­
ests are lightly dealt with when we leave them in the 
hands of the Imperial government.

To this it may be replied, by anyone Ill-natured enough 
iv do so, that In the very early day», when Canada was of 
little more account In the eyes of British statesmen than 
Jamaica or the Straits Settlements, there may have been 
now and then in Downing street a supercilious unconcern 
regarding matters which we considered important. Even 
yet It Is alleged that Lord Ashburton was outwitted by 
Daniel Webster in the fixing of the boundary of Maine, 
and that If Ashburton had been sharp enough to know that 
Webster whs hiding a map delineating the truth, there 
would not have been that ugly projection yf American 
territory toward the lower St. Lawrence. On the other 
hand, however, It must be borne in mind that such stories 
as this are stoutly denied by modern American historians, 
and Dr. Gold win Smith has left on record his conviction 
that Gri-at Britain at all Ilmen exercised her very best 
offices In Canada's behalf.

Old tales die howl. Perhaps some day it will even be 
possible for the Americans to discover that their fore 
fathers were mistaken In supposing themselves Ill-treated 
by Great Britain at the outbreak of the Revolutionary 
wur that really the parent counfry wanted no more than 
a reasonable contribution toward the expenses of protect­
ing the colonists from marauding bodies of French and 
Indians along a widely extended boundary.
Smith has given the weight of his nam» to the correct 
view of this chapter also of misunderstood history.

The period during which any protest could be lodged 
against the decision of the Hague tribunal upon the New­
foundland fisheries case having elapsed, that decision is 
final and Immovable. Not that th?re was the slightest 
Indication at any time of any likelihood of a protest being 
entered. In the case of another international arbitration, 
however, the Hague tribunal Is entering upon the consid­
eration of the question whether the decision of a previous 
arbitral tribunal shall be set aside and the case gone Into 
again from the beginning. This Is the first case of the 
sort In the history of International arbitration.

Tin- matter in question is between the United States 
and Venezuela. By agreement between the two govern­
ments the Hague tribunal Is to decide the qustlon whether 
the decision of the Mixed Commission of 1903 In the Orin­
oco Steamship case shall be reexamined on It» merits. 
The difficulty grew originally out of the violation of cer­
tain exclusive rights of navigation on the Orinoco River 
held by the United States citizens and the cancellation of 
concessions to them by the government of Venezuela, a 
procedure which ultimately worked the destruction of a 
business in which nearly three quarters of a million dol 
wrs of American capital had baen Invested.

The company, indeed, was finally forced to dispose of 
Its vessels for the sum of $160,000. declared to be "totally 
Inadequate," and lo persons who Immediately formed a 
company In which General and President Castro owned 
one third of the stock. The Americans submitted their 
daims for about $1,400,000 of damages to the United 
Btates and Venezuela Mixed Commission of 1903, which 
disallowed all but $28,000, After protracted negotiations, 
a protocal was signed In 1909 creating, under the Hague 
conventions, a special tribunal to decide, first, whether 
the previous decision must be considered so conclusive 
as to preclude a re-examination of the case on Its merits, 
and, if not. to re-open if.

In setting forth the substantial agreement of all wri­
ters on international law that certain causes justify a re­
fusal to accept an arbitral reward, the New York Evening 
Poet quote» the summing up of the ostler by Hall, who 
writes: "An arbitral decision may be disregarded In the 
" following cases, vis,; when the tribunal baa clearly ex- 
" seeded the powers given to It by the instrument of sub- 
" mission, when It is guilty of an open denial of Justice, 
"when Its award Is proved to have been obtained by 
" fraud or corruption, and when the terms of the Ward

“I look 
upon a mutual preferential tariff be­
tween the Dominion and England 
and the outlying portions of the Bri­
tish Empire as a policy that will be 
attended with the happiest results, bv 
bringing a strong bond of mutual self 
interest to add to the sentimental loy­
alty that now exists In all portions 
of the Empire."

lic life I was occupied.

Miss Shaw, who recently returned 
from Japan on .furlough, delivered an 
interesting lecture on missionary work 
among the Japanese children, before 
a large audience in the school room 
of St. Luke's church, last evening. The 
lecture was illustrated with a fine 
series of views, showing the children 
of Japan, in school, at home, and at 
their games.

Miss Shaw, who is a fluent speaker, 
gave a vivid description of the child 
life aud pointed out the influences of 
these institutions in shaping charac­
ter. She said that the missionaries 
only taught the English language in 
many of the schools, which In some 
respects were excellent institutions. 
The science teacher in the school she 
was connected with was a professor 
from the University of Toklo, anti 
many of the other teachers were uni­
versity graduates.

Owing to lack of funds some of the 
primary departments had been dos­
ed, but the missionaries conducted 
Sunday schools for the pupils thus de­
prived of the benefits of education.

The lecturer said there was no word 
in the Japanese language correspond­
ing to the English word home The 
marriage tie was not held sacred and 
a man might divorce his wife and 
take another for very slight reasons. 
The consequence was that there 
might be two or even four families 
living under one roof, and the home 
life was not at all what It was in 
Christian countries.
