Farmington, Me., June
tears streaming down his br
furrowed cheeks, Marshal
Freeman, held in the county jail since
the finding of his wife's body in a
forest grave Sunday, near the Taylor
home, confessed that he murdered her
with a shotgun on the evening of|
May 12,

In the next breath he told County
Attorney R. S. Blanchard and Sheriff
W. B. Small that the motive for his
crime was his great hate for the wo-|
man who for a number of years had |
been his wife. {

Taylor told the county officials how!
he led his wife to the grave that was|
already prepared for her reception,
and there, just as the sun was sinking
behind the great pines to the west,|
shot the back of her head off with a|
heavy load of shot. '

It was only after on hour's grilling |
that the officlals were able to break |
the nerve of the man who looked |
Sunday on the mangled remains of his |
wife without the quiver of an oy»'
lash. But when the confession did
come it came with a rush.

Simple though the words wer®, they
were intensely dramatic as Taylor
poured them out in a full confession
of his crime.

He told the officers that he hated
the woman and had hated her for
vears, He intimated that she had
tried to keep property from him that
should have béen his by right and
she was anything but a loving com:
panion and helpmate. Finally he sald
he decided that she must die,

Ate Supper Together,

On the evening of Friday, May 12,
after they had eaten supper together,
Taylor asked his wife to accompany
him to the woods at the rear of their

home to hunt. She agreed. Taylor
took with him his shot gun. The
couple walked across the clearing

The skull shattered and Mrs. Tay-
lor fell without a word, her husband
said.

{that he fired only one shot, and that
he did not club his wife over the head
after she fell. The fact that the
tive 1 f the woman's head
missing when the body was discovere
vesterday, had led the authorities to
believe that the skull had been beat-
en by some heavy Instrument,

Tumbled into Grave.

Immediately he saw his wife was
dead, Taylor ,said he set about hid-
ing the body.

The place where she fell was with-
in a few feet of the grave he had
dug for her,

Into this rough sepulchre he tumbled
the bleeding body and then hurried to
plle dirt, boughs and stones o the re-
mains. 8till cool and unmoved by his
terrible deed, Taylor returned to the
house where he set about preparing
his evening repast, as though nothing
unusual had happened,

That the murder of his wife was
not a deed prompted by the impulse
of the moment, but was carefully
planned some time before, appears
from the fact that the grave in which
the murdered woman was found ap-
pears to have been dug on the day
before the crime was commitied. On
that day Taylor was seen with plck
and shovel in hand by Bart Whitney
near the place where the grave was
found. The communication of this
fact to the police authorities finally
led to the giscovery of the grave.

The searching party on Sunday was
ostensibly for the purpose of scour
ing the woods to get some trace of
Mrs. Taylor. In reality the searching
party went to work with the theory
that the body had been buried some.

A 850 pound lloness, so they say,
has been knocking around Coney Is-
land sitice the fire which destroyed
Dreamland on May 27. Most if not all
of this time she has spent under the
boardwalk of Luna Park, with thou-
sands of persons walking above her
every day and tens of thousands on
Sunday. The lioness was found on
‘Saturday night, and yesterday she was
a feature of the park, having a spec-
ial cage on a special site right in the
centre of,the boardwalk in front of
the administration offices of Luna.

No one saw the loness in hiding
until Saturday night, so of course no
one is prepared to swear just where
she had been all this time, But there
i8 a string of circumstantial evidence
that lemds to the foregoing conclu-
slons,

To begin with, Fred Thompson,
owner of Luna Park, is living at the
park this summer and so are several
of his department chiefs. Living quar-
ters were fitted up, and to make the
country home a little more complete
Mr. Thompson bought some well bred
White Leghorn chickens and installed
them ¢n the vacaui:land owned by
him at the rear of the park

The phickens thrived, it is said, but
after the Dreamland fire they began
to drop off by ones and twos and
threes without leaving so much as a
feather or a wishbone to give a clue
to the cause of their going. When
the first ones disappeared the attend-
ants of the animal part of Luna, to
whose domain the chickens had been
added, suspected a petty thief, human,
When more disappeared it - was
thought that maybe a weasel had come
over from the marshes and made away
with the fowls. But somebody told
the Luna people that a weasel does
not make off with the whole chicken,
feathers and all, and the doubt still
remained. Both those who were miss.
ing their breakfast eggs and those
whose business it was to care for the
egg producers were getting sore about
things and making threats.

