the Germans. Not only do we appear to have held our own, but It 
seems to me that the situation has already greatly chaged to our advan­
tage during the past month. At the end of September the two armies 
fuced each other along a straight line from Verdun to Compiegne. Suc­
cess cn our part would only have driven the enemy back a little, with­
out leading to any great strategic result.

“Today, our front is a right angle, effecting an enveloping form. 
This is a manoeuvre justly cherished by the Germans. It is a move­
ment which they applied with partial success to us at the beginning of 
hostilities.

•‘They are making their decisive effort simultaneously on our left 
and around Verdun. Those are the two sections where they do not 
risk being turned. They also are the two points most vital to the Ger­
mans, since in the event of success on our part their lines of commu­
nication would be placed in danger.”

Try Tricks on Gurkha Regiment.
“The audacity of the enemy cannot 

better be illustrated than by a well 
authenticated statement of what took 
place last night.in a trench held by 
the Gurkha regiment. A figure, silhou­
etted by the moonlight and wearing a 
complete Gurkha uniform, approached 
the end of the trench and delivered 
the message: “The Gurkhas are to 
move further up the trench: another 
Gurkha contingent is advancing in 
support.’

"Puzzled by this announcement, the 
officer in command replied : ‘Who are 
you? Where do you come from?’ to 
which the only answer was: ’You are 
to move up 
Gurkhas.*

“The English was good, but some- 
tiling excited the officer’s suspicion.
‘Answer, and answer quickly,’ he said.
•If you are a Gurkha, by what boat 
did you come in?*

“This question, under the circum­
stances, was no easy one to answer, 
and the German—for such he was— 
turned and fled. But he had not gone 
five yards before he fell riddled with 
bullets.

“If the officer had been deceived, 
the trench, of course, would have 
swarmed with Germans almost before 
the Gurkhas had made room for them.
It can readily be imagined that under 
such conditions the Indian troops en­

Here she was caught and forced to 
fight by the Australian cruiser Syd­
ney, Captain John Glossop.

“A sharp action took place, In which 
the Sydney suffered the loss of three 
men killed and fifteen wounded. The 
Emden was driven ashore and burn­
ed. Her losses In personnel are re­
ported to be heavy.

“With the exception of the German 
squadron, now off the coast of Chile, 
the whole of the Pacific and Indian 
Ocean are now clear of the enemy’s 
warships.

London, Nov. 10—It was officially 
anounced in London today that the 
German cruiser Emden has been driv­
en ashore and burned. The losses 
among the officers and crew are re­
ported to have been heavy.

The Emden was destroyed by the 
Australian cruiser Sydney. She was 
driven ashore on an Island of the Co­
cos or Keeling group southwest of 
Java, in the Indian Ocean.

The Sydney sighted the Emden yes­
terday morning. With superior speed 
she at once closed in and gave battle. 
The German boat could not escape. 
There was a running fight, at the end 
of which the Emden, burning from the 
shells of the Australian boat, was 
beached.

The casualties on the Sydney are 
said to have been slight.

The Admiralty announced today 
* that the British warship Chatham had 

chased the German protected cruiser 
Koenigsberg into port in Rufigi Island 
off German East Africa, and that the 
Koenigsberg probably had been drlv- 
cd aground.

Hondo, Nov. 10—The German crui­
ser Emden which has been one of the 
terrors of British shipping In the Pa­
cific has been destroyed by the Aus­
tralian warship Sydney. The Emden 
had been driven ashore off Cocos Is­
land and burned to the water's edge.

A fourth smokestack was rigged on 
her deck, and a Japanese flag run up. 
Thus disguised, she steamed boldly 
Into the harbor, passing unchallenged 
under the British guns of the fort, and 
fired torpedoes which sank the Rus­
sian cruiser Jamtchug and a French 
destroyer. Then she took to her heels 
and escaped unscathed through the 
Straits.

The vessels destroyed by the Em­
den had a total value of about $4,000,-

Inch, of which she had ten. Her speed 
of 24.5 knots Is her greatest asset.

London, Nov. 9.—There Is one uni­
versal article of food which has ad­
vanced In price beyond all 
since the war broke out, and that is 
sugar. Retail prices have practically 
doubled, and, although there has late­
ly been a slight downward tendency, 
prices still remain abnormaly high. 
Last year we imported sugar, refined 
and unrefined, to the value of £23,- 
004,327, which represents our normal 
requirements. No less than £ 10,889,- 
482 worth of this was supplied by Ger­
many, £4,249,178 by Austria-Hungary 
and £3,273,559 by Belgium and Hol­
land. It will be seen, then, that about 
80 per cent, of our total supply comes 
from countries which are within the 
war zone, and which have practically 
ceased for the time to be sugar export­
ing countries Sugar Is dear, therefore, 
because our principal sources of sup­
ply are no longer available.

1917Boston, Nov. 9.—The effect of the 
war upon the American boot and shoe 
and leather industries is now said to 
be clear enough to make comparison 
practical. The popular Impression 
probably is that the war has proved a 
very decided boon to the boot and 
shoe producers and that shoe factor­
ies are crowded with orders from 
abroad. Very little la heard on the 
leather side of the question. The 
war's benefit to the leather tanners 
has -been Incomparably greater than to 
the shoe manufacturers.

