Brig. Gen. W. S. Hughes, Youngest Brother of Sir Sam

Ottawa, June 6.—It is now fully be-
lieved here that General Mercer is
dead. He was the cominander of the
third Canadian division and was re-
ported missing since last Friday
when he was in the front trenches at
the time the heavy bombardment by
the Germans took place. Nothing
whatever has been heard of him since
and it is now considered almost cer-

if the three provinces would unite, the
money, for such a purpose, could be
provided without inconvenience. Any-
thing short of such an institution
would be inadequate to accomplish the
purposes required.

A Case in Point.

My attention has been more forcibly
called to this matter, when, recently
the small boys, about 14 years of age,
were brought before me, charged with
the very serious offence of breaking
into and stealing a great number of
articles from a number of summer cot-
tages at Brule, and the Cape, in the
Parish of Shediac. If T had sent them
to the penitentiary for such a crine,
as the nature of the offence warrant-
ed, their chances for an honest life,
upon their release, would be ruined,
their character depraved, and only a
career of crime left to them at an ear-
ly period of their lives. I gave them
a term in the “Boys’ Industrial Home”
in St. John, but as there is no provi-
sion there for them to learn a trade,
an adequate sentence would leave
them on their discharge later in life,
without the means of earning a living,

In the coming years by reason of
this disastrous war, there will be an
increased number of boys deprived of
parental control and support, for
whom provision such as I have men-
tioned should be made. I have there-
fore thought it my duty to call the at-
tention of the governments and the
public of the provinces to this matter,
being deeply impressed with its im-
portance.

Hon. F. J. Sweeney and the high
sheriff, G. B. Willett, spoke in terms
of strong commendation, while James
Friel, barrister, expressed dissent
from the views set forth in His Hon-
or's address, There is but one jury
case on the docket. Michael C. McCor-
mick vs. Hannah Gallagher, James
Friel for plaintiff, Hon. F. J. Sweeney
for defendant.

SUPREME COURT.

At the %idjourned sitting of the su-
preme court circuit yesterday, Justice
Barry presiding, the case of Francis
del Clements vs. the Bank of Nova
Scotla, Robert G. Wallace and Bdward
S. Crawford was taken up. The case
is being tried with a special jury. The
plaintiff claims $5,000 damages,*and
in addition about $400 special damages
on the grounds of maliclous prosecu-
tion and false arrest. In January,
1915, the plaintiff, at the Instance of
the defendants, was arrested on a
charge of obtaining money under false
pretences, the charge being that he
fraudulently obtained from the Bank
of Nova Scotia credit to the amount
of £360, less ninety cents commission
Incuriing a lability of $360 in a draft
made by the Clements Co., Limited, of
which the plaintiff was the manager,
directed to H. G. Harrison of tfs city,
and made payable at sight Following
his arrest three other charges of simi-
lar natvre were added. The Bank of
Nova Scotla, through their agents,
Messrs, Wallace and Crawford, alleg-
ing that the plaintiff fraudulently ob-
|tained money by making the following
drafts, cne dated December 7th, 1914,
ditected to the Susséx Mercantile
Company for $375; another directed
to A. E. Keirstead, for the amount of
$345, and the third to the Carleton
Produce Company for the amount of
$262.

Mr. Clements was given a prelim-
inary hearing in the police court and
committed to stand trial an {ndict-
ment being preferred against him on
four counts. On the charge coming
before the grand jury the indictment
was ignored, and Mr. Clements, who
has been out on bail, was given his
liberty. Mr. Clements now claims
damages on the ground that the
prosecution was a malicious one. The
defendants, in their defence, deny that
they and each of them had no reason-
able and probable cause for preferring
the said charge and for taking the
sald proceedings against the plaintift,
or that the defendants or any of them
in 8o doing acted with malice; on the
contrary the defendants and each of
them acted without malice, and in the
bona fide belief that they and each of
them were discharging a public duty.

