DO-NOT BUILD NARROW HOUSES

Very often poultrymen ' build poultry

because they think it is~economy ‘to do so,
It i very poor economy because the long,
narrow house: costs muth more to build,
in’ proportion to the number of fowls that
it will aecommodite, than a wider one,’

That, however, is not the only reason
why narrow buildings sbould not be con-
strueted, - Such a building is npever, com-
fortable for the fowls, either in winter or
Summer, - In gummer it heats up very eas-
ily and in wintér it-gools as quickly. ‘In
stormy weather there is no chance for the
fowls to get back away from rain or snow
drifting in through a ‘window left open
during the day. At night the roosts are
86 near the windows that ventilation is
aimost impossible without allowing wind
and storm to rpach the birds on the roosts.

Houses should not be built Jess n ten
feet wide. - Anyone having a very marrow
bouse and not being able to rebuild it
should provide curtains for the #ogsts and
use cloth or burlap covered frames for ven-
tilating purposes. This will allow some
air to reach the fowls and will cut off the
heavy draughts, 4 J

DO NOT ENCUMBER FLOOR SPACE

No permanent or fixed poultry house
equipment should rest on the floor, or be
Bo near the floor that the fowls canmet
utilize the space under it. Roost platforms
should be at least two feet ahove the
floor and all nests should he hund on the
walls fully as high. The only exceptions
arve grit, shell and chareoal boxes orhop-
pers and the dry mash hopper, which must
be near enongh so that the fowls can eat
out 'of them conveniently, v

They should not be placed out in the
open but should be hung against the walls
where they will be as much out of the
way as possible. . The same is true of the
water fountain. - In some houses' the box
containing the dust bath is placed on 1
i front ‘of -the.window so. that the-fow
“can ‘exercise under it.. Al tronghs used
for feeding should be picked up when the
meal is finished and placed against the
side of the pen.

~ BRAN FOR FOWLS

Bran is rich in phosphates when com-
pared with many other foods fed to poul-
; and as phosphates account for the
formation: of bone, growing poultry may
with advantage be allowed a certain pro-
portion of it. It is also useful for laying
hens and if used occasionally as & change
and to add bulk to the morning mash, the
fowls will be greatly henefited by it,

In using bran, however, it should never
be mixed with other meals in a dry state
as such a mixture is liable to ‘sef’up a de-
rangement ‘of the digestive organs owing
to'its irritating nature. Bran before being
used should be scalded with boiling water,
and left for an hour at least to cook and
swell. A little may then be added to the
soft, food of growing chickens, or it may
Be used for laying hens in conjunction with
meal, using equal parts of each and driving
off by the aid of shorts. A mash thus
made is suited for use in summer~W. R,

When buying hogs, quaran-
tine the neweomers at a safe distance from
the old Iot for two or three weeks, to
make sure they are not bringing infection
to the farm. Don't take swine to the
country fair, until it is made certain, by
veterinary inspection; that.. no diseased
hogs will - be there; and, when the hogs
are’ taken back to the farm, quarantine
Yhem until all possibility of infection has
passed\ The Minnesota Experiment Sta-
tion  makes these suggestions ‘with a
knowledge that their application on the
ves of many hogs and
greatly aid in eradieating the disease,

at this period. *

The sow should by all means be separa
ted from the rest of the herd four or five
daye hefore farrowing. She will then . he-
come accustomed to her surroundings and
will be conténted away from the rest at
farrowing time.

Nothing is more important than abso-
Iute quietnese about the sow at farrowing
time. If she possess an excitahle tem-
perament she ‘will be miore contented if no
disturbance ‘is permitted. ;

Bome advise being with the sows at far-
rowing time and taking the pigs away from
them for a time, It will certainly do no
harm, especially in cold weather.

After farrowing it is best not to feed
the sow for twenty-four hours. She may

Provide shade for little pigs this hot
weather. Their skin is tender and scalds
and blisters essily under the scorching
rays of the sun. They cannot do well un-
less given such reasonable protection from
the weather, as most every farmer can
provide with trifling or no expense,

SUN SCALD.

