effort to point out that the settlement 
of the tariff relations with Canada will 
depand upon the result of the general 
elections in Great Britain. It says:

"The administration of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier is pledged to the formulation 
of a maximum and minimum tariff as 
a scientific substitute for the chaos of 
the present system. Germany and the 
United States will pay the maximum 
and Great Britain the minimum, but 
both Germany and the United States 
will speedily negotiate for reciprocal 
treatment. The issue obviously is de­
pendent on the election. If Mr. Cham- 
berlain obtains a mandate to discuss 
preferential treatment with the colonies, 
neither Germany nor the United States

St. Petersburg, Jan. 6.—The Assoc­
iated Press has been permitted to in­
spect a report prepared for the emperor 
regarding the situation in the Baltic 
provinces. The report declares that 
though open revolt has been crushed in 
many parts of the provinces, and though 
the local authorities, who were deposed 
by the revolutionaries, are resuming the 
reins of government under,the protec­
tion of troops, the situation is still 
serious. In the districts of Dorpat and 
Pernau, in northwestern Livonia, the 
troops are unable to move except in 
heavy force. A body of cavalry which 
made a forced march from Wauk. sur­
prised an insurgent band at Ruow, 
but the peasants resisted until their 
ranks had been torn and shattered by 

artillery, when they surrendered their 
arms and their leaders.

There is a strong concentration of in­
surgents in Meizekul and Lemeal, fur­
ther to the westward which must be at­
tached and broken up. A band of in­
surgents attacked general Orloff and 
his escort of a squadron of cavalry near 
Marienburg, but the attack was repuls­
ed and the leader captured. The latter 
was immediately tried by court martial 
and shot.

London, Jan. 5—Earl Carrington, the new 
president of the board of agriculture, re­
ceived this afternoon a deputation of ad­
vocates of the removal of the restrictions 
on the importation of Canadian cattle and 
promised that as soon as the election 
is over be will immediately take up the 
question and urge his colleagues to treat 
it from an imperial standpoint as weir as 
a national. The earl’s reply raised the 
hopes of those who are interested in pre­
vailing upon the new government to intro­
duce legislation necessary to permit or 
the importation of cattle from Canada.

Such a measure 
naturally will arouse the cupidity of the 
house porters and restore the intoler­
able system of personal espionage which 
was in vogue at the time of the late In­
terior minister von Plehve.

They were captured on their ar­
rival at the railroad station, after a 
desperate struggle with the police.

INIF JAPANESE HAD FAILED
BATTLE OF TSUSHIMA.

St Petersburg, Jan. 3.—The remark- 
able allegation that the British fleet 
was held in readiness to destroy the 
Russian fleet if the battle of Tsushima 
in the sea. of Japan had gone in the Rus­
sian favor, is made by admiral Rojest- 
vensky in a letter published in the 
Novoe Vremya today, with the permis­
sion of the minister of marine. Re­
ferring to the absolute secrecy of ad­
mired Togo in regard to the disposition 
of his forces, Rojestvensky declares:

“These were unknown even to the 
admiral of the British fleet, allied with 
the Japanese who concentrated his 
forces at Wei-Hal-Wei in expectancy of 
receiving an order to annihilate the 
Russian fleet, if this, the final object of 
Great Britain, was beyond the power of 
the Japanese."

Mr. Spring-Rice, the British charge 
d’affaires, without waiting for Instruc­
tions from his government, demanded an 
explanation from foreign minister 
Lamsdorff this afternoon of the. state- 
meats contained in the admiral’s letter, 
to the Novoe Vremya.

London, Jan. 3.—The St Petersburg 
correspondent of the Daily Telegraph, 
says he has had a conversation with 
count Witte in which the premier stated 
that the emperor and himself alike 
were astonished at admiral Rojestven- 
sky’s allegation that the British admir­
al had concentrated his ships at Wei-

Nelson in common with other sec-1 
tions of the province, was visited by an 
earthquake shock yesterday morning, - 
While it was not very severe and did 
very little damage, the shock was sev­
ere enough and lasted long enough to 
give all those who felt it a very definite 
idea of the possibilities of such natural 
phenomena.

