No sooner is it sustained than talk

O. T. A. The question of local op-
tion was not before the province yes-
terday. It will not do for a provincial
government to yield to the view that
a provincial majority must not be
given effect if it comes from the
counties instead of the towns. Pro-
hibition has again been indorsed at
the polls as a provincial policy and
the whole area of the province was
included in the reference and is sub-
ject to the result.

Dry Avalanche Begins.

The divergence of opinion between |
the people of the larger urban cen-
ters and of the rural districts finds!
a typical instance in both London
and its environs. The annexed areas
of London, including the suburbs of
Knollwood Park, Pottersburg, Ealing
and Chelsea Green, are still, for the
purposes of provincial elections, a
part of the riding of East Middlesex,
which extends back into the country
to include the purely rural areas of
the townships of Nissouri, North
Dorchester and the outlying portions
of L.ondon and Westminster., The
polling subdivisions within London
or in close proximity to the city
voted largely in accord with the city
proper, while the drys rolled up their
counter-balancing majorities in the
shadow of the little red schoolliouse.

North and West Middlesex ridings
each added approximately 3,500 to
the total that wore down the lead
that enthused the advocates of gov-
ernment control im .the early stages
of the process of compiling the re-
sults.

That immortal who first discovered

| that there is nothing so uncertain as

an election or a horse race, was again
vindicated on the streets of London

last night. The first returns from
the province at large naturally came
from the cities and towns, and the
more compact ridings directly con-
nected by telephone or telegraph with
the news services and election bur-
eaus engaged in the compilation of
returns,

Toronto and a few of the larger
cities having dropped in their tallies,
fed the pent-up enthusiasm of the
wets with majorities that for a time
gave them a lead of seyventy to
eighty thousand. With such a sub-
stantial advantage the conclusion was
reached that the die had been cast
and London in the ensuing hours
witnessed a victor's demonstration,

One of the most curious things about women is that they can never
resist posing as martyrs. They simply revel in being pitied and ‘“poor
thinged,” and it is meat and drink to them to be regarded as one who
endures a secret sorrow and smiles above an aching heart.

This morbid craving for sympathy leads them to do many queer
things. It makes mothers reveal their children's shortcomings to strangers
and tell shameful secrets that would otherwise never be known. And, in
particular, it makes complaining about their husbands the favorite indoor
sport of wives.

It is very rarely that you hear a woman admit that she is hap-
pily married, that she loves and admires the man to whom she is
united, and that she considers that he does his duty quite as well
as @ hushand as she does hers as a wife. On the contrary, most
wives assume in public a meek, patient-Griselda attitude, as of one
who bears a heavy cross with an almost superhuman courage, and
when they speak of their husbands they are more prone to dwell
on hubby’s faults than his virtues.

Now, the funny part of all of this is that these women do not mean a
word of what they say. They are not really dissatisfied with their hus-
bands. You couldn’t get one of them to take a divorce if you offered it
to her on a silver salver garnished with alimony. Not one of them would
trade off the faulty he-man she has got for an impeccable saint.

When a wife recites the litany of her husband's weakness and
failings she is just indulging herself in an orgy of self-pity and
striking what she considers a romantic note—that of the misunder-
stood woman who is bound to one who can never really appreciate
her.

It does mot occur to her that she is doing the man to whom
she is married a deadly wrong, and that she is putting a spoke in
the wheel of her own fortune, which is, after all, his fortune. For
the outside world takes a man very much at his wife's valuation,
and she either bulls or hears his stock.

Reputation is an intangible thing that is made up of whispers, and
careless words, and shrugs, and intimations of things not really told. But
these make or mar us, and nearly always go straight back home. It is the
people who are nearest to us who write our price tags.

So when a woman whines that she can’t have an automobdile
because her hushand doesn't know how to get along in business,
we jump to the conclusion that he is lacking in energy and enter-
prise, and we pass him by if we are looking for a good man for a
big job. Or if a woman complains that her husband is grouchy and
grumpy, and hard to get along with, he registers in our minds as
a surly brute, with whem we want to have no dealings. We might

— President
Coolidge set forth tonight policies of
administration under which he pur-
poses that the government
maintain peace. promote economy,
provide a protective tariff. assist the
farmers, leave the people in posses-
gion of the property and maintain
the integrity of the courts.”

Mr. Coolidge spoke before the east-
ern division of the chamber of com-
merce of the United States meeting
here, and the address was carried by
radio to almost every section of the
country.

“There are now proposed at least
two of the most revolutionary changes
—government ownership of trans-
portation and limitation of the
powers of the supreme court.”

Public ownership he described as
a “most perilous undertaking, both to
the welfare of business and the in-
dependence of the people.

In foreign affairs the president
promised “in the interest,” declared
for constitutional covenants outlaw-
ing aggressive war, and reaffirmed
his proposal for adherence to the
permanent court of international
justice. He announced opposition,
however to participation by the
government international confer-
ences discussing questions of “purely
our own domestic affairs,” to the
cancellation of war debts owed this
nation and to the entrance of the
United States to the League of Na-
tions.
