STEAMER BURNED
‘TOWATER'S EDGE

Continued from Page 1l

Help, except from people living near
by, did not arrive until 2.30 o'clock
this afternoon, and passengers with
only night clothes and without food
suffered terribly. .

Among tne missing are:—A child of
Pilot Al. Pritchard, and Clay Breeze,
his wife and son and, a son of Archie
M. Allen, of Pittsburg. Thirteen mem-
bers of the crew are missing, and
Capt. Phillips says twenty or twen-
ty-five of the passengers are missing.
Two, passengers were severely burned,
but Will recover. Mrs. Fannie McCul-
lum, of Leavenworth, Ind., lost three
children. Pat. Burt, of Owensboro,
Ky., wife and six children were all
lost. The body bof a child dressed in
night clothes was taken from the
river at ‘Mound City.

Among the first bodies recovered
were Lthose of Capt. Wesley Doss, of
Cincinnati, and Miss Mary D. Tissim,
of Capnelton, Ind. There were seventy
passengers and seventy all told in the
crew. The captain and clerk late to-
night claim in all eighty persons have
been. accounted for, leaving sixty peo-
ple lost or unaccounted for.

When the City of A Pittsburg left
Cincinnati last Wednesday night for
Memphis, she had thirty-one passen-
gers and 4 erew of more than sixty.
The local officers of the packet oom-
pany say that some of tnese passen-
gers have since reached their destin-
ation ‘and others had been taken
aboard during the past three days at
points down the river. Some of the
passengers were from Pittsburg and
other up-the-river points. Even the
names of the passengers who started
from Cincinnati are not obtainable,
as the only register kept was in the
purser’s office on the steamer.

The Pittsburg was built at Mari-
efta in 1899 and was valued at $80,000,
She was 300 feet long and 80 feet wide,
and was owned by Johm M. Phkillips
and Abraham, of Pittsburg, and Dana
Scott, of Zanesvillee Mrs. Phillips,
wife of the commander of the steamer,

The disaster was one of the worst
disasters in the history of the Ohio
River pavigation The loss of over
$80,000 on the steamer does pot in-
clude the cargo, both being a total
loss. The latest estimales are that
150 persons were aboard and that not
more than half of them were saved.
Many of the latter were burned or in-
jured. As the register of the steamer
was burned, no list can be given,
either of the vietims or of the sur-
vivors, and in the confusion it has
been impossible to get complete lists,

Capt. Phillips admits that the death
list may reach sixty.
