' N this twenty-second issue of the YEAR BooK, we present
$Me for the first time the names of Secretaries of churches,
B¢ in addition to the names of Superintendents of Sunday
%% Schools. If we could manage in some way to get more
e* in touch with the Societies of Christian Endeavor
belonging to our various churches, we should be pleased :
but the fact of the officers being elected for only six months, has
been a difficulty. As it is, the Societies are not assisted by any-
thing in the YEAR BOOK, to correspond with each other. The
names of Junior Endeavor Superintendents (who are more
permanent), could be annually furnished; and the Societies
might appoint an Honorary Secretary year by year, whose name
might be reported, and who could be a means of communication
for the public and other Societies.

Our denominational statistics are more than ordinarily full
this year—an indication of skill and perseverance on the part of
the Statistical Secretary, and of a better appreciation of the
value of full and prompt returns on the part of the churches.
A remodelling of the tables during the year by the Statistical
Secretary—which he ie authorized to do—will doubtless bring
out some particulars more clearly in future.

And only one word more:—Will office-bearers in the
churches take more interest in the circulation of the YEAR
Book ? Its value depends upon its being read, and it is worth
reading! Don’t ask a man to give 15¢. for a YEAR Book ; but
ask him to give you a dollar, to supply each household with a
copy! Some churches ordered none last year—the minister

perhaps paid for one.

POSTAL INFORMATION.

REMARKS.

A letter once posted becomes the property of the person to whom it is
addressed, and must be forwarded according to its direction. On no application,
however urgent, can it be delivered back to the writer, or to any other person.

Letters bearing mutilated stamps, or stamps so soiled and defaced as to
make it imposeible for the sorting clerks to decide whether they have been used
before or not, will be sent to the Postmaster (feneral for his adjudication.

Register all valuable letters.

Address all complaints and inquiries respecting late or incorrect delivery to
the Postmaster. With a view to facilitate investigation always transmit the
envelope of a letter which is the subject matter of inquiry.

Letters for the United States should bear the name of the State as well as
that of the Post Office.

Letters containing Gold or Silver Money, Jewels, or anything liable to
Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by post beyond the Dominion, except to
the United States.

Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not be delivered
unless re-addressed in care of a resident or to some box in the Post Office.

Letters bearing only a street and number address, without the name of a
person, firm, or institution, are not delivered.

The public are cautioned against doing up book packets in envelopes notched
at the ends or corners: nor must the postage stamp be attached to both wrapper
and contents. The contents of a book packet must be so tied or fastened up as
to permit of being withdrawn for inspection.

Letters addressed to places in Canada and partly prepaid, will be forwarded,
subject on delivery to double the amount of unpaid postage.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS.,

Re-directed letters are not liable to any additional postage if handed back
to the Post Office with a changed address at the moment of delivery, or as soon
as possible thereafter, provided always the change in the address does not
require the letter to be sent to any place to which the postage rate is higher than
was at first payable. Re-directed letters should not be dropped into a Post
Office Box or receiver unless additional postage has been put on to carry them to
their second destination.
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REQUEST LETTERS,

Letters from places in Canada and the United States covered by envelopes
having printed thereon a REQUEST that the letters be returned to the sender if
not delivered within a certain specified time, will be returned as requested if not
delivered in the time stated.

POST CARDS.

For Canada and the United States, one cent each. For Great Britain,
Newfoundland, and all Postal Union countries, two cents each. Reply cards,
for Canada only, two cents each. Nothing must be attached to a Post Card.

SECOND CLASS MATTER.

Newapapers and Periodicals posted from the office of publication, are
authorized to pass free of pastage to regular subscribers in Canada, the United
States and Newfoundland.

The
limit of weight for Canada, United Kingdom and United States is 5 lbs., for
other Postal Union Countries, 4 lbs,

Seeds, Cuttings, Bulbs, Roots and Scions or Grafts can only be sent to the
United States as 5th Class Matter ; when posted for delivery in Canada, the
postage is 1 cent per 4 oz., and the limit of weight 5 lbs.

II. ENGLAND AND WALES.

England and Wales have one Congregational Union, meet-
ing in London in May, and in some place in the provinces in
Autumn. London has a Metropolitan Congregational Union,
424 churches, mission rooms and stations, with 228,467 sittings.

There are 49 County Associations, 2,782 ministers (includ-
ing London as above); seating accommodation for 1,570,021
persons; 4,610 churches and mission stations. Our English
brethren do not report the number of members in their churches.
Number of ministers, 2,782 ; 641 without charges.

ITI. SCOTLAND.

