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THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE—EASTERN ONTARIO AND QUEBEOC,
3 Smith’s Palls, 1918,

As 1 look around this building I am reminded of the last time that our Conven-
tion met in “fhis eity ‘some yeurs ago—of the splendid meetings, delightful fellow-
ship and spiritual uplift of those seesions, when the presence of some five foreign
missionaries, who found themscives in the neighborhood, added not a little to the
general interost. d

Tt is indeed a privilege to attend these Conventions—but, we must not forget that
we, a8 delegates, have a duty to perform to those who remain at home. Let us har-
ness up the power which we receive in these sessions, 5o that it may .count not only
for all that is best and noblest in our own lives, but that we carry home with us to
onr communitios the inspiration of what we have recéived. Bo often we have such
wonderful experiences at these meectings that we would fain, like impetuous Peter
on the Mount of Transfiguration, remain on the mountajn forever.

¥t is far easier for us to sit here and listen to the splendid reports and be
fwitt=d Ly our speakers than to go bome and face the hard and rather discouraging
tadk of trying to instil some of our mountain-top experiences. We must not be dis-
coveaged or unduly cast down when, instead of the open arms for which we crave,

our Convention echoes roceive a chilly weleome. Rather let us turn our vision into
setual, every-day, loving service to our Lord and Master, by giving ourselves unre-
servedly to Him.

There is emough power in a Convention like this to enthuse onr whole constitu-
eney. ~ We speak regretfully of the indifferent women, and wonder how to interest
them. To whom ‘doés the task belong to lead them out of the valleys into the moun-
tain-top; if not to us, the women who have had these experiences? Who are to be the
I«deu, 4f not the women whose privilege it has been to see the vision of the ecorh-
peiling task of the whole world to be made one in Christ Jesus!

Oreat tasks await the womanhood of to-day. Captain Btratford, ome of our
Montreal chaplaing, now in Franee, put this very strongly in an address on ‘‘ Women
and the War.’” He said:—

“You women are entcring into a responsibility which will have no equal in all
listory, for the war will end this old age, and usher in a new age, and women will
enter into an unrivalled heritage.  There never was a time in which it was better to
bo alive than in this year 1918, You stand at the parting of the ways—a road
unbroken by the footprints of humanity, an opportunity of which the women of the
past never dreamed, It is your task to recomstruct the shattered ideals. We have
beer building Wrongly, and haven’t begun to express Christinnity in the world. We
have been building on ereeds instead of a Life. The only thing you ean depend on is
charateer, and only when we make the Life of Christ the ideal can we have some-
thing' to build on, Tt is the women who are responsil,’o for the roligious ideals of a
nation. '’

Women outside the Churéh are doing wonderful things to help the world along
eeonontie,social and political lines, but no matter how much of our time and thoughts
may be taken np with these, our ¢hief concern must be with the work of the Church,
if we are to meet the challenge of the hour.
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T think that the National Baptist Laymen’s Committee of the Ufiited States
(thte same men who carried to :uch a successful issue their million dollar drive) have
reached the right Tusi when they recently took as their objeetive *‘the quicken
ing and deepening of the spiritual life in all their membership—that is the great
need of the Chureh to-day. o Some years ago there was a groat ery of ““Back to
Christ.”’ Let our watehword bé not *‘Back to Christ,”’ but “* Porward to Him.''
He is our leader, and a vision of life as Jesus taught and lived it is the only motivc
that will awaken in people the convietion that the winning of the world for Christ is
the, chief coneern of His Chureh. 1

“*Would you win all the world for Christ? ~
Oneé way there is; and only one;

You must live Christ from day to day,
And see His will be done,

Only by treading in His steps,
The all-compelling ways of love,
Shall earth be won, and men made one
With that great love above.’’

As T look back over the year, one feature stande out particularly—money.  We
have heen talking money, writing money, thinking money, and praying for money.
Is there something wrong with our methods? Are we, in our W to reaeh our
objeetive, pushing aside the spiritual side of our work?

