“Lhave recently conc'uded with the King
of the Frencli a convention calculated to put
d to differences which have arisen of late
years between the fishermen of Great Britain
and of France :—This convention, by remov-
ing causes of dispute w1 ten' to cement that
unica between the two countries which is so
advantageous to both, and so conducive to
the zeneral interests of Europe.

“1shall continue to pursue with perseyor~
ance the negociations +4 which [ am engaged,
to persuade all powers of Christendom to unite
in 4 general league for the entire extinction
of the slave trade, and I trust that, wx'h the
lessings of Providence, my efforts in s
righteous a cause will be rewarded with sue~
Cess,

“ I regret that the differences which led to
the withdrawal of my minister from the coust
of Tehian, have nut yet been satisfactorily ad-
justed by the government of Persia.

“ In order to fulil the engagements announ~
ced to you at the opening of the present session,
