Management and Crossing
of Fowls.
. St
Messrs, Epitors.—A few words for
' the “Ioultry Journal.”—1I see in differ-
ent papers, much said about fowls. It
'is the opinion of some that fowls do
not pay, and others say that fowls "pay

the best of anything on the farm. My
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opinion is that there is nothing that will
pay without proper care. I have kept
fowls about 20 years, and am convinced
that they do pay. Some say they have
to feed them all winter for nothing.
That ts not the case with me. The
first thing to make fowls pay, is to have
the right kind, and secondly is to feed

them right, and at the right time , third- |

ly to give them proper care.  Now it
you wish abundance of eggs, get Ham-
burgs, Polands, Spanish, Leghoins, and
Houdans. But if meat for the table,
get Dorkings, Brahmas, Cochins, Chinas
or some large kind. But if you want
profit only, I have found that two full
breeds crossed are the best for the farm,
as they are hardy and stand the climate
of this country better than full breeds.
Now, I would advise every farmer to
get at least two or three kinds of fowls
of full breed, and cross if you wish. Thave
three cockerels of full breed, and hens
to match them ; but [ have other hens

to cross with them. I have now 27|

hens, all told. and 7 of them were hatch-
ed in July last, 12in June, 2 in May, and
6 old hens. 1 commence feeding in
October, so as not to let them get poor
in the fall, as that is the worst time of
the year. My hens commenced laying
about the 8th cf January last, and since
that, to the 13th of March, they have
layed 540 eggs, besides what have been
lost or broken, and many of my neigh-
bours’ hens have not commenced lay-
ing. This is proof that a good breed
of fowls, and good care, will pay, and
that poor breeds and no care, is only a
bother about any farm. I suppo seour
amateurs will not agree with me about
crossing fowls. I aw greatly in favour
of the best breeds, and have always
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[not say as some  say, that they com-
| menced at such a date to raise funcy
fowls. I may say that the first thing I
! can remember was some chicks, and [
( have never lost my fancy for fowls. |
might describe some breeds of fowls
that are not much known in Canada,
but a few words on crossing bre:ds. [
have found Buft Cochins and dlam-
burgs to be the best cross for sitting,
and Hamburgs and Polands for laying.
Now, Messrs. Lditors, if my few remarks
should be of any good for your Journal,
vou may muke use of themr. I inust say
that I wish you success 1n your under-
taking.
