The most delicate and
feeble-bodied of that glorious band cheris:-
ed in her heart of hearts the conviction that
the good cause could not be overpowered by
the force, nor subdued by the perfidious vil-
lany of the mutineers. Night after night
the rebels retired for a little while to medi-
tate fresh mischief, and to increase the
wickedness of to day by the more exasperat-
ing wickedness of to-morrow ; but not even
this perzevering system of eastern devilry
could induce British women to bate onc jot of
heart or hope. Sometimes mothers saw
the loss of those whom they loved with ten-
derness ; but they had this consolation, that
their sufferings were not brought on by the
neglect of any duty. It isthe remembrance
of those good deeds that caused all classes,
high and low in Calecutta, to receive these
ladies with respeciful aud affectionate defer-
ence. Their pallid faces and mourning
dress, as well as their antecedent history,
will secure them sympathy in every Chris-
tian land ; but, above all, in that Jand which
rejoices in possessing women worthy of be-
ing the wives and mothers of indomiable
British coldiers.— Morning DPost.

Tract and Bible
Societies,

The great American religious societies
appear to be in a sad state of confusion.
The Tract Society is floundering decper
and deeper in the mire on the slavery ques-
tion ; a few individuals in the maoagement
being determined to ignore and annul the
aclion and wishes of the great mass of its
sepporters. This state of things, however,
cannot last ; the paid servants of the society
cannot continue to control it unless the reli-
gious public prove as dough-facel as the po-
litical public in the United States has hither-
to been on questions involving slavery.

The American Bible Society is also rapid-
ly getting into the same state of internal
antagonism. Great peins were Dbestowed
some years ago in trying to get up the most
perfect edition of the suthorised version
ever published. Afier careful collation of
more recent editions with those of King
James' translators, an immense numbelj of
slight inaccuracies of punctuation, speiling,
&o., were corrected, and where editions dit-
fered in some unimportant words, the best
was selected. In two cascs only were slight
changes made in the text not affecting the
sense and in ackngwledged accordunce with
the original.

Io & recent letter the Rev. W. Batler
writes :—What a singular coincidence. it
seems that the English and American Me-
thodist missicns to India should both bave
commenced their labours under afflictive cir-
cumstances, in each case comnected with
their superintendent ! ]

On the 3d of May, 1814, the superinten-
dent of the first band of Wesleyan miasion-
aries, our own Dr. Coke, suddenly died, al-
most within aight of that Indis which be
loved 8o well. - His bretbren, deprived of
their zealous and devoted leader, landed in
grief and sadoess upon these shores.

Nearly balf a century rolled over, and on
the 19:b of September, 1857, another ship
neared the coast of India ; this time bearing
uot English, but American Methodist mis-
sionaries. They are also the first band that
their Church had sent to India, and they,
too, are overwhelmed with anxiety and dis-
iress, for they fear that their snperintendeat
is'no longer among the living !

Bat this is not all.  On the doctor’s death
James Liynch was appointed to take charge.
He labored neared thirty years, and then
returned to Ireland, his native land. He
was there appointed to the Comber Cir-
cuir, hl;ll‘. being feeble, | was sent to assist

_him. This was my firat appointment. The
good old man took quite'a fancy to hie
youthful colleague. 1 was to him as an
own son.  We travelled and labored toge-
ther ; God was with us, and sinners were
couverted.  And now he is calmly awaiting
bis departure to a better world, full of years
and of the grace of (iod, while the boy
preacker that he so fondly cherished and
prayed for fifteen years ago, is away in
thmt very India, and superintendent of the
tirst American Methodist mission establish-
ed there !

| Tae NearoLiTAN EARTBQUAKE.—The Offi-
| cial Journal of, Two Sicilies ot Feby 1¥.h,
publishes a complete list of ali the victims of the
memorable earthquake ot Dec. 16, 1857. The
total number of dead amounts to 9 350, and the
wounded to 1,859. It appears throughout the
Mot that the number of dead bas greatly exceeded
that of the persons more or less injured. Thus,
at Montemurro, a place of 7,000 inbabitaats,
5,000 were crushed to death by the falling houses
and 390 severely injured.

Greece.

The accounts from Athens state that, . ad-
| dition to the thirty persons amnounced by
telegraph as baving been killed by the late
eartbquake at Corinth, sixty more were seriously
injured by the falling of the bouses. The inhabi-
tants bad rushed from the town in the utmost
alarm, and pitched tents cutside the walls. The
Greek Government had forwarded medital men
to the spot, and also assistance in money and
provisions. The King bad sent to the sbflerers
a sum of 3,000 drachmas from his privy purse.

The news that has come to band from the
East sbows both in India and in China an un-
broken series of successes. In the former coun-
try the rebellion if dying out everywbere.ex-
cept in Oude, and even in that country there
are indications that the great landholders are dis-
posed to come to terms, and that, if it suit-
ed our hovor, we might regain the country
without a single caonon shot.

10 China, the in‘eliigence discloses a singular
state of things.

ed; and yet these great events seem to bave
wade scarcely anv impressionon that singular
people. They hardly show any curiosity as 10
their pew masters: trade goes on as busily as
ever ; and though, for the sake of precaution, the
Chinese Government has been reinstated in of-
fice, subject to European authority, it eeems as
if the step was wholiy unnecessary, and that the
people would bave obeyed the will ot a British

cer quite as readily as that of tneir own coun-
trymen. But with all this stolid submieviveness
the settlement of the question seems as far oft as
ever. The Emperor 1s not likely 10 care much
about the loss of a ci'y, important tbough it be,
