case of any accident by breakage, during the progress
of my labours, similar to those I experienced in the
course of the last veason.

1 also left with Mr. Wmm. Cliffe, an able mechanic at
Montreal, the Plans of two River Scrapers, and of a
Crane, requircd to be atlixed to one of the Batteaux,
tor taking up and loading rocks and stones, for the
construction of a Dam at the lower Island of St. Denis,
the whole to be made by him; Mur. Clifte, however,
during my repeated visits to Montreal for five weeks,
put me off from time to time, with fair promises, and
disappointed me in the end, pleading that he had too
much woik on hand, and that he could not execute
my orders: I had therefore no other alternative, after
so much valuable time lost, but to get the frame work
of the Scrapers made by my own carpenters, and to
purchase a second hand Crane, which 1 effected at
the low price of £15, and then with the addition of
some new castings it required, I obtained a very sub-
stantial and uscful article.

It being indispensably necessary that I should also
be provided with a large Scow, or Chaland, and a smal-
ler Scow upon a different construction from those in
common use in the country, for the purpose of trans-
porting rocks, gravel and mud, as well as to work
the Scrapers with, to deepen the River, and not being
able either to purchase, or contract for the same, 1
found it necessary to purchase materials and to get
them built under my own directions, in doing which,
I lost no time, nevertheless I was obliged to transport
the Timber required for this purpose from a distance
of two leagues by land, and two leagues by water, all
of which consumed considerable time.

It will therefore, from the foregoing statement or
facts, appear evident to the Commissioners, that 1 was
subjccted to various unexpected disappointments and
delays before I could be prepared to commence ope-
rations in the River, (for without my being in posses-
sion of the necessary means to execute the works in-
tended to be done, it would have been useless to make
the attempt,) and that the time required to complete
the repairs of the Batteaux, building a large Chaland
and a Scow, procuring and transporting the necessary
materials for the same, together with my frequent vi-
sits to Montreal, and the occasional interruptions to
my people from bad weather in the prosecution of
their work in the open air, could not possibly be less
than that taken up, (being nearly seven weeks) so that
it was not till the end of August last, before I could
leave Chambly and proceed down the River with my
establishment.

On my arrival at St. Antoine, my first operzit‘io‘ns
were directed to, and commenced with the removal
of all the remaining rocks from the bed in the channel

of the River, of Section No.4; and I have the satis..

faction to report to the” Commissioners that with the
exception of three large rocks opposite Marchesseau’s
Mill, the whole of this- Section, extending more than
three miles, is now, to the best of. my knowledge, di-
ligence and exertions, entirely free and clear of rocks
in the navigable channel, and that the Navigation in
this part. of the River has thereby been highly im-
proved.

Auntoine, whilst my men were employed in re-
moving rocks in Section No. 4, a trial was made with
them as soon as they were completed, to remove and
deepent the Bdr at the lower Island of St. Denis, the
result of which proved satisfactory and successful,
considering the advanced state of the season, as well
as that it required some experience, before my people
got acquainted with the method of working these Ma-
chines. I also beg leave to observe, that, as the men
employed in this kind.of labor are exposed to getting
continually wet and muddy, the operation for Scrapihg
the bottom of the River, should be performed during
the months of August, September, and until about the
middle of October, because the River generally falls
at this season of the year to its lowest mark, and the
water is not too cold, so as to affect the health of the
men employed. I further take the liberty to express
to the Commissionérs my conviction that as the Bar
at this Island is, and has been of all the obstructions
to the navigation of the River, to vessels of a light
draught of water, when the River is at its lowest state,
the most serious, and during some séasons an insur-
mountable obstacle ;- the same can be removed with-
“oit the help of a Dredging Vessel, although the pro-
cess in doing so with Scrapers and common Drags,
may require a little more time to effect it, yet it will
still be less expensive from its simple process, no cost-
ly machinery and réepairs being required. ‘

Having therefore, in consequence of the advanced
state of the season, been ablé to make but little pro-
gress in deépening’ the Bar at the Island, the Commis-
sioners thought it advisable to relinquish the prosecu-
tion of this highly important object, for this year, and
in compliance with their direction, I left Seéction No, 4,
‘on the 28th of October last, and proceeded up the
River with miy Esiablishment as far as St. Charles, where
I was émployed dufing threé days in searching for seve-
ral rocks laying in the Channel close to the farm of Cap-
“tdin Bougrette and the lower ferrv of St. Charles dnd
St. Mark ; the vumber of nine rocks were all  that
could be found there, after a most diligent search, and
in a few days more they were likewise removed.
This object having been accomplished, I next pro-
ceeded onward to the South Channel of the Isles aux
Cerfs, for the purpose of rendering it navigable at low
water, by clearing the numerous large rvocks deposited
there, and by unremitting labour and exertions, suc-
ceeded in removing the number of fifty six rocks, some
of which, in fact the greater part, was of a very large
size ; and I have now the satisfaction to state, that the
navigation on the South side of these Islands is per=-

