My LORD,-I have the honor to acknowledge Sir George Grey's Despatch of
April 13th, (No. 16) with reference to the Ordnance Lands and Stores, which appears
to me perfectly clear and explicit.

I have laid this despatch before ny Council, and have taken steps for placing it
before both Branches of the Legislature.

I have, moreover, since its receipt, conferred with Lieutenant-General ]Rowan
and with Mr. Elliott, lier Majesty's Ordnance Commissioner at Montreal.

The latter gentleman has furnished me with a copy of the printed Reportof
the Provincial Commissioners, so marked as to shew where these gentlemen differed
in their classification of the lands, froni the Lieutenant-General and the cômmamd
ing Engieer.

I amn inclined to think it will be found expedierit to depute one Member oe
Canadian Council to go through the details of this classification with some one
named by the Ordnance, who is conversant with the localities themselves. Itwuld
greatly expedite the settlement of these questions if this conference cüdld take place
at home, when differences in détail involving a principle might be immediately
settled hy reference to 'Her Majesty's advisers instead of being dis ussèd, as;theywould necessarily be; backwards and foiv'ards, often one at a,& time, in despatches
fron myself to the Colonial 'Scretary. Should your Lordship approvf thi
proposal, I think it might be found that the visit to Europe, in the prèsent season,of the Hon. John Ross, a Member of my Executive Council, will affordfacilties fo
carrying it into effect.

MY LoR,-With reference to the subject of Sir George Grey's dispatch of
April 13th No. 16, and my answer of the 11th instant, No. 47, I have the honor
to enclose a copy of an Act passed by the Provincial Parliament, to which I yesterday
gave my assent.

Your Lordship will sec that this Act empowers the Governor in Council to
make the necessary arrangements, with regard to the three classes of Ordnance
lands in the Colony, and provides that the formation of such classes shall be the
result of an agreement between Hier Majesty's Ordnance and the Governor General
in Council. If any change is about to take place in the legal position of the principal
officers of Her Majesty's Ordnance in England, it will be well to see that this
altcration does not affect the power which they are supposed capable of exercising
in the Colony under this Act.

So soon as I am in a position to take the next step towards discussing the
details of the classification, I will communicate with your Lordship thereon.

These are understood to bo :-Evcry thing at Quebec, Montrea1 ard Kingstör
required for Military Establishments, whidh will remain fo7 aintenance and occu
pation in thehands of and at the discrétion of the british Gò'ernment.

The Fort at Niagara (not the adjoining land) St. Johns, Isieux Noix,
Sorel (Ordnance larid not the Seigniory) wvill be given up to the Canadiian Govern
ment for maintenance, and made use of at its discretion, but in sacb manner ras
may Ibe available for occupation by , the Queen's t-oops whenevei it may be
necessary, and the remaindeigiven up unconditionally.

Montreal presents a"few points fora more perfect' undérstancding between ther
two parties, for although the alternative arrangemenis are to be such as the: Military
Authorities may approve, it may be as well to point out ariy that may be dcided
up(n at once. , Thus it is out of the question to think of Placing new BaIrracks on
St. Hlelen's Island, because they would be there shut up, and unavailable for sud2

den emergencies or rapid movements, provision therefore must be madle for ample
space for a Barrack being available in an eligible site on the mainIan'd and n the
Town side of the St. Lawrence, and there can be none more favorable thar Lo"'s
farm, wvhich was obtainéd expressly for.nt.

Neither should the Province think of limiting the space to what will jre isely
\old the barrack, but give all that hàs been providcd there for exercising grourid
etc.

The best arrangement would be for the Colony to construct a Barrack there
at once for 1000 men, when the existing old Barrack might be given up ;rthe
valueof which as a site would probably pay for the fuil cost of ihe new Barrack.

The farm at Longueuil may well be given up) to the Colony on the terms
proposed, viz : that ample space for a têtedu pont is provided ona new site, to
cover the new bridge.

It is not easy to perceive why an'y stipulation'should be requiredforiadmiting
the population of Montreal to access fIr recreation to " such parts of the Island' of
St. Helen's, and under such regulations as the Military Authoriies may, approve,
as it would almost seem that there are objections on the spot, of which we are not
aware heie.

As regards Kirigston, I. see no objectiori to giving up ýthe Herchmer's,-farn
property, which 'would be a great'acquisition 4t the Province, and if thirearehdy

Sra,-Adverting to the arrangements now in progress for transferring the Ord-
nance Reserves in Canada to the local Government under certain conditions, I arn

directed by Lord Panmure to request that you will call the attention of Secretary
Sir Wm. Molesworth to the necessity for full faith being kept with the Pensioners
who have acquired rights to certain of these Reserves, or a moncy payment in lieu
thereof, under the original conditions of their settlement in Canada, anid the terrms

,of the agreement referred to in the accompanying extract from a letter addressed by
Lieutenant Colonel Tulloch to the Secretary at War, under date of 4th May, 1854.

In order to avoid all legal difficulties and future questions regarding the rights
of the Peisioners to these Reserves which have already been Ihe subjectofso much
correspondence, i am further directed to suggest the expediency of Lort Panmure

being furnished with a copy of the engagement proposed to be entered mito by the
local Government of Canada on this subject, as it involves an annual payment to a
considerable amount to these men in lieu of th2ir laims on ýthe valuable Reserves
of Toronto, London and Niagara, but for which annual payment there is at present
no obligation beyond what is to be inferred from the letter before referred to.

Lord Panmure is also ofopinion that before the arrangements with the local
Government of Car ada on this head are finallyý closed, he should have an opporturity
of ascertaining, by reference to the Offier ini charge of the Pensioners there, that
the pioposed undertaking on.,the part of that Government is calculated to meet all
the claims of the Pensioners and prevent any furLher correspondence, on the subject.

The Committee have had under consideration a Memorandum dated £3rd

instant, from the Honorable Inspector General, on the several docunents connected
with the Ordnance Lands in Canada, the proposed transfer of a portion of them to
the Province, the claims of the Military Pensioners thereon, &c., &c.

On a careful perusal of the Memorandum above submitted, the Committee
are of opinion that the suggestions offered by the Inspector General should be
adopted, they accordingly submit for Your Excellency's approval:

1st. That the transfer of the Ordnance Lands, on the basis snggested 'by the
Inspector General of Fortifications, be now formally accepted ; and that a Bill be
introduced during the approaching Session of Parliament, in conformity with the
Impérial Statute 18,& 19 Vict., c. 117, to enable the transfer to be made.

2nd. That a mil bealso introduccd to secure-to the Military Pensioners the
compensation, by way of annuity, to which they are entitled.

Brd. That application be made to the Home Authorities to permit commutation
with all Pensioners, on the basis of an annuity allovance, and compensation for
improvements, according to the printed conditions of settlement.

4ih. Thathe I question of the expediency of placing the enrolled force ofPen-
sioners under the Provincial control be brought under the notice of thé War
Department.

5th. That Reports be furnished to the Pr vin cia Government period icall

2. Mr. Càyley's report is so full that itis quite unnecessary foi me o discuss
any of the points raised by him separately.

3. Ore thing appcars to be perfectly evident. The obligation assumed by the
Province vas originally very indefinite, but so far as it was understood it lias been
strictly filfilled. It is absolutcly esscntial that the nature of the consideration as
regards the Pensioners snould be accurately defined. Hitherto the paymnents have
been all on the side of the Provincial Government, except so far as the temporary
occupation here and elsewhere of some prernises belonging to the Ordnance for
Provincial purposes can be set against it.

4. With regard to the Rideau Canal, if the charge is to be borne by the Province,
the management and the appointments in connection with such management iwill
unquestionably be asked for, nor do I see on what grounds such a request can be
refused consistently with the present recognized system of Colonial Government.

5. The same principle seenis to apply to the control of the Pensioners on per-
manent duty. The enclosed communication from Lt. Col. TullochI will partly shéw
the anomalies of the present position of things.

6. I think it most desirable that the commutation proposed by Mr .Cayley should
be extended to the Pensioners at Fort Erie, Amherstburg and Penetanguishene.

The points òf agreement and difference may be stated a3 follows: both âgree

that the Reserves at Toronto, London and Niagara were to be redeemed by amoney
compensation. Mr. H-incks makes no allûsion to Fort Erie as a Pensioner Reserve,
wvarranting the inference that according to his recollection there were but five
Pensioner Reserves. Col. Tulloch makes six-the fact shoulds not bie omitted,
althoughi not conclusive as to the intentions of the War Office, that no mention is
made of the Fort Erio Reserve in the officiail correspondence in the possession of
the Government cnumerating the Stations to bie first Iocated by the Pensioriers.
Again, Mr. Hincks in speaking of the Reserves at Penetanguishine andí Amherste
burg makes use of the words " that the Pensioners at those Reserves wvere no9t to be
disturbed," w.hile Colonel Tulloch's language is "the whole of thése lainds (rpeàking
of the transfers) except what had been received over for the use of the Petisioners
at Amherstburg, Fort Erie and Penetanguishine." The importance of thése dis-
crcpanicics wiltlibe governed by the mode ini which it ~ imae sdetermitïed to déal
with the whole Pensioner force in Canada. I purpose to return. to this question
before closing my report.

Tlie proposition to keep a certain portion of the Pensioner force on perma..
nient dutyYVs, idently viewed in a different light by Colonel Tulloch and Mr.
Hlineks, thekifo½r speaks of it as a force which it woul lie desirable to keep up 'for
the protection of the Barracks, and that Mr. Hincks promnised to recommenid the
emnployment of such a body on permanent Military duty-ihe latter-; on the other
hand, spoke of' thcm as a body which moight bie made available if it shouïld 'b'e found
desirable to organize a Police force ; but although the purpose for which a force
might be desirable as stated differently by Colonel Tulloch and lMr. I:Iincks, tbe
language of both justifies the conclusion that the maintenance of any such force at
ail wvas not a settled p)oiOt, aind formed tio part of the consideration for the sur.

It should also lie observed that in the letter wvritten under the directioni of' Lord ~
Panmnure and ini which the necessity of keeping fuîll faith wvith thé Pensioners is so
strongly dwelh upon, no allowance is made to any other claim than that uf the
arnual pa}ymient in exchange for the Reserves at Toronto, London aiid Niagara.

If T amn justifiedi in the conclusion T have thus drawn, that the discontmnuance
or retention of the enrolledl force formed no part of the arrangement for the re
demption of the Pensioners' Reserves, the question of keeping 'faith tuirns solely qxn
the due paymnent of the annuities.

I humbly submit, however, thàt official details in this, and several other
particulars, might, withôut impropriety, be called for by the Provincial Government-
sucli as quarterly pay-lists of men drawing annuities-he names -of all the
Pensiorers-wlether married or single, or with families-whee livin' oi located
with or without allotments of land-the quantity and locality-improved or wvste

With reference to the continuance by the Province of the enrolled force of 150
men, I have the honor to submit a Report from the AdjutantlGeneral of Militia, r

Baron de Rottenburg,
That officer describes the Pensioner force as a valuable auxiliary for the

defence of the Province, and that he considers it essential to retain the enirolled
portion for some time at least for the protection of arsenals and the occupation of
certain parts of the Province, fbr the defence of which there are no regular troops
available, and that a portion of- the force might hereafter be advantageonsly
employed as Police.

The Adjutant General further states that it is a question in his mid whether
it would not be preferable to transfer the charge of the enrolled portion to the
Provincial Governnent, as thé Province is charged with the payment. The entire
Report of the Adjutant-General is valuable, and the last suggestion quoted appears
to call for especial consideration.

The annuities to Pensioners, the pay of the enrolled force, and the cost of
keeping up the Rideau Canal, assumed in expectation of the transfer of the
Ordnance Lands, have already amounted to the sui of £40,000, as will bc seen by ri

the statement herewith ; and demands are now coming in on account of the Militia
arrangements. The aggregate will form a very considerable charge upon the
revenues of the Province, against which it was anticipated that the' Ordnance Lands
would be a set off. Their specdy transfer consequently becomes a matter of much
importance to the Province.

With reference to the Rideau Canal it is to be observed that while the cost of
management and repairs, as shown in the accompanying Statement, devolves upon
the Province, the management and control arc retained in the hands àf the Ordnance
officers.

For the convenience of reference, i beg to recapitulate the several subjects
tou'ched upon, with the impressions Il have forrned as to the mode of dealing with,
them, and which I respectfully submit for your Excellency's consideration.

the Governor General, that on the withdrawal of the detachnent of Royal Canadian
Rifles from Toronto, in October 1854, the Barrack Master was placed on half pay,
and the Barrack Sergeant remained in charge receiving his usual pay of 2s. 6d. a
day, for looking after the Barracks, frorn the Ordnance Dep't. So long as he was
thus paid I did not consider it necessary Io cause the Provincial Governmient any
expense, and therefore did not inclucle the amount in the estimate.

In addition however, to taking charge of the Barracks he was accountàble for
all the Barrack Stores for 250 ier,- and it is custoiriary in such cases when'a BarJ
rack Sergeant takes charge of Stores as a "' uperior Barrac; Sergéant" in absence
of a Barrack Master, for the Ordnance to allow hiin sixpence-a day extra, but'it wil
be obseived from the enclosed correspondence that the respective officers of Or-
dnance have declined to pay the extra six pence, in consequence of the Toronto '
Bariacks not having been garrisoned by the regular troops.

As the whole expense connected with the employment of the' Pensioners 'o
permanent duty is charged-against the Provincial Government-, I.-think it' advisab

Si,-I have the honor to acknowledge receiptý of your letter of the 25th ultimo,
i which you express the desire of His Excellency theGovernor General, that the
Commissioners slould report, under the least possible delay, on the conduct of
A. B. DeBlois, now confined in the Provincial Penitentiary, and whether it has
been such during his detention thercin, as to render him a fit subject for the ex-
ercise of the Royal clemency.

I an instructed by the Commissioners to state, for the information of His Ex-
cellency, that the conduct of DeBlois while in the Penitentiary has been very
good, and that in the opinion of the Commissioners he is a lit subject for the
exercise of the Royal clemency

In their investigation of the affairs of the Penitentiary, the Commissioners have
availed themselves, to a limited extent, of convict evidence; and important testi-
mony, adverse to the management, lias been given by several convicts, whose
general conduct lias been meritorious, of these DeBlois is one. The Commission-
ers have, in consequence, deferred for the present bringing such cases under the
notice of His Excellency the Governor General, to avoid misconstrliction or pre-
judice to the Officers on their defence. Should His Excellency see fit to extend
to DeBlois the Royal pardon, the Commissioners would respectfully submit, whe-
ther the intimation of it might not be advantageously suspendedl until the Officers
of the Penitentiary have closed their defence.

The attention of 'thé Board" haifig b en cal ed 'to età case ofWallingford
Saimders, a life-prisoner, for -', decomiitted îö the Penitentiary on the 16ti h
November, 1842; as one which strongly mitigatng'eircumstances existed, and
these now in the pssessiôn of the Govrnment, itias resolved to acqiaint the
Provincial S'ecretary; that should His Excellency thë Go#èrnor Gen'eral'feel dis-
posed to exteàcl the, Royal "léinei:j to Sudnce, on the inerit ôf hi'scasèhis
conduct since his incarer'tion his hen such ashtd sfi'êttheû'his clainïR

The case of Convict 'Jean J. Glarise, was next tak'upjand foundstobe simi-
lar to that of Wallingford Saunders, and upon itthe same decision was ar'riv d
at.

The -Board also enqiired into 'thie 'stfConvit lHughdGamer comïinitted
on the 30th May, ý1843, for-14years, for the murder of his wife. It appeared that
Cameron committed the the act under the influence of liiqor, and'inder circun-
stances of 'stro iöi' ôbatiöi; ad hé ositivély dècáires; thatliilele h n
doubt he coinmitted the Cleed, lhe lias no 1;èco11ection ofriJ. ,The Boad-w,ère
satisfied that unless the Governmentpwere aware of local circumstances;,whicli
would render his pardon prejudicial' tthe, public morality; Cameroni is aiman
towards whom mercy niight be properly;and adyantageo-usly, extended' rand the
more so, as his conduct in the Prison lias been exèmplary in the highedg eeh;

The atteanti"n of the Boàrd l wse clled to the dase ofanm eStot'e-
burgh, committed in Jiily, 1846, for 14 years, for burglary, fron liexfHom4 Dis I
trict. It appeared that mitigating circumstances existed in this case, witlingh
knowledge of Mr. Justice Sullivan, and a Member of the~ pr'sèt Gôvénment.
The Board were of opinion, that if any doubt exists as to the guilt oftihe prisoner,
the apparent character of the man, his position in life before committal, and his
conduct since lis dmnittàl, should operate faorably on his case.

