As all the
lanets move around the sun in the same
irection, Laplace was led to believe that !
in remote times all must have been cou-
nected together ; and such a rimitive con-
nection might be afforded if the sun sud
his attendants were originally a vast fire-
mist, their matter being so much atteou-
ated by heat that it extended far beyond
its boundaries of the solar domain. He
supposed that such an immense rurefied
mass, on being set in m stion by some
cause which he does nov specify, would
ultimately be compelled by its own fric-
tion and by gravity to rotate with & uni-
form angular velocity iu all its parts and
around a common centre. In accordance
with the principles of physical astron iy,
he concluded that this rotation would be-
come rapid as the immense solar uebula
cooled and contracted, until at last the
centrifugal force becamne great enough to
overpower gravity and to throw off matter
from the equator of the whirling mass.
Laplace considered that, under the most
probable circumstauces, the nebulous mat-
ter thus thrown off or abandoned by the
shrinking spheroid, would all collect toge-
ther to form a planet; but that, in some
. upnsual cases, it would assume the ex
panded figure of a vast solar ring ; and
that, under certain conditions, it might
break up into a number of asteroids,  The
singular gronp of bodics revolving between
Mars and J upiteris supposed tohave come into
existence in consequeuce of some rare acci-
dent, which made the great solar riug a prey
to many centres of aggregation, instead of
allowing it to coalesce around a single one,
In all other cases, the cooling and contrac-
tion said to have been successful in giv-
ing birth to a great planet, whenever the
centrifugal force became sufficient to separ-
ate the equatorial portions of the rotating
solar nebula. Accorling to the views of
Laplace, Neptune must be regarded as the
first-born world of these alrcady known;
while Uranus is next in age, and the other
planets were launched inw Veing in a suc-

cession depending ou their (distances from
the sun ; so that Mercury is the youngest
member of thé solar family.

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ELMA FALL SHOW.

The annual exhibition in_connection
with the Elma Agricultural Society was
held at Newry on Tuesday last, lst
October. The management had the ex-
treme good fortune of having selected a
day upon which the weather was in real-
iy up‘cmlitl, and to this fortuitous cir-
cumstance no doubt the success of
the show was in & large measure due.
An attendance of very considerable pro-
portions was thus socured, and its in-
fluence must also have had something
to do with the number of entries made,
which was in advance of any previous
exhibition. Taking the position of the
Society into consideration, no one would
be led to expect a show equal to some of
the Township exhibitions in the older
settled districts. Time has been requir-
ed for their development, and the same
process is necessary here also beforeany-
thing like completeness in the varied
departments can be looked for. Of
course good management is alsorequired.
The Society does not appear to be lack-
ing this latter desideratum and should
it be thought advisable to prolong its
career seperate from neighboring socie-
ties, there is no apparent reason to be-
lieve that its growth will not be com-
mensurately increased as the agricultural
resources of the township develop. Both
Directors and Secretary performed their
duties on Tuesday very satisfactorily,
and through their efficiency the work of
making entries, arranging the various
classes, etc., was got through with by
noon in good order. The outside dis-
play included the stock, poultry, imple-
ments and manufactures. Neither in
horses or cattlo was the show particular-
ly fine. Thoroughbreds wers notice-
ably scarce, Grades were more numer-
ously represented, and several good
animals were shown. The diaplay of sheep
was very good ; there was & large num-
ber of entries and the pens contained

some eoxcellent specimens of Cots-
wolds and other long woolled varie-
ties. It was pleasant to witness

the healthy competion in this depart-
ment, as it was an evidence that farmers
in this section are turning their atten-
tion to improved stock raising. With
the exception of two or three porkers
the show of pigs was meagre; poultry
was also scarcoly up to the standard.
Agricultural implements were exhibited
in ordinate numbers, and several vehicles
were shown by Listowel manufacturers.
Inside the building the grain, roots and
vegetables, ladies work, etc., was exhib-
ited. The display though not extensive,
was passably fair. Large turnips, mam-
moth squashes, excellent tubers and
other vegetables were worthily represent-
ed. Fruit, what there was v} it, was
choice, the fine collections of apples and
plums testifying that fruit to compare
with that of any other part of Ontario can
be grown successful in Elma. The dis-
play of honey was first-class, while dairy
produce was well represented.” The ex-
cellent exhibit of boots and shoes at-
tracted general attention, and the skill-
ful workmanship displayed thereon was
admired by all. That the ladiesof Elma
are adepts at the production of home
comforts and luxuries, both useful and
ornamental, was amply demonstrated by
