Washington, D. C'., June 27—The 
Census Bureau has published a special 
bulletin shoxving the number of farms in 
the United States at the end of every 
decennial period since 1850, as follows : 
—In 1850, 1,449,073; I860, 2,044,077: 
1870,2,659,985; 1880, 4,008,907—rate of 
increase since 1870, 51 per cent. The 
States which contain the most farms are : 
— Illinois, 255,741 ; Ohio, 247,189 ; New 
York, 241,058 ; Missouri, 215,575 ; and 
Pennsylvania, 213,542. The increase in 
the number of farms has been greatest 
in the Western States and Territories as 
follows:—Dakota, from 1,720 to 17,435, 
or 914 per cent.; Nebraska, from 12,301 
to 63,387, 415 per cent.; Idaho, from 414 
to 1,885, or 355 per cent.; Arizona, from 
172 to 6,767, or 346 per cent.; Colorado, 
3,738 to 4,506, or 159 per cent.; Kansas, 
from 38,202 to 138,561,jot 263 per cent. 
There has also been a large increase in 
the number of farms in the Southern 
States, as follows :—Alabama, 102 per 
cent.; Arkansas ,91 percent.; Florida.129
