The Nieuwe Rotterdamsche Cour-
ant, while expressing the fullest con~
fidence in the government, com-
plains that the country does not
know what the standpoint of the
administration is. The Courant ,6ex-
presses surprise at Presidemt Wil-
son’s statemeiit in regard to the
other neutralspowers following the
example of the United States, and
asks whether the president’s expec-
tation is based on foreknowledge or
merely supposition. It adds:

“We do not know the attitude or
the action of our government on the
questjon of ruthless submarine war-
fare, but it may conceivably view
matters from a different angle to
that of the United States.” =

The Courant then compares Am=
erica’s abundance of grain, coal and
steel witl@ Holland’s scarcity of these
articles, all of which she must im-
port. A comparison is also made be-
tween Holland’s contiguous position
to Germany with an open Eastern
frontier as compared with America's
remoteness from the war arena, and
the paper concludes that the Dutch
government must consider factors
which do not exist in America and
which may modify its decision.

—The Nieuwe Rotterdamsche Cou-
rant says that sevéral ship owners
have received.the following telegram
from The Hague:

“The naval staff announces that
the German admiralty has informed
them that Dutch ships which had
already left North America on Feb-
ruary 1, for English ports, will be
allowed to pass thereto, but cannot
leave those ports without risk.”

Ald. MacBride thdught that such
employes as the garbage collectors

building and Erounds committee’s

repoi't should be paid direet from
the city, without passing through
otlrer hands. He submitted an

amendment to- the effect that  the
collectors be paid at the City Hall
on the same day as other civic em-
ployes. He cited the instance of dne
married man employed upon the
garbage service and earning only
$1.50 per day. He considered that
the case should be looked into.

Ald. English pointed out that the
men employing the garbage collect-
ors were faced with a hard task in
hiring men, and felt sure that dis-]
cipline would be seriously impaired
by the hiring of the men by the city
direct.

Ald. Kelly considered that if the
city undertook to pay the collectors,
it would entail a great deal of addi-
tional work and probably the ser-
vices of a city inspector.

Ald. Jennings submitted that the
employers should be allowed to hire
their own workn®emsgand to pay them
without the mcney coming through
the city.

Asusrance Wanted

Ald. MacBride demanded to know
whether the collecting was done by |
the’ day or by contract. Ald. Bragg
replied that it was by contract.
Ald. MacBride demanded assurance
that the collectors received -the pay
for their employes that the city was
paying to the latter. If this could
be done by the present system, Ald.
MacBride was willing to withdraw
his recommendation to have the col-
lectors paid at the city hall.

Ald. Jones believed that the con-
tractors could be trusted to pay
their employes the full wages, and
called for an immediate increase in
salary to the latter.

Ald. Bragg was confident that the
buildings and grounds committee of
the council could detect any in-
stances of short paying and prevent
the same.

Ald. Hollinrake strove to pour oil
upon the troubled waters,
out that the only question at issue
was the ensuring that tHe collectors
should receive their full salary. Ald.
Hollinrake recommended the in-
sertion in the report of the buildings
and grounds committee to the effect
that any contractor withholding anyl]
portion of the workmen’s pay should
forfeit his contract with the city.

Ald. Symons had confidence in the
integrity of the employers, and felt
sure that the council would hear of
any instances of short pay. He fav-
ored the continuance of the present
system.

Ald. MacBride explained that he
did not intend to impugn the honesty
of the contractor, but merely desired
to be assured of good wages for the
collectors.

Put to the motion, the report of
the committee carried with the
amendment that any garbage con-
tractor failing to pay the stipulated
wages would ipse facto forfeit his
contract. *

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THE SITUATION

British forces have seoured fur-
ther success in the Tigris campaign.
They have taken three successive
lines of enemy trenches, inflicting
heavy losses on the foe, and mani-
festly now have matters exceedingly
well in hand. ’

General Haig reports still more
gains. Some five hundred yards of
hostile trenches have been occupied
northeast of Gueudecourt, several
prisoners taken and counter attacks
completely repulsed. It is becoming
more and more evident that the Brit-
ish superiority is now thoroughly es-
tablished on this Somme front.

