The stranger who first visita Victoria, the 

capital of British Columbia, is struck by the 
great number of Indians who live in the city. 
They wear clothing of the Keropean style. 
The men work on the wharvee and steamers, 
sell fish and skins, or are occupied in differ­
ent trades, particularly as carpenters. The 
women wash and work for the whites, or 
stroll idly about the streets. The suburb# 
of Victoria are almost exclusively inhabited 
by Indians. There they live in miserable, 
filthy shanties and (beds, or even in thin 
canvas tenu. The city has about thirteen 
thousand inhabitants, and of these about 
two thousand are Indiana who stay there 
over summer. Besides these, about three 
thousand Chinese, many Sandurich Islanders, 
a few negroes, and a white population com 
ing from all parts of Europe and America, 
live in the city. The Internationality of the 
population and its easy going ways give it 
a peculiar character.
