GOING FOR THE POLE.

Qol. Gilder NMakes a Start from Winni-
peg on his Exploriag K xpedition.

A Winnipeg despatoh says : Ool. Gilder
and his companion Gr.ffish started for
Belkirk on the evening train, where they
will catoh the steamer Prinoesa and pro-
oeed to Norway House. From that point
they will ascend the Nelson River and
proceed to York Factory. The cutfit which
the colonel takes with him weighs a ton
and & half, and consists of hard-tack,
pemmican and obher food, gune, rifles,
revolvers and ammunition, scientifio
instroments, a hand organ, baubles for the
natives, eto. He also takes two sledges.
They are atter the BSiberian mcdel, and
are 16 feet long and about 4 feet wide.
There is no iron about them, being all
made of wood and bound with withes.
Afver leaving York Factory the colonel will
take as little as possible with him, owiog
t0 the diffionlty of carrying it along. The
oolonel also took along with him a good
supply of far clothiog. A couple of tents
were also takep, together with a cooking
outfit. He relies mainly for sustenacce
upon game seoured salong the route. The
Esquimaux live on that, and he 18 of opin-
ion he can do the same.

He Did His Daty.

John Hughes was his name, and he
had gambled away more'n one fortune
in New York, but for all that enough money

together.

DISORDERS OF DIGESTION.

Why Our Physical Fires Burn Low and
Ge Out Too Boon.

All the vital funotions are more or less
proocesses of combustion and they are sub-
jeot to laws similar to those which regulate
the burning of coal in our fire-places, says
Dr. T. Leander Brunton. The reason why
we allowour fires to burn low or go out
altogether either is that we puton tco
muoch ocoal or that we allow them to be
smothered in ashes, Itia the ohild who
pokes the fire from the top to break the
ocoal and make it burn faster ; the wise
man pokes it from below, so as to rake out
the sphes and allow free acoees of oxygen.
Anud eo it is with the funotions of life, only
that these being less understocd many &
man aots in ragard to them as & ohild does
to the fire. The man thinks that his brain
is nov acting because he has not supgplied it
with sufficient food. He takes meat three
times a day, and beef tea to supply ite
wants, a8 he thinks, and puts in a poker to
stir it up in the shape of a glass of sherry
or & nip from the brandy bostle. Ard yet
all' the time what his brain is soffering
from is not lack of fuel, but. accumulation
of ash, and the more he continues to cram
himseif with stimulants, although they
may help him for the moment, the worss
he ultimately becomes, just as the child’s
breaking the coal may cause & temporary
blse:, bus allows the fire all the more
quickly to become emothered in ashes, It
would seem that wvital procesrions are
muoh more readily arrested by the
acoumulation of waste produo's within the
organs of the body than by the waniof
nutriment of the organs themselves.

Barnnm’s Bearded Woman = Tisn.

The arrest snd impricosment of Bae-
pum’s eo-called * Bearded lady,” on the
oharge of disorderly conduot, weie reported
yestecday. To.day the ease was called up

into the hands of the dairymau and thence
to the umer 9, therefore, be too
strenuously insisted upon, and every re-
straint upon ite distribution in the purest
state shouid be insisted upon by legal re-
steaint, by the medioal profession and by
the publio at large, and the severeat punish-
ment meted out sgainst,the carelessness and
adulterations of dealers in the artiole.

We aliude to the subjeot again to notice
the fach that a remarkable outbreak of
soarlatina in certain streets of London has
been direotly traced to milk furnished from
a single farm. Ibp & eimilar investigation &
few years ago a contagious fever was shown
to have been originated in a dairy farm
where the milk pans were washed with
water taken from a contaminated cistern.
The disease was found only in shose houses
on certain streets whiok were eupplied
with milk from this farm. In the more
recent inetances soarlatina has been traced
by Dr. Klein to one or two cows whioh
were found to have diseased udders. The
milk was affeoted with the germs of dicease
in the prooess of milking and then became
a vehiole for spreadiug it from house to
house. Dr. Klein suceeeded in producing
the disease artificially by i lating four
oalves with matver taken from the cows.
The oalves ulmnﬂentadtll the characberiatio

symp o

These faote, which are put in a condensed
form in a London letter to Sci . enlarge
the ecope of previous investigations of eani-
tary experts in this field. Milkis shown to
be not only a disease oarrier, but also &
germ multiplier. The sores on the cows
were not considered eerions ab the dairy
farm, yet minute partioles from them o>m-
munioated the diseass to a large number of
tamilies. Thia seems to be a conolusive
proof that milk is & good medium for the
maltiplioation of the g of a oontagi
disease.

A oase is alao just reported of milk pois-
oning at & hotel at Long Branoh, N. J., on
the 14sh of August. Abou$ forty persons
were taken violently sick. D were

in the Jeff Market Police Court and
had a somewha) peculiar ending. Ib came
out in the examination that abou: three
months ago the same person had been ar-
rested by a deteotive attached toa Teenty-
ninth precinot for drunkenness, and
exsmined under the name of Madam
Augusta and discharged, aud that the de-
teotive that arrested her was rcduced to &
patrolman, it is said, for a misdcmeanor
conneoted with the case. SBivee then xhehas
been frequently observed in “the parks
and on the strects aodng 1u & disorderly
manner. Bhe got particularly cficnsive on
Thursday in Union equare, tnd a pack
policeman took ber in custody.
