The Pacific Railway occasions
more serious consideration - and
anxiety to the thinking people
of Canada, than all other Government
measures combined, and it cannot
De said that the anxietyis altogether
misplaced, when it is remembered
that the estimated cost has been
placed at two hundred millions—a
sum sufficient to double our present
debt and taxation, aod from the con-
tradictory character of the reports
as to the natural resources of the
territory to be traversed, it has been
by no means certain in the minds of
most people, whether it would pay
even working expenses, thus threat-
ening the country with perpetnal
and overwhelming taxation, if not
ultimate bankraptey. In this gloomy
aspect of the situation, it is a com-
fort to hear a few reassuring words,
that the work will not be as ex-
pensive nor the returns so inwnsiﬁer-
able as have been feared, and to no
part of Canada can such words be.

Temperance Meeting in Backville.
The meeting was called to order
and Samuel Sharp, Esq., was ap-
pointed Chairman and Or. P. R.
Moore, Secretary. The Chairman
stated that he believed the object of
the meeting was to make arrange-
ments for the vote to be taken in the
County on the * Canada Temper-
ance,” on the eleventh of this month.
Professor Burwash who was the firat
speaker, make some remarks bearing
upon the decision given by the
Np:w Brunswick Benoh on the
 Temperance Act” and read an
ably written article from an Ontario
paper, in which the opinion was
ventared that the judgment of the
Bench of New Brunswick would be
reversed by the Supreme Court of
Canada. This opinion was based
largely on the fact in the framing of
these laws some of the ablest lawyers
in the Dominion Parliament were
consulted and had to do with perfect-
ing it, and that both political parties
in Ontario, through the Attorney
General on one side, and the leader
of the Oppesition, who was an able
Lawyer, on the other, had been
given to understand, that Legislation
on Temperance - with a view to pro-
hibition rested entirely with the Do-
minion Parliament. The. following
resolutions were adopted :— *

That whereas the Canada Temperance
Act passed by the general Parliament of
Canads, during the session of 1879, has
been pronounced ultra virses by the New
Brunswick Bench, and whereas, such de-
cision must tend to weaken the bonds of
temperance men in this Dominion ‘and en-
courage and increase that evil which is
the curse of the nineteenth century and
a blot upon christian civilization, there-
fore Resolved that this ing exp
its sincere regret and sorrow because of
such judgment and advise that as soon as
possible steps be taken to test the validity

of this decision in the Supreme Court o

‘anada.
Resolved that in view of the present
position ‘of the Canada Temperance Act

lists and statesmen of the Ewmpire,
and to learn of the progress made.
the Post senta representative to in-
terview Sir 8. L. Tilley. Sir Leonard
stated that the recent loan and other
financial arrangements made in Eng-
land, would relieve the Government
from placing auwother loan in the
money market for at least two years,
meeting all mataring liabilities.
This was the best loan by all odds
ever effected by Canada in England.
‘When reminded that money was un-
cxceptionably cheap in England,
and that the Grit papers claimed he
was not entitled to any credit for it,
Sir Leonard replied that money was
also 2 p. c., when Sir R. J. Cartwright
made one of his loans, but was not so
favorably made as the last one. But,
he said, such quotations only referred
to temporary loans and not to per-
manent investments. When money
was on one occasion worth 7 per
cent. he had obtained it at a very
much less rate, because he offered a
per t invest t, whereas, it
was recognized that the high rate
could not last. The British Govern-
ment itself, had occasion recently to
sell Exchequer bills at short dates,
and thav hud tn pay jnar danble tha
rate for money for six months than
for a shorter period. Tn purchasing
permanent securities, investors are
not regulated so much by the tem-
porary plethora or scarcity of money
as by the character of the eecurity
offered. Isit good? Will'the interest
be paid? Allowing for all possible
contingencies and depreciation is it
safe? He attributed the success of
the loan in a great measure to the
rising confidence of money men in
England in the security offered by
Canada in general, and particularly
in the resources of her great North-
West. The bad harvests and de-
preasion in England have turned the
attention of msny Englishmen to the
North-West as a ficld of colonization
and agricultural enterprise, and in
every direction he found the greatest
amount of enquiry and eagerness to
obtain information, and in a number
of instances he found men of means
already investing in lands there,
for the purpose of promoting settle-
ment. In fact, eaid Sir Leonard, I
found there a favorable opinion
to a most gratifying extent in the
character of these great wheat fields.
The tide of emigration will follow
the construction of the Railway west, |
ard probably will fill up the country
as it proceeds. He would feel no sur-
priseif thesale of lands paid dollar for
dollar all expenditure till the Railway
reached the Rocky Mountains, in
which case, he predicted that the
people of Canada would find their
four per cents at par in the money
markets of the world! As a matter
of caution, and that the credit of the
Dominion may by no contingency
suffer, the Government has de-
termined to spend only one million
pounds sterling per annum oo con-
struction, completing it in twelve
years. The expense of bmilding it
had been much exaggerated. The
buncred miles from Red River to
near Prairie La Portage recently let
will be built and equipped complete
and put in ruoning order for ten
tihousand dollars per mile !—one of
the cheapest roads in ‘the world.
The rest of the way to the Rocky
Mountains will not cost above
$15,000 per mile. Not only is the
country an easy one through which
o ran a Railway, but another
element of cost is equally favourable
—the raile. Sir Charles Tupper has
recently contracted for 65,000 tons
of rails at about £5stg., per ton—a
price unexampled in the history of
the trade. In fact, said Sir Leonard,

enterprise that vast territory frcm
Fort Garry 10 the Rocky Mountains
will not exceed seventeen millions of
dollars. The Government reserves
& hundred millions of acres of land,
which if worth even four cents per
acre, would more than pay the cost.
The value of these lands will be
inmense, becausc the Government
will stimulate settiement by giving
gratuitously alternate blocks to ac-
tual settlers, increasing vastly the
value of the reserved.

