SUCCESSFUL
ELECTROCUTION
Execution One of the Bett Ever 

Held in Auburn.

Italian Murderer Had Speedy Exit 
From This World.

Had Foully Murdered an Italian 
Private Detective.

Aufbùrn, N. Y., July 6. -Gmesppe Sau­
di tec i, who murdered Joseph Darda no, 
tun Italian detective, at Belfast Alle­
gheny County, on the morning of Dec. 
21*t, 1907, was put to death in the eder- 
triv chair in Auburn Prison at 6.18 
o’clock this morning. T'lic execution was 
one of the most successful in the his­
tory o-f the prison and was Yeniarkahle 
f"r the celerity with wtftieh it was car­
ried out. Two shocks were used to kill, 
one lasting for three seconds over a 
minute and the second being of le.-ts than 
ten seconds’ duration. The voltage was 
1,850 and it ranged from eight and one- 
halt to ivine ampere?!.

Sanducui’s crime was committed in the 
Lroad light of day, and in the presence 
of forty or fifty people, who were at 
the railroad station in Belfast early in 
the morning of Dee. 21st, 1907. It was 
a sequel to the arrest of Ilia employer, 
Michael De (heilo. on a charge of viola­
tion of the liquor law, the evidence of 
which was secured by Dnrdeno and Al­
bert J. Mantiea, private detectives, of 
Albany.

Tlu- arrest was made the day before 
the shooting, and the detectives, after 
De Cücllo was held on the charge, waited 
until the following morning before 
starting for Albany. They were just 
boarding the train when four shots 
were fired. Mantiea was wounded in 
the head, but recovered, but Dnrdeno 
was shot twice, one bullet striking him 
under the right shoulder blade and 
proring fatal. The fourth shot that was 
fired went, through a mail, hag

After the shooting Sanducen escaped 
on a hand car, but a posse of forty or 
fifty residents captured him within 
three hours. He was tried and convict­
ed and on April 2nd. 1908. was sentenced 
to die in the electric chair here. An ap­
peal to the court of appeals resulted in 
an affirmation of the judgment of 
death on May 19th, 1909.

MOTOR TRIP.

Mr. John Moodie and Family 
Back From Europe.

Mr. and Mrs. John Moodie and their 
two daughters returned home yesterday 
after a unique and most -enjoyable trip 
which was begun in the latter part of 
the winter and which was made chiefly 
by automobile. Not, since they left Paris 
have they been on a railway train. Their 
stay in France included visits to all the 
leading points on the coast. From Paris 
they motored to the southwest of France 
and thence to the channel. Crossing over 
to England they motored to Hastings, 
Brighton and London, staying a clay or 
so in each place, and ten ciays in Lon­
don. Then they went to Stamford, on the 
northeast coast and on to York. At the 
hotel there they met Mr. and Mrs. 
Crookston (formerly Miss Gartshore, of 
this city). Continuing their motor trip 
they visited Newcastle, Carlisle and on 
to Castle Douglas, a run of 150 miles 
right across the island in a day ; then 
on to Glasgow and Edinburgh. By steam­
er they went to Burnt Island, then over 
to Aberdeen, via Perth, then from Aber­
deen to Inverness in two days, visiting 
the estate of the late John Proctor en 
route ; thence through the G ram pion 
Mountains to Blair, then to the Tros- 
sachs, back to Carlisle again, and via 
the Windermere lakes to Idverpool :

The first case was that against Arthur 
Petman, charged with stealing several 
articles from Peter Procos at the home 
of William Hendry, 141 Cannon street 
west. Several witnesses were examined, 
all of whom swore that the missing 
articles were found to be in Pet man’s 
possession when he was arrested at the 
Grand Trunk station. Constable John 
Clark testified that he had searched the 
prisoner's grip and found all the articles 
there except the belt, which he found on 
his person.

Petman swore that he did not know he 
was pleading guilty when he appeared 
before Magistrate Jelfs on preliminary 
hearing; also that he did not know how 
the articles came into his possession. He 
had never stolen anything in all his 
life, he said ; had a splendid reputation, 
and had never been charged with theft 
Itefnre. He said he came here from 
England in March, and on the night of 
toe alleged theft was on his way to Lon-

His honor found the prisoner guilty, 
and sentenced him to two months at 
hard labor, after which he will he de­
ported to England. He was defended 
by Mr. J. A. Ogtlvie.

Harry Goodman, charged with stealing 
a suit of clothes from Maurice Moore, 
was acquitted, as no evidence was 
brought against him. Mr. A. M. Lewis 
appeared on behalf of the prisoner.

Michael Martin pleaded guilty to a 
charge of stealing a programme and two 
race track tickets valued at $26. and was 
released on suspended sentence on con­
dition that he leave the country at once.

Before Judge Monck this morning Mr. 
Kerr moved tor direction as to the scru­
tiny of the ballots cast in the election. 
Mr. Waddell objected on the ground 
that the time for asking for a scrutiny 
had expired. Mr. Kerr contends that 
whille the by)-law directed that City 
Clerk Kent was to certify to the vote on 
June 9, he did not do so until June 14, 
the day the council met, so that the ap­
plication for a scrutiny, filed on June 
28, was within the two weeks’ time limit. 
Judgment was reserved sine die.

The Toronto World to-day selected a 
very inopportune time to lecture the 
Times for publishing an article last Sat­

urday entitled "Going It Blind on the 
Power Question.” The article referred 
to was based on a report in the Ixmdon 
Free Press of the power meeting held 
there last Friday night, and if further 
proof were required the Ixmdon City 
Council furnished it last night, when 
it decided to ask the commission for 
permission to reduce the city’s quantity 
of power from 5,0(4) to 3,000 horse power. 
This was done on the recommendation 
of London’s electrical engineer. The 
fact that- Ixmdon ordered over 2,000 
more horse-power than it required is a 
fair indication that the aldermen, as 
some of them admit, did not know what 
they were voting on. Of course if Lon­
don is permitted to reduce the amount 
the cost, of power to other municipali­
ties, Hamilton included, will l>e propor­
tionately higher. Another thing pointed 
out by the Times and admitted by Hon. 
Adam Reck is that Hamilton will be tied 
to the commission for thirty years just 
as soon as it fulfils or breaks its five- 
year contract with the Cataract. The 
World to-day quotes him as saving: 
“The fact ie, the only respect in which 
any difference is made is that Hamilton 
is given permission to carry out the

which would have enabled the Board of 
Education to equip and finance the art 
classes for the balance of this year. The 
governors of the Art School, however, 
have offered to sell to this board the j 
furniture, equipment as per inventory, j 
valued at about $3.700. for the sum of 
$1,200.

