The Spring has been delightful ; the 
crops are looking splendidly ; oats and 
the other cereals are already several 
inches above ground ; ' in fact farming 
operations are all but finished.

The thermometer registered 90» in 
the shade on one of the hot days last 
week, and the “oldest inhabitant” is 
wondering what the summer is going to 
be.

Three large iron 
steamers are in port and the number- of 
steam and sailing ships now chartered 
and en route to our port approximates 76.

Salmon fishing is the order of the day 
a mont, the sporting fraternity.

20 lbs. The market price is 12 cto. 
per lb.

E. Hutchinson M. P. P., has lately 
connected bis residenoe in this village 
with the Newcastle telephone exchange, 
a distance of 4£ miles.

As our forests are becoming more and 
more depleted, the lumber operators have 
to push their way farther and farther 
into the interior of the country far from
the rivers and large streams. This year 
the freshet was low and as a consequence 
millions of logs in the small streams are 
not floated out to the mills. There is 
i herefote a dearth of logs ; this is parti­
cularly hard just at present when lumber 
is commanding such a high price in the 
old country.
