THE POET AND THE GRIG.

John Calahan McCarthy is a citizen of
St. John, who is well known in St. John.
The public have recognized him thus far
as & yeoman, but hence forth he will be
known to the literary people as a minstrel
of rare intelligence. London has recent-
ly been thrown into a whirl of excite-
ment by the poems of Francis Thomas, a
man who rose from the depths of Bohe-
mianism to the utmost heights of literary
possibilities. Mr. McCarthy is niost un-
pretentious in fact, exceptionally back-
ward. Yet he is possessed of a gift that
would make Tennyson, Longfellow, or
Shakespeare blush with shame. His
writings have a depth that no poet has
yet attained, combine the humorous, pa-
thetic and descriptive, and best of all,
retain an originality that is most enter-
prising.

which nas already been made.; Recent .

consul reports from Switzerland give
“the details of the p.an, Originally the
scheme of insuring against the loss of
‘employment was bro.gat b:fore the
n.tional Governme:l, but was not act-
«d upon definitely. 'I'his has ‘not de-
terred’ two Cartons, - B:rne and St.
Gall, from rgoing ahead, theyv having
adopted the plan over a year ago.
Basle, Zurich and Lausanne are very
much interested, but what action they
will take is mnot known.- The DBerne
plan differs essentially from that at
St. Gall. In tae former Canton it is left
to the wwill of the laborer to insure or
not as he pleases; in St. Gall each
must insure. The basis of the Bx
gystem is asefoliows: The wo.king . ¢
ple, laborer and professional men are
all united under one head. Each per-
son insured pays’ eight cents a month.
Each city in the Canton contributes
7000 francs ($1351). Members must have

-been enrolled six months, paid dues

regularly and be out of work 14 days
at least b:fore being entitled to a pen-
sion.  The aid given is one franc daily

‘for unmarried men, and 1.5 francs for

married men. The money is paid over
during I'ecember, January and Febru-
ary. A workingman who refuses. to
take any work offered him, or loses his
work through his own fault, or joins
in a strike loses all rights to the pen-
sion. Mcst of the men supported or
aided beionged to the building occupa~-
tions which are nec2ssarily mores or
less idle each year.

In St. Ga'l each p:rson, ecitizen or
stranger earning wunder five {rancs
‘06 1-2 cents) per day is compelled to
ccntribute. The payments are graded
according to the amount earned, the
highest premium being six cents a
wezk. The pens‘on rates are similarly
varied, running from 1.8 to 2.4 francs,
but in no case can anyone get a pen-
gion for mor> thain 6) days in one
calendar year. This scheme has proved
unsuccessful, and is to be abandoned
in June of this year, by common con-
sent of the workingmen themselves,
a=s determined by popular vots, because
among other things it was found that
the knowledge of the cxistence of this
system of insurance had *drawn to St.
Gall a considerable number of unem-
ployed from other parts of Switzerland.

FreDERICTON, April 8.—On the bill
amending the law relating to municipal-
ities coming up for its third reading, Mr.
Hazen moved that it be referred back to
the committee on law practice and proce-
dure. He said the bill as agreed to in
committee of the whole was entirely dif-
ferent from the original bill as introduced.
There seemed to be a good deal of doubt
as to the effect of some of the amend-
ments made to the bill, and there was an
impression that as it pow stood it might
effect the franchise for the Dominion
parliament. :

Mr. Burchill—The bill only deals with
munieipal franchise. :

Mr. Hazen—I know that was the inten-
tion, but the lists for the Dominion be-
ing now made up from the muncipal : nd
civic lists, the bill might have a far-reach-
ing effect. -

Mr, Bmmerson said the bill was oue

chief atfiendments to the bill were those
which would not permit a non-resident
to vote in any parish election without
having his taxes paid, and that no non-
resident be allowed to vote in such parish
election unless he owned and was asses-
sed on one hundred dollars worth of real
estate. ' The bill in no way affected nor
was it intended to affect the Dominion
franchise.

They had concluded that the tenders
were too high, and Millidge Crossman
was put in charge of the work, and he
had constructed a permanent structure of
stone, earth and gravel, with iron pipe
railing at a total cost of $936.65. As to
the breakwater at Stoney Creek, Albert,
that was a Dominion -Government af-
fair.

why should .she lose that right when
married? ' Mr. Emmerson said his only
doubt was as to the expediency of a hill.
So many persons now enjoying the fran-
chiso regard it as a matter of barter, that
he snmetimes doubted if it was wise to
enlarge the franchise. He expressed the
belief that when women sare given the
right to vote the sentiment of the coun-
try regarding the salaries paid to women
laborers, particularly teachers, would
change so that they would get equal pay
for equal work.

Mr. Porter seconded the resolution,
in what Mr: Hazen termed an eloquent
and classical address.  The other speech
in favor of the bill was by Mr. Robertson
and was one of the best of the debate.
Mr. Robertson spoke with force and vig-
or, answering the arguments of Dr. Pugs-
ley in opposition, that the Legislature
had no mandate tu deal with the subject
that women when they are given the
franchise should take up all the’ burdens
of citizenship.

