A BENEVIOENT INVENTION.
Tur Westinghouse air brake is an in-
vention which now occupies the attention
of railway men. It has been introduced
with the latest perfections on the Buffalo,
New York and Philadelphi#* and Lake
Shore and Michigan Southern railways,
and has done all that was claimed for it.

The tests and results are as follows :—
First—Stop made by engineer in answer
to signal given by conductor with bell-rope ;
distance taken from a flag thrown from en-
ine when the brake is applied. Resnlt—
‘rain , without the slightest jar to
the passengers, in sixteen seconds of time
from the moment the brake was applied ;
dist run after application of brake, 503

feet ; velocity of train, 32 miles per hour.
Second—Stop made by applying the brake
from interior of one of the cars; distance
measured from flag thrown from car at the
time brake was applied. Result—Time,
fifteen seconds ; distance, 514 feet ; velocity

mortem examination. ‘Dr. Herriman gave
the following evidence, which was
corroborated by Dr. Kempt — Found
the deceased to have been a healthy,
well nourished hody. There was one
bullet hole, four inches below the clavi-
cle two inches to the right of the median
line, one-fourth of an inch in dismeter, and
another bullet hole about one inch from the
nipple and to its left through the mammary
gland. - The examination was commenced
by making a straight incision in the median
line over the sternum. The sternum was
removed and the contents of the thorax
were exposed to view. The first mentioned
wound lay between the-third and fourth
rib ; the second wound was opposite the
fourth rib which was broken. A lsrge quan-
tity of blood was in the pericardium. The
first ball passed throngh the lower part of
the upper lobe of the left lung, through the
pericardium, afterwards through the aorta.
After grazing the superior border of the
part the bullet was found lying in the cavity
of the thorax on the right side.  The other
bullet was found in the terior border of
the third rib very much indented. The
wound through the aorta probably caunsed
instant death. g
The Coroner issued summonses for parties
to prove that the prisoner several times
threatened to take the life of the deceased,
but after waiting some time the jury thought
there was evidgmce enough furnished to
commit the prisoner.
Before the prisoner was removed he asked
leave to say a few words. He said that he
called at the house for a drink of water,
when the deceased snatched the pistol from
his pocket and fired at him and then shot
herself twice, a statement which did not
seem to have much weight with the jury.
The jury returned a verdict to the effect
that Sarah Alice Hopwood came to her death
by istol shot wounds inflicted by David
Nesbitt.
