Execution of
Canadians In War

Sir Arthur Currie Makes in­
teresting Statement

Sh wn a despatch from London in 
which Sir Laming Worthhigton- 
Evans was credited with stating in' 
the Commons, reply to a question 
that 25 members of the Canadian 
Expedite-nary forces were executeu 
dui ing the war for military offences 
live New Zealanders, and no Austra­
lians, Sir Arthur Currie made a state 
ment saying: “It is most unfortunate 
that any such figures as th ;se given 
ia thv cable should ha* :«'fn ask 
for. and it is hard to sre what <on- 
c ivable go; d . any one can derive 
from the information conveyed. The 
answer given by the Secretary of 
War makes a n.qet unfair comparison 
between Canadians ahd Australiahs."

'|’he governments of the t^ominiohs 
never gave up their authority over 
their own troops, but so far as dis­
cipline was concerned, this authority 
was delegated more or less complete­
ly to the Commander-In-Chief of the 
British Armies in France. Australia 
delegated authority on this point less 
completely than did Canada. For one 
thing, no court martial on Austra 
lian soldier could take place without 
one or more Australian officers being 
on the court. In the same way, 1* Is 
generally known that no death seh- 
tonces on Australian soldiers were 

ever to be approved.

“I do not wish to make any re­
flections on the cpndnct of the Aus­
tralians, but the fact that none were 
executed while twenty-five Cahad- 
tqim were, proved nothing whatever 

if the facts of the case as reported 
by the Canadtah Press are correct,
I consider the British government 
has committed ahother stupid bluh- 
der and struck a dangerous blow at

BRITISH CRIME 
EXPERTS ENGAGED

London, April 2—Scotland Yard 
today added mystery to a strange 
death story that is engaging British 
crime experts. Detectives, rummag­
ing in a gloomy old Bloomsbury 
mansion, built over a graveyard in 
which were found recently the 
bodies of Granville Cooks, aged 50 
a poe‘, and inventor, and Se’wyh 
Foster, aged 21, a son of a wealthy 
family, found a number cf human 
bones.

The mansion, which Cooke used 
ostensibly in connection with en 
ginecring experiment, was formerly 
a school. of anatomy operated by I 
Cooke’s father, a noted surgeon. The 
police say that the bones found to­

INCOME TAX RETURNS AND 
PAYMENTS JO BE MADE TO

Speaking at Toronto, Hon. Charles 
McCrea, Minister of Mines for On­
tario, said that the estimated output 
of the mines of the province this 
year will be around $75,000,000. In 

‘regard to gold he stated that by 1928 
Ontario was expected to top the total 
production of the United States.

A new Silver Trophy donated by 
the English Football Association to 
the Dominion of Canada Football 
Association for annual competition 
among Canadian clubs has arrived in 
Canada and will be on exhibition at 
Canadian Pacific stations at Mont­
real, Toronto, Winnipeg and right 
across the West.

An expedition which will try to 
climb Mount Logan (19,259 feet) in 
the Yukon, the loftiest peak in 
Canada, is to leave Vancouver in 
April. It will be headed by A. H. 
McCarthy and Col. W. E. Foster, of* 
Vancouver, and six other gentle­
men, including a representative of 
the English Alpine Club, will com­
plete the party.

Agricultural products in the 
Province of Manitoba during the 
year 1924 reached a total estimated 
value of $164,312.857, according to 
figures issued by the Provincial 
Department *of Agriculture. This 
amount is nearly double that of the 
previous year and is accounted for 
largely by the big upturn in the 
price of wheat.

Many Distant 
Stars Hotter 

Than The Sun

A Star Having Nearly Thro 
Times the Heat of the Sun 
Litely Observed.
Estimating the diameters 

of ten of the brighter stars by 
separating their heat into a 
long spectrum and measuring 
the heat of the different colors 
and then calculating the prob­
able temperatures of each of 
these heavenly bodies, was a 
work of Dr. C, G. Abbot, 
director of the Astrophyscal 
Observatory of the Smithson- 
ianlnstitution, during a re­
cent series of field experiments 
whose results have just been 
made public.

A star, having nearly three 
times the heat of the sun, was 
among those observed by Dr. 
Abbot. This was Beta Kigel, 
having an estimated absolute 
temperatureo It,000 egrets 
centigrade, compared with 
the sun’s 6,000 degrees centi­
grade. Other stars observed 
with a greater temperature 
th m the sun were : Vega, 
absolute temperature, 14,000 
degrees centigrade ; Sirius, the 
brightest star in the heavens 
11,000; Procyon, 8,000. The 
other stars were Capellf 
5,850; Aldebaran, 3,000; Beta 
Pegasi, 2,850; Betelgeuse 
2,G00, and Alpha Herculis. 
2,5C0. The last two have an 
estimated diameter 500 times 
greater than that of the sun.

