HORSES AND HORSEMEN.
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

The first New Brunswick-bred horse to 
enter the 2:30 list was the gray gelding 
Crown Prince, which got a record of 2:25 
in 1873. _______________

Two of the oldest stallions to enter the 
2:30 list in 1889 were Wilmar (brother to 
Governor Sprague, 2:201). foaled 1870, and 
Woodford Pilot, foaled 1873.

The brood mare Lou, whose feme rests 
upon the 2:12 record of her great son Axtell, 
on February 14 foaled a filly by William 
L., at Mrs. Barnhart’s stable, Independence, 
Iowa. The little one is a full sister to 
Axtell, a bay without markings, and is 
said to resemble its brother.

The best drivers are the most careful* 
and the best horsemen are those who are 
always on their guard. Many accidents 
occur from the capers of gentle family 
horses that have never been known to 
become frightened or to do anything colt­
ish, and for this reason have been care­
lessly driven. People are always on guard 
when about horses known to be vicious, 
and the most dangerous kicks are from 
usually quiet horses which were approach­
ed without caution, and in a playful 
moment, or when surprised, let fly without 
vicious intent. The lesson that til good 
horsemen have learned from this is to be 
always on guard when among horses, and 
to never, under any circumstances, drive 
any horse carelessly, or neglect proper 
precautions for safety. The steadiest 
horses are sometimes coltish, and an 
accident and runaway may result from 
momentary neglect.

Persons there are who sit down and 
wonder why their colts don’t sell for as 
much money as those of some of their 
neighbors. And some there are who do 
not sit down and wonder, but sit down 
and write us, asking why their’s do not
sell as well as------- . To such persons we
would say: There is a vast difference be­
tween the value of colts, as individuals, 
and a wider difference in those who own 
them, and their ability to sell. But that 
is not all. Colts are measured and sold 
upon the speed they can show under the 
watch. The man who trains his colts well, 
therefore, outsells the man who does not. 
Axtell might not have been “standard” 
to this day, had not his breeder trained 
him. Certainly he was sold for $102,000 
because he was the greatest performer that 
has yet appeared, and not because he was 
better bred than the colts some of you 
would be glad to sell for $2,000.

THE BAY HORSE.
Did any one ever see a man or a woman 

with “bay” hair? asks the Horse World. 
No more that he saw an auburn horse. 
The word bay does not of itself signify a 
color, and its use for the purpose of desig­
nating the color of a horse is purely tradi­
tional. It originated in England in a dis­
trict where the breed of horses was mostly 
several shades away from the brown, and 
yet too brown to be called red. There grew 
in this district a great many bay trees, to 
the leaves of which the horse exhibited a 
decided affinity. The bay tree had long 
been cherished among the natives for the 
medical qualities of its leaves and berries, 
and, in a way, was sacred to them, having 
had a place in many of their legends and 
superstitions. Every breeder of horses was 
sure to have a number of the trees, and 
relied upon them almost exclusively for 
the medicines whérewith to cure his 
horses. The leaves were used in fomenta­
tions and the berries in clusters. The 
horses coming from this district, reared 
among the bay trees, became known as 
bay horses, and the uniformity of their 
color led to the common use of the term.

A NEW BRUNSWICK LEGEND.
In an article in the New England Mag­

azine entitled “Some Legends of the Old 
St. Lawrence,” J. Macdonald Oxley writes 
as follows : Retracing our course somewhat, 
and doubling the Gaspe promontory, we 
find ourselves in the Bale des Chaleurs, 
whose entrance is guarded by the Island 
of Miscou. than which no other spot, not 
even Anticosti itself, has borne a richer 
harvest of legend. Tales of marvellous 
monsters, and traditions of war, famine 
and shipwreck, and harrowing human 
suffering, abound. Once it was a very 
prosperous fishing centre, but that day 
has long since passed, and now only a 
handful of French Canadians eke out a 
miserable existence, aided by the harvest 
of wild hay which grows upon vast mea­
dows daily overflowed by the tide. Ac­
cording to Gov. Deny, the island possessed 
in his time — that is two hundred or more 
years ago — a notable natural wonder, 
which is thus described : “A few hundred 
yards from the beach there spurts from 
the briny sea a gush of fresh water as big 
as your two fists, which retains its fresh­
ness

FOR A SPACE OF TWENTY YARDS, 

without in any wise blending with the 
surrounding salt liquid ; either at high or 
low tide. The fishermen come there in 
boats to fill their casks, and draw it up as 
if it were from the reservoir of a fountain.” 
And Mr. Lemoine, who is still with us, 
avers that the truthfulness of the old gov­
ernor’s narrative has been vouched for to 
him by seafaring folk1 frequenting those 
shores. But the most famous and fer- 
spread legends of Miscou are those con­
nected with the Gougou, concerning which 
mysterious monster we had better let its 
first chronicler, Champlain, speak for him­
self. I translate the following from his 
voyages. “There is,” he says, “a wonder­
ful thing here, well worthy of mention, 
which many of the natives have assured 
me is a fact, to wit, that near the Baie 
des Chaleurs lies an island, upon which 
dwells a monster with the form of a woman, 
but of dreadful appearance, and of such a 
stature that the top of their masts would 
reach only to hpffwaist. They

DESCRIBE HE^Ur BEING APPALLING.

She has devoured many of their number, 
and continues to do so, putting her victims 
when she has seized them in her huge 
pocket, which some, who have been so 
lucky as to escape from her dreadful 
clutches, describle as being big enough to 
hold one of their vessels. This monster is 
constantly making horrible noises, and 
bears the name of Gougou, and when the 
natives speak of her it is always with 
bated breath and trembling lips. Yes, 
the Sieur Prevert de Saint Malo, while on 
a search for mines, assures me that lie 
passed so close to the lair of this dreadful 
creature that he and all on board the 
vessel heard the strange hissing noises she 
made, and that the natives who were with 
him told him that was indeed the Gougou 
and were so terrified that they hid them­
selves wherever they could, dreading lest 
she had come to bear them off. I am of 
opinion,” continues Champlain, by way of 
judgment upon the evidence before him, 
“that the island is the residence of some 
demon which- takes delight in tormenting 
the people in that way.”

BRITISH CAPITAL
Under the heading “British Capital and 

American Industries,” Mr. Erastus Wiman 
writes an elaborate article in the North 
American Review, of which the following 
is a resume : “Every community is be­
coming saturated, as it were, with the re­
sults of the working of all the equipments 
for industrial effort, which have been pre­
pared during all the years since the incep­
tion of civilization, though that equipment 
has only been put in use in our day and 
generation. America has been employing 
and re-employing the capital acquired by 
occupying her ever-widening areas and de­
veloping her enormous resources, all the 
while that this intense activity in indus­
trial pursuits has been proceeding at so 
rapid a pace. The smaller and richer 
countries of Europe are equally over­
whelmed with production, and load off 
the excess on the rest of the world, for 
which they receive products, but chiefly 
money. This is especially the case with 
Great Britain, whose position is that of 
levying tribute on almost every otÊer na­
tion under the sun, by profit on goods ex­
ported, profits from trade by the use of 
English money within the foreign country, 
and by direct loans. The great national 
debts the world over are largely due in 
Epgland. As a near-by illustration it is 
estimated that Canada’s governmental, 
railroad, municipal, and mortgage indebt­
edness *t> Great Britain amounts to six 
hundred and fifty millions of dollars 
amounting to

AN ANNUAL TRIBUTE
to England by that colony of $25,000,000' 
almost double the export of its breadstuff's. 
In the public works of numerous countries 
England is a participant ; no matter how, 
where, or when profits are made, the Brit­
on somehow or other participates. This 
vast accumulation of annual income of 
Britain, far in excess of spending or ab­
sorbing possibilities within the island 
itself) renders existence possible for so vast 
an aggregation in so small a space. But 
besides this annual influx of profits, inter­
est and dividends, men who made their 
money in India, China, the Orient or South 
Africa return to England to live on their 
competency there. Since 1843, when the 
income tax first began, the increase in na­
tional income has been $3,775,000,000. Of 
this amount the income from the capitalist 
class has increased from $950,000,000 to 
$2,0004)00,000. Whilst the total subscrip­
tion» for new enterprises launched in Lon­
don in 1885 were £77,972,000, they reached 
the enormous sum of £175,859,865 in 1889, 
with a prospect of reaching, in 1890, the 
sum of $1,000,000,000 or $3,000,000 for every 
business day in the year. The releasing 
of money hitherto locked up in such con­
cerns will beget a speculative tendency, for, 
in order to make it provide an income it 
must be re-invested, in which risks are 
run and a collapse made possible, which, 
however, would not be a permanent bar­
rier to further investment. The result of 
all this is that England, taking in the 
greater part of the money results of the 
present unparalleled industrial activity of 
the world, must become the great investor 
of the world. But where to invest? France, 
Germany and Belgium do not need money; 
they have accumulated enough latterly ; 
Russia, Spain, Egypt, Turkey, Bulgara and 
Austria have already taxed their credit to 
the utmost. Canada, Australia, the Cape 
and South American Republics are already 
too deep in the books of England. The 
United States of America therefore is the 
one country towards which England is 
looking for the investment of her surplus 
income. In feet, England has invested in 
industrial enterprises there about 100 mil­
lions in two years. If British capital con­
tinues flowing into the United States as it 
has done the last two years, in twenty 
years America will pay the greater part of 
$300,000,000 annually to Great Britain. 
This irresistibly brings to recollection the 
feet that though the American people 
strenuously opposed, at the Boston tea 
party, the idea of paying tribute to Eng­
land, the whirligig , of time is bringing a 
condition of things by which the amount 
it increased ten thousand fold, but under 
circumstanees highly beneficial to both 
countries. The stream of labor from 
Europe for so many years must be follow­
ed by a stream of capital, not as loans but 
as business capital—a huge international 
co-partnership. America needs money to 
develop its south and west and if to the 
United States should be added, for com­
mercial purposes, that vast region of “The 
Greater Half of the Continent” included 
within the British possessions, no one can 
tell how advantageous may be this mone­
tary connection between the two countries. 
That the interests of mankind at large will 
be advanced by a close bond of union be­
tween the two great Anglo-Saxon nations, 
no one can doubt, and nothing will con­
tribute more certainly to this harmony 
than the mutuality of interests which is 
certain to be created by the investment of 
British capital in American industrial en­
terprises.

