Verses and laudatory prose excel-
lently written are the medinums employed
on such an occasion. This day also the
Holy Father admits a number of persons
to his Mass and to the Holy Communion
trom his hands. The poor are also con-
| sidered on this occasion.  The Apostolic
| Almoner has received orders from His
Holiness to distribute beds w a hundred
of the most needy families.

A most unjust measure is about to be
taken by the ruling authorities in Rome
with respect to sums of money be-
queathed for religious purposes. In
future the bequests destined as dowries
to poor girls called to the religieus life
are to be suppressed, and to be given
instead as dowries to those who marry.
All the Religious Orders, even those
which Government suppression had left
untouched, are to be subjected “to this
harsh measure. By such proceeding the
testamentary dispositions of the donors
are illegally diverted from their original
intentiony.  Whenever the Italian Gav-
ernment falls foul of the Church in any
way whatsoever, law and justice are
sot aside with a dangerous readiness.

His Holiness Leo XII. gave special
audience on Sunday, the 12th inst, to
Mgr. Sembratowicz, Archbishop of Theo-
dosiopolis, on his return from a pil-
grimage to Jerusalem. The Holy Father
listened with particular attention to the
account of the progress of Catholicity in
the East, and expressed the hope that it
might become *still more extended
throughout those distant lands. On the
following day audience was granted to
Mgr. Nava, titular Bishop of Alabanda,
and auxiliary of Mgr. Guttadauro, Bishop
of Caltanisotta. On Tuesday morning
the new Archbishop of Otranto, Mgr.
Rocco Cocchia, was received in special
audience; and, later in the day, the
Rev. Father Abbot Bartolini, Superior of
the Cistercians, who presented to-His
Holiness the Agnes Dei, the preparation
of which, by very ancient privilege, is
reserved to the Cistercians of the Basilica
of Santa Croce in Gerusalemme.

The Prince Edward Island Railway.

The Woodstock Sentinel, whose editor
recently visited Prince Edward [sland,
has the following in reference to the
Railway :

“While the railroad has done much
for the Island, by the Tacilities it has
given the interior to reach the coast and
the markets, its maintenance is an im-
portant factor in trade. Even its ordin-
ary pay roll expenditure of some §14,000
a month is of itself a considerable item
that influences all branches of industry.

In thedebate in the English Parliament,
on the vote of £8988 to complete the
vote fu. the expenses of the Irish Land
Commissione: », Mr. Paruell made a briet
but remarkable speech on the Land Act.
He said : Undoubtedly, ax the days go by,
it becomes more and more abundantly
evident that unless Parliment is warned |
by the experience of the past and legis-
lates in time W remove admitted deti
ciencies in the enactment, you will|
have another agitation and a greater and |
decper discontent against the judicial
rents now being tixed (hear, hear). The
vight honorable gentieman, the Chief |
Secretary, proved by figures he gave the |
House that the Act, so far from remedy
ing in the great majority of cases the|
alleged grievances of the Irish tenants,
has up to the present moment failed to
do so, and that so fur as their grievances
have been remedied, they have been re
medied most lightly and most ineffi
ciently (hear, hear). The Iaw ifi Ire
land for keeping down the people has
been administered sternly and swiftly,
but the Land Act, as has been plainly
proved, has been administered tardily
and inafficiently. The right honorabfe
gentleman tells us that after two years
of the working of this Act that only 61,
000 judgments had becn given for fixing
a fair rent, and that only 47,000 agree l
ments had been arrived at out of Court
and registered in Court as fair rems,
| that is to say, that out of a total of 500,
1000 cases subject to the operation of the

150,000 who are subject to leases, and
| are otherwise out of the operations of the
Act, that nul_\' one in tive ot the agricul

tural tenancies, have yet been tested by

the Lard Commissioners, and that with
respect o a very considerable portion of |
these decisions the Court of Appeal con
stituted by the Act has hopelessly broken

connected with this Act will be obligul
W look forward many years before they
can sec the end of the litigntion with
respect to the cases which have been
taken before the first Appeal Court (hear,
hear). What does this mean? 1t means |
that, while Parliament in 1881 promised
to every tenant coming within the pro-
visions of the Land Law Act that tair
rents should be fixed tor them, four out
of tive of these tenants are still obliged
to pay the old rack rent (hear, hear).
We recommended in the debate this
session that the law should be altered o |
far at least as  date the judicial remt
from the date of the application to the
court, so that even if the tenant were|
compelled to pay the rent until the court |
was able to reach the case—or, in other|
words, within the next ten yecars, for at|
the present rate it will be at least xh:n[
time before the benefit of the Act can be
given to the Irish tenants—the tenant
should bt repaid when the fair rent was |
fixed (hear, hear). Little or no notice |
was takon ot that, and when we look to
tho fact that the large proportion of ten-
anty are paying a rack rent, I say that|
we have a reasonable claim to at least |
this partial act of' justice (cheers). Let|
them look at the cost of those 61,000
contested cases—cases which had actually |
come into court and been decided upon |
by the Land Commission after the ten-
ants had paid the valoer for making the|
valuation and the survey of the Ium'l“'
after the landlord had paid his valuer tor |
doing the same work, there were the soli- |
citor to be feed, and feed heavily, tar
above the scale allowed by the Act, by |
both landlord and tenant. There were |
in many instances, counsel to be engage. |
He certainly thought the Government |
ought very carefully look into this
question of the delay in the working out
of the provisions ot the Act, and also into
the vast costs entailed upon all parties.
Up w the presept moment the costs were |
considerably in excess, considering the
cost to the tenants, to the landlord, and
to the State, of the amount of reductions,
which, after two years’ operation, the
court had been enabled to make. Had
the ﬂilllplt‘Jln»\'lhillll he had suggested
been adopted with regard to the fixing
of the jmli('inl rents, it would have tend-
ed to quicken, in a most extraordinary
manuner, a settlement. The right honor-
able gentleman (Mr. Trevelyan) had, on
other occasions, alluded to the fixing of
fair rents as the only hope of the Act
heing brought into satisfactory operation,
and it was a monstrous injustice that the
tenants, owing to this delay, should be
compelled to pay old rents the whole of
the time, and should thus practically be
debarred from the protection which it
was supposed Parliament had given them,

