A ReciprociTy THAT 18 ONE-
SIDED.

The Reciprocity convention. re-
cently held in Detroit bears the
same stamp as its predecessors.
It was to all intents and purposes
an assemblage for devising ways
and means of securing new mar-
kets for the over-production of
United States factories. The ar-
guments advanced in its favor
were pregnant with the idea that
Canads, in the event of recipro-
city with our neighbors, will "be
an even better customer for Am
erican goods. The interest of the
United States exponent of recipro-
city invariably end with his own
interests. Yet there are still in
existence Liberals desirous of
handing over our markets to Am-
ericans. The Conservative policy
of leaving reciprocity severely
alone has been justified by time.
To-day the United States realizes
what Sir Jobn A. Meodenald fo
saw many years ago, that Cana
is to be a power in North Amer-
ica. It was Sir John’s confidence
in his country that saved it from
a fate such as the Detroit conven-
tion would impose on us. Had
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had his way
the Detroit meeting would have
been unnecessary, and Canada,
long ere this, would have been
securely enslaved by United Sta-
tes trusts. What we require, far
more urgently than reciprocity, is
the exclusion of a large part of
the wares already unloaded on us
by Americans. That is the ques-
tion the government should con-
cern itself with.

JUG-HANGED FREE TRADE

Canadian politics will be sear-
ched in vain for a more hopeless
exhibition of weakness than that
herein presented.

Should it so
happen that, in consequence of
bad weather, the Stanley should
fail to reach Tormentine the mail
fn question is liable to remain
there for two or more days, ac-
cording to weather conditions.

Dead.

Senator Primrose, of Pictou, died

snddenly at his humse at midnight on

the 23rd, inst. He had been indisposed
for two or three daye, but no serious
results were feared.

at Pictou, N. 8, Oct. 5, 1830. He was

educated first at tha local schools and
finished his eduocation at the High
School and Uaiversity of Edinburgh.
On his return to Nova Scotia he went
into mercantile life, and carried on as
head of the firm of Primrose alarge
business in shipping, lumbering and
manufacturing. For a lang tims he was
agent at Pictou of the Bank of Nova
Scotia. He has been a very sctive
citizen of that town and has filled im-
portant places in connection with its
trade and with varions institutions,
such as the Y. M. C. A, of which he
was president for years. In religion he
was_a Presbyteriar, In politics Mg.

1892, when he was called to the senate
a8 a Conservative.
