Famous Pioneer.

. Charles Stewart Rolls Has
~Made Many Records.

Yesterday Hon. C. S. Rolls added
laurels to his many triumphs by his
flight from from Dover to Calais and
back: without ‘alighting on the journey.
He used a Wright biplane, and made
his 21 miles journey to France in the
extraordinary. short time of 20 min-
utes.

When we contrast this time with the
37 'minutes wheh Bleriot took to make
his pioneer flight from Calais to Dover,
we realize how much Rolls has. cut
down the time.

Hon: C. S. Rolls had a rival in this
attempt. Abolut a fortnight ago M.
Jaeques de lesseps attempted to fly
across the Channel and back. He suc-
ceeded in making the trip from Ca-
lais te Dover, but was unable to make
“the return joturney.

Both men were competing for a
prize of £540 offered by M. M. Pere
et Files of Rheims. The conditions of
the eompett(ion allowed competitors
to alight when the Channel was cross-
ed to make preparétions for the re-
turn ;journey and to renew the supply
of petrol.. Rolls did not avail of this
condition but niade the double journey
withouit alighting. This record  will
salve the English pride of pioneering
by establishing an English and a world
record at the same time. The ma-
chine, however, is American, and it is
still the ambition of the British to
cross 'in ‘a’ British machine. Baron
de Forest has offered a prize of. £2,000
for the first English aviator to fly the
Channel in a British /aeroplane, to be
increased to £4,000 if the €hannel is
crossed in less time than M. Bleriot
did it

Rolls has the sporting instinct in
his blood. He is the third son of a
‘Welsh landowner, Baron Llangallock,
soldier, huntsman and yachtsman. At
Eton Rolls joined the/Vo]unteer Bat-
tzlion; at Cambridge he represented
his 'Varsity as cyclist and was captain
of the University bicycle team. -He
graduated in the Engineering School,
taking his B.A. in 1898 and his M. A.
in 1902. Whilst at the University he
was the hero of the Red Flag incident,
which: led to the abolition of the
regulation which provided that a man
with a red- fiag should walk before
every, car propelled by its own power,
% nnttm ‘the pioneer of automobilism
in Enghnd In 1900 he won a gold
medal for a 1,000 mile trial with a
motor car. ‘He drove in the Paris to
Berlin, Paris to Vienna, Paris to Mad-
rid races: In 1905 he represented Eng-
land in” Gordon Bennett race. In
1906 he broke the Monte Carlo-London
.record. In the same year he won the
Iuternational Tourist Trophy at the
great meet in the Isle of Man.

- The ss. Mongolian, Capt. Tannock,
arrived here early this morning from
Liverpool after a rather ev,e_nttul voy-
age. She left there on Tuesday week,
the 24th ult., and the weather crossing
the. “herring pond” was fine and clear
“up to 3 days ago, when the vessel in
making in towards Cape Race encoun-
tered dense fog, which continued until
early this morning. Since Tuesday not
a glimpse of the land or a look at the
sun could be had, and though it was
calm, there were heavy showers of
rain. For two days at least the vessel
was rumning either dead slow or the
engines were stopped altogether, it
being dangerous to run in the fog with
any degree of speed. The whistles of
other steamers could be heard con-
tinuously, but who they were could
not be ascertained. The chief stew-
ard, Mr. Thos. Owens, died on the
voyage out at 550 a.m. on Monday
last.. He had only been 4 days ill of
pneumonia when the end came.. The
body was buried at sea at 4 p.m. that
day. The ship was stopped and the
body sewed up in canvas was lowered
into the sea from the starboard side
while Capt. Tannock read the prayers
prescribed for the burial service. The
ships’ stewards in uniform, with the
officers,  crew and passeﬁgers, stood
round about and the moment was a
solemn one when the officer was con-
signed to the deep. Mr. Owens was
well liked by all on board, and when
ill the ship’s doctor did everything
possible to preserve his life, but with-
out aveil. The ship has in transit for
Halifax 10 saloon and 26 cabin pas-
sengers with 157 orphan children and
400 emigrants—English, Irish, Scotch,
Poles, Russians, Germans and Ar-
menians. The passengers for this port
were Capt. W. T. McCowan, Judge
and Mrs. Emerson, Miss M. Hubert.

