“Have I the right to vote?’ was
the theme of the discourse delivered
by Rev. Dr. Andrew Robertson to a
iarge congregation at St. James’ Pres-
byterian Chureh last night.

“] make no apology for considering
this subject in the pulpit,” said the

reverend gentleman. “The right to

| vote is a religious right, and there is
| no religious right that ought not to be
{ considered in the quiet and unper-

verted atmosphere of the church.

“The right to vote should be rooted
in your knowledge of the past,” pro-
ceeded Dr. Robertson. “No man can be
a decent citizen who does 1ot know
something of the human agony of di-
vine wisdom and grace.

“Then again, your right should be
rooted in your knowledge of the law
of national life. I am not asking that
the average citizen should blossom in-
to a philosohhic politician, but what I
do urge is that every citizen who
dares to lift his voice in connection
with national affairs ought to have
some acquaintance with the law of
which nations will find their life.”

Concluding, Dr. Robertson said he
had tried to give them principles. The
right of the francise was not theirs,
because of age; not because they were
caught in the toils of party, but by
virtue of their acknowledgement of
the Book, and their sense of the sac-
red responsibility to which it Rkept
them in pledge.—Toronto Tel~gram.

The accompanying extract from a
letter received from Dr. Parkin of the
Rhodes Trust is published for the in-
formation of intending vandidates.

“By a recent decree of Oxford
University it is now possible for a
candidate who may have passed the
Rhodes Qualifying Examination in
Latin and Mathematics, but not in
Greek, to remove the Greek “con-
dition” by passing in that language
at some subsequent Rhodes Quali-
fying Exgmination.

For example, a candidate who

Will Sue Government.

Catp. Geo. Hann of the schr. Merle
Perks, arrived here a few days ago
from St. Lawrence. Capt. Hann is
intensely indignant at the manner in
which he has been treated by the Gov-
ernment.

Loord Kitchener got his first “shove
up” in the world when he was ap-
pointed on the Palestine Survey. Here
he learnt how to manage native sol-
diers and acquired a great defal of that
command over men which distin-
guished him to-day. He obtained his
first appointment because he knew
to photograph. At  that time
someone was wanted to go to Pales-
tine and take photograph, and it was
this knowledge that gave Lord Kit-
chener the *“lift . ——Daily Mail,
Sept. 7.
