a. sore which has not yet healed and
it is on this Germany and Austria are
working, and this is the main diffi-
culty which the Entente Allies have
to overcome. Roumania has already
taken a stand in stopping munition
supplies passing from the Huns to
the Turks through her territory, and
Greece has already by popalar vote
returned the Liberal party by a
strong majority to Parliament, and
Venizelos has resumed the leadership
of the Liberal party. The me=ting of
Parliament has been’ deferred until
the later part of August, when Ven-
izelos will declare the policy of his
party and will doubtless obtain the
Government. His previous declara-
tions have been in favour of inter-
vention. The other factor which is
material is the harvest. The staple
industry of these countries is agri-
cultural and horticultural. Roumania
is the only ' country among them
which has a large export outside of
these, and this consists of petroleum.

London, July 9.—The growing dis-
couragement of the Turks, both in the
field in the Gallipoli Peninsula and in
Constantinople itself, is- pietured by
thé Daily Chronicle correspondent at
Mitylene, who sends the following de-
spatch to his paper:

Letlter From
the Trenches.

FRANCE, June 25, ’15.
C Company, 2nd Battalion,
1st Inf. Brigade,
1st Canadian Contingent. /

Dear Brother,—I . am writing youa
tlris short letter, hoping it “vill reazh
you in good health as it leaves me at
present. I must say we are having
a pretty good time here just at pres-
ent. Since I wrote you last we have
been in the trenches twice and we
have done some pretty severe fight-
ing. The first time we were in for
nine days and the last seven, and 1
must say it was pretty hot for a
while,. as.:it 'was nothing but a con-
tinual roar of artillery, but I am glad
to say this time the odds were on our
side, as far as artillery was concern-
ed. My! but you should have heard
those big guns of ours going, it would
just do youigood to listen {o ‘them,
but of:eourse the Germans have good
guns, itoo, and when they all get go-
ing, they can do some damageé. I be-
lieve it will be some time béfore we
do any more fighting of a serious na-
ture, for you may guess after two or
three months fighting, what the Cana-
niad Division is like, and I well you
when- we go to the trenchos, it is
always to omné of the most important
places on the line, but I guess we
will soon be having the Secound Cana-
dian Division out here, and then more
than- likely we  will' get a rest: I
consider myself lucky to-get through
so far, for you know when I left Ot~
tawa there was twenty others' wno
enlisted from the same Commpany of
the Guards as myself, and I am the
only one left of the twenty. One of
them has been transferred. All the

‘others are either killed, wounded or

prisoners, so you seé¢ I have: nothing
to complain- about so far. Of course
it will- be a long while hefore the
fighting will be over, for they have a
long way to go to get to Germany, and
gq they must before the ond eof ‘he
war. I don’t think any one in the
Cangdian Contingent will want to
quit before ithat time, even: if it did
last two years, which I' don’t" think
it will, for I:don’t think Germany can
stand’ it. I’ was surprised to hear
that Beb  had enlisted. I- think he
should have remained at home, as he
is the only one,left to support father;
but, of course, if he insisted oa going
it will be no good to try to stop him.
Anyway I am not.sorry that 1 enlist-
ed myself. - T would not have missed
the experience of the last six -months
for anything I could' think of, and if
I live to:get‘back I-will cértainly have
something to remember all- my life.
I don’t think there was ever a con-
tingent got treated so well as§ the
Canadians; for we get everything we
want. Tell ‘mother not' to' send me
any more; socks as we' are simply
logded with them here and I have
eceived several packages from New-
foundland, and' a' wholé lot' from Ot-
tawa, besides weiget issded with them
nearly every week. Everybody seems
to“think we need socks, so we would;
only we get them so often:
clean underwear every time.we come

out of the trenches, and we have' a’
bath everyi.day, when we ure not in-

theé trenches. So far you can see ac-
tive service is mot so”bad after all.

Bucharest, July. 13,—The . Austro-
Hungarian minister here on Wednes-
day last presented to the Prime Min-
ister proposals offering Roumania
certain concessions in exchange for
definite neutrality and facilities ' for

war.

She offers to cede to Roumania part
of Bukowina. as far north as Sereth,
and-at' the same time ameliorate the
treatment of Roumanians in the mon-
archy, granting a university to. Bra-
show, large admission of Roumanians
in Hungary to-the public service, and
greater liberty of administration to
the: Roumanian churches:

;An .alternative proposal affects the

action on the side of the Germanic
powers.
ritory,; would be extended to Czerno-
witz. and the line of thre Pruth and
the frontier on'the Danube would be
extended beyond the Iron Gates. The
undertaking mentioned above in re-
gard to the situation of Roumanians
in Hungary would also apply, but al-
lowing complete autbnomy -to Tran-
sylvania. There was also an under-
taking that the Austro-German armies
will occupy Besserabia and hahd it
over immediately to Roumania. Ger-
many guarantees the execution of
these proposals. ;

The significant point is that they
have fixed the term of one month in
which either alternative arrangement
must be agreed to. This is the time
the Germans hope that the Turks will
be able to hold out in the Dardanelles.

The proposals are being considered
by thte King and Prime Minister. In
political circles they are regarded as
a manoceuvre to delay diplomatic ac-
ition by Roumania.
