“Stop your ears,” said Ignatius, a
companior: of the Apostie John, “When
any one speaks to you at variaance
with the truth that Jesus Christ was
conceived by the Virgin Mary, of the
seed of David, but by the Holy Ghost.”

Anselm said: “God can form man
in four ways: From a man and wo-
man, as constant custom shows; from
neither man nor woman, as Adam;
from a man without a woman, as Eve;
or from a woman without a man, as
the Son of God.”

Sir Robert Anderson wrote: “In re-
gard to such a mystery as the Incar-
nation our part is to keep to the very
words of Holy Scripture; and the
language of Scripture is unequivocal
and plain. As to his human birth, the
Lord was “the Seed of the Woman.”
But it will be asked, Now is that pos-
sible? The answer is supplied by
Matthew 1:20 and Luke 1:35. The
Virgin Birth was altogether miracul-
ous. The truth of his Sonship as im-
plied in the Virgin Birth is merged in
the truth that he was the Son of God
in a vastly higher sense; and that
great truth is in the warp and woof
of every part of the New Testament.

All these tributes are beautiful but
they are insufficient. They lack the |
great essential note—they fail to de-
clare Jesus as the Saviour from Sin.

It takes Revelation, yea the Illumin-
ation of the Spirit of God to reveal |
the real character and mission - of
Jesus as Redeemer and Saviour.

Mr. Moody in one of his sermons |
tells the following incident that illu-
strates this point:

livered by Dr. Rendall would be at-|

tempting the impossible, as to take the
spoken matter out 'of the atmosphere
which he created and which held the
audience in its spell would altogether
rob the lecture of its merit. It will
be readily understood that a man who
had spent 37 years as a-Master and
14 years as Headmaster of Winchester
College was steeped in its traditions
and familiar with every detail of its
notable history and the life led within
its precincts. It was with such mat-
ters that the lecturer dealt, and so suc-
cessfully, that his every word left its
effect.

Dr. Rendall spoke of the great con-
ception of the founder William of
Wykeham who had built a school on
a_ 8cale which even in these modern
days would be considered altogether
out of proportion to the need, but the
Bishop, He-.said, Congidered npthlng
too good for the child.

The Publjc Schools of England
were dedicated to the service of the
State, and were content to slave and
give themselves freely in its cause.
Winchester might well be regarded
das the mother of the public schools
as from it the system originated. Sit-
unated in the ancient capital of Eng-
land, the College had the advantage
of an environment which was: ideéal.

There was England’s great Cathedral,
dating back to 1079; there rested the |
bones of 25 Kings;~ and t:werytmngl
spoke of the mnotable characters and |
the great events which went to make i
English History.

THE SEVEN LAMPS OF EDUCATION

The lecture was illustrated by lan- |
tern slides, and as the various pic-
tures were thrown on the screen Dr. |
Rendall described what he termed the
Seven Lamps. of Education. The first
views were thohe of Winghester Cathe-
dral, typifying the first Lamp, Wor- |
ship,’ and this was further illustrated |
by views of the College Chapel, Con-
firmation day, and the visit made to
the top of St. Catherine’s Hill twice a |
yvear when service was held by the|
students in the early morning.

Reverence, the second Lamp, -was
represented by the massive buildings,
the attitude of the scholars as they
gathered .for certain ceremonies or |
passgd sacred objects within the pre-
cinets of the College. Work, the third
Lamp, showed the boys engaged in
their various activities, and Leisure

Some few Christmases
ago a famous West End drapery firm
fitted up in their windows a sort of
movable circular stage on which were
a number - of beautifully modelled
wax figures, wonderfully attired and
shown in front of a cloth painted and
lighted like that in a theatre. Such
a crowd collected that the entire
pavement was blocked.

LOST ON THE BREAKERS.

Turks Charge Bntam

Geneva, Dee. 16.—The council of the’
League of Nations, having "regretfully
noted the failure of its attemm “at
mediation” in thé disputes over -the
Mosul region of Irak between Great
Britain and ankcy. has decided that

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| Other Names
for Christmas

THE OLDEST IS “THE FEAST OF
LIGHTS.”

Christmas Day’s full title is “The
Nativity of Our Lord, or the Birthday
of Christ,” to which the prayer book
somewhat quaintly adds: “Commonly
called Christmas Day.” :

The oldest name for Christmas is
“The Feast of Lights.” This has no
reference to the multitude of lights
Lurnt in churches and houses as part
of the Christmas rejoicings. The
name is in remembrance of the lighted
heavens in which the angels appear-
ed on the first Christmas Day.

Another Christmas name is “The
Feast—or Festival—of the Incarna-
tion.” This holds the reminder that
i the coming of the Babe of Bethlehem
meant the God was incarnate—in
flesh—on the world.

The Search for a
New Anasthetic

Ernest search is being made for an
anaesthetic more -satisfactory than
any now known. Ether is effective,
and it is convenient in. being liquid at
ordinary temperature and pressure,
 but “its after-effects of bronchitis or
sickness are unpleasant, and Its in-
flammability makes necessary much
care in its wuse. Nitrous oxide, or
laughing gas, is not always depend-
able, while its gaseous form is a dis-
advantage in handling. Va.riou‘s hydro-
carbons of anaesthetic properties have
been tried in recent years, and three
of the new sleep-producing gases—
acetylene ethylene and propylene—
have been for some months under spe-
cial investigation by British physicians
at St. Guy’s Hospital, London. Acety-
pjene dissolved in acetone is by the
Germans compressed in cylinders un-
der the name-of narzylen. Though the

thesia, trial of it is discontinued, on
account of its odor, the difficulty of
separating it from the acetone, and its
tendency to cause salivation. Ethylene,
which has given' good  results, but
pensive, is to be tested further, as is
also prophylene. The Lancet suggests
that future improvement may le not
in the substitution of other agents for
nitrous oxide and for ether, but in the
discovery of methods and measures
by which these two faithful servants
may be purged of their defects.

Our industry, to
the extent of about seventy or eighty
per cent. is now being carried on, not
by those who own the capital and who
can share the ups and downs of indus-
try with their workpeople, but by
those who are responsible to share-
holders, whose sole interest is to re-
ceive dividends regularly, and who
never come in contact with the work-
ers.
