Even the 
presidential election has given it no vitali­
ty. When that is over, it will be com­
pletely dead.

Anniversary sermons, in aid of Wes­
leyan Missions, were preached yesterday 
in the Wesleyan Methodist Church in 
this town. Unusual interest was im­
parted to the services this year from the 
fact that the eloquent and talented Pre­
sident of the Conference, the Rev. W. M. 
Punshon, was announced to preach in 
the morning, and the Rev. Wm. Steph­
enson, one of the most promising and elo­
quent young ministers in the body, was 
to preach in the evening. Fully antici­
pating a very large attendance at both 
morning and evening services,the church 
committee had made judicious arrange­
ments for accommodating strangers The 
members of the church, with such friends 
as they broughtxwith them, were admit­
ted by the rear door up till a quarter past 
ten o’clock, when the main doors were 
opened to the public. From that time 
till the service commenced a constant 
stream of people continued to pour in till 
every seat in the body and galleries of the 
church was filled. Benches had to be 
placed in the aisles and passages to accom­
modate those who could not find seats in 
the pews. The assemblage was the larg­
est, we believe, ever convened in a church 
in Guelph.

After the usual preliminary services 
had been gone through, the Rev. Mr. 
Punshon read the 118th psalm, and gave 
a most lucid explanation of it. He 
then gave out for his text thé 6th 
verse of the 2nd chapter of the First 
Epistle General of Peter, “Ye also as 
lively stones, are built up a spiritual 
house, an holy priesthood, to offer up 
spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by 
Jesus Christ.” After a lew introductory 
remarks on the scope and meaning of 
the text, the subject was treated under 
three divisions, in which the character, 
the principles, and the duty of Christian 
believers was set forth. It would be no­
ticed by a careful reading of the text 
that the pith of the words was in the 
adjectives. Believers were spoken of as 
lively stones, as being built up a spiritual 
house, an holy priesthood, whose great 
work it was to offer up spiritual sacrifi­
ces. Spirituality and holiness were thus 
indissolubly connected. The preacher 
then proceeded to expatiate on the pro­
gress of the Christian religion—how 
each successive generation had impro­
ved on its predecessor—bow thought 
and knowledge, and the power to pro­
duce both, had increased ; how civil and 
religious liberty had expanded. A like 
progressive developement could be tra­
ced in revelation. In the first ages God 
spake to man in visible manifestations. 
By and bye these became more rare, 
and they were followed by the teach­
ings of the lawgiver, the seer and the 
prophet. Then came the fulness of time 
—the age of spirituality—when man 
read the Divine, the perfect and 
royal will. But throughout all these 
ages and phases of Christianity, we 
can trace the unity of the word. Pro­
perly speaking there are but two relig­
ions—that of innocence as before tlie fall, 
and that which through the salvation of 
Christ the believer attains. The next 
point was the injunctions to holiness. 
True holiness was a forth putting of char­
acter in life, and was not limited to any 
family or succession. Holiness was with­
in the reach of all—of ministers and peo­
ple, of the merchant and man of business, 
of parents and children, of master and 
servant, ot man and woman, under all 
circumstances, of the whole world—and 
when that blessed consummation arrives 
then the glorious millennium will have 
dawned, and holiness become universal. 
He then dwelt on the privileges which 
the Christian enjoyed in being permitted 
to offer spiritual sacrifice acceptable to 
God, and closed with some thoughts on 
the duty of Christians as enjoined in the 
text. Under the Mosaic dispensation sac­
rifices were offered up continually, but 
under the newer and better dispensation 
one sacrifice had been offered up for sin. 
“ Ye are not your own ” the Apostle says, 
“ Ye are bought with a price.’' This 
sacrifice has been offered up once for all, 
and when the believer becomes a sharer 
in its blessings intellect, intelligence, pro­
perty—all follow—all are made subser­
vient to Christ’s cause and to Christ’s 
work on the earth. To get mankind to 
secure an interest in this sacrifice was the 
great work of Christianity. We cannot 
get from under the power of the appeal 
to become Christ's. That secured, all 
the other accessories follow. Time, mon­
ey, influence, prayers—all are given in 
order to further the great work of spread­
ing the gospel. The preacher closed

the living mind of the living God, an
epitome of the Deity. Their contents 
are specially adapted. There are in them 
passages of deep sublimity, and so conM^I 
prehensive that while addressed to the 
entire species of man they are applicable 
to the individual. There is also in the» 
such a variety that while their teachings 
are equal to the enlargement of the larg­
est mind, the most dwarfed mind may 
find in them words of encouragement.— 
Philosophy, art, science, poetry are all 
elevated by these testimonies, and never 
look half so grand as when they go hand 
in hand with them. They offer something 
for every condition ; they are strong, won­
derful in purpose, designed to corroborate 
whatever is true in science and morals, 
but their chief object is to confer immor­
tality. They have a peculiar abiding­
ness. Nature may sink under the weight 
of years,the sun may grow dim with age, 
but the Word of God abideth forever.— 
This is collateral evidence of their in­
spired origin, and constitutes an argu­
ment why a knowledge of them should 
be extended. Following up the latter 
thought, the Rev. gentleman concluded 
his discourse by an ardent appeal to the 
congregation to lend a generous assist­
ance to the missionary cause.

