Deputation to Manitoba.—Last Mon­
day, says the Christian Guardia», the Rev.

The Crops In Guelpli District.
We much regret to learn from one of 

our most intelligent agriculturists, who 
has recently travelled over a consider­
able portion of this and surrounding dis­
trict, that the crops as a whole are look­
ing most miserable ; th»hot dry weather 
having affected them to such an extent 
that he firmly believes from a careful ex­
amination, that many 100 acre farms 
will not dispose of $100 worth of produce. 
In his travels he scarcely saw a well- 
braided field of turnips, and even should 
the long expected and much welcome 
rain speedily fall it is very doubtful if it 
would not be too late to produce a 'large 
crop. It is said, however, that fields 
that were sown in the latter end of June 
and received the grateful showers of that 
period are doing well. We much fear 
that the grasshoppers are threatening 
great destruction to the spring cereal 
crops, as we learn that they have in some 
portions of Puslinch devastated whole 
fields of spring wheat. Grass is likewise 
so scarce and crisped that many farmers 
in Puslinch and Waterloo, on light soils, 
are cutting their peas for fodder to keep 
their cattle from starvation. Altogether 
the prospect is, agriculturally speaking, 
somewhat dismal ; but as a counterpoise 
it is gratifiying to be able to announce 
that in many other portions of the County 
the crops look splendid and promise an 
abundant harvest ; which may be ac­
counted for by the greater depth of snow 
with which they were visited during last 
winter and the consequent greater and 
more effectual saturation of the soil in 
spring. _______ _

Sir John A. Macdonald at Hamilton.
Sir John A. Macdonald arrived at Ham­

ilton on Friday night, and was met at the 
station by about a dozen people. Sir 
Francis Hinoke arrived next day. On 
Saturday evening a public meeting, called 
by advertisement,was held in the Mechan­
ics’ Hall. The seats having been remov­
ed from the hall, the audienee,which was 
large,filling the hall to its utmost extent, 
were obliged to stand. A large number 
of those present were Reformers. Sir F. 
Hincks was first introduced, and spoke 
for some time in defence of the Govern­
ment, Sir John followed in e long and 
somewhat rambling speech. He defended 
course he had pursued in the Govern­
ment for some years past,and the various 
important measures they had carried.

News About Dr. Livingstone

THE CUBA* TROUBLES

Defeat of the Spaniard.

Local anti Other Items.
The Wimbledon Match—Triumph of 

the Canadians.—London, July 13.—The 
Canadians at Wimbledon have won the 
Rajah of Colapore’s Challenge Cup,against 
the United Kingdom Champions, by eight 
points. It was the finest match yet shot.

Accident with a Pistol.—On Friday 
evening a young man named Switzer, of 
Georgetown, accidently shot himself in 
the leg while drawing a pistol loaded with 
buckshot from his pocket. The whole 
charge entered the leg above the knee, 
and the surgeon has not yet succeeded in 
extracting the charge.

New York, July 16.—The Stokes jury, 
at 2 o'clock this morning, retired to rest. 
It is reported they they stand nine for 
murder, one for manslaughter and two 
for acquittal, and that there are no hopes 
of agreement.

The Herald has letters from Stanley, 
its African correspondent, giving the his­
tory of his travels, his meeting with Dr. 
Livingstone, and the latter’s account of 
tiis explorations. Stanley and Living­
stone say that the Zambezi is the head 
waters of the Nile. The stories the doc­
tor tells of the two countries through 
which the great river runs read like a 
fable. He tells of ivory being so cheap 
and plentiful as to be used for door posts, 
of skilful manufactures, of a fine grass 
cloth rivaling that of India, of a people 
nearly white, and extremely handsome, 
whom he supposes to be descendents of 
the ancient Egyptians, of the copper 
mines at Katanga, which have been work­
ed for ages, and of a docile and friendly 
people. Dr. Livingstone and Stanley 
explored the head of Lake Tanganyika 
and returned to Ujiji, where they spent 
Christmas, 1871. Stanley says he found 
Livingstone in a very destitute condition, 
robbed and deserted by his men. He 
looks to be only about fifty years of age, 
is quite hale and hearty, and weighs 
about 180 pounds. In March, 1872, he 
began organizing an expedition to ex­
plore a few doubtful points, which he 
thinks will take about 18 months, when 
he will return to England.

Key West, July 13.—Havana papers, 
dated up to the 12th inst., have been re­
ceived. The Deario publishes the parti­
culars of the defeat of the Spaniards on 
the 29th ult., near Holguin, and acknow­
ledges that the Spanish loss was very 
severe. The victorious Cubans subse­
quently attacked and burned a portion 
of the town of Sama. The correspon­
dence of the official bulletin announces 
that 29 members of the Fonne expedition 
have been killed.

