Interesting Accqunt of the Cruise of
:«the Thetis—Chasing Sealing
| Sehooners.

Visit to St. Paunl Island—The Rookeries
Literally Alive with
Seals.

(Seattle Pest-Intelligencer.)

Major Jamee R. Hayden received on
Wednesday from A. C. Almy, who is on
the U. 8. gunboat Thetis, a letter contain-
ing an interesting account of that vessel’s
cruise to the sealing grounds of the north.
Under date of July 18th, Mr. Almy writes
at Unalaska :

‘We arrived at Sand Point on June 28,
after several days of rough weather.. Itis
situated in latitude 556 degrees 17 minutes|
north, and longitude 160degrees 31 minutes
and 556 seconds west, and is a quiet little
harbor witn good anchorage, which gives
entire protection in all winds. The agree-
ment to stop sealing made between the
United States and Great Britain, was con-
cluded in Washington on June 15, 1891,
and was u!eTphw word for word to San
Francisco, where several hundred copies
were printed for distribution by the ships.
Eleven days after that we' begaun to e::?
out the instructions by boarding two -
ing schooners at le}lnd gi them each a
copy of the president’s proclamation and
letter of warniog from the commanding
officer. Since then we have been cruisin,
almost continually and boarding sealer
'We ran acrogs, ei American or British.
Amiong the first we boarded were the J. H.
Lewis and Allie I. Algar, of Seattle, and
the follewing from Port Townsend :

SEAL KILLING.

Itis a pity that the® British Commis-
sioners were not in Behring’s Sea when the
U.S. gunboat, Thesis, visited St. Paul Island.
They then would have been able to form
some estimate of the number of seals that
are in that sea, and would have had a
glance at the methods of the North Ameri-
can Commercial Company. Mr. Almy saw
an immense herd of seals and he also saw
that the company kept the skins of the
seals that were killed ostensibly to provide
the Indidns with food. It might strike an
impartial observer that if the fur seal is
reclly in danger of extermination, killing'
seals whose skins are worth thirty-six . dol-
lars each, is a rather expensive way of feed-
ing the natives. = Thirty-six dollars is a
good deal of money to give for a few
pounds of seal’s flesh. The money would
buy, even in the far North, a much greater
weight of salt pork,which the natives would
like quite as well.

1t would be interesting to know if the
skins of the seals, killed by the company
for food for the natives, are included in the
number which they are allowed by the
agreement with Great Britain to take this
year. - If they are mnot, it is more.than
probable that the Indians of ° the
Islands of St.  Paul and  St.
George will, this year, eat a very large
quantity of seal's flesh. We know quité
well that these seals were killed on United
States _territory, and that those who kill
them are in a position to select theseals that
can be knocked in the head without dimin-
ishing next year’s increase. But, at this
distance, who is to know whether the
slayers of the seal are careful, or who is to
punish them if they make mistakes and kill
the wrong kind of seals? It must be re-
membered that it isin order to preserve
seal life in Behring’s Sea, and ~to'prevent
the valuable fur-bearing creatures from
being exterminated, that British sealers
have, after having gone to the expense of
fitting out their vessels' for the season’s
hunting, been driven, without a word of
warning, fronl that Sea. But if the North

A PAGE OF STATISTICS,
. .

Number and Character of Bmildings
in the Old City Limits, Last
Year.

Satisfactory Growth of . Victoria
During the Last Six
Months.

‘“ Statistics” is a word too often accepted
without investigation as the synonym for a
dry and uninteresting collection of figures.
Very often—as is the case with a table just
completed by the City Assessor and Build-
ing Inspector—a few short columns of fig-
ures tell their story more concisely, more
accurately, and more intelligently than any
narrative of the facts could.

This report. of Assessor Northcott’s was
completed a day or so ago, from the infor-
mation obtained in the making up of the

assessment roll, and shows the number and
character of the buildings within the city
of Victoria—the old limits—at the close of
1890. Of course, the buildings erected dur-
ing the present year—a very considerable
number—and those in the new city limits,
are not taken into consideration. These
would form an additional one-fifth upon the
totals, and will make the statistics for 1891
very different from thoge of last year.

