“This government saw a difficulty as 
to the acceptance of these proposals by 
the people and legislature of the Trans­
vaal, and also contemplated possible 
dangers connected therewith, but risked 
them on account of a sincere desire to 
secure peace, and because assured by 
Mr. Chamberlain that such proposals 
would not be deemed a refusal of his 
proposal, but would be settled on their 
merits.

“ As regards the joint commission, the 
Transvaal adheres to the acceptance of 
the invitation thereunto given by Her 
Majesty’s government and cannot under­
stand why such a commission, which be­
fore was deemed necessary to explain 
the complicated details of the 
years’ law should now be deemed un­
necessary, and why it should now, with­
out each inquiry, be thought possible to 
declare this law inadequate.

“ Further, there must be a misappre­
hension if it be assumed that this 
government was prepared to lay pro­
posals for a five years’ franchise and a 
quarter representation of the new popu­
lation before the volksraad for uncondi­
tional acceptance. As to the language, 
this government never made any’ offer 
such as is referred to, considering as it 
did such a measure both unnecessary 
end undesirable.

“ The proposed conference, as distinct 
from the joint commission of inquiry, 
this government is likewise not unwilling 
to enter upon, but the difficulty is that 
an acceptance thereof is made dependent 
upon the acceptance, on the side of the 
Transvaal, of precedent conditions 
which this government does not feel at 
liberty te submit to the volksraad, and 
moreover, the subjects to be discussed at 
the conference remain undefined.

" This government ardently desires 
and gladly accepts arbitration, as its 
firm intention is to adhere to the terms 
of the London convention of 1884.”

The despatch concludes by trusting 
that the British government on recon­
sideration may deem it fit to make more 
generous or new proposals, but that this 
government will “ adhere to Great Brit­
ain's proposal for a joint commission of 
inquiry, as previously explained by the 
secretary of state for the colonies to the 
Imperial parliament.”

THE PHILIPPINE TROUBLE.

Aguinaldo Tired of Feeding Prisoners—
Another Waste of Ammunition — 

Chinese Resent Exclusion.

Washington, Sept. 19.—To-day’s cabi­
net meeting lasted longer than usual. 
The cable of General Otis informing 
the Secretary of War that at Aguinaldo’s 
request, one of his representatives would 
be allowed through the Americfan lines 
to confer with General Otis regarding the 
release of American prisoners, was dis­
cussed at some length.

Three of the cabinet agreed in the 
opinion that too much signihcance should 
not be attached to Aguinaldo’s proposal. 
Secretary Root said that so many simi­
lar conferences in the (last had come to 
naught that he doubted very much 
whether this one meant anything to­
wards the establishment of peace and 
good order in the islands.

The navy department has received the 
following cablegram from Admiral Wat­
son, dated Manila, September 13: “Da­
vison, on the Paraguay, had sharp en­
gagement on the 14th at San Fabien, 
Lyngayen Gulf, with abolit 300 insur­
gents heavily entrenched, at a distance of 
from 1100 to 700 yards.

London, Sept. 19—It is announced 
this evening that the British first-class 
protected cruisers Terrible and Powerful 
have-been ordered to the Cape. They 
have reliefs on board capable of forming 
a naval brigade of a thousand men.

The steamer Jelungawi takes 500 
troops bound for Natal to-morrow, and 
she will embark a rifle brigade at the 
Island of Crete for the Cape.
Itoyal West Sussex regiment left to-day 
lor Malta, where it will replace the first 
border regiment, which goes by the 
steamer to Natal.

Summonses were issued late this after­
noon for a cabinet council, which it is 
understood will be held on Friday. This 
is regarded as the result of a visit of 
Lord Salisbury to London, whence he 
came this afternoon, remaining at the 
foreign office from 4:30 to 6:20 p. an., and 
conferring with Mr. Chamberlain.

The lack of all excitement in official 
circles shows the deliberate manner in 
which the highest officials are handling 
the crisis. Nor is it by any means cer­
tain that the cabinet council will adopt 
extreme measures, in spite of the 
compromising nature of the Boer reply. 
This deliberation on the part of the gov­
ernment is interpreted not only in Lon­
don, but in other European capitals, 
desire on the part of Great Britain to 
sain time while the transports are hurry­
ing to Cape Colony.

ADIBONDACKS FIRE-SWEPT.
Witnesses

circulars representing that the recipients 
had fallen heir to estates in various 
places in Europe, Howard under the 
name of E. Ross, manager of the Euro­
pean claims agency, obtained remittances 
of $25 from many of his victims, on the 
pretext that he would prosecute their 
claims to the estate. Subsequently 
operating from London under the name 
of William Lord Moore, Howard repre­
sented to his correspondents that Ross 
had died, and in hundreds of instances 
he obtained another remittance of $25 
each. Returning to New York, Howard 
sent out fraudulent decrees purporting 
to emanate from a 
chancery. ^
Joseph Leger, the name Howard was 
then using, to issue possession papers in 
each case to persons entitled to the 
estates under the decrees on the pay­
ment by them of $25 taxes due. This 
scheme netted Howard thousands of 
dollars.

Early in. 1894 Howard was convicted, 
fined $1,200 and sent to the Ohio peni­
tentiary for nine years and one month. 
Since his escape he has been operating 
in the West, his victims principally re* 
aiding in Great Britain. He is regarded 
by the postal authorities as one of the 
most dangerqus confidence men and 
swindlers in the country.

Dry Weather Has Caused Great Havoc 
— Whole Populace Fighting 

the Flames.

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 19.—The protract- 
ed dry weather has caused the forest 
fires in the Adirondacks, which have 
been smouldering, to start up afresh, and 
they are increasing rapidly in the north­
ern part of the woods. The flames have 
been under control by a cordon of men, 
under the superintendeucy of the local 
fire warden. A threatening blaze is re­
ported at Brant Lake, and the town of 
Hooricon and numerous small fires have 
started in the Red Horse chain of lakes.

The diary told a pathetic story, something like this: “Because I 
am too sick to travel partners deserted me. I am getting so weak. My feet are 
frozen. I am using crutches. I am confined to bunk. Frost is rapidly spread­
ing up limbs. 80 below zero. • Can’t move; no fire, no food. January 16, 1898: 
I have just had beautiful vision of home; soft, warm blankets, and loving faces 
hovering near me; I was so warm and so happy, but I am still in this awful 
place." Here the story ends. Holm buried him, blazed a tree, and put his 
name on a slab.

