country. It is reported that if this is done,
the Spaniards in spite of the opposition of
their government will retaliate by cutting
Gibraltar off from all supplies from the

The excitement among the people of the
Canary islands vcaused by a fear of cholera
smounts to & panic. They now refuse fo
permit any ‘persons from Spain to land.
I'hey made an exception in favor of the
new governor and allowed him to come
svhore, but ived him with riotous
demonstrations and threw stones at him,
The local aushorities have resigned, and
many people have fled to the interior in
“fear of the approach of the scourge, To-day

The irritation against Germany increases
hourly. The official press is more indignant
over the sgizare of tge Caroline isiandsthan
the opposition press,.

1ms Sonnewalde,the German ambassador
to Spain, now abatains from visiting the
theatres and avoids the public promenades
and places of amusement, It is semi-
officially stated’ that the government
intends to repudiate the commercjal and

. diplomatic relations existing between Spain
sad Germany unless Germany abandons

her claim tq the Carolines.

Senor Carvajal, in an address before the
Spanish African society to-day denounced
Germany for trespassing upon  Spanich
rights, Thesociety hasdecided tareassemble
and pass resolutions demanding that Spain
take energetic action against German
occupation of the Caroline islands.

Bismarck’s reply to the Spanish protest
is considered evasive and unsatisfactory,
although he professes to be willing to
submit Spain’s claims to the examination
of arbitrators.

The Raussian
commander exonerated the Afghans and
promised that tha troopers shouldnot again
advance beyond Chamani Baid.

The proposition now
approved. . is a uniform tariff
onj telegrams between ~ terminal
points which are in Europe and telegrams
in transit in Euarope to and from points
ontside, but at rates considerably higher
gthan those advocated by the German
chancellor, . Germany’s efforts, however,
to have cable tarifis to and from countries
beyond Europe, especially to Indis, China
and Ausurelia, materially reduced from the
present high' rater are likely to ‘prove
sucoessful. |

The cowboys
objected and bad blood was engendered.
While in Bismarck one day the marquis
received a despatch warning him against
the cowboys, who bad threatened to kill
him on his return to Little Missouri. He
returned, but stepped from the north side
of the  train, ‘while tho ocowboys
awaited his  arrival on the south
side, He succeeded in getting home
but the cowboys nnrroundonf his premises,
The marguis and two friends crept through
the weeds yo safe shelter and awaited their
oppor , when the three fired. One
of ‘the shots killed one of the cowboys.
It is not known whose .shot killed the man
but the marquis was arrested, givén a
hearing and discharged.

“It is not known exactly,” he said,
“when horses to trot againet time,
Eoglishmen had always run their horses,
and had trained them for that, So'the
English horse is seldom if eger put to the
trot on trials of speed. It was in'the year
1808 that the New York Spectator made
mention of & horse which had trotted a
mile in two minutes and 59 seconds, which
at that time was without proogd?t. Laws
against horse races, that is o shy againet
running - horses, were in. colonial ‘times
sxtremely stringent, In the,nt(ly rrt
of this century they got around thelaws
against horse races by trotting their
horses alone and timing their speed by a

This was a _purely American die-
“covery. After a while the horse laws were
so modified as to allow *‘trials of apced,”
as they were termed, to be given at certain:
periods of $he year wtteﬁimpunlty. It was
not until 1818 that thefirst trog for money
was civen, when Col. Boyd of”Maryland
bet Mnj{nr Jones of Long Island $1000
that ‘no’ horse could .be produced that
could trot » mile in less Shan three
minutes.” Boston Blue was produced and
covered the mile in just three minttes.
This was held to bea wonderful featin
those times, aud Boston Blue was taken to
Fugland and exhibited there. In 1825
the New York Trot! lub was organized
and built a course at aica, L.L, which
was probably the fastes® trotting track in
the world. From that %ime trotting
became & general ‘and  was
adopted by the mass of - the people
who owned horses, and f$hat very
thing guaranteed its progress. The
rebord in 1818 of Boston Blue, of
three minutes, wae broken in 1824 by Top
Gallant in 2 40, in the same year by the
Triadwell 2.34, in 1830 by Burster
jn_2.32, and in 1834 by .
