In time, Macdonald be­
came Premier and Attorney-General, 
and from his hands Mowat received his 
appointment as Queen’s counsel. Even 
then, politics were driving them apart, 
and Macdonald, as an astute man, may 
have , tli ri miff of the possibilities of 

om this stem, unbending 
young Reformer. The cause of confe­
deration made them colleagues for a 
time. They worked together In pre­
paring the scheme upon which the 
pi evinces of Canada became a Federal 
Dominion.

This was the climax in Sir Oliver 
Mowat’s career. He and Macdonald 
were seated round the historic confer­
ence-table at Quebec. News came to 
Macdonald, as Premier, of a vacancy 
on the Chancery Bench of Ontario. In­
stantly he passed a note across the 
table to Mr. Mowat. “Will you accept 
the post ?” Mr. Mowat hesitated. What 
would men saÿ and think of his ac- 
ceptapce of such a post from the rival 
political party ? "Then take the Vice- 
Chancellorship,” said the Premier, and 
take it he did.

That is one of the “might-have- 
beens" of Canadian history. Had Mr. 
Mowat remained in political life at 
that Juncture, it is difficult to believe 
that Sir John Macdonald would have 
retained so unparalleled a mastery 
ever Canadian affairs. When Macdon­
ald .did afterwards meet Mowat in the 
courts, it was generally Macdonald that 
had to give way, arid it is probably 
safe to say that, but for that Judicial 
appointment from the hand of his as­
tute friend, Sir Oliver Mowat would 
have had lit in his power to change 
the whole course of the Federal his­
tory of Canada.

For eight years Mr. Mowat remained 
on the bench, and those eight years 
sufficed to fasten the great personality 
of his former law 
and political opponent 
Canadian political life, 
the chance came to return to politics, 
it was in the more restricted provin­
cial sphere, while his rival reigned 
supreme in Federal matters.

His enemies called Sir John Macdon­
ald a political juggler—a wizard who 
drew men after him, whether they 
would or not. He could tell a man he 
was a fool, but so do it that the man 
would leave smiles and thanks behind 
him. Sir Oliver Mowat is an oppor­
tunist, too, in his way, but an op­
portunist in dead and solemn earnest. 
Yet he is a safe man, and here lies 
his great hold upon Ontario. He is pre- 
c'minenly a man to he trusted. When 
bis friends of the Liberal party 
believed to be coquetting with the 
United States, he sat still and said 
nothing. The coquetting fell through 
“For myself," declared Mr. Mowat, “I 
would prefer to die in the hope of a 
Canada unabsorbed, prosperous and at 
peace, than to die President of the 
United States.” A serious statesman, 
a great lawyer, a cautious financier, a 
sound patriot, and an unswerving 
friend of British connection—what 
duels such a man might have fought 
with the great “Sir John,“ and won !

The Ultimatum of the British Admiral

Hong Kong, Oct. 15.—Advices from 

Kucheng state that the deadlock that 
has existed in connection with the com­
mission of enquiry into the outrages 
upon the foreign mission is ended.

British Consul Mansfield has had an 
interview with the Viceroy at Fukien, 
with the result that the latter agreed 
that eighteen more of the men accused 
of murdering the missionaries shall be 
executed, that the remaining prisoners 
shall be speedily tried by the commis­
sion, which shall have power to Impose 
the death penalty.

This solution of the difficulty is as­
cribed to an ultimatum which it is re­
ported was sent to the Viceroy by Ad­
miral Buller, commanding the British 
fleet, five of whose vessels are now 
at Foo Chow.

Dear, Sir,—In regard to your note 

asking information as to the Influence 
exercised by the sanitarium on the 
development of the village at Saranao 
these are the facts:

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NO PURE WATER FOR A FEW DAYS,
The Settling Basin Complete—Filling De­

layed By a Slight Accident—Official 
Inspection Made Yesterday-

The prospect of getting pure drink-, 
lng water, while drawing nearer. Is 
not definite as to date. It was expect­
ed that the filling of the reservoir 
would have been under way yesterday, 
but it will be a while yet before it is 
coraaflenced. Accidents, and other un­
foreseen happenings have oontributted 
to the delay. Last evening while the 
57 foot section of the five-foot conduit 
which is to be removed for the pur­
pose of filling the new settling basin 
was being raised to the surface one 
at the chains broke and It fell back 
Into Its old position again. This li 
the second time within the past few 
days that such a mishap has occurred.

Mayor Kennedy and. Aid. Lamb.cnalr- 
man of the Board of Works, visited 
the scene of the works yesterday and 
inspected the new settling basin. The 
dam at the north end has been com­
pleted. It Is a strong1 sand dam and 
Engineer Keating considers It likely, 
to hold well. The sides of „the basin 
have been banked and a Tilgh board 
fence is to be built around it to pre­
vent base Philistines from. swimming 
tn it. A man is to be kept In charge 
constantly.

