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EUROPE.

Loxvox, Oct. 18. — A Glasgow special
says the report of the condition of the Glas-
gow Bank confirms the worst charges
against the directars of neglect of duty and
culpable mismanagment, if not malfeasance
for the past five years. The newspapers
hope the directors will be called to ac-
count.

The Times' financial article, commenting

| on the ofticial report of the investigators of

the Glasgow Bank, says ¢¢ the shareholders
now have some light thrown upon the con-
dition of thd Bank’s affairs, and & most
sombre light it is.”

Loxpox, Oct. 19.—It is estimated that
the burden of the Glasgow Bank’s failure
will fall chiefly on about 200 wealthy
sharcholders. Many failures throughout
the country are anticipated asa conse-
quence.

The official report of the investigators
into the affairs of the Glasgow Bank, just
issued, is worse than the gloomiest antici-
pations. The loss shewn in the balance
sheet is £5,190,683. This loss, with: the
addition of £1,000,000 capital, sharcholders
will have to make good. The report shows
the practice of systematic deceftion. Since
the commencement of the year the weekly
return of the amount of bullion on hand,
which the Bank was obliged to make to
the Government so as to show that its
funds were maintained in due proportion
to its note 1ssue, have been falsified there-
to by adding imaginary sums varying from
£60,000 to £300,000. The directors’ re-
ports to the shareholders also overstated
the amount of securities and bullion held
in reserve by £926,774 and £200,000 re-
spectively, and under-cstimated the loans
they granted by £1,127,764. The direct-
ors furthermore have been in the habit of
treating in the balance sheets £7,345,357
of bad debts(over half of which is due by
four debtors) as an available asset. The
principal assets of the Bank are bonds and
shares of the Western Union Railway, of
the United States, and scrip of New Zea-
land and Australian Land Company, the
value of which is estimated at £358,450
and £973,845 respectiveély. Crowds were
assembled before the Bank and Exchange
awaiting the report, which caused couster-
nation. A call of £500 per share is antici-
pated, which, it is thought, half the share-
holders will be unable to pay. The re-
mainder of the sharcholders will "ultimate-
ly be compelled to pay double.

Loxpox, Oct. 20.—A disastrous railway
colligion occurred to-day at Pontiprid.

g5 A New York despatch gives the
following additional particulars of the loss
of the brigt Florence, of Annapolis :—

On board the schr. /. K. Tilton, which
arrived yesterday from Cardenas,was a par-
ty of scamen who had been rescued from
one of the most terrible perils of the sea.
They were Capt. Munro and crew of the
brigt. Florence, of Annapolis, N. 8., burn-
ed at sea onthe night of the 7th inst,
when four days out from Savannab, and
250 miles from land. Capt. Munro in. a
few words conveys a vivid impression. On
the Tth inst., while he was asleep below,
the watch on deck became alarmed at the
smell of smoke, and proceeded to investi-
gate the cause. Tearing the battens from
the main hatch, and lifting it to examine
the cargo, which was of turpentine, they
were instantly enveloped and driven back,
scorched and burned by a great burst of
flame that leaped to the mast heads, catch-
ing at the sails and rigging, and darting
like lightning to all parts ot the vessel. So
thoroughly was the inflammable cargo ig-
nited that within five minutes from lifting
the hatch covers,the entire bull was a
mass of roaring flame,and the masts blazed
from deck to truck like gigantic torches,
lighting the ocean for miles. The terrified
crew had just time to cut away and lower
the longboat, tumble into it and put away
for their lives. They saved nothing, and
some cf them appeared yesterday barefoot—
ed rnd hatless, just as they had sprung
from their bunks at the first terrible cry cf
fire. Several of them received severe
bruises but there was no loss of life. They
drifted over the flame-lit sea during the
rest of the night, and in the morning were
picked up by the Norwegian barque Hul-
dren, from Vera Cruz for Queenstown.
From here they were taken the same day
by the R. H. Tilton, in which they were
brought to this port. They have laid
their case before the British consul, by
whom they will be forwarded to Nova
Scotia.

A FABULOUS TREASURE.

From the Courier des Elats Unris.]

Everybody knews the story of the
galleons of Vigo, which foundered at
the entrance of the harbor of Vigo, and
which have lain since at the bottom of
the sea with fabulous treasures. There
are other hidden treasures which con-
tinue to excite the cupidity of fortune-
hunters, and one of them is the treasure
of Hayti. Toussaint-I'Ouverture, “the
Bonaparte of the blocks, " as he called
himself, foreseeing that he would be
obliged to surrender to General Ledero,

150,000,000 (sic) of francs in gold which
he had in hand. He had the coin put
into sacks and ordered ten pioneers to
dig a deep ditch in the country near to
Port-au-prince. “You will stay by the
ditch, ' he said to the wérkmen, “until
some one brings something here to be
buried. The interment once accom-
plished, the hole closed and the earth
replaced, you will return in the com
pany of an three carriages and ten sol-
diers. When the orders of the General
had been executed the workmen start-
ed to return.

It came
from asquad of skirmishers command
ed by Toussaint-l'Ouverture himself.
Pioneers, soldiers and drivers were shot
at and killed on the spot, so that no-
body was left, except the black Bopa-
parte to tell where the 150,000,000 of
france were burned. The grass of the
Antilles has now been growing over
the spot for seventy-five years. Why
does not some one go and dig up this
treasure ?

— Another era of mining speculation
seems to have commenced in California,
and fabulous prices are quoted forstock.
One mine, the Sierra Nevada, which in
May last was worth only $300,000, is
now valued at $26,000,000.  This is in
consequence of avein of rich ore said
to have heen struck at a depth of 2,200
feet. It is safe to predict, however,
that the speculators are the only part-
jes who will be enriched by the
“ find."”

—The work of removing the obstruct-
ions to navigation from the Hell Gate
channel is by no means completed.
The main gallery of the new mine, for
the destruction of Flood Rock, will be
nearly 1,200 feet in length; others 800
to 1,000 feet, with transverse sections
of 100 to 400 feet ; the entire area to be
honeycombed and mined will be about
eight acres, nearly three times that
blow out in the great explosion at Hal-
let's Reef.