The next question was what to do with
the beast. Mr. Thompson settled this
by ordering a square the size of the
top of the cage to be sawed out of the
boardwalk above,  This done and a
gign being painted to explain the re-
cent history of the animal, the second
storm broke over Coney, But siready
the new feature and mews feature
had been added to the park.

Word of the capture spread quickly
and early yesterday Col. Joseph G.
Ferrarl, owner of the Ferrari animal
show, which was such a heavy loser
in the Dreamland fire, and which is
now under a tent with the remnants
of its former menagerie, invaded Luna
Park, and after a look at the lioness
demanded her return. He said it was

had perighed in the fire. Mr. Thomp-
s0n was not about mor was Mr. Mc-
Clellan and Col. Ferrarl got no satis-
faction. He returned later with Capt,
Bonavita and Business Manager Lov-
ett, and there was a conference with
Owner Thompson and Business Man-
ager McClellan

The animal show people had anoth-
er look at the lioness and decided
that it wasn't Havana after all, but
Atlanta, another of the supposed dead
lionesses.

The Luna Park people sald that if
the Ferrari contingent didu’t know
their lion any better than that maybe
it would be as well for them to prove
their property. Besides, many, many
blooded chickens had disappeared and
it looked as If the lioness had been
living on this expensive diet for two
weeks or so. If they had fed the
lioness and given her lodgings and
finally had done all the capturing of
her themselves, why, didn't that give
them a fair interést in the animal?

Col. Ferrarl couldn’t see this argu-
ment at all, and threatened everything
from a warrant to a writ of habeas
corpus. He finally decided on a writ
of replevin.

And there the matter stood Jast
night. . The lioness was sound asleep
in her cage beneath the Luna board-
walk, not yet recovered from the
various scares she has been subject.
ed to. The people had a free look
at her in Luna and the Ferrarl show
went on just the same without her.

Now Luna Park is built up for the
most part on bulkheads, which pre-
vent the sands from ralsing Caty
with the buildings eet upon them.
These bulkheads are big, doored com-
pariments with head room sufficient
(o allow & watchman to waik through
them night and day, punching time
clecks here and there, and incidentally
#eeing that the sands are behaving
themselves,

It was just before the storm broke
on Saturday night, about 10 o'clock,
that a watchman making the round
of the bulkheads entered a compart-
ment and In the dark chamber saw,
by the light of his lantern a tawny
object over against the opposite wall
and saw the glint of yellow eyes. The
watchman did not stay there at all,
He made haste to report the finding
to the proper authorities of the park.
The word was passed along to Mr,
Th and an inv veri-
fled the watchman's report.

Mr, Thompscn headed an expedi
tion which set out llon hunting, with
General Manager McClellan and Press
Representative Robbins close behind.
The retinue was made up of every
able bodied man within call, armed
with everything from a fire hose to
o garden rake,

badly scared by the combination of
hunters and heavy lightning, with
thunder peals thrown in for good mea-
sure and she showed both nervousness
nn‘ peevishness. As the rain spattered
intp the compartment through ithe
cracks In the boardwalk the hunters
decided to postpone their efforts and
everybody got under more complete
shelter,

second storm came up, the hunters re-
turned to their quarry and tried to
drive her out of the 8he

Not only did Col. Ferrari find out
yesterday that one of his lionesses
mourned as dead was still alive, but
Victoris, one ¢t the lionesses rescued
from the fire . presented the show
with three healthy cubs not long af-
ter the Mtorm was over. And a little
while before that, Queenie, one of
the rescued ponies, Increased the pop-
ulation of the show by a 16 pound colt
standing 26 inehes high.

Besides these .additions, Coli Fer-
rari has received word by cr le that
five hiyenas, slx hears, three lecopards
and six male lions, ordered by him to
replace some of the animals lost in
the fire, have started from Hamburg
on their journey to Coney Island.