The war has at the most ptoved of 
benefit to less than a dozen shoe man­
ufacturers out of 1300 in the entire 
country. The domestic shoe trade Is 
decidedly quiet to flat. In New Eng­
land the great majority, of shoe mak­
ers are now operating at better than 
65 per cent of capacity and are mak­
ing little or no net money. In Cincin­
nati and St. Louis conditions are even 
worse and the percentage of opera­
tion is hardly 40 
ed. The cotton upset has hit the big 
St Louie factories very hard, arid they 
have had a tremendous cancellation of 
orders.

All that the war has done has been 
to distribute shoe orders to a special 
type amounting to perhaps 1,500,000 
pairs among a few big producers who 
in turn have sublet a part of their 
contract to a limited number of small 
manufacturers.

On the other hand the war has 
brought an enormous demand for Am­
erican leather, both sole and upper. 
And here again it Is the bather strange 
anomaly that the upper leather busi­
ness is getting the greater benefit. A 
very large sale of heavy upper leather 
in the Boston market at 30 cents a 
foot has been made It Is said. In June 
this same grade of leather was felling 
at 20 cents a foot, 
per cent advance has been creeping 
along gradually a cent at a time, but 
its rapid development in three months 
simply means that England is buying 
leather for English, French and Rus­
sian army purposes and is not too par­
ticular about the price. Obviously 
with an almost unlimited demand from 
abroad for these heavy upper leathers. 
American tanners are not going to sell 
much below the export price to do­
mestic manufacturers. This remark­
able boom In upper leather is making 
big earnings for concerns such as the 
American Hide & Leather and A. C. 
Lawrence Leather companies whose 
business was in the doldrums during

One interesting result of the heavy 
exports of American leather has been 
the stimulus which it has produced in 
the Boston foreign exchange market. 
It. is saLd that the local supply of bills 
of exchange at present Is the largest 
In 30 years. This is not entirely due 
t> leather exports, but a very measur­
able portion is the result of these 
leather sales which are for cash in­
stead of the long billings given on do­
mestic sales.

There are good sized exports of sole 
leather mostly in the form of bends. 
Here the heaviest tannages of union 
and hemlock are in demand and at 
prices representing 1 to 3 cents ad­
vance per pound over July figures. The 
price of bends has in fact gone as 
high as 52 cents a pound in certain 
grades.

Shoe manufacturers believe that by 
spring some enormous army orders 
•will be placed in this country and at 
prices which will make the customary 
profit of 5 to 10 cents per pair seem 
very small.—Christian Science Moni-

PICES LANDINGThe sole head of s family, or any 
male over 1*-years old, may home­
stead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatch­
ewan or Alberta. Applicant must a^ 
pear In person at the Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Dis­
trict Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain condi­
tions.

Duties—Six months residence upon 
and cultivation of the land In each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of hie homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres, on certain 
conditions. A habitable house is re­
quired except where residence la pet* 
formed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a quar­
ter-section alongside hie homestead.

As the birthplace ot star boxers, 
San Francisco easily takes the lead 
among cities, the above list includ­
ing seven who made their debut in 
the Golden Gate City.

A study of these statistics shows 
that the majority of the best boxers 
are the product of big cities. Of those 
In this list bom in the United States 
and Canada, forty were natives of large 
cities, and twenty-six hailed from smal­
ler cities, towns and villages. Not 
more than half a dozen were born on 
farms, as far as can be ascertained. 
Outside of North America the division 
between urban and rural communities 
is more nearly equal, with eighteen 
natives of big cities and sixteen of 
smaller places.

Among the States of the Union, Call 
fornia is the foremost as a producing 
center of pugilists, according to this 
list. The Golden State has ten to Its 
credit. New York, Illinois and Penn­
sylvania are tied for second place, 
each having seven native sons in the 
list. Nearly a 
from these four States. Canada also 
lias seven in the list, three hailing 
from the Province of Quebec, and two 
each from Nova Scotia and Ontario.

Dividing the United States into sec­
tions, the Central States lead with six­
teen; the Eastern States have fifteen; 
the Pacific States ten; the New Eng­
land States eight; the Middle Western 
States five, and the Southern States 
four.

1895—George Godfrey defeated Billy 

Woods in 9 rounds at Baltimore. 
This bout was important only 
as marking the ring farewell of 
Godfrey, one of the best color­
ed men in the history of the box­
ing game. “Old Chocolate” was 
a native of Prince Edward Isl­
and, the little Canadian province 
which has turned out so many 
classy boxers. He began fight­
ing in 1879, and he was 42 years 
told when he retired from the 
ring in 1895. He died about a 
dozen years ago. If "Old Choco­
late" had been a little heavier, 
he might have made the great­
est of the heavyweights sit up 
and take notice. As it was, many 
of the big fellows were afraid 
to meet him, and drew the "col­
or line.’’ Godfrey fought a draw 
with Jake Kilratn, and challeng­
ed John L. Sullivan, but turned 
down a chance to meet the Bos­
ton gladiator. Later in his car­
eer Godfrey was knocked out 
by Kilratn at San .Francisco, by 
Joe Choynski at Coney Island, 
and by Peter Maher at Boston.

It has 
been found necessary to take the men 
who are enlisting for foreign service 
to Wanamaker’s restaurant for their 
meals, as there Is not accommodation 
at the Armory. Carpenters are at 
work arranging bunks and within a 
few days the large number of soldiers 
will all be looked after at the Armory. 
The bowling alleys have been covered 
over with a floor, and In a couple of 
days this section of the building will 
be converted Into sleeping rooms.