Harl Kitchener was appointed Sec-
3 of State for War on August 9,
1914, & few days after Great Britaina
of war on Germany. He
was regarded as England’s greatest
soidier, and the decision of the gov-
ernment ‘to entruast him with supreme
direction of the war was received with
unanimous approval. <
‘ As the war progressed and Great
Britain’s deficiencies in certain direc
tions, particularly in regard to short-
age of artlllery ammunition, became
apparent, Barl Kitchener was subject-
ed to serve criticism, led by Lord
Northoliffe. The Secretary was charg-
ed with responsibility for fallure to
foresee the extraordinary demand for
heavy shells, and as a result the Min-
{stry of Munitions was formed with
David Lioyd George at its head.
Barl Kitchener's responsibilities
were further lessened by the appoint-
ment of General Sir William Robert-
son as chief of the Imperial staff in
December of last year. It was report-
ed at this time that friction had
arisen between Earl Kitchener and
Field Marshal French, then in com-
mand of the British forces in France.
Shortly after the appointment of
General Robertson, Field Marshal
French relinquished his command.
Notwithstanding the criticism| di-
rected inst Harl Kitch his
great accomplishments during the war
are recognized universally. Foremost
of his achievements is the creation
from England’s untrained manhood of
a huge army.
During all the years the British
people had looked on Kitchener's
silent, but effective work, they had
never been able to fathom his persol-
ality,. A kney non foned
officer, who had seen much service
under him, summed up the general
opinion when he sald of Kitchener:
“B's no talker. Not 'im. 'B's all
steel and h'ice.”
His face was that of a man who
neither asked for sympathy, nor
wanted it
He had steady, blue gray, passion-
less eyes, and a Theavy mustachs
covered & mouth that shut close and
firm, like & wolf trap. He believed
with all his might in the gospel of
work., He had illimitable self-confi-
dence. For bungling and faint-heart-
edness, he was incapable of feeling
sympathy, or showing mercy; an
officer who failed him once, got no
second chance. He had a grim la-
conic humor, s
“What is your taste in hairpins?”
for instance, is said to have been the
query with which he annihilated &
dandified officer. He was indifferent
to popularity, particularly among wo-
men, and though feted all over the
world in social eircles, he never mar-
ried.
Of several things that entitle Earl
Kitchener to a place in world history,
the most notable is that he organized
the largest volunteer army the world
has ever seen, in the greatest war of
all times. That within a year from
the sudden outbreak of the European
War, in August, 1014, the ranks of
British fighting men were quadrupled
by an increase from less than one
million to nearly four million.
All other great powers that entered
the war had huge standing armies on
compulsory military service. Great
Britain alone faced the {ssue with
confidence that its people would read.
{ly respond to the call of King and
Country without compulsion, and the
precipitious developments that led to
the war, found both the people and
the government unanimous in the ver-
dict that Kitchener of Khartoum was
the man to lead in the recruiting and
organization of the new army.
1t was not a sentimental clamor, for
though Kitchener was a proven hero
of many campaigns, his personality
was as impenterable as hardened
steel, and he was not a hero that
could be loved. Even the War Office
had no pronounced liking for him, but
on all sides there was profound re-
spect for his military efficlency and
for all he had done to extend the do-
mains of the British Empire.
By mere luck Kitchener happened to
be in England on one of the compara-
tively rare visits that he had paid to
London during his long career abroad
when the Buropean war broke eut. Me
had just come home from eervice as
British agent in Egypt, had accepted
ap earldom from King George and was
being talked of as viceroy of (India.
Within a few hours after England’'s
declaration of war Kitahener was ap-
pointed secretary of state for war, and
tmmediately took full charge at the
war office, where he worked day and
night to overcome the handicap which
the Central Powers had over England
in the matter of fighting strength.
He firmly told the British people
ttey had a bigger war on their hands
than they realized, and one that might
last longer than they expected, bul it
was to be faced with entire confidence.
Without his crowning achlevemeuts
as the great organizer of the British
campaign in the Buropean war, Kiteh-
ener had already won wide and lasting
fame by his many campaigns in Egypi,
South Africa and in India,
He wag born on June 24, 1850, in
County Kerry, Ireland, a fact that gave
rise to a general bolief that he was of
Irish blood, but his rarents were of
French and English descent, is
father was a soldler, but of no very
high rank.

Dablin via London, June 6.—The
proseoution today began the presenta-
tion of its case at the court martial of
Captain Bowen-Oolthurst, charged with
the shooting of F. Sheehy Skeffington,
editor of the Irlsh Chltizen, Thomas
Dickson and Fred Melntyre, during the
recent Irish rebellion. The defendant
is accused of munder.

The prosecuting officer said the de-
fendant took the three men from the
guard room with the remark, “I am
going to shoot them, as 1 think it the
right thing to do.” The guard room
orderly made a report reganding this
to the adjutant general, who sent &
message to the accused, but it is not
known whether it reached him. At all
events, deolared the prosecutor, the
men were taken to the yard and shot
by a firing party of seven men.

Went to HmDuth in Wreck of the Hampshire.