This form: of -damage is very common in
some . localities, so common, in fact, that
a tree which escapes it is a rarity. The
greater part of the damage oecurs in Inte
winter, or during’‘the warm spring days
when the snow is going off. During the
warm: afternoons the sun, reflested from
the enow against the southwest sides of
.the tree trunks, becomes very warm. The
trunks are thoroughly warmed on that
side. They are thawed out, and the bark
becomes soft, sappy and pliable. Then,
when the sun goes down and the tempera-
ture falls again to zero, the bark is again
frozen tight. The next day the same
thing happens, and so day after day the
young bark freezes and thaws, and by
ithis means is torn to shreds. When spring
'arrives the bark is killed and broken

Then various kind of fungi get in
and the damage which begins by freezing
and thawing ends with spread of canker
and other troubles all round the trunk of
the tree. The best preventatives of sun
scald are low heads and' veneer and paper
cylinder oprotectors. High-headed. trees,
which are of doubtful value anywhere, are
altogether undesirable in places where sun
scald 'is bad. The protectors of paper or
wood veneer recommended above for mice
and’ rabbite will also give practical im-
munity from sun scald. This trouble is a
very serious eme, It is not uncommon to
find - entire young orchards ruined by it.
In sections where this trouble is prevalent
great pains should ‘be taken fo protect
young orchards from it.

Just why we
do not know; we certainly think that
they bebave as if they were not over eager
to comcede to their native province the
possession of such an agricultural possi-
bility.. True provmcza_l patr m so far
as agrieulture is concerned should not find

neither

. {80 many people ever willing to award the

palm’ t,f othell-1 provinces and to overlook
in 80 doing the Just merits of their own
land. Doubtless ‘we ourselves are in a
meastire responsible for that lack of true
provincial spirit, in so much as we hLave
not advertised sufficiently ‘the results we
have obfained in apple growing and the
possibilities indicated thereby. We are,
however, now alive to the necessit y of
constantly and attractively plamng before
our' own: people and the people of other
lands the posgibilities and the advantages
of apple growing in New Brunswick, and
we believe that so far as our limited
funds: permit that such is being' done.

The apple show held in the St. An-
drew’s rink last year, while it attracted
considerable ‘attention and much favorable
comment, did not receive the patronage
it deserved The explanation ig that
while people were aware that such a show
was to be held, they did not think that it
would be worth going to, or in other
words, they did not have enough confi-
derice 'in' their own province to believe
that such an apple show would be as well
worth attending as one staged either in
Nova Scotia or Ontario. To those who
attended such a belief is no longer pos-
sible; . they are converted to the cause
which we are anxious to advance.

At the gecond annual apple show, which
will open on the evening of Oct. 30, we
should have and hope to have more than
twice the attendance of last year. In
this way one of the main objects of the
exhibition is attained, namely, the adver-
{ising at home and abroad of the apple
uroducmg powers of the province, The
other main object of the exhibition is to
encourage our apple growers, to bring
them together socially and to foster with
them the adoption of co-operation. This
year mot only -will those in attendance
have a chance to see New Brunswick
apples, but they will have a chance to
judge of their quality, as single apples
and apples in baskets, boxes and barrels
in considerable quantities will be for
sale.

Nova Secotia today has an apple indus-
try worth millions of dollars, yet undoubt-
edly there was a/time when the idea theﬂ
that such a valuable industry would |
developed was laughed at. When “e‘u]
vance the same idea and hope for New
Brunswick we meet with a good deal of
the same" derision, but those who feel
that they are in a position to judge of
such things are confident that that idea
and hope will be realized. Just as others
in the now famous apple sections of this
continent years ago laid the foundation
for such success, so there- are men here
quietly and confidently laying the founda-
tion for a large and prosperous apple in-