It occurred at 9 minutes to 6 a.m., and 
lasted about 10 seconds. Every building 
in town was more or less shaken, some 
severely enough to startle the occupants 
from their beds.

Many possible explanations occurred 
to those who immediately sought them, 
but neither the heavy carts, long freight 

■ or swift passenger trains, nor the gales 
of wind could be discovered.

There was no wind, no train, practi­
cally no street traffic, and no sound of 
explosion.

Accounts tor December were passed, 
and January 10th was fixed as the first 
payday for the men now employed by 
the city on the construction of the 
power plant.

The council convened at 11 o’clock, 
with Ald. Gillett to the chair, and Aid- 
Bird. Malone. Macdonald, Kirkpatrick, 
and Annable. The minutes of the last 
meeting were read and adopted.

The finance committee reported re­
commending the payment of accounts 
aggregating $3014.22, which were pass­
ed and cheques ordered to be issued.

Ald. Gillett reported that the city 
had assumed since the last meeting the 
contract from A. McDonald and com­
pany for the pole line, retaining $200 
out of the price tor the cost of string­
ing the wires. The report was adopted.

Ald. Annable asked what action had 
been taken on the request of the hockey 
club for cheap lighting for the rink. 
The city clerk reported that no rate 
had been struck. It was decided to 
charge at the lowest rate permitted by 
the bay-law, half the rate for residences. 
The same rate was agreed upon for the- 
curling rink

It was moved by Ald Annable, second­
ed by Ald. Malone, that the electric light 
bill to the Nelson curling club tor the 
winter of 1904-05 be remitted. It was 
explained that a promise to Chat effect 
had been made by mayor Houston.

The city clerk reported that at the 
end of December the total of arrears on’ 
electric light accounts was about $400.

therein .Proceedings were commenced on 
Saturday by D. M. White, a former mayor 
of the city to quash the bylaw, and notice 
to that effect was served on the city by 
Mr. Sutton, solicitor for Mr. White, who 
It is understood acts in conjunction with 
several other parties, including loan com- 
panies, who own hotels affected by this 
bylaw, upon the grounds that the bylaw 
directly creates a monopoly in the hotel 
business and works a forfeiture of pri 
vate property. The parties behind the 
movement are very much in earnest and 
propose it necessary to carry the case to 
the supreme court of Canada. Great ex-

The first recorded instance of a board 
of rural school trustees declining to un­
dertake the heavy responsibilities Im­
posed upon them by the amendments to 
the British Columbia Education Act, 
occurred yesterday afternoon in Nelson 
at a special meeting of the board of 
school trustees of the Hume addition.

By the amended act the annual meet­
ing is fixed for next Thursday morn­
ing, January 11th, at 11 a.m. The 
present board met to consider their new 
duties, and the new financial relations 
created for them.

The provincial government provides 
$40 a month towards each teacher’s 
salary, and a supplementary grant 
equal to an amount raised in each dis- 
triet but not to exceed $100 a year. 
Therefore the maximum grant that may 
be obtained from the government for 
any school of one division is $580 a year. 
The Hume school board quickly esti­
mated that at least $300 more would be

The board must furnish the district as­
sessor with " a list of all persons resi­
dent and non-resident who own real es­
tate in such district, and of all resi­
dents of the district liable to be rated 
in respect of personal property or in­
come. and of all corporations, firms and 
persons not resident, liable to be rated 
In respect of real or personal property 
or income in the district, togther with 
a description of such property.”

After long and careful deliberation 
the three members of the board decided 
that they could not perform such tasks 
without neglecting their own work in 
the city, and that they should not 
assess the ratepayers for an additional 
sum for a paid secretary without receiv­
ing a special mandate from them.

No member of the present board will 
be a candidate for re-election.

Arrangements will be made to hold a 
general meeting of the ratepayers of the 
Hume school district next week, pro­
bably Tuesday evening, when the sit­
uation will be thoroughly explained to 
them, so that those specially Interested 
may have ample time for consideration 
before the statutory time for the hold­
ing of the annual meeting.

The Hume school has a regular atten- 
dance of nearly 40 pupils. It must be 
maintained at any cost or any sacrifice, 
but it seems that the burden cast upon 
honorary officials la an execeedingly 
heavy one.