1. Scotland has one Congregational Union,an |1 101 churehes,
of which 6 were without pastors. There are 5 ministers’ asso-
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ciations, 109 ministers, of whom 35, including 14 “ Probationers,”
are without pastoral charge. 43 preaching stations and halls,

2. One Evangelical Union, formed in 1843, with 91 churches,
of which 11 are vacant ; 86 ministers, of whom 7 are not in pas-
toral charge.

1V. IRELAND,

Ireland has one Congregational Union ; 28 churches ; 27 min-
isters, of whom 3 are without charge ; Y5 preaching stations, at
which the various ministers preach, assisted by 46 lay preachers,

V. CHANNEL ISLANDS.

One Congregational Union ; 11 churches, in four of which

the services are in English, the others in French; 10 ministers, 3
without charges.

TorAL.—The total of churches, branch churches, and mis-
sions in Great Britain, Ireland and the Islands of the British
seas, including the churches of the Evangelical Union in Scot-
land, 1s 4,979.

. VI. UNITED STATES.

The total number of Congregational churches in the United
States is 5,236, an increase of 96. Ministers, 5,138, an increase
of 135 ; of these, 1,779 are not in pastoral work.; number of church
members, 561,631 ; net gain during the year, 18,906. Number
in Sunday schools, 646,994, These churches raised for benevo-
lent purposes, $2,402,679, and for home expenditure, $7,005,338,

during the year. Forty-nine State and General Conferences and
Associations in the various States and Territories.

VII. AUSTRALASIA.

In Australia and New Zealand there are 7 Congregational

Unions, 271 churches and branch churches, 143 pastors, and 57
resident ministers without pastoral charge.

VIII. EUROPE.

There are Congregational churches in France, Russia, Ger-
many, Spain and Belgium. In connection with the Evangelical
Mission under the late Rev. Dr. McAll, a Congregational minister
from England, there are 138 stations, 68 being in the towns and
cities, over 40 in Paris and the neighborhood, 4 or 5 in Algeria,
and some in Corsica. 10,000 children are taught in the mission.
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schools. Three Dispensaries are maintained. A mission boat,
or floating chapel, has lately been built, and is now visiting
many points. This boat is also carrying gospel hymns all
through France, and the extreme quickness with which the
people learn them is noted. A Canadian Auxiliary is in exist-
ence: Mrs. Edward Blake, President ; Miss M. Carty, 263 Jarvis
St., Toronto, Secretary. Income, about £20,000. In March,

1894, the Canadian Auxiliary Association reported $1,404,
collected in Ontario during the year.

IX. AFRICA.

The Congregational churches in South Africa are grouped
under the Unions of Natal and South Africa. In Natal there
are 18 pastors and ordained missionaries, and (exclusive of
stations among the heathen) 25 churches and preaching places.
In South Africa there are 70 churches and stations, and 47
ministers, 4 of them without pastoral charge.

X. WEST INDIES.

The Jamaica Congregational Union includes 10 churches
and 10 ministers, with 25 Sunday schools, 30 day schools, and
10,000 adherents. In British Guiana, the Congregational Union
there comprises 43 churches and 10 ministers,

X1. INDIA.

There are 8 self-sustaining churches, and 9 sustained by the
London Missionary Society; with 15 native churches, presided

over by ordained native pastors, and 3 English “ Union”
churches.

XII. CHINA.

In the Chinese Empire, in addition to the churches sus-
tained by the London Missionary Society, are 2 Union churches,
one at Shanghai and one at Hong Kong.

XIII. MADAGASCAR.

The total number of churches affiliated with the London
Missionary Society is 909. Every one of these has a school
connected with it. In addition to these, there are in the
capital itself a college for training evangelists and pastors, with
31 students ; three Eigh schools for boys and two for girls; and
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two printing offices employing some fifty youths and men; 33
missionaries of the London Society, 5 of whom are women, and
10 members of the Society of Friends, superintend the whole
work ; many of the missionaries having each 50 and more
churches under his care. Ordained native pastors, 828 ; native
reachers, 3,495 ; regular hearers and members, 341,000 ; in the
gormal School, 350 pupils: in the High Schools, 400 scholars ;
in the 4,600 day schools, 46.501 scholars. The political claims
and operations of the French are causing much anxiety to our

churches.
XIV. SWEDEN AND NORWAY.