There are other functions of the cirele which we must pmoto ~—above all, the
devotional life. In a little book called *‘Help Those Women,’* F. A, says
that in order to have real suceess in our work we must increase the spirit of prayer
in the lives of our women.. A moment ago I referred to the indifferent women. Are
weg praying for them? In a eertain women’s society the ‘‘inner civele’’ gathered
together for intercession for the women who did not participate in the life of the
chaoreh. A list of these was made out, and the names divided up. . They began then
to intercede with God -for those on their list, Boon these women wepeé yisiting and
praying with the non-partieipati b Once a month a meeting was held to
exchange experiences and enroll m-eomen. Things soon happened that glorified
God, not only in the women’s cireles, but throughout the whole ehurch. 3

Prayer leads to action in our lives—and when we learn to pray, giving will have
quite a different upect. Onr Mission Oireles were organized for the. purpose of
spreading ‘missi infy , and raising ‘‘over all’’ offerings with which to
send the Gospel to the women and- ehildmn in nop-Christian lands (as well as to those
in our own eountry). Dues or subseriptions were fixed—so small a sum a8 two cents
8 week-—in grder that all the women might partiepaté in the work of the Criele. This,
on the other hand, has had the result of limiting the giving of many who should haye
paid into the eause mueh larger amounts. An.example of the harmful results of
placing too small.a standard on our giving is scen in & large communion: where the
slogan was ‘‘One dollar per eapita from every member each year for missions.’’
They hed that standard in nﬂl,bltltmkahngﬂmndhrdwork
to get beyond it.

Theﬂmehngmbywhenwenuﬂqu.pobgoﬁuﬂy when we mention money
inmneethnwithl[hhu. Thdnyaf-lntbtmhpn,udwﬂhlt!hw
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ecommittee, the penny eoblections, and ice cream socials to raise money for the greatest
work in the world—the giving of Christianity to the unsaved. ‘We need to present to
each of pur women the principles of stewardship. All we have, all we are, belong to
Him. He requires the first fruits of our time, energy, talents and money. When we have
learnt this great prineiple of giving, we need have no fear of the result of our year’s
work, No breathless rushing to and fro in a feverish endeavor fo glean each last
seattered financial wisp. Rather we will await the result with calm eonfidence, for
onr ‘‘expectation is from Him.’’

You have demonstrated by your giving this year that our Society is able to go
forward to greater things. In attempting the seemingly impossihle task of raising
$700.00 more thon our last year’s budget, we gave God His opportunity, and have
been able by His grace to gloriously achieve the same. To Him be all the praise.

1t is rather signifieant that during the yoar before the United States went into
the war—that year of her greatest finanicial prosperity—her eontributéons to Foreign
Missions fell off one hundred thousand dollars, while during the same year Canada,
with all her sacrifice of men and money for war work, increased her contributions by
one hundred thousand dollars.

The record of the great British Societies during these war years seoms almost
miraculous. Four of them report at the close of their finaneial year that in each case
the total income }as boen larger than ever before, and in each case there is a small
palance on hand. Tn the United States and in our own country the large Societies

ing great paigns in the millions. When the spirit of sacrifice is in the
air, it is no time & halt the line of missionary advance, and our little Soeiety—small
in mumbers—but just as important in God’s scheme for the r demption of the world—
must, like these others, which are so much more influential, ‘Go forward in His
name.”!

But it is not quite enough to make a record fi ially. It is requi
that we should ourselves grow ap the years come and go. No year is good enough
10 be & standard for the ome that comes after. ¢«‘Bach pew year should be a step on
the mountain_elimb, lifting our fect a little higher.’’

{{Porgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things
which ‘are before,”’ let us ¢‘press towards the mark, for the prize of the high calling

of God in Ohrist Jesus.’’

Now, of all days, ‘we are called to go Forward.