-fectly ¢lear and free from rocks, whichi will héticefoith
prove a great advantage to navigation, The bank on’

the North shore of the River opposite these Islands,
beirig' comipletely overgrown with largé treesand brush-
wood, so that it was impossible for people to pass here
with the towing line of any Bateaux or River Craft,
the North shore of the River being the route always uséd
for that purpose, I thought it advisable, before leaving
this Station, to cause the whole *z Lz wut down and
cleared; and by so-doing, have removed a great public
nuisance, L A
Having now laid before the Commissioners a brief
and faithful Report of m§ operations'in the River du-
ring"last' year’s season, it bécomés my duty to draw
their further particuldt afténtion’ to the various other
obstructions still remaining to be removed; and. to refer
them to'my Report on that important subject, of the

That notwithstanding the protracted duration and
severity of last winter, which rendered it impracticable
to open the Canal earlier than the tweaty fifth of April,
(later by several days than in any preceding year,) no
repairs beyond those of ordinary occurrence were found

necessary.

That although the Commissiongfs cannot submit as
favorable a Statement of the business transacted on
the Canal this year, as they had the honor of doing by
their last Report, yet when the almost totul and uni-
versal suspension of trade for upwards of two months,
caused by the Epidemic which prevailed throughout
the Canadas last summer, is considered, the Commuissi-
oners think there is reason for congratulation that the
diminution of Revenue is not greater : to the end of
the season it will probably not exceed Light hundred
pounds curreney. - = -

for that work found it their interest to excavate and
form the Basin in consideration of their being allowed
to apply the surplus carth to raisc the Market. The
two Basins with an intermediate space appropriated to
the purpose of hauling up and repairing Boats will be
serviceable to all persons using the Canal, and especially
to those engaged in the forwarding trade with Upper
Canada, whose Stores arc in the immediate vicinity.

The constant use made of the North Bank above
Lock No. 3, in discharging and taking in cargoes, and
the wear and tear consequent thereon, having caused
frequent interruptions to the navigation for the pur-
poses of repair, the Commissioners deemed it advisable
to prevent a recurrence of like interruption, by making
the repair of a more substantial and permanent nature
than had been done hitherto; they therefore caused
that bank to be wharfed in a similar manner to and
until it joined the wharfage formerly made under the
Commission, to that portion of the bank which lies in
front of Messrs. Gates & CoJ’s Stores. The facility
and cleanliness with which cargoes may be landed or
embarked along that part of the Canal, cannot but be
appreciated by all who are engaged in the trade.

The Commissioners consider it their duty again to
advert to a subject which they have already frequently
submitted to the attention of the Legislature. It is
the necessity of power being granted to make minor
regulations, with limited penalties for breach thereof.
The want of such power renders the maintenance of
the Canalin the order which shounld prevail in all pub-
lic works, and the collection of the Revenue, more
difficult and burtheusome every year, and, with the
commercial part of the community, it has justly be-
come a source of constant and loud complaint. This
is evinced in the altercations which almost daily occur
between the owners or conductors of boats laden with
valuable commodities, such as Flour, Grain, Dry
Goods, &c. which are liable to injury from exposure to
the vicissitudes of the weather, and the owners or con-
ductors of Boats and Scows laden with firewood. The
latter, as the Commissioners have alreadv represented,
generally occupy a much greater extent of the Bank or
Wharf of the Canal to which they are moored than they
have any just right to do, and they frequently leave
the wood piled thereon for eight or ten days together,
or until they can find a purchaser, to the manifest ex-
clusion and annoyance of all others. If the power to
make minor regulations were given to the Commissi.
oners, together with authority (as praved for by their
Report of last ycar,) to levy Toll in proportion to the
time during which the Boat or Scow and cargo may
occupy any portion of the Canal or its banks, the evil
referred to would soon be abated, and the Revenue
would certainly not suffer any decrease.

The Commissioners refrain from urging the subject
any further than by praying reference to their Reports
to the Legislature in the yecars 1826, 1827, 1828 and
1831.

The Commissioners, in conclusion, beg leave also to
bring under the favorable consideration of the Legisla-
ture, the Plan, Report and Estimate of Mr. Peter Fle-
ming, Civil Engineer, on the entrance of the Canal at
Lachine, and the mode of improving it, which accom-
panied their Report of last year.