It was resolved té bring 'the ase of William Liflià" under the noi e of Goverr-
ment,i and to request for it a:favorable consideration. ,,Lillias ,was, committed
in Au ust, 1847,-for 3 years, for enbezzlemnent at Montreal. It apered that he
had a arge and deserving family, that-he is nt aman of'wicked isposi on,and
that in all probability, theinterestsô f thecomm1inity would b'beest ad anced by
his release.

Sir,-Your letter of the 29th July last came to this Department during my'ab-
sence in the United States, and on my return remained with others of a naturerequiring my personalattention to be replied to.

I was prevented from taking it up by the pressure of other matters requiringimmediate action.
I have submitted your letter to the Governor General,, and am commanded' byHis Excellency to convey to the Commissioners His Excellency's approval of thecourse of enuiry they ave adopted, as detailed in your letter, and RisTExcel-

lency's thanks for the industry and energy which has enabled. the Commissionersto satisfy themseles eestenceogreat'abuss, management te
institution.

f is Excellency is convinced that: no time has, been lost by the Commissionersin the investi cation they have undertaken, and that the time bestowed upountheexecution of e Penitentiary Commission, to the reat inconvenience of theCo l-missioners, has been most beneficially employed. The range ,of 'enquirylwas
most extensive, and the coursetaken by',the Commissioners o lEnquiry into themanagement of the Prison and the conduct, of its:Officers, in the first place, andinto improvements i the system.' afterwàrds, was well judged and proper, forwhile it would.not be right to suppose grounds of complaint without good- foundà-tion for suspicion: of mismanagement, it is; very obvious that ,where grave 'sus-picion was created, inquiryý'into the alleged misconduct of individuals was a yëryready way of discovering, the vices of-the system under which_îhe alleged ähuses
were pernu tted, to exist.

I beg to explain that my letter of the 27th July contaiied no chargeofas
of tue upon minute investigati'ns for' Ithe mere, satisfacti6n of ndividuals. I
stated that the Commnissioners werenotéxpe6téd to waste"th ifinie in this mn-
ner, becauseit was expected that they wduldlbe unduly pressed uPo fo tobject, and mightby such an' expression of copinion'bon athe t ' he Gó,,rh-
ment, feel themselves the more fortified in 1efusiig tl u h Oiso ailuïbletothe inecovers, enquiiies, such as appeare din some ofdhe roceedgs ,te sInspectoandch ýas ,frotm the:'state of feeling lhe nighbourhodd
o nerision they might e called upónyppixdertake"

' 'Jy
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All the points of enquiry which you mention in your letter are of great conse-
quence, so much so, as to make it unadvisable to limit the time bestowed upon
the investigation, unless unavoidable. The Commissioners will readily underY
stand however, that the Government must be very desirous before the Sessin of
Parliament, to place the management of the Prison in good hands, and to be
able to assure the Legislature that abuses have ceased, andi also in preparation
for the Session to be able to suggest such improvements as can be at once, and,
for obvious reasons, adopted; I hope that these reasons for urgency have not been
misconstrued into a desire, on the part of the Government, that the labors of the
Commissioners should be closed with untimely haste, as in fact, the so closing
them would have even a worse effect than any delay which was desired to be
avoided.

The nature of the·disclosures which your letter leads the Government to expect,
and which probably must end in extensive changes as to the persons in charge,
make it desirable that, unless in .very flagrant cases, which the Commissioners
might sec fit to be acted upon in detail and'immèdiately, ýhat the whole should
be donc upon consideration of one Report ; had the implications of the parties
concerned been less extensive another course of proceeding might have been
advisable; partial charges might have been made upon reports relating to indivi-
duals, and thus the reforn, as to persons, might have been accom>1ished, pend-
ing the enquiry, and during the presence of the Commissioners in 'ngston.

The case of the kitchen keeper, reported by the Commissioners since the date
of your letter of the 29th July, appeared to admit of no delay, and instructions
were immediately sent for his removal upon the receipt of the report.

Probably there may be other cases in which the Commissioners may desire to
Iproceed in like manner, but unless a strong necessity appears for such a course, a
consideration of the whole report, and of the different bearings of one portion
upon another, will enable the Government to proceed in a more satisfactory man-
ner than it could do upon reports in detail.

It will be indeed a just source of satisfaction to the Government, if the labors
of the Commissioners will enable it to effect an important reduction of the ovei-
grown expenditure of the Institution ; and it will be of still more importance if
cruel, indiscriminate and ineffective infliction of punishment can be prevented
in future, and an effective and reformatory discipline introduced. Whether 'the
Silent or Auburn system can be made effectual for the purposes of moral reform
of prisoners, or whether it may be combined with solitary confinement, are que.s
tions of deep interest, perhaps not immediately soluble. The solution of them
may probably require more time and labor than can be at present bestoWed 'upon
the subject, But the observations of the Commissioners cannot fail to be of grèat
value, and will receive the most anxious -attention on the part of the Executive.
-But the improvements in the system will probably be of gradual introduction,;
while the restoring good and careful management to the Institation is a matte'r
of pressing necessity. If the whole Report, such as the time pernîits, to be sh6rily
submitted for the consideration of the Governnent, the recommendations of' the
Commissioners as to the system, may possibly affect the course to be taken regard-
ing the management of the Institution ; if, on the contrary; the whole iReport
would, in its preparation, require long delay,-it may be still advisable to divide
the subject, as the Commissioners have divided their inquiry, and to send ing
Report asto the reforms in the management, so as to enable the. Government
act, without delay, leaving organic changes to be the subject öf a future Rep t
to be presented m time for consideration, previously to t he next Session.

I beg to say, that nothing in this letter is to be considered as diiecting.e1
Commissioners enjoy the fuil confidence of the Executive, and should anot adop
any course suggested, if it should appear to them not the proper one, witho i



settin orth their reasons in favor fa different mode 'proceedimg. Theperior
knoed eé which théifrposition, gives them,ánd the actt, theiráudiided
attention bas lbeen turned to one subject,; a s ll as ýt wide discretion ,lft th »
by their original instructions, plaiûly indicate thi coure; and it is impobssible
that the servants of the Govermnenitle, an takeup6n tiensles the responsi-
bility of advising direct orders to.be given to.thé Commissioners, at least witliôut
the fallest iiformation and a pèrfèet uilerstandini of the opinions"of the "Cm
missioriers theniselves. iBetween directiiig the &rmissioners and é4 ainii1
the wislies of the Executive gehérally,thre is aie distinction, hich it *oull
be well if 'the Commission'ers'kept in view i the cons ruction'they'pl e ußon
communications from the Government.

The abuses which have been permitted to grog up in the Penitentiàry are so
mucli more extensive than was expected, and the necessary reformations só m1iie
more important that the labors f the Comiissionérs hare been 'far beyondlvha
were expected to be impàsed ùipon the . But I "a commard d'by the GovrÊor
General to say, thatha e is much plkaséd tò see that the Gentleiien naied in he
Commissionhave not shrunk from the perfqrmance of the oneroûs' and dialre#
able duties in:whichI they find themselves invôlved, thouglh the difficulties in their
way are greater than when theyaccepted theConimission tliey were pep~red t
anticipate. y

Sir,-The attention of the Commissioners has, this,mornin b ,ecalled t6e-
tain statements reported in the Pilot newspaper of the 26 instant, as having
been made on the floor of the House of Assembly, by the Honorable John,
Macdonald, and John Prince, Esquire,:asto tlie dficial conductsof the Måní%s
of this Commission.. These statements are of so extraordinary achaiacter at
the Commissioners feel it due to themselves to répel them at oncevithout ait-
ing the publication of their Report, for a full justifcationf
ings. Tam therefore instructed ,by thCommissioners totake up an xplain
seriatin the several imputations made against hein :

1st. Mr. Macdonald is reported tobhve said, "òn thé same authority he vould"state, that Mr. Broýn took thi evidence, 'aridfalsified the evidence, and after
"wards, when the error was pointèd out hewas vith soIme difficulty;inducedto
"alter, and which in some cases, he woutd 'not a1te. l

This statement is totally, -ithout foundation tIievidence lias been taken o
by Mr. Brown. with, great car- and, particularity; the answer to each question
was read: aloud as it waswritteû, downandcaref:lyamendedto suit thewtnés
ses, when suggestions were made by them at the close f eachwiese exaeirnation his, deposition was read aloud slowly'and distinctlycorectionsfere
made in the course of readingi; when read throughi the itness nwas invarifl
asked if 'lie" was satisfied that h Was correctly takewdo MrIWar

correctly taken down, their answers beinog obtained the Secrctàry invariably
wrote the following words at the end of theJDeposition, " the foegoing evidence
"vas read aloud; tho Wardeu, Smith, declared the ovidence corrctly takei
" down, witness did the, same aud signed it"; these words were then read aloud
and the witness signed his niiime.

2nd. Mr. Macclonal iis reported to have said, "Mr. Brown has also told some
of the witnesses that wbat they said was not truc, but miglit go for what it was
worth." This statement is also uttorly without foundation, neither Mr. Brown,

nor any other Member of the Commission, ever told any witness that what he
had said was untrue.

3rd. Mr. Macdonald is reported to have said: "One witness was cross-examin-
"ed for twelve and a half consecutive days; and when lie asked why ho was
"subjected to so severc an examination, lie was told you are the chief witness for
' the Warden, and it is our business to destroy your testimony."

The witness alluded to is James Hopkirk, Esquire. When the evidence is
published it will be seen whether the Commissioners were blameable for making

is examination so minute. When his own proceedings were being enquired
into, as to certain of the charges aginst the Warden, Mr. Hopkirk said: "you

are trying me, not the Warden; why do you encquire in this way into my con-
duct," or words to that effect. Mr. 'Brown said "you are a chief witness for

"the Warden, and it is our duty to show how much you are yourself personally
"mixed up in these very transactions;" and Mr. Bristow added " every point on

whicl you have been examined by the Commissioners was brought up in your
direct examination by the Warden."
4th. Mr. Macdonald is reported to have said, " That witness (Mr. Hopidrk,

" I presume,) replied that the Government would do him justice, and he was told
"we are the Officers of the Governinent and it must support Lis."

This statement is totally without foundation, no sucli observations having been
made by any witness, and no sucli reply having been mnade by any Commissioner,
or any language used which could be so construed.

5th. Mr. Macdondald is reported to have said, " The copy of a letter was pro-
" duced by Mr. Brown as evidence against the Warden, and Mir. Brown declared
"upon his honor that it was a correct copy of one written by the Warden. This

fthe Warden denied, asserting that it was an ingenious extract from the real
"letter, everything favorable to the Warden having been left out. ie was in-
"formeid that Mr. Brown's declaration could not be true, for the Warden, at that
" very time, had the letter in his pocket, that he produced it, and that when Mr.
"Brown saw it, lie was confounded, and asked why it was not in the Archives.
«It was of great importance to have-that fact in evidence, and Mr. Brown con-

sented to give his testinony upon it. -Afterwards, however, he refused to give
" bis evidence, and when the Warden called up other witnesses to that fact Nr.
" Brown would not allow the testimony to be entered on the notes."

The above contains a great amount of error, on the foundation of a very little
truth. Tie warden was charged with making a false return to the surgcon of
punishments inflicted on an insane Convict in the formal charges; flic letter o
thef surgeon to the warden, asking flic return, was given, im so far as it related f0
the point at issue; the latter part lad no reference to flic point at issue, and was
not given ; it happened that the words " Acts of violence " occur in flie latter
portion, and the Warden looked on these words as favorable to his defence; and
tried to make it appear that the latter portion was kept back by design on the part ','
of the Commissioners. The extract from the letter of Dr. Sampson was a full
and fair extract, and it was not quoted in the charges as the ,entire letter,; th
idea of garbling a letter, the original of which was in Mr'. Sinith's own possession
Spalpably absurd. It is true the Oomimission refused to allow Mr. Brown



Nr. Hopkirk to answer certain questions put by the Warden as to this letter, but
tley affected in no way the charges against the Warden and tended onlyto 'im
pugu the integrity of the Commissioners.

Gth. Mr. Macdonald is reported to have said 4One of the. charges against tlie
"Warden, was, that lie allowed Mf. Hopkirk to steàl six cords of Wood. The

Cômmissioners examined a witness named Ballantine, one of the gate keepers,
"who said he knew Mr. lopkirk had the wood, and lie knewýthat he1had returned

it. The other, named Cooper only proved that Mr. Hopkirk hada. the wodd,
"a nd his evidence alone was entered on the minutes; but he was ,now prepared to
" swear that the only reason lie did not state that Mr. Hopkirkc had returned it,

was, because lie was not asked."
The witness referred to under the name ofBallntine, it is presumed, is Guard

Bannister. This witness's deposition is as follows':-""Witness recollects of Mr.
" Hopkirk getting four or five cords of firewood from the Penitentiary stores."
That Bannister stated to the Commissioners that this wood was returned, is alto-
gether untrue. Guard Cooper does not appear by his deposition to have made
any statement whatever as to the firewood, when first before the Commissioners.
H1e was called, however, by the Warden, Smith, to prove that when before the
Commission lie liad stated thai Mr. Hopkirk got somo firewood which was re-
turned; and lie then gave the following testimony :-" Does not lnow that Mr.

Hopkirk got five cords of wood fron the Penitentiary, in the early part of 1847.
"Nor doeslie know that Mr. Hopkirk sent that quantity to the Penitentiary in
"1847. Knows lie got wood out, and sent wood in; but knows nothing as to
" quantities. itness, in answer to an inquiry from Mr. Hopkirk one Sunday,

as to whether witness had informed the Commissioners 'of wood liaving been
4taken out of the Penitentiary to Mr. Hopkirk, and returned by him, said, that
"lie did not recollect positively whether the Commissioners lad asked lim about
"theI wood; but if they had, he had told them that lie thouglit the wood was re-
" turned. Witness does not recollect if the Commissioners asked witness about
"the wood. Believes lie mentioned to them that Mr. Hopkirk had received
"wood from the Penitentiary, and that Mr. Hopkirk had returned it. Believes
"'he was under oath when lie told the Commissioners of the wood."

The Commissioners have no recollection of Guard Cooper stating anything to
thein about firewood at his preliminary examination; but it is quite possible that
among the numerous transactions voluntarily brouglit before them by witnesses,
and not taken up, this may have been one.

7th. Colonel Prince is reported to have said :-" Ie might also state, that the
"Gentleman placed at the head of that Commission no sooner found that the

duties of the office ran counter to lis interest otherwise than lie neglected the
business for whicli lie had been appointed."
The truth is, that the Honorable Adain Fergusson attended closely at the pro -

ceedings of the Commission from 23rd June to 5th December, 1848, and only
left when sommoned home by the alarming indisposition of Mrs. Fergusson.

Sth. Colonel Prince is also reported to have said, " lie lad heard a gentleman
"state, at a large Public Meeting at' Kingston, that the greatest partiality had
"been exhibited by Mr. Brown in taking the evidence during the sitting of the
"Comnission. That Gentleman stated that Mr. Brown would not take do#iñ
"those parts of the evidence which went to exculpate Mr. Smith, from charges
" made against him, and when Mr. Smith was called to sign the evidence, he
"objecte that all was noi down which lie had stated. Mr. Browii however said

be founded, ever having happened during the sitting of the Commission.

I believe these are the only points whicli require explanation.
The Commissioners cannot, within tlie compass of this letter, adequately ex-

plain the disagreeable duties which have devolved upon them, in the course of
this protracted enquiry, and the painfl position in wlich they have been placed
by their determination to act fearlessly and indcpendently. They rely with con-
fidence, that the Report whicli they will have the honor to present'at the close of
their proceedings, will vindicate their conduct to the Country, and amply justify
the confidence which His Excellency lias been pleased to repose in them.

ing that the matter may receive investigation.

If Manuel's statements are untrue it is but right that that fact should be ascer-
tained, the assertion, by him, that lie was dismissed for the reasons lie states, hav-
ing led to the impression that intimidation lias been used; and it would also
be gratifying to myself to be relieved from the unpleasant feeling, of being re-
garded by Manuel as the cause of his losing his bread.

Sir,-I have the honor to acknowledge receipt of your letter of the 9th instant
together with copy of a letter from Mr. James opkirk, demanding an enquiry
into the cause of the dismissal of keeper Hugh Manuel from the Provincial Peni-
tentiary, and copy of an affidavit by said Manuel, professing to detail the circum-
stances attending lis dismissal.

In reply I have merely to state, by the following minute of 1st September last,
the Boari of Inspectors ordered Manuel's dismissal:

" The Board took into consideration the suitableness of keeper Manuel for his
" situation, and resolved that from what had come under their notice they could
"have no confidence in him as an Officer of the Penitentiary, and instructed the
" Warden to inform Manuel that his services would be no longer reculired."