Uncle Sam is still waiting for the
“overt” act which will actually
plunge him into the war. It is bound
to occur at any moment, and Berlin
manifestly does not expect anything
else. From the tone of the papers in
the German capital, the advent of
the United States in the arena is not
looked upon as much of a menace. In
this regard the opinion is expressed
that the war will be decided by the
submarines before Uncle Sam can
get into any stride at all. Without
doubt, the Kaiser and his advisers
fully calculated the effect of the Re-
public siding with the Allies before
deliberately inviting the active hos-
tility of Washington. When the
“overt” act does take place, the in-
terned Cerman vessels in U. S. ports
will no doubt be at once seized. 1t
is estimated that they represent a to-
tal of 420,000 tonms.

Count von Bernstorff and the
other German consuls across the bor-
der, are to sail from New York on
Tuesday. In reality the Count should
have been given Lis walking ticket
long ago, for he has undoubtedly
violated the obligations of his office
in a consistently impertinent and
menacing manner. No one questions
that he has been at the bottom of
much mischief plotted against his
more than tolerant hosts.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT
REPORT.

The annual report of Chief
Lewis, presented to thé city council,
is a business-like document. The
total loss occasioned by fires during
the year reached the small figure of
$17,151, or an average per alarm of
$163.35, certainly a gratifying
showing. This happy condition of
affairs the Chief largely attributes
to the part introduction of motor
traction. No doubt that is the case,
but the fact also should not be lost
sight of that the city possesses a
thoroughly efficient head and loyal
staff of men, two things which have
also materially contributed to the
satisfactory record. A still further
replacing of horses is asked and
should be granted, and also the in-
troduction of a gasoline pump to the
saving of the waterworks.

The chief emphasizes the great
need for the opening up of St. Paul
Avenue by a subway, 2 matter al-
ready in the hands of the ,city
council, emphasizing the importance
of such a change in the interests of
the hospital in particular, and the
Terrace Hill District in general.

He also pays a well deserved tri-
bute to Mr. S. P. Pitcher, who as
chairman of the fire and light com-
mittee of the city council last year,
showed such ‘a practical and benefi-
cial interest in the affairs of the
brigade.

One thing the chief did not men-
tion, and which The Courier thinks
should be considered, and that is a
new fire hall, The present structure
is of ;about the same vintage as the
city hall and both are a disgrace. A
proper structure should be located
on some site where backing in, for
instance, would be avoided, and the
price gecured {or the present corner
would gb a long way towards meet-
ing the outlay for a needed change.

G Paris, Feb. 6.—The funeral of ;Vlr.

€0. L. Nieholas, who passed away
80 suddenly on Friday morning, took
place yesterday afternoon from his
late res!idence, Banfield street, to
the Paris Cemetery, and was lar'gely
attended by many sympathizing rela-
tives and friends. The funeral serv-
ices at the home and grave-side were
conductgd by his late pastor, Rev.
J. C Nicholson, who spoke very
feelingly of the deceased. The late
Mr, Nichol was down town on
Thursday in his usual health, and
abo_ut four o’clock he was stricken
which apoplexy, from which he nev.
er rallied. The deceased, who was
in his 75th year, was born at
Churchville, York County, Ontario,
and came to Paris forty-seven years
ago. For a number of years he
worked for Whitlaw and Baird’s
Flour Mills, and later moved to
Canning, where he conducted a flour
and grist mill himself for thirty
years. About 5 years ago he moved
hgck to Paris. In 1873 he was mar-
ried to Miss Christina McKay, of
Paris, who survives him, and three
daughters and one son, Mrs. Fred
Miller, New York; Mrs. E. W. Burt,
of Paris, Nursing Sister Florence
Nichol, of France, and Geo. M. Nic-
holas, of Ottawa, to whom the sym-
pathy of the community will be ex-
tended. The pall-bearers were:—
Messrs George H. Armstrong, Chas.
Lovett, Richard L. Murray, R. C. Mc-
Pherson, O. R. Whitley and Dr. Lov-
ett.