. A Call to Temperance Men.

The electors of Westmorland are
called upon on Thursday next to
vote for or against the enforcement
in Westmorland of the Canada Tem-
perance Act. The decision of the
Court that the Act is ultra vires, will
naturally dampen the ardor of Tem-
perance men, and render them less
energetic in securing a large major-
ity at the polls, but looking squarely
at the issues involved it cannot be
denied that all good ocitizens—all
lovers of law and order and morality
owe it tu themselves and their own
consciences to discharge the duty of
carrying the Act by an overwhelm-
ing majority, irrespective of the de-
cision of the Court. The decision is
not final. It may .possibly be re-
versed. Should it be reversed, the
law if carried on the 11th would be
put in operation. If, however, the law
proves to be ultra vires, no possible
harm can arise by reason of passing
the Act at the polls, for it will sim-
ply be a nullity, but on the contrary,
by its defeat the temperance agita-
tion in this vicinity wounld receive a
most severe and disheartening check.
We do not propose to enter into a
discussion of the merits of the Act,
or of the decision, but to say that
no good citizen ought tn allow the
work of Temperavce Reform to be
struck down at the polls or else-
where ; ‘the work must be carried on
and the fires be kept burning till the
land be purged of the demon rum.

In the
past its efforts have not been wholly
in vain, and it is to be hoped that,
associated with the Post, its in-
fluence will be still more widely felt
in the future. Mr. Milner has now
the sole and exclusive right to the
use of the name of the paper, and
will by cordial sympathy in his ef-
forts iccrease the prosperity of
I shall feel obliged if:
all to whom the Posr is now sent for
the first time, will contiue to
patronize and regard it as they
would 7%e Borderer were it still pub-
lished in my name.

The amalgamation of the two
journals is a business measure which
mdst meet the approval of all who
have any knowledge of rural journa-
lism. A sufficient field for two local
journale does not exist in this sec-
tion of Westmoreland, and, in a
pecuniary sense, Z%e Borderer was
never a source of profit to me. The
publication of it was uandertaken by
me under considerable diMcalties,
and without any previous experience
in the conduoct of a country
business. A great mistake from
the outset was made im the
display of a blind political zeal,
and I have every reason (o regret
that a mistaken sympathy for a fac-
tion caused the psper to be so fully
committed to interests which time
is proving are not for the highest
good of the people of this county.
My advocacy was, however, a sin-
cere one, like many others I was
grossly deceived by plausible ex-
planations in regard to every matter
affecting the interests of Westmore-
land. ;

It is not, however, necessary to
refer to the merits or demerits of
past issues, other than to express a
regret that a zeal so positive and so
unprofitable should not have bad a
more worthy object. A more mod-
erate course would have been re-
warded with greater financial success.
The Borderer, in the way of patron-
age from the electors -of its party,
did not gain enough to pay for the
increased quantity of paper which
was used during the campaigos. It
lost much, however, in the way of
patronage, from many intelligent
and influential men who were op-
posed to its extreme opinion: and
this loss was the greater because the
naper labored under the stigma of
being subsidized by a politician who,
in this case, at least, had been in
no way guilty of * bribery and cor-
ruption.”

It is possible that some of my pa-
trons would prefer to have 7%e Bord-
erer conducted under the former aus-
pices, and to see two local papers
having o tone of antagonism toward
each otber. This might be enter-
taining to the public, but in a limit.
ed field it is not profitable tb the
proprietors. One paper is amply
sofficient to supply all the local
news, in a district snch 8s is covered
by 8 Sackville paper; an editor who
has not a peraistent opposition to
contend with can afford to issne a
better paper, and to give the people
far better value for their money.
Two newspapers are not required
here at present, and if a journal
were started in opposition to the
Post, it would undoubredly be in
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Agricultural,

The weather continues” very un-
favorable for the in-getting of the
harvest. There have been but four
days in the last fortnight in which
work in the harvest fleld could be
carried on—the continual dull and
rainy weather at this time 18 very
bad for the crops that are standing,
as well as for those that are on the
ground, still if the weather should
brighten up, without more heavy
stostbs, no serious damage will have
been done. In some localities, great
loss has been snstained. notably at
Tidoish, Bay Verte, Upper and
Lower Cupes, by the breakage of
dykes, blowing down of fences, and
destruction to fruit trees. All the
growing crups were more or less
lodged and those that were more or
less ripe, considerably shelled.

An English correspondent of the
Farmers, Advocate has given some at-
tention to Canadian exports to Eng-
land. He states that the shipments
of Canadian cattle have arrived
there with remarkable safety of late.
Ont of two recent shipments com-
prising 717 head, only two deaths
are reported; and oven this small
loss was to a certain extent made
u'[ly by the births of two calves dur-
the journey: and they were landed
alive and well. There are afew milch
cows coming forward, somo of them
realizing as much as £26 per head ;
but others being of an inferior com-
mon breed and quality, have barely,
if ‘at all, left a profit. He states
very emphatically that it does not
pay to ship anything but the best
of its kind to Great Britain. Ca-
nadian horses are arriving to a fair
extent. Messrs. Spinks, of Otiawa,
fro%uent shippers, have recently
landed 85 omnibus horses in a very
good condition, and a portion of
them which were sent to Dublin
realized good prices,

On the subject of butter, Ameri-
can and Canadian, he quotes the
Mark Lane Express, which says

“ American butters are a failure,
Most of the samples are off in flavor,
having lost it on the way ; but there
is something more than mere travel
to account for this, and we hope to
seo the cause made clear.”