“Yonr committee is of the opinion that j 
•the Art School funds and equipment I 
should be transferred to this hoard in j 
consideration of this l«o»vd continuing j 
the work,for which-the Art School was 
established.

“Your committee therefore recommend j 
that tlie question of taking over the Art 1 
School and the organization of art ! 
classes lie left in abeyance.”

BRUTAL MURDER BY NEGRO

Escaped to the South—Elizabeth 
Langford, the Victim, Had Throat

Philadelphia, July 6.—Victim of a 
brutal murder, which the police say was 
committed by the man whose common- 
law wife she was, Elizabeth Ijftngford, or 
Turpin, colored, of 1831 Naudain street, 
v as found nearly decapitated early yes­
terday morning in her home.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 13 year» old. may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dcminion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, sou. daughter, brother or 
sister, of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cu’ttvation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of

RESCUE DROWNING.

How to Approach a Straggling 
Person—Breaking Strangle Holds.

The annual advice to those who go 
near the water either with or without 
knowing how to swim is now in order. 
Some expert information on how to deal 
with the drowning is afforded by “Re­
creation,” which cautions would-be sav­
iors against attempting to rescue fully 
dressed.

"It takes buk» an instant to remove 
your outer clothing anil shoes,” soys the 
writer, "and this will lie more than 
made up by your being able to swim 
fa-stcr in getting to him and freer in 
va trying him ashore. Proceed immedi­
ately -to undre-s, and while so doing 
think fast.

"Of course my advice to be deliberate 
is not. intended to mean that you should 
lose any time. I have known men to 
wait after the person in danger hail dis­
appeared from .sight, under the impres­
sion that a drowning person comes to 
the surface three times. That tradi­
tion is senseless, and lias been respon 
sible for many fatalities.

“A drowning man may rise a dozen 
times or go under once and never bo 
seen again; there is no telling. Make 
up your mind, therefore, that when a 
head sinks the situation is critical and 
not a second should lx' lost. If the 
body is visible under the water there is 
no difficulty in securing it. hut if the 
water is muddy, more especially of a 
tide or a current is running, use judg­
ment. for you will need all your facul­
ties to he successful.

“Take your first, dive from a point 
above w Itéré the body hits last been 
seen, or bubbles have indicated it« loca­
tion. and work down stream. Thus you 
will not tire bucking the current. nor 
will you miss the body if it has caught, 
some submerged obstacle; while if it is 
free you will soon overtake it by swim

"tin reaching it if under water fry to 
seize the clothing at the back of the 
neck : in t he absence of these lift by the 
armpits, the chin or the hair. If the 
bntto'm is rocky or sandy and you are 
near it. take a good push off, but if the 
watev is too deep or the bottom soft and 
muddy swim to the surface, using legs 
and free arm.

"Now before describing how' to carry 
a victim ashore it will be well to touch 
on the most dangerous phase of life sav­
ing. the rescue of persons made frantic

"Water polo players have recently 
developed a system of breaks and holds 
that, has been adopted by scientific life 
savers, and has l>een of invaluable ns 
sistanee to them. Its most simple fea­
tures are within reach of any one. and 
will enable you to handle even the worst 
cases with comparative safety.

“In approaching a struggling person 
do so warily, and if possible from the 
back. If he shows any intention of 
grabbing wildly keep him off with your 
foot until you can seize one of his 
wrists. In doing this use the right hand 
for the right wrist and the left for the 
left.

“On securing a hold swing him quick­
ly around and throw- your free arm 
around his neck. This places him in 
your power, and no matter how he 
struggles you will be able to carry him 
in safety.

"Another good way- advocated by 
water polo players is to approach the 
man boldly, and as soon as he lefts his 
arm to clutch you to plant your open 
hand squarely under. his armpit, allow 
yourself to sink, turning your body out­
wardly. and then shoving him over you 
come to the surface. If this is done 
correctly you will find yourself behind 
him. looking at the* back of his head, 
when it will lie an easy matter tn place 
oh him any hold you want.

“Professional life savers often recom­
mend splashing water in the face of a 
struggling person on the ground that 
it makes him turn from you. My ex­
perience has been that it only increases 
his terror and excitement.

"Ix*g holds are the great fear of life 
savers. I/'t a powerful man encircle 
you with his legs an d<ne times out of 
ten you are a goner. To be caught 
either hv legs or arms from the rear 
is also generally fatal, for back holds 
arc almost impossible to break. Against

these two dangers you should guard 
carefully.

"There are several ways of carrying 
the victim of a drowning accident 
ashore, if he is only exhausted let him 
place both hands pit your shoulders and 
then swim either the breast or back 
stroke.

"if he is unconscious turn him on his 
back and use the back stroke yourself, 
sustaining him by placing your arms 
around him and your hands on his 
chest, or seize him under the chin, or 
hold him by the clothes at the back of 
the neck, or by the hair. A struggling 
person is made helpless by the -first 
hold mentioned.

“Upon reaching terra fir ma the first 
ohject should be to expel from the 
lungs of the victim any water that may 
have been taken iu. Do not stand him 
on his head, as do so many well mean­
ing but ignorant people.

“Begin by loosening or removing cloth­
ing from the. waist, chest and neck, then 
if there is anything round to he had - 
like a barrel or a log- - place him face 
down on it and roll it gently back and 
forth so that it will press on the abdo­
men and stomach and force, the 
water out. If nothing round is at hand 
made a small bundle of clothes or use 
a chair or st no] a ad press the water out 
with your hands.

“When the lungs are free it is neees 
sary to apply artificial respiration until 
they have been restored to natural 
breathing. First, care, should he taken 
t" clean mouth and throat tboroughly 
with a handkerchief, towel or cloth. 
Next seize the tongue and either tie it 
just. Iieyond the lip* or hold it there, 
so that it. will not be drawn in with 
the intake of air and obstruct the pas­
sage.