ARMY BILL PASSED.

Dear Unien Signal:—Sections 17 and
18 of the Army Bill as passed by the Sen-
ate February 27, 1899, and concurred by
the House, read as follows:

Sec. 17. That no ofticer or private
soldier shall be detailed to gell intoxicat-
ing’dtinks; as ' a bartebfler or ‘otherwise,
in any post exchange or canteen, nor shall
any other person be required or allowed
to nell'sucl? liquors. in' any: eneampment
ot fort or vn any premises used for mili
tary g:urpoaes by the United States; and
the/Secretary of War is - heréby ‘directed
to issue such geueral order as may be
necessary to carry the provisions of-this
section into full force and effect.

Sec. 18. That all laws or parts of laws
which conflict with the provisions of this
act are hereky repealed.

“This'is indeed a motable ' victory, for
which so many have labored long and ar-

duously.’ The Senate committee ‘were

largely in favor of a- continuance of the
canteen, Senator Hawley declaring that
‘‘beer wus & necessity for the troops, ‘and
the eummittee would'so report,” ete. I

| thewéfore ‘determined to make one more

varnest effort with the states from ' which
the members of this committee came,
special ittention being paid to Conmnecti-

cut, as Senator Hawley was chairman, 'so

last week I sent fifty letters to'prominent’

After
a careful consideration of the matter these
ofticers reported, a majority of them favor-
ing the absolute prohibition of beer and
liquor on board, and the department felt
that its duty to the boys and men in the
service required such an order” was print-
ed, withi the testimonies of one hundred
military officers condemning the army
canteen, and sent through the mail to
each senator, and by the courtesy of Hon.
A. M. Todd, of Michigan, who gave direc-
tions to the postmaster of the House,
they were placed in the box of each rep-
resentative without the expense of post-
age.

Blessings upon every man who has
placed-his signature to a petition, and up-
on the tireless women who have carried
and sent thousands of them for presenta-
tion! Numberless interviews with mem-
bers, accompanied by letters of introduc-
tion from parties in their own state, have
perhaps helped, as nearly all expressed
their willingness to do as their constitu-
ency desired.

The Roberts matter has received much
careful consideration, and before another
session a still more vigorous protest must
he made against the seating in our nation-
al legislature of this Jlawbreaking poly-
gamist. ;

| insuited a Christian people,’ by disregard-

ing the sanctity and claims of the holy
Sabbath,  making greater exertions on
that day in'its destructive work, and til-
ling our streets with - drunkards.: and
brawlers and imposing heavy burdens up-
on the chanties.and loyalty of the’ sober
und Christian public. It has raised large
sums of money to buy protection from
your reckoning aud  vengeance; to buy
shelter from the wrath and curse of mo-
thers whose sons have fallen by its keen
blade; from wives whose husbands come
to them no more in pence, love and fideli

ty; from children whose parents have
been sent to untimely “and dishonored
graves, and whose patrimony has been
stolen to gild and enrich' the palaces of
rumsellers, which are indeed vestibules
of hell. To buy decisions of law in its
favor, hoping to pander suceessfully to
the corruption of the courts by large fees
of gold. To buy long and learned legal
sophigtries on the constitutional rights of
men to demonize themselves and scatter
“firebrands, arrows and death” abroad
through all the land. To buy up ignor-
ant and unscrupulous legislators and se-
cure their election who will barter away
the dearest rights of the people fir the
gold of the rum seller, which has cost the
biood of innocent families. It has formn-
ed leagues, large and numerous sworn to
uphold the usurped aud unnatural right
to disregard eutreaty or threat and go on
in its thirst for blocd and ruin. These
leagues would rule in our courts as well
as in our prisons and alwshouses. They
would fill the judiciary as well as the
graveyard with their abettors and, victims
offering them spoils. They can stand
the melting pleas of blasted homes and
broken hearts, because they are but pleas
—they cannot coerce; they only beg.
They can quell these cries, . or so harden
their hearts as that they shall be as the
sighing of the winds through leafless trees
mournful but natural. But law they fear.
Law they would conciliate. They would
gain so much legal place and political
power that should they not be able to buy
with gold, they might awe into silence,
and thereby connivance by terrible
threats. Where justice cannot be bought
they hope to intimidate. When by these
plots and deep-laid schemes, these leagues
fail (as fail they must) it is their hope to
divide our ranks—the ranks of honest
men, wen of temperance and virtue—by
sowing discords and creating contentions
among us. This they will do by slander-
ing our motives; by attributing to us poli

tical aims in the interest of certain par-
cies or party. They know that politically
we sympathize with different parties as
regards civil and governmental questions.
But let nus teach them that while thus
differing as to civil and political affairs we
areone in the arena of domestic peace
and moral virtue. We are one inthe
triumphs of Temperance and against the
traftic of Rum. ~We can know no party
here. Here we are brothers with strong
arms to defend and resolute will to per-
sist in defending our homes and firesidea
against the efforts of its gigantic em-
bodiment of wrong. Let us withold our
suffrage without regard to party politics
from any man who solicits our confidence
and vote, if he is a friend or abettor of
the rum traffic.