Dr. Abbot used in this work 
a radio-meter, constructed 
under the direction of Dr. E. 
Nichols, pioneer in measuring 
the heat of the stars. Utiliz­
ing the giant telescope at the 
Mount Wilson Observatory in 
California, with its. 100-inch 
reflecting lens, Dr. Abbot was 
enabled to obtain fairly ac 
curate measurements of the 
different colors, even far into 
infrared. Curves were drawn, 
indicating the spectral distri­
bution in the radiation ofblue> 
white, yelloar and red stars, 
and estimates of their prob­
able temperatures were made-

Vast Strides
For Medical 

Science Now
Hope to Exterminate Tuber­

culosis ,in 25 Years From 
British Dominions.

Twenty five years hence 
tuberculosis will be exterm­
inated in the British domin­
ions, or be as uncommon as 
leprosy is today, Dr. C. W. 
Saleeby, spokesman for the 
London Medical Institute, 
has declared. He predicts 
that the greatest advance in 
medical science will be the 
successsul combating of tub­
erculosis and cancer, and the 
reduction of infant mortality 
to almost nothing.

The last twenty-five years
Dr. Saleeby says, has seen 
medical science developemore 
than in centuries before, but 
be points out that this has 
been brought about by very 
limited numbers of medical 
men and scientists: drawn 
largelyfrom Germany, Austria 
and the United States. He 
believes that to-day all the 
medical men of the world are 
vitally interested in perfect­
ing the science of national 
health and that the result of 
this internat onal ambitkn 
will be a perfect system of 
combating cisease.

The latest methods used o 
prevent tuberculosis have al­
ready provided for a gradual 
decline in the number ef tub­
erculosis victims for the fu­
ture and, once health officers 
have been able to stop the 
spread of the disease, Dr. 
Saleeby believes it will rapid­
ly disappear.

The attack on cancer pre­
sents greater difficulties, and 
only the most elementary 
steps have been made so far 
toward combating it, but Dr. 
Saleeby predicts that another 
ten years will find science in a 
a position to begin an inter­
national movement to eradi­
cate cancer.

Dr. Saleeby, who has been 
the leading exponent of the 
campaign to lower infant 
mortality in England, has fig­
ures to show that the ratio in 
England and Wales has de­
creased from one in seven in 
tVOO to one in 14 in 1923. He 
asserts that the ratio will be 
about one in 22 when the. 
present methods of handling 
natal cases are in common

In the Provincial Legislature | 
yesUrcLy afternoon, Fruitier: 
Vemot presented a peti.ion' 
in favor cf a bill to incorpor- ' 
ate the Nepisiguit Railway 
Company, which will give the 
incorporators charter rights 
to bui.d a railv, ay from near 
Bathurst across the province 
o Plaster Rock, to open up 
he most extensive hardwood 
imits in New Brunswick.

The new organization will 
be allied with the Bathurts 
Company, Limited. Proposal 
are to replace the rails on the 
Northern New Brunswick 
Seaboard Railway, the line 
leading from a connecticn 
with the Canadian National 
Railways near Bathurst to 
the Gloucester iron mines, 
and the petition sets forth the 
route to be followed by the 
railway as from near Austin 
Brook along the Nepisiguit 
River to 40 mile brook and 
thence west to a point on the 
Tobique river near Plaster 
Rock. The petition pointed 
out that thé object of this 
railway is to “open up the 
vast hardwood area” and 
authority is asked to operate 
the railway by either steam 
or electricity.

The Nepisiguit Railway 
Company will have its head­
quarters in Fredericton and 
will hold its annual meetings 
here each April 15 it will have 
an authorized capitalization 
of $1,000,000, and will have 
authority to issue 6 per cent 
bonds up to an amount eq­
ual to $25,000 per mile Peter 
J. Hughes, K. C., of this city 
is solictor for the new com­
pany and he and two of his 
office clerks are the nominal 
incorporators.

Amendments to the Game 
Act are contemplated and a 
bill including them will be 
presented to the House of As­
sembly asa Government mea­
sure in the near future.

One of the provisions will 
be prohibition of the trapping 
or hunting of bears in the for­
ests between May l and Sept. 
I. The provision is intended 
to protect the forests against 
fires and also to prevent illicit 
trapping of beaver by persons 
entering the forests ostensibly 
for trapping bears. Violation 
of the Game Act in that part­
icular has occurred in the past 
and fires also have been caused} 
by bear-trapjiers.

There is to be a section giv- 
ng permission to kill bear if 
hey are molesting domestic 
animals and also permission 
to hunt them in open country 

The provision allowing a 
ten-day hunting season for 
deer on Grand Manan and 
Campobello Islands is to be 
extended to include Deer Is­
land. For a licence fee of one 
dollar permission « given to 
kill one deer.

In order to make it more 
difficult to evade the law in 
the matter of killing cow- 
mooae or calf-mooee, a provis­
ion is to be contained in the 
bill under which the head of a 
moose must be brought out of 
the woods and shown to n