CANADA AND AMERICA.
At the dinner of the Board of Trade and 

Transportation last night at Delmonico’s, 
Sir Richard Cartwright talked of closer 
trade relations with Canada and said : 
“One thing is certain, to propose to the 
people of Canada to barter their allegiance 
for trade privileges is the very best way to 
enlist every sentiment of manliness and 
self-respect against such a proposal. The 
connection of Canada with Great Britain 
is purely voluntary. British statesmen are 
even ostentatious in offering to let her set­
tle her own destiny.” He was sure that if 
a union between the two countries was 
brought about it must be by other consid­
erations than the mere advantages of free 
trade, patent though it might be. Sir Rich­
ard went on to point out that Canada, 
needed direct representation at Washing­
ton and power to make her own treaties, 
and closed by observing that the well be­
ing and prosperity of the United States 
must be a thing the vast majority of Cana­
dians must desire, not only because the 
prosperity of the United States powerfully 
affected the prosperity of Canada, but be­
cause, as a matter of fact, there was scarce­
ly a Canadian family which had not to­
day son or brolher, or near kinsman re­
siding in United jStates.”
MONARCHIAL EUROPE ALARMED.

Monarchial Europe is in a state of alarm, 
comparable only to the period when the 
Commune dominated Paris. Then royal 
eyes were turned to Germany, upon whose 
armed ports lay the duty of preventing the 
red spectre stalking through Europe. To­
day it is Germany who inspires dread and 
frightened royalists for the moment see no 
reason why the aforesaid spectre shall not 
soon start from Berlin on a triumphal pro­
gress all over the continent. It is positively 
ludicrous to note the extent of the scare 
caused by the socialist victories at the Ger­
man polls. It could not be more general 
had the social Democrats returned to the 
Reichstag with an over whelming major­
ity. As it is they have gained ten seats 
from their enemies, and nave a prospect of 
winning about half a dozen more in Match-

FARMING MATTERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Distance Lends Enchantment.

Almost daily fresh reports come of hard 
times among the farmers of the western 
states. Persons who have gone through 
some of the districts that have been repre­
sented as veritable Lands of Promise, re­
port that it is all promise and no fulfilment. 
Not that the land is barren; but what with 
drouth, floods, tornadoes, blizzards, and 
what is worse than anything else, the rapa­
city of the railway corporations, who have 
the farmers of the prairie absolutely at 
their mercy, the life of those who are build­
ing up the fer west, this side of the Rocky 
Mountains, is fer from being the happy 
and prosperous one it has been represented 
to be. Of course this state of things will 
not continue for ever; for a solution will be 
found for the railway problem, and irriga­
tion and settlement will equalize the 
meteorological conditions; but at present a 
man who takes his family to the states be­
tween the Mississippi and the Mountains, 
unless he keeps within the older settled 
districts, where land is high and hard to 
get, will expose them to great privations 
and, from which he need not expect early 
relief. The conditions are better west of 
the mountains, but land is more difficult 
to get there. They are very much better 
in the Canadian Northwest; but they are 
no better anywhere than in New Brun­
swick.

The great disiderata in a country are good 
laws well administered, a good system of 
education, a fertile soil, a certainty of 
harvest. Given these things and you have 
the elements of comfort and happiness. 
All else depends upon the individual. If 
a New Brunswick fermer is not prosperous 
he need not blame the country. These 
elements of prosperity are here. Failure 
is to be accounted for either by unavoid­
able accident or something within the man 
himself. There is a good market here at 
a remunerative price for everything first 
class in character, raised upon a farm. It 
is no answer to say that Chicago beef is 
sold in our markets and hence beef can be 
raised in the west more cheaply than here; 
for it does not follow that the man who 
raise* the beef gets as much for it as the 
New Brunswick farmer can get for his prod­
uct, even at the low prices now ruling. 
The fault of most our farmers is that they 
do so very little that unless they have a 
large margin of profit theymake practically 
nothing. And yet if the question of profit 
were intelligibly discussed, it would not be 
difficult to show that it pays to do many 
things on the farm which are frequently 
represented as being profitless. Farmers 
usually calculate upon a wrong system. It 
would be a comparatively easy matter so 
to keep a system of accounts as to prove 
that nothing can be raised on a farm at a 
profit, and yet the country is getting richer 
all the time, farmers are laying up money 
or are improving their places, or are educat­
ing their families. Taking one thing with 
another the farmers of New Brunswick are 
as prosperous as their brothers anywhere.

HINTS FOR THE GARDEN.

When it is desirable to bring forward 
early cabbages, cauliflower, egg plant, to­
matoes, pepper, etc., on a small scale, with­
out the aid of hot beds, it can be managed 
successfully by sowing the seed about the 
first week in March in shallow boxes, half 
filled with fine earth, and placed In sunny 
exposure on the ground outside and the 
boxes covered with panes of glass. The 
rays of the sun concentrating on the glass 
will raise the temperature of the seed to 
summer heat and they will sprout readily. 
Attention in this case is required to cover­
ing the glass with some material on cold 
nights, and in treating the plants to air 
and otherwise in all respects as if grown 
in regular hot beds. With all our conven­
ience of hot beds we resort to methods 
similar to this in forwarding plants, and 
always find our most thrifty stock produced 
this way.

Egg plant is one of the most delicioue 
products of the garden. When sliced,fried 
and spiced to a proper flavour it suits the 
tastes of all. This wholesome vegetable 
has gained general favour in the East where 
it is coveted among the indispensable 
articles of diet on the tables of the entire 
people, and they are met with in every 
garden.

The egg plant, though adapting itself to 
most all garden soils, yet attains the high­
est standard of perfection on soils naturally 
rich or otherwise made so by manure or 
fertilizers. Being of tropical origin the 
egg plant will make slow progress in low 
temperature. Seeds of this species sown 
under glass any time in March and trans­
planted to the open ground the latter part 
of May, will commence fruiting early in 
July and continue fruiting until cut down 
by frost. Some care needs to be exercised 
in keeping the young plants from chilling 
during April and the forepart of May, 
though when established in the open 
ground they require no more care than 
ordinary cabbage.

In planting the garden it will be of ad­
vantage in economizing space and labour 
in future, to classify the vegetables accord­
ing to length of time they occupy the 
ground. Tomatoes, parsnips, egg plants, 
carrots, beets, etc., that occupy the ground 
all summer, had better be planted side by 
side, and such as onions, early cabbage, 
peas, beans, etc., that mature by mid­
summer, be arranged in a plat by them­
selves. Thus the early maturing vegeta­
bles will leave intact an open space, or 
clearing for a second crop of late cabbage, 
sugar com, celery and turnips. A second 
crop of vegetables hardly ever exhausts 
the soil any more than the autumn crop 
of weeds and grasses.

HINTS TO DAIRYMEN.

The cheese taste in butter is due to the 
imperfect cleansing of the buttermilk. 
This cannot be done completely by the 
common method of churning, in which 
the butter is gathering in lumps, and is 
largely mingled with buttermilk. All the 
working and washing which can be done 
cannot get rid wholly of this sour milk 
when it is so intimately closed in the par­
ticles of butter. If the churning is stopped 
when the butter is in small grains, and 
before the butter is in a compact mass, 
and the buttermilk then drawn off from 
the chum, and water poured in and 
changed until it is no longer coloured by 
buttermilk, and the butter is then salted 
and mixed, so as to get rid of all excess of 
water above that which is needed to keep 
it moist enough to dissolve the salt, which 
is about ten to twelve per cent, of the 
weight of the butter, there will be-no 
cheesy taste. Mixing milk is injurious to 
the yield of butter. This is well known to 
milkmen and butter-makers. If milk 
which has been set for some time, and on 
which the cream has partly risen, is 
stirred, the cream never rises again frilly, 
Ofld there ig considerable loss of butter,

THINGS MAN CAN'T DO.

aboat a man’s attempt to po a woman’s 
work. And the fun of the thing is that a 
man never realizes that he cannot do it 
properly. There isn’t a man on the foot­
stool who does not privately entertain the 
opinion, that if he should only set himself 
about it, he could do anything better than 
anh woman.

THE ORIGIN OF THE T. D. PIPE.
Not many who see the common T. D. 

pipe are acquainted with the origination 
of those letters on the bowl, said a gentle­
man yesterday, and the story is a curious 
one.

In the early part of the present century 
there lived in the city of Salem, an eccen­
tric individual by the name of Timothy 
Dexter.

The house in which he lived, an old- 
fashioned square wooden structure of three 
stories high, still stands a little to the right 
of the railroad tunnel in Salem, and hid­
den from sight by an intervening block of 
buildings.

In Mr. Dexter’s time this house was sur­
rounded by a thick growth of shrubbery, 
in the midst of which in front of and 
around the house, were statues of famous 
heroes, and of the ancient gods, many of 
them carved from wooden posts, but these 
statues were only an instance of the pecul­
iar character of the inhabitant of the house. 
He was the man who shipped the cargo 
of warming pa4is to the West Indies, a 
scheme which everybody smiled at the 
thought of, but out of which he made a 
large sum of money.

He also wrote his own biography which 
of course was executed in his own peculiar 
style. The last page contained nothing 
but punctuation marks, and when asked 
the reason of this he exclaimed: “That’s 
for salt and pepper, there are so many dif­
ferent tastes about this punctuation busi­
ness that it is impossible to suit all so I 
throw these in to let all not satisfied with 
my work, punctuate to suit themselves.”

As old age came on his peculiarities be­
came more marked, and for what reason 
he wanted his initials to be stamped upon 
the bowl of each pipe, whether it was to 
serve as a reminder of himself to smokers, 
or only to relieve the extreme plainness of 
the white clay bowl, will, like many more 
of his peculiar notions, remain a mystery, 
—but certain it is that he made a trade 
with a large pipe manufacturer for a large 
sum to have his name stamped upon the 
bowl of every pipe made at that factory.