it had done them. Only 61,000 cases of
those paying rack rents had been decided,
leaving some four-ifths of the tenancies
as yot untouched.

He then alluded to the failure of the
Land Commission Court in delaying to
carry out the clauses of tho Act relating
to the question of the leasehalders. E\'m'i’
one remembers the debate which too
place on this subject. The Government
adopted a certain course which they
hoped would result in a considerable
number of tenancies deriving the bene-
fits of the Act, but according to the
report of the Commissioners those causes
had completely broken down, and out of’
several thousands of applications of
tenants for leases, the commissioners
had only been enabled to entertain some
fow hundreds, he believed one in ten, or
some very similar proportion. It would
certainly be well for the Government to
consider in this matter, also,whether

AGRICULTURAL.

An ounce of corn is sufficient food for a
hen daily at this season, when the fowls
bave a constant run. The food should be
given in the evening. The writer has
found coarse wheat bran and corn-mesl
mixed with sour skimmed milk or butter-
wilk ghe best food for the production of
eggs. It is given in the atterncon and a
fred of corn in the worning; the fow!s
have only a few bours run abroad in the
afternoon.

When ringhone ocours in a colt it is con-
stitutional and comes frum bad breeding
It will scarcely be cared, as if the tendency
to bone disease is stopped in one place it
will break out in another. The treatment
should be to give' the colt thelbest of food
and bran quite frequently, as this provides
watter—the phosphates—of which the
hones are chiefly made. Apply cold water
to the disensed part, and when it is free
from tenderness blister with bi-chloride of
mercury ointment.

An old pasture which is desired to be
turned into n meadow hnd better be plowed,
It depends somewhat on the kind of land
and its condition. But unless there is some
good reason otherwise it would he best to
turn under the old sod now and leave it |
rough through the winter to rot; then in|
the Spring, go over it with the Acme
harrow and level, pulverize, and smooth it
and sand it to clover and timothy without
any grmin crop. There is no necessity for
any grain crop to seed to grass If the
weather is dry the grain crop robs the
prass of moisture as well as weakens it by
it shade, and at the best starves and keeps
it back. The ground should be well
prepared and the grass and clover sown
| nlone as early as possible. Timothy and
clover would perhaps be the best mixture,
and 12 pounds of cach may be sown.

The Ayrshire is the best race for beef of
all the prominent breeds of dnwiry cattle.
This breed stands first for the general
purpose of the dairy because it is hardy, of
fair size, n good milker, gives generally
good milk, is easily fed, is always in good
condition, and when fed fats quickly and
makes oexcellent meat. It is a stout-bodied
animal, generally red and white spoted in
color. The Jersey and Alderney are smaller,
ure not easily fatted, and are useless for beet,
They sre tender and cannot stand the
extremes of heat and cold as the Ayrshire
can. These are both much alike, fayn and
white in color, but the Jerseys are often
dark steel-gray or mouse color, with black
switch to the tail. The Guernsey is larger
than the Jersey, is not so smooth as the
Ayrshire, gives the richest milk of all these
cattle; but it is not bardy in our extrome heat
and cold. It fats readily and wnkes good
meat with rich yellow fat and tallow.

There is no chemical change in either salt
or ashes when Lhey are given to sheep as a
refhedy for worms in the intestines. This
mixtare is given for a double reason--the
salt for the effect of the chlorine in it upon
the worms. n=d the ashes for their mechani-
cal effect » sheir grittiness. Sach grit-
ty matters as fine iron filings, tin filings,
very finely powdered giass, the rough seeds
of cowhage or * cowitch” are all given 0
destroy worms In the inlestines of amimals,
and wood ashes or very fine sifted coal
ashes, would have a similar effect. Bat
wood sshes have much the same effect

bemically or lly ns salt, on seo-
count of the potash they contain, and which
acts as the salt does, Lo irritate and destroy
the tender skins of the worms. So that
this popular mixture has a reasonable
ground for its use, and at any rate is bétter
than metal filings or gluss, as it will not be
injurious to the animal,