$50,000 for a Violin.

Late George Haddock’s Sale Will Reo-
veal Some Beautiful Imstruments,

The announcement that the collec-
tion of violins which belonged to the
late Mr. George Haddock, the famous
musician, is to be sold has aroused
the keenest interest amongst dealers
and collectors. The Haddock fiddles
are reputed to be the finést private
collection in existence, the gem being
the “Emperor Stradivarius,” prounced
by Joachim to be the finest violin
he had ever seen, and which is stated
te be worth $50,000. It is nearly two
hundred years old, and nothwithstand-
ing its great age looks as fresh as
if it had been but yesterday left the
hands of Antonio Stradivari, the fam-
ed violin maker of Cremona.

This is a somewhat exceptional
value to be placed on a violin, the
price of each of the 600 Strads which
are known to be in existance ranging
from $2,500 to $6,500. Perhaps the
only violin which can be compared
with the “Emperor Stradivarius” of
~the Haddock collection is the one
which Paganini left to the city eof
Genoa, for which as much as $50,000
has been offered. The Strad present-
ed to the late Dr. Joachim on the
occasion of his jubilee cost $6,000,
while that presented to Lady Halle
by the Duke of Edinburgh, the late
Ear! of Dudley, and the late Lord
Hardwicke cost $5,000.

When Sarasate’s will was proved
two years ago it was found that he
had bequested $20,000 and a = Strad
each to the Conservatoires of Paris
and Madrid, the money being for the
purpose of founding prizes bearing
his name. Each of the violins were
valued at about $10,000, one of the in-
struments having been discovered in
a very romantic manner. At one time
it was the property of a Genevan
blacksmith, to whom it had been giv-
en by a traveller who could not pay
for the shoeing of his horse. For
years it hung on the wall of the
blacksmith’s- house, until after many
vears another heorseman, M. Boissier,
who was also a violinist and a collect-
or of violins, came along. The black-
smith asked M. Boissier to buy the
violin from him at his’ own price, or
else to find him a purchaser. M.
Boissier carried it away, cleaned off
the smoke, discovered the Strad mark
—and did not defraud the blacksmith.

Twice at least $10,000 has been paid
by private treaty for Strads, and $7,-
000 was paid for a “Betts’ Strady” the
title which it gained from the follow-
ing incident. Betts was a music sell-
er in London some sixty years ago,
and one day a stranger entered his
shop offering a violin for sale at the
low sum of one guinea. The dealer
at once jumped at the bargain, put
down his guinea and secured the in-
strament. He retained it in his family
for a number of years, and, after
changing hands several times, it was
bought at the figure nameéd by a for-
eign nobleman'

Five years ago $3,000 was paid for
4 Strad which for years was played
upon by a strolling musician in the
Notting Hill and Maryleboné dis-
tricts of London; while some time ago

ties,” and their
with silver buckles. Strict orders
from headquarters for many years for-
bade the wearing of beards or mous-
taches.

Nearly everyone walked to and from
business at that time, three, four
five miles being no uncommon dis-
tance, said Mr.  Phillips. He Kknew
one gnetleman who lived in Friday
Street, Cheapside. He used to saunter
down to the bank about half-past
eight in dressing-gown and slippers,
sign the “appearance book,” and then
return home to shave and breakfast
at his leisure. Personally, he did a
four miles’ walk. Add to that a heavy
morning on the out-telling, by twelve
or one o'clock one could eat anything.
Political economy had to be called in,
and where 'to get the best food at the
smallest cost was the problem. In his
opinion, nothing surpassed a butch-
er’'s shop somewhere at the back of
Copthall Court; here one purchased
a grand chop or steak for 5%d. or
6d., that was sent to the public-house
next door, and beautifully cooked for
1d. Potatoes (in their jackets), bread,
half of stout, and waiter, each anoth-
er 1d. For 11d. one got a capital meal.

Tradition had it that at one time a
notice was posted outside the Bank
of England saying that clerks were
wanted—inquire within. When his
father entered the Bank of England
in 1818 the examination was to count