We may again remind our readers that 
the annual missionary meeting will be 
held in the Wesleyan Church on Tues­
day evening, when John Macdonald, Esq., 
of Toronto, will take the chair, and ad­
dresses will be delivered by Dr. Evans, a 
missionary returned from British Colum­
bia, Rev. Dr. Taylor, Rev. Messrs. Pun­
shon and Stephenson, and one or two 
laymen. A collection will be taken up 
in aid of the mission fund. On Wednes­
day evening a complimentary tea will be 
given to the members of the missionary 
committee. Tea served at 6 p. m. The 
ministers above mentioned will also be 
present and deliver addresses. Tickets,
30 cents each.

Kincardine Salt Well.—The Reporter 
says the Salt well Company have put 
down six hundred feet of tubing.

THE EVENING SERVICES.
The evening services were conducted 

by the Rev. Mr. Stephenson. The church 
was almost, if not entirely, as well filled 
as in the morning. The Rev. gentleman 
took for his text Psalm 119, varse 129 :
“ Thy testimonies are wonderful, there­
fore doth my soul keep them.” His ser­
mon consisted of two parts, the first be­
ing an analysis of the character of the 
Psalmist, the second an analysis of the 
Scriptures.the testimonies to which David 
referred in the passage quoted. In glow­
ing language the leading features of the 
intellectual, moral and spiritual nature of 
the Sweet Singer of Israel were com­
mented on, and the critique was able as 
it was just, justice being determined by 
keeping in view the Almighty’s verdict 
on the actions of his favourite. As a man, 
as a hero, as a king, as a poet, as a pa­
triot, David stood unrivalled in hie day, 
but. above all, he was pre-eminently a 
saint. His devotion was the grand char­
acteristic of the Psalms, and in none of 
them, perhaps, was it more strongly ex­
hibited than in the one from which the 
text was selected. The second part, of 
the discourse related to the testimonies 
spoken of by the Psalmist. Of these 
there are many phases. They are shown 
in the changes of the seasons and all the 
phenomena of nature,but recognized most 
strongly in the administration of the pro­
vidence of God. The highest of them is 
revelation, and the Scriptures are the tes­
timonies meant by the Psalmist in the Jeri 
"passage. They are the living speech of

Madrid, Nov. 1.—The Provisional 
Government is about to send reinforce­
ments to Cuba. The City of Havana has 
been authorized to borrow ten millions of 
crowns for the completion of the Isabella 
Canal. Belgium has recognized the Pro­
visional Government.

London, Nov. 1.—Serious riots took 
place in Roterdam yesterday. The troops 
were called out and were obliged to fire 
upon the rioters. It is reported that 
several were killed and many wounded.

Southampton, Nov. 1.—The steamer 
Deutchland from New York has arrived 
here on her way to Bremen.

London, Nov. 1.—The negotiations for 
the settlement of the Alabama claims will 
undoubtedly be settled in a few days. 
England is willing to pay the American 
claims.

American Despatches
Norfolk, Va., Oct. 31.—Major General 

Wurtemberg, of the Austrian army, visi 
ted Fortress Monroe yesterday, where he 
was received with military honors. The 
General is on a tour through the United 
States, during which he will visit the 
principal battle fields of the rebellion for 
the purpose of studying the American 
system of warfare.

Huntsville, Ala., Nov. 1st, — Three 
hundred Ku Klux Klan were parading 
about last night while a republican mass 
meeting was in progress. Fifty or sixty 
shots were fixed. AJudge Horton was 
mortally wounded. Two negroes were 
killed, and many wounded.

New York, Nov. 1st.—Despatches from 
many of the Southern cities state that 
vigorous measures have been adopted to 
prevent any riotous proceedings on elec­
tion day. The tears of serious distur­
bances are considerably lessened.

Tho Tribune's Washington special 
says : “ The second of a series of cricket 
games between a picked eleven of the 
Washington cricket club, and the British 
legation headed by Sir Edward Thorn­
ton was played in this city yesterday. 
The score of the first innings was Wash­
ington 73, Legation 58. Second innings, 
Washington 66, Legation 69.

New York, Nov. 2.—The Democrat'• 
Madrid special says neatly all the Con­
servatives have «greed upon Ferdinand, 
father of the King of Portugal, to ascend 
the throne of Spain. The Democratic 
clubs have elected Gen. Prim as President 
of the united Provinces. Queen Victoria 
as well as the whole Royal family are 
said to be opposed to the candidature of 
Prince Alfred to the Throne of Spain.