Port au Prince, June 30.—Mr. Shultz, 
German consul, has resigned his position 
and united with several German mer­
chants in a protest against the extreme 
measures adopted by the commander of 
the German fleet when capturing Haytien 
war vessels.

The Crops.—By another week haying 
will be general,and a very heavy crop will 
be gathered. Fall wheat in the Queen’s 
Valley is an excellent crop; in other parts 
of this section below the average. Spring 
Crops at present look well, and if the 
weather keeps favourable an abundant 
harvest may be looked for.—Meaford 
Monitor.

Two Safes Blown Opln.—The office of 
Mr. John Otts’ tannery, Brantford, was 
broken into on Friday night, and the two 
safes contained therein tom open.

Frightful Accident at the G. T. Rail- 
way Bridge.

On Saturday afternoon, about 4 o’clock, 
the Town was throw into a state of ex­
citement by the report .which only proved 
too true, that Mr. Robert Cochrane, one 
of our leading cattle dealers, had fallen 
through the railway bridge at Allan’s 
mills, whilst endeavouring to reach the 
down express train. It appears that Mr. 
Cochrane had been expecting that day a 
shipment of cattle through from Chatham 
for Montreal, and that the train contain­
ing them had passed before the arrival 
of the express. Finding that such was the 
case he determined to take the express 
in order to catch up to the freight train. 
He was at the time somewhai the worse 
of liquor. When the eipress arrived he 
got on the train, passed through one of 
the cars, and got off again. Although 
urged to get on again before the train 
was in motion he refused, but as soon as 
it started he attempted to get on at the 
rear end of the Pullman car. The con­
ductor of that ear, seeing his condition, 
and afraid of some accident warded him 
off with his hands. He then got on the 
tfack, ran after the train, and had almost 
caught up to the oar, when he came to 
the bridge, which between the tubes is 
open, with the exception of here and 
there some cross boards. Here befell, 
his brow striking with all his force on the 
board, and stunned and helpless he fell 
through the opening to the ground below, 
a distance of about twenty feet. A num­
ber ol people saw the occurence, and at 
once ran to the place where the unfor­
tunate man was lying. Dr. Herod was 
at once sent for, and Mr. Cochrane was 
conveyed to his house on the York Road.

The doctor on examination found that 
his first fall, when he struck his head on 
the cross board, had caused concussion of 
the brain, from the effects of which he 
has been in a state of semi-stupor ever 
since. He has no doubt also received 
from his second fall injuries of an in­
ternal character, but the doctor has yet 
been unable to ascertain their nature or 
extent. There are no bruises on the 
body to speak of, unless on the face and 
about the eyes, one of the pupils of which 
are dilated and the other contracted. He 
is at present in a critical state, and it is 
hard to say whether he will recover from 
his injuries.

Mr. Cochrane yesterday and to-day 
continued much in the same state as he 
was in on Saturday, being occasionally 
conscious, but for the most part in a state 
of stupor. A portion of the body is par­
alyzed, being the effect of the concussion 
of the brain. Beyond this the doctor is 
inclined to think that he has not receiv­
ed internal injuries of any account.

The Dominion Election Lew.
(From the Globe).

We have pointedout repeatedly the ne­
cessity for a consolidation of the laws 
which are to regulate the elections of the 
Dominion, and for various improvements.

The law as it now is in Ontario has to 
be culled from seven or eight statute 
books, and if we go outside of Ontario, 
from perhaps as many more. We do 
not, therefore, wonder that we have re­
ceived a good many questions about the 
subject, in response to which we give a 
brief statement of the law as to Ontario, 
and the statutes in which it is to be 
found.

The Dominion statute, 34 Vic., ch. 20 
(1871, page 88), known as the Interim 
Election Act, provides that the election 
laws in force in the Provinces of Canada, 
Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick, at the 
date of the Confederation, with regard to 
the qualification and disqualification of 
persons to be elected, the voters, the 
oaths, the powers and duties of the re­
turning officers, shall continue to be the 
law, with the exceptions which follow

First it is to be noted, however, that 
the Costigan Act has, during the last 
session, further limited the selection of 
candidates. The exceptions contained.in 
the Act are—tLat the elections are to be­
gun and ended on one day instead of two, 
the polls remaining open from 9 a.m. to

The qualification of voters is to be the 
same as for the elections to the Legisla- 
lative Assembly of Ontario on the 23rd 
January, 1869. This will be found in 
the Ontario-Statute, 32 Vic., ch.21; (1868 
9, page 57). This, it will be remembered, 
enables any person to vote, not disquali­
fied, and who is bona Jide owner, tenant 
or occupant of real property of the value 
given below, and entered on the last re­
vised roll, &c. The property in cities 
must be of the value of $400 ; in towns 
of $300 ; and in incorporated villages and 
townships of $200. Where two or more 
persons are jointly assessed, each can 
vote if the property is of sufficient amount, 
if divided, to give each a vote. The 
parties disqualified are the Superior and 
County Court Judges, Recorders of cities, 
officers of Customs, Clerks pf the Peace, 
County Attorneys, Registrars, Sheriffs, 
Deputy Sheriffs, Deputy Clerks of the 
Crown, Agents for the sale of Crown 
Lands, and Postmasters in cities and 
towns, and officers engaged in the collec­
tion of Revenue.