The report shows th:&e there were at the
close of 1890 but two. four-story buildings
in the city—where eleven four-story, and
one five story building, are now in construc-
tion : and where two four-story buildings
have just been completed. The total num-
ber of buildings, of all kinds, is given as
3,687; Yates street ward having 1,437,
James: Bay ward 996, and John-
son  street 1,254. While fine brick
blocks are steadily increasing in number
and improvinqin quality, the cabins and
Chi wash- are b ing fewer.
There were in the city on December 3lst
last, 587 wood and 86 brick cabins, and 17
wash-houses.

At the same time, Victoria had within
the corporation boundaries, 30 blacksmith
and carpentering shops, 21 churches and
schools, 43 factories, 26 wharves, and 9
livery stables, with 14 frame and 12 brick
‘buildings  classified as ‘‘miscellaneous.”
Yates street ward maintains its supremacy
a8 the business centre, having 417  stories,
while James Bay hds oniy 61 and Johnson
street 56.  Two story brick buildings have
the majority, there being 211 of this class,
41 three-story bricks, and 66 two-story
wooden stores.

Of hotels and taverns the . total number
is.55, of which Yates street ward has 41,—
29 brick and 12 frame,—James Bay 9, and
Johnson street 5° The old city limits at
the close of the year had 2,253
private residences ; while . the pre-
sent number in the corporation limits ' of
Victoria is said to be 3,104. Strange to say,
at the close of 1890 there were no stone resi-
dences in the city proper, and only 56 brick
houses. The-wards, in_the number of
houses, divided as below:’ Johnson street,
832; James Bay, 752; Yates street, 669.

The list of buildings from which the
quotations are made is particularly interest-
ing, as showing how much has been done in
the six months. E:l: past. More than 800
residences have added. to the rolls, the
three and four story brick blocks have
doubled in number, and the city. has taken

THE BRADY CASE. -

Judgment was given by the Chief Justice
muintaining the decision of Mr. Justice
Walkem that County Court Judge Spinks,
of Yale, had no right, authority or juris-
diction to hold court at Donald, in the
county of Kootenay, and pass sentence
upon one Brady, convicted of felony, under
the Speedy T'rials Act. Judges Crease and
McCreight dissented.

A SINGULAR WARFARE. b

It Is Waged by the Nobility on Waiters
Who Wear Mustaches.

A Vienna dispateh to a London paper
says: A curious wager is. at present oc-
cupying the attention of such widely
separated classes as our young noblemen
and the Association of Hotel and Res-
taurant Waiters in this capital. Several
of the young scions of the highest Aus-
trian aristocracy, who were accustomed
to dine in an old hotel of high repute in
the Karnthner Strasse, took exception
to the practice of the waiters, most of
whom have seen twenty or thirty years’
service, in dressing their mustaches in
just the same fashion as the “noble
swells” they had to serve. Omeof the
high-born customers accordingly laid a
wager, which was immediately accept-
ed, that within-a given time' the ob-
jectionable adornment should disap-
pear from the upper lips of the wait-
ers in all the fashionable hotels and
restaurants in Vienna, otherwise the
proposer himself was to shave off his
own embellishment for a given period.

Inorder to effect his purpose, the latter
commenced by trying to persuade the
hotel-keeper in the Karnthner Strasse to
forbid all his servants wearing mus-
taches, on penalty of losing his aristo-
cratic customers, Inthis case he sue-
ceeded; but the waiters, who were
mmostly martied men, one after another
[ gave notice to leave their places. They
were at once replaced by younger
men who, for a consideration, submit-
ted to the imposed humiliation. The
same thing happened in a number of
other hotels and restaurants, and the
wager was nearly won by the layer,
when the proprietor of the Hotel Impe-
rial, the first hotel in Vienna, flatly re-
fused to comply with the whim of the
Vienna jeunesse doree, whom he told
outright that if they deserted his house
he should readily find better customers.
The case was also taken up ‘‘as matter
of right and honor,” by the Association
of Waiters, which threatened to expel
from the society any member degrad-
ing himself by humoring aristoeratic
caprice in this matter. Thus the matter
stands at the present moment. . The bet
appears likely to be lost, and then will
come the triumph of the waiters, who
expect soon to have the satisfaction of
seeing their would-be dictators, instead
of themselves, going about with shaven
Lips. . P

The Government of Quebec last win-
ter provided that every father of a fam-
ily having twelve or more children living
should be entitled, under certain eondi-
tions of settlement, to one hundred acres
of land.