Accidentally Shot.

Vancouver, Sept. 18.—Fifteen men of the party of 75 some time ago reported 
stranded at Mud Lake, Edmonton trail, arrived at Vancouver to-day. They 
have a hard-luck story to tell that beats anything yet recorded. They had been 
living on “fish paste” described as flour mixed with water in which they had 
boiled fish, for four days.

They praise the Casca Company of Glenora for sending them relief when 
on the brink of starvation, and without guarantee from the Canadian govern­
ment, but complain bitterly because the Hudson’s Bay Company, after under­
taking, on Canadian government account, to transport and feed them, asked 
them to work on the steamer Strathcona; while they also complain that the 
Pacific Coast Steamship Company, after contracting with the Canadian govern­
ment to transport them to Vancouver, left them at Port Townsend.

Unless South Africa is peopled with 
false prophets, the Boers have either 
evaded or defied what practically 
amounted to an ultimatum from the Brit­
ish cabinet. From the tenor of their re­
cent communications to Mr. Chamberlain 
the Boers could scarcely be expected to 
do otherwise. However, as frequently 
pointed out in these despatches, this 
presumed action upon the part of the 
Boers does not make war a certainty, 
though it does place the British cabinet 
in a position where it must take steps 
so aggressive that war or an ignomin­
ious submission will be the only alterna­
tives remaining to the Transvaal.

This serious phase of the crisis also 
gravely increases the probability that 
the Boers would take time and diplom­
acy by the forelock and raid Natal and 
confiscate the mines, arrest the Uitland­
ers for high treason, and otherwise re­
sent, while the British troops are in 
mid-ocean, what they believe is an at­
tempt to rob them of their inheritance.

If the course of diplomacy is not fore­
shortened, the British cabinet will meet 
again and formulate specific demands 
far more sweeping than the recent ones. 
These will be transmitted to President 
Kruger in the shape of an ultimatum. As 
the members of the cabinet are scattered 
throughout the country, it is improbable 
that a council could be gathered until 
Monday night at the earliest. There is 
every reason to believe the British gov­
ernment will exhibit no undue haste in 
forcing Kruger’s hand, for it is more im­
portant to have the re-inforcements on 
the scene of action than to gain the 
gratitude of the importunate Uitland­
ers, who for weeks have been crying for 
immediate aggressive action.

The logic of such a policy must be 
equally patent to President Kruger. It 
is hardly conceivable that he will avÿait 
the arrival of the British re-inforcements 
before taking the initiative. If he dis­
plays such hesitation he will strengthen 
the belief that at the very last moment 
he intends to back down, an impression 
which has many supporters among the 
ultra-conservative inclined.

President Kruger’s rumored refusal of 
the latest franchise demands has lost 
him many friends in England, end the 
pro-Boer party has shrunk to small di­
mensions. The report of the formal al­
liance between the Transvaal and the 
Orange Free State has also done much 
to alienate the feeling of those English­
men inclined to say much in 
favor of Transvaal, though it is 
scarcely believed that the Orange Free 
State will take an active part, more like­
ly confining itself to passive unrecognized 
assistance, as in the war of 1880.

The selection of General Sir George 
Stewart White, V.C., to command the 
troops meets with universal approval, as 
does the announcement that in the event 
of war General Sir Redvers Buller will 
take supreme command iu South Af­
rica. Both men are of great experience, 
bravery and forcefulness.

The departure of the troops from 
Southampton for Natal to-day was 
marked by such scenes as had not oc­
curred in England for many years. The 
wives, daughters, sweethearts and 
friends crowded around the Northumber­
land Fusiliers, or, as they are better 
known,.

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DREYFUS WILL GO FREE.

French Premier Promises a Pardon 
Which Ünhappy Man Takes Steps 

to Make Available.

London,. Sept. 16—The Paris corres­
pondent of the Daily News says: “The 
premier, M. Waldeck-Rousseau, has 
promised to propose a pardon for Drey­
fus at next Tuesday’s cabinet, council.”

M. De Blowitz, the Paris correspond­
ent of the Times, says: “ I learn that 
Capt. Dreyfus will shortly withdraw, his 
appeal for a revision of the Rennes trial, 
which will leave the ground clear for the 
government to take immediate steps to 
pardon him. This pardon will not annul 
the civil and military consequences of 
the verdict, and he will therefore no 
longer belong to the army. There is 
nothing, however, to prevent him from 
applying to the court of cassation to 
quash the Rennes trial whenever the 
new fact required by law is produced. 
When liberated he will settle in the south 
of France, as the members of his family 
do not wish to expose him to such dem­
onstrations of sympathy abroad as 
might be used against him by his adver­
saries at home."

Rome, Sept. 15.—The Pope, while re­
ceiving fifty pilgrims from Toulouse, 
France, to-day, announced his intention 
to address a letter to the French nation, 
urging an immediate pacification for the 
sake of humanity, and so as not to com­
promise the success of the Paris exposi­
tion.

“Survivors of the Edmonton trail who 
came down the Btikeen river on the Strath­
cona, in talking about their trip out of the 
country, say that the Cassiar Railway 
Company, which has held a charter for a 
road from Glenora to Dease lake for twen­
ty-four years, was of great benefit to many 
returning refugees, and furnished employ- 

y broken men. The company 
had to grade four miles of roadbed In order 
to continue to hold its charter. Two dol­
lars a day and boàrd was paid, and through 
this much distress was averted. Refugees 
who were brought down the Stikeen river 
by the Canadian government complain most 
bitterly against the treatment they received 
on the Hudson Bay steamer Strathcona. 
They say the government paid full second- 
class fare for them, and that on the voyage 
down the river they were subjected to all 
kinds of indignities at the hands of the 
captain and purser. They were ordered 
around like deckhands, and were fed on 
tainted meats and offal from the table of 
first-class passengers. They were ordered 
to load wood on the steamer at landings, 
and those who refused were threatened 
with being given only one meal a day. To­
day vigorous complaints to the Canadian 
government were drawn up and signed by 
twenty-one of them, and will be forwarded 
to the authorities at Ottawa.”