The basin is supplied from the lake 
by the five-foot conduit which is In 
good shape and the old four-foot con­
duit, which has been cleaned out. One 
of the foremen of the works, who went 
through, it discovered a quantity of 
sand, and In one place a broken, stave, 
which, however, does no serious dam­
age. The 12 Inch and a six 
Inch pump were set to work and 
the conduit wes well sluiced out. The 
staves of the wooden intake pipe on 
the portions which have been remov­
ed are alternately oak and pine. The 
pine staves have proved the best ad- 
adopt for this purpose. , •

The settling basin Is at the present 
time filled with lake water, which Is 
being pumped at the city pumping 
station for general use. There Is 
still a large quantity of bay water be­
ing pumped from Blockhouse Bay, but 
this will be remedied when the work 
at the basin Is completed by the re­
moval of the 67-foot section, which has 
already made so much trouble. The 
steel sleeve which is to cover the break 
In Blockhouse Bay is ready to be put 
on, and this work, It Is hoped, will be 
performed to-day.

Advices Prom Madagascar Open Up Some 
Disgraceful Secrets.

London, Oct. 15.—The Times has pri­
vate advices from Madagascar which 
break the seal of secrecy Imposed up­
on the French military campaign in 
that island, and open to view disgrace­
ful revelations regarding the conduct 
of the French troops. Up. to this time 
the shameful secrets have been kept 
fairly well, owing to the rigid censor­
ship exercised over mail matter sent 
out of the French lines.

All çomrpunfccations sent out by mail 
are opened and examined, just as In 
Russia when a Nihilistic conspiracy is 
on. and severe, penalties are imposed 
for attempt to smuggle letters out of 
the country. Private soldiers are not 
allowed to carry writing materials 
with them, lest they make known to 
relatives and friends In Europe things 
that the Government desires to sup­
press. Only half a dozen newspaper 
correspondents are permitted to follow 
the operations of the expedition, and 
they represent newspapers which will 
support the Ministry through thick and 
thin.

It was for evading the postal cen­
sorship that ex-Unlted States Consul 
Waller was sentenced to prison for 20 
years. The Turkish atrocities in Ar­
menia are matched by French atroci­
ties in Madagascar if one can accept 
the statements of persons trustworthy 
In ordinary 'matters, says The Times. 
It is not likely that the truth will 
ever be known about this'side of the 
French conquest of Madagascar. Even

; 0 I iiWho Is to Set Reform Going ?
Sir,—There seems to be a general 

agreement as to the fact that the af­
fairs of our city are at present lit a 
critical state, and a pretty general 
agreement in the belief that the chief 
cause is the want of continuity, sys­
tem, foresight, anil science In the ad­
ministration. Examples of this pre­
sent themselves on all sides, In the his­
tory of our street paving, as well as 
in our water and drainage. No com­
mercial concern could succeed under 
such a system of management as ours. 
Yet a municipality in the main is a 
great commercial concern, the chief 
business of its government being the 
collection and expenditure of money.

When we complain we are told that 
the remedy is in our own hands and 
that we have only to elect good men 
as mayors and aldermen, the answer 
ts that most of us have been all along 
doing In this way as much as It was 
In our power to do. We have each 
year voted, as far as we knew, for the 
best of the candidates who 
fore us. The ordinary citizen can do 
no more. Unacquainted with each 
other and without opportunities for 
mutual consultation, as the inhabi­
tants of a great city must be, they 
have no means of Improving the nom­
inations. If an Improved ticket were 
put forth by any self-constituted or­
ganization, there would be a popular 
outcry against the dictation of a 
clique. The only organizing forces are 
those of political party, which has 
nothing to do with water and drains, 
or of benevolent societies and brother­
hoods, which, when they depart from 
their proper objects and meddle with 
elections, are apt to become conspira­
cies against the common weal. Be­
sides, experience shows that our lead­
ing men will not come forward. They 
cannot afford to leave their business; 
and if they did come forward they 
would probably be voted down as 
“nominees of the Board of Trade” and 
“swells.”