The new Midway, which has grown
up on the ruins of Dreamland, with
rough frame structures sheltering
many concessionaires burned out in
the big fire, came under the official
attention of Capt. Murphy, command-
ing the Coney Island police precinct,
vesterday. Capt. Murphy and his
men drifted through the new street,
having a look at the new shows,
They objected to only one, the Orlent,
which they closed for the present on
the ground that an objectionable
dance was being given.

“In the bellef that duties should
represent the differences in the cost
of production at home and abroad,
with others 1 contended,” sald he,
“when the Payne-Aldrich tarift bill
was pending, for reductiong in duties
to that level In so far as the infor-
mation then was furnished any safe
criterion to determine rates upon that
principle.

“I shall continue to advocate tariff
legislation based upon that principle,
I believe in reciprocity. 1 belleve in
reciprocity with Canada. The mus
tual give and take of tariff conces.
sions bétween our country and our
world neighbors along the lnes laid
down by Blaine and McKiuley, is a
poliey that has in view the best wels
fare of all concerned.

Protests Against It,

“But 1 protest against this propos-
ed revision of our tariff by executive
mandate, 1 protest agalnst this dip-
lomatic bargain that is masquerading
in the gulse of reciprocity. It {8 not
reciproelty; it is not @ fair exchange
of tariff advantages between our citi-
zens and the citizens of Canada, It
Is tariff trade, concelved in special
interest selfishness, negotlated In se-
cret and brought into the open with
the attractive label of reclprocity as
& bid for the favor of American pub-
lie—a people who believe sincerely
in reciprocity that is genulne.

“This agreement is not in the in
terest of the consumer. Relief from
the high cost of living Is not to be
found in such a tariff compact as that
represented in the pending bill.

“It is not necessary to wrong any
class or do injustice to any interest
in order to benefit the consumers.
And it is scarcely less than criminal
to make a soapegoat of the farmer
for the benefit of any unlawful’conw
bination,

“It is not the farmer, it 18 not the
consumer for whom these negoltlations
were made. It was made 10 benefit
the miller, the packer, the newspaper
publishers,

Benefits Newspapers.

“The newspaper publishers are
promised a free market for print pa-
per, for which they expend about
$556,000,000 annually, No one who in-
vestigates the conditions under which
the newspapers of this country have
been compelled to purchase their sup-
ply of print paper can escape the con-
clusion that the publishers have been
subjected to extortion,

“The conditions under which the
publishers are forced to conduct their
business are intolerable. These con-
ditions call for action which ‘will af-
ford immediate relief.

“The gross injustice of the pro-
posed bill impels me to oppose it. I
recognize no canon of right and fair
dealing that would permit me fo sup-
port it in its present form. If, how-
ever, it is to be enacted into law, it
should not pass without amendments
in the interest of the great body of
consumers, Including the farmers,
who are compelled to carry all the
burden of the President's lop-sided
pact

Will Offer Amendments.

“T purpose to offer amendments pro-
viding for a complete revision of the
wool and cotton schedules of the pres-
ent Payne-Aldrich tariff law, reviston
of the rates on struetural iron and
steel, certain other paragraphs of that

cently been signed between Great Britain and China
that promises the. extinction of the oplum traffic within
With it will go one of the worst blots
on Britain's commercial history, the charge of having
profited by the degradation of The agreement
which has been concluded recognizes the fact that China
has been doing good work with the reduction of the
production of opium within the empire, and it is agreed
that this reduction is to be continued.

The opium brought into China under Britain's aus-
pices has come from India Great Britain agrees that
no opium shall be conveyed from India into any prov-
ince of China that has suppressed the cultivation of the
poppy plant and the export from India is to cease with-
in seven years if in that period the production has ceased
in China,

The most difficult

The new agreement may be regarded as a result of
the great congress on the opium traffic which was held
a couple of years ago, and at which Canada was repre
sented. Upon Great Britain and China necessarily fell
burdens of the ¢rusade, the former through the
indian empire, as a producer, and the latter as a con-
sumer of the deadly drug. No step so likely to be ef-
fective in destroying the traffic has been taken before,
and the agreement represents the force of moral feeling
in Great Britain and of economic feeling as well in
China where a nation was being sapped by a narcotic.

They also condemned the rule which
forced the foreman to come to city
hall for a requisition before he could
secure the smallest plece of material