At the request of The MM a
well known St. John man who was
through the South African campaiga
end had frequent opportunities of
meeting Lord Kitchener, furnished the
following. impressions of the British
commander-in-chief last night:

“There are in Canada today many

| who take pride in the fact that they

were with Kitchener in Africa. Dur-
ing that time of service their prin-
cipal sensation was of supreme dls-
comfort. His was not by any meaus
& soothing presence. When Kitchener
was around, everybody knew about it,
for he saw that they did and that
they were attending to business, It
was their business to win the war
and his job to see that they did it.
A silent, almost taciturn man, heavy
in build, rather stoop shouldered in
those days, and an inveterate ciga-
rette smoker, he kept to himself for
the greater part of the time, and did
no more talking than was absolutely
necessary. It was impossible to tell
what was underneath, or to judge of
the man by his conversation, for Yie
never said enough to provide founda-
tion for an opinion. His presence was
actually oppressive, for in reality such
was his reputation that:men generally
were more or less afraid of him.
Perhaps the impression of his persoa-
ality was magnified, but there seemed
to be a feeling that he expected more
from those under him than was pos-
sible of ordinary’ flesh and blood, and
that rejoicing in his own wonderful
physical strength he made no allow-
ance for those who chanced to be less
fortunate in this respect.

Then all at once there commenced
that wonderful sweep, with sixty odd
thousand men stretched across the
country, advancing into the heart of
a barren and waterless land, amply
supplied, not only with food, drink
and clothing, but with plenty of am-
munition and everything else neces-
sary to the success of what was, in
those days, regarded as a compara
tively great campaign. Within a fer
weeks, instead of a deadlock at
Magersfontein, an almost hopeless
defence at Kimberley, and at Mafe-
king, and an evidently useless sacri-
fice at Ladysmith, there came an utter
rout of the Boer forces, a steady
and uninterrupted advance to Pretoria
and the first real break in the war.
This was accomplished, not so much
as the intermittent fishting that neces-
sarily took place, but by that wonder-
ful organization, which, under very
great difficulties, made such a move-
ment in such a country possible.

Maritime Provi-ces und

L. Col, C. 8. Bullock, who has been
authorized to recruit the 237th Over-
seas Battalion, CE/JF, having all of
Quebec and the Maritime Provinces for
nis field, came to St. John yesterday
en route to Digby to open a depot for
recruiting.

Now that the American Legion has
expanded from a small unit into & bat-
talion and again into a brigade, with
the nucleus of still another brigade
gully under way, it is only due to
Ldeut. Col. C, Seymour Bullock, the
man who conceived the diea of this
magnificent organization, to credit him
with the great work, practically un-
alded.

Through his own efforts, almost
single handed, without a dollar, ex-
cept that which he himself raised, and
without help in the difficult task of
working out the plans of such an or-
ganization, Colonel Bullock carried out
his self-selected task so that now he
is credited with being an organizing
success as well as being a successful
“Man’'s Preacher” and a genial fellow
to meet. It is said that he has done
more than any one American to dem-
onstrate that the United States yet
has a conscience that rebels against
su¢h wrongs as 'were infilcted upon
Belgium, :

The plan of the American TLegion
was concelved in his study one Sun-
day efternoon while he wus preparing
a senmon for the evening service in
big church, the “Church of Our
Father” in Ottawa. He spoke of the
plan to a few seleoted friends who at
first were not inclined to believe it
feasible, but he finally won their sup-
port and has carried out the sugges-
tion in a -manner most creditable.

His last commission from the Min-
ister of Militia is to raise a new bat-
talion, the 237th, from Americans in
the eastern provin in the vicinity
of the New England States.

This new battalion will be recruited
wholly in Quebec and the Maritime
Provinces. There are hundreds of
young men who have gome over to the
United States and gained residence,
who will comae back to the ¢all of the
Empire and find a place in the 237th
Battalion. Then, too, there are the
men from British Colonies and from
England, Treland, Scotland and Wales
who are itching to do their bit but
cannot afford to cross to England to
enlist—these men can come to any
bonrder town and find a welcome to the
new battalion., Over against the
President’'s policy of words without
action, the five battalions that have
been organized by Lt Col. Bullock
have as a motto “Acta non Verba.” Of
the first battalion organized 62 per
cent. had seen previous army eervice.
It>must not be forgotten that there are
thousands of eligible men from the
United States settled all through the
western provinces. These men are
enlisting in the western battalions
organized by the American Legion,