The regulations referred to apply to 
every rural school district in the pro- 
vince and by next Thursday the chorus 
of complaint and protest is likely to 
become general.

Will Be Supplied With Ore From Brit- 
tannia Mine on Howe Sound

Victoria, Jan. 4.—The Britannia Smelt­

ing company, which for the last three 
months, has been making alterations 
and additions to its smelter at Crofton, 
is at length in a position to commence 
smelting, and one of the blast furnaces 
was blown in today.
H. C. Bellinger, the company’s consult­

ing engineer arrived in Victoria last 
evening, and this morning went up to 
Crofton to be present when manager 
Thomas Kiddie should make the initial 
run of these works, of which he took 
charge in September. The smelter has 
been closed down since early in 1904 
owing to there having been, an alto­
gether insufficient supply of ore avail- 

able.
The main source of ore supply will 

be the Britannia mine, on Howe Sound, 
from which both ore and concentrates 
have been arriving for some time past, 
until there is a comparatively large 
quantity in the smelter bins. Ore has 
also been received from Prince of Wales 
island, besides which a number of small 
lots of custom ore have been sent to 
the smelter, receipts to date being in 
sufficient variety to make a good smel­
ter mixture, as well as in quantity to 
insure a continuous run for some time.

your correspondent, Mr. Hill said: "We 
are now about making connection with the 
C.P.R. east of Frank. Up to date the 
company has expended $150,000 in an effort 
to place its output on the market. There 
are five tunnels and one stope at present 
working, all I am glad to say, in good 
coal, which varies in thickness from 8 
to 12 feet. Our haulage is done toy an elec­
tric motor. We have two 100 h.p. boilers, 
which work an electric plant, and an air 
compressor, which furnishes 1050 cubic feet 
of air per minute. Our haulage motor is. 
only used in returning empty ears to the 
mine, as all filled cars are run by gravity 
from the several tunnels to the main 
tram line, having a grade of a half of one 
per cent. Down this tram fine, which 
is 4000 feet long, the small cars or boxes 
run by gravity until they arrive at what 
is known as a “retard conveyor, ′ which 
drops the boxes down 600 feet to a tipple, 
which In turn dumps the coal into C.P.H. 
cars standing on the branch line which 
our company has built and now operates. 
This line is two miles long its stiffest 
grade is 2 per cent and it taps the main 
C.P.R. line at a point one and a halt miles 
east of Frank which “will, be known as 
Hillcrest Junction. The line has been 
well constructed by two Fernie contractors, 
Messrs. Peterson and Jewett,” and- the 
C.P.R. has built a 300 foot trestle over 
Old Man’s river. About half a mile south 
of Hillcrest Junction we have’laid out an 
admirable townsite.

“The superiority of our coal has brought, 
us more ordsre than we can handle at 
present. We are commencing with an 
output of 300 tons per day, but expect- to 
reach the 1000 ton dally mark within six 
months. W have an even hundred min­
ers at work now. So far we have not dis­
covered the presence of gas in the slightest 
quantity in the mine. Will we supply the 
C.P.R.? "Well railroads want the best in 
the market at the cheapest price, and 1 
think we have the necessary article."

COPPER GOING TO CHINA
Demand Due to Unrestricted Coinage Into 

1-Cent Pieces and Cash
: Washington, Jan. 4—Special agent Burill 
of the United States, says that the enor- 
mous increase in th importation of eop- 
per into China recently is due to its un- 
restricted coinage into 1-cent pieces and 
cash, which operation is under the abso­
lute control of the provincial authorities. 
While the multiplicity of mints promises 
to debase the currency of the empire, the 
central government leaves the question 
of production entirely with the viceroys 
of the provinces. As these officials realize 
a comfortable margin of profit on the 
coinage, business men here assume that 
there is no likelihood of its early cessation 
and that the extensive copper importation 
will continue. The Shanghai chamber ot 
commerce has investigated this question 
and has informed the diplomatic corps 
at Pekin that representations looking to 
the regulation of the currency should be 
made to the government. The chamber 
pointed out that as the Chinese provincial 
governments imagine they have a personal 
source of income from the profit of the 
mints, they may fail to grasp the danger 
of depreciation because of over issue. It 
was further suggested that if restrictions 
toe not made, foreign trade in China must 
inevitably suffer.