About 400 churches in these countries are formed on the
Congregational model. Membership over 100,000. The largest
Independent meeting-house in the world is in Gothenburg, and
seats 5,000. There has also been a marvelous extension of free
churches, on the Congregational model, in Denmark, within the
last few years; set in motion by a Scandinavian who had been
deeply interested in Moody’s work in Chicago

XV. SANDWICH ISLANDS.

These islands contain about 57 Congregational churches,
with a membership of 7,000. The Theological Institute at Hon-
olulu educates ministers both for the home and foreign field.
These islands have, within sixty years, been so entirely Christ-
ianized, under the efforts of the American missionaries, that they
now sustain missions themselves in other islands of the Pacific.
The Hawaiian Evangelical Association raised $47,857 in 1892,

-and was sustaining nine missionaries with their wives upon the

Marquesas and Gilbert islands.
XVI. FOREIGN MISSIONS,

1. The London Missionary Society’s income, 1893, was

£139,911, and the expenditure £163,375. English missionaries

(male), 241 ; (female) 161 ; native ordained missionaries and pas-
tors, 1,736 ; native preachers, 6,446. Native adherents, 417,916.

EDITORIAL.

OR some time now, by an unwritten rule, the
s Congregational Union of Ontario and Quebec,
manages to get to Toronto every fourth year.
This time the meeting was in the Northern
Church. The church itself is not unfamiliar,
but the adjuncts certainly were, to many of
the brethren. The old school premises had
disappeared ; and a two storey brick struc-
ture had taken their place, with wide lobbies,
large rooms, convenient stair-cases, and ample
schoolroom above. The meetings were held
in the church proper, the luncheons in the
schoolroom ; the parlors were for committees, the lobbies for
“ trysts,” and even the lawn was found a use for, (by the photo-

grapher.)

TORONTO HAS IMPROVED

in the interval. We used to pity the horses, on the long up-
grade of Church Street, before we reached the church ; but the
“trolley ” now spins merrily along the wire, and the cars make
good time, whatever the load may be. And new blocks, and
new residences mark many of the old familiar haunts. The city
is growing large ; and with the street-railways to assist, is push-
ing out in three directions into the country. And ten Congre-
ﬁational churches, where, when we first knew them there were

ut two, is not a bad showing for our organized religious Demo-
cracy !

gave an elaborate address of welcome. He first dwelt on the
position and prospects of Toronto; and then referred to the
great names of English Nonconformity. Mayor Kennedy cer-

50 CONGREGATIONAL YEAR BOOK.

Toronto was pleased to have them come: especially as a few
days before, the same Warring Kennedy, Esq., had pointedly re-
fused to meet, or in any official manner recognize a convention
of the Liquor-trade. Evidently, there are conventions and
conventions !

THE TONE WAS GOOD.

The Union was in good heart. Every one seemed to feel that
the Lord had something for us to do in this land, and we were
learning to do it; and that the foundations were being laid for
usefulness and growth for days to come. The representation
was good ; and the delegates gave only moderate attention to
“gsight-seeing ” ; and were constant in their attendance at the
sessions. It was once more demonstrated that an assembly, met
for brotherly consultation, can find plenty to do—even 1f it is
not allowed and does not claim any legislative powers.

WOMEN DELEGATES

were in about the usual proportion of more recent years. But
we could not see that any use was made of their presence. The
officers and standing committees of the Union were twenty-nine
men ; not a woman among them, though five-eighths of the
membership in the churches are women. This can be remedied
in future meetings. The Society of Friends has settled the ques-
tion for two hundred years, of woman’s place among them ; nor
has it promoted unseemly forwardness among the women: a
pertinent example for others.

SOME DELIVERANCES,

The Union declared its position with regard to eivil and reli-
gious liberty ; Temperance; Disestablishment ; and Sabbath
observance. The amended Constitution, introduced by Mr. Leet,
was after being partially discussed, left over for next year ; to
be then taken ur in the form of reports from the Union com-
mittee, and f4%e boards of the various Societies interested. It
will probably eventuate, as has done a similar movement in
England concerning the Church-Aid Society and the Union, not
in amalgamation, but in a closer co-operation.

THE UNION SUNDAY.

For some unexplained reason, not a single pulpit outside our
own churches, asked to be filled by one of our Union. And this
while we have have been leading the way in the matter of
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Church unity ; and while we were showing the only way in
which it can ever be accomplished. It did not look well for
“union !” However, not a word was said about it ; and our ten
churches in Toronto, and many others everywhere around, were
well supplied by visiting brethren ; who thus spent “an high
day ” among brethren in the Lord, and former friends.

LUNCHEON.

Thursday and Friday, the ladies provided the Union with lun-
cheon; and one day “tea” also. It really gives, each day, two
hours more for the purposes of the Union. Many appointments
are made for conference ; and committees can take advantage of
a part of the time : things which would otherwise impinge upon
the hours of session. And there were no after-dinner speeches.
On the whole, we think the new plan a good one. “ We want a
rest!|” The only thing that seemed regretable about it, was
that Mr. Hyde, the new pastor of the church, who would natu-
rally preside at the luncheon and over all its speeches, had thus
so much less opportunity of coming into the acquaintanceship of
the brethren. We should all like to have heard him more.