“You ber the incident—it may be apoeryphal, but it has truth in it— of
the drummer boy in one of Napoleon’s campaigns to whom the great commander
farned in an hour when the cause for the day seemed lost and said, ‘‘Boy, beat me
& retreat!’’ And to him the lad dared to reply, ‘“Sire, I know not how. Desaix
mover taught me that; but T ean beat a charge that will mgke the dead fall into line!
1 beat that eharge at Lodi; I beat it at the Pyramids. Lot me beat it now!’’ And
without waiting for the word, he beat his charge, and over the dead and the wounded,
and over the breastworks and the batterymen, he led the way to vietory., To-day let
us not know how to beat any retreat. Let us hear the voice calling now more clearly
and more appealingly than it ever ¢alled in any of the days gone by, ‘‘If ye love me,
ye will keep my commandments. ”

" e'What did he eommiand? In these very last moments, His chance for one final
word, until the sky grows ruddy with the hope of His coming agaiu, there before the
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clouds’eaught Him wp out of sight of men, He said, ¢’ Ye shall be wmy witnesses unto
the uttermost parts of the world.’’ And the thunder of the guns heross the battic
fields of morthern Frante eannot drown in the heart of any Christian man the sum
mons, the deathless abiding , of those last words,’—(Robert E. Bpeer.)

FROM PITHAPURAM, 1917-1918.

Another busy year has gone, and the hot season again finds we Mi!ipting to
write a roport in-a temperature as wicomfortable i the other extreme as & below in
the Canadian West, and with hospital work at high tide. The year hus been one full
of ‘work, and ‘equally full of joy. Tt'is a never-e»ding, ever-present pleagure to have
the means at hand to help the needy. 5

The numbgr of in-paticrits during the yeor has had the usual eébb nad flow (frowm
25 to 45), with an operation and a half for each day of the year, “ ('The half might
mean begun one day and finished the next!) ~And one ¢all for each working day. A
call sometimes means b trip of 25 or 30 miles by ear out-to a distant village, some-
times & day’s travel by train, mor often it means a trip to a village four or five
miles away. ‘The Trafie Superiitendent, whose daughter has ‘been: oné of -our
patients, has given me n pass, so that I ean go and come by the pnt freight train,
thius doing away With long waits for pussehiger trains,  As ‘“rest u a ehhnge of
work,”" these trips are times of refreshifng. g ;

At the beginning of the year I changed thie womeu's afternoon Bunday Sehool
at the bungalow to u preaching service ut the hospital. This meeting hiw been well
attended by the patients and their friends, the maximum attendinte being 75. The
bed patients look forward eagerly to the day when they shall be ‘well enough to attend,
and often ask $o be earried in. Visiting missionsries lind been most kind, taking this
serviee. wheneve?r at Pithupuram, and zs 1 have Tooked at these talt, majmed and
blind in Oriental aftife and atfitude listening to the words of life, am reminded of
the Gospel seemed When Christ spoke to just. suek poople and afterwards healed their
diseases, and T pray that we also may put first things Sist and see beneath theic
physical ills their sin-gick souls, G A

During the year the Ranee has becu pleased to vigit the hospital on two oceasivas.
Onece the Rajah and Ranee and their five children came to tea, visifing the*hospital
afterwards, First came the toreh-bearers—-only they carried. innese wooden spears
Zothen the forermner on & motoreycle, next the childrén’s car, and the Ranee’s gosha
ear, followed by attendants on bieyeles, and Jast and least, ol inuvmerable multitude
of street arabs and some not young enouighito be so clagsified, but’ just as corious.
All the doors and windows were shut, and we had tea inside . The second. occasion
the Ranee brought a friend, another Rante, nnd their eight childter sat on chairg and
manipulated dighes of ice cream in quite modem style,

Qur present. most urgent need is for an Buropean ward. Since taking the work
T have had 127 European patients, of which 45 Wery in-patients, These L have had
to have in my own homé and entertain as well ag treaf, This does not apply to the
missionaries; who are alweys one of the family; and. whom we are always delighted
to have with us. However, the patients have been most patient, avd although scous-
tomed to much better than T could offer; have taken it most cheerfully, And I have
found amiong them many warm and true friends. The first two months of ‘this year
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were high tide, when I had an average of a new European guest-patient every fourth
day, ‘For their sakes, 1 wish we bad a sep-.ate cottage, where they could be away
from -the echo of the ‘general hospital work.