That the Contract undertaken by Henry Lespérance,
in the year one thousand eight hundred and thirty, to
fill in the Wharves constructed by Joseph R. Bronsdon,
was-completed early last Spring, but the Contractor
having avowed himself destitute of means to finish - the
work, the Commissioners were under the necessity of
advancing to him, and those employed to assist him,
the further sum of seven hundred and eighty four
pounds sixteen shillings and four pence half penny,
making the entire disbursement under this head, four
thousand one hundred and nine pounds six shillings
and four pence halfpenny, instead of two thousand seven
hundred and fifty pounds, stipulated in the Contract.
The -estimated .quantity- of filling in, undertaken by
Lespérance was forty three thousand six hundred and
thirty nine cubic yards, and which calculated. at the
contract price of one thousand eight hundred and thirty
one, two shillings per yard, would amount to four
thousand- three hundred and sixty three pounds
cighteen shillings.- -~ :

The state of J. R. Bronsdon’s Account is nearly
the same as mentioned in last year’s Report, the amount
paid being £6516 Is. 8d. His Account at the Contract
prices, including extra work ; amounts to £5749 5s. 8d.,
but if stated at the. prices given in 1831, it would
amount to £9356. -

Both parties have attested that besides large sums
furnished from their own means, all the monies received
from the Commissioners have been by them expended
in the performance of their respective Contracts, and
under all the circumstances the Commissioners have
not required that either of them should refund any
portion of the money overpaid.

The balance due to Lauder and Spier on last year’s
Contract, .estimated in last year’s Report at £2202 14 8
has been paid in thesum of £2237 15s. 8d. :

The Wharf on the Beach has been extended from the
Creck to the upper end of Morcau’s Wharf, comprising
a frontage of’ 553 feet, the creek faced on both sides,
the cnpiré breadth of the Whairf with strong pine piles,
and covered over with large cedar beams, intended here-
after toreceive a sufficient layer of macadamizedstone.
1t was coptemplated last year to throw a stone arch
over the Creek, but upun further consideration it was
thought advisable to substitute cedar beams.  The
Contract for this part of the work was undertaken by
Lauder and Spier, and they have finished it in a satisfac-
tory manner, and have been paid in full, as well as
all other claims under Contract.

Thus the general design for the improvement and
enlargement of the Harbour, so far as yct authorized by
the Legislature, has been carried into effect 3 and it is
satisfactory to find that every part of the work, in a state
of completion, has withstood the effects of the ice, and
the periodical rising of the River, without the slightest
injury, The height of the Wharves is found conve-
nient, but the aid of the Dredging Machine is still
wanting to obtain a greater depth of water in some
pxl’aceg, particularly round, what was, Market Island,
and thereby render the whole improved part of the
Harbour available to all descriptions of Vessels fre-
quenting it. The entrance into the Basin is intricate,
but Vessels may be warped in and out with safety, as
in general there is as great depth of water there, as in
the shallow parts of the Channelin Lake St. Peter.

The sum of £15000, aythorized to be borrowed by
the Act of the last Session, has been obtained at the
follJowing rates.

Which was taken up as required for the service, and
for which Certificates in sums of £50 each, have been
granted to the Lenders.

The Commis-ioners would ‘at the same time respectfully men-
tion, that the Receipts fur the past season wouid have been ma-
terially encreased, but that only a small portion of the Wharves
was used by the public, who availed themselves of the unfinighed
part of the Port, for the discharge and shipment of Goods, to es-
cape the Harbour dues. To counteract these, and other measures
which render unavailable the amount which would otherwise ac-
crue te the Wharves for Harbour due:, the Commis.toners weuld
humbly offer for the consideration of Your Honorable House, the
following suggestions, viz.:

That all Veflels from Sea,and cther Craft loading or unloading
at the Beach, between the New Market and the first Lock of the

The Commissioners would however beg to remark, that in ta-
kingthose propositions under consideration, theyare inducedhum-
blyto recommend the adoption of the Tariff submitted by the
Board of ‘[rade, although they conceive it would be preferable to
classify the different Articles, as arranged in the Tariff proposed
by the Officers of His Majefty’s Cuftoms as being more concise.