The Inspectors took active steps to procure a competent person as Manuel's
successoir, and at the Warden's request no notice was to be given to Manuel until
one should be found. On 2lst September I happened to be in Kingston, and in
course of conversation with the Warden as to the prospect of procuring a good
man, he suggested that a successor might be dispensedi with altogether. I im-
mediately procured a return from the Clerk of the number of convicts employed
in each gang of masons and stone-cutters, and finding that Manuel's gang was
very small and miglit be distributed among the other mason-keepers without ex-
ceeding the Statutory strengtlh of the several gangs. I agreecd witi the Warden
that no successor to Manuel should be appointecd at any rate until the Board of In-
spectors considered the inatter. There was thus no necessity for delaying Manuel's
dismissal further than to arrange the distribution of his gang, and this the Warden
agreed to have done before I left Kingston.

Mr. John Sandfielcd McDonald, Counsel for the Crown at the Midland District
Assizes, which were tien proceeding, visited the Penitentiary while I was there;
and hearing the Warden and myself name Manuel, he afterwards said casually
that Manuel was one of the witncsses for the Crown in the McCarthy case. Of
this I had no idea previous to the moment when iMr. McDonald nentioned it,
and I irmediately suggested that his dismissal would be charged to us, as influ-
enced by the fact of his being a witness, and asked the opinion of the Crown
Officer vhether Manruel's dismrissal lad not better be deferred until the trial was
over. On considration, we agreed it was much better that the disnissal should
take place before than after the trial, as in the former case Manuel would only be
less slrackled in giving his evidence, while in the latter it-might be said that his
dismissal was a punis iment for the claracter of iis evidence.

The Warden also thougit it best to dismiss Manuel before the trial, and would
have Iimself dismissed him on Monday morning the 24th Septemrber; but Manuel
had gone into town to attend tie Court. The Warden, however, informed me of
the fact that ie lad nmissed seeing Manuel. Shortly afterwards, as I was passing
out of the Court Room, I saw hin standing in the crowd, aud asked him to step
down stairs with me. He went down, audI then told himi the Board of Inspectors
at tieir last meeting had resolved to dispense witl his services. He asked why,
and I said because tlhey lad no confidence in him as an Officer. I told him ie
need not return to the Institution, as the Warden had made arrangements for the
care of his gang, and left hin. The details given in Manuel's alfidavit farther
than this, tlough immaterial to the matter, are entirely imaginary.

In conclusion, I have only to state, that Manuels dismissal had not the remotest
connection with McCarthy's trial. The Inspectors had no knowledge that he was
to be a witness in that case ; and if they had, it was a matter of perfect iridiffer- -

ence to them personally what evidence ie might give at it, or what might be the $:
rest Itof the trial; aud, besides, wben Manuel was put in the wituess box, ,th
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only evidence he gave" was as to, his own dismiissal that morninig-not one word
of testi mongr culd he give in McCarthy's case. It is Innecessary for me here to
explain 'why the Inspectors had no confidence in Keeper Manuel; Ibut 'slôuld
his Excellency desire it, the Inspectors can readily state reasons for it of the rdst
conclusive character.

remaining six charges will be transmitted as soon as the evidence (consisting of'
many hundreds of pages) can be sclected, and transcribed from the great mass
of testimony taken for the defeiice during the investigation, the greater part of

" which has been suppressed by the Comnissioners in their Report."
The Committee of Council feel, that it is of great public importance that the

protracted investigation into the affairs of the Penitentiary should be brouglit to
a close as soon as possible, and they are therefore of opiion that Mr. Smith sould1
be informed tliat fie cannot be allowed a longer time to send in his fnal remark
on the Commissioners' Reports than the 15th March next.

They seem to have given the War-

den every reasonable op ortunity of answering the charges against him, and
" yet after all this delayPte Committee of Council find that Mr. Smith desires

to place the Commissioners in the position of complainants against him, and
" appeals to Your Excellency to determine between him and them. It seems to
4 the Committee of Council quite obvious, that if Mr. Smith's views of the case
"were to be acted on, a vew Commission should be appointed te re-investigate

the entire subject, a course which wonld involve a large expenditure of public
" money, and ivhich would be as little likely to give satisfaction to Mr. Smth as
" that already adopted. TheCommittee of Council not being prepared to advise
" Your E xcellency to appoint a new Commission of enquiry into the affairs of
" the Penîitentiary, have folt it their duty to examine the several statements of
" Mr. Siith, withi a view of satisfying themselves as to whether the Report of
" the Commissioners is to )0 depended on as a fair and impartial statement of
" facts. The Coinittee of Council find nothing in Mr. Smitli's comnients on the
" Report to induce tlicn to change their opinion as to the judgment and impar-

tiality of the gentlemen selected to perform the very arùuous duty of, enquir-
ing into lhei conduct, disciplino, and nanagement of the Penitentiary. Tlle
" most important subject for enjiuhy, in the opinion of the Committee of Coun-

" cil, is as to the success of the Penitentiary as an Institution for affecting the
" moral reformation of the convicts, and the Committee entertain no doubt, not

only that it has wholly failed as a means for effecting that most important object,
but that Mr. Sinith is not by any means well-fitted to have the management of
such an Institution. The Conunittee are of opinion that even if every charge

" brouglit against Mr Snith had been satisfactorily refuted, it would have been
' inexpedient to have cntrasted himu witli the management of the Institution, from
his evident unfitness for the office; and the Committee can scarcely conceive a

" case in which it is more important for the Executive Government te repudiate
all regard te what nay be termed vested rights than determining as te fhe ma-

" nagement of the Penitentiary. The success of the'Institution nust mainly depend
on the Warden; and if he be inefficient, extravagant, or corrupt, the public
can place but little reliance on the check of an unpaid Board of Local Inspectors.

" It seeins to have been the practice in the Penitentiary to remove all the subor-
dinate Officers at the discretion of the Warden and inspectors; and the Con.-

"mittee of Coiiuncil are of opinion, that not only these'Officers, bu fthé Warden
should be given most distimctly to understand that no character of permanency

" can be attached to any office in the Institution. The Warden, in partic1lar,
should be possessed of peculiar qualifications; and wheni it is conside'redl tlia
flic temporal and eternal interests of 500 human beings may be affected by fli
choice of a Warden, it must be adnitted that a very grave responsibility rests

C on all those charged with the selection, and that the Government should not beCC in any way fettered by the real or pretendedcl aims of individuals. The Com
"mittee of Council having arrived at the o>nion, that the late Warden, Mr
Smith, is not a suitable person to manage f1le Penitentiary, are prepared, on
that ground alone, to recommend that lie be not re-instated iu office.

The subject next in importance to the moral reformation of fthe Convicts i
the opinion of the Conmittee Of Council, is the economical management of the
Institution, and the judicious e-mployment of the labor of, the Convicts. Tie

" Cognmittee of Council feel it unnecessary to enterinto an'y detailcdcexamiuafin
"oflis guestion, as they think if mustbe sufficiently obious :from e f epert

oeflih Commissiàuers that the economical management has been nqst defectiîve;
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"and they cannot arrive at ay other opinion than tiat the respnibility fo tha
" management should fall chiefly on Mr. Smith. With regaàrd tothe crueltreät-
" ment of the Convicts, the Committee are of opinion thatitirose from a defec

tive system, which was tolerated by thie Governmet,' and santioned bythe
"various Boards of Inspectors. Various other charges, more or less imnportant,
were made against Mr. Smith; and so far as the Committee are able to judge
were dealt with impartially and fairly by the Commissioners.' The verfact

" that it should at tiis tiime be necessary to make a siftin enquiry as tolvhether
Slihe orse, cow, poultry, &c., of the Wardèn were fed at bis expense, or thâtQf

" the public, is sufficient proof of the existence of the grossest abuses. It is qiute
" evident that therë was no separation of the private prolierty of the Wàrden

froin tlt of the public, and that the Cominissioners are justifiec in aiiviig' at
the conclusion, that large sums have been lost by the use of the provisions 6f
the Ponitentiary for the purposes of the Warden. The Wardén's defence o

" thcso p oints is most unsatisfactory. The Committee forbear going intö a d
" tailed oxamination of all the charges. They bave satisfied themselvesthat therd
" is no just ground for doubting the integrity of the Comissioners; àid they
" feel it their duty to recommend Your Excellency not to ·e-instate Mr. Snith
" in the Wardenship of the Penitentiary.

" With regard to the varioujs letters acciressec by Mr. Smith to Mr. Sci-etary
" Leslie, the ~Comnittee of Council are of opinion that they should be retuïed to

Mr. Smith, and tlat that gentleman should be informed that although f-oe' a"'
" unwillingness to refuse him any opportunity that lie might clahi for urging
" what he miglit wish to state in his defence, he was pernittecl to re-open Ithe

case; yet, in the opinion of Your Excellency's advisers thaU defence ouglit tô
"have been made before the Commissioners.

As it will soon become necessary to·appoint a successor to Mr. Smith, the
" Committee of Council would strongly recommend that no character of perm a-
"nency should be given to the office of Warden, and that Mr. Smith's successor

siould be given distinctly to understand that if it should be deemèd for the public
"interest to make a'change, the incumbent is to have no claim for -consideration.
"The Cominittee of Council have considered the varions récomnendations
" contained in the second and final Report of the Coriimissione'rs, ârd wliich
"have been adopted by them after diligent enquiry into other systems of prison,

discipline, and after much patient consideration. The Committee of Couicil
"are of opinion that a Bill should be submitted to Parliament during the next
" Session, embodying the alterations suggested in the Report, and that in the
"preparation of the measure the services of the Commissioners may belmade
"available.

" The Conmittee of Council anticipate not only great improvements in prison
"discipline, but much savine in the public expenditure from an efficient inspéc-
"tion of the prisons which, in their opinion, may be advantageously comibined'
"with that of other public institutions.

ment of passion, and when bereft of reason and under the influence of intoxica-
tion, he committed. And that Your Petitioners have been led to understand
that the Commissioners appointed to examine into the conduct of the Penitentia-y
have strongly'recommended the said Hugh Cameron to Your Excellency's
clemency, with a view that the remainder of the term of his imprisonment be
dispensed with.

That froin the information derived from the said Commissioners, and from
Officers of the Prison, Your Petitioners feel a cônfident assurance, that should it
be Your Excellency's pleasure to grant a pardon to the said Prisoner, and thus to
shorten the duration of his imprisonment, he will be a steady and useful member
of society.

Your Petitioners would further respectfully state, that prior' to the commission
of the act which has led to the incarceration of the said HugI Cameron, he bore
a most excellent character for honesty, and that at the time of his trial numerous
witnesses, of the highest respectability, gave the most favorable testimony on his
behalf.

Wherefore your Petitioners respectfully pray, that Your Excellency will be
pleased to take the premises into Your favorable consideration, and that you will
grant a discharge from the residue of the term of imprisonment, to which the
said Hugh Cameron was sentenced.

Sir,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of Minutes of the Resolution
of the Legislative Assembly, for an Address to the Governor General, praying for
a statement of Births, Deaths, and Marriages in Upper and Lower Canada respec-
tively, in each year from the 1st January, 1852, to the 1st January, 1856, and
referred from the Secretary's Office to this Department.

I am not aware that any Returns of this nature were made in the years 1852-53,
and 54, either to Board of Registration and Statistics or to the then compiler of the
" Blue Book ;" but upon the transfer of the latter to my care in December last,
it appeared desirable that an effort should be made to procrire the best possible
information on this important feature in the stàtistics of the country, àecordinglo
10 and 11 Vie. cap. 14, sec. 10. With this view, I forwarded printed'circùlarsltô
every clergyman of every jc1nominàtion in Uppér' Canada, and inétructed the
Cler s of the Peace to use every exertion on t eir part to procure the nee:ssary
Returns. I regret to say that the attempt has most sigally failed andsforpub-
lication or reference the Returns are, I consider, utterly worthless.

There is in this Office a mass of correspondence from the Clerks of the Peace,
and from Ministers of variois den minations ; the former asserting théir inability
to obtain the Returns, and the latter complaining of the operation of the Act,
which exacts gratuitous services ; and very many of the Clergymen deny thé right
of the Le islature to ask for them, not acknowledging their juxisdictionàin the
matter. In many cases also it appears that the Clergy have never kept any Re
gister or made any Returns at all. rom particulär parté of rticular Counties
the information. supplied is correct, as far as it go-es, but from other parts it is
withheld, or so imperfect as to be useless.

And further, even if the Returns of-,B 'by those using ha t were
perfectly correct, it would be no criterion of the increase of population, as perihaps

1*.... ..
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not more than one-half of the children of Upper Canada are baptised at all. And
with regard to Bwials the same difficulty exists, as very many are interred with-
out the services of any clergyman.

Whether it be advisable or not to amend the present Law, which seems quite
inoperative, may be a question for consideration; but as regards the increase in
our population, there are other and more reliable means for arriving at a close
approximation to it; and as the very best Returns that could be obtained under
the Act would give but very limited information, it does not appear advisable to
enforce its observance.

With reoard to Lower Canada, some Returns have been sent in from Protho-
notaries, w iich appear to be carefully compiled; but whether they contain the
Baptisms and Burials of the wtole population, or whether they are, in all respects,
reliable, I have not the means of judgino. These Returns are, I bélieve, regularly
transmitted to the Provincial Secretary s Department, and may be correct; but
with regard to Upper Canada, any attempt to procure correct Returns under this
Act would be fruitless.

I fear, therefore, the object of the Resolution, applying for this information, is
unattainable.

Hereto are annexed some documents from Clerks of the Peace and Clergymen,
shewing the correctness of the foregoing statements.

Ijhave found trouble
and di iculties in obtaining the Returns for 1853 and 1854, and a most surprising
lack of common sense knowledge with some of the Ministers as to the, Returns,
notwithstanding that I have regularly advertised the references to the authorities.
I regret to add also, that I have found, (during the three years I have held this
Office,) with certain of the Ministers of Religion, a great deficiency in common
scholastic education; and I further regret to add, that with those who are edu-
cated, I have found a defiance given to the requirements of the Statute, sö mûch
(in ny humble view) in opposition to what is generally taught in our Christian
Religion, and as in our Bible, regarding obedience to the Law of the land, and
the respect to a secular power in secular matters, as these Returns appear to
me to come under the designation of.

I may add, that in 1855, I had a Return of Marriages sent me by a Presbyte-
rian Minister, from St. Thomas, (County of Elgin,) though the Clerk of the Peace
of that County resides in that Town. Iad a Return this year (1856,) sent me all
the way from Fitzroy, County of Carleton, to which one of the letters in said
Copy~of Correspondence refers.

2nd. INrANTs.-Two died of croup; one of consumption; one of scarlet fever;
and one of dysentery.

The bulk of the population in this Parish is composed of Menonists, whose
views upon the subject of infant baptism you are probably aware are identical
with those of the Anabaptists. A very large majority of our children are, there-
fore, unbaptized. What the exact proportion is which these bear to the gross
population I regret being unable to inforn you, havino' no ineans of access to
those sources from whicli alone such information might >e derived.

Sir,-I beg to reply to your circular of January 3rd, requiring a Return of

Baptisms, Marriages, and Funerals, that I was not aware that the §tatute, quoted
in your circular, was applicable to Clergymen of the United Church of England
and Irelaud, settled in this Province, who are authorized to baptize, &c., and
keep Registers, not by any Provincial Act of Parliament, but in virtue of their
letters ofË orders, from their ownEcclesiastical Superior, the Bishop of the Diocese,
or his Ordinary, who enjoins these duties up on them which you require. Nor
have I ever received a copy of the Statute alluded to, whereby I might have been
guided. I therefore have hitherto made no such Return as you call for to any
of the Oflicers specified in your letter.

It is plain, however, that your Department cannot obtain the necessary infor-
mation to answer your purposes, without such Returns from the Clerg'y of aß
denominations; nor even then will your data be complete, as many baptisms,
marriages, and funerals take place, of which no record is kept, and many live
and die unbaptized.

I shall be most happy to comply with your wishes for the public good, or the
advancement of science, as it will be no onerous task, in conjunction with my-
clerical brethren, who would not willingly resist a law of the land ; but it strikes
me that the Act is unconstitutional, and could not be enforced against any recu-
saut Minister or Clergyman; for how can a man be compelled to perform a ser-
vice without being paid for it? We are bound by custom, if not by law, to givéý
extracts, or copies of entries, from our Registers, upon the payment of certain
fees for our trouble; but it is a new thing to be compelled by an Act of Parlia
ment to work for nothing.

I take the liberty to state it as my opinion, that your Departinent wouldb
equally successful in obtaining statistical information if you would seek it in a
more popular and acceptable way, namely, by requesting it as a favor, instead
demanding it as a matter of duty and right, under the threat of a legal penal
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froni a class of men who are not officers of the Government, and wlio receive
from Government no pay. To exact sucbh gratuitous services from a State.paid
Clergy would be fair and consistent enough; but in as much as the Legislature
of Canada has declared that there shall be no semblance of connection betwveen
the Church and the State, it is manifestly unjust and oppressive for the State to
exercise arbitrary authority over the Clergy as such.