Simcoe Town Council Holds
Lengthy and Busy
Session

Simcoe, Feb. 6.—The town council
went to work shortly after 8 o'clock
last night and adjourned at mid-
night, after putting through an un-
usnally lheavy docket of business.
Reports were offered by the charity,
market, fire and light and board ¢f
works departments, forecasting the
policy for the year. In every case
there was evidence of a desire for
the carrying out in each department,
of a whole council policy,  and to
that end the board of works, market
and fire and light committees will
hold e conference in the near future.
The $40,000 school debentures, and
$4360 local improvement debentures
were directed to be offered for sale,
and the mayor, chairman of the fin-
ance committee and treasurer ap-
pointed to carry out the matter.

Roard of Education Gets $20,000

An additional $20,000 was voted
to the board of education for the
completion of ward schools, and a
resolution passed requesting the
town solicitor to prepare the neces-
sary by-laws. The ground was taken
that the schools were an absolute
necessity at any cost, and that delay
would only necessitate a special
meeting and perhaps prevent the
completion of the school$ for open-
ing after mid-summer vacation, Ald
Doughty alone voting nay on the
question.

Must Pay Poll Tax

A by-law to levy a $5 poll tax, and
providing for the collection of the
same, was passed without division.

Up Go the Dog Taxes

The new dog tax by-law raises the
rates to $2 and $5, and provides for
the proper care of vicious dogs on
the part of owners, and the owners
are required to go to the police of-
fice to have the animals registered.

The Treasurer’s report was espe-
cially gratifying, showing the Chap-
ter to be in a flourishing financial
condition, Minor sources of revenue
too numerous to mention, helped to
swell the total receipts to $5,010.54.
Some of the larger amounts were
realized from teas, concerts, collect-
fon of waste paper and ragg, from
donations, and various funds. The
disbursenients amounted to $4,-
£13.81, leaving a balance on hand of
$196.73; $1100.00 was sent to the
Canadian Red Cross.

BRTISH NAvY

Interesting Lecture Deliv-

ered in Zion Church by
- W. G. Raymond

——'_—

Mr. W. C. Raymond gave a sketch
of the history of the British navy to
the members of Zion Church Y.P.G.
last night. Starting with Finessian,
who came from the eastern Mediter-
ranean through the Straits of Gib-
raltar up past Spain and Portugal
to the little isles occupied by thke
Celts for the purpose of trading in
fars, ete., Mr. Raymond told of the
effect this race along with the Norse-
man, Swede, Icelander, Anglo-Saxon
and other noted maritime peoples of
the early days had in the laylng of
the foundation for the great navy
and courageous seamen of the Bri-
tish Empire to-day. On through
Drake, who gave an impetus to Bri-
tish commercial life when he round-
ed Cape Horn and raided the Span-
ish possession on the Southern Paci-
fic coast and took back to England
one of the richest cargoes ever car-
ried, the defeat of the Spanish Ar-
mada, Blake, who did not go to sea
until after he was fifty, Hawke, Nel-
son and other lesser naval lights to
the present day. An interesting fact
brought out was the great part
played in the capturing of Canada
from the French in 1859. It was the
bottling up of the French navy in
their home ports that enabled Wolfe
to cross the Atlantic and sail up the
St. Lawrence to final victory on the
Plains of Abraham.