The correspondent draws a dark
picture of the indifference of the
agriculturists of Canada in their
own interests in respect to butter
for, ho affirms, that the Canadian
butter now arriving is as bad as any
that could be permitted to be placed
under the name of butter. In con-
trast to this, the entries of butter
from Northern Europe—from Pen-
mark, Sweden, Jutland and Finland
more particularly—were very nu-
merous and very good. How long
will such a report have to be sent
to you?

he Toronto Mail of the 18th
publishes the following summary of
the Ontario cattle trade with Eng-
land :—

The development of the Canadian
export trade in live stock is an en-
couraging feature of our trade with
the Mother Country. It is esti-
mated that fifty-one thousand
animals, worth one million dollars,
were nhip'ped during the last three
months. *At a reugh estimate, the
steamship companies, independent
altogether of railway connections,
reeeived upwards of three hundred
thousand dollars. The increase
trade over that of the same period
last year is threefold. Canada is
the only cattlo raising country in
the world free from contagious
disease. All other countries are
more or less affected by it, which

the interests of some politician or
faction.

As times are, however, and as the
next elections are some distance off,
it is probable that the politiciane
will invest their money in securities
which will pay better interest than a
newspaper. It is also improbable
that any journalist will attempt to
run a new political paper at his own
individual expense. It does not pay,
and if one attempt it, he will doubt-
less find it an undertaking which, in
the end, will yield him neither
thanks nor profit,

I beartlly thank those who hsve
heretofore given 7he Borderer their
substantial support. The life of s
countryeditor whose greatest labor is
not to write a certain amount of
matter hot to endeavor to meet con-
stantly maturing liabilities, is -not
such an existance as may be likened
to one long summer’s day. Those
who have endeavored to assist me
by their patronage and prompt pay-
ments shall ever be gratefully re-
wembered.

1 must also express to Mr. Milner
wy sense of the journalistic courtesy
which I bave at all times found him
to possess. The slightly acrimoni-
ous refere| which at times may
bave been d by the rival editor
have at no time disturbed that har-
mony which it is right should exist
among journalists, but which is teo
often disturbed by local jealousies.

on the other hand, Canadian cattle
can be raised for any market and
shipped alive. This gives at least
an advantage of thirty per cent. in
favor of the exportation of Canadian
stock over all their competitors
that cannot be so shipped. Ontario
farmers cannot engage too largely
in stock raising, in view of the con-
stantly increasing market for fresh
beef at good prices afforded by tho
Mother Country.

(Toronto Mail.)

About thirty car loads of cattle
and one thousand rheep were brought
to the Western Cattle Market on
Tuesday, and the greater portion of
them were purchased for export to
England at good prices to the farm-
er and cattle dealer. If the trade
develops within the next twelve
months, more than double the amounnt
of accommodation that at present
exists in the cattle market will hava
to be furnished by the City Council.
The present pens are insufficient to
accommodate even the droves that
were offered last Tuesday. A peti-
tion signed: by thirty ot the most
prominent cattle breeders and desl-
ers in the Western part of Ontario
‘bas been sent to the Market Com-
mittee praying for increased accom-
modation for cattle, and it is the
opinion of many that the necessary
outlay to furpish this would pay the
city well in increased receipts and
dues taken at the Western market.
The market in Esgland remain firm
for well bred stock, and also for
good well bred sheep, and there is an
unlimited demand for our beef and
mytton. The common or native
br_oed- of sheep and cattle, bowever,
will not w the expense of shipping
across, hen the comman breeds
of cattle will only fetch from 88 to
$3.75 per 100 lbs,, live weight, good
grade cattle will fetch from $4 to $5.
Our farmers will see therefore that
it is to their advantage to improve
stock by procaring cattle of the best
breeds, whivch csn now be ohtained
at reasonable rates. There has been
an advance in freights receatly in
Montreal and Quebec on account of
tl;he ll:'men-o nmg:nt of stock offered
or shipment, but exporters
that the Government will do m
thing to assist them in this great en-
terprise by encouraging more ocean
vessels to embark {n the trade. Tor-

G. 'S. Turner, Esq., M. P. P, of
Harvey, has now ready for
launching at his yard a fine vessel of
900 tons register. ' Her di ions
are 165.5 feet keel, 35.5 feet beam,
19.5 hold. She is modelled like \he
Salacia (built last year, that hae
proved very satisfactory) except she

somewbat rounder lines
and a quicker shear. She bas a large
and excellent frame of best black
spruce without chocks. ‘Every pains
have been taken to make her a
thoroughly strong vessel. Her keel-
sons are bolted -throngh and tbrough
with 1§ inch iron. Her stern and
stem posts are bolted through at
heels with 1} inch copper. In ad-
dition to ordinary fastening she has
a clinch bolt every streak and timber
between decks. She bas a full set
of iron Knees.
knees are bolted to the throat with
copper. The best of materials have
entered intd her construction. She
has American oak bits, pitch pine
hatch combings, which also forms
rails, waterways amidships, keel-
sons, dead woods, spirketing, sheet
streaks, turn posts and rails, bolting
streaks, lower masts, jibboom, lower
vards, topsail yards and topmasts.
She has white oak stem and stern
poste. She is copper fastened 17
feet up and yellow mettled. Her
main_ cabin is 30x24, divided into
saloons and state-roome, finished in
pine and walrut. The forward house
is 28x19 and comprises galley, car-
penters shop, sail loft and.forecastle.
She registers 9 years. She is owned
one hslf by Geo. F. Smith, Esq.,, of
St. John, and the other half by her
builder and others.

Momorials of Chignecto,
The Eddy Invasion.

No. 1.