"In many cases the application of 
smelling salts or pungent herbs to the, 
patient’s nostrils or the tickling of his 
throat with a feather will at this stage 
be sufficient to start respiration. If not 
you should use either the universallv 
tîon” S*V,VrSt*r rn'’tho<1 "r tongue trac-

He may also briefly at
the Plattsburg ceremonies to-morrow 
afternoon, where Senator Root will he 
the orator of the day. The French 
Minister, M. Jusserand, is among the 
guests from Washington who will spend 
the day in Plattsburg.

The trip of the President from Nor­
wich to New York furnished no little 
excitement when one of the windows in 
the day coach acting as n buffer be­
tween the private car. Mayflower, and 
the engine, was struck by a missile and 
sent splinters .of broken glass flying 
through the car. A freight train was 
passing at the time, and a large lump of 
coal slipping from one of the cars was 
hurled by the momentum of the train 
against the window.

where they remaind for lunch.

Tho Indian pageants, a feature of the 
week's celebration, were scheduled to le 
given during the afternoon and evening 
at Fort Ticonderoga. Late in the after­
noon the companies of the Tenth regi­
ment will leave for their respective 
homes.

NOVA SCOTIA 
COALSTRIKE.

United Mine Workers’ Members Go 
Oat end Quit Work.

Provincial Workers’ Association 
Refuse to Strike Work.

Union Against Union—May be 
Much Trouble.

Halifax, July 5.— The town of Glace 
Bay présenta a busy scene this evening 
with its throngs of men who ceased work 
at the collieries of the Dominion Coal 
Company, probably for many months, 
many perhaps never to return to their 
places in the pits. During the entire af­
ternoon the majority of the men work­
ing at Nos. 2 and 9 and the Hub col­
lieries came up carrying all their min­
ing tools and equipment on their should­
ers in preparation for ceasing work at 
the colliery to-morrow morning. It is 
stated that the U. M. W. men will be 
particularly strong at the above collier­
ies, and that practically all the men will 
tome out on strike, leaving only a very 
small number of men who will work and 
remain loya! to the company.

The leaders of the U. M. W. have 
been engaged in their preparations 
for the strike all day. and it is learn­
ed that they will make their greatest 
demonstration of strength at No. 2 
colliery, the largest owned by the 
company. They expect to turn out. a pick­
et force of men about 700 strong 
to prevent the operation of the big col­
liery if possible. The P. W. A. are tak­
ing the matter very quietly, and mem­
bers express their' intention of being at 
their work as usual to-morrow.

As a prelude to what will occur to­
morrow morning a strike was declared 
at Dominion No. 6 to-day. at which 
colliery a large majority of the men 
are known to be U. M. W. sympath­
izers. Though,, .the company intend­
ed to open the colliery to-day, hardly 
any of the men turned up. with the 
result that the colliery was shut 
down. As the company is not at present 
anxious for an output from this col lier v, 
no effort will be made to keep it in op­
eration. and it is now in all probability 
closed for the balance of the season.

Great difficulty is anticipated at the 
company's Reserve and Dominion N.
1 collieries, where the P. W. A. men are 
said to be practically in their full 
strength, and many anticipate consider­
able trouble between the U. M. W. and 
the men who refuse to join the strike.

Officials of the companv claim to­
night that they will be able to op­
erate at least three of their collieries 
with the number of loyal men who 
will not join the strike, and that they 
arc in a position to give them every 
protection against molestation by the 
strikers. This evening General Man­
ager Duggan and Mr. Laing, mechan­
ical superintendent. visited all the 
collieries and made an inspection of 
various plants, and found everything as 
usual and in their ordinary condition. 
At the Bridgeport colliery it is learned 
that about one-half the number of men 
employed removed their tools from the 
pit and left the colliery. Au official of 
that colliery stated this evening that 
about half of their men would report 
for work to-morrow, and said if they 
were interfered with he anticipated con­
siderable trouble, as the P. W. A. men 
were determined to remain at. work, if 
they are obliged to use force to do so. 
The U. M. W. officials claim they onlv 
want peace, and will not permit." anV 
force or disturbance on the part of their 
members on strike against any men who 
desire to remain at work. It is reported 
in connection with the strike of the 17. 
M. W. that in the event of "their not be­
ing successful in their demands they 
have been assured of the full co-opera­
tion and sy m pa thy of the longshoremen 
of Montreal, Halifax and St. John, N. 
B., who will, if deemed necessary, in­
augurate a sympathetic strike, and thus 
tie up the shipping and transportation 
of the company'» output.

New* comes 
by the F.mpress of Japan of a tragic 
sequel to the daring capture of a 
Chinese junk and the massacre of 
eight, members of its crew off Singa­
pore six weeks ago. The pirates ot this 
amazing outrage, almost within sight of 
the leading British city of mid-Asia, 
made good their escape by hiding in the 
fastnesses of Sumatra. Their further 
pursuit and punishment was under­
taken by the Dutch authorities, to whose 
Government the island belongs.

A militar\ force sent against them 
located the miscreants strongly in­
trenched in a cave. They refused to 
surrender when called upon, and the 
promise that the women and children 
would la- given immunity brought a 
fusilade of missiles from a party of 
these supposed to be non-combatants. 
The Dutch lieutenant, who wormed him 
self into the cave to reason with the 
pirates at bay, was cast out so seriously 
wounded with many spears that he died 
soon after.

Stern measures were then decided 
upon, the Dutch commander ordering 
that a fire lie lighted at the mouth of 
the cavern, a strong wind blowing from 
seaward. When this tire was allowed 
to die down and volunteers from the 
Dutch soldiers entered it was found 
that the crimes of the wretched Chinese 
had tieen atoned for, not one of the 
pirates remaining alive. Thirty-one 
lxxlies were subsequently recovered and 
given hurried burial, these including nine 
women and two children of tender

It is believed that the victims of the 
holocaust were responsible for most of 
the piratical crimes committed in this 
district during the last few months.

OTTER INTERVIEW.
Militia Authorities Regard It a* a 

Fake.