Sheep in Orchards.
.

When nppfe trees thrive naturally the
apple crop is one «f the most profitable
that can be grown.  Many trees are set
where they can never amount to wmuch
because the Jand is not adapted to their
growth. A few can be grown most any-
where, by giving tho trees extra care,
but they are not profitable as a market
crop on thin, sandy loam, or on that
which is low, level and wet. A strong,
deep loam on a hillside is usually hetter,
and it is nothing against it if there are
too many rocks for easy cultivation, pro-
vided the land is otherwise favorable to
the crop. z

I would certainly cultivate the ground,
by hand or otherwise, directly around the

| trees while they are small, and before the

roots have filled the soil, but when once
well started T would not object to a grass
sod, provided the grass is kept close by a
flock of sheep well fed on grain every day
in addition to what they pick up in the
o-chard.

I would so overstock the orchard that
the sheep would eat every apple that fell

‘home of any - kind of insect We can
never have fair fruit in any of the older
states unles« the windfalls are destroyed
soon after falling. - Sheep will eat greener
apples than will swine, and there is less
danger of the trees_heing injured by the
former. Hogs ‘will sowetimes rvot the
ground over too deeply.

If only few sheep are kept, so that they
can find all the food they want in what
grows on the ground, there will be noth-
ing added to the soil: to replace what 'is
removed in fruit, wool, and matton, bat
if a liberal allowance of grain - be fed, the
manurial value will be left to enrich the
soil and keep it fertile enough to give
abundant crops of apples; and fair: anes,
too, if all the insects are destroyed be-
fore they have time to mature and :lay
egys for future broods. ! {

For House Plants.

““Tobacco water,” suys a woman whose
house plants are a joy to the - entire
neighborhood, *‘is a most excellent wash.
Take a handful of tobacco stems  and
steep them by. pouring boiling water
over them until the water looks like
strong tea. When the wateris coul, wipe
off the leaves and stems with a soft cloth.
This removes insects and keeps the plants
in good condition. The infusion weaken-
ed still further may be pouréd about ‘the
roots with good effect.”

Many people complain that they can-
not drink milk without its disagreeing
with them. The most common reason
why milk is not readily digested is that
it is taken too rapidly and it enters the
stomach and becomes one solid mass diffi-
cult to digestion. If it is sipped it is so
divided on reaching the stomach that
when cogulated, as it must be by the gas-
tric juice while digestion is going on, in-
stead of being n one hard mass it is more
in the form of a sponge, and in and out of
the entire bulk the gastric juice can per-
form its duties.

Lime Water as a Disinfectant.

The value of lime water as a puriﬁex‘,‘ a
disinfectant and a germicide is not gener-
ally known says R. Crowe, assistant dairy
expert in Victoria, Australia. Its adapt-
ability for use in dairying places is far
ahead of other things on that line. The
chief points of advantage are in cheapness
ease of application, efficiency and harm-
lessness; for it is not poisenous, as many
disinfectants are. No remedy is known

When empty 611,
up again with water and stir, then leave
to settle and so on. The quantity of lime
muy serve for many dillings of the vessel
with water.  As long as the carbonate of
lime appeurs on the surface afier settling
it Ay be considered of sufficient strength.
Every factory should have a tank .in-a
high position with taps laid on to places
re fnired. - Lime water should be used by
all wilk suppliers’ to " rinse: buckets ‘and |
milk cans after cleaning.

‘Olover Smothered By Manure.

It is very easy to destroy clover by
covering it  with coarse manure at any.
season of the year. The'large leaf of the
clover dies down very quickly if notal-
lowed access to light. But if manure has
been partially, cottod and is spread on
clover in fall or early winter, frost will so
pulverize'it that when rolled or harrowed,
as clover always should be in spring, the
lumps of manure will become scattered
and benefit instead of injuring the crop.

It is foolishness tc make the coats  of
young children of heavy material. Chil-
dren must be kept warm, but weight does
not always anean warmth, and a child
should pot feel its clothes a burden.
Mapy a little tet.conies in ‘from what
ought to havelfbcen a refreshing walk,
weary and well-nigh exbausted because of
the weight of the coat it has worn.

Well-Ripened Potatoes for Seed.

The fact that a potato is mealy when
cooked shows that it is well ripened.
Such a petato is much better for seed
than the poor, watery potatoes that have
not secured their proper amount of starch
through destruction of their leaves. We
are always suspicious of seed of a pota- |
to that in winter or spring appears watery
and deficient in solid matter when cut in-
to. It may have come from a - hill that
had not time before it was dug to ripen
the crop of tubers beneath. But in nine
cases out of ten it was eaten by potato
bugs or its leaves blighted before the po-
tatoes reached maturity. Such potatoes
cannot make good seed.