The pipe man lived up to his part of the 
contract, for he found the letters added to 
the fame of his ware and his trade pros­
pered, so that he too made a fortune. Imi­
tators soon took up the scheme, so that 
what at first was an eccentric whim, be­
came a paying trade-mark, and finally, 
a firmly established custom, which by the 
way, is the history of most of the customs 
of the present day.

Timothy Dexter and his queer habits 
are slowly slipping from the memory of 
man, but the T. D. pipe still lives in ever 
increasing popularity, and probably for 
centuries to come those letters on the bowl, 
will, like an Egyptian inscription, remind 
those acquainted with their origin of the 
life of a peculiar man.

TOPICS OF THE TIME.

The kind of hogs that require three or 
four years to mature, and in that time will 
attain enormous size and weight, are going 
out of fashion. We do not see so many 
extra heavy weights reported in the local 
papers as we used to, Instead, the laud­
able ambition of most farmers is to get 
pigs that at eight or nine months old will 
give a pound of pork for each day of the 
animal’s life. To do this requires good 
feeding not alternate starving and then 
surfeiting with-cqrn. It is the pork made 
by continuous growth at all times that is 
most palatable and'healthful, and is most 
in demand in the maf*et.

“The ascertainment of English” is the 
title of one of the most interesting of re­
cent review articles. This language of ours 
is the source of a great deal of trouble to 
sundry learned people, who lament its 
short-comings on the one hand and its 
superabundance of synonyms on the other, 
as though they were personal calamities. 
They want some institution set up, which 
shall have power to decide what is and 
what is not good English.

In France they have “The Academy,” 
and what “The Academy” says is good 
French is put beyond a question until a 
future Academy rules it out. Hence what 
was Parisian French fifty years ago or 
even less may be very much “off color” to­
day. The people who greive over the 
English language would like something of 
the kind set up in London.

The difficulty about such an arrange­
ment would be that while London may be 
the financial centre of the world it is not 
the literary or educational centre, and the 
great body of English speaking people, 
who do not live in England be it remem­
bered and to whom the opinions of a select 
band of literary people resident in that 
capital would be as nothing, would con­
tinue to go on using the words that suit 
them best, and making new ones without 
regard to the rules of philology.

But the language with all its faults is 
coming to the front with amazing strides, 
as this following extract will show :

“Pre-eminently the language of the future 
will be English. It is a stalwart language 
because it is the mother tongue of two 
stalwart and one long-lived nations. Its 
rudimentary idioms were in use at the 
founding of London, forty years subsequent 
to the crucifixion of Christ.

Its vitality is in direct ratio with the 
vitality of its parent nation. The restless 
enterprise of English exploration has car­
ried the language, with its flag, around the 
world. Nellie Bly, speaking her native 
tongue, can be understood in every port 
and every nation embraced in her flying 
circumvallation of the globe. The English 
language has broken down the barriers of 
old-time customs in diplomacy. To Ameri­
can influences is due discarding of French 
at the Samoan conference at Berlin and 
the adoption, for the first time, of Efiglish 
in international discussion

During the period of Rome’s full fruitage 
of supremacy, before political decay at­
tacked the Empire, Latin was the universal 
language of a limited world. The early 
English dramatists wrote in a language 
known to but 6,000,000, and Thomas Jeffer­
son’s inaugural address could have been 
read but by 16,000,000 people. At the 
latter period French was the language of 
from 35,000,000 to 50,000,000 people. Fifty 
years ago the German language was in as 
great favor numerically as the English.

Not so to-day. To German is accorded 
a speaking clientele of60,000,000; to French, 
45,000,000; to English, 100,000,000. Should 
ever again the stars have occasion to sing 
together, it can well be assumed it will be 
in the language of those earthly singers, 
Milton and Byron, Bryant and Whittier.”

At the same time it is true that the hab­
it of misusing words is becoming very com­
mon and it is objectionable, because when 
a word is frequently misused the sense in 
which it is employed becomes uncertain. 
Newspaper writers are to blame for much 
of this. They write in a hurry ; they can­
not always think of just the word they 
want, so they take one something like it, 
and having once misapplied it, do so a 
second time as a matter of course.

Another reason for the misuse of words 
is to be found in the prevailing disposition 
of people nowadays “if they can’t be funny 
to be as funny as they can.” Much of 
what passes for honnor, especially the 
kind that is turned out by professional 
humorists by the yard, consists simply in a 
more or less ludicrous misapplication of 
words.

Some expressions become a part of the 
language by mistake. It is perhaps too 
late to say that “I had rather not ” is not 
good English ; but it is as much the result 
of a mistake as the “nicite” Of the ignorant 
Quebec Frenchman. The latter word is 
supposed to mean “here” in the sense of 
“come here” and is got at by a very simple 
but senseless process. It is not good 
French, however, and never will be ; 
but some of our best writers say “I had 
rather.” Now “I would rather” is what is 
meant. This contracted into “I’d rather” 
became extended again into “I had rather” 
by people who wished to speak, as they 
thought, properly apd from conversation it 
has passed into literature and such masters 
as Gladstone, Thackerary and others of 
similar standing employ it.

ANOTHER BURSTS.DftM
The fine large storage dam built across 

Hassayampa River, Prescott, Ariz., by the 
Walnut Grove Water Storage Company 
two years ago, at a cost of $800,000, gave 
way Sunday morning under great pres­
sure of the heavy flood, and swept every­
thing before it. Forty persons are known 
to have lost their lives. As the town of 
Wickenburg, thirty miles below the dam, 
was on the same stream, great fears are en­
tertained for the safety of that town, but 
as there is no telegraphic communication 
no news is obtainable. The service dam of 
the company is located fifteen miles from 
the reservoirs. Not the slightest doubt 
had been entertained of the safety of the 
dam. Numerous houses had been erected 
by miners at various points along the 
course of the stream. These were uplifted 
by the surging waters as though they had 
been corks and floated down stream and 
dashed to pieces. The first intimation of 
the disaster was a sound like thunder and 
at the same instant a perpendicular wall 
of water fifty feet high came rushing down 
the narrow valley with incredible speed. 
Fortunately there were comparatively few 
people living near the bottom of the hill­
sides, and of these

A LARGE NVMBKRWERE WARNED
by the noise and escaped. The valley 
widens above Wickenburg and most of the 
town lies on the low lands, and it is almost 
certain that the vast body of water has 
carried away many houses in that place. 
It is believed here that fully as many peo­
ple were drowned there as immediately 
below. Heavy rains had fallen for several 
days, and Friday night it was apparent 
that the water in the lake was approach­
ing the danger line. The rain continued 
through the night, and early Saturday 
morning the water rose to the top of the 
dam and cut a small passage near the cen­
tre whicli rapidly widen»! as the water 
poured over it until, in less than twenty 
minutes, the little stream had become a 
roaring cataract. The Storage Company is 
blamed for not providing a sufficient out­
let for the water in times of danger. This 
is the first of the great storage reservoirs 
projected in this territory, and this disas­
ter will discourage the construction of sim­
ilar dams.
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The Sun bewails the divisions which 
exist in opposition ranks. Are you just 
making the discovery, brother ?

The Manitoba government has declared 
its intention to put forth efforts to induce 
Canadians, who have settled in Wisconsin 
and Michigan, to return to the Dominion.

The Advocate is greatly annoyed over 
Mr. Tweedie’s election and uses the regu­
lation steorotyped phrases in characteriz­
ing the action of the electors. The great 
point for the Advocate to consider ought 
to be that 1847 electors of Northumber­
land say that Mr. Tweedie did right.

The Toronto Telegram (conservative) 
attributes the defeat of Mr. Colter (Liberal) 
in Haldimand to a break in the Liberal 
ranks caused by Mr. Colter’s vote on the 
Jesuit Estates Act. “On no other ground” 
says the Telegram, “can his defeat be 
accounted for.”

Senator McInnes, of British Columbia, 
wants Gaelic recognized as an official 
language in Canada, and has a bill in hand 
for that purpose. The report that Sachem 
Gabe is about to start for Ottawa to have 
the Milicete language included in the bill 
is at least premature. < -

After a sharp contest Chicago won the 
World’s Fair in the House of representa­
tives. It seems to be conceded that the 
Senate will follow the example of the 
House. New Yorkers are of course greatly 
disgusted, although the papers of that city 
endeavor to accept the defeat as gracefully 
as possible.

Now that Chicago is likely to have the 
World’s Fair of 1892, some of her business 
men are beginning to cry out that the time 
is to short to get ready. It must be con­
fessed that it will take western push of 
the most active type to prepare for such 
an event in two years. It took Paris five 
years to get ready for the late exposition. 
As soon as the holding of the Fair is a set­
tled thing Canada ought to begin to pre­
pare for it. The Dominion ought to make 
a grand exhibit.

There is lying on The Herald’s table 
a 56 column weekly paper published in 
Toronto. Of it 8 columns are devoted to 
advertisments, 4 to market reports, 5 to 
news and the rest to politics. Can it be 
that anybody reads 39 closely printed 
columns, filled principally with reports of 
speeches ? The New York plan is to treat 
political matters like other subjects of 
news—condense as much as possible and 
give only what is interesting. The Can­
adian plan seems to be the reverse.

What’s the matter with 1890? Is it to 
be a year of crime ? Since it opened the 
papers, which deal in such matters, have 
published a succession of horrors. Readers 
of a weekly paper only can have no idea 
of the dose of bloodshed and iniquity 
served up by the dailies in each issue. It 
would take a column of The Herald to 
give a synopis of the week’s wickedness, 
and then no details could be attempted. 
There never was anything like it ; at least 
there never wag so much published. Per­
haps there is after all no more crime.

The renewal of negotiations at Washing­
ton for a settlement of the fisheries question 
has brought to light some stories con­
nected with the treaty which the U. S. 
Senate refused to ratify some two years 
ago. It is alleged that Sir Charles Tupper 
declined to sign that treaty until after he 
had urged by cable by the Imperial gov­
ernment to do so. Mr. Chamberlain, who 
was the British commissioner, is reported 
to have said that England did not regard 
the Fisheries as at all a vital matter and 
certainly would never think of going to 
war about them.