THE GUELPH POLICE COURT.
Before T. W. Saunders, Esq., Police Magistrate

Monday, 2nd.—Ihomas Hoban, Wm. 
Watson and John Conway were charged 
with disorderly conduct on the night of 
Wednesday last. Conway did not ap­
pear. They were all at tho dance which 
succeeded the concert in the Drill Shed, 
and some sort of a row took place, but 
the part which Conway and Watson 
took iû it was by no means clear. Some 
person named Keleher pushed Hoban 
against a couple that were dancing, and 
when the latter remonstrated ètruck him. 
The two were then put out and sepa­
rated, and .the fuss ended. Watson said 
that he, too, was put out in the crowd, 
and that was the extent of his guilt. 
The case'wàe dismissed.

Skedaddled. — The Champion learns 
that Robert Hunter King, of Nelson, has 
disappeared from home in consequence 
of some of his children làying an informa­
tion before a magistrate against him for 
being concerned in burning De Forrest’s 
barn a few months ago. The split was 
made in consequence of a family quarrel

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Great Western Railway.
We are in recept of the report of the 

Directors of the Great Western Railway 
laid before the Shareholders on the 21st 
October last, for the six months ending 
the 31st July 1868. The receipts on capi­
tal account during the half-year ending 
on the above date amounted to £321 4s 
2d, making the total receipts of the 
Company on capital account £5,260,829, 
4s, 9d , while the aggregate expenditure 
to the same date, and on the same ac­
count was £6,382,594 3s. 10d., leaving a 
balance to the debit of capital account of 
£121,764 19s. Id.

The outlay on capital account during 
the half year has been £20,788 Ils lid. 
The gioss receipts on revenue account 
were, for the last half-year, £356,649 4s ; 
while the working expenses, including 
renewals, were £208,461, 14s. 3d., leaving 
a balance in favor of revenue of £148,187 
9s. 9d. From this must be deducted : 
interest on Bonds, Loans Ac., £52,270 
5s 4d ; loss on conversion of American 
Funds, £54,748 12s. 5d ; loss on working 
Erie and Niagara Railway, £529 3s. 4d ; 
loss on working Galt and Guelph Rail­
way, £476 6s. lOcf; Detroit fire claims, 
final charge, £4,109 Ils. 9d, and amount 
set aside for renewal of ferry steamers, 
£2,000, making an aggregate of £114,133 
19s 8d, which deducted from £148,187 
9s. 9d, leaves a net profit for the half- 
year of £34,053 10s. Id, to which add 
surplus for last half-year £2, 925, 6s 5d, 
and there remains an available dividend 
of £36, 778 16. 6d. From this amount 
the Directors recommended a dividend 
at the rate of two per sent, per annum, 
free of income tax which will absorb 
£35,649 lie. 6d., and leave a surplus of 
£1,129 5s. to be carried to the credit of 
the next half year.

The loss on conversion of American 
currency still continues very heavy. For 
the last six months it amounted to £54,- 
748 12s. 5d., against £52,820 10s. for the 
corresponding halt of the year 1867, The 
total traffic receipts for the six months 
ending July, 1868, show a decrease, when 
compared with those of the corresponding 
six months of 1867, of £8,887 2s. 6d. This 
decrease in recepts is ascribed by the 
Directors to the diminished rates adopted 
by the parallel routes for through passen­
gers and freight, and to the total ititer- 
ruption of tha traffic on three separate 
occasions, during several days, by snow 
storms and floods, over the Great Western 
and connecting lines, at the commence­
ment of the hall year. The increase in 
working expenses is £25,693 4s 9d, com-

Ered with the corresponding period of 
it year. It has been a matter of serious 

concern to the Directors ; but the increased 
expense was unavoidable, arising as it did 
chiefly from the extraordinary severity of 
last winter and the damage to the rolling 
stock and roadway by the intense frost, 
which exceeded all previous experience. 
The Directors speak hopefully of the 
future. The improved condition of the 
Dominion, and the recent very abundant 
harvest, afford solid grounds for the ex­
pectation of a greatly increased traffic for 
the current half year.

New Archbishoprics,
We understand that Dr. Linch, at pre­

sent Roman Catholic Bishop of the dio­
cese of Toronto, will shortly be appoint­
ed to the Archbishopric recently erected 
in Ontario. The recommendation was 
made at the Council of Canadian Bishops 
recently held in Quebec, and the endor- 
sation of their action is shortly expected 
from Rome. The new Archbishopric wil] 
exercise control over the five dioceses 
comprising the Province of Ontario, and 
will always be attached to the see cf To­
ronto. It was at one time expected that 
the diocese of Kingston would be attach­
ed to the archbishopric, but the larger 
commercial importane and the central po­
sition of Toronto outweighed the only 
argument in favour of the former of be 
ing an elder diocese. We-also undertaud 
that a new archbishopric has been recom­
mended for the Red River district, nnd 
that the Bishop of St, Boniface has been 
nominated to the position. He will exer­
cise control over four dioceses, and be 
termed Archbishop of St. Boniface. The 
Papal bull authorising these changes is 
shortly expected from Rome, but unoffi­
cial information of a sufficiently definite 
character has been already received to 
make this programme a fixed fact— 
Globe.