The polling divisions and wards are to 
be the same as in the next preceding el­
ection for the Assembly of Ontario, and . 
the Returning Officers shall provide a 
polling place in the most central and 
convenient place for the electors. The 
roll to be used is the same as would be 
used in the Ontario Assembly elections.

In other respects, the mode of conduct­
ing the election will be the same as has 
been heretofore in use for the old Parlia­
ment elections, and will be regulated by 
the Consolidated Statutes of Canada, 
chap. 17, page 47, Statute of 1860, and 
the Statute of 1866, page 61.

The interim Act, to which we first re­
ferred, also allows the Governor-General 
to appoint Returning Officers. This Act 
also provides against corrupt practices in 
the 9th section,which enacts that no per­
son shall directly or indirectly employ 
any means of corruption,by giving money, 
office, place, employment, gratuity, re­
ward, or any bond, bill, note, or convey­
ance of land, or any promise for the same; 
nor shall he, either by himself or his 
authorized agent for that purpose,threat­
en any elector with losing any office, 
salary, income or advantage, with the in­
tent to corrupt or bribe any elector to 
vote for such candidate or to keep back 
any elector from voting, for any other 
candidate ; nor shall he open, support,or 
cause to be supported at his costs and 
charges any house of public entertainment 
for the accommodation of the electors ; 
and if any representative to the House of 
Commons is proved guilty before the 
proper tribunal* of using toy of the 
above means to procure his election, hie 
election shall be thereby declared void, 
and he shall be incapable of being a can­
didate, being elected or returned during 
that parliament.

The Act ot 1860, before referred to 
(chap. 17, page 47), contains the other 
►rovieionswith regard to corrupt practices, 
rat as this is familiar to all coneemed in 

elections, we shall only summarize 
its provisions. It declares it to be illegal 
to give money directly or indirectly to in­
fluence a voter. Also to give a promise 
of office to a voter. Also to corruptly 
influence a voter, and to advance money 
for bribery purposes. The above offences 
are misdemeanors, and are punishable by 
a forfeit of $200 to any one who may sue 
for it. Payment of actual personal ex­
penses, professional expenses, printing, 
<6c., excepted.

Contracting to vote for money, receiv­
ing money to vote, and threatening to 
use or uong violence, are misdmeanors,
subjecting the guilty party to a like 
forfeit. Hiring vehicles is illegal alike 
for candidates and electors, and subjects 
the guilty party to $80 fine. v

No person is exempt from answering 
questions because the answers may 
criminate him. Any contract, even for a 
legal purpose, if connected with the elec­
tion, is void.

The mode of conducting the election 
is probably familiar enough.

The returning officer, on receipt of the 
writ, is immediately to endorse the date 
of receipt upon it. He is within eight 
days to issue a proclamation fixing 
the nominatien day, Ac., which is 
to be posted up at least eight 
days before such nomination day. No 
show of hands is to be inquired. The- 
returning officer is to appomt the requir­
ed number of deputies, and is to trans-. 
mit the poll-books, Ac., as required by- 
the act of 1866. The qualification of à 
member of the House of Commons i». 
fixed by Con. Stat. ch. 6, and real pro­
perty to the value of £500 (sterling) free, 
from encumbrances.

A new method of washing has been- ex^ 
tensively adopted in Germany to obviate 
the ill-effect of soda on linen. Theoper- 
ation consists in dissolving two pounds 
of soap in about three gallons-of water as 
hot as the hand can bear, and adding to 
this one table-spoonful of turpentine and 
three of liquid* ammonia; the mixture 
must then be well stirred, and tl e linen 
steeped in it for two or three hours 
taking care to cover up the vessel which 
contains them as nearly hermetically aa 
possible. The clothes are afterward, 
washed out and rinsed in the usual way. 
The soap and water may be reheated and 
used a second time, but in that case halt 
a teaspoonful of turpentine and a table- 
spoonful of ammonia must be added, ' 
The linen scarcely suffers a* all, as there 
is little necessity for rubbing, and its. 
cleanliness tod color arc perfect,