How the: Baron Von Richleften was
»7 Brought Unpleasantly Near
to Death.

In a Sinking Canoe on an Unknown
Sea—The Hunter’s Paradise
in B. C.

An enthusiastic sport who regards
big game only as worthy of a ‘man’s . atten-
tion, is the Baron von Richloften, of Bres-
lau, Germany, who, with  his Baroness,
spent yesterday very pleasuntly,: though
quietly, in this city.

The Baron is a man in the prime of a
vigorous manhood, over six feet in  height,
and perfectly proportioned. A soldier’s
career, in active service, and “many long
hunting tramps through little known lands,
have given him the power .of endurance,
had it not been for which he would not now
be enjoying himself in theland of the living.
Some six months ago he left London, where
much of his timc 18 spent, for a leisurely

ramble-through Canada, and a few 'weeks’
bunting in Alsaska, from which he returned
on the steamer Mecico.

‘Which Is Very Injurious.

The fine distinctions required by legal
definitions frequently threaten confu-
sion, even when the facts appear to be
perfectly c.ear. There is no room for
doubting the inconvenience and danger

. which may arise from the accnmulation
of a mass of paraffine wax in the intes-
tines: and yet when any legal interfer-
ence with the sale of chewing gum, con-
taining fifty per cent. of this substance,
is attempted, the charming uncertain-
ties'and quibbles which arise are more
amusing than edifying, says London
Lancet. In a recent prosecution at the
Hanley borodgh police court it was
first contended that the fourteenth sec-
tion of the food and drugs aet, which re-
lates to the division of the substance in
the presence of the seller at the time of
purchase, had not beer complied with.
Then it was submitted’ that the article
was not one of food, since it was sold

| simply for chewing. Then it was sug-
gested that as sweets are:so utterly in-
definite in their composition, it was im-
possible to deal with ‘them as ordinary
articles of food. And the climax was
reached in the contention that it was
not sold to the prejudice of the pur-
chaser, as the complainant said he did
not intend to eat it. This was extreme-
ly ingenious, but the purchaser hap-
pened to be the inspector of nuisances,
who_was merely collecting evidence.
The case ended for the present with the
imposition of a fine, on the ground that
the substance was sold to the prejudice
of the purchaser, inasmuch as it was

“not in the nature of the substance and
quality of the article demanded by the
purchaser, who asked for gum and got
paraffine wax. If the caseis evertaken
to a higher court itis quite possible that
it may be argued that the complainant
did not ask for ‘‘gum” but for ‘‘chewing
gum;” that he did not get ‘‘paraffine
wax,” but only fifty ‘per cent. of ‘‘par-
affine wax” and the remaining fifty per
cent. of unknown ingredients which
sufficiently bring the substance within
the legal meaning of ‘‘chewing gum.”
But what is ‘“‘chewing gum?” The fol-
lowing definition might be suggested:
A substance of very variable composi-
tion, ignorantly employed by children,

may lead to very grave dangers, and the
sale of which should be prohibited.

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AN BELECTRIC ROAD.

A very large part of the space of the San
Francisco Daily Report is taken up with
an account of the opening of the electric
railroad connecting San Francisco with San
Mateo. The last spike, which was a silver
one, was driven in the presence of a large
assemblage on the county line mear Ocean
View. Speeches were made in which the
history of electric- roads were related and’
their ' capabilities expatiated upon. Mr.
William W. Burker, the orator of the oc-
casion, delivered an enthusiastic speech, in
which he dropped into poetry more than
once. Among other things, he said: ©~

“The electric railway is a name  to com-
jure with. Mention it and settlements ap-
peat almost in a.day. Its boundless possi-
bilities we even now but dimly «ee.”