He had given mortal offence 
to that lady by conveying to her, at her 
own request, the result of a vision which 
reflected upon her husband's constancy. 
The explicit nature of Colnneach’s last pro­
phecy Is shown by the following record of 
It. These are the seer's words: “I see 
into the far future, and I read there the 
doom of my destroyer. Ere many genera­
tions have passed, the line of Seaforth will 
become extinct In sorrow. I see the last 
male of his line both deaf and dumb. I 
see his three fair sons, all of whom he will 
follow to the grave. He shall sell his gift 
lands, and no future Seaforth shall rule In 
ndntall. A black-eyed lassie from the East, 
with snow on her coif, shall succeed him: 
she shall kill her sister, and she shall be 
the last of the Mackenzies of Seaforth. In 
those days there shall be a daft Lovat and 
a buck-tooth Chisholm, and they shall be 
the last direct males of the line. When 
these things are, Seaforth may know that 
nis sons are doomed to death, and that his 
broadjands shall pass away to the stranger, 
aud that his race shall be no more.”
«nüery deta” ot thl8 prophecy was ful­
filled more or less literally. Francis Mac­
kenzie, Lord Seaforth, the last male of his 
family, was deaf and dumb, the result of 
an illness which he had contracted. “I 
see the last male of his line both deaf and 
dumb.” His three sons all died before 
their father: “I see his three fair sons, 
all of whom he will follow to the grave." 
He was obliged, on account of financial dif­
ficulties, to sell his Kintall property—“the 
gift lands,” as they were called—which, ac­
cording to tradition, were gifted by Alex­
ander III. to the progenitor of the Mac­
kenzie family, Colin Fitzgerald, who saved 
the king's life when hunting: “He shall 
sell his gift lands.” He was succeeded by 
his daughter, Lady Hood, whose husband, 
Sir Samuel Hood, had died In India. As she 
was in widow’s weeds when she returned to 
England, the seer's prophecy that a “black- 
eyed lassie from the East, with snow on 
her coif, shall succeed him," came liter­
ally true. The prophecy that she should 
kill her sister was not literally fulfilled; 
but In view of the fact that her sister died 
as the result of a carriage accident when 
Lady Hood (afterwards Mrs. Stewart-Mac- 
kenzle) was driving, the prediction came to 
pass, in a sense, after all. The “daft 
Lovat” and the “buck-tooth Chisholm” of 
the prophecy actually lived during the time 
of the last Lord Seaforth. The concluding 
part of Colnneach’s prediction has come too 
true; for the “broad lands” of the Seaforth 
family have Indeed “passed away to the 
Stranger.”

Colnneach Odhar's sayings have been cur­
rent In the Highlands for many years, and 
even at the present day they have a limited 
currency among the West Highland peas­
antry. They were not unknown to Sir 
Walter Scott, who makes reference to them 
In some of his letters (Lockhart's “Life”).

Tradition says that the gift of second- 
sight was acquired by the Colnneach by 
means of a white stone which he found on 
his breast one.day upon awakening from a 
hillside slumber. It was asserted that this 
stone gave the possessor miraculous power, 
and was used as a kind of telescope for 
peering Into “the dim, uncertain future.” 
When the seer was on his way to his death, 
he threw the stone away, after uttering 
the fatal prophecy about the Seaforth 
family. It is said to have fallen into a pool 
of water, which is now Loch Ussle.

Although the “ Scotch collie dog,” as 
he is so often called, has for many gén­
érations been one of the favorite varie­
ties of the canine race, his fondest ad­
mirers of fifty years ago could scarcely 
have expected him to have achieved the 
popularity which he possesses at the 
present time and has held for some 
twenty years or more. He shares with 
the sprightly fox-terrier the distinction of 
being the favorite dog of the people of 
the latter part of the nineteenth century. 
The St. Barnard has his admirers, so has 
the fox-hound, but as neither is so suit­
able as a companion—the one on account 
of his size, the other for a variety of 
reasons—the collie and fox-terrier are 
likely to retain their good reputation for 
many years to come.

The word collie is derived from the 
Anglo-Saxon “ col,” black, so the' black­
faced sheep of the North camé to be 
called “ colleys,” and the dog that drove 
or preceded them came to be 
dog.

A meeting to consider the development ot 
the deep see fisheries of this province was 
held in the Board of Tra„e rooms last even­
ing, when several of the business men of 
the city, together with members of board 
of trade, were present. It had been called 
by Mr. Beaumont Boggs, who Is desirons 
that a strong company be organized in this 
city and knd what are known as the Whit­
man rights be secured. The great incentive 
to Immediate action being taken 
fact that the Alaska Cod Fish Company of 
San Francisco Is endeavoring to obtain 
these rights for British Columbia, having 
got them for the American coast, for once 
getting them the American firm would 
leave no room for others in the business.

Mr. d. A. Kirk opened the meeting In a 
few well chosen remarks, and Introduced 
the speaker, Mr. Boggs. The latter 
armed with a vast amount of data, and not 
only fully described In detail the Whitman 
method of curing fish with a diagram of a 
plant. He explained that the Collas-Whit­
man Company s of Halifax patent takes the 
place of the old-fashioned method of the 
drying process, the work being done "by 
means of hot air. There are several of the 
Whitman patents in use throughout the 
Eastern provinces, and It was found that 
they not only economized labor but lessen­
ed the risk of curing fish, there being no 
chance for the fish becoming mildewed for 
want of fine weather.

In proving the unlimited fish ' resources 
ou the Pacific coast, Mr. Boggs quoted from 
Richard Rathbun’s summary of the fishery 
'nvestigations conducted by the United 
States fish commission steamer Albatross 
in 1892. In this report it was stated that 
all Bristol Bay was one continuous fishing 
ground, the combined length of Slime and 
Baird banks from the northwest of Cape 
Cnlmah to Cape Chlchaqot being 340 
miles, and the area 10,645 square miles. 
The grounds were among the largest in the 
world, being exceeded in area only by the 
grand Banks of Newfoundland. To greater 
Illustrate the size of the grounds it 
shown that the schooner Vanderbilt, of San 
Francisco, lay off Port Moller for little 
over a month and made a haul of 48,500 
fish, the average size of the fish being 24 
and 32 inches in length. To further show 
that fish exist in enormous quantities the 
speaker quoted from William A. Wilcox, 
agent of the United States fish commission, 
reports of the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries of Canada, and other eminent au­
thorities. Mr. Boggs next went Into the 
question of markets for the fish. There was 
a large population lu Central America of 
from 25,000,000 to 30,000,000 people, largely

Brazil, likewise, war, » neavy consumer 
of fish, being supplied In part by Nova 
Scotia. China imports fish nearly to. the 
value of $2,000,000 annually, besides what 
goes into the country through the free 
ports, of which there is no way of keeping 
track. In a letter which Mr. Boggs receiv­
ed from Santiago de Chile, and which he 
read, a large fish importing firm said that 
it was getting Its supplies principally from 
Norway, but It was willing to give British 
Columbia fish a trial. All that was neces­
sary to 'ensure a good trade for this pro­
vince was to forward sample shipments, 
which the firm would be glad to receive, 
and place on the market.