It is for the Government and Legis­
lature now to take the matter in hand. 
Legislation when needed, as it mani­
festly is in this case, is their duty. 
Public meetings may help to form 
opinion, but they lead to no action; 
still less to individual projects of re­
form. The very fact that a plan 
emanates from some particular man 
or set of men is apt to lead to Its re­
jection as a fad. The Government and 
the Legislature may,s of course, seek 
Information or take advice from any 
quarter they please; but the practical 
Initiative rests with - them. If a

The outlook for Canadian pig Iron 

is verjr promising at the present time. 
According to "Hardware and Metal,” 
American pig iron has been displaced 
almost entirely in Canada by the do­
mestic product. The reason assigned 
for this is, first, because of the acti­
vity In the markets of the United 
States, and secondly, because the price 
of Canada pig iron has not advanced 
as rapidly as that of the United 
States. Nova Scotia iron No. 2 can be 
laid down in ^oronto at about $17.50 
per ton, while a similar iron is quoted 
at from $14.25 to $14.60 in Pittsburg. 
To lay this down in Toronto would en­
tail an addition offfrom $7 to $9 per 
ton on the coast, duty and freight to 
the city. Canadian pig Is the only iron 
that is being used In Eastern Canada 
and In Ontario as far west as the city 
of London. The outlook is very favor­
able and the success of this Industry 
cannot but have a beneficial effect on 
business generally In the Dominion. 
The prospects of the Iron industry in 
Canada never were better or more 
hopeful than they are to-day.

MoUammednn Be
The Mohammedan rebellion still con­

tinues to defy the resources of the 
Chinese authorities. Troops are being 
sent up the river by steamers from 
Hanghow to the scene of disturbance, 
but as they are a rabble of the same 
quality that made such a miserable 
stand against the Japanese In the re­
cent war their ability to quell the re­
bellion is very doubtful

It is stated that the Mohammedans 
have now coimp’etely Invested Ran­
ch ow, the capital of Kansu.

The Japanese Prince Imperial Is 
slowly mending, but many months 
must elapse before he Is restored to 
full health.

The details of the investigation con­
ducted at Kucheng In the presence of 
a commission, consisting of two Con­
suls, British and American, and other 
foreigners, have been- published.

Trial of the Culprit».
The commission reached Kucheng 

on Aug. 17, and by the 20th the pre­
fect had received telegraphic instruc­
tions from the Viceroy telling him to 
do exactly as the Consuls wished. Ac­
cordingly, the examination of the pris­
oners commenced on Wednesday, the 
21st; or rather their re-examination, 
for before being brought up to give 
their evidence In the presence of the 
foreign commissioners, they had al­
ready been questioned by the Chinese 
Magistrate.

It was conclusively proved that not 
more than 100 Vegetarians were pre­
sent at the murdering and burning.
Some 200 set out from toe association’s 
fastnesses in the hills, but a number 
of them dwindled away en route. Very 
few -of them seam to nave known ex­
actly what was in contemplation. They 
went along In blind obedience to their 
leaders, but were ready enough to1 
stab and plunder when the occasion 
presented itself.

Indeed, thé general program of the 
Vegetarians in the Kuecheng district 
Is violence. The principle of their 
procedure Is to take the place of the 
duly constituted authorities, and to 
substitute a reign of force for the con­
trol of legal tribunal.

Even the Kucheng Vegetarians pro­
fess to be ndthing more than an anti- 
opium society.

Several of the prisoners recently ex­
amined said that they had entered Its 
ranks for the sake of getting cured of 
the opium vice. In practice, however, 
the regular custom of the leaders Is 
to settle by force disputes that would 
otherwise go before the law courts,and 
an instance is on record of their 
openly entering the yamen of a magis­
trate and compelling him to delease 
seme of their associates whom he had 
arrested.

There can be no doubt that the culp­
able perfunctoriness of the local au­
thorities in dealing with these Vege­
tarians was ultimately responsible for 
the Kucheng tragedy. Magistrate af­
ter magistrate had paltered with the 
law-breakers, and when ' at last two 
hundred soldiers were sent, they lay 
Inactive in Kucheng while their pre­
sence was ascribed by the leaders of 
the Vegetarians to foreign interfer­
ence.

The murderers of fSe missionaries 
appear to have facilitated their own 
apprehension by openly boasting of 
what they had done.

At Kuecheng the proverbial cupidity 
of the penurious of the Chinese was 
excited by the promise of large re­
wards—as much as $800 were paid for 
the apprehension of one of the lead­
ers—and it is said that two cartloads 
of silver were distributed from the 
magistrates’ yamen In connection with 
the arrests. Some of the prisoners 
showed much reluctance to speak, but 
they (were ultimately Induced to do so 
by the application of torture, or by 
the Incriminating evidence of their as­
sociates.

Others were ready to acknowledge 
the part taken by them. One, both 
before and after his arrest, spoke 
frankly of having killed "a small for­
eigner.” Another described readily how 
he helped to butcher Mr. Stewart and 
stabbed a lady In the back.7A third 
recounted how the children were "stab- \ toms, 
bed just outside the house where they 
were gathering flowers,” and how he 
inflicted the first wound on Mrs. Stew­
art by stabbing her In the lower Jaw.
And a fourth said : “I was with the 
body of men, about twenty, that 
surrounded the lower house where the 
ladles were. They offered us money, 
and said they would go tb the city 
chuch with us if we would let them, are not 
and give them their umbrellas.