STONE-LAYING,

The Wise-Man says, “ There is a time to cast away stones, and
a time to gather stones together;” and a little of the latter was
encouraged, on the Saturday, when John C. Copp, Esq., senior
deacon of the Northern church, and President of the Publishing
Company, and an interested promoter of the new enterprise, laid
the corner stone of a new building for the Broadview Avenue
Church, of which the Secretary of the Union is pastor. May
the stones thus “ gathered ” long shelter and accommodate an
attached and spiritually minded people!

COLLEGE EXTENSION.

Mr. Duff’s movement in favor of “College Extension "—for that
is its nature—seemed to fall somewhat prematurely on the
Union. The matter has not yet taken such root with us as in
the United States. There it begins to be widely (and very prac-
tically) held, that a man who has had the advantecss of a Col-
lege tra.iningi']—and much more when this has been at the expense
of the churches—is morally bound to help those around him who
are less favorably situated. Hence the “ College Extension ”
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movement, by courses of lectures and examinations. The To-
ronto Association seeks the co-operation of the College 1n this
cause ; and the matter is left for the Boards of the two bodies
to devise—if an arrangement should be made between them—
something for next winter.

HAMILTON NEXT YEAR.

A very cordial invitation being given by the First Church in
Hamilton to meet there next year, 1t was so decided; and, a good
Providence ]wl'lnitt.ill”_, the Union will meet (for the sixth‘linu-—
in Hamilton), on Wednesday 5th June, 1895.

Obitnary.

REV. HECTOR A. McINTYRE.

The subject of this sketch was born July 15th, 1852, in the
Township of Mariposa, Ont., and spent his boyhood years on his
father's farm. When seventeen years of age he entered the
Manilla High School, and two years later became engaged in
public school teaching, which position he held for a period of five
years. Karly in 1875, he became a member of Manilla Congre-
gational church, and two years afterwards began his college
studies in Montreal, preparatory for the work of the ministry.
During the summer vacations he supplied the churches at Acton,
Howick, and Turnberry with much acceptance and pleasing re-
sults. In 1881, he graduated from MeGill University with the
degree of B.A.,and the following year entered Yale College, New
Haven, where after a three year’s course of study, he obtained
the degree of Bachelor of Divinity. Returning to-Canada soon
afterwards, Mr. McIntyre received and accepted a call to Zion
Congregational church, Montreal, where for nearly three years
he remained as pastor, winning for himself, by reason of a faith-
ful and devoted ministry, the respect and love of all with whom
he had to do. After leaving Montreal, he accepted the pastorate
of the Smith Memorial church, Grand Rapids, Michigan, and car-
ried on faithfully and efficiently his pastoral and ministerial
duties with this church until 1892, when ill-health compelled his
resignation. For a time the complete rest enjoyed at the old
homestead gave hopes of returning health ; but with the coming
of early winter these fond hopes were all dispelled. Throughout
the illness there was no pain of body, nor suffering of mind, and
he waited cheerfully the messenger that was coming to call him
to his Father’s home. On the evening of April 21st, the sum-
mons come, and Hector Melntyre laid down earth’s toils and bur-
dens and took up the crown of life. On the following Monday
the funeral was held, when a very large company assembled to
pay their tribute of respect to the memory of one greatly beloved
and honored throughout the entire community. The beantiful
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church edifice at Cresswell was crowded to the doors during the
service, which was conducted by Rev. J. P. Gerrie, of Toronto,
who was assisted by Rev. Thos. Garbutt, Cresswell. The long
funeral cortege then proceeded to the cemetery, where the re-
mains of one of God’s servants were laid to rest.

WILLIAM R. CLIMIE.

Mr. Williamm Roaf Climie was the second son of the late
Rev. John Climie, who was well known as the pastor of the
Congregational churches of Bowmanville and Belleville, and who
received the highest honor that could be bestowed on him by his
brethren, having been elected Chairman of the Congregational
Union. Mr. William Roaf Climie was the worthy son of worthy
parents. He passed quietly to rest on 1hursday, the 14th day
of June, at his residence in Bowmanville, surrounded by his
family ; his end was peace. In December last he was attacked
by grippe, from the effects of which an abscess was formed in
his head. Though operated on, paralysis set in, and for some
time he was entirely helpless, but in-his conscious moments he
expressed his love and devction to his Redeemer, to whom he
was going. Mr. Climie was born in the Township of Innisfil,
in the County of Simcoe, January 23rd, 183Y, and was in his
fifty-sixth year. He was by profession a printer, conducting
first the Bowmanville Statesman, and afterwards the Bowman-
ville Sun. For a number of years he was a Deacon in the Con-
gregational church, and leader of the choir; and active in every
good movement. Over a thousand persons attended his funeral;
thus testifying to the public respect in which he was held. Mr.
Climie was secretary of the Ontario Press Association for four-
teen years; and for twenty-three years past the official Inspector
of licences for West Durham.