T must tell of our Nittle cast-away, A little 7-days-0ld baby. because it did mot
cry lustily, was given & dose of opium and thrown out under a tree. It was out all
night in the rain, but next morning one of the family, seeing it still alive, rescued it
and ealled mé. ‘I found it rolled in a wet rag, in & little dark room, and asked them
to give it to me, which they readily did, and I brought it home. As the child grew
strong, so also their affection for it, and my house was besieged day and night by
loving Zriends wanting & peep at the babe. After three weeks, when we thought the
litfle cast-away was properly appreciated, we gave her back to them.

A Brahmin man, while staying here with his wife, became interested in reading
tbe ‘Bible, He used to sit by heér reading it, and one day she said to him, ““You
believe in their God, you pray to Him for my recovery.”’ He did so, and refused to
20 to0 & cerfain temple and do pujah, us her family wanted. Later, when his mother
died, he refused to perform part of the ceremony, thus incurring the wrath of the
other members-of his own family. .

All Christmss Day Miss North and T spent by the bed of a lawyer’s baby, as
the Jittle one’s life slowly ebbed away. We were amply repaid for our little sacrifice
by & letter from the lawyer, a Brahmin, who said be did not so much regret the death
oiwmmumpmnnmmmwutmrmgm really meant in a prae-
tieal way: - When a native doetor secs a case is hopeless, he leaves at once, and does

wo more for the patient, May these seeds sown by the wayside and among thorns
bring forth some fruit,

One Oircle, which ,dces not eombine the
two meetings, has its Sewing Cirele oi ‘second and fourth Thursdays of month, and
the regular Missionary ting: the first Thursday.

The devotional part of the meetings was npt emphasized as much as one would
expeet it to be, only one Cirele making special note of a half-hour preliminary prayer
sorvise. Are we forgetting our greatest weapon in the accomplishing of our objeet?

More and more one heard that the members were taking their full share in the

duct of the tings, using the inspiration of the speeial missionary speaker only
for the special occasion. Many Circles said that each member was expected to take
part, It was very gratifying to note that fewer and fewer of onr Cireles were spend-
ing their energies on other work than that to which they are pledged. The greater
the Joyalty shown in this regard, the sooner will our obligations towards these fields
e discharged, and we be able ta reach forth to theése many openings in other lands.

A bright idea carried out by one is that of having & Board in
the Bunday School each Sunday-—a bulletin board of missionary. information, put in
an attractive and striking form, Its influgnce would be far-geaching, and by having
two girls take it each Bunday, ‘‘many men of many minds’’ would be brought in.

A favor for which one Cirele was particularly grateful, and a note for some other
couneillor perhaps, was the ‘‘open house,”’ which one councillor kept for the Oircle
over which she had charge. It was not hdrd to pieture the good times they had
tegether in the informality of a home gathering.

Y One of the questions put on the eards sent out was as to the use made of the

programmes in the LINK and ‘‘Visitor.”” Evidently a great many are making use
of them, either as they ecome out, or are using them as published a year previous. It
would seem that even to those who for some reason have not chosém the printed pro-
gramme, has been given the idea of the stody-book as ome worth developing, and a
musiber reported the using o2 such books as ‘‘The Life of Rev. J. E. Davis,’’ or
¢Xia Dominion,”’ or ‘‘Mary Slessor of Calabar,’”” We hope that the lessons of this
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coming year in both our papers may meet the needs and desires of a still larger
number of our Circles,

Miss
Baskerville gave us a word as to what she had observed durng ber furlough of the
lack of thorough diffusion of knowledge among our people. Mrs. Mitchell was good
enough to answer many questions concerning our South American work, of the lan-
guage used, being Bpanish, of our work being almost entirely evengelistic in charac-
ter, and of the splendid ¢ontribution made by Mrs. Morton and Miss Wilkinson.