The Commissioners would further beg leave to state, that ac-
cording to the amount of Goods (by Veflels from Sea, Steam
Boats, Ferry Boats and Barges from Quebecand other parts of the
Lower Province,) liable to pay Wharfage as stated in the average
calculation of the Officers of His Majelty’s Cuftoms at this Port,
in their Statement hereunto annexed (marked E,) that there
should now acerue to the Wharves a Revenue of £1665 12s. 4d.,
exclusive of what might be collected from Produce coming into
Port from the Upper Province, or United States, which may be
eftimated at a sum not less than £500, making a total Revenue of
£5165 12s. 4d., Currency.

The very great difficulty experienced last Season, in collecting
the dues upon Baggage landed from the Steam Boats, has induced
the Commissioners respectfully to submit, as a more certain and
convenient mode, the levying a small sum, not exceeding one
penny, for each Paflenger, to be paid by the Proprietor, Mafter,
or Conductor of the Steam Boat, or other Craft, in lieu of Wharf-
age upon Baggage.

In closing this Report, the Commissioners would respectfully
mention, that should the Dredging Machine go into operation,
and the Boat be in readiness on the'lft July next, the average
expenses for the season would amount to from £750 to £1000.

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REPORT of the Montreal Emigrant Society.

The Montreal Emigrant Socicty consider it due to

themselves, to the public at large, and to the Emigrant
population which has arrived in this country during
the navigation season of 1832, to render an account
of their proceedings as Stewards of those funds arising
from the Emigrant Tax Bill, which have been placed
at their disposal. ‘
. The Society commenced their operations on the
12th May last, by the examination of the Tenders
which had been received in consequence of an adver-
tisement to that effect, for the transport of Emigrants
to different parts of Upper and Lower Canada, both
by the line of the St. Lawrence and of the Ottawa
Rivers. :

"The Society were anxious to give to the Inhabitants
of Upper Canada, as much benefit as possible of the
Emigrant Tax Bill, in the only way in which it could
be done, viz: by forwarding destitute Ewmigrants as
far into that Province as their funds would permit.—
They therefore accepted Tenders-for transport, by the
Line of the St. Lawrence as far as Niagara, the head
of Lake Ontario, York, and all the intermediate places
to the Province Line. But they regret to say they
could not feel themselves justified in entering into a
Contract for transport by the Liune of the Ottawa, be-
cause,” according to the Tenders received for that
route, it was found that each Emigrant landed at By-
town, would - cost the Society two shillings more than
each Emigrant landed at Niagara or York. And it was
not till very late in the season that the Owners of the
Craft on the Ottawa, agreed to transport Lmigrants
to Bytown at less than half their first Tender, an abate-
ment of which the Society immediately availed them-
selves, for the benefit of the very small portion of Emi-
grants whose views led them to seck a settlement on
the Ottawa River.

The Socicty are well aware that much has been said
and written, and great exertions have beenr made to influ.
ence the different authorities of the country, in favor
of the route by the Ottawa River, and Line of the
Rideau Canal. But this Society werc governed in
their proceedings, in this respect, by the facts already
stated, and by the additional [acts, that when the Soci-
ety commenced their operations of the past season, and
for some time after, the Rideau Canal was not open;
and after it was open, the means of conveyance even
to Bytown, were, besides the high price, inadequate
to the transport of one half of the number of Emigrants
seeking for passage to Upper Canada; and from By-
town upwards, they must be left at the mercy of the
Owners of a single Cralft, which could not carry many
more than a common Durham Boat.

"The Society are, moreover of opinion that the same
advantages enjoyed by the Line of the St. Lawrence
over that of the Ottawa and Rideau Canal, in point

.of facility and cheapness of conveyance, must conti-

nue until the circumstances by which they-are govern.
ed shall be changed. The Province of Upper Canada,
and the American States bordering.on the St. Law-.
rence and its Lakes, annually grow large quantities
of agricultural produce which is sent to Montreal, its
only certain -Market, in- Craft of various dimensions
according to the nature of the navigation. This pro-
duce greatly -exceeds in bulk, the goods which are
sent from Montreal in return, consequently- these
Craft ind much more freight down than up, and con-
sequently many of them return partly loaded or light.
The Ottawa.country, ou the other hand; ‘does ‘not

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ports from that quarter consisting of Timber, which
1s always sent in rafis to Quebee.  Indeed the Lum-
ber Trade on the Ottawa, aunually requires large sup-
plies of Provisions from Montreal. Conscquently the
freight from Mountreal to Bytown and Hull, much ex-
ceeds the freight downwards. It must therefore be
evident, that so long as this state of things c¢xists, and
until there be a suflicient quantity of trade by the
Ottawa. to crcate an equal competition to that which
exists on the St. Lawrence, this iast route must con.
tinue to enjoy its present superiority in point of facility
and chcapness of conveyance.