As a inissionary in the Diocese of Quebec for nearly thirteen years, the Legis-
lature furnished me annually with a copy of the Provincial Statutes. I have been
resident in the Diocese of Toronto more than twelve years, and have not been
favored with a single copy. The Statutes have, no doubt, become voluminous,
and the Clergy numerous ; but althou gh it might be inconsistent with a prudent
economy to furnish the Clergy with al the Provincial Statutes, copies of Acts
which impose duties and penalties upon them, and whose provisions they are
rcquired to assist in carrying into effect, ouglit in justice to be presented to them.

You will not, of course, infer from what I have written, that I design to impugn
tlhe wisdom or authority of the Legislature, much less to inculpate you, or any
officer of the Government, whose duty it is to act under the laws laid down for
your direction. My object is to be of service, rather than to cavil or flnd fault;
and I have taken the liberty to offer a few hints respecting the Statute cited in
your circular, which, it occurred to me, might prove useful to your Department,
and induce you to adopt the most effectual course for eliciting information, by
operating upon the hearts of the Clergy and others, like the genial influence of
the sun, instead of the chilling blast, as exemplified on the conduct of the Tra-
vller in the fable.

Sir,-I have been so much occupied of late that I have not had an earlier
opportunity to make ont a list of the Baptisms and Marriages celebrated by mé
since 1 came to this place. You will observe that the record as given is to some
extent defective. The dates lof two of the Baptisms are not given, and in some
few instances the naines of the witnesses of Marriages are not given. These de-
fects I will supply as early as possible. I choose rather to send off the Report as
it is than to delay any longer. We have not kept a record of deaths, but we
shall do so from the beginning of the current year. When I came here, there
was no Sessidn-Book, no record of Births, or any thing of the kind, ever kept.
I have had to begin the work, and it is not to be wondered that our Book should
be somewhat defective. A parent gets his child baptized, he gives mea record
containing the names of al concerned, and the date ofBirh. I Ithink I will
easily remember to mark down the date of Baptisms when home; bt w;hen I do
get home, the thing escapes my memory,' and may no occur again fo weeks
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then the event rets mixed up with other similar èvents, and nemory fails me.'
In reference to t.e Baptisms, all the parents are farmers; and iii reference to the
Marriages, all the parties are of the same occupation. There are, I believe, in
this part of the Country, many children unbaptized, some from principle, as in
the case of Quakers; and some from sheer neglect of, and disrespect for this
Divine Ordinance. I beg to say respectfully, that the mode taken by our Govern-
ment to get at an accurate statistical knowledge in regard to Births, Marriages,
and Deaths, is utterly defective. Many of our people unhappily are not con-
nected with any Church; their children are not baptized; and they are buried
without any religious service. But I need not occupy your time. You are not-
the Government; I an not the Counsellor. I hope the Report I have furnished
will be found as full as your requirements. I will be in Toronto the week after-
next, and will take with me the corrections aready alluded to. I was not, till
very lately, aware, that such a Report would be required ; though it is very clum-
sily got up, it has cost me as much trouble as a Lawyer would get ten dollars for.

Sir,-I received about two weeks ago a circular signed by you as Secretary
to the Bureau of Agriculture and Statistics, desiring certain information, which
I should have replied to at an earlier date, had I been able. As you respectfully
request this information, and I consider it for the good of our Country, I shall
be happy to furnish it whenever in my power. Allow me to say, however, that
the Act to which you are pleased to call my attention, cannot, if your circulIr
be correctly worded, have any application to me, as I am "authorized" by Johù,(
Lord Bishop of Toronto, who orcained me, to Baptize, Marry, and perform tfhe
funeral service; I do at stated times report these and other matters to my Bisho
and also keep a Parochical Register. The Church was founded by Jesus Christ
our Lord, and not by Act of Parliment; and I cannot see how a State or Govern-
ment can, with any consistency, deprive a Church of its temporal rights and then
demand an account from the ministry of that Church of matters spiritual. If
be " desirable to separate Church and State," what good can the State hope for iin
the number of Baptisims performed by the Church, unless it be the hope of ob
taining a benefit without giving any thing in return ? I might say much more,
but this I trust will convince you that there is a wrong somewhere.

of this Township, but inasmuch as the said Return has to be forwarded to your
Office, I prefer sending it direct, because I am desirous of making one or two
suggestions.

1st. BAPTIsM.-Not above half the children in Canada are baptised. You re-
quire a Return of Births, the only way to insure a correct Return isto adopt the
plan which I was much struck with when I was last in France, viz:--for the Medi-
cal man in attendance to make a Return of the birth within twenty-four hours,
for whichle receives a trifiing fee, and for the neglect of which ther i a
heavy fine, and this fine is never remitted; thus a Return, well nigh. perfect, is
annually effected.

2nd. BirRis.-Such a Return as is a prèsent fturnished is worse than nithing.
There are burialgrounds in every direction, in some of ývhiéh no Minister ever
officiates, and in others only occasionally; the only way to-secure anything like
a correct Return, would be for every person, Minister or Laynan, aslth case
may be, who has the charge of a burial ground, to be allowed 1s. 3d. for the Re-
turn of each interment, with name, age, residence, and calling, which; addition
would be somewhat of a protection against making a return of, mor than had
actually been bmried.

Sir,-I had the honor to transmit to you, on the 10th of March, a statement 4f
the appropriations and expenditure on account of Common Schools in Upper and
Lower Canada, which has since been printed as a Return to an Address to Ris
Excellency froin the House of Assembly. As I have since gained some further
information upon the subject, which materially affects the relative positionof
the two sections of the Province, and as the question of education is coming up
in the House of Assembly, I have the honor to request that you will lay this let-
ter before the House as Supplementary to My former statement.

Those statements are correct according to the books of this Department d
according to such portion of the accounts as have been audited by me, but there
were transactions in former years which have now for the first time come undr

my notice, which must be also taken into account.

An additional School Grant was first made in 1853. It is perfectly clear tomne
that the Government of the day intended to divide it, and did divide it like the
£50,000, according to population, and it appears that it was intended to be an,
annual grant, because Dr. Ryerson prepared and the Government introduce a
School Bill for Upper Canada apportioning the amount in accordance with boli
those suppositions. Dr. Ryerson actually received his share in that proportî9n;
not only in 1853 but aiso in 1854, upon the intention of the Government to o
tinue the grant. In the meantime there was a change of Ministry and the
Government made a grant of £15,000 instead of £10,000, and Dr. Ryerson,,,
had already received his share of the £10;000 for 1854, also received his a

ý,î



the £15,000, as if it hadI been in addition to and not substituted for the orginal
£10,000.

On the other hand, Dr. Meilleur assented to the division, according to p" a-
tion, of the £10,000 (vide his statement of its apportionment in the Public ec:
counts of 1853, p. 252), but his accounts having got into some confusion a oentle-
man from this Department was sent down to adjust them, whentle ' riginl
unequal division was lost sight of and a balance ascertained upon the supposition
ofhis receiving an equal share of each of the three grants. The balancé so e
tained forms the basis of my Return for Lower Canada,. and the actual payments
as in the books of this Department forn the basis of my Return for Upper Can-
da. As however, the balances which I assumed to be correct were arrived at
upon very different principles, the whole account, as between the two Provinces,
will require to be reconstructed, and I submit the following statement of the
additional sums appropriated to each:-

the late Inspector General (H-on. Mr. Hincks) into the Legislature in June last,
had not the Parliarnent been dissolved.

The late Administration having intended to propose the augmentation of the
School grant for both sections of the Province, and my recommendation as to
the disposal of tbe additional grant for Upper Canada, having been concurred iin
by Mr. Hincks, and other Upper Canada MNembers of the Government, as ea-ly
as last spring, I made arrangements accordingly, and intimated to many Munici
palities, my expectation of beincg able, in a few months, to afford them'additioal
aid towards the pnrchase of libraries, and the furnishing of the schools with
maps and apparatas.

Upper Canada of the additional Grant of £15,000 made by the Legislature for
School purposes for the year 1854."

You also state, "I have to add, with reference to your remark, that according
to the population as ascertained by the last consus, the sum due to Upper Canada
out of the Grant in question is £7750, that His Excellency is advised that thq
extra Grant for the year 1853 of the £10,000 was divided equally between the
twoý Sections of the Province, and that it is desirable that the same plan should
be pursued with reference to the present Grant."

I beg respectfully to submit that there must have been some mistake in the
information given to His Excellency; as the grant of £10,000 made in 1853 was
not so divided, and as such a division of the grant in question will be a wrong
to Upper Canada, in addition to a much groater one of the same kind for some
years before the year 1851. In support of what I here represent, I'submit thé
following statenent of facts:

1. According to the law under which the Legislative grants for School pur-
poses have been made, they have been professedly divided between the two sec-
tions of United Canada in proportion to population. When the grant of £50,000
per annum -was first made in 1841, the sum of £30,000 per annum was paid to
Lower Canada, and only £20,000 per annum to Upper Canada. The first year
of my connection vith this office, 1845, this gross inequality vas lessened a little
by paying Upper Canada £21,000 and Lower Canada £29,000. After the census
of 1848, I subritted to the consideration of the Governor General in Council, that
Upper Canada was receiving from the School grant less than its due share by
.more than £2000 per annum, and that a new distribution of it should be made.
My letter, dated 17th October, 1848, and a copy of which is hereto appended
(marked A*) was referred to the Inspector Generals Department, which repoïted
that my statistics had been examined and hîad been found correct, and thatmy
recominendation was just. Yet by the interposition of the then Attorney General
for Lower Canada, who took possession of the papers for examination, and' r
tained therm during his continurance iu office, no decision was come to on the
subject (although I repeatedly solicited it) until the 24thMarch, 1851, when fwa'
informed by a letter from the Mr. Secretary Leslie that His Excellency had been
pleased to direct that the grant should be equally divided between Uppér id,,
Lower Canada.

2. On the completion of another census of Canada in 1852, I brought the
subject afresh under the consideration of His Excellency, in a letter dated 18tîh
December, 1852, and a copy of which is lereto appended, (marked B.†) That re-
presentation was acted upon in a division of lhe School grant for the following
year, 1853, by paying Upper Canada £25,837 of the grant of £50,000.

3. Then, in reference to the extra grant of £10,000, which was made in 1858
on my recommendation. In transmittingthe clàuse"of the supplerpentarySchol

Act providin for the expndituré "f the proportionof that extra grnpab e to
Upper Canada, I remarked as follows :

This section Iis formed upon the assumption tilat an additional sum of
£6,000 per annum will be available to Upper Canada for Comrmon School pur'
poses, nanely, £837 fron a division of the £50,000 grant, according to the last
census, and £5,168 of the proposed additional' grant of £10,000.1

4. Now, the division of the £10,000'extra grant and of the £50,000 previous
grant, as thus stated, would cause to be paid £31,005 (in round numbers
£31,000) to Upper Canada, and £29,000 to Lower Canada. That the grants
were paid in 1853 to the tvo sections of the Province in this proportion, is clear
from tbe Public Accotints laid before the Legislature by the Inspector General, in
wlich, on page 253, the apportionment paid and owing to Upper Canada for
Common School purposes for 1853 is stated to be £31,000; the account of the
expenditure of which is afterwards given in detail.

I subnit, therefore, that the ektra grant of £10,000, rnade in 1853, habeen
divided between Upper and Lower Canada, and paid as stated iii my letter df
the 12th January; and that my proposed division of the additional grant' of,
£15,000 for 1854 was made upon precisely the' saine basis as that on whièh the
grant of £10,000 in 1853, and the grant of £50,000 in 1841, had been made. The
population of Upper Canada being, according to the censusoif 1852, 952,004, and
tlat of Lower Canada, 89ô,26 1, the share of the £15,000 due Upper Canada, in
proportion to population, is £7,751 7s. Id. The sum therefore yet to be paid is'
£251 7s. Id.

Froni the facts above referred to, as well as from the appended copies of
letters, it is clear that population lias been the acknowledged basis of dividing
the Comnon School grant between Upper and Lower Canada; that for some
years Lower Canada received one-third more of that grant than Upper Canada,
and continued to receive for three years upwards of £3,000 per annum more than
it was entitled to on the Report of the Inspector Generals Departnent; and nowr
tlat tie population of Upper Canada lias become larger than that of Lower Can-
ada, I submit that^it is neither just, nor according to precedent, that Upper Can-
ada should *b denied its proportionate share of the School grants.

I beg also, on this occasion, to correct a representation which bas been
several tirnes made by the Superintendent of Education in Lower Canada, in hiS
official reports. It is complained of that more assistance bas been given to Uppeir
than to Lower Canada in the promotion. of Normal Séhools,ýLibraries, Journal of
Education, &c. Now all that lias been done in Upper Canada in 'the establish-
ment and support of the Normal Schools, of Libraries, and the Journal 'of Educa-
lion, bas been deducted from its own share 'of the Common School grants.and
not by any grant which has not, been equally 'made to Lower Canada'.- 'The only
extra grant made for School purposes in Upper Canada, which wàs fnot-made for
similar purposes ipI Lower Canada, was, the grant forthe erection of the new
Normal and Model School buildings aind Education offices ; but this grant was
made from the building fund created by a special tax in Upper Canada, and' out
of which the buildings of the Lunatic Asylum are erected, and to which Lower
Canada does not contribute a farthing. So far from Upper Canada receiving
from the Legislature more Common School aid than Lower Canada, itis plain
from the facts referred to in this communication, that Upper Canada has received
between ten and twenty thousand pounds less than itlwas entitled to upon thé basis
of population.

I entreat, therefore, that His Excellenc will be pléased td reconsider. the
question of dividing 'the School griant mentioned inyour letter, and cnuse it tb be
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divided between the two sections of United Canada in proportion to population,
as has been done in regard to the previous grants.

Calling attention to an omission in the estimates of the £10,000 increase to the School Grant origya11Y
made in 1853.

SIR,-I have the honor to subnit to the Governor General in Council the

necessity of supplying an omission of ten thousand pounds (£10,000) which 'has.
been made in the estimates for Common School purposes for the current year, that
have been laid before and granted by the Legistature.

The facts of the case are as follows : Early in 1853, at my suggestion,,the
late Inspector General (Hon. Mr. Hincks) and his colleagues, agreed to recom.
mend to the Legislature an increase of £10,000 to the Common School grantof
£50,000. It was at the same time agreed that the share coming to Upper Canada
of the additional £10,000 should be applied to certain specific objects. Pursuant
to that verbal understanding, I prepared the v23rd section of the Supplementary
School Act of 1853, 16 Vict., ch 185, and which received the Royal assent 14th
June, 1853. In my Explanatory Memoranduin, dated Sth April, 1858, accoinpa'
nying the draft of Bill and addressed to the Hon. F. Hincks, I explained in the
following words the mode of disposing of the £6000 per annum appropriated by
the 23rd section of the Bill: "This 23rd section is framed upon the assumption
that an additional sum of £6,000 per annum. will be available to Upper Canàda
for Common School purposes, narnely, £887 from a division of the £50,000 grant
according to the last census, and £5,168 of the proposed additional grantof
£10,000." Accordingly, the 23rd section of the Supplementary School Act Nva's
passed, appropriating £500 per annum as special aid to Poor Schools in iiew
Townships; £1000 perannum additional grant in support of Normal and Model2
Schools, and for supplying each School Corporation and officer in Upper Caniadâ
with . copy of the Journal of Education; £500 per annum for a Libraryand
Museum; £500 per annum for the relief of worn out school teachers, and £4000-
to, be apportioned and expended in support of Common Schools ; in ail £6000'
In the Civil List Act of that year, 16 Vict., ch. 156, will be found the following
item: "Additional aid towards the Common School Fund of Upper and ýLower
Canada, £10,000." The total amount, therefore, granted to the Common School
Fund of Upper and Lower Canada in 1853, was £60,000; the UpperCanadia
ahare of which, according to population, was a few pounds over £S1,000. .i

Accordingly, on turning to the Inspector ýGenerals printed accounts for that
year, page 253, you will find charged '' appropriation of £31,000 currencyfôr
common schools in Canada West." Thie same sumwas 'aid in 1854.