Canada’s naval achievements were
also worthy of notice, Few people
were aware that the first steamship
that crossed the Atlantic was built
in Canada, by Canadian workmen

and manned by Canadian sailors. The

ship was 'huill at what is now
Wolfe’'s Cove and crossed the At-
lantic in 1834. Captain Benjamin
Hallum, sometimes mentioned in his-
tory as Carew, was a notable Cana-
dian participating in many naval en-
gagements with the great Nelson,
and that pioneer of transatlantic

steamship service, Cunard was also.|

a Canadian.

In closing, the speaker conirasted
the chivalrous treatment of German
seamen rescued from the sea hy
British sailors, with the inhuman

treatment accorded the British blue

jacket by the Teutonic sailors.
Several amusing and mirth pro-
ducing stor/ies also intersnersed the

sketch.

Township Council
on Hydro Question

The regular meeting of the town-
ship council was held in the cham-
bers at the Court House yesterday,
when in addition to further business
connected with the transfer of the
equipment of the Western Counties
Electric Company to the township,
a large grist of business of a pre-
liminary nature was transacted.

The communications were consid-
ered at the morning session, the
most important of which was from
Chief Engineer F. A. Gaby, of the
Ontario Hydro Electric Power Com-
mission, who wrote acknowledging
the receipt of the copy of the resolu-
tion passed at the last meeting of
the council, authorizing the commis-
sion to proceed with the necessary
steps in connection with extending
and remodelling the lines formerly
in the possession of the Western
Counties Electric Company. He
stated that immediately upon the
Commission expressing their appro-
val of the transfer of the lines, that
operations would be commenced to
place the Hydro Power at the dis.
posal of the people of the distircts
of Echo Place, Parkdale and Grand-
View.

A list of the lines and equipment
involved in the transrer, as well g
the names of the customers who
have been purchasing power from
the Western Counties Company was
forwarded to the council in accord-
ance with the terms of the contract.

Medical Health Officer Chapin, re-
ported that he had investigated the
circumstances in connection with
the case of William Steed, a return-
ed soldier, residing in Echo Place,
who has made an appeal to the
council for assistance, and found
that the man was suffering from, a
rheumatic condition of the hip, and
was unable to do other than light
work, if such were available.

Dr. Chapin further stated that
there was a family dependent upon
him for support, and as his case was
apparently entirely deservant, that
he could not personally understand
why the government did not assist
the'soldier and his family.

Chairman W, A. Hollinrake of the
Finance Committee of the city coun-
cil wrote explaining that a proposal
had been considered at a recent
meeting of the council, of the advis-
ability of developing the electric
energy of the Grand River, and that
a committee had been appointed to
deal with the question, with power
to add to their number. The town-
ship council were therefore request-
ed to depute two members to act on
the committee.

That the finances of the township
are in a creditable condition was in-
dicated by two offers from Toronto
brokers to handle any surplus de-
bentures that the council might now
have on hand or were contemplating

‘putting on the market.

Harris Cook and Company wrote
informing the council that the de-
finitive coupons of the Canadian
War loan, maturing in 1931 had
been received, and that the certifi-
cate now held by the township for
the amount subscribed by them
would be replaced by the coupons
upon applicagion at one of the local
banks. 3

Interesting Letter From
Pte. Roy Carter, Former-
ly of 36th Battalion

The following letter has been re-
"ceived by Pte. Carter of ‘the Welland
Canal Force, now stationed at
Queenston, from his son, Pte.“Roy
Carter. Pte, Carter is now only 18|
years of age, yet he " enlisted two!
years ago with the 36th battalion.
His home is at 189 Eagle Avenue.
Dear Dad:—