(Account given by Ihrook Eddy,
son of Jonathan, who was with his
father, 1776.) g

Jonathan Eddy, a native of Nor-
ton in Mass., who had resided ten
vears in the immediate vicinity of
Fort Cumberland, at the head of
Chignecto Bay, and' was Sheriff of
the County, represented to the Gen-

‘eral Court that the garrison had heen

lessened from time to time till the
number remaining was only sufficient
to take careof the artillery and milita-
ry stores ; and that™in his opinion it
might be easily taken by a small
force. Though in fact he received

Lno aid nor direct encouragement, yet

he returned and projected a plan for
taking the fort. To ascertain its
true condition he sent Capt. Zebulon
Rane, who visited and thoroughly
exumined it without exciting sus-
picion. Eddy next had the address
by persuasives, threats, and the
promises of rewards to raise about
150 men; and with a competent
number of them bhe proceeded to
Shepody Hill, in the night time and
took a captain, a sergeant and 14
men prisoners without loss. The
third night ufterwards he and a
party of 25 men aitacked a vessel of
100, tons as she lay aground and
made prize of her. She had on
board 600/barrels of pork and beef,
a ton of candles, 50 firkins of butter,
700 new blankets and two hogsheads
of 1um, all intended for the garri-
son; a part of which however was
retaken. !

Sept. 27th, 1776.—Collecting his
whole force inclusive of nine indians.
belonging to St. John's river, he ap-
proached the fort on acloudy night
by three parties; one atteuapted to
ascend the. banks, by scaling lad-
ders, while the others in different
quarters made a furious assault. Bat
Col.” Gorham, commander of the
garrison, having been apprized of
the design and been reinforced, made
a brave defence, killed several of
the invaders and completely repulsed
the rest. Seldom is a defeat attend-
ed with more painful circomstances.
Those who had houses in the vicinity
soon saw them in flames and their
families in the depths of distress.
No other alternative remained to the
unfortunate assailants than for them
either to surrezder at discretion or
flee the Province. If caught, their
fate might be that of rebels or even
traitors; and -therefore they left
their families and took their route
along the north shore across the
river St. John at Fredericton, pro-
ceeding down the Schoodic and
thence to Machias. Here they ar-
rived, half naked and famished, hav-
irg beeu in the woods twenty-five
days. These families, who remained
behind, through a winter of eevere
suffering were brought away -in the
spring, under a flag of truce.

Anderson Settlemeht.

For the Chignecto Post. .

The history of this place is quite
interesting. ~About forty years ago,
Mr. Alex, Anderson, ‘the pioneer of
this settlement, entered its primeval
forest, and haying cut down and
cleared away the trecs on & emall
patch ‘of ground, erected s small;
cabin ' for his dwelling. Being
several miles distant from the néar-
est settler, and labouring under
many disadvantages, Mr. Anderson
did not proeger for the first few
years. A path through the woods,
inhabited by bears and other wild
animals, was the only road over
which he could carry his provisions.
He became discouraged, quit his
forest home, and removed to Shemo-

ue, where he remained two years.
n the year 1850, Mr. Arch. Simp-
son, being then a young man, de-
termined to try kLis fortune in this
new region, and having married a
* bonny. Scotch lassie,” he found no

diﬂl';ult{ in effecting a settlement|

on a rich and promising soil. Mr.
Anderson, now finding that he
would have a friend and neighbor
in his new settlement, in re-
turned and commenced afresh on
bis_farm. With the help of Gov-
ernment,  and by the encrgy and
perseverance of Messrs. Andorson
and Simpson. a passable road was
soon got to their dwellings. Inter-
changes of work and feelings were
indulged in by these two men and
their families, the one helping and
encouraging thd-other, and, at
length, they obtained comfortable
circumstances. The next settler
was Mr. Robert Faraday, who was
soon followed by Mr. Geo. G. Cross-
man, the former belonging to
Newfoundland, the latter to P. E.
Island. - Active operations now
commenced. The road, which was
only a blazed line, when Mr. Ander-
son settled - here. was soon made
passable to Sackville, and Mr. Simp-
son drove the first wheels over it.
To-day, Anderson District numbers
fourteen settlers, the most of whom
occupy well cultivated little farms,
and there is ample room. for more.
The land is very good and affords a
very promising prospect to the new
settler, and a young man of energy
willing to chop down trees and make
himself a forest home, can here find
unoccupied land. This place, too, has
many privileges. A Methodist Min-
ister, in connection with the Tan-
tramar Mission, visits and preaches
here every four weeks, and occasion=
ally, we have the pleasure of listen
ing to a sermon from a Presby-
terian preacher. There is a school,
which is taught by a trainéd Teach-
er, who diligently trains tho youth-
ful minds. We have a Post Office
and a weekly mail, and we are de-
lighted when Friday comes, that
we may se¢ the Post and the Z'imes,
and read the news from -abroad.
There are members of four different
churches here, the Methodist, Pres-
byterian, Baptist and Roman Catho-
lic, and they often all sttond the
one service, no matter to what de-
nomination the preacher belongs.
Altogether, then, we may say that
thisisa highly favoured community.
Here, as in many other parts of our

Provinee, can be seen the fruits of

toil and perseverance, which should
encourage our young men, with
scanty means, to imitate tho ex-
amples of these pioneers, and show
the world a like example.