Ottawa. July 5. - The Militia Depart­
ment regards the alleged interview with 
General Otter, sent out from Winnipeg 
to several United States papers, in which 
the view is expressed that the I’nited 
States could never whip Canada, and 
some criticism of the commander-in-chief 
i.*> indulged in. as "nothing but a fake. 
General Otter if* considered too dis­
creet to make su eh an utterance. It 
has been reported that the Justice De­
partment has taken action to bring the 
author of the despatch in question to 
justice, but this is not so. There is a 
provision in the criminal code making 
it a rriminal offence to send out unwar­
ranted or sensational news, but the onus 
for the prosecution lies ‘with the pro­
vincial authorities, and not with the 
Justice Department.

General Otter telegraphs to Ottawa 
as follows :

■‘You cannot make denial too strong. 
Not true in any particular. A most in­
iquitous charge. ’’

General Botha is 
on his way to England, and it is ex­
pected that he will open negotiations 
for the acquisition of Rhodesian ter­
ritory south of the Zambesi.

■which are owned by Americans, without 
interfering with their free entry into 
the United States.

An amendment exempting wheat, 
wheat flour, and flaxseed from the draw­
back provisions of .the bill was also 
agreed to.

Suggestion For International Monu­
ment .Endorsed.

Gttsuvn. July <».—The suggestion made 
by lion. Mackenzie King, at Harvard 
commencement last week, that Canada 
and the United Stales should fittingly 
commemorate the hundred years of peut e 
between the two countries by the erec­
tion and dedication of some striking 
international monument, is likely to bear 
fruit in joint action by the Governments 
ni Washington and Ottawa. It is known 
that .<ir Wilfrid laurier is thorough lx 
in accord with the suggestion of the 
Minister of I*abor, and it. is not .it 
all improbable that steps will be taken 
by the Canadian Government to invite 
tlie co-operation of the United Suites 
Government in arranging for a celebra­
tion of the hundredth anniversary of the 
close of the war of 1812-14, that will he 
to the whole world a striking object les 
son in the victories of peace, as opposed 
to those of war, in settling international 
differences. It is felt that the time is 
opportune for the new world, with its 
hundred years of pence, and its three 
thousand miles of international bound­
ary without a gun or fortification, to 
point in some effective way the moral to 
the armed camps of Europe.

TO PREVENT WAR.
Teronte Labor Council Faror Con­

ceited AUion.

Toronto, July 6.—Toronto District 
Labor Council went on record laeL night 
as opposed Lu war, and in favor of a uni­
versal strike l*> prevent U. Delegate 
Bancroft declared that if Germany and 
Britain flew at each other’s throats the 
workers in both countries should go on 
strike. It that step were taken, he said, 
the war would at once be called off. He 
suggested that the Council should enter 
into correspondence with other labor 
bodies with the view of bringing about 
concerted action in the event of war. 
The following resolution was adopted: 
"Inasmuch as the wars of the past were 
commercial wars, cither for possession of 
new territory or new trading rights, and 
ns those wars were in the interests of 
the wealthy classes, and are paid for 
generally with the lives of the workers, 
therefore, be it resolved that the Toronto 
District. Labor Council goes on record ns 
opposed to the enormous expenditures of 
money for warlike purposes on the part 
of first-class nations, and is in favor of 
an attempt to have a universal agree­
ment amongst the workers of Europ* 
end America, whereby the danger ot war 
may be averted by the converted action 
of the workers, either by t.heir refusal to 
fight or by letting those who make the 
quarrels fight, or by a general strike of 
labor in countries about, to fight, as we 
believe tin* decision in the last analysis 
rests with the workers."

WERE FEWER 
CASUALTIES.

‘Several Cities Place Fireworks Un­
der the Ban.

Fatalities Show Decrease Over Last 
Year’s.

National Slaughter, However, Is 
Still Much Too Large.

Chicago, July 5.—More rigid laws and 
the growth of public sentiment for a 
sane celebration of the Fourth have had 
their result all over the country in re­
ducing the number of killed and wound­
ed in the annual holiday. Full returns 
of the two-day celebration this year 
show a falling off in the number of 
killed of twenty-one from the record of 
1908. There were twenty-five fatalities 
reported at midnight last night, as 
against fifty-six at the same time last 
year. Chicago and its suburbs gave 
strong evidence of the progress which 
has been made in stopping the slaughter 
in the path of the rejoicing over the 
nation’s freedom. The staggering sta­
tistics of twelve dead and one hundred 
and fourteen injured a year ago were 
revolutionized. Not a single death had 
been reported at midnight, and the total 
number of injured was less than thirty. 
Of the accidents which were placed on 
the police records, only half a dozen were 
serious, and it was estimated that the 
fatalities would not be more than two.

It was the quietest and sanest Fourth 
Chicago has had since the city was a 
village, and the din' of previous years 
was almost totally squelched by police 
regulations and the awakening of public 
sentiment.

Cleveland prol/ihly made the best 
record of anyrcity of its size in the 
country in the fighht against the noise 
and perils of the day. While there 
were ton persons killed and sixty-two 
injured during the one-day celebration 
in 1908. the two-dav festivity in 1909 
was passed without a single death nr 
injury serious enough to require the 
attention of a physician. This was due 
to the fact that the firing, and even the 
sale, cf fireworks or cracker» was for­
bidden within the city limits.

Milwaukee, another leader in the 
sane fourth moven^nt. reported only 
twenty-two persons injured during the 
two days this year, as against one killed 
and sixty-seven injured in 1908.

Washington. D. escaped this year 
without, an accident, where forty-one 
persons were seriously injured in the 
previous year; and l3os Angeles,—CaU. 
and Providence. R. !.. cut in half the 
list of victims of the day by the en­
forcement of their laws.

NEW YORK RANKS HIGH.
New York. July 5.—Four deaths. 337 

injured, eleven of them dangerously, and 
three so seriously that death seems cer­
tain. was the Fourth of July record in 
New York and Brooklyn up to 10 o'clock 
to-night.

I-«st year's record was seven deaths 
and 253 injured for the entire Greater 
New York, and indications arc that the 
casualties this year will equal that 
when all records arc available.

BUFFALO'S SACRIFICE.
Buffalo. N. Y.. July 5.— Forty fires 

and the injury of fifteen children be­
tween the ages of two and sixteen were 
the toll paid for an old-fashioned Fourth 
of July here to day. The injuries to the 
children ranged from broken fingers 
from giant firecrackers to the loss of 
eyesight. Mary C'olhis. two years old. 
will die from burns.