Last year Lady Sandhurst, Miss Cobden 
and Miss Cons were elected members of 
the London County Council. The legality 
of their election was tested in an applica­
tion to prevent Lady Sandhurst sitting, 
the court deciding against her. The other 
ladies were not proceeded against and 
now a year having elapsed without their 
right to sit in the council being questioned, 
they claim that under the statute no one 
can now dispute it and consequently they 
have taken their seats. It is rather a 
funny situation ; and it may be that the 
ladies will find that they have not won 
after all. If their election was a nullity 
in the first place, lapse of time will not 
help them at all.

Walton, the Texas embezzler, arrested 
in St. John, attributes his downfall to 
"women and wine.” This is first-class 
rubbish. Women and wine don’t go 
hunting around after victims. Men go 
out after them, and have no more right to 
put the responsibility of their downfall, 
when they do fall, upon these influences 
than the man who gets in the way of a 
locomotive and is killed has aright to blame 
the locomotive. Evil associations ruin 
scores of men, but in ninety-nine cases 
out of a hundred the men who are ruined 
seek out the associations. They don’t in­
tend to be ruined of course ; but they 
want to be as bad as they can without 
losing respectability. Then they fall and 
it is the old excuse : “ The woman tempted 
me.”

The New York Sun has been discussing 
whether or not Dr. Talmage is a fraud. 
It concludes that he is a good living man 
and sufficiently othodox-; but it con­
demns him for his schemes to make 
money. His dictating of sermons before 
he left America for the Holy Land to be 
published from Sunday to Sunday as if 
cabled from the other side of the Atlantic 
is especially denounced ; but it does not 
appear that the Doctor was a party to this 
fraud. It is quite possible that he ar­
ranged to preach and did preach the ser­
mons at the places stated, and that the 
press association controlling the publishing 
of his sermons put up the fraud about 
their being cabled over. As to the Doctor 
receiving handsome pay for his work, it is 
not easy to see just where the harm is in 
that. Dr. Talmage may be far from being 
a model, but he has done a great deal of 
good in his day.

The agitation for the immediate con­
struction of the Hudson’s Bay railway is 
becoming very strong. The claim is made 
that the Straits at the entrance of the 
Bay are navigable for six months of the 
year, and of course the Bay itself is 
navigable for a much longer period. In­
deed it may be said to be navigable the 
whole year round ; but of course the util­
ity of the railway depends entirely upon 
the period of open water in the Straits. 
It is rightly argued that if a great trade 
can be developed at Montreal, which is 
cut off from the sea for at least five months, 
and at Archangel in Russia which is 
shut in by ice for seven months, no reas­
on exists why a thriving seaport might 
not be established on Hudson’s Bay. An 
examination of the map will show that 
for the whole Canadian and United States 
Northwest the shortest route to Europe is 
that via Hudson’s Bay, with the additional 
advantage of a reduction of the land car­
riage to aminimun.

PARTYISM RON MAD.

The Gleaner is just now presenting a 
spectacle of partyism run mad. The defeat 
of the opposition in Northumberland is a 
hard dose to swallow, and the hoped for 
disaffection in the government ranks has 
failed to materialize. Under the circum­
stances the only thing that remains to be 
done is to call hard names, and this line 
of tactics is being followed up with extreme 
violence. No adjective is too offensive to 
apply to Mr. Tweedie, no assertion too 
monstrous to make in regard to Mr. Blair. 
That sort of thing can have no effect upon 
the sober judgment of the people. Mr. 
Tweedie’s course has received the best 
possible endorsement from his constitu­
ents. His position is singularly strong. 
On nomination day, preceding the general 
election, he stated as distinctly as words 
could express it, that if an agreement 
could be arrived at in regard to the stump- 
age, he and his colleagues were prepared 
to give the government a fair support. Im­
mediately after the election some of his 
principal supporters opened negotiations 
with the government looking to this re­
sult, and these being successful Mr. Tweedie 
entered the adminstration. The result of 
the election when he went back to his 
constituency with his office, shows that 
the people of the county do not consider 
that he has failed in any respect in his 
duty towards them, and they may be 
taken to understand the matter, they may 
be considered as knowing in what 
direction their interests lie, quite as well 
as the Gleaner does, and most people will 
think very much better. What is the 
Gleaner that it should set itself upon in 
judgment upon such men as Mr. Snowball, 
Mr. Ritchie, Mr. Burchill, Mr. Miller 
and others who might be named ? What 
is the Gleaner that it should 
charge eighteen hundred voters of 
Northumberland with complicity in an 
act, which it blasphemously compares to 
the betrayal of our Saviour? Who does 
it represent? For whom does it speak? 
Who is there who will father its abuse and 
vilification? Even Mr. Gregory, in whose 
interest all its vituperation is vomited forth 
felt compelled on more than the occasion 
recently to repudiate it Nevertheless 
the public hold him responsible for it. 
It hangs like a mill-stone around his neck 
and is sinking him day by day deeper in 
the slough into which his own misguided 
malice pldnged him. His repudiation is 
well understood to have been for a pur­
pose only, and he is well known to be 
hand in glove with the nominal editor of 
that sheet which is flinging its abusive 
epithets right and left, branding business 
men of the highest integrity and public 
men of proved fidelity with charges of the 
grossest misconduct and the uttermost 
lack of anything like principle. We repeat 
that the public will not believe these things 
of the men against whom they are alleged ; 
especially when they know that the 
Gleaner was prepared to fawn upon and 
flatter the very people it nowassails. Sure­
ly Mr. Tweedie and the Northumberland 
gentlemen named above are as good judges 
of what political honor and integrity re­
quire as anybody connected with the 
Gleaner can be. Indeed one would scarcely 
care to take lessons in political uprightness 
from a man who boasts that while profess­
ing to act the part of a friend in years past 
he was all the while playing the role of a 
spy, noting down conversations, treasuring 
up scraps of paper, preparing himself to 
violate what he thought were confidences. 
Such is, as pictured by himself in the bold­
est type, in his office, the person who now 
poses as the apostle of political purity, and 
presumes to condemn with violent abuse 
men of the highest standing in the prov­
ince.
TRADE WITH THE WEST INDIES.

Mr. James A. Van wart, who returned 
from the West Indies on Monday last and 
went back again on Thursday, brings a very 
favorable report. He has been much im­
pressed by what he saw and heard while 
away and is satisfied that a large business 
can be built up between the Islands and 
Demerara on the one hand and Canada on 
the other. At present the greater part of 
the trade is in the hands of the United 
States merchants ; but Mr. Vanwart could 
find no reason for believing this to be due 
to any preference on the part of the peo­
ple for dealing with Americans, but simp­
ly to the fact that it has hitherto been ad­
vantageous to do so. Canada being very 
little known to the people of the Islands, 
it is not a matter of surprise that trade be­
tween them and the Dominion has devel­
oped so slowly. The island people are like 
those of other countries, they will buy 
where they can get the best goods on the 
most advantageous terms. Therefore it 
rests entirely with our own people wheth­
er or not they build up a large and profit­
able trade.

The/first thing to be done is to get the 
people to know each other, or at least to 
know about each other. Thén some strong 
Canadian Bank, having an agency in New 
York, ought to establish agencies in the 
principal islands. It is said that Great 
Britain has secured its commercial suprem 
acy because it has carried postal and bank­
ing facilities to the ends of the earth. 
Canada could have no better advertise­
ment than these bank agencies would af­
ford. At present when a Canadian export­
er receives a bill of exchange from an 
island merchant it is drawn on London.

At present it is only possible to speak in 
general terms of the demands of the West 
Indies market ; but it is the intention of 
the Secretary for Agriculture, as soon as 
the necessary information can be collected, 
to issue a circular showing what the 
islands import and from what countries. 
To this will be added, if they can be ob­
tained, directions as to the manner in 
which farm produce ought to be shipped, 
the size of packages and so on. Mr. Van­
wart will give his assistance in gathering 
this information. There is a large de­
mand for flour, potatoes, lumber of some 
descriptions, sheep and cattle.

The one point established by the Portia’s 
voyage is that a fine business can be built 
up if our people go at it in the right way.

THREATENED PEOPLE LIVE LONG.

TROUBLE AHEAD.

Mr Dalton McCarthy does not propose 
to accept the vote on the dual language 
question as an end of his crusade ; but will 
renew his attack at an early day. When 
he does so he will not confine himself to 
an attempt to carry a small outwork, so to 
speak, but will make an assault upon the 
very citadel itself. It is stated that he 
intends to move a memorial to the Imperial 
Parliament asking it so to amend the 
British North America Act that the local 
legislatures shall have absolute control of 
educational subjects, free from any con­
trol from the Federal authorities or par­
liament. This it is alleged he will move 
as an amendment to the motion to go into 
supply and will consequently force a direct 
issue upon the point as be chooses to raise 
it, as no amendment could in such a case 
be moved to avoid the main question. 
There is no doubt that a dissolution of 
parliament was among the possiblities of 
week before last, and the chances of it are 
not yet removed. A well drawn amendment 
on the lines referred to might lead to the 
defeat of the government and a very bad 
break in existing political parties. The 
political atmosphere is in a very ominous 
condition.

It is said that the Orange Incorporation 
Bill will be opposed in the senate and that 
the chances of its defeat are not improbable.

The opposition press indulges in a good 
many prophecies about what will happen 
when the house meets. Nothing short of 
the summary defeat of the government 
will satisfy its anticipations, and this defeat 
is to bring a lot of political oblivion and 
things upon the head of Mr. Blair and his 
colleagues. The crack of doom will be as 
nothing to what is to happen when Messrs. 
Steven?, Stockton & Co., get in their fine 
work. Our opposition friends will have 
ample opportunity to learn how much more 
enjoyment is to be got out of anticipation 
than out of the cold reality. There is no 
reason whatever to anticipate a defeat of 
the adminstration. One will not go very 
far astray if he gives other people credit 
for having as much sense as he has him­
self ; and let any reasonable man look over 
the political field and candidly give the 
reasons why he thinks any of the gentle­
men who were elected in support of the 
government should withdraw their sup­
port from it. If he does so, he will have 
to confess that he can discover no such 
reasons. There is not a member of the 
legislature who does not know that party 
government is essentially a government 
by compromises. The best statesmen of 
England have maintained this doctrine. 
Indeed if it were not correct we would 
simply be substituting one sort of absolute 
government for another. The Czar of 
Russia does not make compromises. He 
adopts a line of policy and carries it out 
regardless of what the people desire ; but 
the Premier of England endeavors to shape 
his policy so that it will be sanctioned 
by public opinion. The latter is the 
system which obtains in Canada. Public 
opinion, as expressed at the polls, must 
control the policy of the administration, 
and no government could be formed, much 
less live, unless its members were prepared 
to give and take so as to conform their 
policy to what the people have said they 
desire.