WELLINGTON FALL ASSIZES.
October 81.

The jury In the case of Stewart w. 
Moffat, for dander, brought in a verdict 
lor plaintiff of one shilling damages. 
This sum does not carry costs.

Stewart vs. Adams.—This was an 
action exactly similar to the above, the 
plaintiff being the same individual in both 
cases, and the same language having 
been applied to him by Adame that was 
used by Moffatt. Aa the same ground 
would have to be gone over again, and 
same witnesses examined, the parties 
agreed to accept a similar verdict. Mr. 
Durand for plaintiff; Messrs. Harrison 
and Guthrie for defendant in both cases.

The case of McKechnie, for manslaugh- 
ter, was traversed to the next Assizes. 
Hie Lordship admitted the application 
from Mr. McMillan, Mount Forest, coun­
sel for the prisoner, for a postponement. 
The grounds on which the delay was asked 
were, that such a short time had elapsed 
since the arrest of the prisoner that he 
had not had time to collect his witnesses, 
some of whom reside at a great distance ; 
and further that the name of another per­
son had been mentioned as having com­
muted the deed.

The Queen vs. John and Thomas 
McQuillan.—The prisoners were charg­
ed with having stolen a bag of oats from 
Thos. McLarty, Puslincb. The case was, 
to say the least of it, a trivial one. The 
prosecutor's hired man had left a bag of 
oats in the barn or stable, or some place 
convenient for feeding his horses in the 
morning. But, like the Irishman’s flea, 
when he had his finger on them they 
were not there. Tracks from the barn 
were discovered, and on following these 
up, one of the prisoners was met wearing 
a pair of shoes that looked as if they 
might have produced the tracks in ques­
tion. Aided by a search warrant, the bag 
which was believed to have contained the 
oats was found empty in the house 
of the prisoners’ father. His Lord 
ship said that had it not been for 
the tracks he should have ordered 
an acquittal without hearing evidence for 
the defence, as the prisoners could not be 
held responsible for the appearance of the 
bag in their father’s house—that was a 
matter to be considered againstJlim. The 
jury after a brief deliberation brought in 
a verdict of “ not guilty.”

The Queen vs. George Fisher.— 
The prisoner was charged with having 
stolen a heifer from John Keith, of Nichol, 
on the night of the 29 th of September 
last. This case was in short the counter­
part of Mulligan's, it being believed that 
the two were concerned in the slaughter­
ing of the beast. There was no direct 
evidence against him. He had been seen 
in company with Mulligan driving late at 
night towards Salem from Elora. He is 
a butcher’# apprentice, and a light was 
observed in bis master’s slaughter house 
between midnight and two o’clock. He 
had also confessed that he killed the 
beast, implying thereby that he had 
nothing to do with the theft. Verdict, 
“ not guilty.” Mr. Peterson for the 
Crown, Mr. Drew for the defence.

November 2nd.
The Court opened at ten o’clock.
Lowe vs. Morris.—Action on a bond. 

In 1865 the defendant bound himself in 
a penalty of $950 to the plaintiff to do 
three things, viz : to pay forthwith $100 
for building a dwelling house for the 
plaintiff, and a second $100 in a year af­
ter. Another sum of $100 was to be 
paid in cord wood, the first instalment 
to be put in during the winter of ’65-66, 
and one each winter thereafter until the 
value of the $100 had been received, the 
prices current in Fergus at time of deli­
very being allowed. The last obligation 
was to pay $175 dollars in five years, in 
cash instalments of $35 each. The first 
of these was to be made on the 1st of 
Nov., 1806, and for the non-payment of 
two of these, as-well as for the non-deli­
very of someot the wood, the action was 
brought. The defence produced receipts 
for the fulfilment of all obligations, ex­
cept the delivery of the wood due for the 
the winter of ’67-68, and be had paid in­
to court since the action was brought com 
pensation therefor. The plaintiff denied 
the genuineness ot the receipts. Verdict 
for defendant, that is, the jury asserted 
their belief that the instalments of $35 
each had been paid. Means. Palmçr and 
Anderson for plaintiff ; Mr. Guthrie for 
defendant.

Tindall, vs. Bcflmer.—An action for 
damages which originated in this wise. 
Mrs. Bui nor owns a farm in Peel, which 
she duly leased to the plaintiff. But a 
Mr. Bemish had previously written to a 
son of defendant, who, in reply, gave 
him a promise ol the farm for a term of 
years, and be immediately moved on to 
it. When therefore Tindall demanded 
possession, Bemish refused it, and the 
former brought this action for damages 
against Mrs. Bulmer.

The case is in progress.