The orator came a great deal -nearer the
truth than orators often do when they in-
dulge in their highest flights. It is, indeed,
difficult to foresee what will be ‘the ulti-
mate result of making electricity a motive
power for railway and other carriages. It
is not by. any means improbable that the
time is not very far distant. when vehicles
propelled by elestricity will be as common
on our highroads as are those now drawn
by horses, and that the streets and roads
of the future will be made so astobe
adapted to the electrical carriage. The
President of the road was more prosaic and-

dealt more with the present. ~He said

““This electric road will carry the passen-
ger to and from his city business at any

‘s0 to induce the colonies to inaugurate
something like free trade with each other.

This is Mr. Howard Vincent’s mission, and
“yet he says the question he discusses is not
political. Strictly speaking, and ' viewed
from one standpoint, changes in the tariff of

' a country are not political changes but or-
dinary electors are mot logical or philoso-
phical. They persist in making what is in
the abstract a mere economic or business
guestion, a political one,and one too, fraught
with the most tremendous issues te politi-
cians. Strictly and philisophically speak-
ing the repeal of the corn laws in Great
Britain was a fiscal and eeonomic change,
but whas. piece of Government work that
has been done in modern times has been
productive of so many and sueh important
political results?

‘quences of which will be felt aslong as
Great Britain has an. existence. And,
similarly, the men who bring about a com-
mercial union between Great Britain and
her colonies, and betw the colonie
themselves, will begin a change which will
affect the political condition, not only of
the Empire of Great Britain, but of the
whole civilized world. Any one capable of
reflection must see that a commercial un-

THE CREMATORY.

Our readers will find, in another column,
replies to a circular issued by Mr. Edward
Mohun, respecting the working of the Engle
crematory. : We do not knew that any of
the writers were interested in the business of
constructing crematories. It is our im-
pression that they were not. Their testi-
mony is, that the érematory does the work
for which it is constructed well, that the
garbage is burned, and that no foul vapors
are sent from it into the atmosphere. It is
evident that they do not consider it a
nuisance to those who live in its vicinity.
This can be understood when it is- remem-:
bered that the furnaces are built so that
they “will not only consume the matter
thrown into them, but the gases it exhales
while burning. It must be remembered
that the ‘scavengers’ carts are dumped
directly into the heated furnace,
and that the contents of each cart
are not - necessarily exposed to the
air  for more than a few seconds. If
then the carts are properly constructed,
‘made to close as tightly as if they were
‘sealed, their passage through the city need
not be nearly as offensive to'its residents as
they are now, and need not make the viei-
nity of the crematory unpleasant, at any
rate, during the day. The writer happened
to be in Montreal when the crematory' was
built there, and he visited it more than
once.

poor? The stranger without means who is
stricken with disease is in a bad case. So
is the hard-working; honest man, who is
able to earn . no more than is sufficient to
support his family from week to week,
when he meets with an accident, which not
only unfits him for work, but renders it
necessary to ¢¥ll in the aid of a medical
man. A broken legora broken arm, or
any serious bodily injury, is a terrible mis-
tortune to such a man, It is bad enough
to be tinable to earn the wages that are ab-
solutely necessary for the support of his
family, but, to have added to this misfor-
tune, the expenses of a-long illness, makes
his condition truly pitiable. For the sick
stranger, the disabled workingman, snd for
others who are in need of careful ‘attén-
dance and medical treatment, the commun-
ity have prévided a bospital, furnished with
all that is necessary for -their comfort
and care. But, it ‘must be remembered,
that such an institution cannot support it-
self. The fine building and expensive
equipment are of no use to the sick and the
ailing, unless the active benevolence of the
people keeps them in good working order.
The Jubilee Hospital, unless it is ready to
receive the poor who are ill, and those who
meet with accidents, will be a reproach to
Victoria and to the Province of British
Columbia, and not an institution which
shows that the inhabitants of this city and
province are ready cheerfully to acknow-
ledge the claims which the sick and the
afflicted have upon them. RBut we know
that there is really no fear of any poor and
suffering man, woman or child, being
allowed to pine and die in misery for want
of the comfort and attendance which the
Jubilee Hospital was built to afford them.
There are too many kind hearts and liberal
hands in this province to permit of such a
thing being possible. People have only to be
reminded {Jf ‘the good that the hospital can
do, and theneed there is of it, to contribute
generously towards its support. TLet those
who know how much the hospital is needed
and what good it is doing and can do,
exert themselves and collect ‘the funds
necessary for the support of the hospital,
and we aré sure that they will get all that
is needed. Let every one who
feels an interest , in the institution
do what he -can to show those
with whom he comes in contact, whether
they are gentle or simple, members
of churches . or members of no
church, that there are many in the city and
outside the city whose sufferings can be
alleviated in the hospital, and who eught
to be there to be cared for and skilfully