Still another country that bought fish 
was Japan, which dealt extensively In salt 
fish, buying In 1896 $231,000 worth, and the 
trade was still increasing.

Mr. Boggs In conclusion stated that a 
Seattle company had been negotiating for 
the Whitman patent rights for British Co­
lumbia, but had not been successful be­
cause It wanted those of Puget Sound and 
could not get both, as the San Francisco 
company, held the latter. The patent could 
be secured by British Columbia for $5,000 
cash and $15,000 in paid up stock In the 
company. He would suggest that a com­
pany be organized in Victoria with a cap­
italization of $1,000,000, for the development 
of the fish Industry. Once started many of 
thé sealing schooners uow unemployed 
would find engagement.

Mr. George Marsh, of Nanaimo, followed 
Mr. Boggs, and spoke of the tremendous 
loss to the province from not cultivating the 
industry. It meant at least $250,000 a year. 
He spoke of some lines of the trade which 
might well be developed with Japan.

Mr. H. E. Gillls, a recent arrival from the 
East, also spoke favorably of the project, 
and after some further general discussion. 
Mr. C. H. Lugrln, to bring matters to a 
business footing, moved that a committee 
be appointed to act with Mr. Boggs In In­
vestigating the proposition and to report 
at a subsequent meeting. It would be a 
pity, he said, not to take advantage of the 
information before the meeting. He fancied 
that not only a good market could be found 
abroad, but a very considerable one found 
at home,

was dropped, so by easy transformation, 
" colley ”—grown out of use as applied to 
the sheep—was adopted as a euphonious 
word for a variety of the dog, and so 
remains to this day. Bewick, the great 
wood engraver, calls this dog the “coaly.”

But before Bewick gave us his charm­
ing illustrations of the sheep dog or 
” shepherd’s hound,” Canis pastoralis ” 
was held in esteem, and in the sixteenth 
century duly described by Dr. Cains, 
who wrote:

“ Our shepherd's dog is not huge, and 
vast, and big, but o(,an indifferent stat­
ure and growth, because it has to deal 
with the bloodthirsty wolf, since there 
be none in England * * * This dog, 
either at the hearing of bis master’s 
voice or at the (Wagging of his fist, or at 
his shrill a fid hoarse whistling and 
hissing, bringeth the wandering wethers 
and stray sheep into the self-same place 
where the master’s will and work is to 
have them, whereby tht shepherd reap- 
cth the benefit, namely, that with tittle 
labor and no toil of moving his feet, he 
may rule and guide his flork Recording 
to his own desire, either to have them go 
forward or stand still, or to draw back­
ward, or to turn this way, or take that 
way. For it is not in England as it is 
in France, as it is in Flanders, as it is in 
.Syria as it is in Tartary, where the 
sheep follow the shepherd, for here in 
<>ur country the shepherd followeth the 
sheep, and sometimes the straying sheep, 
where no dog runs before them, nor 
goeth about and beside them, gather 
fcfemselves into a flock, when they hear 
the shepherd whistle, for fear or the 
dog (as I imagine), remembering that (if 
unreasoning creatures may be reported 
to have memory), the/ dog commonly 
runneth out at his master’s warrant, 
vhich is his whistle, 
oftentimes marked when we have taken 
onr jonrney from town to town; 
we have heard a shepherd whistle we 
have reined in our horse and stood still 
a space to see the proof and trial of this 
matter. Furthermore, with the dog 
doth the shepherd take the sheep to 
slaughter, and to be healed if they be 
sick, and no hurt or harm is done by 
1 he dogs to the simple creature.”

The above is one of the oldest records 
of the working of sheep dogs, and it is 
interesting because it almost corresponds 
with their duty at the present day.

There- is no doubt that the collie or 
sheep dog is one of the most useful of 
the canine race, and within the last 
quarter of a century he has been made 
ornamental.

Professor Harlan Smith Knows Nothing

Vancouver Correspondents.

The -report from Vancouver to the 
effect that Prof. Harlan L. Smith had 
discovered an Indian mummy in 
near Harrison lake, is said by that gen­
tleman to have no foundation in fact. 
Mr. Smith is at present engaged in an 
investigation of the Indian cairns ifi the 
vicinity of Sidney. He is one of the 
large party working under the direction 
of Prof. Boaz for the National Museum 
of New Yprk, the object being to learn 
as much as possible about the Indians 
inhabiting the North Pacific coast, from 
the Columbia to Behring Sea on this 
side of the water, and from the Amoor 
river north on the Asiatic coast. The

Concerning the talk of boy­
cotting the Paris exposition, it is not 
Germany’s part to put herself iu the 
foreground in such a movement. The 
official relations of France and Ger­
many have not suffered in the least 
through this sentence. There is no in­
tention upon the part of the government 
to join in any directly unfriendly steps 
against France. The reported:connection 
of Dreyfus with France is alao common 
talk in diplomatic circles, where it finds 
credence. It is also stated that evi­
dence of this was produced at the se­
cret session at Rennes, and M. Del- 
çasse’s hurried visit to St. Petersburg 
just before the court martial is cited in 
support of this theory

The rivalry for power between this 
prince and generalissimo, Jung Lu, 
which since Prince Hung’s death has 
so far been a veiled one, has now ap­
proached to such a head that both sides 
have begun to secretly prepare for actual 
conflict. The rival factions are both nu­
merous and strong, and as far as regards 
apparent power and influence equally 
balanced.

Prince Ching commands the Pekin field 
force, now raised to 30,000 men, and 
other banner corps, amounting to another 
30,000 men, all Manchus. Jung Lu 
commands the Wuwei army, organized 
and consolidated by him after the coup 
d’etat.

The army is divided into five grand 
corps, the middle corps being under Jung 
La's special command, the other four 
being the troops of Generals Sung Ching, 
Tung Fu-hsiang, N'ieh Szé-cbeng, and 
Yuan Shih-kai, aggregating over 80,- 
000 men, ail Chinese. Hence, if actual 
fighting commences, it will finally- merge 
into a race war between Chinese and 
Manchus,

The Empress Dowager 
inscrutable as ever, showing no marked 
preference for either of the rivals. But 
those who know seem to think that her 
policy inclinés towards that of Prince 
Ching. The arming of her eunuch guard 
is the only indication that she expects 
bloodshed in the near future.