MR. JOHN RITCHIE.

It is with feelings of deepest sorrow that the Congregational
church of Wingham, has to record the death of John Ritchie, on
Sunday, Feb. 4th, 1894, in the 56th year of age, after weeks of
intense suffering ; borne with the same Christian patience that
always characterized his life.

He was one of those who insti-
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tuted the Congregational church here ; and up to the time of his
sickness took the deepest interest in everything appertaining to
the church and cause. He was superintendent of the Sabbath
school from the time of its formation, till two years ago, when
he asked to be relieved, to give more attention to his studies as
teacher of the Bible class. At all our meetings he took the
greatest interest. His hearty presence was a great help. The
cheerful way in which he took up responsibilities and carried
through every project was a lesson to all. He was the pastor’s
“right hand man,” and a pillar of strength. In losing him the
church sustains a severe loss, as well as the denomination at
large. May the mantle of Elijah fall on a coming Elisha, and
the good work go on for the Master’s glory ! We append a reso-
lution of condolence from the Sunday school workers. Both the
church and Y. P. S. C. E. Society could repeat this were it at all
necessary ; but they endorse every word spoken therein:

Dear Mrs. Ritchie,—In the hour of sorrow, few words should be spoken.,
The heartknowing its own grief, prefers to suffer in silence. Yet we, as a
body of officers and teachers of Wingham Congregational Sabbath school,
who have worked side by side with your departed husband, feel that we
cannot let the hour go by without tendering to you our heartfelt sym‘Eathy,
and letting you know how we feel concerning this our mutual loss. We can
attest to the faithful service rendered by the late John Ritchie as superin-
tendent, and as teacher for many years, always at his post until sickness
prevented, many times there when suffering intensely, yet ever cheerful and
hepful in suggestions. A teacher * that needed not to be ashamed, rightly
dividing the word of truth.”

REV. GEO. PURKIS.

The Rev. Geo. Purkis quietly passed away on Thursday, the
19th April, at the residence of his daughter, Mrs. Robert Free-
land, Bowmanville, Ont., in the seventy-eighth year of his age.
Mr. Purkis was born in Poole, Dorset, England, Oct. 22nd, 1816;
and was brought up in connection with the Congregational
church of that place. He owed much to the influence of a pious
mother, who sought to lead him to the Saviour when quite young.
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His mind seemed very early to awake to religious impressions,
which seemed to fix themselves permanently on his young heart,
and prepare the way for the consecration of life that followed,
When only four years of age, listening to a sermon by his pas-
tor, the Rev. Thos. Durant, from the text, “ The fool hath said
in his heart there is no God,” he was so deeply impressed with
the power of the truths that he never forgot it. Three or four
years later, his heart was deeply touched by an address of the
superintendent of the Sabbath school, from the words, “ Except
a man be born again,” and later, whilst still quite a youth living
at Southampton, his soul often trembled under the earnest
preaching of the Rev. Charles Adkins, whose ministry he atten-
ded. But especially was he indebted to Mr. James Vernon, the
Superintendent of a branch Sabbath school, in which Mr. Purkis
was a teacher, who with much kindness qought to lead him to
decide for (,lmst, which he did at the age of twenty-two, fully
giving himself to the Lord, and uniting in fellowship with His
people. He came to Canzula in the year 1844, and united with
Zion Congregational church, Montreal, under the pastorate of
the Rev. Henry Wilkes, D.D. From Montreal he went to reside
at Dickinson’s Landing ; still, however, retaining his membership
with Zion church, but working heartily in Sabbath school effort
with other denominations where his lot was cast. In the year
1856 he entered the employment of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible
Society, which position he held for eleven years. As he travelled
from place to place, he was often asked to conduct public servi-
ces on the Sabbath; which he did with much acceptance, and
thus he became well known in the various Christian communi-
ties. He was called in 1867 to the pastorate of the Congrega-
tional church, Waterville, Que., which position he accepted with
the full approval -and hearty support of the Home Missionary
Society. It was here that the great work of his life was done.
For twenty-two years he toiled faithfully, earnestly, lovingly,
and perseveringly amid much discouragement, in connection
with a weak and struggling cause, Y(,t with constant steady
growth in all departments of Christian work. When he began
his labors, the church was almost wholly dependent on the Mis-
sionary Society. When his labors ceased, the church was self-
sustaining, with a good membership and a comfortable church
building and parsonage. His memory is held in much esteem
through all the region where he labored, as it is by his brethren
in the ministry:. Those who knew him best appreciated him the
most. It would not be right to close this notice of his work
without referring to one who was indeed a helpmeet to him in
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all his life. Mrs. Purkis was a very decided Christian ; having
given her heart and service to the Lord when very young in
years. She died in Oct., 1883. As a helper to her husband, a
loving mother to her children, a true friend to all who came
within the circie of her influence, she had few equals. But they
are both gone home ; they have finished their work ; they have
entered into rest; they are transfigured with immortal glory ;
and their children whom they left behind are following in their
footsteps. “ Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord.”