Miss Wilson spoke to us very freely and pleasingly of her desires. BShe told us
that she had felt 'very clearly the call to patriotic service, and had searched for what
woemed the place in which she would best fit, even taking as a preparation the course
as & V.A!D. Then had come to Edmonton, Mr. Baker, with story of need and oppor-
tunity in Bolivia, and with it had come to Miss Wilson what seemed to her a eall
to the highest sort of serviee. She had answered that call, had been accepted so
quickly beeause of the impossibility of Mr, Buek, who was a previous applicant, leav-
ing the country, and was now on her way with hopes for suceess. 4

The opportunity of meeting will give both to her and to us the feeling of part-
nership in that great work to which she is going, and we will follow her with keen
interest, and look forward with pleasant anticipation to the messages she has
promiged to send us from time to time.

Band work was well put forth by the
Superi dent, Mrs. R , with helps of photographs, an Indisn village, natives
dressed - according to enste, native Koreau, Chilean, and many povel-shaped mite
boxes, all splendid in teaching Band work.

The evening session wis led by Rev. H. W. Wright in seripture reading and
prayer. Mrs. Rickert, in a few well-chosen words, presented Miss Murray with a
Life Directorship certificate of ‘this Society, and read the following resolution passed
by the Board:—

Medicine will not save a
soul, but love and kindness, which we eai give; will save: these poor wandering
children, thus being slaves to custom, they say, ‘‘ What can we dot’* You agk your
God to help you, and He answers you, so we come.”! I cannot convey in this space
what e felt as we listencd to this message. - We wanted to give, each and every one
present, of all'that the Lord had given us. Thanks to all who mude this Convention
& sucdess, The numbers were smaller than usual through sick and this epidemie,
but my task is incomplete unless I try to convey in words the apirit of these meetings
¢4 our_ Circles, the inspiration from meeting with cach other and the help reeeived
throughout our Convention. The all to go ‘‘Forward’" must be answered by the
womei of our ehurehes: - ¢ Will you do your sharet’?

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FORTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CORRESPONDING SECRETARY,
Madame President and Ladies:

Tt seems but @ yery brief season sincé we met in that enthusiastic gathering at
Kenmore, Where we prayed that the spirit of eager devotion that seemed to pervade
the emtire Convention would remain with us throughout the year and ecarry wa
through to the high goal we had set ourselves. And it is with hearts overflowing
with love ind praise that we gather to-day to render thanks to our Heavenly Father,
who has brought us out into a large place and established the work of our hands.

‘40 give thanks unto the Lord, call upon His name, make known His deeds
among the people: talk ye of all His wondrous works."’

Your Board has most diligently and faithfully triad thvoughout the year te
bear the torch aloft, by frequent and earnest prayer at the regular time appointed;
by the messages to the Associations by the representatives chosen; by the steady and
eonseerated service of the various officers of the Bociety; and in every way known te
us have we endep d to keep upp st in the minds and hearts of our women the
great work in India and our responsibilities and privileges in sharing it.

The BEastern and the Grande Ligne Associations were ver; happy in having as
a speaker Miss K. M. Marsh, home o her first furlough, and several Circles in the
Townships also shared the delight of a \visit from this most devoted, and the emly,
honorary missionary in India. Her message wiil not soon be forgotten.

The visit of Dr. Allyn to Montreal, under the auspices of the Student Volunteer
Movement, gave us an opportunity to meet and hear one who has had a most unique
experience in medieal work in India.

It is impossible that this world war should continue so long without‘lsﬂcctin‘
that remote corner of Indis where our interest is placed, and so it came to pass that
through the seareity of passenger steamers, there was much delay and anxiety over
the home-coming of Miss Murray, and it is with hearts full of gratitude to eur
Heavenly Father that we welcome our devoted missionary to-day, who finally reached
home,, two months or so after the appointed time.

The conditions of travel to and from the East arp a grave menace to the eut-
going' missionaries, and we trust matters may improve before the early spring, whem
iss Hinman is antieipating, with so much joy, coming home on her first furlongh.

Another serious dificulty is the exceedingly high rate of exchange. The Rupee
Fund created last year has earried. us thus far, but is now almost diminished, while
the exchange is increasing rapidly. .

At Akidu there has been need for a long time for a permanent wall around the
girls’ eompound, and Miss Hinman- this year makes a very strong appeal that we
would eonsidér this a real necessity to the work. d

May- we commend to your loving thoughts and prayers Miss Clara Mason, alone
on that isolated fleld of Narsapatnam, bravely shouldering the. entire responsibility
of the station, with none but natives to hear her company or to help her with-advice
and eounsel.