There are some other advantages to the Emigrant in
the Line of the St. Lawrence, which the Society tahke
this opportunity of stating. Iirst, the difference in the
distance to Kingston, is sixty miles in favor of the
St. Lawrence route, the Emigrant with his aged Pa-
rents, his infirm, his sick, his helpless children and his
luggige, can proceed to any port on either of the
Lakes Ontario or Lrig, without suffering more than
one transhipment, viz: at Prescott, whereas by the
Ottawa and Ridean Canal, he must sutler no less than
five, viz: at Lachine, Carillon, Grenville, Bytown
and Kingston. Thirdly, when the Emigrants arrive
at Kingston by this last route, they run the risk of be-
ing detained for several days for want of conveyance;
the Steam Boats which merely touch at that Port
being often too full to take them, or too much hurried
to receive them in any considerable numbers, whereas
when they arrive at Prescott by the St. Lawrence, they
find not only abundance of immediate convevance by
means of return Craft, but such competition as to c¢na-
ble them to proceed at almost their own price.  Some-
thing might be said of the superior comfort by the St.
Lawrence, caused by the ditference of passing through
a well settled, and a thickly wooded and thinly inha.
bited country. But the comforts by the one route as
tar as Prescott, and by the other as faras Kingston, are
so very small, that any advantage that may in this res-
pect be found in the one rather than the other, cannot
be of very great importance.

The Society met with no difficulty in conducting
their operations until a few days after the breaking
out of that pestilence which committed such dreadful
ravages in this City ; when the boatmen employed by
their Contractor, and indeed by the whole body of For-
warders were seized with the universal panic, and every
day brought fresh accounts of the abardonment of
Boats by their Crews, along the whole line of the route
from Lachine to Prescott. 1n this dreadful dilemma,
the zeal, assiduity and humanity of their Contractor,
Mr. Whiting, gave entire satisfaction to the Society.
For, at a time when none of those Forwarders who
had property to an immense amount, for the safety
of which they were responsible, placed in jeopardy
by the abandonment of boats by their Crews, they
could not induce them to return to their duty by en-
treaty, by offers of extra pay, or by threats of punish-
ment, Mr. Whiting found means by an extra expen-
diture of more than £100, to forward in waggons, the
Passengers by those of his Boats which had been
abandoned by their Crews, at various points on the
line of communication with Prescott. The same cause
which at this period, stopped the further progress of
Boats on their route to Prescott, operated here as a com-
plete bar to the further proceedings of the Society,
from the 20th June to the 2nd July. But when at
this period the panic had so far subsided that Boat-

Agreed to an increased price, amounting to
neatly fifty per cent. above their Contract, until such
time as the fatal epidemic should have have so far
abated in its violence, that IBoatmen could be pro-
cured at ordinary prices. In consequence of this un-
foreseen but necessary expenditure, which amounted
to £257 9s. 11d. and in consequence of the loss sus-
tained to the Emigrant Fund, by the .arrival at Que-
bec of 22,000 Emigrants who were not liable to the
Tax, a tull proportion of whom were nevertheless for-
warded by the Society, it was found that the receipts
of the Saciety had fallen far short of their expenditure.
They were, however, quickly relieved from this em-
barrassment, by the assistance of His Excellency the
Governor in Chief, who promptly granted them an
aid of £850, and by the subsequent generous contri-
bution of £127 1Gs. 5d. by the Citizens’ Committee
for Emigrant and Sanitary purposes, they were enabled
to close their labours for the season, with the satis-
factory reflection that all the destitute Emigrants who
had sought for relief, had met with it at their hands.

The following Statement exhibits the number of
Emigrants relieved by the Society, as well as their re-
ceipts and expenditure, from the 12th May to the 5th
November 1832,

From this Statement it will be apparent that each
Emigrant forwarded by the Society, has on an average
cost for passage and provisions, 4s. 8d. and including
all expenses of Office Rent, Secretary and Overseer’s
Salary, Stationary, Printing, &c. the sum of 4s. 11d.
And when it is considered that many were sent’ as far
as Niagara, York, Cobourg and Kingston; that the
Society paid for the transport of luggage to the ex-
tent of an average of one hundred weight for each
family, and furnmished provisions for the whole voyage,
to all who stood in need of that assistance, and when
the extra expenditure occasioned by a calamitous
visitation of Providence, is taken into account, the So-
ciety feel confident that they will be found to have
been as faithful Stewards of Funds placed in their
hands by Legislative enactment, as in the previous
season they proved thenselves to be in the application
of monies procured by voluntary contributions.