Iin the Spring of 1854, the Hon. Mr. Chauveau, then ,Provincial:Secretaiy,$
came to Toronto vith a view to examine our Normal Schools, and to conferäith
me on the establishment of one in Lower Canada, and'proposing to metoijon
with him in urging a large increase of the Legislative Sehool grant. The ielt
wasthat the Inspector General agreed to recommend it ; but attie meetinf
Parliament in June, nothing ýwas done ; but the, mannér in which £t e-',,t ,
Upper Canada share of the intended additional grant was to be appropriât d



agreed to, andI piepared the draft ofthe Actmakinig"urther provision for grammnar
and common schools in Upper Canada, and took it to Quebec (on my wy to
New Brunswick) the early part of September; but on thatday Mr.iicks and
his colleagues resigned, and the draft of: Bill was handed over to the Hon. At-
torney General Macdonald, it being decided that he should take chaïge of the
School iuesti6n. "When I gave Mr. Attoriey General Macdonald the dai-ft of
Bill and conferred with him respecting it, it as found necessary toget the asfnt
of the Hon. Inspector General Cayleylto the increase ofthe Sèlbol grant, c'ntem-
plated by the money clausesýof the bill. M'. Cayley fiesitated about iinreasing
the grant'for 1854, but at length assenied to do so, if Mr. Hinckslad intended to
do so and given an understanding 'to that effect. Onmy seeing Mr. Hinkskon
the subject, and his stating that he intendedthe incieased grant to apply to 1854,
Mr. Cayley assented, andai additional grarit of £15,000 to the conmmon school
fund of Upper and Lower Canada vas voied by the Legisiature before the ad-
journment in December, (since then, the additional grant for 1855, was increased
to £25,000.)

The whole amount, therefore, which was paid to Upper Canada for Common
School purposes in 1854, and with which I arn charged, was £38,500, of which
£31,000 was expended under the School A et of 1850, and the 23d section of the
Supplementary Sehool Act of 1853, and £7500 on the contemplated bill and pre-
sent Act, making further provision for grammar and common schools in Upper
Canada: an equal sum having been paid for school purposes in Lower Canada.

Now in the estimates lately laid before the Legislature it appears that the
increased grant of £10,000 made in 1853, and which was, of course, intended to
be annual, (as well as the previous £50,000 grant,) lias been lost sight of, and
the increased grant of £25,000 lias been in addition to £50,000 and not to £60,-
000, as it should have been.

According to the estimates laid before and voted by the Legislature, there is
no increase in the grant for 1855, over thatp.aid in 1854; whereas it was evident-
ly intended and understood by the 'Legislatiire that the grant of £25,000 ihis
year was an increase of £10,000 to ither£,15,000,additioial grant made in 1854.

It is, therefore, clear that there is no provision made in the estimates for giv-
ing effect to the 23d section of the supplementary School Act, and for which the
additional grant of £10,000 was made in 1853.

It is possible, that it is on account of the omission of the £10,000, that the
Superintendent of Education in Lower Canada is charged with having overdrawn
the surn appropriated for School purposes, since he dloubtless calculated upon the
£10,000 in addition to the School Fund in 1853, to be annual, as the several
clauses of the supplementary School Act shew that the Legislature intended.

Under these circumstances, I submit to His Excellency, in Council, that the
sum of £ 10,000 should be paid in aid of the Common Sohool Fund of Upper and
Lower Canada, in addition to the sum included in the estirnates, and that of the
said £10,000, the sum of £5,168 be paid to Upper Canada, that being the share
due Upper Canada according to population.

SPrCiAI REPORT Of the Superintendent of Education for Lower
Canada,'relative to the Tinances of his Department.

To the Honorable G. E. Cartier,
Provincial Secretary,

&c. &c. &c.

Si,-I comSider that it becomes my duty, in entering on the important ofice
with which I bave been intrusted by His Exéellency'the Governor General, to-1brin&
under Iis'Excellency's notice certain fina[nial" fiffiulties' which are 1believé,
already in some degree known to the Government.

These difficulties arose, during the, incumbency of my predecessor, in a mistin-
derstanding between this; Department and that of the-Inspector General; if a teri
so slight may be gravely applied to circumstances of suchl importânée as thosein
which we are placed. I

Affairs have noweattained a point' which demands an immediate remedy,- W
this be not had, the, action of this department will of ,ecessitrbe àItogether sus
pended, and- the, working of the whole imachin ery ofublic edùcàtin in Lowcr
Canada'be arrested..
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I have the honor of stating, th erefore, for His Excellency's information, that
until the year 1850, the Legislative grant for common schools was shared in the ratio
of £29,000 for Lower Canada, and £21,000 for Upper Canada. On 7th October
in that year, an Order ii Council directed the grant for education to be equally
divided between the two sections of the Province. This resolution, as first adopted,
wvas to have a retroactive effect on the distribution for the whole of 1850. The
order was not made known to ny predecessor before 2nd January, 1851. le con-
sidered hiiself bound in duty to represent that, as far as related to the first si*
Mionths of 1850, he could not act in conformity with the order, inasnmch as althe
municipalities, wvhich liad fulfilled the provisions of the law for that terni, had
receivecd their share of the grant according to the former basis, and that, in respect
of- the latter half of 1850-51, it was extrenely difficult to be guided by it, because
the mounicipalities had, as in duty bound, apportioned and made their assessments
on the original basis.

These remonstrances were too well fmoded not to bé attended to, and by,
another Order in Council of 10th Febriuary, 1851, the Superintendent was exenpted
froni coipiiance vithi the first, for the school ycar 1850-51, on condition, however,
that he should miake up the difference between the old and new method of apport
tionment, out of the monies whicl coinmonlly renained as a surplus, fron thè
remissness of a large numîber of municipalities, in complying with the provisions"of
the law. The diminution of the grant rendered iccessary by the unequal ratio of'
inerease of the population in the two sections of the Province, was atterided in
Lower Canada with the nost serious inconvenience. The law requires the raté-

payers to be assessed to the amount only of their share of the grant in cach year
This diminution therefore virtually authorised rate-payers to assess themselves at a,
lower rate, who had been induced or couipelled with muuch dif&culty to assess them
fselves at a higher rate. This was deplorable, not only in pecuniary respects, but
also in regard to its moral effect. It was a backward movement, made at a time when
everything seened to require a more enrgetic and vigorous proceeding. The
Superintendent made on this behalf just and urgent remonstrances ; and, in 1858
when lie was informed of the addition of £10,000 to the common school fund
a special vote, he was frce to suppose that -it was made in consequence of bis:
solicitation. For lis more entire satisfbction, however, ho addressed an enquiry to
the Provincial Secretary, relative to the mode of distributing this additional sum.
and, having received an answer from the Hon. Mr. Morin (18th June, 1853)'ie
added his proportionate part of the increase voted, to the Lower Canada share of
the permanent appropriation. Matters went on in this manner from year to year;

Ali this time, the Inspector General, instead of crediting this department with
the amount on which my predecesssor had calculated his apportionment, deducted
from the aggregate suin due to Lower Canada, (arising froim the permanientgragt
and the increase voted) a part of the amount of certain grants to Lower Canad
Colleges, Academies, and other educational institutions, almost none of them uneà
the control of this department.

In truth, whereas these additions were made originally to obviaté thé incoWý
venience which is the subjcct of complaint, they were now considered as inted
to meet that portion of the " special grants," which is not payable out'ofthe
conoolidated revenue, or ont of the revenue of the Jesuits' estates, and 'werp pil'"d
accordingly. Thus in 1858, the sum of £5000 was charged to the school fundo
account of "special grants," being equal to the Lower Canada portion x. th
addition voted, and, in 1854,- £7,500 was so charged.
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These appropriations were, is ad payable in terms of the statute, otV
of the balance of the common school fund; but it vill be shewn here that they
wcre paid deýileno out of the school, fund, and that the school fund itself becamea
balance, after the deduction of the anount of these appropriations.

Let us consider, for a moment, tie iultipliëity of objects which this halance vas
intended to muet. I have -elrady mentioned,'as one of the charges on this balance,
the discrepancy between the amount really granted for 1851, and the 'disbursement
imale by the Superintendent, in virtue of an Order in Council, as above stated.
This differenice amounted to £1902 3s. id,

Furthermore; the Legisliature had, by the Act 14 and 15 Vic. cap. 97, appointed
to bu paid out of this balance, and, failing that, out of the revenues of the Jesuità
estates the sum of £1250 for a normalschool ; and a sum, at the discreLion of thé
Governor, for the remuneration of the school inspectors.

The appropriation for a normal school was never claimed, but the salaries of
the sciiool inspectors have been paid annually de pleno out of the comrmonischool
fund. The:e salaries amnouînted in the three first years to £9288 10s. 5d., andin,
conserience of the increase made under the Act passed in the last session of Parliaî
ment, they will amount, for the current year, to £4,406 5s.

While the Act 14 and 15 Vic., c. 97 directed the salaries of the Inspectors to
bu paid first ' out of th~e balance of the school fund," and failing that, oitt of the
revenues ofthe Jesuits' estates, the estinates of cvery year proposed è conversothat the
special grants for colleges and academies slould be paid, first out of the revenues of the
Jesuits' estaies, aud, il case of their insufficiency, out of the balance of the <omnimon
schrol fund : an anomaly which is worthy of notice as one instance of the confusioôi'
prevalent in all these ap)propriations.

To this we may add, >that the 9 Vie. c. 27 and the 12 Vic. c. 50, directed
the existing balances to be applied by t 1e Superintendent, with the sanction of thie
Guvcrnor in Council, to the building of school-houses, and that until the second'part
of 1849, they had been all so applied.

Moreover, in 1853 the som of £3,500 ivas voted and paid dut of the sam1e La-
lince (never ascertained as to its amount, but still voted away) to aid in the building
of school-houses, and in the establishment of -parish libraries.

Still ve have not finished ; as, if ihere were nïot already sufficient charges on the
common school fuîid, thé Inspector Genoual chärged it in 1850, with the sinm of
£555 5s. 1l']. for contingeisciò vhereas the contingencies and"alsothe salhries of
the Superintendent and bisclerks had alvaysbeen ut down in theEstimates undr
the head of expenses authoried by particolar Acts, independently of aud'quite
apart from the permanet t appropriat ions for schools, in which the 24th 'sectio, of 9
Vie., c. 27 is especially çareful not toinclude there It is truel these crtirigent
eXpenses exceeded the amount authorized by the Act, but as they had been aéproved
of, they should ovidently have buen borne,,,i the Estimates, underý the hadof
unforeseen expienses of the, civil Goyernient.. Since that 'time, wyhen they have
greatly exceeded, he permanent-appropriation, the have hbeen inserted niderthe
head of expenses authhrized by particular Acts, over and above the, appropriîon
for schools, as before 1850. M
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This, however, is of small importance, as compared with what follows:

Every six months, every new scholastic year, and sometimes even after the
lapse of several scholastic years, municipalities came at the eleventh hour toclaim
their arrears of the grant. Those municipalities, contumacious at first, or indifferent
to the working of the law, had been after efforts made and mortifications undergoné'
by the zealous friends of education, impelled to act and to pay the arrears of their'
rates. It would have been extremely impolitic and injurious to the progr éss of
public education to refuse these retrospective grants, to shut out these slow mo iing
municipalities, and to say to the zealous citizens who had done so much to induce,
obedicuce to the law, that ail their trouble, their sacrifices, and, in many places, the
danger which they had incurred in person and property were thrown away.

For these reasons, the Government on many occasions authorised the payment
of these sums by the Superintendent, and they form every year, a large item in the
disbursements charged against the department. It is by no means my intention to,
find fault with what was done in this behalf; I rather hold that it would be indiscreet,
to put a stop to the system , however vicious in principle. The proclamation of such'
a system, seems to me, however, sufficient to shew that the balance of the common'
school fund, which was to furnish so many uses, never had a real existence. It is
evident indeed that, inasmuch as the municipalities were never precluded, whatever.
their delay,from urging their daim, inasmuch as they could after any length of time
demand the payment of their retrospective appropriations, the balance of the school
fund was not a tangible or appreciable matter.

Were there no other reason, that proceeding must therefore sooner or later
cause a deficit.

The result of all this was that, while the department of public education was
supposed to be credited in the books of the Inspector General, and took credit in
its own books to the arnount of £29,000 for the scholastic year of 1850, its
credit amouited to no more than £25,000, leaving a deficit of...£ 4,000 0 0

Supposing himself credited to the amount of £14,500 for the first half
of 1851, he had only £12,000, leaving a deficit of ............... 2,000 0 0

In 1858, supposing himself credited to the amount of £28,994 Ils. 2d.,
according to the letter from Mr. Morin, ho had only £24,162 2s.
8d. leaving a deficit of .............. .............................. .. 4,882 8 6

.Aggregate of deficits ......................................................... £10,832 8 6

As, however, there are still school municipalities, not in activity for longer r
shorter periods now past, the actual deficit for 1855 amounts to £7,499 6s. 8d
only. In calculating this deficit, account is of course taken of the sums which nà
probably be requlired to meet the arrears, that according to the custom introduced
will be claimed. This custon, I do not think it would be prudent to alter unle
we first prescribe a limited tern, after which, the quota of each delinqent
municipality shonld be simply forfeited, and applied to some particular object
the building of school-houses, or, still better, the purchase of books, maps, gloBes
and other articles for distribution in the schools.

The ,department found itself at the beginming of 1855 in possessid f
£86,586 19s. 9d., and had to nieet the arrears of'the second part of 1858 thosf
the ycar 1854, and the grant cf 1855.

Of this amount, the arrears of the second part of 1854 and of the first part of
18b5 will absorb £1,800, leaving a balance of £6,500 to meet a payment of £14,000,
for the second part of 1855.

If I were bound to distribute the fund for the second half of the current year,
in proportions adapted to this balance, a deduction would be nécessarily made;'f
more than a moiety of all the several grants, and the sums accôrding to some of the'
municipalities would he so trifling, that it would be alnost childish to offer them. to
their acceptance, whereas the general impression in Lower Ganada is, that a sum
of £12,000 has been added to the common school fuud.

Thus, according to a calculation based on this supposition, the municipality of
Aylmer would receive no more than £2, that of Clifton £2 1s. 8d., that of fày
North £1 17s. 5d., that of Fief des Caps £2, and that of Portland, 12s. 6d.

It is no business of mine to ascertain where the fault lies. It is more correct to
affirm that there is no fault any where, but a fatal chain of circumstances occurring
in an order of things the defects of which have never been exhibited in the oye of
the world, or to speak more plainly, which have never attained maturity, at the
right tirne. At any rate, justice to my predecessor, and -justice to the interests
which I an appointed to watch over require me to establish the following positions,
which appear to me unassailable:

1. The system, adopted for these grants generally, was from the very begin-
ning, faulty, and could not fail sooner or later, to produce confusion, and to resut
in a deficit.

2. Acting under the provisi' ns of the several Acts of Parliament, which added
specifie sums to the Common Scheol Fund, and in conformity with Hon.Mr. Morin's
leter, my predecessor was bound to calculate his grants upon the basis of the
increased amount.

8. The construction to be put upon an Act of the Legisiature authorizing' a
specific anount to be taken, failing other funds, from the casual balance of a per-
manent appropriation, can never be such as I to authorize the deduction de pleno of
the extraordinary, fron the ordinary and permanent appropriation made, as suclh
appropriation would then itself become a balance.

4. When the Legislature votés a sumfo'r specific purposes te be taIlerout of
a fund which is already insufficient and third parties have acquired rightsro'i'-
curred certain responsibility in caWying such purposes iito effect;'it becoinesthe
duty of the leislature, by meansof other funds, te fulfil its promises ånd the ch
gageménts which it bas caused to be mdLe.
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This is in reality the position of the school municipalities of Lower Canada,
respect of the second half of 1855. Early in that year, they contracted debts which
they expected to liquidate, by means of the grant for that half-year. Deprivirz
thera of that wvould involve the infliction of a diminution of salary on the class of
teacliers, a class who are alrea(ly so poor and so unfortunate, though so dcserVii n;
and such a diminution would be more severely felt at a time wle circunstanccà
have compelled the Legislature to increase the renuneration of all other public
functionaries.

I have no doubt therefore, that the Government vill grant its aid. If I have
written more at length concerning whxat I consider the origin of the present difficulty
than may seem to bc neccessary, it is rather to prevent the repetitioli of the evil,
and to enable the Exccutive to anticipate, by a plain statemuent of facts, the imputa-
tions which malice will not fail to advance.

Besides the sum of £8,000 which it is neccessary to advaice to me to enable
nie to meet the payments of the next six months, £4,bOO is required to complete
the amount of the grant for 1856, if the same appropriations bc made flor Colleges
and Academies, and if no greater amount is added to the Common Sclool Fund,
in the present, than that which vas added in the last year.

I would respectfully recommend, that, in the first place, I be authorized, 1y4an
Ordcer in Council, to draw on the Receiver Gencral for £8,000 over and above the
sums now standing at credit ofthe department. The £12,500 requiired to meet ihe
double deficit anticipated, may be forthcoming, if we add something to the amout
of the increase made for a few years past to t&hc Common Sc'hool Fund, takingc carc
not to assume such new incrcase as the future basis on whichm the apportionmentis
to be made.