As you see by my address, I am
at the casualty training Batt, at St.
Helen’s Park, Hastings. I am a bug-
ler and also%in Vellito; for the win-
ter.
I won’t have to go to France for a
little while, I am on for 24 hours
and the next 24 hours I can do as I
like. I go to Hastings. It is a big
seaside, and have a good time. Am
on again the next 24 hours and then

off again, so I have every afternoon|

to myself and do not have to go on
any parades. I was going to wait
until I came back to Brantford to tell
you the time I had in France, but as
you ask me I will tell you now. I
was warned for the draft on Sunday,
June the 4th and left England June
6th and landed in Le Havne, and
stayed one day then took the train for
Popeninghe which took two days,
then we were to a camp_about 6
miles. behind the lines and stayed
there till Suffday the 11th and then
joined the 58th battalion at the Bel-
gian Chateau about Sunday noon...I
met Major Ballachey and Col. Genet

there and then we moved up at dark|

to Sanctuary Woods in Ypres Sal-
ient-in the reserve trenches. We got
there about midnight, We were told
we could go to sleep, so I stuck my
head in a little hole and went to sleep
About two hours after or 2 o’clock
in the morning I woke up and the
shells were coming over fast, so I
pulled my legs up and I had no more
than done so when—well, I can’t ex-
plain, but it was a terrible noise and I
felt warm blood mmning down my
legs. My God, what a sensation. So
I gets up and trys to stand on my
legs when I heard another shell com-
ing, so I flops down and about five
minutes after my back started to burn
and then I knew I was hit again.
Then they brougfit three fellows in
the part I was in, one with a broken
leg, another with a shrapnel through
the muscle of his leg, one with pretty
near every bone in_his body broken.
He was dead and he had been foam-
ing at the mouth.. The three of them
had been buried by the same shell
that got me. Then I laid there till
midnight the same day in mud and
water and this fellow lying dead be-
side me. They ftore pretty near all
my clothes off me to dress my
wounds. From two in the morning
until midnight was the longest 22
hours I ever spent, I could not
smoke or eat or couldn’t get any-
thing to drink. Oh it was terrible.
I would doze off to sleep and dream
that I was in the hospital and then
wake up and find I was still there.
My chum and another fellow helped
me out. They sent me to Bologne
and then to Reading Hospital. I
have a scar on my back. It is still
red and have a scar on the inside and
on t}'le outside of my left thigh. I am
sending you my massage papers. It
is a description of the wound in my
thigh. | Keep it till'I come home,
when I think this is all for now. Your
loving son, ;

Following is the annual report of
the Central Fire Department, sub-
mitted to the city council last night
by Chief Lewis:—

To His Worship the Mayor, and
members of the City Council,
Brantford:

Gentlemen,—I have the honor
herewith to submit the 28th annual
report of the fire department for the
year ending December 31st, 1916.

Fire Loss Small

In presenting this report, I am
greatly pleased to state that while
the number of alarms has been
greater than in any previous year,
the total loss has been exceedingly
small for a city of the size and area
of Brantford. The number of alarms
was 105, while the total fire loss for
the year, on both buildings and con-
tents, was $17,151.39.

We have
fortunately been free from any seri-
ous accidents. There have been a
number of changes in the staff of
the department during the year, but
the vacancies have been filled by
first class men, the standard of the
department in this regard being wel
up to the mark. 3

New Truck &

The new combination hose and
chemical auto truck, which was pur-
chased from the Waterous Engine
Works Company last year, and which
was delivered on June 7th, has been
giving splendid satisfaction, and it is
a credit both to the city of Brant-;
ford and the firm which built it. The |
truck has proved itself serviceable in!
all kinds of weather, and has en-|
abled the department to reach fires
while in their incipient stage, which
is in a large measure accountable for
the remarkably low fire loss during
the .year. Sit;t’e being in service, the
truck has travelled about 275 miles,
this includes training of regular fire-
men to drive the machine as well as
:\‘nswm'ing alarms. The cost of gaso-
line amounted to $27.08 for a period
of seven months. This is somewhat
!owor than the average cost of keep-
ing a team of horses for one month.

on our horses.

= €hief’s Car.

The Ford car purchased has also
proved a valuable asset for the de-
partment and is undoubtedly far
more economical and suitable than a
horse. Wit tune purchase of these
two picces or motor apparatus we
were enabled to dispose of three
horses which will amount to quite a
large saving in years to come as
well as adding "to the efficiency of
the department. The department
formerly had 11 horses, there are
now eight, four at each station.