AMERICAN AND CANADIAN F0OOD.—
The increased restrictions in the de-
portation of cattle from the United
States do not seem to affect tke ar-
rivals of live stock at Liverpool, for
last week the number of sheep was
by far the largest that has ever come
to hand in one week since the trade
was first engaged in, There was also
a good supply of eattle, while the
arrivals of fresh meat were much
above the average of recent weeks.
The steamers of one line to Canada,
which were principally started for
the conveyance of live stock, now
bring over very large numbers of
both cattie and sheep, thongh chiefly
the latter. The steamers last week
were the Nestorian, with 102 cattle
and 2,671 sheep ; the Massachusetis,
with 400 cattle and 1,000 sheep ; the
Minnesota, with 378 cattle and 1.-

505. sheep; the Prussian, with 113 |

cattle and 2,351 sheep; the Lord
Clive, with 342 cattle and 1,050
sheep ; the Mississippi, with 1,995
sheep ; the Iberian, with 442 cattle;
and tbe Erin, with 176 cattle—mak-
ing the totals 1,955 cattle and 10,
572 sheep, which, when compared
with the urrivals during the previous
week, shdw a slight decrease in cat-
tle, but an increase in sheep to the
extent of nearly 5,000 head. The
steamers conveying fresh meat were
eight in number, and brought 5,652
quarters of beef and 1,160 carcases
of mutton, being nearly double the
figures of the former week.— London
Shipping Gazette, Aug. 4.

The Boston Murderers,

The Boston policemen have made
quick work in discovering the mur-
derers of Mr. Frye. Three men were
concerned in the crime, and a fourth
was only shut out becsuse he counld
not be depended upor for courage.
The. principal is an Italian barber
pamed Nicolo Infantino, who was
accustomed to shave Mr. Frye, and
to whom  that gentieman bad taken
a great }Iklng. The second is »

Greek named Antonio Ardito, who
fled from Italy for a murder com-
mitted there; and the third is an
Italian named Lorenzo, commonly

to rob und murder the old man, and
to that end obtlained an invitation
to go to the house and play a game
of billiarde. On Thursday night two
of the murderers entered the house,
leaving their companion, Lorenzo,
outside to keep guard. Several
games were played, and much ligror
was drank, and at last the old man
was asked to show the two men
through the house, which he did.
When they reached the cellar Ardito
tarned suddenly on Mr. Frye and
stabbed him several times with a
large pair of shears, and, although
taken by surprise, the wounded man
made & desperate "resistunce. At
last he appealed to Nicolo Infantino,
for whom he had done so much, to

was a shot which killed bim. There
is no doubting these details, for they
were got from the murderers them-
selves, and the annals of crime show
few, if any, wmore dastardly and
treacherous murders.

These two men spent some time
plessantly with Mr.. Frye playing
billiards with him, and drinking his
liquor, when al! the time resolved to
murder him. Tt is not difficalt to
helieve that the secret socities of
Europe can always depend on instru-
ments who will remove their enemies
by assassipation, when'two ren can
be found for the sake of u foew dollars
to striké down the man who kindly
entertains them. It does, however,
seem strange that Mr. Frye should
keep company with men so far be-
neath. him in social standing ; but a
partial explanation of this may be
found in the freedom with which
liquor flowed in his honse in the
ahsence of his family. Thereis also
probably something more yet to be
1evealed concerning this terribly ter-
minated orgy.

It is to he hoped that the tnal of
these foreign demons may be speedy,
and also that they -may not be ex-

THE MissiING CLERK.

From Harper’s Weexly.
. Early in the morning of Novem-
ber 21, 1842,.one Boissellier, clerk

@ in the Bank of Orleans, went forth

to collect the amounmrts due upon cer-
tain accepted bills of exchange, of
the value in all of eight thonsand
three hundred and ten francs. Hours
passed, night came, and Boissellier
bad not returned ; anxiety and then
alarm prevailed on his account.
‘What had become of him? He was
of excellent character ; his integrity
was unqaestioned ; his books were in
good order.

Inquiry was instituted. It was
discovered that the moneys the
missing clerk should have collected
bad been received by a man who was
certainly not Boissellier, but who,
neverthelcss, in his stesd, duly pre-
sented the bills for payment. Who
was the man? The suspicions of the
managers of the bank were naturally
aroused. On the morning of Nov-
ember 22, they placed themselves in
communication with M, Chavannes,
procureur du roi.

Boissellier was forty yesrs of age ;
be had been married nine years; he
lived in the banking-house with his
wife. She was questioned on the
sulject of his mysterivus absence.
Her distress was very great. She
had not scén ber husband, since the
morning of the 21st. Very early,
while he was still in’ bed, a message
bad been brought to bim by a man
wearing a blonse. Some one desired
particolarly to see him. -He left the
bouse, and was absent about half an
hour. On his return be did not
wention where he had been nor
whom be bad seen. He said, simply,
“ Notre affuire est bonne.” She
kuew that he had contemplated
leaving the bank, and had been seek-
iog an appointment in an insurance
company by way of improving bis
position. Sbe understood bhim to
refer to his hopés of this appoint-
ment when he said, * Notre affaire
est; bonne.” She believed that one
Montely, a friend of his, bad pro-
mised bim the appointment. She
bad seen Montely, but only two or
three times, and not very recently.
He Md dined once with her hurband
and herself. She did not think that
that Boissellier owed money to
Montely. M. Boissellier appeared
to be in good spirits when he left
ber. ‘He carried bis bills in Jis
pocket-hook. He bad some few
francs of his own with him, and a
silver watch. She lived upon ex-
cellent terms with her hashand. A
man named Frimault, keeping a
coffec-house in Orleans, was also a
friend of M. Boissellier's.

‘It waa thought well timt Mountely
should be looked for by the police,
especially when it appeared thst
Madame Boissellier’s -description ot
bim corresponded with the descrip-
tion of the man who had collected
the money in Boissellier's place.
Evidence was forth-coming, also, to
the effect that Montely had been
seen in Orleans in the company of
Boiseellier on the morning of the
21st, and that later in the day he bad
left Orleans hurridly in a hired car-
riage for Artenay, whence he had
journeyed in a second carriage to
Tours, with a view, it was supposed,
of proceeding by diligence to Paris.
A warrant for his arrest was forth-
with issuned. Frimault had been in-
terrogated, and produced a_letter,
dated fifteen days back, and furniah-
ing Montely’s address at St. Ger
waiun-en-Laye, where, it appeared, he
carried un business as the agent of
La Francaise Insurance Company.
A commissioner of police started at
once for St. Germain; and 1n-
structions weire given for the gen-
darmerie to lose no time in tracing
the traveller who had lefi Orleans
for Artenay, and Artenay (presum-
ably) for Paris.