TOLEDO IS SANK.
Toledo. ( !.. July 5. Toledo l**gan 

to-dnv its fifth celebration for a “sane”

CUNARD CHANGE.
FISHGUARD IS CHOSEN AS ENG­

LISH TERMINAL.

Abandoning of Liverpool Means Great 
Saving of Time in Crossing—First 
Experiment to be Made by the 
Lusitania.

New York, July 5.— After giving the 
matter their consideration for the last 
three months, the directors of the Cun 
aj"d Une have decided to make the ex­
periment of having t licit mail and pas­
senger steamships call at Fishguard, on 
the coast of Pembrokeshire, South 
Wales, to save time on the outward and 
homeward voyages.

Fishguard is thirty-two miles nearer 
t/j Queenston than Holyhead, and one 
hundred and two miles nearer than Liv­
erpool. This means a saving of at least 
six hours against Liverpool, and would 
ena.ble passengers on the big liners Lusi­
tania and Mauretania to be certain of 
reaching London at a reasonable hour 
on Monday night, and those on the Lu­
ca nia and Campania on Tuesday nights, 
sailing from New York on the preceding 
Wednesdays. West-bound liners should 
land their passengers here on Thursdays 
and Fridays respectively, according to 
the speed of the ship. It is understood _ 
that the first experiment of landing pas- j about 00 miles 
eengers at. Fishguarj will he modi- by was a continue 
t.he Lusitania, sailing from this side on 
July 28.

THE REAL THING.
England's Ghostly Airship Proves 

to be a Working Vessel.

lyondon, July 6.—The Daily News, 
which has been one of the chief ridicu­
le vs of the mysterious night-flying air­
ship which alternately scared and amus-, 
ed England some time ago, now prints a 
story claiming that it was a real and 
great, vessel, which, if it has accomplish­
ed all the inventor says it has, removes 
all fear of England failing behind in the 
race for aerial supremacy. The News 
says the mysterious vessel is now housed 
in" a huge shed which is big enough to 
hold three airships, in a private park, 
nlxmt an hour’s ride by automobile from 
London.

The owner and inventor of the mys­
terious vessel is Dr. M. B. Boyd, who has 
spent $100.000 in money and eight years' 
time in experimenting with dirigible bal­
loons. He Itegan the trials of the pres­
ent vessel oil March 0 ami made his first 
long voyage on May 9. It was on May 
IK that the mysterious flyer was report­
ed from Belfast, and according to Dr. 
Boyd, it was not an imaginary vessel, 
but his airship.

•‘That night."’ lie soys, “we flew across 
the Irish Channel on a line which is 

from shore to shore. It 
nous flight, at an average 

speed of 32 miles an hour.”
'I’he doctor says lie has also made a 

trip of 354) miles with only one descent.
Dr. Boyd describes his dirigible as be­

ing oval-shaped, divided into three l««gs, 
the works being placed between them. 
It. has wings like an aeroplane on each 
side! There is no suspended car. I he 
ship is only 120 feet V>ng. The motors 
are of 300 horse-power.

Dr. Boyd has submitted his invention 
to the War Office, which will send offi­
cers to see him fly when certain altera­
tions have l»een made in the. vessel. 
These include its lengthening to 200 feet 
and the increasing of the horse-power to 
500.

The Daily News describes Dr. Boyd as 
a man well known in the aeronautical 
world, especially in France, where he lias 
experimented successfully with aero­
planes. Ho is the managing director of 
a firm of motor engineers.

MONTREAL’S FINANCES.

Sixty-Four Millions of Exempted Pro­
perty in That City.

Montreal, July 5. The annual report 
of the city treasurer and city comptrol­
ler for the last year ha* been completed.

(her $î).2(-0.000 is available for civic im­
provements, etc. The report also shows 
$235.000.001) of property which is taxable 
and $04.000.000 worth "of property which 
is exempt. This latter amount increased 
by $10.000.000 in the past two years.

John Kent and J. W. Dickson asked 
to have their pool table license renewed, 
which the Council granted.

Stanfield Rawnsiey asked for town 
water for use in building a house on 
Alma street. Referred to Board of 
Works.

Frank Roberts asked for town water 
for a house on Victoria street. Referred 
to Fire and Water Committee.

\Y. H. V. Fisher asked for water for a 
bowling green, and the School Board 
asked for water for the new High School 
building. These petitions were referred 
to the Fire and Water Committee.

T. H. A. Regue called attention to the 
dangerous condition of a portion of the 
walk on Victoria street. The matter 
was referred to the Board of Works.

The Board of Education asked for a 
walk on the west, side of Elgin street 
from Melville to Victoria street.

RABIES FEARED.

Son of Stratford Man Bitten by Mad 
Dog, Sent to New York.

Stratford, Ont., July 5.—George Peake, 
son of Mr. William Peake, Downie Town­
ship* was this morning sent to the Pas­
teur Institute, New York, for treatment.

L’tioa, N. Y., July 6.—Few public offi­
cial» have .been placed in such an embar­
rassing position as that in which Chief 
of Police Carman, of Oanaetota, found 
himseH yesterday afternoon. For -half 
an hour he stood between love and duty, 
and the latter eventually won out. 
When he arraigned a man before a jus 
tics of the peace charged with mtoxica 
tron he noticed that his honor was 
swaying from «de to aide with a mo­
tion that could mean but two things. 
The court -was drunk or dizzy.

Chief Carman watched his -lifelong 
friend for twenty mniietes and finally 
decided jie was not dizzy. He had a pri­
soner on his hantk, and if the case was 
not disposed of he would have him in 
his lap for the rest of the day. I’he 
judge was the only one who could dis­
pose of the case, and Chief Carman de­
layed matters for a time in tihe hope 
that he would not be compelled to take 
the court on a journey.

Five, ten. fifteen in mutes passed, and 
the swaying of the court had reached 
the stage where spectators were wager­
ing as to which side he would fall oat. 
To make matters worse, the prisoner 
got a «elapse and began a little swaying 
on his own account. The judge could 
not understand the prisoner, and the 
prisoner could not make out what tihe 
court was saying. Chief Carman was 
convinced that the court was in no con 
dition to do business when the judge 
banded the prisoner a pad and pencil 
and told him to write out his own com­
mitment. The man helped himself to 
ten days and was escorted to a cell.