Of course an important principle may 
be at stake, which so far transcends every­
thing else that a government ought to 
take a position and stand or fell by it. 
There are few such principles involved in 
local politics, but there are some. The 
most of the questions to be dealt with are 
mere details of administration. Whether 
or not stumpage ought to be charged for 
lumber cut on crown lands is a principle ; 
whether the amount charged should be a 
few cents more or less per thousand is a 
matter of detail, and upon such details 
there must always be more or less com­
promise. The electors at large did not re­
gard the question as of sufficient import­
ance to elect representatives pledged to 
maintain existing rates, and the result 
of the elections left the North Shore 
members to some extent masters of the 
situation. No government could stand 
which did not grant at least some 
measure of relief. The opposition 
recognized this and promised to give 
what the lumbermen asked. They knew 
the question was not big enough to go to 
the people upon as a distinct issue. The 
government also recognized it and the 
matter resolved itself into this : Shall we 
make a vital issue of that which the people 
have treated as indifferent or shall we en­
deavor to arrive at an equitable com­
promise ? They would have been imbecile 
to have taken the former course. Their 
friends in and out of the House would 
have condemned them and rightly too. 
Their bounden duty as an administration 
supported by a majority of the members 
elect was to take the latter course, and it 
remains for their friends to say whether 
or not the compromise has been equitable. 
We have no fear as to what their friends 
will say and the furious threats which 
the opposition papers are making show 
that they too see the hollowness of the 
pretence that there has been any sacrifice 
of principle and realize that the govern­
ment will continue to command the sup­
port of a large majority of the people’s 
representatives.

The Gazette referring again to Judge 
Steadman says if he acted in ignorance of 
the law he is unfit to be on the bench. 
What is the sense of talking that way? The 
Gazette knows that what is and what is 
not the law is often an open question. A 
story is told of an English Judge who, 
when asked why the bench were always 
right and the bar so often wrong, answered: 
“There’s no right or wrong about the 
matter ; we guess last, and our guess settles 
it.” This is an extreme way of stating the 
case ; but when a new question arises no 
lawyer, or single judge can pretend fb 
say how five or six judges will decide. 
And if we had on the bench only judges 
whose decisions have never been pro­
nounced erroneous by other judges, no 
wiser than they, the courts would speedily 
become empty.

The Gleaner says that a reduction of 
the stumpage will lessen the value of 
private timber lands. This is not the case. 
We venture to say that not one owner of 
timber land in the New Brunswick holds 
that view or would take less for his land 
now than he would have taken before a 
reduction seemed probable. The circum­
stances surrounding the lumber trade 
must be taken into account and the princi­
pal of these is that while all the private 
timber lands, or practically all, are in the 
western part of the province, practically 
all the public domain is in the eastern 
part, so that the two are not in competition.

But even if it were true, it does not lie 
in the mouth of the opposition press to 
make the point ; for the opposition were 
prepared to concede more than the govern­
ment have been asked to grant. When 
the Sun held out the promise on behalf 
of the opposition we heard no protest from 
the Gleaner. Private owners and their 
problematic losses did not worry then. 
The opposition have ndt denied, and they 
cannot truthfully deny that they were 
prepared to grant great concessions to the 
North Shore lumbermen, or that they 
would be prepared now to go a long dis­
tance in that direction if by so doing this 
could secure a majority in the assembly.

LONDON GOSSIP.

The revival of the monastic idea in­
side the Anglican Church has juss re­
ceived a great impetus in the adoption ot 
Archdeacon Farrar’s resolution by the 
lower house of the Convocation of Canter­
bury, which is the ecclesiastical parlia­
ment of the kingdom. This resolution 
sanctions the formation of brotherhoods 
the members of which are allowed to bind 
themselves by dispensable vows of celi­
bacy, poverty, and obedience. They can­
not, however, exist in any diocese save 
upon the invitation of a Bishop and the 
parochial clergy.

The title of Earl of Sydney becomes ex­
tinct by the death of one of the most in­
teresting old noblemen of England. He 
was eighty-five, and began his career of 
service in the royal household during the 
reign of George 111, being throughout her 
whole reign the Queen’s trusted financial 
adviser. In person he was the last surviv­
ing type of the elegant old gentleman in a 
blue frock coat, brass buttons, and reserv­
edly pompous demeanor, and was the mod­
el from which Dickens drew the physical 
attributes of Sir Leicester Dedlock. This 
and his lifelong intimate association with 
the inner court make it seem rather queer 
that he should to the last have been a 
Home Ruler.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events In Brief-The Cream 

of our Exchangee.

The next Dominion census will be taken 
on April 4th, 1891.

A resolution in favor of Canadian inde­
pendence was passed by the Club Nationale 
of Montreal.

Gold returns for January show that the 
mines of Nova Scotia yielded 2,038 ounces, 
valued at about $37,000.

The Manitoba millers delegation have 
returned home from Ottawa, and feel satis­
fied that their demands will be granted:

Two residents of Brockville have gone 
to England to place a scheme for bridging 
the St. Lawrence before the capitalists of 
that country.

Samuel Scarlett, a prominent Orangeman 
and well-to-do farmer of the township of 
McKillop, was trampled to death by a steer 
in his own yard.

A scheme is under way to purchase two 
valuable properties on Pleasant street Hali­
fax and erect a magnificent hotel. A com­
pany of Halifax and American capitalists 
is being organized with a capital of about 
$400,000.

Frank Adams, formerly ticket agent at 
Toronto, was arrested this afternoon on a 
charge of selling Louisiana lottery tickets. 
The authorities also intend to prosecute 
the News, World and Mail newspapers for 
printing advertisements of the ■•same lot­
tery.

It is reported that a Rouge member will 
at an early date present a resolution to the 
.House of Commons declaring against Im­
perial Federation. It is said that the 
resolution will be similar in its terms to 
the one of which L. O. David has given 
notice in the Quebec Legislature.

From October, 1888, to November, 1889, 
inclusive, 1,477 weather probabilities per­
taining to the lower lake region were issued 
from Toronto Observatory. Of these 1,149 
were fully verified, 204 partly and 124 not 
verified, all of which speaks well for “Old 
Probs” ability to size up the weather.

Wm. Botsford and O. A. Sharp, formerly 
in the employ of the defunct Maritime 
bank have gone to London to appear in 
the Insolvency Court as witnesses for the 
Bank of British North America, which is 
resisting the application of the firm of 
Stewart Brothers for release from their 
creditors.

On the 28 inst. about 11 a. m. at St. Alban 
Quebec., a man named Rodolphe Dubois 
murdered Mrs. Olymphe Thibault, aged 
67, his mother-in-law; Mrs. Mary Zephyr 
Dubois, aged 34, his wife: Joseph Rodol­
phe Dubois, aged 4 years, and George 
Dubois, aged 4 months, his two children, 
with an axe,’in the most atrocious manner.

A return has been brought down of ex­
penses incurred for making up the electoral 
lists of the Dominion. The expenditure 
on the revision of 1886 was $413,455; ex­
penditure for work in anticipation of a 
revision in 1887, $2,009; expenditure on 
account of revision of 1889, $150,134; ex­
penditure on furniture, printing bureau, 
etc., $1,224. Total, $566,821. - x

An important petition has been present­
ed to Sir John Macdonald, Minister of 
Railways and Canals, by the Manitoba 
members—Messrs. Scarth; Daly, LaRiviere 
and Ross. It is signed by 130 members of 
the House of Commons, and strongly urges 
upon the Government the importance of 
guaranteeing the interest of the land grant 
bonds of the Hudson’s Bay railway as the 
Government may see fit.

A frightful fatality occurred at the G. T. 
R. station at Coburg last week. About 
nine o’clock a west-bound freight train ran 
into a man who was sitting on the main 
track, about 200 yards east of the Division 
street crossing. The unfortunate man was 
instantly decapitated by the wheels of the 
locomotive, and "his body was dragged 
beneath the cowcatcher and fire box for a 
distance of 500 yards before the train could 
be brought to a standstill.

Mr. Skinner has given notice of a re­
solution declaring that the time has arriv­
ed when the dominion government should 
enter into negotiations with the govern­
ments of other British possessions in 
America, including the West Indies, with 
a view of establishing reciprocity of trade 
in natural products and manufactured 
lumber between Canada and these places, 
and that if the other colonies are agreeable, 
that the dominion government, establish 
reciprocity to the extent to which they 
can agrpe.

On January 20 a party of seventeen pur­
chased tickets at Halifax by the steamship 
“Caspian” for St. John’s, Nfld. The cap­
tain found St. John’s blockaded with ice 
and would not incur the risk of entering. 
The passengers were taken to Liverpool, 
kept there at the Allans’ expense and re­
turned on the “Caspian” yesterday. They 
claim that they could have been landed at 
another port in Newfoundland, and were 
greatly inconvenienced by being taken 
across the Atlantic. They applied to the 
stipendiary magistrate at Halifax yester­
day for advice. The Allans promise to 
immediately forward them to St. John’s.

A policeman’s lot cannot be such a hard 
one after all. William Carson, for twenty- 
five years a member of the Montreal force, 
died lately and showed how he improved 
his opportunities. Mr. Carson, who was an 
Irish Protestant bom in Cavan, had a 
unique career. By extreme frugality, fore­
sight and enterprise he amassed consider­
able real estate, said to aggregate $150,000. 
When a constable he pooled his savings 
with those of anpther constable and bought 
a dilipitated^building in Griffintown which 
they improved, and on this venture prov­
ing successful Mr. Carson bought out fils 
partner’s interest and his future specula­
tions in real estate were equally fortunate. 
He leave a wife and large family.