Galt Aiy> Guelph Railway^—The 
Directors of the Great Western Railway, 
as may be seen by the synopsis ol tne 
half-yearly report in another column, 
have an ingenious way of putting the 
Galt and Guelph Railway in debt to the 
main line. In every year’s repirt this 
branch is represented as being worked at 
a loss to the Company, while in reality 
it is not, but on Hie other liana a gain- 
For the last halfyear the loss is put 
down at £476 6s lOd. This is the way 
it is done. ^The Great Western Company 
give the Galt and Guelph Branch 
credit for the passengers and freight be­
tween Guelph and Harrisburg only, and 
then give the Great Western the whole 
credit for them on the balance of the 
journey. Now this is unfair. If no 
Branch existed, the Great Western 
would not secure a cent’s value for these 
passengers and freight, but having it as 
afeedar its receipts are considerably aug­
mented by the traffic on the line. If the 
Branch was treated with anything like 
justice in making out the accounts it 
would be clearly shown that the Galt 
and Guelph Branch is more than paying 
working expenses—that it is in fact one 
of the best paying short lines in Canada.

Canada Wool.—Canada combing wool 
seems to be at present unusually scarce 
andin good demand in the United States. 
To such a high price has onr wool reach­
ed, and so great is the difficulty of obtain­
ing it, that manufacturers are now talk­
ing about importing from Europe to 
keep their mills going" Seventy-five 
cents per lb is the current price in New 
York for Canada combing wools.

^ The Emigration Conference.—The 
Emigration Conference opened at Otta­
wa on Friday ; present, Sir John A Mac­
donald and Mr. Chapaia, for the Domin­
ion Government ; Messrs. Wood and 
Carling for Ontario ; Messrs. Chauveau 
and Dunkin for Quebec, and Messrs. 
Wetmore and Beckwith for New Bruns­
wick: A plan of concerted action between 
the Dominion and Local Governments 
has been agreed on, the details of which 
are to be prepared here and submitted to 
the Local Governments for their appro­
val. New energy is to be given to ac­
tion on the part of the Dominion, by es­
tablishing agencies in London and on 
the continent—while agencies at all im­
portant points in the Dominion are to be 
maintained. The local Cabinets may 
supplement the action of the Dominiou 
by sending additional agents to Europe 
to act in concert with the agents of the 
Dominion. The immigration policy of 
each province must be communicated to 
the Dominion Cabinet, who will facilitate 
its diffusion. What is mainly promised 
from the new eystym is that increased 
energy is to be given to Dominion action, 
while the provinces will be left open to 
do what they please in addition.

New York Cattle Market.—Transac­
tions on Friday were dull at the cattle 
markets. Receipts are heavy. Sellers 
are in bad humor on account of the slow 
sales. Most of the sales arc made at 
intermediate prices between 12c. to 16 
per lb., net weight. Only a few prime 
bullocks were sold for 16c. per lb., and 
fewer still of extras brought mjre than 
16. A large number of rough and poor 
cattle were disposed of at 9c. to 11c. per 
lb. Sales at all the markets were exceed­
ingly slow at the foregoing rates. The 
receipts of sheep were never before so 
heavy at the Comunipaw yards. Sellers 
affirmed that there was no market at all. 
Every pen was full ; and no purchasers 
were around. One carload of prime sheep 
sold at 5c. per lb., live weight. The 
market may be quoted as slow and dull 
at 3c. to 5c. per lb., live weight. Swine 
are heavy, with only moderate transac­
tions at 9 to.9 jc. per lb. live weight. Very 
few bring over 8J to 8jc. per lb. Dress­
ed, the same swine will sell for 10 to 11c. 
per lb. A few selected lots weie sold for 
1 lie. per lb.—iV. Y. Time*

The L’Obde, Montreal, thinks if the Bri­
tish troops are withdrawn from Canada, Eng­
land may aa well break the colonial ties 
which bind us to her fortunes.

Methodists to-morrow evening.

More Girls coming.—From a letter 
received from Miss Rye, dated London, 
14th Oct., we learn that that lady intend­
ed to sail for Canada by the Nestorian on 
the 22nd, and expected, to be in Toronto 
this week, accompanied by about 90 girls.

Anniversary sermons, in aid of Wes­
leyan Missions, were preached yesterday 
in the Wesleyan Methodist Church in 
this town. Unusual interest was im­
parted to the services this year from the 
fact that the eloquent and talented Pre­
sident of the Conference, the Rev. W. M. 
Punshon, was announced to preach in 
the morning, and the Rev. Wm. Steph­
enson, one of the most promising and elo­
quent young ministers in the body, was 
to preach in the evening. Fully antici* 
pating a very large attendance at both 
morning and evening services,the church 
committee had made judicious arrange­
ments for accommodating strangers The 
members of the church, with such friends 
as they broughtxwith them, were admit­
ted by the rear door up till a quarter past 
ten o’clock, when the main doors were 
opened to the public. From that time 
till the service commenced » constant 
stream of people continued to pour in till 
every seat in the body and galleries of the 
church was filled. Benches had to be 
placed in the aisles and passages to accom­
modate those who could not find seats in 
the pews. The assemblage was the larg­
est, we believe, ever convened in a church 
in Guelph.