ABOUT MONEY.

The money question is one over which the
politicians and the people of the United
States are greatly exercised, How are the
people :to have money enough; whether
that money shall be of gold or silver 'of pa:
per, are questions which are discussed with
great warmth and great earnestness.

The ideas which many people in th
United States have about money, ite nature
and the work it is fitted to do, are not very
clear or definite.  Many of them imagine
that the Government has the power tomake
meney, They think thas, in order to make
a piece of paper which is intrinsically worth
only the fraction 6f a cent ‘worth one dollar
or & hundred dollars, or even one thousand
dollars, all that Congress has to do is te
pass an act that certain words and figures
be printed en it. They ‘honestly believe
that Congress has power enough to make
that almost worthless piece of paper a bill
of great value, and can also compel the peo-
ple to receiveit as such. Others, -again,
hold that the Government, by putting 'its
stamp on a piece of silver, worthin the mar-
ket seventy, eighty or ninety cents, can
transform - it into a coin“ equal in
value to a gold dollar, and can
force United States citizens to receive
it in paymens of the debts due them. Con-
gress has already passed a law compelling
the Government to coin a large number of
these dollars every month, and there isa
powerful party in the States which demands
that all restrictions shall be taken off the
coinage of silver.. The party wants to
make this shor$ dollar the current coin of
the republic, and, indeed, the only one; for
no one in the States will be  fool enough to
pay his debtsin gold dollars worth one
hundred cents each all over the world,
when he can pay them in pieces of silver
worth eighty cents, which his government
has christened a dollar. Then there are
people who say that gold should be the only
metal used as money with a limited amount
-of silver, copper and nickel, to be employed
rather as ‘counters thanas coins. These
people say that the paper nioney issued,
whether by the Government or by ehartered
banks, should be redeemable ‘with gold.
Another class of economists contend that
both ‘silver and gold should be used as
money, and b made a legal tender in the
transaction of business between individuals
and between the Govermment and private
citizens.

This ‘money controversy is carried on
warmly in all partsof the Uni n, and the
silver coinage question has become an issue
at the polls. A very large proportion of
the electors appear to think that the only
way to make the times good is to coin or
print plenty of money. They seem: to forget
that the wealth of a country does not con-
sist in the quantity of money it possesses. A
country that produces an abundance of the

ries, the forts and the luxuries of
life will easily’ find all the money it needs
for the purpose of facilitating their exchange
both at home and abroad. It is the pos-
session of these things that makes a country
rich and it is the want of them that causes
it to be pdor. :

Does it not strike our neighbors as not a
little singular that in Great Britain very
little, indeed, is heard about the money
question? Yet Great Britain is a very rich
country and its commerce is greater than
that of any other nation in the world. The
money market fluctuates there as it does in
other countries, and its fluctuations now and
then create alarm and cause distress, but no
one proposes in a time of stringency that
the Government should manufacture money
either of paper or silver. Thinking men

| Archbishop Nicanor, -of QOdessa.

FATHER JOHN, OF RUS

The Greatest Man in That Country
Next to the Czar.