There are some among the European 
students of Oriental politics on the scene 
who shrewdly suspect that the Empress 
Dowager’s recent illness has been 
sumed, m order to keep the rival fac­
tions from springing at one another’s 
throats until her plans are matured; for 
undobtedly she has another coup d’etat 
which she is silently and secretly prepar­
ing to launch upon those who are au­
dacious enough to arm at controlling her 
by means of the very power she her­
self gave them, and she will once more 
show herself to the world as the sole 
mistress of the empire.

The design it is said she has formed 
is to get Marquis Ito to come to Pekin 
and that he, with his and her friend Li 
Hung Chang, shall act as her deputies 
in the government of China.

the destruction of no fewer than ten 
thousand homes, and claiming fully three 
thousand human victims, with innumer­
able fishing and other small craft.

The magnitude of the disaster was only 
just beginning to impress itself upon 
the lethargic Japanese when the Empress 
Of India sailed from Yokohama, and the 
Statisticians were crowding the ambu­
lance corps in the pursuit of such infor­
mation as the Japanese civil service 
appears to glory in.

Having its origin somewhere to the 
south of the Riukin Islands, the storm 
grazed the east coast of Kiushiu, and 
crossing Shikoku by the provinces of 
Tosa and Sanuki, invaded the main isl­
and via Bizen and Bitchiu, emerging 
dually into the Japan Sea through Izu- 
iuo and Hoki.

The previous typhoon—that of the 14th, 
15th and 16th of August—had its origin 
at practically the same initial point, but 

westerly course, its 
ages on shore being therefore insignifi­
cant in area.

The greater hurricane seems to have 
attained its maximum of violence at or 

Tadotsu, the barometer falling to 
724 m.m., the velocity of the wind being

Upwards of 125 corpses had been 
brought up from the ruins of the mine, 
and it- was ’estimated that the killed un­
derground through cave-ins coincident 
with the passage of the storm, would 
total 600 more, with a further number 
of 200 wounded. - .

June IS—He saw a, man acting very 
strangely in the water at the Gorge, which 
was running strong at the time.

The man in the water 
tried his best to evade his rescuer, but the 
latter finally got hold of him and despite 
his struggles got him into the boat and 
brought him ashore; his throat was cut and 
he died in the hospital two days afterwards. 
At the inquest on the Thursday following it 
was proved that he had cut his own throat 
and then jumped Into the water; his name 
waB Ernest Mitchell. The police thanked 
Mr. Ferneybough specially for the rescue, 
for had the suicide been found dead they 
would have been put to much trouble in 
proving it suicide and not murder.

June 24.1-Two young men in a rowboat 
capsized at the Gorge, riding their boat 
bottom upwards. They were In no Immedi­
ate danger. Mr. Ferneybough assisted 
them, as also another party of four later In 
the evening whose boat also had capsized, 
recovering boats and belongings.

Saturday, July 1—The Gorge running very 
fast, the boils and eddies being bad, Mr. 
Ferneyhough perceived a boat become un­
manageable containing a lady and a gentle­
man. It fouled two timbers of the bridge, 
filled and turned over. He at once put off 
and rescued them, rendering all assistance.

Saturday, July 8—A canoe with two ladles 
and one gentleman, a Mrs. Swale and lady 
friend, and a Mr. Jones, upset in the side 
currents, which kept them from drifting in­
shore. Mr. Ferneybough lent aid and was 
just up In time, for Mrs. Swale could not 
have held out any longer, and the eddies 
would most decidedly have claimed her. 
The life-saver took her in first, then the 
other lady, and lastly Mr. Jones.

Monday, July 12.—A boat containing nine 
people capsized on thé plies. Two got 
ashore; a boy and a woman stuck to the up­
turned boat. The alarm was given and Mr. 
Ferneybough at once got out his boat and 
Mr. Pooley jumped Into the boat with him. 
Mr. Ferneyhongh took the oars ‘fisherman's 
style) and pushed for where the current 
was the worst he had ever seen it, and 
the swirls and eddies very hard upon him. 
It passed the upturned boat with two hang­
ing to the keel, and told them to have 
faith, and he would fetch them, but a man 
and a woman ahead were fast drowning, 
and he must see to them first. He finally 
came up to them and caught the man by the 
foot as he was being sucked down for the 
last time in a big swirl. Had he missed the 
foot the man would have been no more. 
Mr. Ferneybough had a hard struggle to get 
him in and strained his back and stomach 
badly, the man being heavy and Insensible.

OKAYAMA.
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WHAT DEPTH OF WATER.

Important Information For Shipping 
Men Now Furnished by Enthu­

siastic Volunteer.

Some months ago Mr. Napier Denison, 
•f the meteorological service, was auth­
orized by the director at Toronto to 
instal in Victoria harbor one of his 
combined tidal and atmospheric record­
ing instruments, to assist in coast 
weather forecasting. As well as obtain­
ing much interesting information in this 
branch, Mr. Denison is voluntarily tak­
ing up the study of the complex tides of 
this neighborhood, and already is apply­
ing it to a practical commercial use by 
publishing a local two-day tidal predic­
tion. which gives the times and heights 
of the semi-diurnal tides at Victoria. 
These appear at the head of the Local 
News on the fifth page of the Colonist, 
and are read with interest not only by 
mariners, but pleasure-seekers, who 
govern the timed of their water excur­
sions accordingly. /

To increase the value of these predic­
tions. Mr. Denison has personally 
sounded for and located the shallowest 
part of the channel (which is off Shoal 
Point), and made the zero of his instru­
ment correspond to 14 feet at this spot. 
This zero means also 18.6 feet of water 
upon the sill of the Esquimau dry dock.

For the convenience of all incoming 
vessels, but particularly for the Vic­
torian, which draws 14 feet, this enthu­
siastic investigator has placed a sight 
gauge on the Shoal Point beacon, in 
order that before entering the channel 
at night she can throw her searchlight 
upon it and see how many feet margin 
she will have. As a check upon the 
recording instrument, another sight 
gauge has been’ placed upon the govern­
ment wharf.

The data from these records are being 
carefully tabulated, and 
throwing much light upon 
sometimes found in the American tide 
tables.