ANDRE SOLANDT.

In a small village near the city of Strasburg, France, now
(Germany, in the year 1815, Andre Solandt was born. He was
early in life interested in religious work, and being of Huguenot
extraction he followed a common custom of these people in work-
ing part of the year at his trade and doing missionary work the
rest of the time. A call having come for missionaries to go to
the far-away land of Canada, he v lunteered, was accepted, and
after some special preparation in the schools of Switzerland, he
sailed, with a party of others, in 1844, to enter the employ of the
French-Canadian Missionary Society. Stationed for some time
in Montreal, he was present at the Gavazzi riots, helping with
others to remove the wounded to the hospital, after the soldiers
had fired on the crowd. Mr. Solandt for a time was stationed
in the city of Quebec, but soon removed to Inverness, Megantie,
which became his headquarters until his death. From this cen-
tral point, his travels extende ! from Shefford county to Gaspe
in Quebee, besides making some trips into New Brunswick.
Carrying bibles, tracts and religious papers, for forty years he
travelled as a herald of the Gospel, sometimes illtreated and
abused. Perhaps it is not too much to say that no man, in his
time, was more thoroughly acquainted with the country and the
people of that section than he was. When the French-Canadian
Missionary Society was disbanded Mr. Solandt retired to Inver-
ness, where he spent the remainder of his life until May 16, after
a brief illness, he passed away in his seventy-sixth year. He
leaves a widow and a family of seven sons and three daughters,
two of the sons being ministers of the Congregational Chureh,
of which Mr. Solandt was a member for many years. Thus has
ended the life of one of .the company of early missionaries, com-
posed of Vessot, Amaron, Tanner, Ami, ete., who laid the foun
dation of French Protestantism in Canada.

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CONSTITUTION.

CONSTITUTION.,

I.—That the name of this association be *‘ THE CoNGREGATIONAL UNION
oF ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.”

II.—That it shall consist of Congregational or Independent Churches,
and of ministers of the same church order who are either in the pastoral
office, or (being members of Congregational churches) are engaged in evan-
gelistic or educational service, approved or received at a general meeting,
and those laymen who have been Chairmen of the Union and are members
in any of their churches.

ITI.—That this Union is founded on a full recognition of the distinctive
principles of Congregational churches, namely, the gcriptural right of every
separate church to maintain perfect independence in its government and
administration, and, therefore, that the Union shall not assume legislative
or administrative authority, or in any case become a court of appeal.

IV.—That the following are the objects contemplated in its formation :
1. To promote evangelical religion in connection with the Congregational
denomination. 2. To cultivate brotherly affection and co-operation in every-
thing relating to the interests of the associated churches. 3. To establish a
fraternal correspondence with similar bodies elsewhere. 4. To address an
annual or occasional letter to the associated churches, accompanied with
such information as may be deemed necessary. 5. To obtain accurate statis-
tical information relative to the Congregational churches throughout the
British American Provinces. 6. To hold consultation on questions of in-
terest connected with the cause of Christ in general.

V.—To promote the accomplishment of these objects, and the general
interests of the Union, an annual meeting of its members shall be held,
each of the associated churches being represented by two lay delegates ; the
meetings to be held at such time and place as may be appointed at each
annual meeting.

VI.—That the Officers of this Union be a chairman, secretary-treasurer,
statistical secretary, minute secretary and committee, all to be chosen an-
nually from its members, who shall execute the instructions of the Union,
and prepare a docket of business for the annual meeting.

VII.—That alterations may be made in this constitution at any annual
meeting, provided that notice of such alterations has been given at the
meeting next preceding.