In September, Surea K Jr., who had béen in- Yellamanehili School, came
back here to help me, and in spite of cholera, late rains; ete,, we Had & blessed time
touring, punied by 8. Ki , B, Alice béing left to carry on the work at
Nome.  Some of the goldsmith young men spoken of in & former report came to the
tent regularly, and seemed to love the things of God. We had many interesting
experiences in’ the villages, and many proofs of the workings of God’s Spirit. Tt was
inexpressibly sweet just as the shades of night weie falling, to have the people gather
about the tent, as they ‘were returning from thefr work in the fields, to Jisten to the
@ospel story, sing hymns, and learn-to pray, I am sorry to say that in some places
where last year some had rejected the truth, hardness of heart had ensued.

Kanamma, Jr,; developed a groat gift for presenting the Gospel, and knowing
the Bible 8o tyell, conld answer the varions questions brought up in our large gather-
ings. During these days, her prayers and her geal for God were a source of wonder
to me, but alas! just after we returned from ‘tour she was stricken with eholera, and
although I nursed her day and night and everything possible was done fey her, the
Master had other serviee for her, and took her home. She was so young and elover
and consecrated, T miss her more than words can tell in the work, as well as about
the house, for she was my companion during these months I have been alone, After
her death I seeured an Anglo-Indian woman, who a)nnh Hlndp;uni, and we. were
Woginning Zenana work and planning Bible classes for high caste womien, but after
a woek she was seized witht malarial fever and had to return to her home.

"1 feel that I'have had 'a unique opportunity of presenting Ohrist. Many have
Veen the expressions of gratitude for my services, from the lowest to the highest.
But still the people seem’ joinied to their idols. Countless numbers of sheep, goats

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and fowls were offered to the cholera goddess. I wondered where the 7,000 were
who had mnot bowed the knee to Baal. But I praise God for a coming King, and for
the multitude in Narsapatnam, who shall yet extol the glorions majesty of our God.

For weeks previ to the paign the Bibl and I went regularly to teach
the few Christian women the appointed hymns and texts, encouraging them to pray
for their village.

Meanwhile, with much preparation among teachers and lead the . i
was launched, our faith not warranting the grand results, The Spu'it owud the
message, and nearly thirty stood out for Christ, The closing session saw many of our
school children yielding their hearts to Jesus.

6. Borrow and Sunshive. This last term saw the passing of one of the bright-
est and dearest boys in the 8th Btandard. After a long illness and all the eare and
nursing 1 gave him day and night for some time, he left us to join the chorus of
priise above. We grieve for ourselyes, and for the parents in the loss of their only
son.

During the year, three girls and fourteen boys were baptized; over thirty eon-
verted, but some need more testing and teaching,

Seventeen children graduated this year, some going to High School, and some to
Teachers’ Training.

In Mareh, the 8th Standard wrote essays for the Corning Temperance Prize, given
by Miss De Prazer, and were pronounced very good,

Pray for one in work attainments fall'far short of ideals.

Ouy ‘missionary’s time is divided up among the caste and Christian women in
town and out-villages—Sunday sehool work for children in town and- fields, and gen-
eral evangelistic work.

Cholera in town sadly hindered the work for quite a while, but it gave an oppor-
tunity to eontrast the quictness and confidence of the bereaved and sorrow-stricken
Christian home with the frautic worship and bloody saerifices of the caste people.
When the epidemic subsided, work was resymed, and when touring time eame, we
were abie to leave our new Biblewoman, Deenaming, to help the regular worker, so our
pupils were not neglected, nor the children in the Bunday schools.

We lost & number of pupils by marriage, but these brides are taking to' their
new.homes the wedding present of & New Testament, and with this weapon and their
dlight knowledge and their hynins, they aré /ntering their new homes with the Light
of Life. Oh, that many would priy that they be kept loyal and faithfol, these new
fittle daughters-in-ldw. One ‘already has been the means of arousing interest in an
outside honie, which has been opened to the visits of the Biblewomen.