As Upper Canada takes one half of the increase, an amount equal to twioe
that of our deficit is to be added, that is to say twice £25,000, equal to £50,00.
This will raise the aggregate of the appropriation to £109,000, a sumr about equal lt
what a Province as important Canada ought to devote yearly to aid the cause o
public education.

By this means we shall escape the pain of diminishing the usual allowance to
institutions, producing an immense of good--allowances which, howcver, nobody,
thought of making ait the expenise of the common schools ; or at the cost of depriv-
ing the teachers of half their salaries.

It is plain that if w'e would for the future avoid suci complications, some regu"
lar system of app'otioning the allowar.ces to colleges anl academnis nmuist be resorted
to, which would leave to this department the entire disposal of the grant for com-
mon schools.

Meanwhile, until the Government shall have adoptedi a system, to which the
precent organization may chance to bc applicable, I consider that I an bound &O

niake two suggestions.

1. If the usual allowances arc made, in the approaching Session to colleges and;
academies, in the usual manner, it will be importan that the list of sucl o
ances be communicated to this department, before it is laid before Parliament

2. A limited time should be appointed, for the future, after which no munie
pality should bc entitled to claim arrears which have accrued through tiheir negl
Such a measure (which would heretofore have been hazardous) may now, in,,,,
advanced state of education be adopted with safety, provided that seasonable a
sufficient notice be given to those concerned.



I close thi, respectfully praying that I may receive a prompt answer, lative
to the last half of 1855, as the department must speedily commence the preparation
of the necessary documents for the apportionnent of that part of the grant which
falls due lst January next. I am þound to' add that any diminution of the amount
granted, or delay in the paymcnt thereof by this department would bc attended
with consequences irreparably detriniental to education.

Extract from a Report of a Committee of the Honorable the Executive Council on Matters
of State, dated 7/h October, 1850, approved by Eis Excellency the Governor GJeneral
in Council, on the 81h of the same month.

On a memorandum of the Deputy Inspector General, dated 27th September
intnnt, respecting the apportionnent for the prescit year, of the annual grant of
£50,000 for common schools between the two sections of the Province.

The Deputy Inspector General states, that the resuilt of the recent census o
the population of Upper Canada would warrant an equal apportionnent of the grant
for common schools for the present year, which he reconnends should be rmade,
lenving that of the pnst year to reinmain as apportioned and paid, that is, £29,000
to Lower and £21,000 to Upper Canada.

It is understood, he observes, that no imnrnediate return of the census now m kin
of the population &c., of Lower Canada, is to be expected.

The D puity Inspector General fumrther states that, should it eventually turW
ont that any injustice should have beei donc to Lower Canada, by an equal divisiod
of' the surn for tie present year as recomnended, which dues not appear probable,
the correction nay be made in a future apportionnient.



The Committee respectfully advise that the recommendation of the Deputy
Inspector General be approved and acted on.

SIR,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt on the 2nd instant, of a
Report made by a Committee of the Executive Council, and bearing date, 7th
October last, by which it is decided that the appropriation of £50,000 for the present
year, meaning of course, 1850, for the purposes of elementary education, shall be
cqually divided between Upper and Lower Canada.

This decision having so retroactive an effect places me in a dilemma. In the
first place, I hivc appropriated for the lst period of 1850, the sum which would
constitute the share of each municipality, out of the £29,000 which was then the
amiount apportioned to Lower Canada, I could not act otherwise as I bad received
no information to direct me. In the second place the Commissioners of the different
school municipalities have made their arrangements for the year, that is to say, up to
the lst July next, cointing upon the same sum from the Government which they
had previously received, and they will find themselves considerably embarrassed, if
one seventh the amount be deducted, the more so as I find nothing in the present
law authorising them to levy from the rate-payers the sum reqnisite to meet their
deficiency.

After careful consideration of the matter and finding nothiug in the law autho-
rising me to meet the difficulty in such a manner as to leave no impediment in the
way of the discharge of their duties by the Commissioners, I have deemed it advis-
able to address His Excellency in Council as to the proper steps to be taken under
the circunstances.

I shall propose that I be authorized to continue to grant to those municipalities
in which the law is in operation the same suins as they have hitherto received, up
to the lst July next, and to enable me to do this, that I be permitted to employ the
balance which bas not been claimed for the sccond period of 1849, and also the
sumfls which would be due to tihose municipalities in which the law bas not been in
operation in 1850.

It appears from the estimates which I have been able to make of these different
amounts that they would bc almost sufficient to make up the deficiency,and in case
more should still be required, it might be taken from the amount which will be due
to Lower Canada, after the census bas been completed, as I trust it will be before
long. The wiant of it is seriously felt in the department over which I preside.

There are numerous localities in which the population bas doubled since the
last centis, the grants to which, however, I cannot legally increare. There are some
indeed which are not included at all, to which consequently no aid can be granted.



To these consideratious which relate more particularly to my department,
many others of more gencral interest might be added,which I need not here refer
to. I venture, however, earnestly to recommend that the Government will provide
for the completion of the census of Lower Canada as speedily as possible..

In the meantime I see no other means that could Le adopted other than those
which I have above surgested, without which the different municipalities will be
placcd in a state of embarrassmnent from which they will find it difficuit to relieve
thenselves, which will not fhiil to occasion nunerous law suits, and which will be
made use of by the extinguishers to revive the prejudices of the people.

The whole neverthcless humbly submitted.

Si,-I have the honor to inform you that in conformity with orders fron
your department, afier having touched at Point St. Pierre on the coast of Gaspé,
I proceed to the Magdalen Islands with the view of continng ny voyage to
the Bird Islands, at which place the "Lochmaben Castle" had been wrecked.

From the 9th to the 14th we were detained at La Baie dè Plaisance, the
weather being too unfavorable to permit us to make the Bird Islands

On the 13th I boarded the Schooner " Victoria,", of Argyll, Nova Scofia
Antoine Doucette, Master, lying at anchor off Amherst Harbor, and succeeded
in recovered six chests of linen and wearing apparel, the property of the passen-
gers by the "Lochmaben Castle."

According to information given on dath, vhich I received, the schooner ";Vic-
toria " had been engaged by the mate of the vessel, to carry to Byron Islande
himself, the crew and provisions for the passengers who had been i anded the
evening before,, by Capflin' Small, of the United States schooner "Shylock"
and those chests hacdi be' left on board.

On the 14th I pr'oceeded to the Bird Islands. We found no signs 'of the
vessel remaining thé gale" had brolken up the remains of the hull. AsîMr.
Sutherland, of the Magdalen Islands, who had purchased the "Lôchmaén
Castle" at the publi sale ordei'éd by 'Lloyd's agent, had burned it to the wat ers,
edge in order the more easily tb obtàin the iron-work.

I found' at that plac an"Àrerican.schooner e the "Silver Key;" of Boston
working at the sálvage of thè poperty which had sunk afie thë breakifi o
the vessèl. As the captain wàs working without any atllo-it from the
owner, I carried him into Arnherst Harbor, to restre to Mr. Sutheiaid the îï
perty recovered.

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On the 22nd August, we made sail for the Bay of Chaleurs, and although
contending with contrary winds, we made the mouth of the River Ristigouche on
the 27th.

On the 28th I ascended the River Ristigouche with Mr. Verge, the Crown
Timber Agent, andnine of the crew of the " La Canadienne," under the cornmand
of the Governor, to execule warrants issued against these individuals who
were charged with having illegally removed timber seized by Mr. Verge.

Although this expedition was conducted with diligence and secrecy, it seems,
that the guilty parties had been for weraned of the arrival of the " La Canadienne"
as the constables could not find thein at their domiciles.

It is, however, in vain to suppose that criminals can be apprehended with-
out a law in virtue of which a warrant may b'e executed in New Brunswick as
well as in Canada, inasmuch as such persons can at once place themselves in
safety florn punishment by going over the River Ristigouche, which is almost
every where fordable.

Fron thé Bay of Chaleurs I returned to the Magdalen Islands, and on the
18th of the month removed from the schooner " Shylock " 11 sails, 29 boxes of
soap, 5 chests of linen belonging Io the passengers, and the medicine-chest of the
ship, which articles Captain Ganvin had saved from the ship after it had been
abandoned by the crew, with the intention of delivering them to the owners,
reserving their claim for salvage.

This property is all in the hands of the Collector of Customs, Mr. Fox, who
awaits an order from your department or frorn that of the Customs to send them
to Quebec, or otherwise to dispose of them for the benefit of the parties to whor
they are found to belong.

I take the liberty of remarking that although Captain Doucette and CaptainI
Small voluntarily surrendered to me all that they had saved from the " Lochmaben
Castle," and thus escaped al] danger of legal process against them, it would not
have been the case if there had not been a Coast-guard.

L shall further assert that if the " La Canadienne " had been able to reach thé
Gulf at the commencement of the season, I should have saved the greater part bf
the passengers' baggage [which was pillaged by the sailors after the departure o
the captain,] and the cargo which was in the orlop-deck.

All the fisheries which are carried on on our coasts, except that of the whale,
which was unsuccessful, have this year yielded abundantly.

It is my opinion that a large quantity of dry codfish, of Canadian productionrr
will be this year exported to the United States. It is the general belief here tht
reciprocity with the United States will be attended with good results for our
fishermen.

Contrary to all expectations, there are not this year so large a nurnber _fy,;
American schooners fitted up for the mackerèl fishe-y as in former years.

In conclusion, I have the pleasnre to inform gou that the "La Canadienne e
n excellent sea boat, steady, good against a sea, and a remarkably fast saile

We have fallen in with some American 'clippers, but none of themi l í
come up with the "La Canadienne.

REPORT ofthe cruise of the Gove-nment Schooner "'La Canadienne" in the Gulf
of St. Lawrence during the year 1855:

Having embarked on the 3rd August at Quebec on board the Governrnent
Schooner " La Canadienne,',' I proceeded to the Magdalen Islands after touehing
upon the coast of Gaspé, in order to procure information as to the state oftle
Fisheries, and to offer to the Magistrates in these localiiies the most exposed to the
depredations and insults 6f foreign fisherinen, any assistance that I could render
them by my own services arnd those of the crew of the 'Canadienne."

The Herring and' Mackerel Fisheries, vhich"generally attract a great nuènr-of fishing vessels to the Bay de Plaisance, had bèen brought to an end long befo e
my arrival. It is during the period of these fisheries more particiilarly that the
inhabitants of the Magdalen Islands require protection.

The Herring fishery generally begins about ihe 1Oth of May and lasts'for two
or three weeks only. During the period ,of the fishery, the Bay dè& Plaisance,
which is formed by Amherst IslaId, Grindstorie Islan'd and AlWright Ièland, and
extends about three leagues in depth by two leagues in width, havingý a dpth f
from five to seven 'fathoms, is filled with shoals of hierrings attracted to the shal'
lower waters of the Gulf for the pürpose of breeding. This Bay presents 'a nostfavorable place for the pres ervation and hatching ofthe spawn.

The herring fishery isearried on by means of nets or seines, the latter wvhich
are most generally employed bSr foreign fishèrmen, are sometimes "' hund red
fathoms inlength by ten fathoms in depth. With fishing impleineits of this"great
magnitude, they sometimes take most extraordinary quantities of 'fish andI have
been mformed by persons vorthy;of belief that they have seen in many fish "'
would fill two thousand iarrels, taken at one haul of the net.

Our fisherinen, ho do not possess the ,capital necessary t' carry on th,fishing on such anitensive seale, ;make use of nets, which they sei ir thed Byand visit each morningfor the purpose ofemoing 'the 'ish which rnyhae4ë

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Every one knows that the direct trade between Canada and the English
possessions in the Antilles has suffered considerable diminution; our principal
merchants are at this present moment engaged, in investigating the causes of the
loss of a branch of trade, which used to contribute not a littie to give activity to
our ports, and was a means of employment for a number of Canadian vessels of
from one to three hundred tons burthen.

It is an admitted fact that our extensive coasting trade, now restricted to an
intercourse between Canada, Newfoundland, and the Lower Provinces does
not afford to our ship owners, sufficient profit to enable them successfully to rival,
those of the other Provinces.

I do not knowv what measures will be suggested to restore to us this impor-
tant branch of commerce, but whatever they may be, it seems o me that it is first
of all necessary to encourage by every possible means, the direct exportation to
the West Indies the produce of our fisheries in general, and of the herrng fishery
more particularly to the West Indies.

The mackerel, a more valuable fish, appears. at a later period of the year in
the Bay de Plaisance, and not in such great quantity ; nets are used to take th'rn

The presence of the Government Schooner is more necessary at this season
than at any other time, for besides the protection necessary to guard property from
the depredations of foreigners, consisting for the most part of the scum of f
sea port towns, it is nccessary to prevent vessels from anchoring i the middle o'
the nets, from throwing out the refuse of the fish upon the fishing grounds, d
from obstructing by means of their nets the entrance to the Bay, a thing very offen
done when there is not sufficient force present to compel the observance of the
regulations laving for their object the protection cf these fisheries, to the greât
detriment of our fisheries whose nels are laid oui nearer to the shore. ,

I have been informed that the inhabitants of the Magdalen Islands havee
Complained very strongly of the conduct of foreigners during last spring.

Robberies had been commritted in many places. The fishermen had fored
entrance into houses in order to pass the night in dancing and the commissiono I
every species of insult, without any fear of being made to answer for their actions
in a Court of Justice, inasmuch as they are aware that the authorities cf th
Magdalen Islands, cannot find throughout their eritire population any force
whatever to carry their orders into effect.

It is then of the utmost importance that the Government Schooner shoul

present at the Magdalen Islands during the herring and mackerel fisheries,tt
is to say, from about the 10th May to the 15th June. During the period'cf
tay at the Magdalen Islands, I considered it my duty to place my boat att

disposal of Mr. Fox the Collector of Custons.
The obstacles without number, which have been offered to the establishit

of the Customs at Amherst" Haibor both by foreigners and indeed by te apopul
tion of the Islands, and the difficulties at fir'st experienced in'the còllectiài cfnrb
duties and the registration of vessels, are I believewell knovù to tlie Goveirnent.
It is well known that at that time, traders both fron tue United Statès andt

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It might be attempted upon-first consideration to attach but little inþortance
to these results, because the arnount of duties collected is at present but inconsider-
able. It must however be recollected that before the establishment of Duties at
Amherst Harbor, a considerable contrabancd trade vas carriecL between the
French Islands in the Gulf of St. Lawrence and Canada, and for, which the
Magdalen Islands were so to speak the storehouse.

Vessels from St. Pierre used to corne with brandy, wines and other articles
of French production, and found schooners in this port all ready to take their car-
goes, one part of which would be discharged in the lower parishes and the
rernainder at the port of Quebec, "without arousing the suspicions of the officers
of the customs, because they took care to conceal with codfish and barrels the
casks containing the contraband articles.

Frorn the period of my arrival at the Magdalen Islands up to 21st August,
I was more particularly occupied with matters connected with the wreck of the
"Lochmaben Castle" as I havehad the honor to inform the Governmet in my
special report.

tj On the 22nd August, I set out for the Bay of Chaleurs, andthe River Ris-
tigouche, in eonformity with the instructions I had received from the Crown
Lands Department; I vas enabled, both going and returning, to visit many places
on the Canada shore. I satisfied rnyselfL that our fishermen were not rnolested.
They did indeed tell me that Arnerican fishermen had endeavoured to take pos-
session of the beach occupied by the inhabitants of the shore, for the purpose-of
drying their fish and nets, but it would seem that having been informed of the
arrival in the Gulf of the Governnent schooncr, they had abandoned their design.
From the Bay of Chaleurs, I proceeded to Gaspe Basin, touching at all the prin-
cipal fishing stations, I offered to the Collector the aid of the forces under my
cormrmand while I sought the necessary information to enable me to give suit-
able assistance to the officers of customs on the coast ii the execution of their
duty, for it had been fully expected that the American fishermen wouldtake
advantage of the liberty secured to thern by the Reciprocity Treaty; to fish on
all our coasts, enter the bays, and ascend the rivers, to carry on a smuggling
trade with the population of the shore. I had been informed that an officer ôf the
coast guard had seized a tun of rnolasses fraudulently landed for sale on the
coast, and that the parties had succeeded in taking it from him because he had
not been " able to procure the assistance which vas necessary in order to keep
possession.

On 8th September, Mr. John LeBoutillier of Gaspé Basin took passage on
board the "La Canadienne " to visit the Magdalen Islands; these islands are on
of the coast of Gaspé of which that gentleman is the intelligent representa-
tive.