Re Wiring.

The rewiring of the fire alarm cir-
cuits, which was commenced on
Nov. 27 has now been completed.
The total cost of this work was
$2,525.11, made up as follows: new
wird $1,120.11; wages for linemen,
$691.77; rent for motor truck $100,
gasoline $15.32; five new alarm
boxes, $520; other material $73.91.
The actual cost of this most neces-
sary work was well within the es-
timate. Five new alarm boxes ad-

{ ded were placed as follows: Corners

House Ave and Dundas St.; Brock
and Campbell; Cayuga and Foster;
Read and Leonard; Norwich and
Brant streets. The re.wiring has
been done in a first-class manner
and will last for many years to
come.
Repairs Made,

Recommends Motor Tractor.
The present motor apparatus hav-
ing proved so satisfactory I would
strongly recommend that a mot_or
tractor be purchased for the city
service truck at the central station.
The present truck in use is really

too heavy for one team of horses to
pull, and from what I have'learned
of these tractors and from the way
they are being purchased by other
departments I am Wsure that one
would work out to good advaniage
here. If this is not done we shall
have to purchase a new team of hor-
ses this year, as two of the horses
at the Central Station have outlived
their usefulness for this business.
The cost of a new team would prob-
ably be between $600 and $700, and
this would make a substantial pay-
ment on a motor tractor. Horses
depreciate in value very quickly in
fire depatrment work, are unrelia-
ble on slippery pavements, liable to
serious injury at any time and diffi-
cult and expensive to keep in good
condition. A motor tractor when
placed under the truck needs scarce-
ly any repairs and costs nothing ex-
cept when in action, while horses are
eating their heads off every day,
Aside from these considerations the
tractor would give much quicker
service, much better co-operat‘ion
with the auto truck, as owing to the
rapidity with which we reach the
scene of a fire now with the motor
truck, it is very often just as essen-
tial to have the ladders there as it is
the hose. Minutes spent waiting. for
horses to arrive with ladders might
mean a great loss of property as well
as of life.
Another Truck

I would also recommend that an-

other auto truck be purchased, this

truck to have a carrying capacity of
1200 feet of hose and a 800 gallon gas-
oline pymp, In previous years I have
recommended the purchase of a steam
fire engine but from the tests which
I have-seen made and the information
I have at hand I believe that a gaso-
line pump would work out to better
advantage than a eamer. These
pumps are neatly installed on motor
apparatus and the same engine that
propels the apparatus furnishes power
for the pump when it is . to be used.
! There is no question but that a pump
E would work out to good advantage in
! this city. When we receive an alarm
for fire at the fire station we immed-
iately inform the waterworks pump-
ing station and they are obliged to
put on extra pressure subjecting ev-
ery water main, every service pipe,
taps, etc. to a heavy strain whether
it is required or not. For instance,
it may be a grass fire, it may be a
chimney fire, false alarni or a small
fire where extra pressure would not
be required at all, still, every time
the fire bell rings that extra press-
ure goes on. It is not only the
strain on pipes, taps, ete. but the
extra coal which is consumed which
amounts to quite a large item in a
yvear. Now if we had one of these
gasoline pumps we would have it
with us, answering every alarm. All
ordinary fires could be extinguished
by the extra pressure that this pump
could produce by taking water from
the city hydrants, so that you can
roadily see there would be in the
enst of coal, water, tans, etec. by
having one of these numps. Besides
this, I know of no city the size of
Brantford in this country but has
one or niore pumping engines, and
wany of them have just as good .if
not better water-works systems than
iwe have. This is a matter for your
gworthy and ecareful consideration
and 1 would ask you to think °“t
‘over thoroughly before vou pass
{judgment unon it. \

Storage Battery System
Another matter which I vg%l; to
‘draw wour attention to and whieh I
iam sure would be a good investment
{for the citv to make, is the install-
;ation of a storage battery system to
|replace the gravity battery system
iwe have in use at the nresent time.
{Owing to the very heavy increase i
[the cost of copper, zincs, blue stone,
,etc. the maintenanc& of the present
jgravity batteries amounts to about
$500 per year. If a storage battery
!system were installed the mainten-

not be more than $50 per vear and
at an outfside figure.