Montely had served in the army ;
Boissellier and Frimault had been
bis fellow-soldiers at Africa., He
quitted the service a sergeant in
1839, and for some while lived with
hie father at Bordeaux, working in a
porcelain factory. He afierward
married, and set up a grocer’s shop
in asmall way at Noranfocte, Pas-
de-Calsis. He diil not prosper, how-
ever, and soon resumed his former
oceupation in a porcelian factory at
Tle-Adam.. About this time he was
suspected of the crime of forgery,
but was not proceeded against, pro-
bably fur insufficiency of evidence.
In 1839 be visited Orleans, to rejoin
for a while his old comrades Boissel
lier and Frimault. In 1842 he
qoitted Ile-Adaw, leaving his rent
unpaid, and re-appeared at Bordeaux.
Having become a widower, he mar-
riedg@nin at Bordeavx, Janusry 1,
1842; and in the -following April,
being out of work, with his wife and
the child of his first marriage he pro-
geeded to Orleans; remaining there

1
never converse with my passengers,
but I could not help saying on this
occasion that it waa 1mpossible—the
murderer would have been imter-
rupted. Whereupon Montely eaid,
¢] saw it myself”” No such crime
had been committed, however. It
was judged that Montely was simply
preoccupied with his intention to
murder Boiesellier.

Arrived at Orleans, Montely passed
the night at the Hotel de France.
At six o'clock on the following
morning be quitted the hotel, saying
that he might possibly return at
night, but he was not sure. ‘T'aking
with him his portmanteau and hat-
box, bhe presented himself at the
Hotel de ’Europe. It was ohserved
alterward that the Hotel de France
was very full. At the Hotel de.
I’Europe there were but two or three
lodgers. Room Number Two was
given him. He sent a message by
one Lanvray, a lamp-ligh'er, to Bois-
sellier, expressing a wish to see him.
Meantime, Montely waited at the
cerner of Rue Meslee. It was now
balf past seven. Lanvray witnessed
the meeting of Boissellier and Monte-
ly. Boissellier expressed surprise,
saying, * What, isit you! You are
still here, then?”

Between seven and eight o’clock
Boissellier and Montely entered a
cafe kept by one Cointepas. Montely
ordered a bottle of white wine.
Boissellicr said it was too much, and
they were served with a bulf bottle
cnlv. Presently they left the cafe.
Boissellier was not afterward seen
alive.

Between eight and nine, Montely,
alone, entered a cotler’s shop pur-
chasel a dozen table-knives. He
then asked for a carving knife. Tbe
cutler declned to sell a carving
knife withont a carving fork; so
Montely bought both knife and fork,
saying, ** Make baste, I am keeping
a coach waiting.” The cutler was
certain that this was before nine
o'clock ; he had not yet breakfasted.
He was certain about the day ; it was
the day before he heard of the
murder of Boissellier. A woman
present in the shop when Montely
made his purchase confirmed the,
cutler’s statement as to the time. As
she left the shop she saw the work-
wen 1n the streets going to breakfast.

Joseph Dupont, driver of a_hired
carriage, had driven Montely to the
various persons f? whom be had
received the morey for the bills
Boissellier should bave presented.
Moutely had manifested great im-
patience. It was noticed that upon
some of the bills there were stains of
blood. Montely explained that he
accidently cut his right thamb. With
his left hand he took up the money
tendered him, and did not count it.
He afterward purchased a trunk,
aeking for one of extra size-—** large
enough,” 88 he said, * to sleep in.”
At another shop be bought some can-
vas or packing cloth; and he con-
veyed his purchsses to his apart-
ment at the Hotel de ’Earope. To-
ward mid-day he ohtained the as-
sistance of the porter of the hotel to
carry the trunk down siairs agsin.
The porter was not required to
enter the room ; the trunk stood close
to the door. He remarked upon the
excessive weight of the trnnk. M.
Benard,.proprietor of the hotel, ob-
served jocosely, that the portman-
teau of the morning bad growa into
a trank. Montely explained that he
bad heen buying calicoes. The
trunk, by his direction, was taken to
the office of the Messageries Gen-
erales for carriage to .Toulouse. He
booked a place in the name of ‘Morel
in the diligence starting for Toulouse
on the morrow.

At one o'clock he breakfasted in
the dining-room of the hotel. He
seemmed apitated, and at his request

The police had proceeded with
great energy. Little time had
elapsed between the discovery of the
crime and the eapture of the criminal.
It was only the morning of the 22d
that suspicion was excited as to the
commission of a murder in the Hotel
de 'Europe. Some spots of blood
were perceived in the corridor close
to the door of room Nnmber Two.
Montely was missing, with the key.
Madame Benard thrust s long un-
lighted match underneath the door;
upon withdrawing the match she was
horrified to find it soiled with blood.
A locksmith was sent for, and the
lock: picked, the procureur du roi
being im attendance. At the first
glance the room appeared to be in
perfect order; but closer inspection
revealed splashes and stains of bjood
uponp the white window-curtains, the
towels,  the wall-paper, the floor.
Effort bad clearly been made to wash
away certain of these traces of crime,
and to give the room an orderly
appearance. A portion of the floor
had been recently scoured, and the
curtains were g0 folded as to conceal
their soils. Other dreadful evidences
were soon discovered: a spooge
soaked with blood in a cupboard by
the fire-place, a carefully corded
bundle of blooi-stained rags thrust
beneath the mattress of the bed. and
a travelling cap, soon identified as
one the unfortunate Boissellier had
been in the habit of wearing. That
a murder had heen committed was
only too clear. But were these proofs
of crime conpected with the disap-
pearance of Boissellier? He had
not been seen to enter the Hotel de
TEurope. Yet here in Number Two
was his travelling cap!