Then Chief Carman returned and an­
nounced to the court that, it would have 
to be locked up for its own safety. He 
put the judge in a cell next door to the 
prisoner, and tihe pair conversed in a 
friendly manner during the afternoon. 
At an extraordinary term of court last 
night the judge was arraigned before an 
Acting judge. He pleaded not guilty 
to the charge of intoxication. His case 
was adjourned, and in the meantime 
Chief Carman will round up several wit­
nesses to support Iris charge.

In view of the fart that pneumonia is 
acknowledged by medical men to be one 
of the most dangerous of diseases known 
to the profession, for which no effective 
reatment is known, it will scarcely be 

contended that medical attendance in 
this case would have lieen effectual. On 
the other hand, many cases of pneu­
monia have been and are being healed 
daily under Christian Science treatment, 
which fact may easily be verified by any 
who care to investigate the matter.

The fishermen had gone to Le- 
bon’s store, and, becoming boisterous, 
and creating a disturbance, were ordered 
out by the merchant. The fishermen re­
fused to go, and were forcibly ejected 
by the clerks of the store.

They were met at 
the door by Mir. Lebon, who again or­
dered them away. They refused to leave, 
however, and when Mr. I>ebon, who held 
a small st ick in his hand, raised his hand 
to push the leader back, the latter drew 
his big sheath knife and plunged it into 
the merchant’s groin. With a groan 
la-bon sank to the floor. He lived only a 
few hours.

The fishermen, after accomplishing 
their foul purpose, hurriedly left the 
premises, but were soon after locked 
tip and placed under a strong guard. 
Their victim was only twenty-two 
years of age. and was one of the most 
popular business men of St. Pierre.

LANDS SELLWELL.
Yerk Loan Dividend Probably 

About Christeas.

Toronto, July 6.—It is possible that 
the National Trust Company, liquidators 
of the York Loan Company, may be able 
to declare the first dividend to the 105,- 
000 shareholders a month or so before 
Christmas, and it may even come to­
wards the end of September.

The lands are selling well and as soon 
ns the company collects enough money, 
enabling them to distribute a fair pro­
portion to shareholders, they will be 
notified that payment will be made. At. 
present the liquidators look to the assets 
to return about 50 cents on the dollar, 
but continued good prices for the lands 
might give an increase on that. sum.

The claims amount to some $3,100,000 
and the property and cash about $1.550.- 
000. Of this $050.000 is the estimated 
value of property still on hand.

This is a conservative estimate and it 
may yield a better price than that in 
the end.

HIGH CLIMBING.
Bridge Paiiter Gives Pittsbirgers 

a Thriller.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 6.— Michael Mun- 
roe, a bridge painter, yesterday gave to 
20,000 people in Pittsburg a thrill not 
down on the regular fourth of July pro­
gramme. When the big new city flag, 
180 by 90 feet, the largest in the world, 
could not be formally unfurled and dedi­
cated at noon because a rope had broken. 
Munroo crept along the two-inch steel 
cable from a 17th storey window of the 
Frick building to the tower of the court 
house, about 150 feet distant and at 
least 300 feet from the street below.

Hundreds fled from the crowd and 
many were knocked down and hurt, 
while scores of persons fainted at the 
sight of the man so high in the air.

More Room Required—The Ten­
der For Supplies Awarded.

It was decided 
that the tender be accepted.

Tenders for the year's supplies were 
received and were somewhat in advance 
of last years owing to a number of 
changes. Last year a large amount of 
stationery had to be ordered extra. The 
inspectors also recommended that elates 
be done away with, and as a result more 
copy paper will be needed. A. S. Turn- 
bull's tender for the supplies was $903.12 
as compared with $900.93 from J. G.

Statistics of traffic and exchanges and 
reports from the principal industries and 
mercantile centres confirm the recent 
evidences of improvement, in business 
confidence and activity. Bank clearings 
for .June show gains of 18.9 per cent, 
over 1908 and 11.2 per cent, over 1906 
outside New York, while in New York 
the remarkable percentages of increase 
of 61.2 over 1908 and 16.6 over 1906 are 
recorded. Railroad earnings for three 
weeks of June have been 9.7 per cent, 
greater than in 1908. the falling off as 
compared with 1907 being 10.3 per cent. 
The expansion of activity in the iron 
and steel trade is maintained. This is 
the critical time for the principal crops, 
but weather conditions are auspicious 
and every day;, adds to the prevailing 
confidence in harvests, which, if not of 
record-breaking proportions, will at. least, 
be adequate for the continuance of agri­
cultural prosperity. The end of the first 
half of the calendar year and the begin­
ning of a new fiscal year give opportun 
ity for comparisons which tend to in­
crease the optimism which has become 
the characteristic note of American bus­
iness during the last few weeks.

Culm a, July 6.--Middleweight Cham­
pion Stanley Ketehell. who aspires to 
wrest the championship from Jack John­
son, defeated Billy Papke, "the Illinois 
thunderbolt,” in a 20-round bout here 
yesterday afternoon. Ketehell did not 
have such an easy task of it as his most 
sanguine friends expected. They figured 
that Ketehell would put his opponent 
out. long before the limit of the bout, 20 
rounds. The fight was an intorçsting af­
fair in the early stages. Towards the 
end from the 15th round on it became 
listless and uncertain.

Papke looked hopelessly beaten at dit- 
fevent stages, but lie rallied wonderfully 
and stayed to the finish.

Papke came into the ring on scheduled 
time, but when 10 minutes had passed 
without Ketchell’s appearance he return­
ed to his dressing room. Ketehell enter­
ed the ring at 2.4'J p. m. Papke clam­
bered over the ropes a moment later. 
Papke's seconds were Harry Follev, Olie 
Corbett, Monte At tell and Ed. Papke. 
Ketehell was handled by Willie Colt, 
Bob Armstrong, Charlie Miller and Tom

Round I—Ketehell opened with a right 
.-mash to the stomach and after wrest­
ling, Ketehell duplicated the blow. 
Breaking from a clinch Ketehell upper­
cut his left to jaw, and the referee had j 
a hard time to break them in a clinch. 
Ketehell unhooked a succession of right 
and left swings on the body and Papke 
took refuge in a clinch. Ketehell had 
the advantage of the first round.