Papers in reference to the Alaska bound­
ary has been presented to Parliament. The 
Government of British Columbia, in a des­
patch dated March 16,1887, represent to 
the Dominion Govemmeut the urgent im­
portance of an early settlement of the 
boundary between Canada and Alaska, 
and asked that British Columbia may be 
represented upon any commission which 
may be appointed for that purpose. The 
Government of British Columbia urges 
that the line which Great Britain is entitl­
ed to claim under the treaty of 1825 as­
cends the western leg of Behin’s canal in­
stead of Portland channel, as contended by 
the United States authorities, thereby 
securing to the Crown a very large area of 
territory, together with valuable water­
ways now claimed by the United States.

There was a conference between the Uni­
versity authorities and the special com­
mittee of the Toronto City Council yester­
day, for the purpose of discussing a pro­
posed grant by the city to aid in the re­
storation of the university. When the 
University representatives retired, the Al­
dermen decided to make them two offers 
of the assistance. (1) A grant of $100,000 
conditionally on the University allowing 
the city to have thirteen acres of its prop­
erty for a park for 42 years, and (2) $50,000 
unconditionally, A large meeting of Un­
iversity graduates was held yesterday to 
show their interest in the work of restor­
ing as speedily as possible the University 
library. A number of gentlemen put their 
names down for subscriptions to the library 
fund and over $7,000 was raised before the 
meeting was ended,

FOREIGN NEWS.

The boy King of Spain is again indis­
posed.

Sophs, of Cornell University have kid­
napped the president of the freshmen class.

Buffalo Bill’s show at Naples was crowd 
ed by people who had bought forged 
tickets.

Father Kensella has been sentenced to 
two months’ hard labor for connection 
with evictions at Clangery.

After a session of ninety days, in which 
not a single bill was passed, the Montana 
Legislature closed on Friday.

Lord Salisbury announced that he 
would accept the amendments of the U. S. 
Senate to the Extradition Treaty.

The Belgian Government objects to the 
theory and plan of the Berlin Labor con­
ference and is not likely to send delegates.

George Clark, convicted as one of the 
murderers of Wm. McCausland, the All­
egheny City drover,was hanged at Waynes­
burg, Pa.,

The experiment of constructing a large 
building chiefly of paper has been success­
fully made at Hamburg, where an immense 
hotel with its facade and other important 
parts composed of that material has been 
erected.

The jury in the Cronin jury bribing case 
at Chicago on Saturday brought in a 
verdict finding the only remaining defen­
dant on trial, Jeremiah O’Donnell, guilty 
and fixing his punishment at three years 
in the penitentiary.

The News’ Paris correspondent says Dom 
Pedro is Unwilling to dismiss his imperial 
suite. He has resolved to endeavor to 
come to terms with the Brazilian govern­
ment, to renounce the crown and return 
to Brazil and live as a private person.

At the meeting of the Pan-American 
Conference at Washington, on Saturday, 
the committee on railroads made a report 
recommending the construction of a rail­
way connecting all or the majority of the 
nations represented in the conference.

Sir Francis Knollys, private secretary to 
the prince of Wales, writes a denial of the 
report that the prince and princess of 
Wales are going to Canada to spend the 
summer on account of ill health. He de­
clares they never were better in their 
lives.

Balfour is engaged in preparing a bill to 
give Ireland a system of local self govern­
ment, or a home rule scheme, said to be 
based upon the iden of treating the Irish, 
as to local government, just as the English 
and Scotch are treated in regard to the 
same subject.

Rev. Henry Duncan, a white minister of 
Hie Freewill Baptist denomination, was 
hanged at Ozark. Ala., on Saturday, for 
poisoning his wife. The crime was 
actuated by Duncan’s love for a handsome 
young woman with whom he eloped the 
day after his wife’s death.

After a fire in a house on Sienna street, 
Warsaw, had been extinguished, the fiire- 
men found the corpses of fourteen infants 
underneath the flooring. The house had 
been occupied by a midwife named 
Skoblinska.who has been arrested, together 
with her sister and two daughters.

The French Cabinet has decided to set 
aside the sentence of two years imposed 
on the Duke of Orleans. The Cabinet 
council decided to postpone for the present 
the release of the Duke. He will be trans­
ferred to the Central prison. The next 
Cabinet council will probably fix the date 
of his pardon.

A committee has been formed in London, 
with branches at Newcastle and other 
places, to endeavor to secure a mitigation 
of the treatment accorded political prison­
ers in Siberia. A number of workmen’s 
clubs and Radical and Socialist associations 
will meet in Hyde park, London, on March 
9, in favor of the exiles in Siberia.

John Jacob Astor died suddenly at New 
York on Saturday. His death was unex­
pected by his family. It is supposed to 
have been due to heart failure. The bulk 
of his fortune, amounting to $150,000,000) 
will go to his son, William Waldorf Astor. 
The deceased’s only public benefaction 
was the founding of the Astor Library in 
New York, which he did through the 
persuasions of Washington Irving and 
FitzGreene Halleck, the poet.

Miss Regina Rothschild, a young lady of 
Port Townsend, Wash., will start from 
there on March 17, on a tour of the globe, 
in an attempt to beat the record. The 
citizens have subscribed $3000 towards the 
trip. Miss Rothschild will travel eastward 
over the Canadian Pacific and expects to 
leave the same day George Francis 
Train is announced to sail from Tacoma 
westward. Miss Rothschild expects to 
make the trip in sixty-one days.

Sir Charles Russell, speaking at Cam­
bridge, declared that Mr. Parnell and his 
colleagues had been acquitted of every 
charge affecting their personal or political 
honor, that nothing had been found 
against them which might not with equal 
truth be alleged against the mass of their 
countrymen. The Irish movement, he 
said, had accomplished its aims with far 
less crime than had been attached to any 
previous political agitation of equal im­
portance.

The Duke of Orleans was transferred to 
Clairvaux with the greatest secrecy. Re­
porters were on the watch to see him 
taken to the train from the Maison 
Centrale, but a detective, dressed to resem­
ble the Duke, was taken out before him. 
The reporters followed this party, where­
upon the Duke was taken out another 
way. At Clairvaux he occupies the cell 
formerly occupied by Prince Krapotkine, 
the Russian agitator. He has his meals 
served from a restaurant.

It is semi-officially stated that the result 
of the recent elections has caused Prince 
Bismarck to delay hie resignation from 
office. It is believed he would undoubtedly 
have resigned had the elections resulted 
in a victory for the Cartel parties. A 
Berlin correspondent believes that Bis­
marck’s decision to retain office is the 
outcome of the long interview he had with 
the Emperor in which the latter prob­
ably yielded on the points of difference 
between them, and consented to the 
presentation of a new anti-socialist bill.

The Emperor and the Empress are 
sharply at variance regarding the education 
of their children. The Empress has al­
ways been a fond, indulgent mother, and 
the Emperor, although inclined to Spartan 
severity in discipline, has not forgotten 
the cruelties he suffered from the severe 
drilling at the Casel Gymnasium. Unwill­
ing that his sons should pass through the 
same experiences, he suggested that they 
be sent to Hanover. The Empress refused 
to give her consent, and insisted that they 
should remain in Berlin, the Princesses 
going to a French gymnasium. To this 
arrangement the Emperor is not likely to 
consent.

LOCAL NEWS.

Property Transfer.—M. Tennant of Ten­
nant, Davies & Co., has purchased W. P. 
Flewelling’s house, on the corner of York 
and Brunswick streets.

Coming.—The Canadian household troops 
band of the Salvation Army, about twenty 
in number, will visit this city in a few weeks. 
They are very highly spoken of.

Short Line.—The joint committees of the 
Halifax city council and board of trade have 
passed resolutions, favoring the Short Line 
route via Edmunston and Moncton.

Choir Drive.—The members of the Baptist 
choir drove down to Maugerville Thursday 
evening and spent a most agreeable time at 
the hospitable residence of Mr. Treadwell.

Scott Act. — John B. Grieves was fined 
$50.00 and costs on Friday morning for 
violation of Scott Act. The cases from 
Canterbury are being tried to-day (Saturday.)

Accidental.—As a result of the investiga­
tion into the origin of the fire at Dr. Mc­
Allister’s home, it has been clearly establish­
ed that the fire was the result of an accident.

Skating Race.—There will be a match 
race in the Chatham rink next Monday even­
ing, between Wyse of Chatham and Jardine 
of Newcastle, for the skating championship 
of the Miramichi.

Public Temperance Meeting.—A public 
temperance meeting is to be held in the 
City Hall, under the auspices of the W. C. 
T. U., on the evening of March 13th, the 
date of the opening of the legislature.

Fredericton Post Master.—F. S. Hilyard 
has received the appoiutmeni to the post­
mastership of Fredericton. Mr. Hilyardis at 
present unable to be around, but is slowly 
recovering from his recent very serious ill­
ness.

Another Move.— The N. B. Railway are 
contemplating the removal of their offices 
and staff from Woodstock to Debec, at which 
place they will erect round house, etc. 
Woodstock is considerably agitated over the 
move.

Temperance Organization.—Wm. Ross- 
borough, when on his way home from the 
Grand Orange Lodge meeting at Sussex, 
remained at St. John to organize Bi-Centen­
nial Temperance Lodge in connection with 
the Orange order.

Methodist Missions.—Sunday is Mission­
ary Sunday in the Methodist church in this 
city. The Rev. Dr. Sprague of Marysville, 
will occupy the pulpit in the morning, and 
Rev. Mr. Phinney of Gibson, Rev. Mr. Shen- 
ton and others in the evening.

School House Burned.—The school house 
at Canterbury Station was burned to the 
ground on Saturday last. All the school fur­
niture was lost. There was $600.00 insur­
ance on the building, nothing on the furni­
ture. Supposed to be the work of an incen­
diary.

Skating Race at Marysville. — Melvin 
Good, James Dyer, and Arthur Gibson skat­
ed a three mile race in the Marysville rink 
on Tuesday evening. There was a large 
number of spectators present and the ice was 
in fine condition. Gibson won in 11 min. 
58 sec., Dyer being second.

Dairying.— Mr. Temple, M. P., writes to 
say that Mr. Robinson, a dairy expert, will 
come to Fredericton on the 20th of March 
and lecture on butter and cheese making. If 
the farmers of this neighborhood would care 
to hear him, a meeting will probably be ar­
ranged for. Mr. Robinson is to lecture in 
Halifax on March 18th.