After the usual preliminary services 
had been gone through, the Rev. Mr. 
Punshon read the 118th psalm, and gave 
a most lucid explanation of it. He 
then gave out for his text the 5th 
verse of the 2nd chapter of the First 
Epistle General of Peter, “Ye also as 
lively stones, are built up a spiritual 
house, an holy priesthood, to offer up 
spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by 
Jesus Christ.” After a few introductory 
remarks on the scope and meaning of 
the text, the subject was treated under 
three divisions, in which the character, 
the principles, and the duty of Christian 
believers was set forth. It ‘would be no­
ticed by a careful reading of the text 
that the pith of the words was in the 
adjectives. Believers were spoken ot as 
lively stones, as being built up a spiritual 
house, an holy priesthood, whose great 
work it was to offer up spiritual sacrifi­
ces. Spirituality and holiness were thU(s 
indissolubly connected. The preacher 
then proceeded to expatiate on the pro­
gress of the Christian religion—-how 
each successive generation had impro­
ved on its predecessor—how thought 
and knowledge, and the power to pro­
duce both, had increased ; how civil and 
religious liberty had expanded. A like 
progressive developement could be tra­
ced in revelation. In the first ages God 
spake to man in visible manifestations. 
By and bye these became more rare, 
and the} were followed by the teach­
ings of the lawgiver, the seer and the 
prophet. Then came the fulness of time 
—the age of spirituality—when man 
read the Divine, the perfect and 
royal will. But throughout all these 
ages and phases of Christianity, we 
can trace the unity of the word. Pro­
perly speaking there are but two relig­
ions—that of innocence as before the fall, 
and that which through the salvation of 
Christ the believer attains. The next 
point was the injunctions to holiness. 
True holiness was a forth putting of char­
acter in life, and was not limited to any 
family or succession. Holiness was with­
in the reach of all—of ministers and. peo­
ple, of the merchant and man of business, 
of parents and children, of master and 
servant, ot man and woman, under all 
circumstances, of the whole world—and 
when that blessed consummation arrives 
then the glorious millennium will have 
dawned, and holiness become universal. 
He then dwelt on the privileges which 
the Christian enjoyed in being permitted 
to offer spiritual sacrifice acceptable to 
God, and closed with some thoughts on 
the duty of Christians as enjoined in the 
text. Under the Mosaic dispensation sac­
rifices were offered up continually, but 
under the newer and better dispensation 
one sacrifice had been offered up for sin. 

Ye are not your own ” the Apostle says, 
Ye are bought with a price.’' This 

sacrifice has been offered up once for all, 
and when the believer becomes a sharer 
in its blessings intellect, intelligence, pro­
perty—all follow—all are made subser­
vient to Christ’s cause and to Christ’s 
work on the earth. To get mankind to 
secure an interest in this sacrifice was the 
great work of Christianity. We cannot 
get from under the power of the appeal 
to become Christ’s. That secured, all 
the other accessories follow. Time, mon­
ey, influence, prayers—all are given in

the living mind of the living God, an
epitome of the Deity. Their content» 
are specially adapted. There are in them 
passages of deep sublimity, and so com 0 
prehensive that while addressed to the 
entire species of man they are applicable 
to the individual. There is also in them 
such a variety that while their teaching» 
are equal to the enlargement of the larg­
est mind, the most dwarfed mind may 
find in them words of encouragement.— 
Philosophy, art, science, poetry are all 
elevated by these testimonies, and never 
look half so grand as when they go hand 
in hand with them. They offer something 
for every condition ; they are strong, won­
derful in purpose, designed to corroborate 
whetever is true in science and morals, 
but their chief object is to confer immor­
tality. They have a peculiar abiding­
ness. Nature may sink under the weight 
of years,the sun may grow dim with age, 
but the Word of God abideth forever.— 
This is collateral evidence of their in­
spired origin, and constitutes an argu­
ment why a knowledge of them should 
be extended. Following up the latter 
thought, the Rev. gentleman concluded 
hie discourse by an ardent appeal to the 
congregation to lend a generous assist­
ance to the missionary cause.

We may again remind our readers that 
the annual missionary meeting will be 
held in the Wesleyan Church on Tues­
day evening, when John Macdonald, Esq., 
of Toronto, will take the chair, and ad­
dresses will be delivered by Dr. Evans, a 
missionary returned from British Colum­
bia, Rev. Dr. Taylor, Rev. Messrs. Pun­
shon and Stephenson, and one or two 
laymen. A collection will be taken up 
in aid of the mission fund. On Wednes­
day evening a complimentary tea will be 
given to the members of the missionary 
committee. Tea served at 6 p. m. The 
ministers above mentioned will also be 
present and deliver addresses. Tickets,