He Is Regarded by the People as » True
! Physician of the Gospel and Be~
lieved to Possess Wonderful
Healing Powers.

Two jubilee- celebrations have re-
cently attracted attention in - Russia—
one the centennial anniversary of the
storming and capture of the Turkish
fortress of Ismail on the Danube under
Souvaroff, and the other the thirty-fifth
anniversary of the entry into the ortho-
dox ministry of Father John Sergeyeft,
one of the most remarkable and popu-
lar men in the Russian empire. Itneeds
no comments, says the London Times,
to explain the patriotic outpourings. of
the Russians over the historic siege and
savage reduction of Ismail, but of the
celebration in honor of Father John of

Cronstadt, there is much to relate that

is strange and interesting.

Father Ivan, or John, of Cronstadt,
known and revered in every nook and
corner of Russia, has hitherto been al-
most - entirely unknown to English
readers; but a circumstance just  .re-
ported by the British. chaplain at Cron-
stadt seems to indicate that the Chris-
tian influence of this remarkable priest
of the Russian church has at last found
its way even into the United Kingdom.
A short time ago a letter reached the
British clergyman at- Cronstadt ad-
dressed in English to the parish priest
of that port. It came from a corre-
spondent in county Kerry, Ireland, and
earnestly begged for the prayers of
Father John on behalf of the writer,
who.appeared to be in great distress of
mind and body.

This is ‘d'‘curious proof of the in-
fluence and reputation of this wonder-
ful man, who, in the midst of his Rus-
sian surroundings, seems to approach
as nearly as anyone perhaps could ap-
proach in these days to the first apos-
tles. . He is, indeced, a true physician of
His extraordinary healing
powers, and the spiritual and-bodily
cures effected by the faithful accept
ance of his earnest consolations, are at-
tested on all sides by many sorts and
conditions of men. To those-who %e-

is legion—the age of miracles is not yet
over. Crowds press round him when-
ever he leaves his humble abode, and
are happy if they can only touch the
hem of hismodest garb. Father John'’s
life is one of uninterrupted and self-
sacrificing charity and Christian minis-
tration among the poor, the sick and
needy, not however refusing his pres-
ence and prayers to the well to do and
rich, who send for him when all other
help fails, and never in vain, from all
parts of the country. ‘He has no vast
business organization of charity and no
corybantic Christianity like “Gen.”
Booth, and no religious politics like
Al-
though enormous,sums of money have
passed through his hands to the Rus-
sian poor in all directions, he is still a
poor man, living in. the humblest pos-
sible way. Steamboats and trains in
which he journeys to and fro on -his
truly Christian work are besieged with
such crowds that the police have to
protect him from their pressure.

The report of his appearance in any
house in St. Petersburg—and, the news
spreads like wildfire—brings throngs of
poor people running madly from all the
surrounding streets to get within the
range of his healing presence, to re-
ceive his blessing, or to implore his
attendance at the sick bed of relatives
or friends. y

He advocates no impracticable Chris-
tian theories like Tolstoi; his life is one |
entirely of good works, and his in-
fluence for good among the Russian
masses, who have not yet reached the
state of cynical unbelief of the lower
orders in other countries, is greater,
perhaps, than any other Russian under
the czar. .

The festival in his honor at Cron-
stadt, an island most difficult. and in-
convenient of access in winter, was at-
tended by great crowds of people, rich
and poor, who made their way across
theice of the gulf to the isolated port,
from St. Petersburg and other places.
Thirty priests officiated at the church
service on the occasion, and deputations
from various benevolent and other so-
cieties, including even the beggars, pre-
sented the reverend father with gifts of
silver-bound Bibles and holy pictures.
The most touching sight of all was. the
gift of a small bunch of flowers by a
poor sickly woman with a'child in‘her
arms. An eyewitness states that the
crowd and Father John were moved to
tears. At a banquet in the evening, at
which the governor'and admiral of the
port presided, paupers, mendicants and
moujicks sat cheek by jowl with ladies,
officials and naval officers, to drink to
the health and long life of Father John.