While this valuable service is purely 
voluntary on Mr. Denison’s part, the 
Dominion authorities make regular pro­
vision for keeping track of the tides on 
the Atlantic. As it is to the interest of 
local shipping that these records and 
observations should be kept up, it would 
be in order to memorialize the marine 
department on the subject, as Mr. Deni­
son’s labor of love cannot be expected to 
continue indefinitely.

Visit to the Yangtze Explained.

It is stated, the N. C. Dally News says, 
that the Japanese Admiral’s secret mission 
up the Yangtze ware to consult with Viceroy 
Liu in his capacity both of Superintendent 
of Trade and High % Commissioner of the 
Southern ports (which includes all ports 
south of the Yellow River dovrçn to Kauu- 
tung, Yunnan, etc.), and Viceroy of Liaug- 
kiaug provinces, concerning the desire of 
Japan to build railways inland from Foo­
chow northwards into Kiangsi province, 
terminating at Klukiang; from Foochow 
southwards to Amoy into Kuangtung prov­
ice, terminating at Swatow; and a branch 
line from Yeupingfu, Fukien, to Koukiang, 
Kiangsi. The first two lines are to be 
trunk lines.

For these privileges Japan consents to 
give assistance to China in reforming the 
latter’s government and Incidentally protect 
her again foreign aggressors like Italy, 
France, Russia, etc. Viceroy Llu'^replÿ, 
however, was to the effect that as the 
Fukin-Kiangsl lines, i. e., Foochow to 
Kiukiaug and Yenpingfu to Klukiang, 
threatened to clash with British interests, 
it would be well to consider carefully the 
mater before arriving at any definite con­
clusion. The Japanese Admiral’s mission, 
however, had the cordial concurrence of the 
Empress Dowager, who sent secret orders 
to Viceroy Liu to give every assistance to 
the Admiral In the attainment of his mis­
sion.

ATLIN AND THE ALIEN PLACER 
MINING ACT.

Sir,—In the Rossland news I notice 
extracts from the speech of Hun. F. 
Carter-Cotton, referring to the eight- 
hour and alien acts. While I am not 
thoroughly in accord with the former, I 
do not wish to criticize that portion of 
Mr. Cotton’s speech, for the simple 
reason that I have not personally seen 
the effect of it, not having visited the 
Kootenays since the bill was passed. 
Had I done so, it is possible my views 
might have been changed; but with the 
Alien act it is different, as I have just 
returned from Atlin and can write 
authoritatively on the subject.

The Hon. Mr. Carter-Cotton is re­
ported to have said that “ the Alien 
Placer mining act was another act that 
had come to stay, and would result in 
giving to Canada a portion of her right­
ful heritage. It had resulted most ad­
vantageously to Canada and to the cdun- 
try generally,” etc.

Now, being an obsèrvant man and 
without political prejudice, I state most 
emphatically that such is not the case, 
as the direct result of this act has been 
most disastrous to the country towards, 
which the act was aimed to protect, and 
to Canada generally.

It Is proposed that text hooks shall be 
furnished by the government free for all, 
no account being taken of the financial 
capability of pupils’ parents, a decision 
which relieves the necessities of any hu­
miliation from which they might otherwise 
softer. It Is hoped and expected, moreover, 
that when parents are thus relieved of the 
eqst of text books they will be able and 
willing to make better provision for teach­
ers and buildings.

The books will be the property of the 
class, not of the pupils. They will cost 
10, IS, 30 and 60 cents, varying with the 
grade for which they are designed; The 
cost Is estimated to be, for 160,766 Cath­
olic and 28,168 Protestant pupils, $39,738, 
or, making generous allowance for emer­
gencies, well within $50,000 a year.

It Is clear that there will be an Immense 
saving In the amount spent on text books, 
most of It uselessly. It Is clear also that 
uniformity of text books 'under the “con­
centric” system will have a tendency to 
Improve their standard.

Sunday. The professor is on .one of his 
periodical trips west, visiting en route 
the government farms at Brandon’, In­
dian Head and Agassiz, and also the 
principal agricultural districts, 
came over the Crow’s Nest Pass railway 
this trip and paid his first visit to the 
Kootenay country. Although his special 
line is agriculture, Prof. Saunders was 
much interested in the mines and was 
greatly pleased with the signs of pros­
perity everywhere observed. The cli­
matic conditions of Kootenay, he says, 
are favorable to farming, and where 
land can be obtained good crops could 
be raised.

The season throughout Western Can­
ada has been a -most favorable one, the 
Manitoba farmers having taken in. 80 
per cent, of their crops when the pro­
fessor passed through, and those of the 
^Northwest 60 per cent. There was a 
light frost in some sections of the North­
west on September 10, but it is not 
thought that any damage was done. In 
the Edmonton district there was a little 
damage ^ from late rains. Professor 
Saunders believes that the Manitoba 
government has underestimated the 
season’s crop in that province.

The chief object of the Professor’s 
visit, to Victoria was to interview the 
provincial government in respect to an 
agricultural exhibit at Paris next year. 
He met the members of the executive 
yesterday and received a favorable reply. 
It is his desire to have as large and 
representative an exhibit as possible, 
particularly of fruit and grain, as they 
are better illustrations of the climate of 
the country. The fruit will be sent 
through to Paris in cold storage, and 
only a small proportion exhibited at a 
time, the plates being replenished as the 
exhibits decay. In this way the ex­
hibits will always be kept fresh. The 
provincial government will endeavor to 
secure samples from all districts, and 
the Dominion government will add to 
these samples from the experimental 
farms.

Although Canada has not been allotted 
as much space at Paris as she has had 
at previous world’s fairs, an effort will 
be made to make the best of it. On 
account of the rules of the exhibition 
managers, it will be impossible to make 
provincial exhibits, but the products of 
each province will be grouped as much 
as possible and full credit given. It is 
the intention to make a large trophy of 
grain, and in this the different provinces 
will be represented.

As far as. Canadians are concerned, 
Prof. Saunders says he does not thipk 
the Dreyfus verdict will make the least 
difference in the attendance or number 
of exhibits.

Tug Pilot Has a Rough Time on Her 
Trip From ’Frisco.