—— —

STANDING RULES,

1.—Applications for admission to the Union, whether by churches or
ministers should be made in writing ; and after having been raad to the
Union, shall be referred to a standing committee on membership. Churches
g0 a;‘)})lying shall present the written recommendation of three members of
the Union. Ministers bearing regular letters of dismissal from a kindred
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Congregational organization, and those who furnish evidence of having com.
pleted a course of study in the Congregational College of Canada, and having
been ordained to the ministry, may be received at once on these grounds,
Other ministers shall be required to bring proof of (1) their membership in
a Congregational church ; (2) their ordination to the ministry ; (3) if they
have come from any other denomination, their good standing therein ; and
they shall satisfy the membership committee in relation to their literary
requirements, and their doctrinal and ecclesiastical views. (4) Should the
membership committee be satisfied on these points and recommend the
applicant for membership, the recommendation shall be filed with the secre-
tary, and the application and recommendation shall then lie over until the
next annual meeting, when a two-thirds vote of the members present shall
be requisite for admission into membership.

2.—The Union shall meet annually on the Wednesday after the first
Sabbath in June, at 9 a.m., when if the elected chairman be absent, a chair-
man pro tem shall be chosen. After a devotional service, minute secretaries
and reporters shall be appointed, the Report of the Committee presented,
and the Standing Committee on Business, Membership, Nomination, and
Finance, chosen on nomination by the Committee of the Union. At1l1 a.m.

the Union will rise to give place to the Canada Congregational Missionary
Society.

3.—0On Wednesday afternoon the Union will hold no public session, in
order that time may be given to the work of the several committees.

4.—The Chairman’s address will be delivered on Wednesday evening.

5.—0On Thursday morning, the Chairman for the next year shall be
elected by ballot, or otherwise, after nomination by the Union Committee
or other nomination. Ballot papers shall be furnished to all members of
the Union present, if required ; and the votes shall be counted by scrutineers
appointed by the chairman. If no candidate have a majority of the votes
cast, the names of two persons having the highest number shall be reported,
and another vote taken. The Union will adjourn at 11 a.m. on Thursday,
in favor of the Canada Congregational Missionary Society.

6—On Friday evening a Conference on the State of Religion shall be
held, at which the Statistical Secretaries shall submit their annual reports ;
the Chairman and Secretary of the Union, and the pastor in the place of
meeting, to be a committee to make arrangements for such conference.

7.—The meetings shall be daily opened and closed with prayer ; the
morning devotional exercises to extend to an hour.

8.—No motion shall be discussed unless seconded ; no member shall
speak twice to the same motion without permission from the chair, and

e;;et_'y motion shall be presented in writing by the mover, if required by the
chair.

9.—Members of the Union shall register their attendance with the
Secretary in a book kept for this purpose. The minutes of the preceding

day shall be read at the opening of each day’s session, and the minutes of
the last day at the close of the session.

10.—The church in whose locality the annual meeting shall be held,

shall be requested to celebrate the Lord’s Supper in connection with such
meeting.
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11.—On Monday evening, during the sitting of the Union, a public
meeting of the Union shall be held.

12.—Application shall be made by the Statistical Secretary, one month
at least before the annual meeting, for statistics of the several churches, and
a brief narrative of the state of religion among them, that he may prepare
a condensed narrative of the whole for the annual meeting, and for publica-
tion, if so ordered.

13.—A collection for the funds of the Union shall be made a.n‘nually in
each church, on or near the Lord’s Day prior to the meeting. From this
source, the Finance Committee, after providing for other necessary expenses,
shall pay in full, if possible, the travelling fares of its ministerial members,
(provided always that no member of the Union whether ministerial or lay,
attending the meetings shall receive anything for travelling expenses, unless
such ministerial member shall have contributed not less than one dollar and
the church represented by the delegate not less than five dollars to its funds);
or, if unable to pay in full, shall deduct from the claim of each, such equal
amount as may be found necessary ; such payment not to be made until
after the final adjournment, except with leave of the Union.

14.—The delegates from the Union to corresponding bodies, who may
fail to fulfil their appointment by personal attendance, shall address these
bodies by letter, communicating in substance such information and senti-
ments as they would furnish if they were present at their annual convoca-

tions.

15.—All supplies of pulpits required during the Sunday in which the
Union is in session, which are not otherwise provided for, shall be filled by
the Nomination Committee in connection with the pastor of the church
where the Union is held, and a copy of such appointment shall be posted on
the door of the church where the Union is assembled.

STATEMENT OF DOCTRINE AND CONFESSION OF
FAITH. |

Adopted by the Union at its Annual Meeting at Ottawa, 8th June, 1886,

DOCTRINAL STATEMENT.