“‘Pouring has boen farther and longer because of ‘the newly nequired pony, and
in #pite of rain, cholera and smallpox; we had good times and plénty to do.”” Not-
withstanding the prevalence of those terrible disenses, our missionary was wonder-
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fully kept and preserved in her visiting and teaching right in the midst of these real
dangeérs, trying to be reasonably eareful, and committing herself to the care of the
One she serves.

¢ At Kaza, the Bibléwoman had prepared for me a week ahead, and we had a
large gathering and very good collection for the Help-meet Society. The men pres-
ent ‘were %o aroused by the generosity of the women that they started a campaign f§r
labor, money and material for the new chapel, which is now being constrneted, of
briek,

Our Help-meet: Societies have not been as satisfgctory of late—prineipal reasom
heing lack of leaders, but we are improving, getting a4 better-educated and equipped
clags of ‘girls as teachers’ wives, who ean lead and teach the women and become
really interested in the work. Our hope of progress lies in them, but in spite ef
all drawbacks, the women gave better than last year for the support of their Bible-
women. This work lies muech on our heart, for the training and leading out info
service of theso native women seems most important in view of the future of Chris-
tianity in this land. Their influence upon the social life is greatly needed, and their

itness will be pondingly valuable, but they need teaching in order to bring it
all isito subjection to the elaims of Christ.

Sunday Sehool work is improving, teachers and scholars alike showing more inter-
est. At our 1 inati the child show they have grasped the meaning
of the teaching by their ability to put the lesson into their own words, giving them
troe ““loeal coloring.’’ ‘It was a great pleasure to reward them with the prizes semt
from home. i :

At Kordali we had a most notable welcome from Rattamma, the wise one referred
to in o former report, who nine years ago had héaped insults upon us and our teach-
ing. - Now a chastened and subdued widow, she sent for us and honored us in every
way possible—this time it was the Brahmin priest who called down her ridicule and
soorn, 'This visit in Koradali is full of ineident, if there were only time to quote the-
report im full,

We have three splendid hard-working Biblewomen—Mary, Martha and Deenamma
—Desides Jane, who is pure gold, but feeble, and still works a little at Borgauels.
1 eannot tell.what & fort, help and inspiration these women aré to be personally,.
and how invaluable on the whole field. Their usefulness increases with their years.
Their tact, courtesy and helpfulnoss make them welcome everywhere—they really
‘‘go.about doing good.’’ But what are three on this great field? We have one iw
training and two more asking to be taught, bt four years must pass before they dre-
ready.

‘8o, in spite of cholera, smallpox, devastating rains, and many attendant cargs’
and perplexities, we have had a year erowned with God’s goodness, sweetened gnd
brightened every day by the companionship of fellow-workers, Canadian and Indigs.

The memorizing of Scriptire has been the means of rich spiritual tonic in some
<ases. Then the joy over repentant sinmers—one, an earl scquaintance of. 14 years
ago, who, in those days, resisted the Beripture, preferring the pleasures of sin, has
recently reached the Father’s house, but alas; by, way of the ‘‘far country’’—the
buxom widow, now an ynrecognizable physical wreck, The cleansing by  the Word and
som¢ medical attention has restored her, and now @ humble child of God, she delights
in the simple acts of kindness which emanate from her cheerful, sympathetic nature.
Through her and her mother, also na-:tly bsptiud, we hope to reach the entire
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:amily, and ask your prayers on their behalf. Many instauces of this kind remove
the reproach of barremness from the Yellamanchili church, and to the ear of faith
there is"sound of abundance of rain. This encouragement has giver new life to our
raithful shepherd, Pastor Peter.

Nookamma’s support is still provided by the Telugu Women'’s (Christian) Help-
nioet Societiees; and God continues to use her in the sslvation of souls. Her twe
sons, Abraiam and Adam, to whom she is absolutely devoted, are becoming useful,
and erve a8 océasional teachers in village schools. .

The development of the work on this field will be assured when the ranks of the
Indian helpers are recruited from among the people, as it is written of Another: ‘‘I
Lave exalted one chosen out of the people.”” Beveral such reéruits are buckling on
their srmor.