Mr. LeBoutillier was struck with the advantageots situation of the e islads
in the bosom of the Guilf of St. Lawrence, and with ,the resources which they
possess, arnd in truth, the abundance and variety of the fish fornd upon the
coast cannot fail to attract attention.

The seal is the first to rmake-its appearance on the ice, in the rntho f
April; next the herring and the mackerel, afterwards the codtie fishing of
which continnés tîil de ýAtun; without Teckoning the halibutthe eelté
lobster"âid'.the sea-trout.

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Having learned that Mr. Shepherd, the Sheriff of the District, had expefien
a great deal of ditficulty in effecting the arrest of an individual of the "Anse
Cap," (I believe,) against whom a warrant had been issued, and thatit was
after repeated efforts that lie had at length succeeded in lodging him in gao
forthwiti proceeded to tender niy assistance and that of my crew, in cases
which such resistance was to be apprehended by the functionaries appointed
execute the orders of the Judiciary.

On the 25th of September I set sail towards Labrador. I first coasted ali
the Isle of Anticosti, and on the 28th I landed at East Point, on which onef oftbe
Light-houses is situated. My intention in landing there was to relieve an
crews who miglit have had the misfortune to be wrecked on that inhospita'le,
coast.

I was happy to understand from M. Julyan, the Light-keeper, that there had
been no wrecks on that part of the island since that which happened last Autu
at Fox Bay, in the North-east part of the island.

The Government ias already been inforned of ail the circumstances h
attended that calamity, as a physician was sent down on board the " Doris
administer the necessary medical assistance to the seamen, most of whorn l.h
had thcir extremities frozen in crossing Fox Bay to East Point. As
accidents nay happen every year, I take the liberty of suggesting that' th
Government Schooner should, before proceeding to the Magdalen Islands, i
beginning of May touch at Anticosti, being provided with every thing nec's
for the comfort and the removal of such unfortunate seamen as might be foun
the same situation as those above mentioned.

As the season was now far advanced, it was impossible for me to visitli
the fishing stations on the coast of Labrador; the fogs, which are very fre4-V
on these coasts, often prevent us from rnaking the land. I nevertheless reac1%dI- 4
L'Anse aux Blancs Sablons and visited all the fishing stations belongig
Canada on that part of the coast.

1 learned that the seal fishery had, in several parts, not been successua
consequence of the obstructions placed before the nets by strangers, oril
disposed neighbors.

As the Government has now fixed the limits of the various sedentary fishi
which are carried on on the coast of Labrador, it happens constantly that qt
arise on this subject between the fisherrnen whose grounds are very near toe
other. Personal contests often take place, and in most cases the strongest carnis
off the nets which he considers to be injurious to his interest, and thus deprives
the owner of them of the fruits of his labor, often his sole, dependence for tpe, ,
support of his family.

In my former Reports I have treated this subject at length, but Ia
refrain from re-calling the attention of the Government to so important ta qi estio
and suggesting, as I before did, that fishing licenses, establishing iexact ,ret.1 a
to each ground should be granted to fishermen pursuing their avocation in tâb
dor, being owners of sedentary seal or salmon fisheries, on the payment ô
of trifling amount; which might be collected, on behalf of theGovernnen b1,
magistrate in charge of " La Canadienne."

Bradore and Blancs Sablons Bay, not including a large, number of others which
took in their cargoes on the Mingan Shoal, at Matarhquan, Good Hope and
Salmon Bay.

The quantity of Cod taken by ail the vessels fishing on the Canadian coast may
be computed at 90,000 quintals, whilst that taken by our fisherren does not
amount to more than 20,000 quintals, of which 15,000 quintals at least, 'are 'des-
tined for the markets of South America and the Mediterranean.

I was unable to visit, (from lack of time,) the new establishments on
the coast Des Postes du Roi, between the Seven Isles and Mingan. I have, how-
ever, ascertained from some of the proprietors that they are in a flourishing.state
and that in a few years they are likely to rival those on the coast of Gaspé
and the Baie des Chaleurs, as Cod are to be found in large quantities in these
waters, and also a small fish called Lançon (a species of small Pike,) upon which
the Cod feed. Now as these Lançons appear on the coast early in the spring in
innumerable shoals and remain there until the fall, it follows that the Cod finding
an easy and plentiful supply of food do lnot leave the coast in the month of July
as is the case on the Labrador coast, but remain there until the fall. Several
fishermen are of opinion that Cod might even be found at all seasons of the year
on the banks bordering on that coast.

Cod fishing was attempted at the Seven Islands this year. About tyrenty
bateaux with a crew of two men each, sailed for there from the Baie des Chaleurs
and fished there vith great success. There is no doubt that a permanent station
will be established there next season.

Herring had commenced, to appear in great abundance about the 10tlh August,
especially upon that part of the coast which extends from Blancs Sablons o
Salmon Bay. About 2,000 barrels of that excellent fish known under the name of
Labrador herring were caught by the fishermen of the coast and of the Magdalen
Islands. On the 5th of October 1 sailed from Blancs Sablons Bay, notwitlistanding
a heavy fog which lasted until we had crossed the east end of the Island of Anticosti.

I arrived at the Magdalen Islands on the 9th and was kept busy until the
12th with the Commission I had received instructions to hold, relative tò the
accusations brought against Alexander Co-rier, Esq., of Amherst Island, Consular
Agent of the United States at Prince Edward's Island. I have the honor to
transmit herewith my special report on that subject.

On the 16th October I cruised along the coast of Gaspé where I remained
until the 27th, I then sailed to the Magdalen Islands to take on board the Custom
House Officer and the two Tide Waiters who were sent there last sprinig to
assist the Collector at Amherst Harbor. I also took on board tle goods saved fron
the wreck of the " Lchmaben Castle," as also the baggage and clothes of tle
passengers of that vesse, which I picked up during the cruise of "La Cana-
dienne"to the Magdalen Islands.

The receipts which I have forwarded to Government, vill shew that th e
goodsbelongirng to the passengers hae been delivered to the Chief Age of
Emigraiion n Quebec and the materials belonging io the ship to Messrs. Syrnes
&, Co, Agents of the proprietors.

We vere prevented by head winds from leaving the Magdalen lslnds fore
the 1st November. I touched a second time at the coast of Gaspé and after hav-
ing made myself certain that the presence of the vssel vas no longerrequird
upon any part of the coast, we set sail for Quebec and arrived there on the l2tho
November.

Frôm h te imeof my arrivai in the Gulf of the St. LIaree until that o
ny departure, I used ail my endeavours touch a ,mb, r of times at"tle
promment ponts of our coasts and than sàto0 t elgood 'sea-gomùg qualities' o le gi
Canadienne," Iwas enabe, alfhough he on was veryfar ad vanced when,

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Labrador Coast, one to the Island of Anticosti, four to the coast of Gaspé, and two «
to the Baie des Chaleurs. I visited in a boat those places which I could not
proach witlh the schooner.

In the several interviews which I had with the inhabitants of our coastsI
endeavoured to acquire an exact knowledge of the state of our fisheries and of te
best means to be taken to protect them, and in order to afford ihose vho'nig t
require my services an easy way of comnunicating with me, I very often touched
at Percé, a place where al] the mails on the coast of Gaspé meet. Froin that s
point I could very easily sail to the places where my services were required.

In finishing this Report, I have the satisfaction of being able ta say that¿he
protection aflorded by " La Canadienne" in the Gulf of St. Lawrence has been-as'.
effectual and lias shewn as good results as could with justice be expe.tedI n
fact, ever since the arrival of the Government vessel in the Gulf, our coasts and
sea ports have enjoyed the most perfect tranquility and our fishermen have b
enabled to pursue in security, their branch of industry, the importance of whic
not sufficiently appreciated in Canada.

I have the honor to lay before Your Excellency, Returns, nunbered frorn 1
to 9, comprising t e statements required by Statute to be rendered for the infor-

ation of' the Legislature at the approaching Session, and in addition, Supple-
mentary Returns Nos. 10 and 11, furnishing some further details illustrative of
the operations of this branch of the Public Service.

The business of the Department has in every way largely Extended during
the period covered by these Returns

131 new Post Offices -were added to the 1166 in existence at the beginning
of the year, and deducting 4 as closed, 1293 Post Offices ývere in active- opera-
tion on the 3lst March, 1855.

For the supply of Mails to these nev offits, and for the extensionofadi,
tional facilities to the lines of Post commuiication already' organized, by pe
ing cross routes, and increasing the travel on many Post roads supplied with
Mails but once or twice a week to a three or six times a weelkserviice 1 6 5
miles of new Post route Vere added to the establishment and 543,945 ires tao
the annual total of Mail travel.

Tlie number of letters passing through thé Post for actual delivery in a eek
of March, 1855, was 116,671, being at the rate of 6,066,692 per annurn, and as
compared with the previous year, an inciease of nearly one million in the num
ber of letters passing annually by Mail.

The available receipts of Postage were £11,041 4s. Sd. larger than in the
previous year, but on the other hand the Department was called upon to meet an
augmentation in the Expenditure of £31,480 6s. 5d. arising mainly upon, the
organization of the new Post offices and Routes established, and the large additionalI'
mail service provided to meet the urgent requirements of the country, upon the
progressive advance in all parts of the Province, in ihe cost of all descriptionsofz jI

mail transport, upon the payments for Railroad service, upon the commission
payable to Postmasters on the increased postage collections, and upon theaug
mentation which in the universally admitted justice of the ,claim, it becane
necessary to allow in the compensation paid to Postmasters ,Clerks, Mail Con
ductors, and other officers employed in carrying on the business of the Depa
ment.

The railway lineÉ under construction in various parts of the Provinc,Ï
whilst affording as they open for trafic, vastly increaséd advantages to the,-rnsàï
mission of correspondence, contribute in no slight dégree to 'the. pressure ùponz
,the ordinary financial resources of the Department, rdt merely in the consida
tion, of'the, direut compeasation whieh it might lbe- prop r toailow d
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way charge for mail transport, but more especially in the Ïadvance which the
location o-a, 'ine of railroadL causes thironghout the section of country traversed
by it, in the c t of allkinds of labor require in Post Office service, and as a
consequénce, the charges for maintaining the connections betwveen railway
Stations and the Post Offices on the immediate line of Road and for the service
on the Post routes branching from a raifway into the interior, become extreiel
heavy.

Moreover on ail railway lines of importance, the proper management and
distribution of the Mails indispensably necessitates the employment of Post
Office Clerks, or Conductors, to travel with the mails in a railway car or portion
of a car appropriated as a Post Office, and attend to the duties required to, be
performed whilst the mails are in transit.

Very important facilities are unquestionably secured in this way to corres-
pondence, but at the same time another expensive feature is created by this
peculiar requirement of Railway Mail Service.

To meet the deficit of £29,920 18s. Sd. in which the postage collected in this
fiscal year, fell short of the charges upon the same period, there remained upon the
grant of last Session of £20,000, after deducting the arrears of £7170 Os. 6d. stand-
ng against the Department on 31st March, 1854, (as shewn in the Report of that
year,) a balance of £12,829 19s. 6d. applicable to the purpose, leaving yet to be
pr.vided for, the sum of £17,090 18s. 9d.

Notwithstanding the important reduction granted by the Imperial Government
inthe postage rate between this Country and the United Kingdom in March, 1854,
tfie continual growth of the inter-correspondence has sufficed to maintain the
collections at nearly the same amount as before:

To promote the general convenience in pre-paying letters to the United
Kingdon at the new rate, postage stamps ofte value of 10d. Cy., equal to 8d.

The Imperial Colonial Book Post Regulations contrôlliing the transmission of
books, pamphlets, and periodicals between Canada and the United Kingdom,
received a very acceptable modification in Match last, extending fresh facilities
to this branch of intercourse," by removing restrictions and penalties, which had
given occasion to much public inconvenience and complaint in this Province.

In March, 1855, the imperial Post Office authorized a reduction in the charge
on letters passing through the English Posts between Canada and France, from
2s. 82d. Cy. to is. 8d. Cy. per l'oz. letter, and a further valuable improvement which
has long been desired, will take imniediate effect in, an arrangement concluded by
the British Government for the interchange between Canada and France (and
certain Foreign Countriesthrough 1Erance) of books, pamphlets, aridiother printedf
matter of a like character,, at reduced, rates of charge, namely, a British and
French combined rate:

By this meanis the centres of trade are cotiinùally ieceiving larg sums vhich
under a different state of things, would be kept for personalijournies to tihe towns,
or other favorable opportunities, and a very important advantage is gained o the
Department in the substitution of noney orders fr a considerable propoIon o
the transmissions heretofore made by bank noies, which in te tempation they
hold out to dishonesty, so materially affect and impair the general security of the
mails and.integrity of the service.

For the first time an exact aenumeration was taken in March last of the letters
actually recorded n tie various Post Offices of the Province as conaining money
and the resuit gave an dnnual aggregate of 260;000 such iitters passing throughy
the mails.

Although the Money Order Sy'stem. has but commenced to develope its ad-
vantages, the operations of the first year to Ist Febiuary, 1656, shew a total offmoney
orders issued amounting to upwards of £160,000, and at ihe ilate of business ap-
pearing in the weekly returns at the date of this report, it may reasonably be
anticipated that the amount of transactions for the second yearlwill reachthesum
of £400,000.

One moiety of the charge made on issuing an Order is retained by the issuing
Postmaster (except at the City Post .Offices) in compensation for his trouble,, and
the remainder is appropriated to the general expenses of this branch of the estab-
lishment,-as yèt the revenue thus derived bas been inadequate to meet these
expenses, and this was to have been counted on às inevitable on the commencermént
of the undertaking, but with the increase of business which is now being realised,
this state of matters will soon disappear, for yhe available proportion of chargeon
the current extent of transactions vould, it is estimated, be sufficient for the
purpose.

It may be remarked that the Money Order System had been for several years
in operation in England before it defrayed its working expenses, and from late
returns published it appears that in Scotland the money order revenue has only
begun to prove equal to the expenditùre, and that in Ireland this result lias not
yet been attained.

At the same time that the operations of the Money Order System receiyed a
further expansion, a plan of registration was ntroduced in all ou Posi Ofces,
superseding the practice of recording only leters Inarked or distirguishedason
taining money, and made applicable o any letterwithoutreference o, recog
nition of the special character of its contents. Under 'this regulation, any lete fo

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which the sender may signify his desiie to have the advantage of a distine
from which the passage of that particular letter through the post rmght at any
subsequent time be aseertained and traced, is registered accordingly, and, a e
tificate granted of the fact, on pre-payient of a Registry fee of one penny.

In July last the Act of last Session came into effect, removingaltogether t
Postage charge on the circulation of Provincial Newspapers,-and, in order t1
simplify and facilitate in this respect the transaction "of public business,-accor,
ding a frankihg privilege to the correspondence of the Legislature and of the
Public Departments of the Govemiment.

These measures whilst productive of great public benefit, will manifestly in
their operation affect very materially the ordinary sources of revenue to theDe-
partment.

I cannot conclude without testifying to the ability and unwearied zeal of W
H. Griffin, Esq., in the discharge of the varied and responsible duties which ne
cessarily devolve on the permanent first officer of this Department.

I have also great pleasure in stating that the other superior Officers, Inspec
tors and Depulies in their ready efforts to give effect to the improvements frnom
time to time devised by the Department, and to carry out its.instructions, are justl
entitled to my warmest thanks.

The duties imposed on deputy Postinasters are always onerous and frequegl
call for the exercise of great vigilance and care, with an unceasing regard for e
interests of the Department separate from the particular duties of the local officô.
They form a chain of communication by which a gradual expansion of the postl
system is effected, and are constantly found to be most useful in aiding the De
partment to guard against the various accidents and hindrances which must occur
in a new country enbracing a Territory of thirteen hundred miles in lengt
In the ordinary working of the system, in obtaining information respecting rnissing
mails,-lost letters, in the developement of the Money Order Branch, these O
ficers frequently supply most efficiently the place of local Inspectors and confidep
tially communicate to the Department information of the most valuable character.'r,
I desire the more particularly to make mention of the services of this class1ofr
Officers, because in a majority of instances I arn satisfied that the largest, per cen
tage or money remuneration vhich can be allowed them, is wholly inadequateto'
compensate for their labors, and that their devotedness in duties always respon ibe
and frequently irksome must result from higher motives than those arsirng giuf?
mere pecuniary considerations.

I must not omit mention of another elass of Officers, I allude to the là1
in the Department, with those salaried and stationed in the City Offices.

Amongst the latter two dismissals have taken place within the year, but, th
these exceptions, I am happy to be able to report to your Excellency, that I havV
every reason to believe that the duties required of these qffi.ers haye 4egn r
fully, punctually, and efficiently performed.