I would also recommond that mem-
bers of the Department be granted
three days extra time off during their
annual holidays. At the nresent time
each member of the Department gets
i seven days holidays. This, in my op-
|inion, should be extended to ten
days. I know of no other paid De-
partment in this eountry where the
firemen get less than ten days and
many of them from twelve fo fifteen
days. With the long hours which
the firemen have to put in I think
that it would be only fair ani just
that they should receive this cxten-
sion and I hope that you will be able
to see your way clear to grant this
request. :

St. Paul Sppway.
T am exceedingly pleased to know
that the. Mayor and Council of this
year have under ¢ ideration a
plan for the re-openg.; of St. Paul
Ave. by a subway under the G. T. B.
tracks, and if this plan is carried
through to a successful issue it will
overcome a.long standing and ser-
ious handicap in reaching the scene
‘of any fire at the hogpital or in that
locality. The way things are at the
present time, especially in the spring
of the year ®when the'roads are bad,
a great deal of valuable time would
be lost in reaching a fire in that
vicinity. If therd | a subway un-
der St. Paul Avenly%e would have
the pavement all the ;way up Brant
Avenue to: '§t.

It is an absolute indis-
putable necessity for the Fire De-
partment in the protection of 1life
and property in that locality, and it
is my sineere pope that the Mayor
and members of this year’s council
will leave no stone unturned to have
this subway consfructed at th= earl-
iest possible date.
Fire Protection

I again desire to bring the queg-
tion of fire prevention as forcibly as
I can to the attention of citizens in
general. I earnestly urge citizens to
use every possible precaution to
guard against fire in the way of
keeping premises clear of rubbish,
etec. The great majority of fires,
when traced to their real origin,
have been found to have been due
to carelessness in one way or an-
other. The remedy for this is with
the people fhemselves,'and I would
ask every citizen to co-operate in the
prevention of fire.

“The  soup, the soun!” this is the
whisper that spreads from child to
child in the rooms of a large school
in Brussels, at ahout eleven every
morning, for -all the childyen look
forward- to their soup, just as Cana-
dian school-children look forward to
their play-time. These Belgian chil-

soup being taken from a wagon in
the :<treet. They know their food is
coming, and that their hunger will

That is why their whisper of “the
soup, the soup,” becomes louder than
a murmur and the teacher is compel-
led to say ‘“Quiet, children!’y A few
moments pass, and then comes the
order “Attention—stand— march!”’

The children ‘rise from their -seats,
and file out of the room, just as they
have been taught in case of fire, only
instead of marching out of the build-
ing they enter a large hall. 'There,
other children, both boys and girls,
from other school-rooms, come filing
in to take their seats at long low
tables. They make a good deal of
noise, for most of them have on
heavy wooden sabots, instead of
boots, like the children of Holland,
but when the head-teacher again
cries “Attentxon"' they are all seat-
ed quiétly in their places. o
Then Belgian women, all in white
dresses, pour soup—good thick soup
—into bowls which are on the table,
one in front of each child. It is the
way of the world that the poor are
usually the servants of the rich, but
here in Belgium, those who once
were rich and will always be ladies,
are now proud and glad to be known
as the servants:of the poor. They
are.styled in Belgium ‘‘les Servantes
des Fauvres,’” but the children upon
whom they wait affectionately call
them “Les Anges’’—The Angels,
The serving of soup throughout
the schools of Belgium is only one
feature of the work of the Relief
Cormission, who are to-day feeding
the entire population of Belgium.