Some one then bethought him of
the great trunk sent in the name of
Morel to the office of the Mes-
sageries Generales for transmirsion
to Tonlouse. The procureur at once
decided upon the seizure of this
trunk, which still remained at the
coach office. Forcibly opened, the
trank disclosed a dreadful sight.
Mutilated human remains, which
could still be identified as those of
the missing Boissellier, were found
closely wrapped in the packing cloth
purchased by Montely. The Doctors
Payen and Corbin proceeded to an
examination of the body. They de-
cided that death had resulted from a
wide. deep wound in the neck, so
suddenly inflicted that the sufferer
had probably becn unable to articu-
late a sqund, although some move-
ment of bhis limbs etill might bave
been possible to him. The body had
not been. nndressed ; the limbs had
heen rudely hacked off after death.
The clothes were recognized as those
worn by Boissellier on the morning
of the 21st. ~The face had been dis-
figured by wounds inflicted after
death, as though to prevent identifi-
cation. Upon the left arm appeared
& woman’s face tattooed in red and
blue. Boissellier was known to be
tattooed in that Tashion. And it ap-
peared that Montely was similarly
tattooed.

In Feb., 1843, Francois Monu[y

| was brought to trial for the murder

of Andre Boissellier, and for robbing
the Bank of Orleans of eight thouns-
and three hundred und ten francs.

The accused was twenty-six years
of age, low of stature, thickset, of
dark complexion—** le front deprime,
I'eeil dur et oblique.” He was dressed
in black, and wore a mustache.

He professed perfect i ence,
and met the statements of the wit-
nesses with a positive denial. Tn
the course of the trial, however, he
declared that he would confess the
whole truth. He had lent money he
said, to Roissellier, three hundred
francs in all. Boissellier had begged
that Lis wife might not be told of
the transsction. He, the accused,
had journeyed to Orleans to obtain
payment of the amount due him.
¢ When Boissellier came to me at
the Hotel de I'Europe, he bronght no
woney. I bad been shaving, and
bad cut myself accidently with the
razor ; blood flowed from the wound.
Boissellier, baviog his bills in bis
hand, said : *I have no money, but I

have a cousin, 8 book-binder, who

will perhaps lend me some.” I said
to him that he wanted to put me off,
as he put me off before, and I

his woanded band was bandaged by
M. Benard, but without any ex-
posure of the wound. Soon after-
ward he disappeared from the Hotel
del'Europe. He carried away with
him the key of room Number Two,
leaving tlie door securely locked.

It was nearly five o'clock before
be lefs Orleans for Artensy; mean-
while, expressing much’ impatience,
he had remained in a cafe nesr the
Port Madeleine, kept by some
shayes ; be threw away his key. It
was afterwnrd discovered amid some
robbish in the yard at the back of
the house. He was traced to Tours,
which town he quitted forthwith in a
pos‘-chaise, arriving in Paris at four
o'clock in the wurning of November
22, At balf past sévern “he changed
for gold certsin bills of the Bank of
Orleans, at a money-changer’s in the
Place de Bourse. Abont mid-day
be re-appesared ia St. Gepmain, and
restored the portmanteau he had
borrowed. He redeemed certain of
the articles he had pawned in the
previous month, and paid a debt of
some eight hundred francs. He
went to a barber’s and had bis upper
lip closely shaven, professing that
he had burned his mustache in light
ing bis pipe. And he took to the
cleaner's a pair of trousers which

At seven o’clock in the'
morning of Nuvember 28, Montely
was arrested in his bed, and charged
with the murder of tue missing olerk,
Boissellier, on the 21st.

He
teok ion of the dead man’s
bills, snd purchased the knife, not
to commit a murder, for Boissellier
was already dead, but to cut up the

| body; 8o that it might-be packed in

the truok. The cuatler was mis-
taken, he persisted. The carving
knife bad been purchased, not be-
tween eight and nine in the morn-
ing, bat at noon, not before but
after the death of Boissellier.

Dr. Corbin was recalled. Could
the fatal wound have been inflicted
hy means of a razor? It was poseible,
be said ; but the knife seemed 8o him
a more likely instrument. In any
case;, he judged the instrument hay
not been’ wieided by the deceased’s
own hand. -Was it possible, sup-
posing that Bolssellier Lad ocom-
witted suicide, that he could have
retained in his hand the instrument
of his crime? Dr. Cobin thought
that was impossible. Great loss of

blood would immediately ensue from
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such s wound, and the men’s
strength would st ounce fail him; He
could not have retained his of
the razor. The doctor held the
suicide of Boissellier to be impoasible.

Jean Baptiste Frimault gave
evidence: He was thirty-nine. He
bad known Montely since 1830.
They bad been fellow-soldiers in the
twentieth regiment of the line. They
bad been two years in Afiica;
Montely had been scrgeant of his
company. Witness and Boissellier,
had been as brothers together. Wit-
ness did not believe that Boissellier
was in debt; knew nothing of bis
borrowing money of Mountely. Boiws-

sellier was not at all a likely man to
commit suicide ; he was chegrful end]

calm and strong-winded. ‘* No more
ensily intimidated than I am myse!f,”
said the witness, in a loud, firm
tone. He did not believe thst Bols-
sellier committed suicide, or that be
was pressed for money. *‘If he
wanted money, he would have come
to me. I would readily have lent
him some.”