Round 2 The men started in at close 
range, with Ketehell forcing the issue. 
Papke guarded well, but Ketehell broke 
his guard and put iu fearful left upper­
cut to the jaw and a moment later a 
similar punch to the wind. Papke land­
ed a vicious left to the champion's jaw. 
The round ended with the men fighting 
hard at range. This was K-etchelVs 
round by a slight margin.

Hound 3—Papke landed two wicked 
bony blows and fought Ketehell to the 
centre of the ring. Papke put a hard 
right and left, to the stomach. Ketehell 
placed a straight left to the nose. A 
.furious mixup followed. Papke drew 
fir>t blood with a straight left, to the 
mouth. This was Papke's round.

Round 4 Ketehell put a hard left 
swing to the jaw-, staggering Papke. He 
followed this with left swings to the 
jaw and body. He drew blood from 
Papke’s nose and put a wicked right 
ever the heart. They clinched and Kct- 
cliell swung left to the neck.

Round 5 -Ketehell met Papke’s rush 
with a straight left to the jaw. A mix- 
up followed, fighting every inch of the 
ring. Papke landed a right to the face. 
Ketehell uppercut the jaw twice and 
then forced Papke through the ropes. A 
vicious rally followed. Papke did good 
work at close range and the round was 
slightly in his favor.

Round 6—Papke jabbed Ketehell on 
the jaw with the left. The blow rocked j 
the champion. A clinch followed and i 
the men wrestled to the floor. When the 
men arose Papke landed two lefts and a 
right to the head. Ketehell retaliated 
with two short-arm swings to the jaw. 
Ketehell, however, rushed and sent Pap­
ke to the ropes, planting three hard 
drives to the wind. The round ended 
with a vicious rally.

Round 7—Ketehell forced his man to 
the ropes, uppercut him. and put a right 
to tlie body. Papke returned with a 
right to the head, which jarred Ketehell. 
The round closed with a lively mixup.

Round 8—Ketehell landed right and 
left on the body, forcing his man to the 
ropes. Ketehell smashed Papke on the 
jn w. Papke clinched and put in a vi­
cious right uppercut to the chin. Kct- 
chell's face was partly covered with 
blood a-s he retired to his corner.

Round 9 -Ketehell rushed and swung 
the right to the head. Papke put a 
right to the face. Ketehell hooked a 
«tiff right to the nose, bringing the 
claret in streams. Keteliell landed right 
and left on the jaw and Papke clinched. 
On the breakaway Ketehell poked Pa«pk,- 
on the nose ami brought the gore anew. 
Ketehell rushed and put iwo right> to 
the face a- the bell rang. Papke was 
tired and bleeding when the round end 
ed.

Round 10--Papke forced the fighting. 
He landed n couple of stiff blows to 
tin- faee. Ketehell put. left and right to 
the jaw. Ketehell was rushing him all 
over the jaw and landed a hard right 
on the jaw as"the bell rang.

Round 11 - Ketehell assumed the ag­
gressive. He planted a left and right 
swing on the face, one of these starting 
the blood afresh. Papke put a vicious 
left swing to the jaw. Ketehell rammed 
blow after blow on the jaw. In the 
mix-up Ketehell slipped to the floor. V 
looked at this stage as ;f Papke was 
helplessly beaten. He staggered to hie 
chair very weak and tired at. the end of 
the round.

Round 12—Ketehell landed a ha id 
right to the jaw and sent I’.ipk*- back 
to the ropes. Ketehell followed this with 
a right to the face. Papke put a. wicked 
right and left to the ja«v. One of these 
staggered Ketehell, wbo clinched. Ket- 
choil came back and exchanged blow for 
blow with I’apke.

Round 13— Papke rushed and put a 
left swing to the jaw. Ketch vit was 
forced to clinch. Papke seonu d to have 
recovered his strength and was fighting 
stronger. He put a right to the jaw 
and received in return an uppercut on 
the chin that shook him up considerably.

! Round 14—Ketehell landed a right to 
' the body, but in return received a right 

to riu* jaw and left to the body. Kct- 
cheil drove his right to the wind and 
Papke clinched'. The rest of the round 
was devoted to close-range fighting, in 
which no great damage was done. It 
was Papke’» round.

Round 13 —Ketehell put a left chop to 
ithe jaw and another to the stomach. He

forced Papke to the ropes. The men 
then clinched and wrestled. This was a 
very tme round, with honors about 
even.

Round 16—Ketehell fought Papke to 
the centre of the ring, where a. lively 
mix-up followed. Ketehell put the left 
to the jatf. Papke landed right and left 
body blows.

Round 17—The nien mixed it. but their 
blows seemed to have lost their force. 
Papke landed right to the wind. Ket- 
chell tapped the mouth. Ketehell tried 
to rush, but Papke was on top of him 
wickedly. Just as the bell sounded Papke 
shot a hard right to the jaw, shaking 
Ketehell.

Round 18—Papke forced Ketehell to 
the ropes and hammered him about the 
body and face. Papke rushed and jarred 
Ketehell with two hard lefts to the jaw. 
Ketchell’s lips began to bleed and lie ap­
peared to be weak. He braced himself, 
however, and. rushing Papke, landed two 
solid lefts to the jaw. Papke rushed and 
caught Ketehell in the wind.

Round 19 Ketehell rushed and Papke 
clinched on the breakaway. Papke put 
a hard right to the jaw. staggering Ket- 
chell. Papke followed with another 
vicious blow on the jaw.

Round 20—Both men fought. w*ith all | 
their unexpended strength at close ■ 
r:i rge. Ketch el fought desperately to ! 
land n telling punch, but. Papke rocked : 
his head with two right-* in quick sue- . 
cession on point of the chin. Ketehell ! 
rushed the thunderbolt against the 
ropes, seeking vainly to find a vital 
spot, but Papke «mothered all Ivis at­
tempts. At this stage neither man ap­
peared capable af landing a knook-out 
punch. Ketehell rushed this man around 
the ring mainly with the force of his 
body. The round ended with Papke in 
a neutral corner and Ketehell hammer­
ing away with right and left. Referee 
Roche promptly declared Ketehell the 
victor on points.