Divorce Court.—The divorce court opened 
on Tuesday last, Justice Wetmore presid­
ing. Two cases were entered for trial. 
Addison vs. Addison and Brown vs. Brown. 
The woman is the petitioner in both cases. 
Messrs A. J. Trueman and George W. Allen 
appear for the plaintiff in the former case, 
and Geo. Fowler in the latter.

A Fraud.—The “Standard Dramatic Com­
pany,” whoever they are, advertised to play 
“Out at Sea,” in the city hall, Monday even­
ing. Subsidized press notices, and other mis­
representations, had enticed a large and 
fashionable audience to the hall. It proved 
to be the dizziest performance ever seen in 
the city. A few such “sells" will kill theatres 
in this city.

Judge Steadman will Appeal.—Judge 
Steadman has decided to appeal to the 
Supreme Court of Canada, from the recent 
decision of the Supreme Court of New 
Brunswick, adjudging him guilty of con­
tempt, in refusing to obey Judge Tuck’s 
order of prohibition in the Queen’s Co. 
elections. The necessary proceedings for an 
appeal have been commenced.

Contradictory Evidence. — An informa­
tion was laid against John Edwards of the 
Queen Hotel during the week for violating 
the Scott Act. One George Lawrence, arrest­
ed for drunkeness, swore he purchased his 
liquor at the Queen, The party from whom 
Lawrence swore he purchased it, swore he 
was not near the premises of the Queen at 
the time of the alleged sale. Mr. Edwards 
was fined $50.00 and costs, and that the case 
will probably be reviewed.

Gold in thb Hopper.—The miller at Mun- 
iac while handling over a hopper of grain re­
cently picked out a stone which he thought 
hay<te appearance of containing rich metal; 
beuuEticouraged in this conviction by others 
who examined it, he had it sent to Montana 
for assaying. The report surprised him, as 
it proved to be very rich in gold. Where the 
stone came from is not precisely known, but 
could probably be traced to the field where 
the grain was grown.

Arrest of a Texas Embezzler in St. John. 
—Fred. A. Walton, who stole $35,000 from 
the Pacific Express Co. at Dallas, Texas, has 
been arrested in St. John by police constable 
John A. Grose of Montreal, Part of the 
stolen money was found on his person. 
The remainder had been squandered among 
gamblers and others in Montreal. Dr. 
Silas Alward was retained by the prisoner, 
and got an order for a writ of- habeas corpus 
from Judge Palmer. The legality of the ar­
rest was argued on Wednesday. He was 
discharged from custody, the prosecution 
admitting that the warrant on which he was 
arrested was defective.

But he Hadn’t the Rifle.—Driver Davis, 
of the St. Andrews express, opened his eyes 
a good deal wider than usual last week, 
when, as he was approaching Watt Junction, 
he observed two deer trotting on the track 
ahead of him, says the Beacon. They jogged 
along at an easy gait ahead of the locomotive, 
and then leaping the fence, sought shelter in 
the woods. Mr. Davis says they were"beau- 
tfei, and he could easily have brought them 
down with a rifle, as they were not more 
than fifty yards from the locomotive when 
they left the track.

Recent Deaths.
Geo. Hatt, Sr., has received intelligence of 

the death, at her home in Glengary, Ireland, 
of his sister-in-law, Mrs. Margaret Alleyne 
Torrens, wife of Moses Torrens.

Morris Robinson, of St. John, at one time 
a resident of Fredericton, died quite sudden­
ly at St. John on Saturday morning last. 
Deceased was a brother of Delaney Rob­
inson of Douglas.

J.Woodforde Smith, late deputy provincial 
secretary, died at his home in St. Mary’s on 
Sunday morning last. The deceased had 
been in very poor health for a number of 
years, the last few years of which time he 
had been a confirmed invalid. Mr. Smith 
was a native of Fredericton and was seventy- 
four years of age. He was in the public 
service for a long time and after filling a 
clerkship in the provincial secretary’s office, 
was appointed deputy provincial secretary 
on the death of Mr. Fulton. He held the 
position until the year 1884, when failing 
health compelled him to Retire on a superan­
nuation allowance. The deceased gentleman 
enjoyed the esteem of all who knew him ; 
being of a social and kind disposition he 
made many friends, and had no enemies. 
He was a gentleman of the old school and 
took an active interest in all out-door sports, 
and was paymaster of the 71st York Bat- 
tallion for a number of years ; he was twice 
married, first to Miss Miles, sister of Odber 
Miles of Maugerville, by whom he had two 
daughters, Lucy, widow of the late Dr. 
Gregory, and Miss Sarah. His second mar­
riage was about the year 1872, to Miss Scovil, 
sister of S. J. Scovil, banker, and Walter 
Scovil, who represented King’s county in 
the legislature for a number of years.

The funeral took place on Tuesday after­
noon and was very largely attended. The 
Bishop Coadjutor, Rev. Mr. Alexander and 
Rev. Mr. Jaffrey officiated at the church, Mr. 
Jaffrey reading the service at the grave. 
The interment took place in the burying 
ground at Lower St. Mary’s. Ainong the 
mourners were Dr. Gregory, a grand-son of 
the deceased ; E. H. Allen, who is married 
to Dr. Gregory’s sister ; G. H. Miles, W. H. 
Thorne and T. B. Winslow. The officials 
in the public departments also walked as 
mourners.

Illness of Judge Fraser.

The serious illness of Judge Fraser at Dor­
chester, where he had gone to hold an ad­
journed sitting of the Westmorland circuit, 
was heard throughout the province with the 
deepest concern and regret. For a few days 
the news received almost every hour from 
the sick bed, was of the most discouraging 
nature, indicating that the life of one of 
Fredericton’s most beloved and honored cit­
izens hung by a very slender thread. Indeed 
at one time all hope of recovery was aband­
oned, and the citizens were hourly expect­
ing to hear the sad news of death. It was 
known, however, that all that human skill 
and tender care could c\p, was being done to 
save his life. Mrs. Fraser was with the 
judge when he was taken ill. Mr. and Mrs. 
Byron Winslow went on as soon as the news 
of his alarming illness reached them, and 
Dr. Coulthard, the family physician was 
summoned to the bedside, and after a des­
perate fight the crisis seemed passed in safety, 
and the good news that a change for the bet­
ter had taken place in the Judge’s condition 
was received with delight by his friends. He 
has been steadily improving since, and the 
changes for his ultimate recovery are good.

Judge Fraser was in very poôr health when 
he left Fredericton, more so than his friends 
were aware of at the time, and he contracted 
a fresh cold attending the funeral of Mr. 
Gilbert, at Dorchester.

The Ice Boom.
The prospects for a large cut of ice in the 

St. John to supply the American market do 
not appear to be as encouraging as was 
promised a short time ago. Messrs. Thomp­
son and Estey have returned from New 
York and Boston, where they had gone to 
ascertain definitely the state of the market. 
The demand for ice is as great as ever, and 
the prices are up to the figures at which it 
was hoped a profitable business could be 
done here. But the high freight rates by 
rail between Fredericton and New York, 
makes it a doubtful question whether it 
could be cut and transported by that means 
at a profit. The Oromocto shoals, on the 
other hand, prevent large enough vessels 
from getting down the river with a full 
load of ice, to make it a profitable industry 
by that means of transportation. The 
American dealers do not seem willing to 
take the risk of contracting for it on the 
banks of the river, and the outlook for a 
heavy cut, at present, is not very bright.

During the late cold snap the ice men of 
New York harvested a large quantity on the 
head waters of the Hudson ; but within the 
last day or two the warm weather has play­
ed sad havoc with it. In their haste to get 
the ice they cut more than they could house 
at once and hence the loss.

In all 
deliberations Mr. McPeake’s actions were 
characterized with broad liberality and 
unassuming Christian charity, ever evincing 
a desire to forward the interests of teachers 
and pupils and thereby promote the effi­
ciency of the common schools system.

Hon. A. Harrison, who has been attending 
the meeting of the government, is having a 
hard time getting well of la grippe.

S. L. Peters, of Queen’s Co., has been 
elected vice-president for New Brunswick of 
the Canadian Dairymen’s Association.

Jas. A. Van Wart has arrived safely home 
from the West Indies by the steamer Portia. 
He returns again in the interest of the new 
line of steamships.

Hon. O. J. LeBlanc,"arrived in the city on 
Wednesday last, remaining several days. 
He is undisturbed by the election petition) 
filed against him.

D. Holmes, of the Merchants Bank of 
Halifax in this city, has been transferred to 
Woodstock, and left on Friday. Mr. 
Nainer, of the Woodstock branch, comes to 
Fredericton.

Leonard Gaetz, once a well known Metho­
dist minister, has retired from that profess­
ion and is now farming at the Red Deer set­
tlement, eighty miles north of Calgary. His 
specialty is barley raising, which he raises in 
large quantities.

W. Bliss Carman of this city has been ap­
pointed to an important position on the 
editorial staff of the New York Independent. 
He is not the editor of the paper, however, as 
some of our contemporaries have it. He has 
charge of the correspondence department, 
a place filled by the recently deceased son of 
Dr. Bowen, Proprietor of the Independent. 
Mr. Carman has a fine field of work. The In­
dependent covers a wide range of subjects, 
although it is essentially a religious paper. It 
numbers among its correspondents men 
distinguished in literary and other walks of 
life. The work of Mr. Carman’s predecessor, 
as explained in the sketch of his life recently 
published, was to select from the mass of 
contributions such as appeared to be “avail­
able,” to use the publishers, expression, and 
to suggest to correspondents topics which 
they might discuss. Mr. Carman will firid 
in this work scope for the display of his un­
questioned ability in literary work.