In glow­
ing language the leading features of the 
intellectual, moral and spiritual nature of 
the Sweet Singer of Israel were com­
mented on, and the critique was able as 
it was just, justice being determined by 
keeping in view the Almighty’s verdict 
on the actions of his favourite. As a man, 
as a hero, as a king, as a poet, as a pa­
triot, David stood unrivalled in his day, 
but. above all, he was pre eminently a 
saint. His devotion was the grand char­
acteristic of the Psalms, and in none of 
them, perhaps, was it more strongly ex­
hibited than in the one from which the 
text was selected. The second part of 
the discourse related to the testimonies 
spoken of by the Psalmist. Of these 
there are many phases. They are shown 
in the changes of the seasons and all the 
phenomena of nature,but recognized most 
strongly in the administration of the pro­
vidence of God. The highest of them is 
revelation, and the Scriptures are the tea-

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Great Western Railway.
We are in recept of the report of the 

Directors of the Great Western Railway 
laid before the Shareholders on the 21st 
October last, for the six months ending 
the 31st July 1868. The receipts on capi­
tal account during the half-year ending 
on the above date amounted to £321 4s 
2d, making the total receipts of the 
Company on capital account £6,260,829, 
4s, 9d , while the aggregate expenditure 
to the same date, and on the same ac­
count was £6,382,694 3s. 10d., leaving a 
balance to the debit of capital account of 
£121,76419*. Id.

The outlay on capital account during 
the half year has been £20,788 Ils lid. 
The gross receipts on revenue account 
were, for the last half-year, £356,649 4s ; 
while the working expenses, including 
renewals, were £208,461,14s. 3d., leaving 
a balance in favor of revenue of £148,187 
9s. 9d. From this must be deducted : 
interest on Bonds, Loans Ac., £52,270 
5s 4d ; loss on conversion of American 
Funds, £54,748 12s. 5d ; loss on working 
Erie and Niagara Railway, £529 3s. 4d ; 
loss on working Galt and Guelph Rail­
way, £476 6s. lOd; Detroit fire claims, 
final charge,£4,109 Ils. 9d, and amount 
set aside for renewal of ferry steamers, 
£2,000, making an aggregate of £114,133 
19s 8d, which deducted from £148,187 
9s. 9d, leaves a net profit for the half- 
year of £34,053 10s. Id, to which add 
surplus for last half-year £2, 925, 6s 5d, 
and there remains an available dividend 
of £36, 778 16. 6d. From this amount 
the Directors recommended a dividend 
at the rate of two per sent, per annum, 
free of income tax which will absorb 
£35,649 Ils. 6d., and leave a surplus of 
£1,129 5s. to be carried to the credit of 
the next half year.

The loss on conversion of American 
currency still continues very heavy. For 
the last six months it amounted to £54,- 
748 12s. 5d., against £52,820 10s. for the 
corresponding halt of the year 1867, The 
total traffic receipts for the six months 
ending July, 1868, show a decrease, when 
compared with those of the corresponding 
six months of 1867, of £8,887 2s. 6d. This 
decrease in recepts is ascribed by the 
Directors to the diminished rates adopted 
by the parallel routes for through passen­
gers and freight, and to the total inter­
ruption of the traffic on three separate 
occasions, during several days, by snow 
storms and floods, over the Great Western 
and connecting lines, at the commence­
ment of the hall year. The increase in 
working expenses is £25,693 4s 9d, com­
pared with the corresponding period of 
last year. It has been a matter of serious 
concern to the Directors ; but the increased 
expense was unavoidable, arising as it did 
chiefly from the extraordinary severity of 
last winter and the damage to the rolling 
stock and roadway by the intense frost, 
which exceeded all previous experience. 
The Directors speak hopefully of the 
future. The improved condition of the 
Dominion, and the recent very abundant 
harvest, afford solid grounds for the ex­
pectation of a greatly increased traffic for 
the current half year.

New Archbishoprics,
We understand that Dr. Linch, at pre­

sent Roman Catholic Bishop of the dio­
cese of Toronto, will shortly be appoint­
ed to the Archbishopric recently erected 
in Ontario. The recommendation was 
made at the Council of Canadian Bishops 
recently held in Quebec, and the endor- 
sation of their action is shortly expected 
from Rome. The new Archbishopric wilj 
exercise control over the five dioceses 
comprising the Province of Ontario, and 
will always be attached to the see cf To­
ronto. It was at one time expected that 
the diocese of Kingston would be attach­
ed to the archbishopric, but the larger 
commercial importane and the central po­
sition of Toronto outweighed the only 
argument in favour of the former of be 
ing an elder diocese. We also undertand 
that a new archbishopric has been recom­
mended for the Red River district, nnd 
that the Bishop of St, Boniface has been 
nominated to the position. He.will exer­
cise control over four dioceses, and be 
termed Archbishop of St. Boniface. The 
Papal bull authorising these changes is 
shortly expected from Rome, but unoffi­
cial information of a sufficiently definite 
character has been already received to 
make this programme a fixed fact— 
Globe.