The tug Pilot, Captain Bissett, passed 
up on Sunday night, with the coal barge 
Colorado in tow from San Francisco to 
Departure Bay. and returned to Victoria 
last evening. The trip from San Fran­
cisco to Nanaimo occupied just 13 days, 
nearly three times as long as the pre­
vious trip. The cause was severe weath­
er, the tug and her tow being caught in 
the gale which delayed the Umatilla for 
several hours. During 72 hours only 40 
miles were covered, the runs on the 
three days that the storm prevailed being 
10. 12 and 18 miles. Not having calcu­
lated on such long delays, Captajn Bis­
sett ran short of coal, and had to put in 
to Gray’s Harbor, where he spent two 
days. Both the Pilot and the Colorado 
stood the weather well.

This is the Pilot’s last trip South with 
the Colorado, all the coal barges and the 
tug now being required to take coal to 
Alaska. Colliers have been chartered 
for the San Francisco trade.

In the course of his speech at St. Michel

A great deal of Interest attaches to the 
experiment on which a beginning is now 
being made. As explained In the debates 
of last session. It Is proposed to supply to 
every pupil in the elementary schools a book 
which shall contain within Ita covers the 
whole "course set for the work of the class 
tn one year. The elementary course lasts 
four years, and at present the work of the 
schools is divided on the assumption that 
every child will complete the course. Thus 
It comes that the work of instruction Is. 
after a fashion, cut into slices. For exam­
ple, In one year the .pupil will learn Cana­
dian history up to tliiie time of Frontenac or 
Montcalm; in grammar he might stop short 
at the adjective or adverb; In geography he 
might never get beyond the boundaries of 
Quebec. In the event of his be'ng obliged 
to leave school his education must neces­
sarily be made np of “tag-ends of Sub­
jects. Under the new dispensation It is 
proposed to make each year's training com­
plete In itself as far as possible. In the 
first year, for example, the pupil will learn 
the outlines of the history of Canada to 
Confederation, the elementary rules of the 
whole grammar, and so forth, so that In

Many accounts have been given of the 
way’ in which the various classes of 
animals are supposed to assist the pups 
in learning to swim. If these have any 
foundation whatever, it arises from a 
misinterpretation of the fact that the 
young bachelors, and probably the year­
ling cows also, play with and tease the 
pups in their first attempts to master the 
art of swimming. Bachelors have often 
been observed to push the little pups off 
the rocks into the water, and sometimes 
even to attempt to catch and duck them. 
But the purpose is evidently not to assist 
the pups. The pup first seeks the 
secluded and protected tide pools, num­
bers of which are to be found along the 
rookery fronts. Here it paddles about, 
gradually seeking the open water, but 
not going far from the shore. Its chief 
difficulty at the outset is to keep its dis­
proportionately large head above water. 
However, in a very short time it becomes 
quite at home in the water, and spends 

great deal of its time in it- The pups 
play in the water, as they are accus­
tomed to play on shore, rolling over and 

each other, diving for shells, shak­
ing strips of kelp, pieces of sticks, 
feathers or anything that comes to hand, 
just, in fact, as young dogs might.

By the middle of September, when 
the pups have learned to swim well, they 
develop a roving spirit and voyage back 
and forth between the various rookeries, 
and there is generally a continuous band 
coming and going between the^ latter. 
In this manner the pups spend their time, 
sleeping on shore when hungry, and 
playing in the water when gorged with 
milk. The mortality among the pups is 
very striking. They are not, after hav­
ing attained the age of a few weeks, 
either easy to kill or injure. But when 
only a few days old it is a different mat­
ter. In the mad rushes of the angry 
and clumsy beach-master in his efforts 
to preserve law and order or to defend 
his harem from the attacks of the idle 
bulls, many of the little fellows 
trampled to death before they are able 
to get away and pod by themselves. 
The principal cause of death is, how- 
ever, due to the ravages of a small para­
sitic worm of the genus uncinaria, which 
infests the sandy areas where the seals

The season is now quickly drawing to 
a close. At the first approach of winter, 
usually in November, the cows and 
pups leave the rookeries together, 
all probability the pups are weaned at 
this time, as, until the time of their de­
parture, it has been ascertained that 
they exist solely on their mothers milk.

At the last meeting of the Natural 
History, Mr. E. O. 8. Scholefield, pro­
vincial librarian, read the conclusion of 
his paper on “Seal Life." It follows:

Mr. Ohfiirman and Gentlemen: At 'he 
request of our worthy Secretary, X have 
very much pleasure in reading to-night 
■the concluding portion of my paver on 
the “Seal Life of the Rookeries of the 
Pribilof Islands.”

In the first portion of my address that 
was given a few weeks ago I endeavored 
to give you some idea of the discipline 
observed in the harems on the rookeries, 
and I pointed out that the bull in nis ef­
forts to preserve order was not always 
noted for his gentleness. The cows in all 
their persistent efforts to escape to the 
water are often very severely handled.
In some instances they are so bodiy 
hurt that they die from their injuries.
When forced against her will to stay, the 
cow patiently bides her time, and when 
the lord of the harem is sleeping she 
slips away unobserved and unmolested.
But her troubles are not always over 
even when she has escaped the clutches 
of the beach-master. It frequently hap­
pens that before the cow can make the 
water she must run the gauntlet of bands 
of young bulls that haul out along the 
beach. These bachelor bulls do all that 
is in their power to intercept the escaping 

The latter often displays much 
cleverness in outwitting them. Once in 
water, -her superior expertness soon 
places her beyond the reach of her pur­
suers. It often happens, however, that 
the chase is kept up for some distance 
out to sea. C)

The adult bulls are pugnacious ani­
mals, and are very much addicted to 
fighting. It is in the height of the breed­
ing season, however, and then alone, 
that the excessive fighting among the 
bulls occurs. Thé bulls, on arriving at 
the rookeries, and while waiting for the 
cows, spend their days in resting and 
sleeping. They are not, as currently sup­
posed, continually engaged in a series 
of fierce and bloody encounters. Nor 
is it true that the arrival of the cows is 
the signal for desperate battles for their 
possession. As a matter of fact, the 
bulls appear quite indifferent to the first 
arrival of the cows, except, perhaps, 
where she becomes the object of capture 
by a particular bull. The cows receive 
little attention from their masters when 
once in the harem, after their first brief 
welcome. From the commencement on 
to the close of the season, however, 
more or less fighting can always be seen.
The courage and fighting qualities of the 
bull are simply boundless in defence of 
his harem. In the breeding season it is 
impossible to move one of these bulls 
from bis post otherwise than by killing 
him. But after the season they can be 
handled like sheep. The adult bull on 
the breeding grounds is as dangerous as 
a bear, and judging from the wounds 
that the animals inflict on one another 
a man in their clutches would be in a sor­
ry plight.