I. We believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and
earth, and of all things visible and invisible ;

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord ; who is of one substance
with the Father, by whom all things were made ;

And in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and Giver of life, who is sent from
the Father and Son, and who, together with the Father and Son is worship-

ped and glorified.
II. We believe that the Providence of God, by which He executes His
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62 CONGREGATIONAL UNION OF ONT. AND QUE,

eternal purposes in the government of the world, is in and over all events ;
so that the freedom and responsibility of man are not impaired, and sin is
the act of the creature alone.

III. We believe that man was made in the image of God, that he might
know, love and obey God, and enjoy Him forever ; that our first parents
by disobedience fell under the righteous condemnation of God ; and that all
men are so alienated from God that there is no salvation from the guilt and
power of sin except through God’s redeeming grace.

IV. We believe that God would have all men return to Him ; that
to this end He has made Himself known, not only through the works of
nature, the course of His providence, and the consciences of men, but also
through supernatural revelations made especially to a chosen people, and

above all, when the fulness of the time was come, through Jesus Christ His
Son,

V. We believe that the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments are
the record of God’s revelation of Himself in the work of redemption ; that
they were written by men under the special guidance of the Holy Spirit ;
that they are able to make wise unto salvation, and that they constitute the
authoritative standard by which religious teaching and human conduct are
to be regulated and judged.

V1. We believe that the love of God to sinful men has found its highest
expression in the redemptive work of His Son ; who became man, uniting
His divine nature with our human nature in one person ; who was tempted
like other men, yet without sin ; whog by His humiliation, His holy obedi-
ence, His sufferings, His death on the cross, and His resurrection, became a
perfect Redeemer ; whose sacrifice of Himself for the sins of the world
declares the righteousness of (God, and is the sole and sufficient ground of
forgiveness and reconciliation with Him.

VII. We believe that Jesus Christ, after He had risen from the dead,
ascended into heaven, where, as the one Mediator between God and man,
He carries forward His work of saving men ; that He sends the Holy Spirit
to convict them of sin and to lead them to repentance and faith ; and that
those who, through renewing grace, turn to righteousness, and trust to Jesus
Christ as their Redeemer, receive for His sake the forgiveness of their sins,
and are made the children of God.

VIII. We believe that those who are thus regenerated and justified,
grow in sanctified character through fellowship with Christ, the indwelling
of the Holy Spirit and obedience to the truth ; that a holy life is the fruit
and evidence of saving faith ; and that the believer’s hope of continuance
in such a life is in the preserving grace of God.

IX. We believe that Jesus Christ came to establish among men the
kingdom of God, the reign of truth and love, righteousness and peace ; that
to Jesus Christ, the Head of this kingdom, Christians are directly responsi-
ble in faith and conduct ; and that to Him all have immediate access without
mediatorial or priestly intervention.

X. We believe that the Church of Christ, invisible and spiritual, com-
prises all true believers, whose duty it is to associate themselves in churches
for the maintenance of worship, for the promotion of spiritual growth and
fellowship, and for the conversion of men ; that these churches, under the
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' 1y ' hip with one another, may
ance of the Holy Scriptures, and in fellowshij er,
gg;grmine——each for itself—their organization, statements of . behef, and
forms of worship; may appoint and set apart thelr_ own ministers, and
should co-operate in the work which Christ has committed to them for the

furtherance of the Gospel throughout the world.

X1I. We believe in the observance of the Lord’s Day, as a day of holy
rest and worship ; in the ministry of the word ; a.nd in the two sacraments
which Christ has appointed for His Church : Baptism, to be administered to
believers and children, as the sign of c}eqn_smg from sin, of union to Christ,
and of the impartation of the Holy Spirit ; and the Lord’s Supper, as a
symbol of His atoning death, a seal of its efficacy, and a means whereby He
confirms and strengthens the spiritual union and communion of believers

RESOLUTIONS IN REFERENCE TO COUNCILS.

Adopted at the Annual Meeting of the Union in Montreal, June, 1876,
and re-affirmed win 1880 and 1882.

1. That previous to the formation of a new Church of our order, a
Council of pastors and delegates of sister churches should be called by the
parties desiring to be so formed into such a church, and that statements and
documents relating to the proposed organization should be presented to the
Council thus formed, and its advice in the matter sought.

2. That in the ordination, recognition or installation of pastors, and
in the setting apart of evangelists in or among the churches, the church over
whom the pastor is to be placed, or of which the evangelist is a member,
should call a Council, before whom shall be laid the call of the church, and
the credentials of the pastor-elect, or of the evangelist, as the case may be,
and the advice of the Council sought in relation thereto.

3. That a Council consists of the representatives of churches, not
individuals, and it is expedient that each church consulted should be
represented by its pastor and a delegate, and should embrace, though not

exclusively, the sister Congregational churches contiguous to the church or
people seeking advice.