Our angel nnawares, referred to last year, has proved, indeed, worthy of our
coufidenee. 'This year our angel is in the form of a Sub-Registrar and family, who,
unable to find lodging, were given shelter in our pound, and have ined
shedding sweet fragrance by their humble, helpful lives-—a real asset to the cause of
Christ here, and bringing-us into acquaintance with Christian relatives in: Narsapat-
nams Contaet with these eultured, withal humble, Christian families has been elevat-
ing, a8 it has been pl t to our ity, and furnishes a needed lesson on the
lumility of real worth. ’

Lastly, we rejoice in that good and perfeet and acceptable will of God, whick,
contrary-to our inelinations, wills furlough, and ‘‘at such a time,’'’ We rejoice im
one of our kith and kin to ‘‘earry on,’’ and further rejoice that, by His grace, we
have wherewithal-to answer them that sent us.

Sehool Work: The Caste School has been keeping up its progress, in spite of
the illness and enforced absence of both: teachers. Good substitutes were found,
lowever, and_bettér work is looked for next year.

Tihie little evangelistic schools have been productive of good work, the children
improving in conduet find attendance, aid ecager for more teaching. One school of
about fifty soholars meets under & tree, among the farmer and weaver peopie:

We are rejoieing in tlie increased spiritual life of the teachers.

Touring, though hindered by rain and cholera, was marked by interest from
many Who yet lack the courage for open confession. Many are so poor that they
cannot ‘give up Bunday work, and nced courage to trust God to eare for them.

REPORT OF HOME AND FOREIGN MISSION BANDS OF EASTERN
ONTARIO AND QUEBEC, 1917-1918.

The Boerctary rejoices in the yearly improving reports of work done in the
Bands.  The leaders are understanding more and more the privilege and opportunity
whish is theirs, One leader says: ‘‘It took eonsiderable energy to lead, but it was
worth while, and everyone has to expend energy working for the Master.”’ In the
plaee where her Master wished her to be she found it *‘worth while.’’

Three Life Members were made—Miss Bva E, Hollister, Cornwall; Miss Alice
Sproule, Ottawa, and Miss Margaret Hill, Highland Park. Red Oross work has been
done iw most of the Bands. Boys in one Band made 12 very fine scrap-books, and
collegted 1,700 magazines for the returned soldiers. Boys take part in the exereises,
oceupy ‘offices, and are happy to be kept busy. A system of self-denial is practised
in one Band. Hach child has a little book, in which she enters the offering and how
the money wis earned. The book is ehecked up ench month by the leader.

At Grande Ligne the Band meetings are held only during the hot summer
moniths; when Feller Institute is elosed.. The leader does what she can, at the time
when ghe ean.

A Montreal Band made money by the sale of pretty beads made by the children,
and the ealendar they prepared was one to be proud of.

In o country Band little ones of 5 and 6 years helped make blocks for a quilt,
which-sold for a goodly sum. Another has a half aere field of beans to be sald,

The ehildren in our schools in India received many gifts of little bags, picture
bhooks and colored cards. A Sunday Sehool class dressed a doll o3 a Canadian girl
and ‘presented it to the Band, and the beautiful doll has gone to India under the
name of Sunshine Westmount. The Slavie Mission at Ottawa was remembered at
Christmas-time with gifts for a tree, and also with an offering for expenses.

(hildven are taught to lead in sentence prayers in more than one Band. The
Lord’s prayer, the ‘‘Great Commission,’’ and the Band motte for the year are
repeated every Wednesday at the meeting of a Band, and seriptural methods of
giving are taught. “This Band coutributed #50 towards Miss Murray’s passage
monéy, by the sale of tickets at 5 cents each; these tickets were contained in little
mileage books holding 20 tickets each.

/ The Bands of ‘the Convention have s record year in giving, contributing $837.95
to onr Home and Foreign interests, this from 27 Bands, many numbering but seven or’
cight ehildren, in small eountry districts.

The motto. for the year is contained in the word ‘‘Forward.”’ Let us keep. it
ever before us. !