My LoRD,-Assuming that it is probable that in the present Sesýiofi 0 theo
Canadian Legislatpre, the subject adverted to in your Lordship's Despatch, No. 65,
of the 24th May last, of the establishment of Free Trade withthe United, States in
articles the natural production of the two countries respectively, is likely to lie again
under considerailon, I think it advisable tu communicate to you, be'forehand, 'thé
general views of fier Majesty's Government respecting it, asl have receilty do's
to the Lieutenant Governor of New Brunswick, where an enactment for this purps
is in contemplation.

2 Her Majesty's Government are prepared fdilly to approve and rat
measure with this general object, should your Legisiature consider it, àesable,
But this is on the assumption that it would not be so framed ato estblish4differi!
tial duties in favor of the Produce of the United States. I appreliènd iat the
articles to which such intended enactment would apply (judging from the list con-
tained in the Bill which failèd Iast Session in Coigress), are such as would ôrdinariIY
be imported into Canada from the United States only,' or periaps from ome of'ihe
other North American Possessions of Her Mâjesty; and the free admission of these
articles from the latterhas'been already provided for by the ýCanadian Customs
Act, 10 and 11 Vict., c.31.

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would necessarily fail under the general objection to all such duties. In order,
therefore, to carry out the object which i assume that your Council has in view,
without iicurring the danger of framing a measure of which Her Majesty's Govern-
ment could not consisiently with their established policy advise the confirmation, it
will be advisable that it should be tso worded as to make it clear that, on its taking
effect, ail the articles to which it relates will be admitted duty free from ail coun-L
tries, whether the produce of the United States or not.

3. I do not however, think that such a Bill can be properly introduced vithout
a suspending clause. As the result of it would be to make the repeal of certain
Duties depend upon the proceedings of a Foreign Country, the measure, although it
will not require the ratification of any formal diplomatie Instrument, vill, neverthe-
less, partake of the nature of a Treaty. This could not be safely entered into with-
out the direct concurrence of ler Maje sty, for many and obvious reasons. Although
no embarrassment might possibly be occasioned in the present instance, yet itis
evident that if such a practice were to prevail, cases might occur in which arrange-
ments so made might turn out to be inconsistent with, or even directly to'infringe
Treaties already concluded by the Queen with other Foreign Powers.

There would be no occasion for the insertion of a suspending cl use in any
Bill which may be brought into the Provincial Parliament for repealing absolutely,
and without reference to the policy adopted by the United States asto the admission,
of Canadian produce, the present duties on the importation of the articles, the free
admission of which from the United States has been contemplated. Indeed, con-
sidering the nature of those articles, I am strongly of opinion that the wisest policy
which Canada could adopt would be at once to allow their free importation from ail
Countries.

Extract of a Despatch from Earl Grey to the Lieutenant Governor of Neo
Brunswick, dated 2nd March, 1848.

The Act No. 1755, which grants a bounty on the cultivation of Hemp is so
objectionable in principle that it is only in consideration of its limited duration, and
from a desire to obviate the loss and inconvenience which its disallowance would
occasioni to those who may have already embarked theirproperty in the cultivation
of Hemp on the promise of such Bounties, that Her Majesty's Govern°ment have feit
themselves justified in advising the Queen to leave this Act in operation. Ex.
perience has so fully demonstrated the impolicy of artificially directing Capital and
Industry into channels which they would not naturally follow, that I must request
that you will -withhold your assent from any Law which may hereafter be passed
by the Provincial Legislature involiving a principle of this objectionable and Im-
politic nature.

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III. Parliament has for many years steadily persevered in a course of poliey
which has had for its object gradually to relieve the commerce of this Empire fron
restrictions, and to abandon all attempts to direct capital and industry by artificial
means into channels which they would not naturally seek. In pursuance of this
policy, laws enacting such restrictions and imposing high duties upon imports have.
been successively repealed, and bounties which were formerly granted to some
extent in this country, have been gradually discontinued, until the trade of Ihe
Empire may now be said to stand on the footing of being nearly free from suc1e
interference.

IV. The benefits which are expected to arise from this policy will be greatly
increased through its general adoption by the principle Nations of the World, which
Her Majesty's Government hope to see eventually brought about. But it would
materially interfere with the attainment of this happy result, if it should be observed
by Foreign Countries, that the formér and narrower policy of endeavoring by boun-
ties, or restrictions, to divert capital and industry to other than their natural
éhannels, vas again adopted with Her Majesty's assent in any part of Her
Dominions.
e V. I cannot therefore alter the instructions given to your predecessor, and thus

authorize you to assent, in Her Majesty's name, to enactments which would be
prejudicial to the interests of the Empire at large.

VI. Her Majesty's Government have felt it the more necessary, to come to this
determination, because they are persuaded that measures of the kind thus proposed,
injurious as they would be to the Empire, for the reasons already assigned, would
be peculiarly so to New Brunswick itself. Indeed one of the grounds assigned by
the Assembly, in favor of the policy which they recommend, seems to afford strong
reasons against it. They state that in a new Colony! where capital is scarce, and
the resources of the Country comparatively little developed, the granting of bounties
may be, lot only consistent with good policy, butin many instances, necessary. But
this argument appears to lose sight of the principle, that the scarcer capital may be,
the more necessary it is that it should be applied to the best advantage. The effect,
and indeed, the object of bounties is, to cause capital to be employed in pursuits,
which, without the assistance of such bounties, would not afford sufficient returns
to induce individuals to follow them, while it is obvious, that no capital can i be
devoted in any country to new branches of industry, unless il be withdrawn from
old ones : and, consequently, the effect of the bounty would be to induce individuals
to give up some business, naturally remunerative, n order to embark in some other,
in which they would have a bounty in addition to the natural ard legitimate return.
And this bounty would of course be derived from the taxes levied on the general
industry of the Colony.

VII. I trust that the Assembly will on further reflection, perceivehow little such
a result would tend to the real advantage of the Province.

Sxa,-It is with mucli regret that I have learnt from your Dèspatch, No. 59,

of the 7th ultimo, that dissatisfaction has been occasioned amorîg the inhabitants Y.
of New Brunswick, by the instructions given you to withhold your assent from any "Y'
Acts which may be passed by the Provincial Legislature, in contravention of that
system of Commercial Policy which the Imperial Parliament andeHer iMaestya
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Government have judged it advisable to adopt, with a view to the interests of the
Empire at large.

Il. 1While it is the desire of Her Majesty's Government to advise the Crown to
use its authority in such a manner as to interfere as little as possible with the
management of their own affairs, by the Legislatures of the several Colonies, there
are certain subjects on which measures cannot be adopted by an individual
Colony, without affecting the interests of others, and perhaps of the whole Empire.

III. Measures for the regulation of trade are of this description, and from the
very foundation of our Colonial Empire, the Imperial Parliament and Government
have always claimed and exercised the right of deciding on the Commercial Policy
which should be adopted by all British Colonies.

IV. Until a recent period, this authority was used for the maintenance of
restrictions upon trade, in many cases very onerous, both to the Mother Country
and the Colony. These have now, for the most part, been abolished, and Her
Majesty's Government are not prepared to consent, that they should be partially
re imposed on particular Colonies, without considering the effectof such re-imposition
upon that general system of policy, which has been adopted in their place.

V. As you have pointed out, boutnties might be given in particular Colonies, in
such a manner as might be verv injurious to others; and the imposition of differ-
ential duties on Foreign produce by a particular Colony, on the grounds stated in
the Memorandum of the Executive Council, would be still more objectionable, as
they might probably clash with the engagements of this Country under Treaties.

VI. It is true that there are still differential duties levied in the Australian
Colonies, but these are the remains of a former system which has not yet been
entirely changed. They were imposed by authority of Parliarnent, and Parliament
has now empowered the local Legislatures to abolish them ; at the same time
prohibiting those legislatures from imposing any differential duties in future.

VII. These are the general considerations on which Her Majesty's Govern-
ment have atcted with reference to this subject, and being satisfied that a steady
adherence to that system of Commercial Policy which has been sanctioned by
Parliament, is the course best calculated to promote the general welfare of the
British Empire as a whole, and the interests, of New Brunswick as an important part
of that Empire, it is out of my power to withdraw or modify the instructions I
have already transmitted to you.

lature of Canada in their late Session, entitled No. 783, " An Act to facilitate

"or more of them, is or is not admissible into this Province free fromduty, and under
4what circumstances, conditions and regulations.'

Under, this enactment.itiwould be in the power of the Governor in Council to
place any one or more of the BritishNorth A merican Possessions. ,onadigerere
footing with regard to duties on Importation into Canada from sthato tue. QeheN
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I assume that it is not the intention of the Canadian Legislature that th a
power should be exercised for any such purpose, provided all the Colonies are willin,
to submit to the sane conditions. I have therefore to instruct you to bring under
the consideration of your Executive Council the propriety of introducing into the
Legislature an amended Bill, containing a Proviso to the effect that no advantages
in respect of freedom from linport Duty shall, under the powers of the Act, be
extended to any cne or more of the Possessions which are not also extended to lI
the others of them, or such of them as may be willing to submit to the like
conditions.

I am further of opinion that the amended Act which will, I trust, be pasedi,
should contain a proviso that the Orders to be made by the Governor and Council
under its authority should be subject to Her Majesty's approval.

Meanwhile, the Royal decision upon the present enactment will be suspended.

On myoy
part I must disclairm the responsibility of pledging the Legislative Assembly to, y
particular course, until they shall have had an opportunity of discussing the, ce
nunications with which Your Excellency has favored me on behalf of the Govern-

ment of Barbadoes.
I shall take care, however, to lay before the Canadian Legisiature, in the course

of their next Session, the papers forwarded by yon; and I can;assure YourExcel
lency that it will give me, in every way, the greatest pleasure to promote friendtr
intercourse between this Province and the British West Indies.

Sm,-I have to acquaint you that the attention of Her Majesty's Govern
ment has been called to a proposal which has been made for, the mutual abolition
of Custom Duties upon the productions of Canada and of the West India Colonies.

In a récen despatch from the Governor General of Canada, dated the 20th ulti-
mo, I am informed that the communication, in which that arrangement was proposed
for consideration, emanated from the Chairman of a Committee of the Legistatve
Assembly of Canada. It appears, however, that neither the suggestion itself nor
the Report of the Cormmitee, which was. subsequently presented to the Legislative
Assembly, has been discussed by the Legislature of Canada, and that it would be
premature to sippose that the Executive Government or the Legislature of Catiada
are committed to the adoption of the policy therein indicated.

I transmit to you fory-ur information a copy of a Letter from the Lords of the
Commitiee of Privy Council for Trade, to whom a despatch from the Governor of
British Guiana respecting this proposition was referred for consideration.

Her Majèsty's Government would regard the proposedI arrangement as ver.y
objectioriable; on the rounds, First, that it would separatelcommercially so far as
such an arrangement is concerned, the Colonies who entered into it from the rest of
the Empire ; Secoridly, that it would be injurious, not only to the interest of cons-
mers in the Colonies, who were a party to the arrangement, but to the inierestsgof
producers in every éther put of the EmpIre; and, Thirdly, that it would be inconsis-
tent with the Imperial Policy of Free Trade.

It is the earnest desire of Her Majes'ty's Government to maintain aùd extend a
course of policy which shah closely unite together, by ties of mutual interest th'e
whole of Her Majesty's Colonial Empire with the Mother Country. To such a, po-
licy any measures tendiig to form the Colonies into separate groups with pecular
and exceptional commercial relations, would be opposed, and Her Majesty's Govern-
ment, therefore, trust that they will not be asked to submit for Her Majesty's appió-
val, Acts or Ordinances giving effect t measures of that character.

Sia,-The Lôrds of Cinmittee of Privy Council for Trade have had under their
consideration your letter of the 13th instant, transmitting for their observations,,by
direction of Lord John Russell, copy of a despatch from the Governor of British Gui-
ana, respeòting a rpoal which had been received from the Chairman of a Com-
mittee of the Legislative Asšèmlbly of Canada, for the mutual abolition of Custom
Duties upon the p*odudibâ of the latter Odlony aùid of British Gujaia.

I am tteqùet' thâ tyot vitl iâfôr Lôrd Johi lRuéli, that the *opòsá whiih
forms thé sùbjebt òf Governòf Wòdèoises Despatbh, a ears to this Boaàd t'ole
open to grave objections.

Since the addþticößt éf iree Trade as the general principle of the Commercial
Policy o e the Uniteil'kingdom, it has been the object of Her Majesty's Govermnràent,
in advising or controlling the legislation of the British ColO hies i riaàès' a&dting
Trade, to discourage the maintenance or adoptidi. of Prôïèc'ité Útih dlonial
Tariffs.

The effect of the arrangement Whihà iiW proposed between Canada and Bri.
tish Guiana, would be to protect by Discrimi-3ating Duties, the produce of these two

B ',
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Colonies respectively, against similar produce of Foreign Countries, of all other .
tish Posessions, and even of the United Kingdom itself.

If the Colonies in question drew from each other, exclusively, their supplies of
particular commodities, the case might have been met by a -general abolition of
Duty upon such commodities whensoever imported: by which measure the same ad-
vantage would have been derived, without the infringement of principle involved iw
the present proposal. This is, however, far from being the case. On the contrary i
appears obvious that the inducement which has led these two Colonies to entertain
the project in question has been the mutual protection which its adoption would se.
cure to their productions. For instance, Canadian lumber would enjoy a monopoly
of the market in British Guiana, to the exclusion of the Lurmber of the, United
States; and the sugar of British Guiana would u'ndersell the sugar of Jamaica, and,
of Cuba, in the markets of Canada.

An artificial stimulus would by these means be given to the industry of par-
ticular localities; and the interests of the consumer in the two Colonies would be
prejudiced by an arbitrary interference with the free operation of Trade.

My Lords are not aware of any exceptional circumstances in the condition of
these two Colonies which would justify, or render expedient, a deviation from gene-
ral principles in this particular case; and they observe from a Despatch of the Gd-
vernor of Barbadoes, transmitted in Mr. Merivale's Letter of the 22nd instant, that
a Resolution to the same effeci has been passed by the House of Assembly in that
Colony, so that it seems probable that unless the present Measure is discouragedi
may receive an extension which might seriously compromise the system of Commer
cial Policy which Her Majesty's Government is anxious to maintain throughout the
British Empire.

It is necessary to remember that the proposal now under consideration derives
some colour from the Treaty recently concluded between her Majesty and the Uni-
ted States, providing for the mutual admission duty free, into the United States, and
the North Amercan Provinces, of certain Articles of their respective produce.

In sanctioning this Convention, it cannot be denied that Her Majesty's Govern-
ment deviated from the rule which forms the fundamental principle of their recent
commercial policy, but the political motive which determined them to adopt this
course upon the occasion in question, was of a kind to counterbalance and outweigh
cnsiderations of purely commercial expediency.

Wiàether any such exceptional grounds exist in the present case, it is for Lord
John Russell to decide; but in their absence, My Lords would recomrnend that the
Governor of British Guiana should be informed that Her Majesty's Government
cannot assent to a proposition of the kind under consideration.

SRa,-Having in the early part of this year on my assumption of the office of
President Administering this Government, foùnd a communication addressed in No-
vember last to the Colonial Secretary from a Committee appointed by the Legislature
of Canada, having for its object the establishment of reciprocity of trade between
that Province and the several West India Islands, and being fully convinced that the
true interests of Montserratt were alone to be looked for in the direction of the most
unrestricted freedom of exchange with the more wealthy and the more populous
dependencies of the Crown, I lost no time in bringing the subject under the con-
sideration of the Legislature of the Island.

In my message recommending a measure framed on those principles ta their
consideration, i urged on them the policy of at once taking the initiative, as far as
lree trade is concerned, not only with Canada, but with the other British North
Anerican possessions, and passing a Bill for removing not only all duties on vessels
that may arrive here for purposes of trade from those Provinces, but also all duties
on the produce of those Countries inported in such vessels.

These recommendations, I am happy to acquaint your Excellency, received the
unanimous concurrence of both Branches of the Legislature ; and Bills have been
passed and, with the sanction of the Governor-in-Chief, assented to by me for giving
effect to the establishment of unrestricted trade between this Island and the whole
of the British Possessions in North America.

The Act relieving all vessels arriving at this Port from the payment of tonnage
dues is now in operation, and the other Act abolishing all duties on articles of the
growth, produce or manufacture of the British North American possessions has
been forwarded to the Governor-in-Chief for the purpose of being transmitted to the
Imperial Government, there to await the assent of Her Majesty, before it can
corne into operation; as owing to a loan from the Imperial Treasury being charged
on the revenues of the Island it was necessary to insert a suspending clause in the
enactment.

As soon, hovever, as the assent of Her Majesty has been notified to the Execu-
tive here, I will do myself the honor of transmitting a copy of the Act t3 your
Excellency, with a request that the same may be communicated to that portion of
the Mercantile community in Canada, who are engaged in the West India trade.