The ad of the d jn-
sisted that his statement was reasgn-
able and credible enough. There
was no direct evidence of the com-
wission of a murder. No witnéss
bad been present at the death of
Boissellier, or could say positively
how he died. His death by suicide
was possible. The evid of pre-
meditation was imperfect. Montely's
proceedings had been of a. furtive
character ; he had appeared pablicly
in Orleans, as though courling re-
cognition om all sides. Stress was
laid upon Montelv's good character
as a soldier. He had conducted
himself always with great gallantry.
At the risk of his own life he had
once courageously avenged the death
of & comrade. He had killed a
murderous Arab,an enemy of France,
and carriel away his poniard and
yataghan. The porisrd was produced
in court, and exhibited to the jury.
The yataghan, it was stated, bhad
been presented by Montely to M.
Marcellary, his commanding officer.
Montely was a man of an affection-
ate nature. He was fondly loved by
his secoud wife; he was tenderly
regarded, highly esteemed, by the
relations of his first wife. Letters,
abounding in the kindest expres-
sions, addressed to him in prison
by various members of his family,
were openly read in court, in order
to demonstrate his amiability and
gentleness of character. An impas-
sioned speech on-his bebalf by 3
Jobhannet, of Paris, concluded with
an appeal to the jury, even though
they might believe the accused
guilty, to preserve his life, to give
bim an opportunity for repentance
in remitting him. to pensl servitude
for the remainder of his days. ** Lais-
sez-le-vivre,” pleaded M. Johaunet,
‘“Ies tortures de tous les jours vau-
dront mieux pour la societe que
Vexecution sur la place publigue.”
After anhour’s deliberation,however,
the jury found the prisoner guilty—
without ex ting cir :
and he was condemncd to death
upon the Place of Orleans. In a
fainting state he was removed from
the court, protesting that he was in
nocent, and that he bLad told the
truth.

Montely appealed to the Cour de
Cassation to quash his conviction,
because of cortain alleged technical:
defecs in his trial, but his appesl
was rejected upon every point.

He was execated at Orleans, in
the presence of a vast crowd, on the
8th April, 1843. His courage had
completely given way; he wasina
most abject condition of body and
mind when he appeared upon the
sciffold. He made no absolute con
fession of his guilt, however, while
making frequent protestations of
penitence. But to the last he de-
clared that although he deserved se-
vere punishment, he did not deserve
the punishment of death.

The murder of Boissellier “had
greatly excited not merely Orleana
and its neighborhood, but the whole
of France, ‘It was,” as Southey
said of a great crime committed
many years sicce in London, * one
of those few domestic events which,
by the depth and expansion of hor-
ror attending them, had risen to the
dignity of a national icterest.” As

It appears tbat she
inapired Prince Rudolph of Austria
with a passion which she recipro-
cated. The uncertainty ahout her
marriage tormented her.

She would
have willingly renounced her con-
tingent_birthright; but jurists held
that if she renounced her own claim
to the succession she conld not pre-
jodice the rights of her children.

Bay of Biscay. While hathing there
she was seized with a fit of the epi-
leptic type which lasted several
hours, from which she only swoke
in. another world. The King and
Princess of Asturias, who was tele-
graphed for, did not arrive in time
0 see her pass away. Queen Isa-
bella was at her country-house read-
ing a letter which the postman had
just brought from the Iufanta when
the telegram announcing her dicease
arrived. The unfortunate mother
was overwhelmed with grief, for she
is, most. affectionate towards her
children, and has keenly felt her
separation frow them, notwithstand-
ing her inumacy with Puenta and
bis family. The Infanta Paz now
stands on the step of the throne oc-
cupied by her sister Pilar. She is
the ageof the Duke de Montpensier’s

Princess Puz or Peace, is fair and of
pleasing appearance.

Garibsldi’s Divorce Suit.

Garibaldi’s suit for a divorce from
his wife, the Contessa Raimondi,
has been for some time past a lead-
ing topie of conversation in Italian
society. Comparatively little has
been said or written about it in Eng-
land, where the Liberator is still
held in such sincere respect that iv
is deemed desirable to avoid calling
public attention too persistently to
his family misfortunes. - But certain
curious details have recently come
to light respecting Luigi Caroli,
Signorina Raimondi’s first lover,
who carried off the General’s young
bride on the very day of her- marri-
age, which are sufficiently interest-
ing in themselves to merit repro-
duction. Unable to remain in Italy
after having brought disgrace upon
bis kind friend and chief, Carcli ffed
to Poland with Nullo, snd joined the
insurgeats under Langiewicz. -Dar-
ing the first encounter that took
place between the ‘ National Army”
and the Russian forces, after Caroli
and Nullo. bad entered. the insur-
rectiouary camp, Nullo was killed,
?:d Caroli taken prisoner. Tried
or bis life at Warsaw, he was con-
demned to perpetual baaishwent in
Siberia.  As soon as the melancholy
news of his sentence reached Ber-
gamo, his native place, his sister,
the Countess Agliardi, hastened to
St. Petersburg, where she obtained
audience of the Czar, threw herselfl
at his Majesty’s feet, and besought
him_1o .pardon her nnfurtunate bro-
ther. Her prayer was graoted, and
a written order to sot Caroli atliberty
was given into her own hands by the
Emperor, with permission to convey
it in person to the place of Caroli’s
exile. She at once started for Si-
beria, and travelled day and pight
until she reached the district in
which her brother was i d, 1
only, however, 10 find that he had
died a few days before her arriva'
Caroli's son, whom Garibald's re-
fuses to recognize, is uow living in
Cowo with bis mother, who has as.
sumed the title of Marchesa Rai-
mondi.  Ae the Italian law actuslly
stands, this child is the only beir to
the General’s pension, granted bim