Ivoferee Roolic, after the contest, made 
the following statement: "Ketehell was 
the aggressor at all time». Furthermore, 
he landed the cleaner and harder punch- 
e- ami scored the only knock down in 
the tenth round, although nearly every­
body seems to think that Papke slipped 
tn the floor. There is absolutely no 
question but Ketehell earned a clean-cut 
decision."

M hen seen in his dressing-room Ket- 
cheH gave out this statement : "I broke, 
my bight, hand in the isixtii round, and 
later on. in the eighth round. I believe [ 
dislocated my thumb on my left. But 
for these mishaps 1 would have made, 
short work of Papke. I will be only too 
glad to give Papke another chance.”

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CLUE TO
LEON LING.

May Have Left Philadelphia on 
Board German Versel.

Police Wire to Mediterranean and 
Indian Ocean Points.

Think He May Have Shipped as a 
Chinese Cook.

New York, July 6.—In the hope of cap­
turing Leon Ling, the accused slayer of 
Elsie Sigel, the police have just cabled 
to several cities on the Mediterranean 
coast and to points through the Suez 
Canal and Indian Ocean to hold up the 
German steamship Helen Rickners ami 
search it for the fugitive. Information 
is almost conclusive, the police -=a.y, 
that Ling shipped from Philadelphia be­
tween June 10 and 12. 1'he murder was 
committed on June 9. Further informa­
tion has just come to the police that tlia 
ship on whiçh the Chinese took passage 
was bound for the Orient. Jn looking up 
the records detectives found that the 
Helen Rickners left Philadelphia on June 
12 bound for Itosaki, Jttpon, and that 
before sailing her commaftder. Captain 
(Jetting, had shipped several Chinese as 
part of the crew. Among these Chinese, 
who were engaged only a short time be­
fore sailing, was one well-dressed man 
who spoke good English and who pro- 
Jessed to b? an efficient cook. l>eon Ung 
wore good clothes, spoke English fluent- 
Iji, and was a master cook.

The Helen Rickners was the only ves­
sel which left Philadelphia at about 
that time for the Orient. The vessel is 
now believed to he either approaching or 
just out of the Suez Canal. It was last 
reported at Tarifa, a seaport town of 
Spain., fifteen miles southwest from (Gib­
raltar. on June 26.

FRENCH TARIFF.
Senator Opposes Mea«ure of the 

Tariff Commiuien.

Paris. .Tulv 6. Senator Chaumie to­
day followed up the (speech made yes- 
tenlay in the Chamber of Deputies by 
Minister of Commerce Criippi on tariff 
revision with a motion to suspend fur­
ther consideration on the tariff and 
invite the Government to submit a bill 
xvhich would safeguard France's political 
and economic interests with foreign 
countries. He insisted that, the present, 
Parliament did not have a mandate for 
a general revision of the tariff, as in 
1893. and he opposed the measure» pro­
posed by the tariff commission, xvhich, 
lie said, represented the “accumulated 
policies of particular interests” and con­
stituted a menace to the export trade of 
France.

CLEVER TRICK
By Which Former Traveller Fool­

ed a Number of Firms.

Two weeks ago a Montreal wholesale 
house discharged one of its travelling 
salesmen, who was well known in sever­
al of the cities in eastern Ontario. The 
salesman went to Toronto after his dis­
charge and visiting one of the large 
firms there he took an order from them 
and then cashed one of the former firm's 
cheques. The firm of course were not 
aware of his discharge and honored the 
cheque. The salesman repeated the trick 
on several of his former customers. His 
next stunt was to hold up a hotel pro­
prietor in the same manner and then 
skip out without paying his board bill.

THE THRILLS^Tf LION HUNTING.

Jt was as though its claxvs xvere 
glued bo the earth. It did not seem 
possible that such a sudden halt could 
be made by anything ilia» ran. Nor 
can any other beast show the deepe-rate 
speed of a oat for a fe.w yards' dista.ncc. 
Mr. Pereivale, the game warden of the 
1 rotectorate, who has probably ridden 
more nous than any other man in the 
country, tells me that he, though well 
mounted, was once almost, pulled down 
by a lion that he had ridden into cover. 
He., too, on that occasion came too 
close, the lion for some reason or other 
dispensed wit* afl the usual pre­
liminaries and rushed at him. He turn 
ed his horse as quickly as he could and 
rode for his life. He had quite fifty 
yards’ start, and yet he believes that 
had he not fired his heavy revolver into 
the face of the lion when it wus almost 
on his horse’s hind quarters, both he 
and the horse would have been pulled 
down. Mr. Pereivale was alone, there 
was no other horse or hunter near to 
divide the lion's attention. This, per- 
liaps, may account for its very unusually 
rapid and deadly attack.

Hoey was attached by three lionesses, 
msar the Rock. The only provocation 
ly> had given them was that two hours 
before he had shot the lion of the baud. 
He was riding back to hie camp, un­
armed, having ieft his rifle with his 
gunbearer, w-ho was skinning the lion 
he had killed. The three saw him from 
a distance of quite two hundred yards, 
and pressed him hard for a quarter of 
a mile. He was riding the same fast 
mule that I rode, and so outran them.

There are one or two things that anv 
man riding lions would do well to re­
member.

First, it is not well to follow a lion or 
lions into cover if you are on horseback, 
not even into than cover. Once .you 
have chased a lion, it is very different 
from the beast that rapidly slinks away 
from you, when yon are hunting on 
foot. In this last case it instinctively 
knows it can get away if it cares to. 
In the former it finds you have its pace, 
and, resenting that, will attack with de­
termination. The second lion Ho<>y and 
I rode had every chance to xvalk into 
the impeentrahlc stronghold of the rix-er 
grass if it had wanted to. 1'he grass 
grew thickly not twenty yards from 
where the lion xvas first hit. But it did 
not want to do anything of the sort, 
and, angered by the long, hard chase, 
cast all idea of further retreat behind 
and came boldly away from the covert

Secondly, the man who does the shoot­
ing must dismount xvitliout delay or 
hesitation. He must quickly choose his 
place, fixing it in his mind as he gallons 
up—if possible, a spot from which he 
can command the lion for a few yards 
every way, and on xvhich he can plump 
down. If there is no such place, of 
course, he must stand up and shoot. 
Ail delay is dangerous. Get the beast