Racing a Runaway Train.
As the 5 o'clock freight train was approach­

ing Houlton last Saturday evening, says the 
Times, eight heavily laden cars broke loose 
from the train one-half mile from the station; 
from there it is a steep grade into the depot. 
As they came down the decline, gaining 
momentum at every minute, they were no­
ticed by Isaac Richardson, fireman on Jas. 
Curran’s engine. Taking in the situation at 
a glance and with that rare presence of 
mind and nerve not uncommon to railroad 
employes, he leaped from his engine and 
started on the run for the switch. It was a 
race to determine which should get there 
first and Richardson being a heavy man, 
the odds were against him ; but he struck a 
gait and broke the record, reaching the 
switch in the nick of time to turn the wild 
train from the main track on to the siding 
leading to the extract works, which termin­
ates in a heavy grade known as the “ Moun­
tain.” The train consisted of two cars of 
corn, one of oats loaded in bulk, two of 
flour, two of bark, and one miscellaneous 
freight. Had the cars continued on their 
course down the main line they would have 
gone over the “dump,” and an expensive job 
it would have been. Go up to the head 
Fireman Richardson !

A Forger from New Brunswick.
In the superior court, East Cambridge, 

near Boston, Mass., last Thursday, Wm. 
B. Jonay, of Marlboro, Mass., alias W. Z. 
Jones, of Marlboro, alias Jas. T. Blakney, of 
Hudson, Mass., was found guilty and sent­
enced to four years in the state penitentiary 
on the charge of forgery, says the Montreal 
Star. He applied to Messrs. Stone & Well­
ington, of that city, for an agency as Jones, 
from Marlboro, and as Blakney from Hud­
son, and obtained agencies. He forged his 
references and also orders from between 50 
and 60 persons ; all fictitious, none bona 
fide. He got part of his commissions, but 
the firm’s suspicion being aroused, they 
stopped the “needful,” and succeeded in 
identifying W. B. Jonay as the - man. Mr. 
Beall, their manager, worked up the case. 
He has just returned from Boston where 
he was helping the prosecution.

The man referred to is said to be a native 
of Petitcodiac.

The Portia.

The cargo which the Portia took from 
St. John on Friday last was made up of 
potatoes, butter, cheese, nuts and bolts, 
fish, cotton, pork, grindstones, oats, hay, 
beef, peas, oatmeal, shingles, nails, flour, 
lighter sweeps, harness, carriages, rope, sails 
shocks, crates, and an organ. All these 
articles are from New Brunswick. There is 
also a general assortment of samples of 
manufactured goods from Ontario and 
Quebec.

Potatoes.
The Bangor Commercial says that large 

quantities of potatoes are being hauled from 
the province into Houlton and sold to deal­
ers there. Present prices, our contemporary 
says, make this a profitable business notwith­
standing the duty.

It is estimated that fully double the am­
ount of potatoes will be shipped from Cari­
bou this season than has been shipped any 
proceeding year, and prices remain firm at 
$1.50 per barrel.

In this city parties have already commenc­
ed to barrel potatoes and will ship to the 
American markets as soon as the weather 
will permit.

Entertainment at Gibson.
A very successful social was held in the 

Baptist church at Gibson on Monday even­
ing. A. D. Yerxa presided, and opened the 
exercises with a brief address. A very inter­
esting programme had been prepared by 
the young people in connection with the 
church and congregation, the members of 
the choir furnishing the music. There 
were several persons in attendance from the 
city, including the Rev. F. D. Crawley, who 
gave a very acceptable reading. Refresh­
ments were served by the ladies of the con­
gregation.

The at St. John.
As the work of organization for the exhibi­

tion, to be held by the Exhibition Association 
in St. John during the present season, is now 
making good progress and the committees 
are working up their several departments, 
it may interest our readers to know what 
is proposed regarding the Exhibition.

The following resolutions passed by the 
directors of the Association will give the 
most definite information on the subject.

That the general plans, rules, regulations 
and prize lists in use for the management of 
the Exhibitions held in the western prov­
inces be adopted as the basis for the manage­
ment, subject to such modifications as may 
appear suitable to the Maritime provinces.

That such grants made by the Provincial 
government and city council of St. John- 
which the committees hope will together 
amount to not less than $10,000—be ap­
propriated to prizes in connection with exhi­
bition, and that such prizes generally be 
confined to stock and Agricultural products 
and that additional prizes be invited from 
private citizens, for special objects to be 
named by them.

While the competition is open to the world 
it is expected that preference will be given 
to the Maritime Provinces exhibitors, pro­
vided their applications are promptly made.

It will be seen by the foregoing that this 
association proposes to offer their largest 
inducements to agricultural interests, and 
it is hoped that the exhibition may be made 
very valuable factor in promoting the farm­
ing interests of the Maritime Provinces.

The exhibition will commence on the 24th 
September and it is proposed to continue it 
for one week or longer. Prize lists, applica­
tion, forms, et-., are now being prepared and 
can be had on application to Ira Cornwall, 
secretary at St. John, N. B.

The Twelfth of July.
There is considerable activity among the 

Orangemen of the Province generally, in 
planning for the 12th of July, bi-centennial 
celebration of the battle of the Boyne, to be 
held in St. John this year.

The executive committee appointed at the 
last meeting of the Grand Lodge have decided 
that the procession will form on Charlotte 
street starting from the Lansdowne rink at 
11 o’clock a. m., and traverse the principal 
streets of the city. The required dress shall 
be either the uniform of the knightly orders 
or black clothes, white tie and gloves, with 
silk or regulation hat. The committee have 
arranged for the regulation hat, which is a 
soft felt, high crowned, nicely shaped with 
cord and small tassel for a band, and possibly 
an appropriate device in front—the whole 
being manufactured expressly for the pur­
pose. Each lodge must decide which hat it 
shall adopt, as each different body of men 
taking part in the march must wear hats 
alike.

Knights, both of the Black and Scarlet, 
are to dress in the uniform of their order, 
and all members not in uniform will wear 
the regalia of the highest degree to which 
they have been advanced. It is intended 
that after the procession there will be 
speeches by prominent gentlemen, iden­
tified with the order, and possibly a banquet 
in the evening.

St. John county lodge has decided that the 
lodges in its jurisdiction shall adopt silk hats, 
and a few private lodges have decided to 
adopt the same. I

A Drunken Quarrel.
About midnight on Tuesday, Thomas 

Harrigan, of the Infantry School, and a 
young man named James Haney, belonging 
to the city, got into an altercation and when 
near the residence of Dr. Biwn, Haney 
drew a large knife from his inside pocket, 
and struck at Harrigan. The knife struck 
a rib near the heart, inflicting a severe 
wound. He was also cut in the right hand 
while defending himself.

Dr. Brown was at once summoned and 
the injured man removed to the hospital, 
where he is now getting along very well 
under the circumstances. The doctor says 
that had the knife entered an eight of an 
inch above the rib struck, the injuries would 
in all probability have proved fatal.

The men were in a disorderly house kept 
by Mrs. Doherty, during the evening. The 
police are investigating Mrs. Doherty's 
establishment.

connection with the Baptist church, was 
held at the residence of Mrs. Dr. Currie on 
Wednesday evening. There were nearly 
one hundred persons present. W. 8. Clark 
acted as chairman.

entertaining readings. The quartette of the 
Baptist choir, and Misses Lugrin and 
Richards furnished excellent music. Miss 
Ella Clark recited “ The ride of Jennie 
McNeil” in a very pleasing manner. J, 
Fred. Richards sang a comic song in his 
usually happy manner. Mrs. Dr. Currie 
favored the audience with “ The song that 
reached my heart." Light refreshments 
were served.

A Bridge for the St. Croix.—The United 
States are considering the matter of bridging 
the River St. Croix at Baring. The proposed 
bridge will connect the town of Baring in 
Washington Co., Me., with the town of Up­
per Mills in New Brunswick. The United 
States Government will give $3000 if the New 
Brunswick Government will give the same. 
An army officer, detailed by the U. S. Secre­
tary of War, is to supervise the work, in con­
junction with an officer similarly detained 
by the government of New Brunswick.

Musicale.— The musicale at government 
house on Tuesday evening was attended by 
about a hundred guests, who were unani­
mous as to its enjoyable character. The fol­
lowing ladies and gentlemen contributed to 
the evening’s entertainment: Mrs. F. B.

The party broke up at half past eleven.

Bills for the Legislature.—Bills will be 
presented at the next meeting of the legis­
lature to provide for the appointment of a 
member of the city council, in the adminis­
tration of justice committee of the county 
council. A bill will also be presented to re­
arrange the representatives of York so as to 
give one representative to the city and three 
to the city and county. The bill to allow 
ratepayers to vote at municipal elections 
without their taxes being previously passed, 
will be introduced this year as usual. An im­
portant equity bill will also be introduced.

Suing the City.—Joseph Phillips, through 
his attorneys, Messrs. J. A. & W. VanWart, 
has commenced a suit against the city for 
damages for injuries sustained last summer 
by being thrown from his wagon on Queen 
itreet. The accident happened one night 
during the time the street was being rebuilt. 
The workmen had neglected to put up 
lights and Mr. Phillips drove into a hole, 
and was thrown from his wagon, sustaining 
injuries which confined him to his bed for 
some weeks. He claims about five thousand 
dollars damages. The city has offered to 
settle at one hundred dollars.

CARDINAL MANNING’S VIEWS.
Cardinal Manning has written the 

following letter to Richard Fleischer, 
editor of the Deutsche Revue, by whom he 
was asked to give his opinion on the 
Emperor’s action in summoning a confer­
ence of nations on the labor question :—

Archbishop’s House, "I 
Westminster. Feb. 10,1890. J

Sir—You ask me what I think of the 
invitation of the Emperor of Germany to 
European Powers to meet in conference on 
the subject of labor and the state of the 
millions in every country who live by 
wages of labor it was a wise act.

I think this imperial act the wisest and 
worthiest that has proceeded from any 
soverign of our times. The condition of 
wage earning people of every European 
country is a grave danger to every Euro­
pean State. The hours of labor, the em­
ployment of women and children, the 
scantiness of wages, the uncertainties of 
employment, the fierce competition fos­
tered by modem political economy and the 
destruction of domestic life resulting from 
all these and other kindred causes have 
rendered it impossible for men to live a 
human life.

How can a man who works fifteen or 
sixteen hours a day live the life of a father 
to his children? How can a woman who 
is absent from home all day long do the 
duties of mother? Domestic life is im­
possible; but on the domestic life of the 
people the whole political order of human 
society reposes. If the foundation be 
ruined what will become of the superstruc­
ture?

The Emperor William has therefore 
shown himself to be a true and far sighted 
statesman.