Galt Aiy> Guelph Railway.—The 
Directors of the Great Western Railway, 
as may be seen by the synopsis of tiie 
halfyearlv report in another column, 
have an ingenious way of putting the 
Galt and Guelph Railway in debt to the 
main line. In every year’s repirt this 
branch is represented as being worked at 
a loss to the Company, while in reality 
it is not, but on the other hand a gain- 
For the last half year the loss is put 
down at £476 6s lOd. This is the way 
it is done. ^The Great Western Company 
give the Galt and Guelpli Branch 
credit for the passengers and freight be­
tween Guelph and Harrisburg only, and 
then give the Great Western the whole 
credit for them on the balance of the 
journey. Now this is unfair. It po 
Branch existed, the Great Western 
would not secure a cent’s value for these 
passengers and freight, but having it as 
afeedjr its receipts are considerably aug­
mented by the traffic on the line. If the 
Branch was treated with anything like 
justice in making out the accounts it 
would be clearly shown that the Galt 
ana Guelph Branch is more than paying 
working expenses—that it is in fact one 
of the best paying short lines in Canada.

The Queen va. John and Thomas 
McQuillan.—The prisoners were charg­
ed with having stolen a bag of oats from 
Thoa.

The 
prosecutor's hired man had left a bag of 
oats in the barn or stable, or some place 
convenient for feeding his horses in the 
morning. But, like the Irishman’s flea, 
when he had his finger on them they 
were not there. Tracks from the barn 
were discovered, and on following these 
up, one of the prisoners was met wearing 
a pair of shoes that looked as if they 
might have produced the tracks in ques­
tion. Aided by a search warrant, the bag 
which was believed to have contained the 
oats was found empty in the house 
of the prisoners’ father. His Lord 
ship said that had it not been for 
the tracks he should have ordered 
an acquittal without hearing evidence for 
the defence, as the prisoners could not be 
held responsible for the appearance of the 
bag in their father’s houser—that was a 
matter to be considered agamsVhim. The 
jury after a brief deliberation brought in 
a verdict of “ not guilty.”

Tiie Queen va. George Fisher.— 
The prisoner was charged with having 
stolen a heifer from John Keith, of Nichol, 
on the night of the 29th of September 
last. This case was in short the counter­
part of Mulligan’s, it being believed that 
the two were concerned in the slaughter­
ing of the beast. There was no direct 
evidence against him. He had been seen 
in company with Mulligan driving late at 
night towards Salem from Elora. He is

The Emigration Conference.—The 
Emigration Conference opened at Otta­
wa on Friday ; present, Sir John A Mac­
donald and Mr. Chapaia, for the Domin­
ion Government ; Messrs. Wood and 
Carling for Ontario ; Messrs. Chauveau 
and Dunkin for Quebec, and Messrs, 
Wetmore and Beckwith for New Bruns­
wick. A plan of concerted action between 
the Dominion and Local Governments 
has been agreed on, tiie details of which 
are to be prepared l^ere and submitted to 
the Local Governments for their appro­
val. New energy is to be given to ac­
tion on the part of the Dominion, by es­
tablishing agencies in London and on 
the continent—while agencies at all im­
portant points in the Dominion are to be 
maintained. The local Cabinets may 
supplement the action of the Dominiou 
by sending additional agents to Europe 
to act in cqncert with the agents of the 
Dominion. The immigration policy of 
each province must be communicated to 
the Dominion Cabinet, who will facilitate 
its diffusion. What is mainly promised 
from the new eystqm is that increased 
energy is to be given to Dominion action, 
while the provinces will be left open to 
do what they please in addition.

Canada Wool.—Canada ccmbing wool 
seems to be at present unusually scarce 
andin good demand in the United States. 
To such a high price has our wool reach­
ed, and so great is the difficulty of obtain­
ing it, .that manufacturers are now talk­
ing about importing from Europe to 
keep their mills going.; Seventy-five 
<cents per lb is the current price in New 
Yoik for Canada combing wools.

New York Cattle Market.—Transac­
tions on Friday were dull at the cattle 
markets. Receipts are heavy. Sellers 
are in bad humor on account of the slow 
sales. Most of the sales are made at 
intermediate prices between 12c. to 16. 
per lb., net weight. Only a few prime 
bullocks were sold for 16c. per lb., and 
fewer still of extras brought mjre than 
16. A large number of rough and poor 
cattle were disposed of at 9c. to 11c. per 
lb. Sales at all the markets were exceed­
ingly slow at the foregoing rates. The 
receipts of sheep were never before so 
heavy at the Comunipaw yards. Sellers 
affirmed that there was no market at all. 
Every pen was full ; and no purchasers 
were around. One carload of prime sheep 
sold at 5c. per lb., live weight. The 
market may be quoted as slow and dull 
at 3c. to 5c. per lb., live weight. Swine 
are heavy, with only moderate transac­
tions at 9 to 9jc. per lb. live weight. Very 
few bring over 8j to 81c. per lb. Dress­
ed, the same swine will sell for 10 to 11c. 
per lb. A few selected lots were sold for 
11 ic. per lb.—2f. Y. Time*