Much pf .jthe fighting, Professor Jor­
dan observes, especially among the har­
em bulls,. is a species of bluffing, accom­
panied. by a good deal of roaring and 
blowing, but-ending without injury. The 
signal for, aqcii a performance is a chal­
lenging roar on the part of some bull, 
and an answering roar from his oppon­
ent. The two animals then approach 
each other, and when at a certain dis­
tance apart, both strike out with the 
long, serpent-like stroke characteristic of 
the seal. In making the stroke, the bulls 
let themselves down with their breast on 
the ground, and after puffing out their 
musky breath, they right themselves and 
return to their places. This, however, is 
not real fighting, but merely a friendly 
exchange of greetings between harem 
masters. It is a more serious matter 
when these encounters take place be­
tween the latter and the idle bulls, or 
between individuals of the latter class.
The same preliminaries are gone through, 
only the stroke, does not fall short and 
end in fiasco. The aim is taken for the 
foreflipper at the angle of the body, 
and if it is true a deep gash is the re­
sult. Failing in reaching the coveted 
point of attack, each animal seizes the 
other by the skin of the shoulder or 
breast, wherever the hold can be ob­
tained. In this manner they tug and 
strain in their efforts to overturn each 
other. The strength of their jaws is 
wonderful, and it not infrequently hap­
pens that terrible wounds result from 
these sanguinary encounters. Their 
fights, as a rule, are of short duration, 
however, as the animals are soon fa­
tigued on land, and have great difficulty 
in getting their breath. But it sometimes 
happens that these fights are continued 
until one or the other of the combat­
ants dies from mere exhaustion. Bodies 
of yimals which have died in thi 
ner are often found on the rookeries, 
and especially in that territory occupied 
by the idle or reserve bulls.

The attitude of the fur seals towards 
their wounds is very remarkable. They 
make no attempt to lick or nurse them 
in any way. A bull whose foreflipper is 
hacked and bleeding, his every move­
ment lacerating still further the injured 
muscles, may be seen rush lug about, 
rounding up his harem, and roaring de­
fiance to the reserve bulls, apparently 
not im the least inconvenienced. The 
thick coating of blubber under the skin, 
which is apparently not very sensitive, 
doubtless affords great protection, and 
tbis, not the muscles, is torn and lacerat­
ed. The climatic conditions, the salt 
water, and the absence of flies renders 
the healing of the wounds very rapid, 
and by the end of the season but few 
traces remain. Fighting has evidently 
been a feature of the breeding grounds 
from- time immemorial, and it has be­
come an instinct with the males. The 
bachelors of all ages are constantly go­
ing through the movements of their eld­
ers.

There is thé greatest individual varia­
tion among the classes of all bulls. 
Much of the individual variation is due 
to the length of time that the animals 
have been out of water. In water and 
when wet there is but little difference in 
the coloration.

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The diversity of color in thé fur seal 

’is confined chiefly to the outer or water 
hairs which project beyond the fur. The 
fur itself is fairly uniform. Beneath the 
water-hair is the short, thick fur of the 

’ seal. In the preparation of these skins 
these hairs are carefully removed, leav­
ing only the short thick fur, which alone 
is of commercial value. It has been as­
serted that the pup is bom without fur, 
having only black hair. This is not the 
case, however. The pup at birth has 
short, fuzzy fur, which grows rapidly 
and is of considerable length when the 
animal begins to swim. By the time it 
is ready for the sea in the fall, its fur 
differs in length and thickness from that 
of the older seals only as the size of the 
animal varies. Between the middle of 
August and the middle of October the 
adult animals shed their hair. During 
this season the skins of the seals are 
said to be stagy, and they are not taken 
on land.

“Of course we should like to remain 
longer in the West, but we have strain­
ed our time to its limit.

It was Whitman who invented the 
stroke, bringing it out to the consterna­
tion of his adversaries some three years 
ago. Since then he and the other highest 
class players have improved it to the 
perfection plane.

Again, all of the Eastern company go 
in for high speed, Davis being notably 
fast and brilliant.

They take up their places in the old 
harems or in new and temporary ones in 
charge of young balls on 
front and in the rear of the regular 
breeding grounds. The yearling females, 
it would seem, come to the islands with 
the two-year-olds, but do not put in an 
appearance on the rookeries much before 
September, at the time when the pups of 
the year are able to swim well and 
begin to make their first excursions 
about the islands. For the rest of the 
season the young seals spend their time 
playing among the pups and ranging like 
privileged characters over the rookeries. 
That they do not, as has been supposed, 
frequent the hauling grounds with the 
males is doubtless ctne to the fact that 
these would annoy them, for the instinct 
of rounding np a harem is early devel­
oped in the young male. A yearling 
may frequently be seen rounding np a 
pod of sleeping or resting pups with all 
the gusto of an adult The pups them­
selves not infrequently attempt the 
same thing with their fellows.

About the third week in July the old 
harem bulls that have fasted since the 
1st of May begin to leave and seek the 
feeding grounds. As they withdraw 
their places are filled by the idle or re-'" 
serve bulls. These latter have fasted 
for a shorter period, and therefore

The bachelors linger about the islands 
until after the departure ot the cows 
and pups, and are often taken for food 
by the Aleuts all through the month of 
December and at times1 far into Janu­
ary. They have been known during 
mild winters to stay about the islands 
until the following spring. But as a 
rule before the end of November the 
seals leave the islands, and, class by 
class, they depart on their long winter 
migrations.

The fur seal is wonderfully adapted 
for its long winter residence in the 
water. Its movements are as quick and 
graceful as a fish. In swimming it uses 
the fore flippers only. The hind flippers 
arc held flat together, projecting back­
ward like a rudder, and it is not alto­
gether unlikely that they may serve the 
animal in that capacity. When travel­
ling rapidly the seal alternately rises 
clear of the water and dives under it in 
a series of compound curves. The 
dolphin-like leap, “ breaching,” as it is 
called, enables the animal without loss 
of time to recover its breath- It is not 
known how fast seals can travel, and 
probably the rate cannot be computed. 
They have been known to follow and 
swim with apparent ease about vessels 
moving at the rate of 10. -to 12 knots an 
hour. Under force of circumstances 
they could doubtless reach a higher rate 
of speed, but whether it could be con­
tinued for long distances it would be 
difficult to ascertain.
